As a re­
sult the whole upper pars of the jaw bone be­
came dead. He has no feeling in it, and he 
can remove the teeth on that side with his 
fingers. He is now in a critical condition.

Important Decision In a Patent Case.
Montbzai., July 10 — A jndgment of an 

important character has just been given here 
by Mr. Justice Torrance in a patent case 
which will awaken a great deal of anxiety 
among all parties who have omitted env of 
the formalities required by the Dominion 
laws in regard to patente. The case in court 
was that of the Crown v. J. J, Bates 
who claimed to have exclusive right to 
manuracture a refrigerator of a certain kind. 
Wheo tile patent wae gianted the model of 
the machine wee nos lodged with the Govern­
ment as required under the Act, and there­
fore the oonrt gave its decision that the 
patent wae not good in law. It n said that 
probably half or two-thirds of all the patents 
granted m toe Dominion era invalid for the 
same reason if they were disputed in eourt. 
There ie no remedy for this state of things 
bat to appeal to Parliament to rectify the

Consul 
Francis promised to bring the mstwr before 
the authorities at Waahington in order that 
these Indians might be suitably rewarded.
* Itie reported from Clinton that there is a 
probability of the mystery which has always 
sorroubded the murder oi the Poole family in 
1878 being about to be cleared up. Poole, 
with two young children—a boy and a girl— 
reside I on-Pemberton Meadows, a wild and 
pietareaqoe part nf'the province, lying be­
tween the cliafn of lakes on the old Harrison- 
Lillooet portage. In the summer of that year 
the charred timberi ot the Poole house were 
discovered by a page*11* Indian, and when the 
white settlers exertihed the ruins they found 
the half-burned . bodies of Poole and

Suspicion fell 
on two white neighbours of Poole. One 
ot these men WH tried twice, and ruined in 
pocket and reputition, although finally ao- 
quitted.

The Manitoba Legislature
Saturday to memorialize her __ ,
Queen with the respectful request that She 
will graciously direct that the boundary be­
tween the provinces of Ontario and Manitoba, 
as defined by 44 Vic., cap 14, of the Statute» 
of Canada, may be eo determined and de­
scribed as will remove all doubts in the 
premises.

The "rails are now laid on the Canada 
Pacific to a point 14 miles east of Port Ar­
thur, on the Lake Superior division, and in 
about ten days tracklaying will begin at 
JNepigon. a distance of 57 miles, coming west­
ward. It is thought this much will be ready 
for operation by toe first of October, Mr. 
Roai, superintendent of the’work, thinks that 
an additional 28 miles will be completed east 
of Nypigon ere toe season closes. The work 
is not to be as difficult as was at first 
imagiaed. The main line west ie qow ironed 
to s point within 118 miles of Calgary. The* 
work west of this point ia also progre<aing 
very satisfactorily onder the direction pf 
Snpt of Construction Ross, acting on behelf 
of toe North American Railway Construction 
Company. Mr. Ross baa already located the 
line to a point within 20 miles Of the sfimmit 
ef the Rockies, which is 122 mflee west of 
Calgary. Men are now at work grading toe 
first 20 miles of the Rocky Mouotein divi­
sion, and a contract for 60 miles more i* just 
on toe eve of being loti

Mr. W. P. Leslie, of the Cuatpms Depart­
ment, gives a direct contradiction to tbe 
statement that smallpox haa broken out 
among the Mennonitee of the Dufferje reserve 
and some deaths reported. He saya that 
there are no cases of smallpox amowt the 
Mennonites, nor have there been any deaths 
from that disease. The feeto of the whole cue 
are folly known to Mr. Leslie, and if the tra­
velling publie will only obey instruetfons of 
the guard» he ha* placed along the boundary 
line, he is pf the opinion that there is nothing 
to fear from the scourge. It ia now in SV 
Joe county, Dkkota, and that district is un­
der a well regu.ated quarantine, aided by 
skilful phÿstciaKÜ. "All deaths up 'to date 
from smallpox in Dakota have been among 
toe French "half-breeds. These people hsve 
been found very hard to keep within tbe 
quarantine limita, hut the America* authori­
ties have the disease fully exterminated on 
the north side of the Pembina river. The 
south side, at a piece named St Joe, and 
also near Olga, where the disease is eow pré­
valent, is well guarded.

Further particulars have been received re­
garding the murder of John McCarthy near 
Qu’Appelle. The body when fouud wai 
etretched on it» back with the arms extended 
over the head ao^ wae fully dressed in the 
every day costume of the victim. The linen' 
jumper was gathered up under his back, indi­
cating that the assassin hauled hie victim from 
tbe shanty to the bluff by the feet. On the 
body being examined in the presence of CoL 
Hercbmer, i* was found that the skoll had 
been completely fractured, the lower jaw 
broken and leaning on the left ahoulder. The 
pockets were turned inside out.

At a recent meeting of the Prayer-book Revi­
sion Society, in London, Canon Taylor, who pre­
sided, said that thepresent was a serious crisis 
fortheChnrcb of England. Romanising influ­
ences were doing a great injury to the Establish­
ed Church. In some quarters there was not a 
single doctrine of the Church of Rome which 
was not recommended to the congregations. 
There was a large and Increasing party among 
the clergy whose apparent object is to bring 

• back the errors of the sixteenth century into the 
Church, both in doctrine and obeervanoe. The 
principle that inspired the Prayer-book Revision 
Society was that this revision ought to be one 
not merely as to its rubrics hnt •• w its formali­
ties.” The Church ho, «.vised the prayer-bwK four umes, me last time being in lore. During 
the last year nearly 40,000 tracts and papers have 
been circulated bv the society, and in order to 
get the movement formally before the Church, a 
petition is to be sent to the Archbishop of Can­
terbury looking to immediate steps toward this 
reformation.

The Rev. Thomas Nicholas Burke, the elo­
quent Irish priest and lecturer, died in the Tai- 
laght Convent, near Dublin, at the age of 53. 
Father Bnrke will be well remembered by the 
remarkable series of lectures which he delivered 
in the Academy of Music. New Ybrk, in 1872, in 
answer to the historian, James Anthony Fronde, 
on the subject of English misrule in Ireland. He 
was born in Galway, Ireland, in 1830, and at the 
age of 17 went to Rome, and from thereto 
Perugia, where he entered the Order of St 
Dominic, beginning hisnovitiateandtheetudy of 
philosophy. From Perugia he was again sent 
to Rome, where he studied theology at the Col­
lege of the Minerya and Santa Sabina, and after 
having spent five years in Itxly he was sent by 
the Superior of his order to England, where he 
was ordained priest in 1896. Father Burke then 
spent four years on the English mission 
in Gloucestershire, after whloh he was 
sent to Ireland to found a novitiate and 
house of studies fdt hia order at Tallaght, near 
Dublin. He successfully accomplished this 
work, and for. the-next seven years ot his life 
he was actively engaged in the care ef the new 
establishment and in giving missions in different 
parts of Ireland. His eloquence and learning 
had by this time attracted the attention of his 
superiors in the Church of Rome, and in 1868 he 
was called to the Holy City and made Superior 
of the Monastery ot Irish Dominicans m the 
Church of SL Clemente. Upon the death of 
Cardinal Wiseman, Father Burke suooeeded Dr. 
Manning as preacher ot the Lenten sermons in 
English in the Church of Santa Maria dei Po- 
polo, and he confirmed to preach these sermons 
for five years. In 1870 he was sent back to Ire­
land and attached to Sl Saviour’s Dominican 
Church in Dublin, and in October, 1871, he was 
made visita tor-general of his order, and came to 
America to lecture and preach In behalf of pub­
lic charities with which the Church was identi- 
fisd. He made a tour of the United States and 
Canada, his eloouence drawing crowded houses 
whenever he spoke, and the result was that 
large sums ot money were realised from his lec­
tures, which were so full of interest to the gene­
ral publie that they were reported very fully in 
the newspapers ot the large cities where he ap­
peared. ^

But who is responsible for the delay 
which has occurred 1 The blame, and 
shame, of all the delay resta on the shoul­
ders of Mr. Mowat and his friends. These 
persons do not want a settlement They 
prefer agitation and a “ cry.” They pre­
tend to cling to an award which they know 
is illegal. Mr. Mowat does not dare, aa 
a lawyer, to say that the award is legal 
Mr. Blab has refused to commit himself 
to the opinion that the award is legal Mr. 
Mowat has confessed that a.,fresh tribunal 
might hye- to be applied to. tie House 
of Commons has refused Mu eatoita'ifc’i^Mj; 
award. A committee of thè'Sousé ÉSs re­
ported against it. Sir Franco Hincks 
confesses that all the doubtful points were, 
in making the award, decided against On- 
tana Nevertheless, Mr. Mowat1» Gov­
ernment, in order to excite as far as pos­
sible the agitation concerning Provincial 
Rights, insists on considering that award 
as legal and binding.

Perhaps we are wrong in saying that it 
insists note ; for a change may have come 
over their policy, and the Grit organ’s re­
surrection of the topic may be for the 
purpose of covering the" Grit Local Gov- 
eminent’s retreat from aa untenable and 
unpopnlar position. The elections of Feb­
ruary last were for the Local Ministers 
a rude awakening from the dream of in­
creasing popularity in which t£ey had 
lingered so long. Mr. Mowat may be 
preparing to Submit his case to that tresh 
tribunal which he spoke of in his earlier 
despatches on this question. In that ease 
the people of Ontario will see how hypo­
critical he and his - colleagues have been. 
It will be seen that they had all along no 
confidence in the ultimate maintenance 
of the award ; and that they were dis­
honestly concealing their opinion while 
lashing the minds of their partisans 
into passion, and trying to drive the people 
of Ontario into revolt. It can never be 
forgotten that Mr. Mowat gave encour­
agement to murder and robbery in the dis­
puted territory—if there were any ruffians 
there to take advantage of it—when he de­
clared there was an absence of law in that 
territory. He did this—he incurred all 
the possibly dreadful responsibility of such 
an avowal—low two reasons : In the first 
-plage, to help Mr. BtitiCe at the Dominion 
elected of June, 1882 : and in the second 
place, to exciter Lis own party at the pro­
vincial elections of Fttmu^ry,1883. There 
are people hr Ontario, sy
him in politics la a general way,_______
never forgive him for that gross outrage 
on all the decencies of public and of official
life. ,

Meantime, he and his friends are the 
only stumbling blocks in the path to a 
perfect, peaceful, and permanent settle­
ment of the whole question. Sir John 
Macdonald has offered a choice of 
tribunals. The House of Commons by 
resolution has proposed a mode of settle­
ment The electors of Ontario, in Feb­
ruary last, gave Mr. Mowat to understand 
very clearly that they did not approve of 
his policy. We are convinced that the 
Provincial Assembly, as at present consti­
tuted, will not support Mr. Mowat in the 
policy of disturbance he has been pur­
suing. If he giges up his agitation and 
submits to a new means of settlement, he 
may be oonsidered a hypocrite of course 
by bis deluded partisans, But Mr. Mowat 
and his Lardys and Dardys are not afraid 
of"even a good deal of contempt, if they 
can keep their offices. The jingling of 
the provincial guinea will help the hurt 
that honour feels : and in the case of two 
or three of the Ministers, honour is too 
thick-skinned to feel any sort of a wound.

We dénotât all imagine that the more 
expenwped,;Xsierican officials, who will 
of course have to bear the brunt of the 
negotiation#, will find much comfort m 
Globe editorials ; but the opinion* of a 
portion of our press can always be made 
to do duty as a species of evidence against 
us in forming the public opinion of the 
United States. This is what makes the 
articles we refer to particularly objection­
able from a Canadian point, of viww. We 
have established a strong case, based on 
the clearest rules of international law, 
against the United States for compensation 
for our fisheries. In a new negotiation 
wo should feel «*âdent of establishing a 
case equally strong, and obtaining compen­
sation even greater than before. The 
advantages to Canada under the treaty are 
easily calculable. The advantages to the 
United States are very great, and very 
nearly incalculable, iW British fisheries 
are our inheritance ; they are'priceless ; 
they are essential to the comfort of the 
people of the United States ; and when­
ever the question comes np again it will 
be found that the experience of the past 
has not been lost on the American officials; 
and they will be rather more ready than 
before to entertain reasonable propositions 
for a settlement satisfactory to both coun­
tries. In the meantime common decency 
requires that Gnt journals should at least 
pretend to have a little more interest in 
their own country’s welfare than in that of 
a foreign people.

A NEW QUALIFICATION.
The election trials are throwing new 

light upon the Crooks licensing system, 
over which Mr. Mowat presides with so 
much benevolence and dignity, and with 
suoh political advantage to himself. In 
the Welland trial, which has advanced a 
stage and wao on Saturday postponed until 
September, an interesting story is told by 
witnesses of Reform proclivities. Luther 
Boabdman is a tavern-keeper in Crowland. 
and Jakes Henderson was until recently 
License Commissioner and presideht of the 
Reform Association of the county.

Boabdman and Hbndrrson did not get 
on well together, and the former wanted 
the latter deposed from the commissioner- 
ship. , Lest the tavern-keeper should be 
offended at Henderson’s re-appointment 
and decline to aid those earnest advocates 
of temperance, the Ontario Ministers, in 
the elections of February last, the naming 
of the license commissioners for 1883 was 
delayed by Mr. Mowat until March. 
They should have been appointed in Janu­
ary. In March Mr. Mowat and his col­
leagues rose from the dirt in which they 
had been crawling before Boabdman and 
re-appointed Henderson. This astonish­
ing exhibition of temporary independence 
alarmed the Reform Association of Wel­
land. and a deputation from that august 
assembly waited upon Henderson and 
begged him not to act, as .Boardman’b 
opposition was dreaded. Just at 
this time the Mowat Government 
prostrated itself again before Boabdman, 
and Henderson's official notification of 
his appointment was withheld. Thus do 
we see how entirely freo from partisanship 
the Crooks licensing system is, and how 
patriotically and unselfishly the Mowat 
Government labours in the great cause of 
temperance.

It has Jij&erte been thought that the 
license commissioners were appointed solely 
because of thhlr political bias, bùtjVis 
clear that a straght Grit record and a irtfi- 
lingness to administer the licensing sys­
tem in the interests of the Reform party 
are not the only qualifications for a com­
missioner. He must also have tne ap­
proval of the tavern-keepers who vote with 
the party.

THE SENATE.
The Grit organ is gradually reducing its 

“ arguments” against the Senate to their 
proper logical absurdity. Any high school­
boy who would send such articles as those 
in the Globe to the head master as an exer­
cise in EAglish composition might be 
praised, perhaps, for spelling correctly, 
but would find “ rubbish” written on the 
corner when the essay was returned.

Methodist union — present
STATE OF THE QUESTION.

A few persons seem to be labouring un­
der the mistaken notion that the union of 
tfce Methodist Uhurches of this country is 
still an open question with the largest of 
these%odiea. A little thought should, 
however, be sufficient to convince any per­
son of intelligence that this is not the 
case. Indeed, the desirableness of an or­
ganic union of all the branches of the de­
nomination in the Dominion has not been 
in question iq. the Methodist Church of 
Canada for many months. If.it be true, 
as was affirmed tijr the Rpv. Dr. Elliott 
at the late session of the Montreal Con­
ference—and-we have no reason to ques­
tion it—that'll standing resolution in 
favour of such .union has been on the jour­
nals of the-highest courts of this Church 

"W W l^t l^fteeti yegrx, tt hwmqt really

Bu» not to
au ce with the r overtures 
which had been sent up to it from 
Quarterly Mtettilgs, District Meetings, 
and Annual Conferences, the General 
Conference—the "highest court of the 
Church;—not only affirmed, by a prac­
tically unaqjruolis vote, that suoh an 
union was desirable, and that it was 
prepared to imake certain important con­
cessions in order^t possible, to secure its 
consummation, but also appointed a large 
committee of ite own members, including 
in its composition all the heads of depart­
ments and the most thoroughly represen­
tative men of all the annual conferences, 
to meet the committee appointed by the 
other Methodist Churches of the country, 
with a view to their agreegig upon a basis 
of union ; and when it even went so far 
as to adjourn to meet in the city of Belle­
ville in September next for the purpose 
of “ giving effect to the union,” in the 
event of the Joint Committee having 
agreed upon a basis, and that basis having 
received the erdonation of the necessary 
majorities, surely, if there was any power 
in the body capable uf closing it, this ques­
tion was closed from that time.

Since that action was taken in the Gen­
eral Conference, so far as this branch" of 
the denomination is concerned—and we 
understand the same is true of all the 
other Methodist Churches of the country, 
they all being equally committed to the 
principle of union—there was no room 
left for further debate upon this subject. 
The question -of the desirableness of the 

* organic union of the Methodist Churches 
of the country was then definitely and au­
thoritatively settled ; and henceforth ail 
argument against it, in the body, has" been 
clearly out of order. Opposition to it, is 
opposition to the authority of the Church. 
So long as the union sentiment in the 
Methodist Church of Canada was merely 
opinion, it was undoubtedly a proper sub­
ject. of debate by the ministers and mem­
bers of that body ; but when any body, 
either political or ecclesiastical, has solemn­
ly and constitutionally defined and affirm­
ed its j udgmetit respecting anything which 
has hitherto been matter of debate, it is) 
ipso facto, taken out of the domain of mere 
opinion, atnLhenoefotth It has all the au­
thority and saoredness of law ; and there­
after the only alternative left to those who 
are opposed to it is either submission or 
rebellion. Thh, as' it appears to us, ie 
precisely the position of the union ques­
tion in ttbe Methodist Churches ; it has 
beendecldedbyihe highest authority known 
in these Cherche», and until it is re-open­
ed by deliberate and solemn legislative ac­
tion, undoing what has been done in the 
past, it is net • proper subject for hostile 
criticism upon the part of such as acknow­
ledge their amenability to such authority.

Thi» haa.boeû fully recognized by those 
persons who hiVe drawn up the resolutions

It is an interesting suggestive 
fact* that everyone who voted on this ques­
tion in the annual conferences which have 
recently been held voted for the organic 
union of all the Methodist Churches of 
thi* country.

To the Editor of the Buffalo Courier.
Sir,—I have been much interested is the

The American press has discussed the great 
advantages that would accrue to Canada by 
becoming a part of the United Sts tee, from 
their o*a standpoint, in a most patriotic, 
able, and urgent manner. Whilst they have 
thna ao ably argued the question, they evi­
dently accepted the Utterances df a portion of 
the Reform (opposition to ths Government) 
press of Canada as a basis of their views ; not 
being sufficiently familiar with Canadian 
affairs to understand test the Reform (Opposi­
tion) part]! of Canada ie without an able 
leader and is also without a platform. The 
Reform party has been and is a sinking ship 
—the press, the leaders, the party—drifting 
about in a most helpless condition *ot a man

PROGRESS OF CANADA.
I would ask, why should Canada become a 

part of the United States ? It is but sixteen 
years since Confederation, and the rapid pro­
gress Jhat bas taken place in the atlairs of 
the Government and the people daring that 
brief period gives out no sign or rçaton 
wherein existing conditions would have been 
bettered under the ** Stars and-etripes. ” The 
fetters that bind the pro rinces together in one 
great, grand Dominion, and the bonds that tie 
the common people together in their loyalty 
as a part of the great British Empire, have 
been forged in a » ar of “ peace and good-will 
to each other. ” Whilst petty enmities and 
strife agitate the surface of the political sea 
of Canada, yet there 1» beneath it all a loyal­
ty, “ deep-rooted and sure-footed,” which 
wdl not urook the interference of aught 
else than that which does honour to the 
British flag. The American ,press having 
become greatly interested in Canadian af­
fair», through the belief that much dissatis­
faction exists, it haa pressed most urgently of 
late the invitations to the provinces to be­
come » part of the Republic. After remaining 
passive for a long time the Canadian press 
gives voice to sentiments that mpat heartily 
repudiate the inferences that have been drawn 
from the “ family quarrel,” as it were, that 
has been going on within the borders of the 
Dominion. In addition to this repudiation 
strong ground is taken in regard to American 
institutions, wherein the Canadian press put 
forward the unanimous opinion that their 
own constitution is the beat, and the most 
suitable to existing and prospective condi­
tions. '

Mr. Hardy has already brought the 
province into Collision with the oity authori­
ties on the water question. But what does 
he care whether the inmates of the provincial 
institutions are served with pure water or 
not.

Whiskey as a political motor is gaining fa­

Recognizing the important 
factors in the wonderful growth of the United 
States, and also the important fact that the 
p.ilicy of the Republic ie “peace and non-in­
terference with the affairs of foreign powers,” 
they see in all thit ao reason for changing 
their allegiance from the British flag. There 
is no freer or happier people to-day on the 
face of the globe than the Canadian people ;

THS LOST OPPORTUNITY.

with her products in foreign markets, and 
make money, there is growing np a national 
sentiment which pervades all classes of She 
people. Therefore, I repeat, that the favour­
able opportunity for annexation was, it ever, 
at the time of the abroge tien of tbe Reci­
procity Treaty, and that there is no sentiment 
worthy of notice existing in Canada at tin 
present time, nor is there likely to be.

The Emigration oi Paupers to Amerioa- 
Caoedlan Vis: tors in the Metropolis

which has risen in England and America over 
the emigration of Irish paupers to the States. 
Mr. G lads ton rile Government have repeatedly 
blundered, but their mistake this time is one 
of some magnitude. Despite the assurances 
of the owners of tbe line taking the people 
out. they are, many of them, as certainly 
paupers as if they certainly and actually came 
out of a poorhouse. A mao who lives ia a 
palace may not be a prince, bat a man who 
for some time has left nis borne, resided in a 
workhouse, and baa no ' property and no 
clothes, must per ee be a pauper. America 
naturally objects to aged and infirm articles 
ot this class being shipped to tbe States, and 
America is qu.te right so to do. What a very 
whirlwind and roar of patriotic denunciation 
would thunder over our shores if France ship­
ped a few gross of the sansculottes ot Mont­
martre to Loudon. We should go as red in 
the face with angry heat as boiled lobsters, 
and excel a fish-fag in tbe vehemence of oar 
adjectival remarks. So violent ie the storm 
which has risen that in to-day’s Times the 
secretary of Mr. Tube’s fund writes to speci­
ally protest against Canada being connected 
with the idea that paupers are being sent out 
there Trom either Ireland or England. In 
fact the controversy has brought oat into 
sharp relief tbe extreme wisdom of the course 
taken by your agents and officers here in 
testing all applicants for emigration 
to the Dominion, and in ascertaining 
that they were, in every sense, as far 
removed from the position of a pauper as

futters are from tne tops of church-steeples.
tie whole incident will tend to raise Cana­

dian emigration and the status of tbe Cana­
dian emigrant greatly in popular estimation, 
high as that estimation is and has been.

lira A. T. Stewart's Isolation In Her Filth 

Avenue Falaee.
Alone in her marble palace lives the widow 

of A. T. Stewart. His remains, which are 
supposed to be resting beneath the magnifi­
cent mausoleum of Garde.n City, are scarcely 
more secluded than is the personality of Mrs. 
Stewart.

The greater portion -of the Stewart mansion 
h c oeed, dust gathers upon it» pointing and 
furniture, its blinds of white and go Id-abut' 
out the exterior view, and lave a small sait» 
Qt rooms on the western corner, the mansion 
is practically deserted. There is something 
touching in her splendid isolation within can 
oi the fashion, care, elegance, and bustling ac­
tivity of a restless social world.

A lady with silvery grey hair, whose fea­
tures are still clearly cut and bear the evi­
dences of refinement, is Mrs. Stewart. Her 
eves are yet nndimmed. She stoops slightly. 
She is of kindly presence, although her fea­
tures bear the traces Of much suffering, and 
a habitual sternness of expression settles 
upon her features when in repo-e. Her face, 
when iit np with the interest of a passing 
topic, affords the observer a fair idea of 
what Mrs. Stewart was in her prime. With 
the aid of a silver crutch-handted.cane she 
can get about fairly. But there are times 
when the services of her personal attendant 
are much in request.

A WOMAN OF METHOD.
Mrs. Stewart is a woman of method. 

When able she vises by 10 o'clock, and break­
fasts usually alone. Her tastes are few and 
modest, and her rieh but simple breakfast 
equipage contains the old-fashioned meal of 
tea, dry toast, and some light, easily digested 
food, as chicken or fish. Wines she rarely 
touches, save toward evening, preparatory to 
retirement, between 9 and 10 o’clock, when a 
glass of port acts as a gentle stimulant to a 
night of peaceful repose.

Bat despite her long years of mourning, life 
has certain duties to be performed, and a 
business tact, inherited probably from her 
husband, is still characteristic of Mrs. Stew­
art’» domestic habits.

There are certain pensioners to be looked 
after, accounts of personal expenditure» to be 
investigated, letters to be answered, and old 
friends go be received.

All 
this takes up more time than would at first 
appear.

A Sketch of HmLH« and Her Suit Against

It is now 82 years since 
Daniel Clark, a handsome, polished young 
man, who had been for some years leading 
the life of an Indian trader in Mississippi, 
came to Philadelphia to spend the winter. 
Clark was a gay fellow, and he took in all 
the pleasure* of the then metropolis of Am- 
erica, la hi» rounds he

MET A FRENCH BEAUTY
and fell’In love with her. This woman’s 
npma waeZulime Garner, and at the tiiiie she 
was living with a Frenchman named La 
Grange, Clark met her. Whether she was 
married to La Grange or not is one of the 
point» lu question. The defendants claim the 
was hie legal wife. At any rate, when Clark 
met her in 1805 she left La Grunge and went to live with Clark.

In 1806,177 year» ago, Myra Clark waa 
born. She Was the only child Znlime Carrier 
had by Daniel Clark.

At this time Clark sent Znlime to New Or- 
leans, and acted as a bachelor. He engaged 
himself in marriage, and formed other " con­
nections producing other offspring. He de­
nied the fact thatne had married Znlime, and 
when she cam* baok and pushed the cue in 
the Philadelphia courts, she wu unable to 
‘ eceed. She finally took up with a Dr. 

«■dette. and lived with him until he died.
But wfiile Clark would have nothing to do 

with tho mother, he took good care of the 
child. >

MYRA CLARK WAS WELL EDUCATED
byjtim, and was treated by him as a daugh­
ter- He went again into Indian trading at 
New Orleans, and amassed an immense for­
tune. In 1818, just 70 years kgo, he died, 
and a will wae produced showing that all of 
his property was left to his mother aud to 
the city of New Orleans, Myra Clark, then 
only seven y dare old, was apparently penni­
less, and the executors took charge of the 
estate, #

When Myra grew to the age of twenty she 
married a Mr. Whitney, and then she began 
to contest the will She claimed she was 
the only legitimate daughter of Daniel Clark, 
and that bis property was hers. The claim 
v<as at once hotly contested, and Mr. Whit­
ney died before it was tried.

The widow continued to prosecute the suit. 
Shortly afterward she married General 
Gainés, and he entered into the case as warm­
ly as herself.

THE CASE WAS TRIED
at New Orleans. It waa lost. It was carried 
to the Supreme Court at Washington. It 
was agaip teak In 1853 it seemed a hopeless 
fight, «nd at this time General Gaines died.

But Myra Clark Gaines was not discour­
aged. and shortly after this time she discov­
ered a will executed by her father certifying 
that Myra was bis only child and creating 
her hie sole heir. Upon this will she again 
went before the court! in New Orleans. She 
again lost. She again appealed to the Su­
preme Court at Washington, and here, in 
1861, she obtained a judgment confirming this 
will and giving her toe whole property left 
by her father* and toe rents thereof for the 
peat 30 years. Then the war broke out and 
justice wes again delayed. Since then she 
has, I think, received something from the 
city, bat nothing ie comparison with her 
rights. She is now 77 years of age, and will 
be perhaps the richest woman in the United 
States if she ever comes into the property for 
which she has so pluckily fought for a life­
time.

Without finishing 
their sapper, they went to light np the house, 
end pnder the open sky they returned thanks 
to heaven for my sate arrival The ceremony 
was completed by firing off fire-oraokers. 
After meat, the familjr old and Young collected 
themselves around me ; even our related neigh­
bour! had heard of my return, and so they 
came too to increase the circumference of the 
family circle. Many questions were asked, and 
many replies made. Of the young folks, not 
to speak of those that were born after 1 left, 
I did not-recognize a single one. Some have 
grown as tail as I, others seem to have 
changed entirely, but as time spent at borne 
increased, their faces all carpe back to mjr 
mind. In this crowd of young people there it 
oue, the funniest and the moat charming lit­
tle fellow you ever saw. He is my youngest 
brother. I noticed him the moment I en­
tered the bouse. When he wae told that 
I was his brother, who had been far, 
far away, he cams before me and half 
bent his knees. My mother told me that 
he is toe pet of the family, and when she is 
notin a happy mood he wonld climb upon her 
lap and begin to console her. He sleeps with 
her, and often in the middle of the night, 
when he wakes up, he wenld pnt both hit 
hands around her neok, aud give her a kiss 
and au embrace. While I was at home- (be 
waa seat by the Government to Fooohin) he 
would come to call me every morning. Now 
1 mi*e the little fallow very much. Instead 
of bis sweet childish voice I hear every morn­
ing nothing but the disagreeable sound of an 
old gong.”

Yea, We Remember toe Classic Frolles of

Thou- Sara
In these so-called l*oerèesive days we hear 

a great deal about esthetic culture in our 
colleges, and quite aa much of college boat 
races and football matches. The average 
collegian seems to have his eboice between 
developing an enormous muscle and dropping 
perpetually into converse with the muses 
and interviews with art. It is a choice be­
tween velvet knee-breeches and a woollen 
boating shirt.

This may beaU very well for the learned 
professors of to-^ey and the race of college 
presidents, but i* is doubtful whether the 
Students of this generation are better off than 
their fathers, or their çirou ms tances are bet­
ter adapted to develop a superior article of 
physical or mental production. The college 
bays of thirty or forty years ago knew little 
about modern esthetic culture, and would 
have oared less about It had it been pressed 
upon their notice by any Oscar Wilde of the 
day, bat they were none the worse off because 
they gave their spirits vent in practical 
jokes whose memory now nukes college 
legends, and wielded the oar in tabs that 
were constructed so as to stand a collision 
with a steam tug. Of scientific rowing or 
canoeing they kuew nothing, but they could 
“ bump "any craft ttiat came in th«r way, 
and joyfully take the risk of drowning. Of 
aesthetic talk they we/e.ignorant, but they 
could “ talk the head off ” an importunate 
creditor, and make irresistible love to auy 
damsel whose bright eyes had enamoured 
them. The manner in which thev have since 
acquitted themselves in the world ie proof 
that the course they pursued was on the 
whole healthy and wise.

Perhaps it is because we are “ old boys ” 
that the ways and doings at the colleges of 
to-day seem inexpressibly tame. We rote at 
six o'clock then on winter mornings, and 
slipping on outer clothes, and sticking our 
heads through a slit in the blanket, we wrap­
ped it around us, and rushed down to pray­
ers, The culture of to-day places prayers at 
eight, demands fall toilet, and does away 
With all the fun and excitement of the first 
sleepy recitation by candle lignt in the same 
manner the spirit of improvement baa blot­
ted out all the old landmarks,and the “bovs” 
who “ rushed ” through college aTO all young 
gentlemen who leisurely stroll through the • ‘Ar­
cadian groves’’ of an educational course. Bah 1 
It is a delight even now to remember how 
we worked all one night to fill the chapel 
with hay ; on .another night piled oordwood 
all over the chancel ; on still another occa­
sion took all the pipes eut of the organ and 
hid them, and crowned all these uncultured 
deeds by substituting.a wooden Bible for the 
book fronq which the president daily read to 
ua It is a pleasure to recall when the crew 
of the ancient and solid tub “Wind” bumped 
the rival craft, which Went bv the name of 
“Wave,” until ' we had submerged the 
boat and nearly drowned a tutor who had 
taken an oar “for that occasion only.” Plea- 
sure? Why, the writer received a special 
vacation of a whole month tor his share in 
the naval battle, and the folks at home en­
joyed the joke as ..heartily a» I did. Was

m up Wlhng'fllgMa of stdirt Hd tivher 
tied'to the door-kabb of â youth who was 
studying for honours t m toe industry which 
removed signs from stores in town and nailed 
one to every tires m the campus ; in the artis­
tic impulse which painted all the Corinthian 
pillars of the chapel in red, white and bine, 
until the building resembled $ huge and most 
patriotic barber shop f It is not to be ex­
pected that the modern scholastic disciple of 
Mr. Oscar Wilde would think ranch of those 
mental efforts, biti they kept the brain clear 
certainly, and developed infinite laughter at 
the time as well as no email amount qf muscle 
subsequently.

Thli sounds very well to the un­
initiated, but in point of feat it threatens to 
largely increase the race of “dudes ” and to 
coddle a set of sillt-stoekinga The college 
student who had not attempted to remove 
the clapper of the chapel bell, steal a ride on 
the president’s horse by night, or lock 
a goat into the early recitation room would 
have been voted a slow ooeoh in our day, 
besides missing half the fun in his scholas­
tic coursa But now he goes on his way, sober­
ly if not solemnly, to prate of art or enter a 
boat race, wholly given over to serious busi­
ness in either line, and missing all that his 
scholastic predecessors prised in their youth.

It may be, as I have said, that it is because 
we are growing old that the graduates of 
twenty-five or thirty years ago think there has 
been a degeneracy in our-aoademic household» 
“It ia a good thing," Horace wrote, to play 
the fool m its place,” and the pranks of the 
collegian are nearly always pardonable, and 
usually the outburst of hearty and manly 
nature. At any raté, I have yet to meet "a 
college mate Who repente of his share m 
painting the president’s horse a beautiful sky 

. bine, or of dexterously inserting a pack of 
carde between the leases of the Bible the 
senior professor waa to open in ehapel and 
which gave him such a fall hand.

These wide trama are arranged in 
virions ways, one fashi u being to lav the 
skirt in very heavy plaits, which are sat 
under the point of the bodice. The most 
elegant style, however, ia to out the back en 
pri. cease, with bodice and train in one. The 
least becoming to most figures is the fashion- 
able manner of cutting tne back a _a Watte .u, 
the heivy box-pla.t falling from the shorn- 
dtrs, th e style requiring a c rtain stately car­
riage and a slender, graceful form.

GLANDERS IN HORSES

A correspondent says this lostbtome, ia- 
curable, and contagious disease is prevalent 
among horses in Hastings ooutoty, and asks if 
steps should not be taken to prevent ittpread- 
ing. This same question has recently been 
agitating the farmera.ofthe Western States, 
but the only one that has taken, so far aa we 
srs swere, say action toward the eradication 
of the evil is Illinois, where the ravages of glan­
ders became so disastrous that not only hones 
and moles were dying off rapidly, 
bat even those persons who wire bjftegh t 4» 
contact with the affected animals also sue- 
oumned to the disease."’Unfortunately it la 
not generally known that glanders m the 
horse may be transmitted to man, and when 
aperson has been sufficiently exposed to the 
virus it is only a question of timei and fre­
quently a very short time, when a most 
loathsome death puts an end to his exist­
ence. e Some writers, among them the editor 
of the tfrewert'Gatette. say that the true nature 
of many obscure casqe ol disease sod death in 
man bas never been suspected to be glanders, 
bat such, hpwever, is the care, as two men, 
father and son. In Whitesides county, Ill., 
died from this disease, which referai attend-
™y. pneumonia, and a form *of
erysipelas. Soon alter the death of the son
the father, became similarly affected, and it 
was only during the last few days before the
death of the latter that the true nature of 
the disease was suspected, from the ciroum- 
stanoe that five giandered horses, contained 
in this man's stable, had been treated by 
both him and his son. This occurrence 
caused considerable excitement in all parts of 
the State, and public opinion became so pro­
nounced that a bill was intieduepd" in 
the Senate authorizing thff ’"expenditure 
of $10,000 th prevent the spread of all 
contagions diseases in hones, nralea, and 
asses, the mouey to be expended under thé 
direction of the State veterinarian. The 
bill provides for the destruction ’of affected 
animals and the imposition of fines, ranging 
from $50 to $500, on persons who do not re­
port all cases to the proper authorities. This 
will no doubt have a good effect, as the 
State veterinarian has inaugurated a
lively crusade against the owaese et 
diseased animals, and before long
glànders and farcy will be comparatively 
unknown in Illinois. If the disease is 
spreading as rapidly ss onr Hastings Corres­
pondant says it is in his locality, something 
should be done to abate it, and the only way 
to tnooaksfnlly bring about a remedy is for 
the farmers to agitate the question them­
selves.

When a herd bas been permitted to shrink 
from drought, it not only gives less milk 
through ail tbs remaining part of the 
season, but it dries up entirely very much 
sooner than when the flow is kept right 
up to its maximum measure all the time. 
Herds which are full fed, go dry on 
an average only about one month in the year, 
while those which suffer from « drought six
to ten weeks in the hot part of the reason 
with no extra feed, go dry on the average 
about three months. Animals pinched ia the 
summer get poor and wanting in vigour, so 
that they do not stand the winter .well, and 
yet it oosts mere to winter such e herd than 
it does a fleshy one. To subject cow. to a 
lock of feed when they should be doing their 
best brings disaster in every quarter, and in- 
fliote losses upon thé owner which keep him 
struggling witWpoverty from year tVyear, 
and by distressing and discouraging, make 
him dissatisfied with hie business, ana life an 
up-bili journey,—hive Stock Journal.

Swine In Summer.
We think there is usually a great mistake 

made in the belief that hogs will fatten bet­
ter in a high temperature. Writers tell us 
that it requires double the feed in winter to 
keep up the animal heat, and that, therefore, 
there is a large margin in favour of the euro- 
mer feeding of swine. It is all an -error. 
Summer is no time to feed hogs. A fat bog 
in warm weather is a burden to itself, and 
that being to, it must require an additional 
amount of -food to sustain the wear which 
comes .from excitement. Swiné do not re­
quire a high temperature. If they are pro­
tected even in winter from storms and winds, 
they will eUnd the cold without detriment 
At the beginning of winter—when we usually 
have fine weather—we will find fat hogs 
lying out in th» open air; not bunched to­
gether, but lying contentedly by themselves. 
It never was intended to rook » hog before it 
was butchered.. All we want for our hogs in 
summer is grass, and we never begin t, feed 
until early fall Upon grpse alone the animal 
wiU make g,,od solid development. It will
lpok a little angular and thin, bnt the bone 
and muscle, the foundation for a Urge hog, 
will be there. ,1 ust ss soon as corn la fit to 
frod. we begin to feed it gradually, until in 
about three weeks the animal can have all 
he will eat. Then you will see it lay on fit 
rapidly. There is no excessive h.-at r flies to 
bother it- It has nothing to do bnt to eat, 
sleep, sod become 1st. As may be needed! 
we feed middlings, ar such other foods as may 
be required ti> keep tip the mueceiar system. 
Thus the hog eveply develops, and it may be 
kept growing all through the winter, sad the 
food be as economically disposed of as at any 
time during the summer. — Weetens Rural.

Boo» Culture.
A eornmon mistake in growing roots is 

sojnng too early and aiming at large si» 
rather than quality. A medium-sized root 
quickly, grown is ranch better than one 
piloted to early that before time for digging 
it hue become pithy, ftringy, and tasteless. 
Koot« are net really grown simply for the 
nutriment they contain, bnt as appetizers and 
to promote the digestion of other food.

When he had got through"tie left hi. flag 
and medal with the interpreter. “Pie-». 
Pot" seems to have lost iollnehce, «e before 
the meeting the other chief» sent word that 
they did not wish to .ho responsible for wbat 
he said. On leaving Mapls Creek the party 
went to Medicine B»t by rail, and from 
there drove to the Blackfeet Crossing. From 
all quarters there had been rumours that it 
would be impossible to make any arrange- 
ment with the Blackfeet ; that they would 
not give up any of .their reserve, and that 
they were generally hostile ; bnt upon arriv­
ing at the reserve all the chiefs, head men, 
and young warriors turned ont to meet the 
commissioners, and after firing a saints 
within a few yards of them, gore them a 
most hearty welcome. The Governor and 
Col. McLeod, who was with him acting aa oe- 
commiesirfner, said that they had never seen 
the Indiana looking so contacted and happy. 
After shaking hands, which must have lasted 
nearly an hour (for after the men got through 
the women and children pushed to the front), 
the Governor and party went to toe» camp, 
and the ehiefs and Indians returned to theirs, 
“Three Bull," the head soldier, being de­
tailed by Crowfoot to see that the children 
and dogs did not trouble ns steer oamp. At 
the opening of the Council

the governor

addressed the chiefs. He told them 
glad he was to meet them and to find that 
whst he had told them when he first ca 
among them bad come to pass. He mid .

“ When I name to yon from the Great 
Mother some fqur y esta ago I told von that 
the buffalo was now about gone, and that al­
though yon might for » short time exist on 
them ft would not be long before you must 
work like the white men. People told me 
that yon would never work, and I said you 
had arms and legs and muscle like the white 
men and I thought you weoldbe able to work. 
Now whst do I see ? Houses built and fields 
cultivated, and I am told by my agent that a 
great deal of the work is the work of the 
Indian, and that white men are glad to hire 
some of yon to plough.”

To this the Indians assented with their 
peculiar grant. The Governor then said :-

*■ Now I will come to the question which' I 
wish to talk to yon sheet, that is aboat your 
reserve. The Queen has sent OoL Method 
and myself to consult yon, advise with yon, 
and find ont what your wishes are. Col Me- 
Lgod is sent because the Government knew 
that he is an old friend of yours, end was one 
of the commission who made the treaty with 
the Blackfoot nation.”

THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

Constitution of the Proposed. Canadian 
Sanitary Association.

At the Health conference held at Ottawa in 
Decemb rlaet, represented by some of tiré 
most influential and eminent mon in thé 
medical profession, who had assembled to 
interview and consult with the Hon. J. H. 
Pope, Minister of Agriculture, in relation to 
the imp ortant question of vital and mortuary 
statistics, a proposition was made bv one ct 
the gentlemen present that a sanitary associa» 
tion should be formed. The idea was receiv* 
sd wilh general approbation by those present, 
Mid s Provisional Committee composed ot. 
Dr». Canuiff, Wright, Piayter, ana ex-AM. 
T.yior, of Toronto ; Dm. Bay and M.rsden, 
of Quebec ; Dra. Botsford and Daniel, tit. 
John, N3.; Dr. McDonald, Londonderry, N. 
ft; Dr. Conroy, Charlottetown, P.ftL; Ore. 
Mount and Campbell, AM. Mooney and Fair- 
own. Messrs. Boxer and Ban dry, G ft’s, of 
Montreal ; Dr. Almon and Aid; Macoy/M. 
P.P., Halifax, N.ft; Drs. Grant and Mark, 
of Ottawa, were appointed to take the neoeb- 
sary preliminary steps towards forming the 
same. Dr. Piayter was appointed chairman, 
and Mr. Boxer, secretary, the tatter beingre- 
quested to prepare a draft constitution and* 
by-laws. Mr. Boxer has just concluded hit 
labours, and has laid the results before the 
members of the Provisional Committee.

The objects of the association an stated as 
follows :—

1. For the promotion of sanitary education1
and »

DIFFUSION OF EANITART INFORMATION 
throughout the whole of the provinces ; .U 
for endeavouring to obtain education in our 
Publie Schools in the simple taws of hygiene, 
and the means of suppressing and avoiding 
those causes which tend to propagate and 
spread infectious and contagious diseases.

2. For usiag the influence of its-members 
to obtain joint legislation between the 
Federal and Provincial Governments, so as 
to enable more effectual steps to be taken, 
when necessary, to’check the spread of infec­
tions diseases.

3. For mutual co-operation with provincial 
and municipal beards of health in order to 
assist them by its influence and the personal 
exertions of its members ia all matters «Mat­
ing to the public health.

4. To publish in its sanitary journal, for 
the use of schools, lectures on the taws of 
physics, hydrostatics, chemistry of sewsgi ; 
disinfectants ai d deodorizers ; water potin- . 
tion and analysis ; proper method of laying 
drain» and plumbing ; ventilation of dwell-

and public buildings, Ac.; illustrated by____ _
object lessons, designs of plumbing, appli­
ances and apparatus, Ac.

It i* proposed to oaM the society the 
CANADIAN SANITARY ASSOCIATION,

and to be incorporated by Act of Parliament

Sanitary associations rank equal in fin port- 
suce With any association instituted for the 
benefit of mankind. Tfceyare, in foot, asso­
ciations composed of all classes of society, 
whore members are united in self-defence, to 
protect themselves, as well as others,' from 
the spread of loathsome, insidious, and total 
diseases, which have their origin ia filth. 
Tbs germs of there diseases, from want of 
ianiftry precautions, ate carried about upon 
the person ; borne on the wind from 
unclean places ; contained in water 
contaminated with imparities, and float­
ed by gas* from drains and sewers; 
and they enter our houses from 
many hidden sources charged with life-de­
stroying poison. This association being 
purely philanthropic, deserve» the support of 
all who have a good will to mankind. The 
public are slowly awakening to the foot that 
they are themselves answerable to a very 
great extent for their own sufferings and 
bereavements ; sod that diphtheria, scarlet 
tad typhoid fevers, cholera infantum, etc., 
are mainly owing to foul drains and sewers ; 
bad nlumomg and gases issuing therefrom 
which are ventilated into houses, and in 
country places from wells poisoned from the 
oomags of privies, cesspits, and filthy sur­
face drainage. In whatever light we Hew an 
association of this kind, nothing but good 
can proceed from it Be it remembered that 
the saving of a single life from prematura 
death by a disease which is preventable, is 
often the saving of sorrow sad poverty. Or 
the life af a fother, a son, or brother, a 
mother and many children* may he entirely 
dependent ; and poverty too frequently leads 
to vine, and vice to crime. Bnt it is ’ -
