Chained and Beaten by Blaek.. . . . . . . . for Refusing
to Help Him in Cocaine Business.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 8—One c£ 
the worst cases ever before the 
Boston courts, came up today 
when James H. Taylor, a burly 
negro, was held for maltreating his 
white wife, formerly Margaret 
Jackson, of Amherst, N. S.

Late last night, when the police 
raided the house, at 58 Middlesex 
street, they were met by Taylor, 
who levelled a revolver at Ser­
geant Hurley, but before he could 
use it Taylor was overpowered.

Sergeant Hurley went into a 
bedroom, where he found the 
woman in bed with her hands 
tifid and a chain around her neck, 
lie chain being fastened to the 

wall with a padlock. When re­

leased she was unable to dress un­
til given food.

Taylor admitted that he had 
tied his wife up, but said his only 
reason was that he wanted to keep 
her in the house. The woman 
had been chained for eight days. 
Her hands were securely tied be­
hind lier back with stout cords. 
She was beaten with a stove poker 
at will, first in the face and then 
on the head and body.

Tiring of this form m of punish­
ment Taylor turned her face 
toward him and beat her on the 
head and face with the heel of his 
boot. He beat lier on the bosom 
and then kicked her on the body

FIVE CHILDREN LEFT.
MOTHER DIED OF CONSUMPTION 

AND ONE UTILE GIRL IS NOW 
AT GRAVENHURST.

A short time ago n woman in the ad­
vanced stages of tuberculosis died in her 
own home. By her death five little ones were 
left without the care of their mother. There 
was money enough in the family to make 
some provision for the care of the children, 
but it was almost impossible to secure any­
one who would render this service, so afraid 
are many people of this dread disease. A 
visitor to the home says that time and time 
again she had found the baby sleeping in 
her sick mother's bed, and near by food 
was stored from which the children par­
took. A sequel is revealed in the fact that 
to-day one of these fire children is a 
patient in Gravenhurst, and the baby is in 
the children's ward at the Toronto Free 
Hospital for Consumptives.

It is for the care of such sufferers as these 
that the Muskoka Free Hospital for Con­
sumptives has been built. The tax on the 
accommodation is heavy, and the Trustees 
have only been able to make the large ex­
tensions of the present year by borrowing 
heavily from the bank. An appeal is now 
made for funds to help on this work and 
provide a place where children, such as are 
referred to here, may find a home with good 

possibilities of cure.

VOTED WITHOUT BALLOTS.
An Election Day at Charlottesville, 

Va., In 1804.
At Charlottesville, Va., the seat of 

Albemarle county, according to Miss 
Mary Johnston’s chronicle of "Lewis 
Rand,” they were voting for a mem­
ber of the house of delegates. It was 
the fourth Wednesday in April. The 
year was 1804.

“Under the locust trees to Jhe right 
of the open gate were placed long ta­
bles and on them three mighty punch 
bowls, flanked by drinking cups and 
guarded by house servants of venera­
ble appearance and stately manners. 
Here good Federalists refreshed them­
selves. To the left of the gate, upon 
the trampled grass beneath a mulber­
ry, appeared other punch bowls and in 
addition a barrel of whisky ready 
broached for all good Democrat-Re­
publicans. The sunny street was filled 
with horses, vehicles and servants; the 
broad path between the trees, the turf 
on either hand and the courthouse 
steps were crowded with riotous vot­
ers.

DIET AND GLEET.
Eating Before Retiring and Digestion 

During Slumber.
Diet has little Influence on sleep ex 

cept In so far as It may produce dis­
turbances of digestion and through 
these of the general balance of health.

The hypnotic effects of certain foods, 
such as onions, lettuce, milk, etc., are 
chiefly imaginary. Even the time ot 
the last meal of the day is of relative­
ly little Importance except that it Is 
well to let this be at least two or three 
hours before retiring. But even this 
rule has many exceptions, as many 
healthy laboring men habitually fall 
asleep over their pipes directly after 
supper, and children after poking the 
spoon into their little eyes nod off over 
the tea table, with the bread and bat­
ter still clutched In their chubby fists.

The processes of digestion probably 
go on more slowly during sleep, but 
they are perfectly carried out, as Is Il­
lustrated by the almost invariable hab­
it among animals of going to sleep 
directly after a meal.

Indeed, a moderate amount of food 
in the stomach or intestines seems to 
promote slumber. Many night workers, 
for Instance, sleep much better for tak­
ing a light or even full supper Just be­
fore retiring.—Dr. Woods Hutchinson 
in American Magazine.

A story from the Muskoka Free Hospital 
lor Consumptives tells of a mother who, 
with her two children, is now under treat­
ment in that institution. The husband had 
been a patient, but the case was an ad­
vanced one when the patient entered, and 
he has since passed away. There is little 
doubt but that the wife was infected ns a 
result of caring for her husband, and now 
she is in the Muskoka Hospital. Her little 
girl, about live years of age, and a boy of 
tvn are with her, both being afflicted with 
this dread disease.

The words of the mother are pathetic. 
She writes: “I went to a doctor and got 
him to examine my lungs to see whether 
there was anything wrong with them, and 
he said that the right lung was affected. 
A little rest, he hoped, would build me up. 
1 have a little girl, about five years old, and 
the doctor says that if I could take her 
up with me it would do her ever so much 
good, as she ia not very strong. I have 
three more children, and one of these, a 
boy of ten, seems also to be afflicted, and 
it is advisable that he should enter the hos-

These three are of the 104 patients who 
are residents in this deserving institution 
and being cared for without money and 
without price. The sorry part of it is that 
the trustees are carrying a debt of Some­
thing like $40,000, incurred largely through 
the additions that have been made within 
the past year, and that have more than 
doubled the accommodation of the institu­
tion, together with the heavy cost of main­
taining so large a number of free patients.

It lias been said by those who 
have investigated the matter care­
fully that, although at the age of 45 
fully 80 per cent of men are estab 
lished in whatever pursuit they follow 
and are in receipt of incomes in ex­
cess of their expenditure, at the age 
of 00 it has been found that 95 per 
cetih are dependent upon their daily 
earnings, or upon their children for 
support, Many, no doubt, read the 
despatch from Detroit which recently 
appeared in the Canadian papers, and 
which described the condition of a 
man who but a little more than forty 
years ago was a “financial power'* in 
that city, who had a “palatial home” 
on one of the most fashionable thor­
oughfares, entertained lavishly, and 
to whom every person, high and low, 
was prepared to pay homage. But 
the fates were against him. He suf­
fered serious financial losses, and 
when he began to go down hill he 
found it was properly greased for the 
occasion. His friends deserted him 
like rats from a sinking ship, and now 
at 80 years of age, after his day's 
labour, he wends his way to the city 
with the bent, broken down old men 
who have influence enough to have 
their names on the city's pay roil.

The Moral is that out of your 
aoundauce something should be laid 
aside for declining years, and invested 
where thieves cannot reach it, and 
where one cannot be deprived of it in 
any possible way. Tnis means is 
afforded you under the Canadian Gov­
ernment Annuities Act which the 
Parliament of Canada passed in the. 
Session 1908, avd which received the 
unanimous support of both sides of 
the House,
