In West Hoboken, N. J., a little 
more than five years ago, a com­
munity of Dominican Sisters of the 
Perpetual Eosary was established, 
and an inteiestiog account is given 
in * le Rosary Magazine for October, 
from which we make the following 
abstract. The Kov. Damian Mary 
Saintonrens, a Dominican of the 
Paris provine-’, wrote in 1875 to hie 
superior for permission to organize 
the association of the Prepetoal 
Rosary, The pilgrimages to Lourdes 
began to increase wonderfully at 
this time^ and those who had made 
>Mÿ*#s to th# * jinnfl grotto 
were returning wnh great devotion 
to the Holy Roeary. Father Dami 
an received permission to establish 
the society, which soon had twenty- 
five thousand members. This led 
to the foundation of a house of 
Dominican Sisters who would con­
secrate their lives to the devotion 
of the Rosary, and act as apr.petnal 
guard of honor for the Blessed 
Virgin Mary. It was not until 
1880, however, that Father Damian 
was able to found bis work, through 
the aid and encouragement of a new 
provincial of the Paris Province, the 
Very Reverend F. Chooarne, the 
author of "The Life of Father 
Lacordaire. ” At that time Mother 
Mary of the Angels, prioress-general 
of the Third Order of |he Domini­
cans of the Saored Heart at Oalais, 
offered Father Damian part of her 
convent to form the first postulants, 
an offer which be accepted. On the 
twentieth of May, 1880, he arrived 
at Oalais with only four dollars in 
hie pocket, and this bad been given 
him by the Abbeville Carmelites. 
On the twenty-fifth of May two 
postulants presented themselves at 
the convent. During six months 
other postulants came, bat only two, 
Sister Joseph Mary and Sister Mary 
of the Rosary, persevered, sister 
Mary Joseph hsd been secretary of 
the Perpetual Rosary at Havre, 
under Father Damian’s direction.
A decade later she died in the odor 
of sanctity at Louvain. Sister
Mary of the Rosary was very young 
when she entered the convent. On 
the day she was invested with the 
habit, Father Damian asked--her, 
we are told, if she was ready to 
sacrifice ell for the glory of the 
Blessed Virgin. -"Yes, Father,” said 
she, "ready to sacrifice alV VAnd 
if some day we had to go to Am­
erica, would yen be willing to go ?” 
“Lot it be when you like ; I am 
ready,” wj|S her pious apçweç. la 
1891 shp was the first prioress of a 
house of her order in America. In 
November, 1880, the Revolution had 
just ejected tbe religions priests from 
their'eonveots, and it was rumored 
that the same fate was in store for 
the nans. Father Demain, therefore, 
for greater security, resolved to 
establish the Sisters in Belgium, and 
and for tkis purpose rented a smalj 
house at Boneeoours de Peruveiz. 
He had printed tj>e rales of tbe 
Dominican Sisters of 'the Perpetual 
Rosaiy, and they reççived the ap­
probation of the bishop of Tournay. 
Tfoey had all the principal obi-erv- 
anoee of the Second Order, except 
the great fasts and the prepetnal ab­
stinence. These were replaced by 
tbe Prepetnal Rosary. The com 
inanity subsequently went lo Lou­
vain at the request of the Belgian 
Dominican Fathers. Tbe General 
Chap.er of the order of St. Dominic, 
which met here in 1885, inserted in 
the acts of (he Chapter an article 
applauding the Sisters, and express­
ing a desire that new houses be 
founded in every other province of 
the order, and this !e4 to the founda­
tion of the American house.

It is 
there that the hoars of the Perpet­
ual Rosary are kqpt by two Sisters, 
taking their places each hour. At 
every hour of the day, five inmates 
before the hour, the bell strikes 
fifteen times to warn the Sisters to 
take their post of honor. At night, 
also, five minutes before the hpor, 
one of the two Sisters leaves her, 
companion and goes to awaken 
thoee who are to succeed them. 
The Sister left in the choir letves 
only when tbe two new Sisters have 
arrived. When the Sisters are ail­
ing or bnsy, their companions re­
place them with pleasure, always 
for the same reason, that prayer 
may be perpetual, that no link may 
be missing in their golden chain." 
In order to propogate the worship 
of the Blessed Virgin in the outside 
world the Sisters, as seoa as they 
were established, opened com­
munication with the chief and 
associate of the Perpetual Rosary 
already organized by Father Damian 
in North America. {t then num­
bered one hundred and twenty 
thousand members. Of this guard 
of honor the Dominican Sisters of 
West Hoboken wepe to be the centre. 
There are. Indian associâtes among 
the- tribes of the far Weet, who 
recite their beads with fervor, and 
who leavg all other occupations to 
make their hoar of guard with their 
tribes.

A Home Of Everlasting Prayer.

A Perpetual Rosary bad been or­
ganized in parts of Canada and the 
United States by Father Damian, 
and he desired to entrust its adcqin 
istration to his Sisters. Three 
Sisters were brought from the 
Louvain bouse, and one from the 
boose of Bonaeoonrs, of Rouen, 
which had been recently founded, 
and they were established at West 
Hoboken^N, J., through the advice 
of the archbishop of New Y01 k 
The new Sisters were welcomed by 
Bishop Wigger of New Jersey 
They occupied narrow quarters at 
first, and had to exercise great 
economy, but, trusting to the help 
of God, Father Damian purchased 
the property where the convent now 
stands, for $18,000, the owner offer­
ing to wait fifteen years for the pay 
ment. To-day the community is 
not rich, and it often has little or no 
money in the house, but it^has 
always met the interest on its debi, 
and even a part of the principal baa 
been paid every year. It has been 
supported by small contributions, 
for the chapel is pretty, and people 
love to oome and pray in it. A 
throne nearly twenty feet high has 
been raised in tbe sanctuary, and it 
supporta a beautiful and artistic

In oommgntiug on Professor 
Charles Eliot Norton’s remarks on 
rowdyism, to which the Review bas 
more than once alluded, the ÿew 
England Magazine, for October, en­
larges on the subject, and in the 
course of its reflections asks what 
kind of people are we and where 
are we drifting in respect to law 
and order, and then recalls the re­
ply of a». English clergyman to 
some o^fiïplaeent remarks about 
the law-abiding character of the 
American people. He answered, 
in effect, that this was the lagt com, 
pliment he would pay ns. He said 
we had many virtues, but it did not 
seem to him that respect and 
reverence for law were oonspioneue 
among thorn. On the contrary, it 
seemed to him that we were very 
careless about observing law and 
order, and were becoming mtJre 
careless every day ; and he mar. 
vejled that mere of us were not 
aware of this fact. Then the maga­
zine alludes to the article, “The 
Mark of Cain,” which appeared in 
an English review. It was ex­
travagant and misleading, and in 
accurate in many respects, and was 
deficient in confirmative statiatioe, 
bat there was enough truth in it to 
sustain the statement that there was 
no country in Christendom where 
human life was held eo cheap as 
it was in the United States, where 
murders were so common and where 
murderers so often went unwbipt 
of justice. Then the new England 
refers lo the numerous lynohings 
in this country, and says : “It is 
common for our politicians to-star 
Mexico, and to pray piomly that 
this country may never become 
‘Mexicanized.’ The recent case of 
lynching in Mexico—lynching un­
der the circumstances most oalou- 
cnlated to infuriate a people—has 
awakened a horror there of a sort 
that our own people have got over 
feeling ; and it seems likely that 
Mexico will give Indiana lessons in 
dealing with mobs and murderers 
Then the writer indicates that we 
may become “Mexicanized” a little, 
fra season. L*tor he returns to 
tbe main subject of his editorial 
and asserts that every community 
should a et its face against tbe hood 
lam in its borders, so that there 
may be good order men and good 
citizenship societies in ' the country 
towns as wejl as in the oilier, and 
geet on to remark, “Our very reli­
gion in these days fails only too 
frequently to promote stability ; it 
has caught tbe measles of sensation­
alism, which makes so much else in 
our life feverish and ugly." The 
article in the main is heathful and 
inspiring, but it says nothing about 
the teaching of religion in the

The daily paper sometimes does a 
good thing; and, on the general 
principle that the worst of the fall­
en angels is entitled to his due, we 
reel grateful to the Bis ton Herald 
f»r rending Mr- F. R_ Guernsey—s 
abn-Cathblic tb Mexico to study the 
country and its people. In bis 
printed letters he has already borne 
generous testimony to the devoted- 
oess and piety of the priesthood of 
Mexico ; to the beautiful home life 
and the high standard of morality 
which prevails in our sister repub­
lic. Not all Mexicans, however, 
are good Catholics ; and Mr. Guern­
sey frankly tells the Masonic 
government] what it may expect 
from these people whom it has ali­
enated from religion. Wo quote 
from his latest letter :—“ A Catho­
lic community, rent in twain social­
ly and politically by civil strife, is 
in a perilous position. Those who 
go over to liberalism are certain to 
leave their religion behind them as 
useless and encumbering baggage. 
They too often lose their . former 
moral convictions ; and their child­
ren, especially the boya grow up 
without proper religious training. 
Thus one sees many young men de- 
sphere of all religion, acknowledg­
ing no moral reetraint ; clever 
eoongb, likely to make their way in 
life, but not to be depended on in 
great crises. Temptation finds them 
an easy prey. All Latin America 
can show this type of tbe young 
man afloat in the wot Id without 
moral ballast. The sons of old- 
fashioned religious families, the 
props agd pillars of the Church 
party, carefully trained and edu­
cated, are, as a r ile,-better men and 
more useful cit's ms. The liberals 
of Latin America in their reaction 
from the Church have swung too 
far: -they hate- unwisely ignored 
the need o( religion- 8> t ht y are 
largely atheists, sceptics, or abso­
lutely indifferent; treating religion 
as a graceful absurdity, good enough 
for the women to amuse themselves 
with. In some countries to the 
south of Mexico a man who is re­
ligions becomes unpopular from 
that very fact. Old-.fashioned, 
bald, eighteenth century atheism is 
openly professed by the majority. 
This type of mind is one from 
which no hope can be entertained 
by true patriots. Yon cannot found 

good government on men who 
deny everything, and strike at the 
very root of publie morality.” 
What irréligions government has 
done fqr Mexico, irreligious edu­
cation is presently doii£[ for the 
United States. Even bow the 
young atheists of our country are 
numerous enough to point a moral, 
if not to adorn a. tele.^Ave Maria.

i bean ipso facto incurred, and 
Oil Sunday last he received the 
sacraments of Penance and Holy 
Eucharist.

A Chicago despatch to a New York 
paper says : Without meaning to, 
perhaps, George M, 'Pullman, the 
dead palace car magnate, disinherited 
his twin sons, George M. jr., and 
Sanger. They will receive none of 
the forty millions he is reputed to 
have left. Their own conduct is re­
sponsible for the display of displea­
sure, such is the story that obtains 
here to-day. The Pullman twins ate 
about 23 years old and they have 
seen much more of the world than 
their father had at the same agr ^(P 
fact, they lived 10 rapidly that they 
often called down on themselves 
severe words of reproof. Ten days 
before his death Mr. Pullman grew 
indignant over some act of his sons 
that raised his ire to a much higher 
point than usual, and he announced 
that he would make another will, 
in which bequests to tbe boys should 
not appear. He was as good as bis 
word, but there is no doubt that when 
he made that will be had no thought 
of dying for years, and he was sure he 
could change his mind whenever he 
wished, but death came too quickly. 
In Chicago the attorney’s for Mr. 
Pullman declined to give any informa­
tion concerning the disposition of tbe 
estate, but the story that tbe sons are 
disinherited comes with such authority 
that it is widely credited.

The Very Rev.' J. B. Soullier, 
O. M. I., who lately passed to bis 
reward, was the priest who instruct­
ed "Maria Monk’s Daughter" in 
the Catholic faith. Her real name 
was Mrs. St. John Eokels, and her 
greatest achievement was the book 
in which she exposed the infamy ol 
her mother, whose “ horrible|revela- 
lions ” of conventual life gave well- 
meaning Protestants that “ creepy ” 
feeling they used to have. Varions 
circumstances had conspired to oast 
doubt on the veracity of “ Maria 
Monk’s daughter," but Father Soul­
lier, then the Assistant General of 
the Oblstee of Mary Immaculate, 
chanced to meet her in one of the 
hospitals of New York, where she 
had volunteered as nurse, and his 
testimony restored her to public 
confidence, Father Soullier was f 
remarkable man in many ways 
His singular ability, coupled 
with his lofty character, caused 
the Holy Father to appoint him 
Bishop of Nantes ; but his humility 
took alarm, ani, with the aid of 
Cardinal Gnibert, who was also an 
O elate, he succeeded in being re­
lieved of the bishopric. He wa 
constrained, however, to acopt the 
office of Superior-General of the 
great missionary Order in which he 
had labored for almost fifty years.

N. Y. Tribune, referring to the ru­
mors of Lord Sa'hbury retirement, 
says : “The unfounded rumors of 
Lord Salisbury! resignation still 
excites discussion in the weekly press, 
although it was promptly denied. 
Lady Salisbury’s health is failing, but 
there is no other cause for his with­
drawal from public life. There is a 
valid argument against a prime min­
ister directing the foreign office, but 
in.the present instance Lord Salis­
bury could not be displaced from 
either without a revival of the con­
troversy over the exact claims of the 
'beral-uuionists and conservatives. 
There is, moreover, no period of 
storm and stress in English politics 
ike the crisis in Austria, where the 
- npurer may be compelled to suspend 
he constitution unless the jealous 
nationalities represented in the 
■ sichsrath can agree upon a political 
" rmistic. The only real struggle 
going on in England is the engineer­
ing trade, where the fight over the 
eight-hour day has become a war 
upon trades unionism and where the 
intervention of the state is now in­
voked for the second time, in the 
hope of concluding a peace honorable 
to employers and employed.

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The Newfoundland Blectiont.

At present writing it appears 
that, in the general elections which 
took place in Newfoundland on 
Thursday last, the Government of 
Sir William Whiteway was de­
feated. In consequence of the 
difficulty in obtaining information 
from the outlying districts, the 
returns are not all in yet White­
way himself and his colleagues 
were overwhelmingly defeated in 
the district of Trinity, which they 
carried in 1893 with sweeping 
majorities. The same fate over 
took the Government ticket in 
Bonavista. This was the third 
administration led by Sir William 
Whiteway, and its history has 
been not a little eventful. The 
Thorburn Government, which 
took office in 1885, after a split in 
the Whiteway party, was defeated 
in 1889. Up to that time, the 
three most prominent public men 
in the colony, had been Sir Wil­
liam Whiteway. Sir Ambrose 
Shea, and Sir James Winter. Sir 
Ambrose Shea, after having been 
appointed Governor of Newfound 
land, was afterwards transferred 
in a like capacity to the Bahama 
Islands. Sir James Winter, who was 
an able man and a clever lawyer, 
was appointed to tbe bench by his 
political opponents. With the 
ground thus cleared, Whiteway’s 
strongest political antagonist was 
a Mr. Morine, a young man who 
had gone to the colony a few years 
previously from Nova Scotia, to 
take a position on a newspaper. 
He subsequently read law and got 
into the Legislature. Thus were 
the political parties marshalled 
when the gageof battle was thrown 
down in 189a In the general 
elections of that year the White 
way Government was sustained 
by a two-thirds majority. Put 
there were breakers ahead ; for 
Mr. Morine and his friends claim­
ed the elections had been carried 
by an improper expenditure of 
money. Accordingly they caused 
the return of the ministers and 
their supporters to be protested. 
It so happened that Sir James 
Winter was the judge who heard 
the first ease in the election pro­
tests. The result was that all the 
ministers but one were unseated 
and disqualified. Seeing tbs fate 
that had overtaken himself and 
his friends, Sir William Whiteway 
went to the Governor and asked 
for a dissolution ; but this was re­
fused, and on appeal to tbe Im­
perial authorities, the Governor 
was sustained. Meantime the 
court continued its fatal work. 
Nothing then remained .for Sir 
William and his Government but 
to resign; this they accordingly 
did, and Mr. Goodridge, of the 
opposition, formed a ministry. As 
Mr. Goodridge’s friends were in a 
minority in the House his Gov 
eminent could not work ; conse­
quently no business could be done 
until the members of the oppo- 
eition were reduced from twenty- 
four to ten ; but this was effected 
by the court Finally seventeen 
members were unseated, and this 
gave Goodridge a majority of five 
in the House. When the bye- 
elections, consequent on the vacan­
cies created were brought on, 
the matter was further compli­
cated by the Whiteway party 
again leaving a majority. The 
Goodridge Government, again 
powerless, resigned ; but as the 
Whiteway ministers were all dis­
qualified, Mr. Green formed a 
ministry. This was, of course, 
only a temporary arrangement, 
and the ministry finished its work 
as soon as it had pushed through 
the Legislature its first bill, whieh 
was nothing else than a white­
wash bill, freeing the condemned 
ministers and members from the 
penalty imposed by the Court 
Thus Sir William Whiteway 
found himself once more entren­
ched in office, which be retained 
till the election of Thursday last 
Finding himself once more saf? iu 
the saddle Sir William did not 
forget his friendly foe, Sir James 
Winter, whose judicial decisions 
had caused him such trouble. 
Sir James was chosen as the soli­
tary judge whose salary was re­
duced on tbe score of retrenchment 
His Lordship resented this special 
attention paid to him on the part 
of the Government He resigned, 
came down from the bench and 
took the leadership of the opposi­
tion against Sir William White­
way, and the indications now are 
that he is in power and Sir Willi­
am does not even occupy a seat in 
the Legislature. Whatever may 
be said of his methods, the evid­
ence here furnished shows that 
Sir William Whiteway is a strong 
man and a resourceful tacticien ; 
but he himself doubtless sees by 
this time that he made a great 
tactical mistake when he under­
took to wreak vengeance on Judge 
Winter. Daring the last term of 
the Wlnteway Government the 
Colony has suffered severely from 
a financial depression, on the heels

of the disastrous fire in St John’s, 
that has wrecked the banks and 
reduced a number of the leading 
business houses of bankruptcy. 
Railway construction has been 
pushed forward and mines have 
been discovered and developed. 
All these have given the Colony 
some relibf from the business 
depression.

Quite recently Archbishop 
Cleary of Kingston, Ont, issued, 
to the clergy and laity of his 
diocese, a pastoral on the holy 
Sacrament of Matrimony. It ap- 

sare that a Catholic lady of 
.ingston had assisted at and 

participated in a non Catholic 
marriage ceremony, in the capac­
ity of bridesmaid or something 
of that sort, and the Archbishop, 
in the concluding chapter of his 
pastoral, alludes to this fact and 
refers to the “gross scandal,” given 
thereby. His Grace severely con­
demns such conduct and for­
bids the Catholics of his diocese to 
assist at non Catholic marriages 
or burial services Archbishop 
Cleary is one of the most learned 
and fearless churchmen of the 
day, and when he promulgates 
any decree for the guidance of 
his diocesans, he is prepared to 
to stand by it. This declaratioi 
of his Grace appears to hav 
created quite a furore- among our 
separated brethren, and the com­
ments of their press, all over 
the Dominion, have manifested a 
great amount of bitterness. When 
it is remembered that his 
Grace’s admonitions were direct­
ed only to the Catholics of 
his own diocese, and that he 
was particular to state that he in 
no way wished to interfere with 
the religious exercises of our 
separated brethren, it seems 
little strange that so much wrath 
should be manifested. Such is the 
fact, however, and the contagion 
reached even our own city of 
Charlottetown, The Morning Or­
gan, of course, could not let such 
a favorable opportunity pass with 
out animadverting, in its stale 
stereotyped fashion, upon the ten­
dencies of the “ Roman" Church, 
and the lurking daggers of “ Ro­
mish" agression. Nothing better 
could be expected from this sheet 
whose very existence depends up­
on its capacity to tflajie use of 
every possible incident that will 
afford an opportunity to have a 
fling at “ Rome/' What better 
could be expected from its editor 
who has Men described by one 
who knows him well as a “hireling 
and a contemptible sample of 'the 
breed,” One would, however, ex­
pect something better from the 
Examiner. But our evening daily 
contemporary fell into line with 
the rest and sounded its tittle 
whistle as a note of warning to 
his Grace of Kingston. It seems 
to have been very much rattled 
over the affair, and thinks it quite 
“ regrettable” that 4rchbi#hQp 
Cleary should have spoken as he 
did. . It is most unfortunate that 
the archbishop of Kingston did 
not know before hand that his 
ideas 09 this question might not 
be pleasing to tbe Examiner. Our 
contemporary prescinds from the 
merits of the question altogether, 
and takes occasion to make some 
nasty insinuations abggt attend­
ance at places of actual sin such 
as " taverns," “ gaming houses," 
etc. We have on record language 
very much like that wsed by our 
contemporary. It was employed 
some nineteen hundred years ago 
by those who said of the founder 
of our holy religion ; “ This map 
receiveth sinners and eatetb with 
them.” The examiner may always

Superintendent Labruere has 
issued a circular directing the 
inspectors of the Catholic schools 
of the Province of Quebec to call 
the teachers in each parish to­
gether for instruction im educa­
tional work.

Let them 
advise them to avoid trickery and 
litigation, and to respect the 
sacredness of contracta Let them 
also teach the children to be clean 
in their habits, and polite in their 
manners. Let them point out the 
advantages of agriculture and in­
stil into the children a deep love 
of their country.” This is certain­
ly good advice, and its application 
need not be restricted to children. 
Adults of all classes wouljl 
by following it A strict adher­
ence to it cannot fail to form 
patriotic and worthy citizens of 
our country.

Hew» About Seals.

It is now certain the contract 
for carrying tbe 'Canadian Atlan­
tic mails will be given by the 
Governnfent to the Beaver line of 
steamers. St. John, N. B-. will be 
the Canadian terminus, and the 
steamers will call at Halifax going 
and returning. The Beaver line 
has already a government subsidy 
for carrying freight across the 
Atlantic to and from St. John, and 
it is said an increased subsidy of 
something like fifty thousand dol 
lars is to be given it for carrying 
the mails. This was probably the 
best the Government could do at 
this late season, Had they taken 
up the matter early In the year 
they would have had ample time 
to give the question thorough con­
sideration. But they thought 
proper not tp do so ; consequently 
with the near approach of the time 
limit for which contracts had been 
made, they had to accept such 
terms as they poqld get

HpNRy George, the apostle of 
what is known as the single tax, 
was a candidate for the mayoralty 
of Greater New York, The other 
candidates were Seth Low, known 
as the citizen s candidate, General 
Tracey,Republican,and VanWyck, 
the Tammany candidate. On 
Thursday evening last George, 
who was making extraordinary 
exertions in the campaign, had 
spoken at two or three public 
meetings. He returned tp his 
hotel shortly after eleven o’clock 
apd retired forthe night Shortly 
after three o’clock ne^t pnorning 
bp fapaine yery ill and aligosf juf- 
mediately lost consciousness, which 
he never regained. He -died that 
morning. His sudden death, for 
a time, confused his workers in the 
moyoraltycontest Hisson, Henry 
George, jr., was chosen as a candi­
date in his father’s place.

On FriÀy last Premier Mitchell 
of New Brunswick resigned, in 
consequence of his continued ill 
health. A reconstruction was 
effected, with H. R. Emmerson as 
Premier, retaining his office of 
Commissioner of Works, A. S. 
White changes the office of 
Solicitor-General for that of At­
torney-General, and the late Pre­
mier, who was Attorney-General, 
becomes Solicitor-General, The 
other members of the Govern­
ment, Messrs Tweedie, Dunn and 
Labillois retain their former port­
folios, They -hpld the offices of 
Provincial Secretary, ' Surveyor- 
General add Commissioner of 
Agriculture, respectively. New 
Brunswick has had a coaliton 
Government for a long time. Mr. 
Blair’s colleagues in the Govern­
ment and followers in tbe House 
were composed of members of 
both political parties. On bis 
retirement, Mr. Mitchell, a Con­
servative, who had been Prov­
incial-Secretary, was called to the 
Premiership. Mr. Mitchell is very 
highly spoken of ; but his health 
has been very poor for a long 
time, and he is never likely to be 
any better, consequently he was 
unable to take any active part in 
public affairs ; hence his resigna­
tion. Mr. Emmerson, who suc­
ceeds him is a fjbpral, so are Mr. 
White and Mr. Dunn, while Messrs. 
Mitchell, Tweedie and Labillois are 
Conservatives. It will thus be 
seen that the portfolios are equal­
ly divided between the two 
parties. The Solicitor-General­
ship will not involve much work 
pnd is practically a sinecure to Mr.

The Newfoundland Legislature 
consists of 36 members. " In the 
last • House the parties stood : 
Government supporters 22 ; Op­
position }4>. The latest reports 
to hand qf the elections of Thurs­
day Iflst show the results of the 
constituencies hgard from to be IQ 
for the opposition.

•aye : It ie expected that a treaty or 
convention between the United Stetes, 
Rnwia and Japan will be formally 
i gned and executed at the state depart­
ment daring the present week, carrying 
ont the proposition before the Behring 
Sea conference, for a suspension of 
pelagic sealing. The present under­
standing is thst the signing of this 
document will occur within the next 
few days. . It will represent tbe com­
pleted efforts of the conference, and 
with the signing completed, tbe confer­
ence will adjourn. The terms of the 
treaty or convention Will follow the 
linee of the proposition considered by 
the conference and referred with favor­
able recommendetion as to the authori­
ties of 8t. Petersburg and Tokio. No 
doubt existed as to the acceptance of 
the Russian authorities, and it can now 
be ateted positively tba^the Japanese 
government has approved the propo­
sition and that the Japanese delegatee 
ere prepared to place their signatures 
to the treaty. This clears away all 
obstacles, and little remains to be 
done beyond tbe formalities attending 
the signing of each sn instrument. 
The essential feature of the treaty 
for the suspension is not disclosed. 
One report ie that it will be for one 
year, subject to extension. Another ie 
that it will cove^^torm of years. Bnt 

act dur<<Q^tetbe anspMétoi 
cannot be verified. All that can be 
learned with definiteneee is that the 
treaty ie expected to be executed 
during the present week and that 
it will be on the linee of the original 
proposition before the conference 
The conference resumed its sessions, 
bnt no official statement waa made 
as to what had been done. 
The attitude which Greet Britain will 
assume toward the proposition and the 
treaty which ia to take its place ie 
awaited with much interest. Thus far 
tbe British authorities have not been 
informed as to what the conference pro­
poses doing. At the same time the 
British expert, Prof. Thompson, Li 
had several long talks with Mr. Foster 
(ud Mi. Hamlin, and theee have been 
of such a satisfactory nature that it was 
believed an amicable understanding 
would be reaphed by all parties con­
cerned if Canada showed » disposition 
to aseent to the agreement. Bnt Cana­
da still stands in tbe wey, and the 
continued absence of the Canadian ex­
pert, Mr. Maconn, is regarded in the 
light of a diplomatic discourtesy. The 
foreign ofljee named him, with Prof. 
Thompson, 11 id expert lo come 
to Washington. Prof. Thompson 
came at once, bnt Mr. Maconn has re­
mained away. The Ottawa govern, 
ment lias sept’ no explanation of this 
action, and apparently was oblivious to 
all inquiries. It ie thought the pre- 
eeppe of Mr. Hamlin es an American 
expert in tbe British.American meeting 
may be the cause of Canada’s inaction. 
Lord Salisbury specifically stated that 
it was to be one between experts. To 
this end tbe British expert, Thompson, 
end tbe Canadian expert, Maconn, 
were named, it being expected that the 
United States would name its expert, 
Prof. Jordan. Mr. Hamlin was named 
however, and it is understood this is 
viewed rather in the light of naming a 
counsellor or diplomat as the pnitsd 
Statee representative rather then »n 
expert. While no official objection has 
been pude tp fhe appointment, it is be: 
liived to account in part for Ganadafe 
delay in sending her expert to Wash­
ington. No mention ia made in the 
convention of the killing of seals in case 
Greet Britain »pd Canada do not co­
operate. It is pointed’ oat that Russia 
and Japan could not adopt retaliatory 
steps against Canada, as they have no 
fipfder interests with her. Any action 
against Canada, therefore, ftiqst be 
taken by the United Statesalone.

The letter bears 
the daie Juneau, Alaska, October 
21, and reads as follow» : *' In the 
same mail in which this letter gi es 
there will go to Attorney General 
McKenna, at Washington, a warning 
of a wild cat fillibuste'ing scheme, 
which for daring can be likened only 
to the Jameson raid on the Trans- 
vaaL It is ntthing less than a plan

to seise Dawson City in the name of 
the United States and open the re­
served claims for immediate opera­
tion. The atoiy comes here from 
United Siales Commiwuooer J. N. 
Smith, at Dyea, and it has general 
belief at that place. The United 
States marshal has considered it of 
sufficient importance to notify *he 
Washington authorities at once. 
Jones, ot Port Townsend, the news 
paper man, who was the fi st man 
appointed United States commis- 
ioneratSt. Michael, and J. K. Rut­
ledge, the United States deputy mar­
shal at Circle City, are said to be the 
chief filibusters. Jones did not get 
to St. Michael’s promptly on bis 
appointment, and it was said at once 
that he had resigned. So Shephard, 
ot Nebraska, was appointed in h s 
place. Both Jones and Rutlecgo 
are venturesome fellows, quite capa­
ble of conceiving and trying to carry 
out such a scheme. According to 
the story Jones and RuJedgo figure 
in this way : They mean to declare 
that the Klondyke gold fields are in 
United States territory, taking ad­
vantage for that purpose of the fact 
that me boundary line has not yet 
been definitely declared, altnough 
they know as well as anyone else that 
the disputed part of the boundary 
line does not ail'eot that territory. 
There are about 5,000 miners in the 
Klondyke region and neaily all of 
them are Uni.td States citizens. 
They are very indignant at what 
they consider the oppression and un­
just exactions ot the Canadian min- 
mg laws. It is alleged that Jones 
and Rutledge propose after all com­
munication is cut off tor the winter 
to go to Dawson and formally hoist 
the stars and stripes.

Bradstreet’s New York Commercial 
Report on Saturday said of Canadian 
trade : “General trade throughout 
the Province of Ontario is relatively 
active and some banks have issued 
circulation up to tbe legal limit. The 
effects of unseasonable weather have 
been felt in tbe Province of Quebec, 
and orders for placing seasonable 
goods have beeu delayed. General 
trade is not very active m Nova Scotia 
or New Brunswick. Tnere are 29 
ousiness failures reported, compateu 
with 27 last week, 37 in the same 
week a year ago, and 48 in the same 
week two years ago.

It is probable that several large 
seizures of pig iron will be made by 
the Canadian customs authorities of 
pig ironimported from tbe United 
States, Canada derives a large por­
tion of her pig iron from the United 
States, and a good deal of it came 
from Alabama, where prison labor is 
tlsed in its manufacture.
