Mr. Mathieson, Leader of the
opposition followed and made an
excellent speech.

As the
award was in consequence of the
fish taken from our waters by the
Americans, it was proper that ths
fishermen should benefit, to some
extent, from the earnings 6f the
award. At the same time this
Province must have a large claim
on account of the reduction in the
amount of the bounty now paid us
as compared to what we received
when it originated. We then re
ceived something like $15,000 a
year ; now we receive less than
$10,000. There wasa wrong there
that should be remedied.

The debate was conducted on
the Government side by-Messrs.
McMillian, Haszard and Warbur-
ton. Mr. McKinnon took up the
debate on the opposition side and
made an excellent speech. Refer-
ring to the question of winter
communication and the procuring
of a new steamer, he said the
steamers we had had not been
made to do what they could in the
matter, nor anything like it. Mem-
bers on the Government side spoke
loudly of the victory gained by the
Government at the polls. These
victories gained as they had been,
were very little to boast about.
They were won under false pre-
tences and by following in the
wake of the Dominion elections.

The Government’s tortuous and
unfair conduct in the distribution
of the imported hay was well
shown up.

The
bonor and the reward did not pre-
vent the doctors from adopting &
curion: attitude of iodependence
that seems out of harmony with the
obsequiousness whioh was cultivated
in bigh sooisl circler, When James 1
sent for Dr William Batler to attend
him in sudden illness at New market,
the distinguished practitinner Was
very unwilling to come, Persuaded
at lsst that be must, he rode out of
Cambridge with the soldier who had
been sent to fetch him at his side.
When they bad gone hslf way, Dr.
Butler preended to psuse for some
purpose, and bolted home as fast as
be could, The messenger galloped
after bim and caoght him, and mak
ing the doc'or ride in front, kept
the point of hLis balbert in the small
of his back until he bhad conveyed
bim safcly to the bedside of royalty

Much of this rough reluctance
marked the conduct of the great Dr.
John Radelffe, who, among 8o
many learned and famous men,takes
his place at the head of sll English
practitioners at the close of the sev-
enteenth century.

But when an epidemio of smallpox
broke over Oxford, the young man
showed bis genius, and the curing
of a certain Liady Spencer made his
fame, He came up to London,
where Dr Richard Lower “was es
teemed the most noted pbysician in
London and Westmins ter,"”

but in
those days politics had all to do
with a court dootor’s success. Dr

Lower got mixed up with the Titas
Oates Plot, and jyined the Whigs in
1878. This was Radcliffs’'s chanece-
and, a very vigorous, ambitious, acd
nodaunted young fellow of eight-
and twenty, be struck a blow for
Lower’s praotioe and secared it.

Almost all that oan still be learned
about the osreer of Radcliffe is found
in a diverting volume, now quite
soaroe, published in 1715 by a man
called William Pitlis—rather a dis-
reputable hack writer, who bad
stood three times in the pillory.
The portrait he gives of Radecliffe is
extremely interesting and curious &8
that of a great leader of physic to-
wards the end of the seventeenth
ocntury, Welearn that by 1684—
that is to say, only some six yesrs
after he came up to London—Rad-
cliffe was substantially wealthy, and
be was able to do what it is gener-
ally supposed was invented by Gall
two oenturies - later, namely, insist
on being paid two guineas instead
of one for a consultation.
