It is well to return from time to • 
time to the decree of lhe Holy 
Father declaring that the obligation 
of receiving Holy Communion comes 
into force as soon as the child begins 
to have the use of reason. It is a 
great misfortune to deprive the child 
for four or five years longer of the 
greatest of all helps in avoiding ,ior 
during those very year, when sin is 
beginning to Introduce itself to the 
childish mind. The Council of Trent 
declares that the Blessed Sacrament 
Is the antidote or remedy whereby we 
are delivered from daily faults and 
preserved from mortal sin. Con­
sequently, even children who are ex­
posed to >vil and to many tempta­
tions need the salutary help of Holy 
Communion as much, if not more, 
than their elders.

It is not often easy for fathers and 
mothers to realize bow wonderful a 
grace it ia for children to communi­
cate at ao early age. But it ia a 
serious part of their responsibility to 
linen to the teaching of the Church 
on tbia head and to follow it to tbe 
brat of their power.

The Bishop of Newport in England 
said recently : “ There are three 
troublesome characteristics about all 
children of the present day which 
mike it extremely difficult to form 
them to Chriatiao piety.

gonish with his people. All 
this is confirmed over and 
over again by the grand and 
solemn cerepionies attending 
his consecration on Wednes 
day last, and by the great 
number of distinguished eccle 
siastical dignitaries, prelates 
and priests, from all sections, 
in attendance. The Apos­
tolic Delegate, who was Con- 
secrator, was accorded a 
splendid reception on his ar­
rival at Antigonish on Tues­
day.

To attain to the Episcopal 
dignity is an honor and dis­
tinction that raise the recipient 
to a sacred elevation among 
his fellow men, and set him 
apart as one of those chosen 
to rule the Church of God. 
To have been chosen for this 
high and holy office confers 
unspeakable distinction on Rt. 
Rev. Bishop Morrison, and 
also on the diocese of Char­
lottetown, wherein he was 
born ; spent his youth and 
labored many fruitful years in 
the sacred ministry. It is our 
sincere wish that he may have 
many years of fruitful labors 
as Bishop of Antigonish.

The following account of 
the consecration ceremonies is 
taken from the Antigonish 
Casket of last week :

At nine o’clock in the fore­
noon, St. Ninian’s Cathedral 
was packed to the doors, when 
the procession entered. The 
Conserator, the most Reverend 
Pellegrino Francesco Stagni, 
Apostolic Delegate to Canada 
and Newfoundland, was seated 
on the throne, and the cere 
monies of consecration began. 
He was attended by Rev. D 
M. Mac Adam, of Sydney 
Rev. C. W. MacDonald, 
Bridgeport ; and Rev. A. L 
MacDonald, Inverness.

The two assistant bishops 
at the Consecration were the 
Most Reverend E. J. Mc­
Carthy, Archbishop of Halifax 
attended by Rev. J. B. Mor- 
iarty, of Kentville, and Rev. 
A. E.M onbourquette, Arichat 
and the Most Rev. Timothy 
Casey, Archbishop-elect of 
Vancouver, attended by Rev. 
W. F. Kiely, North Sydney, 
and Rev, J. W. Me Isaac, 
Little BrasD’Or. Present in 
the sanctuary were the Most 
Reverend M. F. Howley, 
Archbishop of St John’s New­
foundland ; Most Rev. Arch­
bishop Gauthier of Ottawa; 
Kigl.'! Rev, Thomas F. Barry, 
Bishop of Chatham ; Right 
Reverened Paul La RocquS, 
Bishop of Sherbrooke ; Right 
Reverend M. F. Power, Bis­
hop of St. George’s Right 
Rev. Bishop March of Harbor 
Grace, and representatives of 
the Bishop of Rimouski and 
St. Hyacinthe ; Rev. Father 
Saint Germain representing 
the Most Reverend J. S. H. 
Brunalt, Bishop of Nicolet ;

between the Assistant bishops, j 
and being seated before the i 
Consecrator, after a pause 
they rose with heads uncover­
ed, and the senior assistant 
bishop said to the Consecrator.

'Most Rev Father, our 
holy mother the Catholic 
Church, asks that you promote 
this priest here present to the 
burden of the episcopate.”

Whereupon the Consecrator 
asked—“Have you the Apos­
tolic Mandate”?

The Senior Assistant Bis­
hop snswered, “We have.”

The Consecrator said : — 
Let it be read.”

The Apostolic Mandate 
was then read by the acting 
notary of the Consecrator. 
The Bishop-elect then knelt 
before the Consecraror, and 
took the oath of office, as 
follows :—

‘I, elected Bishop of Anti­
gonish, shall always be faith 
ful and obedient to blessed 
Peter the Apostle and to the 
Holy Apostolic Roman Church 
and to our Lord Pius X, and 
to his lawful successors. Not 
only shall I give them due 
honor but also to the best of 
my power with filial devotion 
shall take care that due honor 
shall be given them by all and 
that no man do them wrong.
I shall also receive with honor 
those also whom they send to 
represent them, and shall, so 
far as I can,-help them in all 
their necessities and wants. I 
shall take care to defend, pre­
serve, increase and promote 
the rights, honors, privileges 
and authority of the Holy 
Roman Church, of our Lord 
the Pope, and of his suc­
cessors. I shall also faithfuly, 
mediately or immediately, dis­
close to the said our Lord the 
Pope, if the case should occur, 
whatever may happen to be 
attempted by anybody against 
the authority and jurisdiction 
of the Roman Church. I shall 
not presume, even with the 
consent of my chapter,alienate 
contrary to the sacred canons 
the possessions belonging to 
my mgnsa, bqf shall strive to 
preserve them with all çare, I 
shall come to a Council when 
called unless I be excused by 
some just and canonical reason 
every prgtext being set aside. 
I shall observe to the best of 
my power the rules of the 
Holy Fathers, the Apostolic 
decrees, ordinances,or disposi­
tions, reservations, provisions 
and mandates, and shall cause 
them to be observed by others. 
I shall steadfastly endeavour 
to preserve"the purity of the 
Faith ; while to thqse erring in 
the faith I shall show no 
favour. At the times prescribed 
by the decree of the Sacred 
Consistorial Congregation, A 
Remotissima, of [hg 31 st day 
December 1909, I shall make 
my visit Adlimina either in 
person or by a coadjutor or 
auxilliary bishop, if I have any, 
or, for j ust reasons, to b8 ap­
proved by the Holy See, by a 
suitable priest having, per­
manent Statues in the diocese, 
Then I shall render to our 
Lord the Pope and his succes­
sors an account of all my pas­
toral office and all things per­
taining to the state of my 
Church in any manner what* 
sover and to the discipline of 
the clergy and the people ; and 
in turn I shall receive and 
humbly accept the Apostolic 
mandates and execute them as 
diligently as possible.

So help me God and these 
Holy Gospels of God.”

The Bishop-elect touched 
with both hands the text of the 
Gospels, and the Consecrator 
said, “Thanks be to God.”

The Consecrator read the 
fallowing examination, the

assistant bishops repeating his 
words in a lower tone.—

And the Consecrator said to 
him,—“ May the'Lord bestow 
upon thee all these things and 
every other good thing, and 
preserve thee and strengthen 
thee in all goodness.”

All answered,—“Amen.”
The bishop elect was then 

questioned respecting his be­
lief in the Holy Trinity ; the 
Father ; in Jesus Christ the 
son of God, God and Man, 
His Incarnation sufferings, 
death, resurrection and ascen 
sion who is “ to come tois
judge the living and the dead, - 
and to render to everyone 
according to his works as they 
shall have been good or bad 
in the Holy Ghost.

The Consecrator said ;— 
“ May this faith be increased 
in thee, by the Lord into true 
and eternal happiness, dearest 
brother in Christ.”

All answered—“ Amen,"’
The assistant bishops then 

led the Bishop-elect to the 
Consecrator whose hand he 
kissed. The Conserator then 
began the Mass. The cere­
monies of the consecration 
took place during the Mass. 
The assistant bishops led the 
Bishop elect to hia chapel, 
where he received the pec 
toral cross, and was vested 
with the tunic, dalmatic, 
chasuble and maniple, and be­
gan Mass himself. The Con 
secrator sang portions of the 
Mass from his throne. It may 
be noted here that the bishop’s 
mitre worn on his head, in 
dicates the exercise of auth­
ority. This explains why the 
mitre is sometimes on the 
head and sometimes laid aside. 
The Gradual being finished; 
the new bishop was again led 
before the Consecrator who 
sat before the altar, and the 
Consecrator said to him :

“ A bishop judges, inter­
prets, consecrates, ordains, 
offers, baptizes and conforms.’’

Then he prayed for grace 
for the new bishop. All sat 
dowq except the new bishop 
who prostrated himself, and 
the Litany of the Saints was 
sung by the choir, Near the 
end of it, the Consecrator in­
tervened with three special 
petitions for the new bishop, 
and then the choir finished it.

Then the Consecrator took the 
book of the Gospels,open, and laid 
it on the neck and shoulders of 
the Bishopreleot, so that the print­
ed page touched his neck. Then 
the Consecrator and the assistant 
bishops touched with both hands 
his head saying —" Receive the 
Holy Ghost:” This is the rite of 
the imposition of hands, vitally 
important, as conferring Episcopal 
power. The Consecrator then 
prayed for grace for the new bis­
hop. The ceremonies continued, 
each having its special significance 
and meaning We can insert only 
a few of them here The Oonsecra- 
tor blessed the pastoral staff pray­
ing and said .

“ Receive the staff of the pas­
toral ofpee, go that jn the correc­
tion of vices yon may be lovingly 
severe, giving judgment without 
wrath, softening the minds of 
your hearers whilst fostering 
virtues, not neglecting strictness 
of discipline through love of tran­
quility,’1

Praying again, he blessed the 
ring and said :

“ Receive the ring the symbol 
of fidelity, in order that, adorned 
with unspotted faith, you may 
keep inviolably the Spouse of 
God, namely His Holy Church."

He then took the book of the 
Gospels from the shoulders of the 
ney bishop, where the attendants 
had held it, an<j handed it to him, 
and said :

“ Receive the Gospel and go 
preach to the people committed to 
thee, for God is powerful to in 
crease His grace in thee, He who 
liveth and reigneth, world without 
end. ”

The Ooqsepr^tor and the assist­
ant bishops gave bin) the kiss of 
peace, saying to him : " Peace be 
with thee.” And he answered te 
each : “,And with thy spirit”

The new bishop then returned 
to his chapel, ^nd being again led 
in before the Consecrator he knelt 
before him and offered to him two 
loaves of bread and two small 
barrels of wine and two lighted 
torches, and kissed his hands. 
This is a relip of ancient discipline, 
according to whieh the faithfgl 
made their offerings on such occa- 
siona for the support of the clergy 
and other purposes connected with 
religion.

The sentiments of pro­
found respect and veneration 
which the clergy and laity of this 
diocese have always cherished for 
the pastor whom the Holy Ghost 
has placed to rule the Church of 
God, are an ample guarantee of 
the sincerity with which we greet 
ÿou today. Be assured, then, My 
Lord, that our words express but 
faintly the deep cordiality of our 
welcome.

It would be no easy task to 
convey in words the feeling of 
satisfaction which we all experi­
enced when the news of your 
appointment reached us.

Quebec, Sept. 6.—Quebec gave 
a remarkable reception this after­
noon to Hon. R L. Borden, pre­
mier of Canada, on his arrival 
from the Old Country, where the 
Dominion premier created such a 
greet impression. Quebec was the 
first to greet him, and Quebec cer­
tainly did so in splendid style, 
the hospitality of the ancient 
capital being exhibited in its most 
brilliant form. The demonstration 
in honor of Mr. Borden was to­
tally devoid of politics. It was a 
purely civic one, and many Liber­
als as well as Conservatives unit­
ed in doing homage to the man 
who is now at the helm of Cana­
dian politics. Accompanying Mr. 
Borden was Mr. Pelletier, post­
master general, and most of the 
cabinet ministers were here to 
receive the returning colleagues.

The Canadian government 
steamer Lady Grey had left Que­
bec at noon to meet Premier 
Borden on the steamer Victorian 
at the Island of Orleans.

The Premier and party 
were received with a roar of 
cheers, and as the band of the 
Royal Canadian garrison artillery 
rendered 110 Canada,’ from the 
end of the hall flashed out the 
raot'o in colored lights : ‘‘ Homage 
de Quebec au Hon. R L. Borden;

Mayor Drouin read the address 
and Hon. Mr. Borden replied. 
When he started his remarks in 
French he was loudly cheered,

The address was as follows :
To tbe Right Hon R. L. Borden, Prime 

Minister of Cenada, Member of the 
Privy Connell t

Sir,—Tbe ancient capital of the Pro­
vince of Quebec pride» iteelf on tbe 
privilege it enjoys of being the first to 
greet the distinguished personages who 
lend on the shores of oar greet river, 
In accordance with this custom, the 
citizens of Quebec welcome yon today 
on your return from tbe important 
journey you bave taken, and they are 
all tbe more pleased to perform this act 
of courtesy that its object is tbe dis­
tinguished gentlemen who now fills the 
high position of Prime Minister of this 
country.

Every man who is alive to the duty 
imposed on him by love for his country 
and its Institutions feels that his esteem 
and respect are due to those whom the 
voice of the people has called to admin 
liter public affairs. The responsibility 
and labor, Inherent to that office, fully 
deserve the people’s gratitude, end it is 
but fair that when opportunity pre 
sente iteelf, they should publicly testify 
to it.

Therefore, Sir, tbe oitifens of Quebec,

Canadian remained a subject of the British 
Crown, bis allegiance being in no way im­
paired. What federalism did was to add a 
new and subordinate allegiance to the 
old alleglanoe.

At The Home Of Jeanne 
d’Arc.

â Protestant Visitor’s Tribute To The
Hertine.

garden with its narrow pahte and 
little plots ot flowers and vegetables, 
where Jeanne used to wander in the 
twilight hour» and listen to the bells 
of the nearby church and where the 
voices first spoke to her. Dear little 
shepherd maiden.it all comes back— 
tbe lowly life and the humble toil, 
her innocent and dreamy childhood, 
her heroism and her triumph and 
the sad tragic end—as we wander 
over the little yard, and we can al­
most see Jeanne sitting there and 
listening to the voices that called her 
to her splendor and her fate. The 
house and grounds are the property 
of the oounoiT general of the de­
partment, who purchased it io order 
that so remarkable a relio of the 
past might be saved to future genera­
tions. An iron fence shuts it in from 
the thoroughfare, and every means 
is nied to keep it in perfect repair.

liar charm against the green of the 
surrounding trees,

Oo the bill elope overlooking the 
valley of the Menee, tbree-forths of 
a mile from the village, stands a 
basilica with a slender golden spire, 
marking the spot where according 
to tradition, stood tbe ‘ Fairy tree,’ 
beneath which Jeanne and tbe mai­
dens of tbe village need to dance and 
where tbe maid received the com­
mand to go forth and lead the armies 
of France. It is a quiet beautiful 
spot. Around are fields where Jeanne 
watched the sheep, and below by the 
grayish, red.roofed village and fol­
lowing tbe winding river, are tbe 
roadways, one of which Jeanne took 
that morning as she went to Vau- 
calers.

To-day the fields are green with 
hay and corn, and men and women 
are busy oaring for tbe harvests. 
Two-wbeeled oarte, drawn by oxen, 
sometimes with a horse in front 
come np the hill and ate loaded and 
drivenidown in the dewy eve. Most 
of the peasants work bareheaded, and 
tbe hours of labor are from six in 
the morning till eight at night. Very 
like mast bave been tbe toil of the 
husbandmen in tbe Middle Ages. 
Little has changed in the retired 
conntry spot for all these centuries.

And here she lived that, wonderful 
giil, through all tbe years of ber 
childhood and her girlhood till her 
eighteenth year. It does not seem 
each a long time back—these five 
hundred years—as we stand by tbe 
house that has sheltered ber, tbe 
church where she worshipped, the 
gardeo where she dreamed and tbe 
hillside where she heard tbe voio s. 
We oould picture Jeanne looking 
back, as we did, on the bills, the 
meadows and the river, the pictures, 
que little bamlet sleeping in the val­
ley, with something of regret and 
something of veneration, when she 
turoed lor her farewell glance at her 
home place as she departed on that 
journey that was to lead her to fame 
and martyrdom. And because she 
lived there tbe place is famous for all 
time. Without Jeanne d’Aro there 
would be no Domremy.—The Chris­

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From tbe hills of Albania defeat 
has pome to tbe famed committee of 
Union and Progress aid confusion to 

sre tbe Young Turk regime. What neit­
her Tripoli nor Yemen oould ao- 
oomplish bas been done by the pass 
of JCasanlik, that historic spot water­
ed more thsp once with Christian 
blood in the combat of oentqries be­
tween Cross and Crescent. All eyes 
are no» turned to that corner of 
Earope, where a measure of success 
has been won by lbs rebejs such as 
just'fiae attention and excites sym­
pathy io tbe most indifferent. For 
the most righteous cause is ignored 
until i s advocates makes tbe sacri­
fices that reveal oonviotion. There is 
do reason why the same encourage- 
meet should not be extended to 
Albania as was to Olhef Christian 
S'aiea that threw off the Turkish 
yoke during the last century.

Turkey's internal troubles in­
variably result in tbe loss of that 
portion of her conquered territory 
that is ripe for severance; and. after
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garia, it is the -turn of Albania. In 
lien of Russian and English protec­
tion Albania çea ocunt on .help 
nearer home, for her national"aspirit- 
tlone are Identified with deeepfli for 
reform on tffi part of thVarfffy "and 
the politiaal jeadere who were not 
allowed td;express their opinions io 
the late elections. The new move­
ment ie, therefore, serions and far- 
reaohing. If Albania ie to be pre­
served of tbe Ottoman Empire It 
mast be tbroagh concessions on ;a 
generous scale. The beet com­
mandera in the army happen to ie 
ot Albanian^birth and do not forget 
it- Mabommedan they may be, bat 
Albanian above all else. • They have 
refused to march against their brot­
hers at Turkish bidding, and the old 
policy of promises and procrastina­
tion adopted towards the Malissorie 
and Mirdfce# will be tolerated no 
longer. A*olear demand for autono 
mous administration, has been for­
mulated at Gegbyssen in Catbolio 
Malissia by a group of northern 
chiefs. The Malissorie have taken 
the most effective stand against the 
Young Turk oppression that followed 
-the proclamation of the Coneiifutfoo, 
They were never deceived by tbe 
Committee of Union and Pr grass, 
nor will they yield what they have 
gained to the men who have ontsted 
tbe Committee.

IHMHUITIMrojjMUIT

It is an anomalous situation when 
the recalcitrants to a constitutional 
government, such a Kiamil Pasha 
and old Ahmed Pasha are entrusted 
with the applioatioo of the Con­
stitution on broader lines than those 
ofthe Young Turks who inaugurated 
it I The collapse of tbe Young 
Turks bears out what has been 
written in these pages «boot their 
methods and aim very shortly after 
they had deposed tbe Sultan Abdol- 
Hamid and started to unite all Ot­
toman subjects in one happy family. 
Three years trial bave they had for 
the process of Tnrkifioation, which 
was what their boasted work of 
fraternity proved to be. They stand 
discredited before tbe world, having 
failed to conciliate aoy Christian 
race, and shown once more that 
Moslem rule is inseparable from 
coercion. The fierce and venal 
Diavid Bey.aTurkof Semitic origin, 
was the exponent of Young Turk 
ideas in Albania. He backed up the 
Kadis (fioace clerks) in their ex. 
tortions from the penurious dwellers 
in tbe mountains where his name is 
aooursed. This was the man whose 
reappointment wss being considered 
when the fall of Said Pasha’s Cabinet 
saved Albania from tbe necessity ol 
a fresh effort. The advent of Said’s 
and Diavid’e opponents gives Chris­
tians a little breathing space. Any 
change mast be for tbe better. Per­
haps tbe new Cabinet will recognize 
that only autonomous administration 
of tbe vaunted oonelitutitnal laws 
will insure tbe liberty of worship, 
national education and economic de­
velopment that alone will pacify the 
insurgents. Meantime the capture 
of 160 wagon loads of ammunition 
near Suhoreke, and the seizure of 
three Maxim guns by Iasa Boletioats, 
and bis men ie a moat effeotual per­
suasive.

Many Serb villages have joined 
forces with lisa, who has given 
orders that their bean crop be res 
pooled, so that they may not be 
driven to break the summer fast by 
partaking of meat through lack of 
vegetable nourishment. This atten­
tion bas been muoh appreciated by 
folk who had their wheat fields 
trampled on by the Turkish troops 
in their march northward. True, the 
debatable land of Macedonia is 
claimed by Serb, Bulgar, and Alban­
ian alike, but tbig ia not a moment 
in which to discuss partitions, and 
the Albanian chiefs ire fulley aware 
of the need to entertain friendship 
with tbe Serb Kingdom of Monten. 
egro at their back and tbe Serb 
populations of Turk; all round them, 
[ssa bas suooeeded in rousing tbe 
inhabitants of the Priabtin and Pris- 
ren districts, who are partly Serb 
partly Albanian. His bravery ap­
peals to all, and his shrewdness 
maker allies. Issa has just lost a son 
in the ootpbat of Youohitern, where 
hie force bald the Government. Padil 
Pasha at bay for twelve boars. The 
Albanians, during this campaign, 
never retreat but to rally.
