AGRICULTURE.

HIGHLAND AND AGRICULTURAL
SOCIETY’S SHOW AT GLASGOW.

Another of these monster Agricultural 
Meetings, after a Inpve of two years Itmi 
again taken place, under the auspices of 
this Society at Glasgow. The show-"yard 
was opened for the reception of implements 
on Tuesday, and on Wednesday imriting, 
at seven o’clock, tho trial of the1 implements 
selected by the judges for that purpose 
took plat en the farm ofBarrowfield. The 
experiments were concluded about eleveg 
o’clock, and an adjournment to the show- 
yard took place immediately.

The exhibition of dairy produce Was per­
haps the largest that has yet occurred since 
the Institution of the Society. There were 
competitors from the various districts of 
the shires nf Lanark, Renfrewshire, Dum­
bartonshire, Linlithgow, Argyll, the Loth­
ian», Perth kc. ; the rich green slopes 
and plains, and the walleye of which show­
ed their prints in wholesome, well-made 
butler, and tasteful cbeaxe. To be sure, 
there were samples of butter unworthy of 
mark ; but where there were no many com­
petitors as 246, one could not expect excel­
lent of quality in all. In the opinion of 
those competent to judge, cheese made 
from sweet milk during the year was gene­
rally excellent, ae also the moat of those 
made from skimmed mtik during the same 
year, and any known description of English 
cheese, euch a» Wiiton, North Wiltshire, 
Chen hire, and Gloucester. Throughout the 
day, the section allotted to cheese and but-, 
ter were deneely thronged by ladies and 
gentlemen more immediately interested In 
those departments of the Show and as 
the gay throng threaded the avenues of the 
large ptvillion, the officers of police—satatoo- 
ed within the counters—had some difficulty 
to presenting the connoiooturs of 
end Butter from making too much 
dean ” with the ample fare !

The ex hibition contained a greater varie­
ty implements and of markets than nsn- 
al. T^e names in the catalogue have pever 
been more numerous and diversified than 
on the prosent occasion. This is a good 
eysreoj, implylflg^tiat more makers are be 
ginning to compete for prisse and that jn- 
en*il>g Mteetifln la now,l.«„ ta the pro.

premiums for, and encouraged a great varie­
ty of crosses and animals of a condition 
end of an age, which the society did not 
think il proper this year to encourage.— 
The gross niimbor of entries at Glasgow in 
1844 was 1,650, including implements, and 
1.564 in I860. Tho object of the present 
meeting was to enable his Grace and the 
Ci mmittee to make euch arrangements ai 
would enable them to prosecute, with cor 
redness and dispatch, the business of to­
morrow. Fvr ihis they-were entirely de 
pendent upon the active co operation of the 
members of Committee. He might very 
shortly glance at what had been already 
done. On Monday morning the yard was 
opened for the admission of implements.— 
The arrangement differed very materially 
from that adopted on former occasions.— 
The change, he knew was an unpopular 
one with the exhibitors ; hut to the judges 
it afforded greater facilities for^omparmg 
the different implements; ploughs with 
ploughs, harrows with harrows, kc., and 
getting through with Oieir awards. It 
would also be found to be a much more 
interesting and agreeable arrangement for 
the public during the exhibition. They 
were aware that the trial of implements 
took place that morning, ft had been con­
ducted in a most adaptable and moat ea'is- 
factory manner. The report of the judges 
of the dairy produce was extremely gratify­
ing. The quantity was astounding—there 
being no less than 316 entries. In regard 
to the quantity, it had been remarked of 
one description, that it was a great deal too 
good. To-morrow morning it was intend­
ed to open the ebow-yard for the admission 
of stock so early as 6 o’clock, in order-that 
the classification and judging might be 
facilitated. The judges would meet in the 
Queens Hotel at rt o’clock. There was to 
he a dinner in the City Hall on Thursday 
afternoon, for which very complete arrange 
ments had been made ; a lecture that night 
in the Trade’s Hall, by Dr. Anderson, on 
the economy of manures, which he hoped 
would be well attended, and a breakfast in 
the Queens Hotel on Friday morning at 9 
connected with the same subject. After 
that, the exhibition of horses and other 
stock took place, concluding with^tbe aao 
Hon. These were the whole arrangements, 
in the carrying out of which he trusted that 
to the various committees tho most active 
co-operation would be extended.

'A correspondent oi the Edinburgh Ad 
cerUser, writing from Glasgow la*t even­
ing, eaye, this has been the great day of 
the Highland Society’s exhibition, for it 
combines the treble attraction of imnle- 
ments, dairy produce, and stock. Th*1 
judges commenced their ardous task of 
examining the animals entered for competi­
tion, and of awarding tho prizes, at seven 
o’clock ; but it was not until ten o’clock 
that the show yard was opened to the pub­
lic. The concourse of visitors was im­
mense. The vast population of Glasgov 
itself, and the proximity of the richest and 
most populous agricultural district» of 
Scotland contributed to this result. A 
great proportion of the nobility and gentry 
of Scotland were on the ground. Tonspicu*. 
ous among others were the Duke of Argyle, 
and Lord Blantyre, who had taken a deep 
interest in all the proceedings. The wea­
ther has been very favorable.

The show of cattle of the varions breeds 
s perhaps unrivalled in the annals of the 
Highland Society for extent and the general 
excellence of the specimens exhibited.— 
The short horns were very numerous, afld 
presented some very superior models both 
in point of symmetry and condition. The 
Ayrshire» were also forward in great num­
bers, and afforded a fine study for the bree­
ders and purchasers of dairy stock. The 
Galloways were not so numerous as we 
would have supposed ; and were excelled 
in number, as they were probably « also in 
quantity, by the polled Angus and Aber 
deens, which they resembled closely in 
colour and form. There was a very formh 
dable and shaggy array of lltgblandere, 
some of which were highly admired. There 
were several lots of Fifeshiree, and some 
of the heaviest beasts an the yard belong­
ed to this section.

The Horace exhibited were chiefly heavy 
draught animals. There were no fewer 
than 32 stallions, all of which had some 
splendid points. The first premium in 
this section has fallen to a powerful brown 
atellion belonging to Mr. Robert Ark ley, 
Philip»town, Linlithgow. Some equally 
magnificent draught mares were shown.— 
Several fine horses in harneee, employed by 
carters on the streets of Glasgow, attracted 
considerable attention.

Of Sheep there was a very extensive dis­
play» comprising llfiTote of Leicestershire»
40 lots of Cheviots, 61 tots of black faced, 
and 35 lots of South Downs.* The Chevi­
ots, with their fleecy coverings, attracted 
great notice, and were admitted to be very 
superior. The South Downs which are 
now rare in Scotland, were eagerly inspec­
ted, and tnoch admired. The Duke of 
Richmond is a successful competitor in this 
class.

The show of Swine presented great diver­
sities of breed and appearance, and some of 
the animale wqre enormous in size. There 
w,|e also a large quantity of poultry.

An imthenee quantity sat down to dinner 
ia thé City Hall, at half-past three o’clock. 
The Duke of Roxburge acted at chairman, 
and the Duke of Argyle as croupier.

THE RIGHTS OF TENANTS IN THE 
LAND THEY CULTIVATE.

The mieeriee of I-eland i. ider the oppressions 
ol her landed aristocracy have of late > -am reach­
ed the extreme limit beyor 1 which in a.! similar 
cases reaction takes place. The starring mill­
ions whose sufferings have mainly been created 
by the grinding oppression of the landlords have 
fallen aa an incubus upon their estates in the 
shape of poor rates, rendering them In many pla­
ces of little or no value. To meet this alarming 
state of things it is probable that the suggestions 
made by the friends ol the oppressed in order to 
rvduce the amount of pauperism first by an equi­
table fixed rent of the land, and secondly by an 
acknowledgment of the interest of the former in 
the proceeds of hia labor, may be received and 
acted upon by the landed proprietors as a means 
of relief. The Tenant Right movement is ad­
mitted by Duffy, and the exiled Patriote of Ire­
land, Meagher, and others, to be the meane they 
should have employed in ,1848 to redress the 
wrongs of their country rather than physical re­
sistance to government. The late conference 
upon this subject in Dublin, which was attended 
by men ef errry rhr.d- '•yie5*", •ed
political, and which bids fair to create a peaceful 
revolution in that country, laid down the follow­
ing principles ae essentially neceaaary to be em­
bodied in any Bill lor the relief of the suffering 
tenantry : <

first—that “a fair valuation of the land, aa 
fixing the amount of rent, ia indispensable. 
Secondly, that “the tenant be considered ae se­
cure ia possession so long ae he pays the équit­
able rant;” and thirdly, that "the tenant have a 
right to sell hie interest in hie farm to the highest 
bidder.”

The friends of human freedom in the United 
Statyti ia view of the wretchedness of the mass­
es under the landed aristocracy of Earepe, are 
laboring to prevent its rise in the now Terri tori-*

family: and to prevent all future jobbing in the 
pub'ic lands by which, vast trade have hereto 
fore, fallen into the hands, of speculators to the 
serious detriment of the country. At a late 
meeting in New York the following resolution 
was adopted by the party :

We whose names or** annexed, desirous of re­
storing to man his natural rights to land, do sol­
emnly agree, that we will not vote for any mao 
for the Presidency or Congress, who will not 
pledge himeelf in writing, to use all the influence 
of his station, if elected, to prevent all further 
traffic in the public Ian I* of the States and of 
the United States, and to c*u«e them to be ln'd 
out in (arme and lots for the free and exclusive 
use of actual sealers; or for any man for the Gov­
ernorship or for the Legislature who will not ao 
pledge himself to the freedom of the public lands, 
to a limitation of the quantity of land to be ob­
tained by ao]Jiinrividin! h**rea0er in this State, 
to the exemption of the homestead from any fu­
ture debt or mortgage, and to a lirni'ntion to ten 
of the hours of the daily labor on public works or 
in establishments chartered by law.

The movement both in Ireland and the United 
States aims at the earns important object—the 
securing of the laboring poor against the oppres 
sions of the rich—the rights of labor against the 
power of capital.—[ExammA.

UNIVERSITY REFORM.

The Colonist\\s in dread alarmjfor the salaries 
of hia friends Mr. Murray and Dre. McCaul and 
Beaveo. Unable to meet the charge that the 
salaries of these gentlemen are grossly extra va 
gant, oor cotemporary tries to turn off the ques­
tion into an inquiry ae to the alleged inconsisten­
cy of the Globe ae a retrenchment advocate, and 
urges strongly ae a quietuslthat while Mr. Bald­
win has £1100 and Mr. Hi nuke £1000, Dr. 
McDaul should certainly have £1013 ! We ob­
serve the Colonist would find “ no cause for op­
position to the Globe*s present coarse,” were 
not onr retrenchment proposal one-sided,—which 
meane (if it means anything) that onr proposal 
to bring down Dr. McDaul’e salary from £1013 
to £400 and fees is all right, but that there are 
other abuses in other departments which onght 
to be attended to also. This is all very well 
about the others, but the ca«e in hand ia that of 
Dr. McCau! A Co.,—we will settle it first, with 
the Colonist's leave, aod from that proceed to 
the others. The Colonist is the organ of the 
McCaul portion of the University, eo that its 
admission of the necessity for great reduction in 
certain of tho salaries is woj th something, and 
we hope the_ Visitation Commissioners and 
Members of Senate will make a note of it. '

Our cotemporary ia very anxious to make out 
that the Globe is opposed to retrenchment in the 
public service, and cites our attack on Mr. Mer 
ritt’a scheme in proof thereof. That we make 
no bluster about retrenchment to tickle the pub­
lic palate ia very true, but we suspect, when the 
real trial cornea, that the Globe will be found 
quite in advance of three-fourths of those who 
have been prating about it for the last year till 
people are sick. Prating people always try to 
find a back-door when they are brought to the 
scratch)—just as the Colonist attempts to do abo il 
Dr. McCaul’» salary. We did not attack Mr. 
Merritt’s scheme because it went for retrench­
ment, but because, while it made great profes­
sions in that way,—it suggested no retrenchment 
whatever, but was in reality a piece of as unmiti­
gated humbug as ever graced the columns of our 
dear cotemporary of the Colonist—and that, he 
knows, is saying a great deal, considering Egcr- 
ton and the 1 * Thinking Man.”—Globe.

Under this beading tho Toronto Mirror

plainly put questions, we will endeavor to 
gratify hie curiosity so far as the Memtnger 
is concerned, by as candid aod intelligent 
answers as we know to give.

To begin right, we must in the first place 
cordially thank our cotemporary for 
his kmd wishes for our prosperity and suc­
cess, and when we assure him that we fully 
reciprocate his generous and friendly senti­
ments, say no more than we sincerely feel. 
Our cotemporary’e “ Looking Glass” has 
ever been with no small concern that for 
some time past, we have noticed the drop­
ping off of the quicksilver which enabled it 
to reflect so brilliantly and so truly and the 
substitution in its place, of a kind of dross 
which wofully bedims its once bright sur­
face.

Having thus made our bow with the 
Mirror's permission, we will claim tbo pri­
vileges of our Country, and reply to hie 
first question namely, “ Do they, the clear 
grits or do they not, desire, to disfranchise 
the I*ower Canadians i” by asking another, 
viz : What in the world ever put euch * 
query ae that in hie heard ? We hope 
the Mirror will consider our reply a 
straight forward one ; but for fear he 
should not, we will still further explain our­
selves by asking him, does he, when be 
complains of the injustice done to Ireland 
by the votes of English members, on ques­
tions which affect Ireland alone, mean thnt 
he ” desires to disfranchise the English !”
If our first answer is not quite explicit 
enough we have no doubt the Mirror will 
be content with the eecond.

The Mirrors next question is, ** Do 
they not desire a repeal of the Uniqp of the 
Provinces !” This question we will an­
swer English, instead of Irish fashion. If 
the Lower Canadians will peraiat io thwart­
ing the well understood wishes of the people 
of Upper Canada, by a constant interference 
in the local affairs of the latter mentioned 
section of the Province respecting which 
they cannot by possibility be ae well in­
formed as its own Representatives, and no 
bettor way can be devised for the preven­
tion of such interference, then we unhesita­
tingly eay, the sooner the Union is dissolv­
ed the better. It is not to be endured that 
the Representatives of Lower Canada 
shall have it in their power to do to Upper 
Canada, that which the Imperial Parlia­
ment itself dare not undertake to do, name­
ly, legislate for its inhabitants on local mat­
ters against their, consent. In our first 
number, wo gave several instances of the 
description of interference to which we al­
lude, and we now present our readere with 
another glaring one. On the question of 
the salary of the Superintendent of Educa­
tion for Upper Canada—a matter on which 
the Lower Canadians could *ha?e no just 
pretence for legislating contrary to the 
wishes of thoir western brethren, the fol­
lowing division took place :

Here, too, we observe a similar deser­

tion of the Government by the Reformers 
of Upper Canada, as we Instanced last 
week, and a like junction between the Ad- 
numeration and a part of the Conservatives.
Of the eight Independent members from 
this section of the Province who sided 
with the Ministry, five, namely, Cameron 
of Cornwall, Cayley, Sir Allan McNab, 
Prince and Robinson are Tories ; leaving 
the other three. Johnson, Morrison and 
Perry, the only Reformers from Upper Ca­
nada, who did not cppnsi . A. d L-d 
the eight Tories voted against, instead of 
with them ; with all th« ir Lower Canada 
forces at their back they would have been 
defended by a majority offve ; a fact which 
with others of an exactly like nature, clearly 
proves that the Ministry is kept In exis­
tence not by the assistance of Upper pana­
da Reformer* and Lower Canada Rtfrorm- 
ere. but by the union of the moet nitre To­
nes in tho House with the French.

We might go on to enumerate many 
similar instances of our complete subjection 
to Lower Canadian power. Is it neceesarv 
that we should say more.

then to the Newspaper or the pursuit of practical 
knowledge. In ehort, we regard a Tory trades­
men or laborer ae in aaemely—a something out 
of the ordinary coarse of netere, aod aot to be 
accounted lor on eay other pnoeipie than that of 
grace igeoreoee or lock of independence. We 
assume then thàt the Reform party embrace* the 
intelligeot*iodaetry of the country, and no reas­
onable man can doubt that auch a parly hae a 
certain policy in view, nor doubt that that policy 
if carried into effect, would be for the general 
benefit of the country, because the party who 
contend» for it may almost with propriety be 
called the country.

Booh an 
idea involve* a contradiction, and eanaot there­
fore, mesa aaytkiag. Wo regret to boar mea 
whining und lamenting ever political disappoint­
ments, aod raahly resolving to abandon polities 
altogether oe the ebonid conclusion that Tories, 
aad Radicale art ell elik* bed—all alike fottklem

aad selfish—end all alike cernfopp of tke real in­
ternet» of the people! This la net tree, for, Ilia 
evident that tke rigkte aad libertine of the great 
meltitude of mankind are eaa mask firmer baste 
—better know» and mare generally ecknewkdg- 
ed to-day tbaa they wore even a hundred yearn 
ago. The iaetitutloni of aoclety are more libe­
ral, end consequently more productive of good— 
aod mankind generally speaking, are improved 
ia tke scale of existent*, both physically, moral­
ly, and intellectually. And, who hoe the hardi­

W» had been indulging ia a kind of a dim belief 
that the surprising small sheet,yclept the Huron 
Loyalist, hid, like a thousand other ephemeral aft 
forte of ignorance and prmnmption, slipped qui 
etly ami unnoticed from ite netimely * end brief 
existence. Bat we unexpectedly became inform­
ed yesterday, that the little light ie still glii 
meriog and trying te live. A friend directed our 
attention to the following paragraph :

“ The “ Preae" was duly noticed, and 
Mr. McQdbbiv of the Signal, responded in 
a neat and appropriate epeoch. He noticed 
with satisfaction, the modification, at the 
present day, of that violent party spirit 
whieh had characterized the Frees of Cana­
da. [We wieh be could have added, that 
ae far ae in him lay, there should bo a cessa­
tion in the profession of the fourth estate, 
of that moat unprofeeeional vice of personal 
it,.]

Nou^, it was exactly on the occasion of whieh 
the Editors of the Loyalist are here speaking, 
viz. : the Agricultural Dinner, that we had come 
to the conclusion that the "Loyalist'' was de 
funct. On that occasion the Toast of "The 
Press," was proposed by John Clerk, Esq., 
Crown Lands Agent, in a very pithy and point­
ed little speech—in which, without condescend 
ing to name the Loyalist, he was certainly very 
severe on the reckless aod unprincipled manner 
in which that paper commenced ite career, by 
maligning personal character, and by the publi­
cation of daring falsehoods, which Mr. Clerk and 
others, had felt called on a few day* previously, 
te eontrodiet, by a publie deelurailou iu the col 
umoo of the Signal. This species of Newspa­
per writing, Mr. Clark very Justly tirfncteriied 
ae not only degrading to the dignity of the Press, 
but as positively injurious to the public morals;

Thie Exhibition wae brought to a dose 
on Wednesday evening last, the 9th inet* 
The Rooms were crowded to overflowingl 
in the early pert of the evening, with a 
highly respectable and intelligent portion 
of our citizens, among whom the fair crea­
tion held the preponderance. Hie Excel­
lency the Governor General, who had con- 
eentod to distribute the different prises, 
awarded to the eucceeeful eompetore, made 
hie appearance la the Exhibition Room, 
shoot 8 o’clock, accompanied by Lady El-

Sin, Lady Elms Bruce, nod Col. Bruce.— 
n hie Excellency takinx hie seal, on the 

platform, the Band struck up the National 
anthem, which wae received by the audi* 
ence with marked enthusiasm.

Professor Croft, the President of the Me­
chanics’ Institute, who occupied tbe chair, 
then rose and addressed the meeting. He 
stated, at some length, the object cf tie 
exhibition, aed how the Industrial Fair 
had become incorporated with the Me- 
chadica’ Exhibition, this year. He alee 
gave a brief account of tnerieenad progrès» 
of tbe Mechanics’ Institute, and testified Ie 

proud jKwitioa ia which it now etood, 
After alluding to the difibrent merits of the 
various specimens of art, eeieeee and man­
ufacture, which had been neat te the exbi- 
lion, he expressed regret and disappoint­
ment, on aecoont ef eome particular arti- 

and manufacturera not coming forward 
landixg their aid te the exhibition, 

which, in hte opinion, (aa wall ae ie tbe 
opinion of the ether members of the com- 

ittee,) he considered they should have

donh. Such articles, however^ ae 
exhibited, he eontidaved highly ere 
the city, aad gave fair promise, i 
tant day, te raise the coeWy te a mich 
higher poritioa than it new occupied.

Hie Excellency the Gov. Gea> thee rose fc 
•aid, that tbe ehort opportunity he hid of 
bed ef vieltiog the exhibition weeee would 
enable him to give that 'minute opinio» 
of the merits of tbe dMereat articles exhi­
bited which he could have wished. He wae 
exceedingly well eleaeed to find, amongst 
them, some splendid specimens ef art, eri* 
ence and maoofaetura, at the eame time he 
meant to he frank, and fully coincided wi th 
what had lallea from the President. H 
confeeeed he felt a little dieappoiatment.— 
He bed enticipeled te have seen eome each 
qetter specimens of mechanical genlue and 
manufactures than anvthing exhibited eo 
this occasion. Notwithstanding hie dieep- 
poiotment ie this particular, he wae ex­
tremely well pleased and highly gratified 
with the exhibition oa tbe whole. He con­
sidered that it did great credit, not only t<rv 
the artixane and manufacturers of the city 
of Toronto, but to tbe Province genemily.

His Excellency then proceeded to distrib­
ute the prizes to the eucceeeful competit* . 
ore, whoee name» were read out in rotation, 
by hie Worship the Mayor. On presenting 
each pereoa with the prise awarded, Hie 
Excellency cordially ebook bande with eve­
ry individual, and all returned to their eeate 
seemingly well pleased with the prize they 
had won, and the commendation» they re­
ceived.

Hie Worship the Mayor then moved the 
following resolution, seconded by Frenklin 
Jacques, Esq., Warden of the Couaty.

That tbe experience of the preeant Exhi­
bition, ae well ae of those held in the Me­
chanics' Institute in previous years, fully 
warrante this meeting in most strongly r£ 
commending their annual ctntinoance.

Tbe Mayor, in moving tbieleaolotion, 
differed with the President and Lord Elgin 
In the views expressed by theee gentlemen, 
relative to the exhibition. He «aid that 
considering the position in which the coun­
try now wae, and more especially the city 
of Toronto, compared to what it wae when 
ho first became a resident of it. The pres­
ent exhibition exceeded hie most eanguine 
expectation».

The Warden, in seconding this resolution 
followed somewhat in the eame strain, go­
ing a little more minutely into details. He 
considered wee it unfair to judge an exhibi­
tion, eucb ae the present, by the high stan­
dard usually applied to similar exhibitions 
in the old coontry, and concluded by elating 
that although Great Britain could boast, and 
proudly too, of her Arkwrights and her 
Watt», yet Canada could boast of a Parke», 
a Fleming, and a Peel.

The Hon. Robert Baldwin, Attorney Ge* 
neral for Upper Canada, theo moved, se­
conded by Joseph C. Morrison, Eeq.M.P.P.

That thia meeting deeiree I» record ite 
high appreciation of the cordial and liberal 
co-operation of the Ciljr and County Coun­
cil» and tbe Canada Company with tbe Me* 
cbanica’ Institute in carrying into effect the 
present Industrial Exhibition.

The Attorney General in moving this re­
solution said, that he felt great pleasure in 
doing eo; that although he nad been a mem­
ber of tbe Mechanics’ Institute for a very 
long period, etill other duties had prevented 
him taking ouch an active pert in ite pro* 
ceedmge aa he could have wished. He felt 
highly gratified with the exhibition, and 
could not at all agreq with the opinions ex­
pressed by the President and hie Excellency 
the Governor General; as a Canadian, it af­
forded him e great deal of pleaaore in wit­
nessing the proficiency displayed in the va­
rious articles exhibited; end he felt proud ne 
a citizen of Toronto, when he recollected 
the time he not only knew every^inhabiUnt 
of "Little York," but every oat and dog ia 
the place. When theee things were like» 
into consideration he looked oa the exhibi­
tion ae one deserving of the greatest com* 
inondation.

Mr. Morrison In seconding the resolution 
raid, he wae called upon, in the aheence of 
Sheriff Jarvie, on whom the duty wae to 
have devolved; he expressed himeelf well 
satisfied with tbe exhibition, and felt a great 
pleasure at the advancement and progress 
of the Mechanic»’ Institute.

Mr. Sheriff Ruttan of Cobourg, moved 
the third resolution, which wae seconded by 
Mr. J, E. Peel, vis- :

Tbit this meeting consider» the present 
a moat fitting opportunity for recording Ita 
ranee of the beneficial influence of the Me* 
cbanica’ Institute on the whole community, 
and ite ddeire.tbat the Institute may be cor­
dially supported by all claewe.

Mr. Rattan ia moving ibis revolution raid, that 
he bad attended thia meeting foe the purpose of 
reeeiviog tbe prize awarded to him; aod that this 
reeolation wee pat iato bie hand* at a iato stag* 
of the evening’s proceeding!. He considered 
the exhibition did great credit to the city, wed 
being a neuve ef the eoaatry, he woe ia a better 
position te judge ef its merits then meet of thee* 
speakers whieh bed preceded him. Btiag e 
member oi the Agricultural Society, he oce- 
eidered great benefit was to be derived from 
Mechanics Ioatitationa and exhibition* auch an 
this; he would like to eee the egrieulturaliat rad 
the mechanic go hand und bend in nwiating each 
other in th* good work—and remarked that in nil 
countries such ae Canada agriculture meat al­
ways toko th* lend. Mr. Rntton hero made 
allusion to some plough» he had eeen ut un agri­
cultural exhibition at Albany, iu tho Slut* ef 
New York. Theee pioeghe, from the descrip­
tion given by tho Sheriff are eooaidemhly behind 
th* egne—end ray very little for the met* 
genieo of our enterprising neighbours.

This reeoietioo wee carried with great ap-
pleHU Excellency then returned hie eîncere 
thank, for the high heaer which bad je* been 
paid him, ead for the enthe.ia.tic manner In 
welch it bad Ssea received by the meeting; nod 
availed himself of th. opportunity of explaining 
•erne remarks which had fallea Iront him et en 
earlier pert of the meeting. All that he meant 
by the remarke made (and he wie borne out in 
this opinion by the President,) tbet the present 
exhibition wan not n fair specimen of what To- 
reate could produce. He himeelf knew several 
manufacturera in the city who had not neot any 
articles to this exhibition, who had done no at the 
one previous, nod be believed would do no again. 
It kid, Indeed, been hietsd to h:m that th. Urge 
prix, list of the present year had operated rather 
to the disadvantage of the exhibition. He ehoo Id 
be sorry if this bed been th. caw. He knew 
that there were some men who disapproved of 
hie eenduet to respect to such institution, a. 
this. He had at that dm# a letter in hie pocket, 
which he hod that morning roceteed from a gen­
tleman, for he efideetly wee an educated man 
although he bed not ÿgaed hie earn» te it de­
precating hie conduct in coming there thie eve­
ning—and lamenting that he should so far forget 
the dignity of the elation which he held; accus- 
ing him nt the same time of being the first Gov­
ernor General who hod done so. Now, he would 
only eav that the clnee of men whom hie cor­
respondent repreeented were miserably ignorant 
of the age in wh ich they lived. He would tell 
them an enedote of n Novel Officer, a relation of 
hie own, who woe appointed to a command on 
the Weet India stationed daring the last war— 
In getog oat with hie convoy be fell in with two 
of the enemy’s ships, one of them, on discovering 
who it wee they had to deal with, immediately 
made off. The other stood fight, but after a 
sever* straggle wee finally forced to surrender.— 
After capturing hie priie the Admiral eei sail in 
parentt of the other frigate, and after a considera­
ble chase took hie spy glees and ascended the 
rigging ofqhe ship for the purpose of rcconoiter- 
leg the position of the enemy. On piecing hie 
foot on the ehroude, he over heard two of hie sai­
lors remark to themselves, “ I say Jack, what a 
rum old Admiral thie ie weve’e got, he goes 
aloft himself.” However be took the frigate, 
and the aailora soon began to appreciate hie coo- 
doct. I am proud, therefore, of being the first 
Goverupr General of Canada that has taken a 
personal interest in Mechanics* Installons. The 
very first meeting of a public nature I attended 
in Canada, waea Soiree of the Mechanics’ Inati- 
tote of Montreal; there were present a respecta­
ble company. Hosbsnde and wires, young 

—men and-young ladies, and probably not a few 
•weet-hearts too ! and I think I see some here 
to-night; well thie was about three weeks after 
ray arrival ie the Province. A servers enow 
•torm came on just as I was about to start for 
the city, and my coachman declared it was im­
possible to drive me through the storm that even­
ing, bet I persisted in going and reached the 
place of meeting in eafety. I then learned that 
if a man expects to do any good in Canada, he 
muet be prepared to face storms. Hie Excellen­
cy observed that the Consort of our beloved 
Sovereign had gained the affection ana esteem 
of every subject of Her Majesty, by projecting the 
great Exhibition of 1851, and reminded the 
audience that America end Austria alone 
possessed in themselves all the riches of nature, 
which waited oely to be wedded to science and 
art, to produce a vIgourous progeny of all that ie 
useful or ornemental in the world. His Excel­
lency eat down amid great applause, after which 
Hie Worship the Mayor moved that the Preei- 
deot leave the Chair, and the Warden take the 
eame. The Mayor then moved, seconded by 
Hie Excellency the Governor General, that the 
ibaeka ef thie meeting.be given to the President 
ef the Mechanics’ Institute, Profeeeor Croft, for 
hie great seal ie the Institution, nnd the efficient 
mnooer in which be presided over thie meeting, 
which wee carried unanimously. Profeeeor 
Croft then returned hie thanke to the meeting— 
end give • ebort explanation of the remarke 
made by him in opening the proceedings of the 
mooting.

Hie Excellency then left, the Band playing 
Ae national anthem. The audience separated, 
ell highly delighted with the evening*, proceed­
ings—Cafoeist.

CLEAR-GRIT CONVENTI ON.

Among one of the lust note of the York 
County Council, it ill recent seenion, a 
resolution wan agreed to, to address the 
County Councils in the Western neclioa of 
the Province, on the subject of a Gene­
ral Convention, for the purpose of framing 
a new conelitulion, and appointing the 
Warden of the respective Councils mem- 
here of the Convention. Mr. Roblin, the 
Warden of the United Couotiee of Fronte­
nac, Lennox and Addington, in reply refus­
ed e sent in the Convention, and gave hie 
-opinion that Ike Municipal Councils had 
qeite enough to do in attending to their 
legitimate bueineen. The Council of the 
United Courtly of Lincoln, Haldimxnd and 
Welland, passed a Resolution by a vote of 
17 to 6—“ that hiaemech ae the Counçil 
has etudiouely avoided mingling political 
subjects with its business deliberations, it 
is inexpedient te take any action with re­
ference to the communication from the 
Warden of the County of York." The 
Council of thie County, at the Special Ses­
sion he'd a few days ago, with only five 
dissentient* decided to take no action on 
the Resolution of the York County Council. 
A Committee of five having been appointed 
to report on the matter, and having recom­
mended the appointment of delegatee to the 
CeevdWtioa, their recommendation was put 
to the vote, in a Ceuaeil numbering $3 
member* aed lost but five, viz. ; Messrs. 
Talbot, Harwell, Cook, Nash, and Fowler, 
voting m its favor.

Thin Convention ban bee* the only topic 
in politics for some weeks pant, end hae 
6*é generally condemned Reform
pipe* a* being unnecessary, inaaraucb ae 
the object in view, if really deeired, can be 
•Acted by the election which will ehortly 
take place. Anetber objection to the Con- 
vttâiUuu is gro&sdbj on the ebsr-
eeter of ite originators. This last, of 
eounse, done net weigh one feathers weight 
ae the propriety or impropriety of the pro­
posal must be décidé on entirely ' dfferent 
grounds. It ie of no moment whether its 
projectors are actuated by disappointment, 
whether Tories, Reformers or Clbar-grite ; 
the only question in, whether it ^will accel* 
erate progrres. Having the example of 
the League before os, we feel confident, that 
a Conveniton will not hasten, bat retard the 
progress of true reform. The progress of 
Reform in Great Britain ia no doubt much 
■Ipsrar the* in France where they have s 
monarchy te-day and a repubUjto-merrow.

But no one would prefbr the wholesale 
changes of France to the gradual, steady 
and certain progress of Great Britain. And 
ie thie country our progress ie not hamper­
ed by the elaee Interests which exert so 
greet an Influence at the polie ae in Great 
Britain. And we may reel assured the! 
oor progress will be much more rapid than 
ie the parent1 country with the system we

The changes which the Convention ad* 
vocales propose are tantamount to a com* 
plete Revolution, and are soch ae the peo­
ple themselves have never yet folly conoid- 
derod. Vote by ballot—universal suffrage 
—ae elective Legislative Council—an elec­
tive Governor, and the elective principle 
carried out ie ell appointments to office, 
betec., are but e part of the than gee pro- 
proposed. Many of these measures will 
be carried by the people themeelvee in a 
legitimate way at the pelle, after they have 
been fully diecueeed, as certainly as the 
sun shines, and the proposers of the Con­
vention know this too. But this is not 
what the Convention-men want. In a few 
months a new election must take place, 
when the people can pledge their represen­
tatives to carry any change that they de­
sire. If thie ie done in the natural course, 
the advocates for a Convention know that 
the free expression of public opinion will 
never entruet them with the paternity of a 
constitution. A few men whom no consti­
tuency in the Province 1 would return for 
Legislators, would, by a Convention, be 
raised to an elevation which they could not 
maintain—they would meet and epoot like 
the “ Children of the Sun"—quarrel—and 
retire with the consoling conviction that 
they had acted for themeelvee alone—and 
for the people, only by affording them 
•ometbing to laugh at.

The account of a meeting at Wardsville 
which we gave in our last is of a different 
nature altogether from the abortive attempt 
of the few styling themselves Clear-Grits. 
Instead of being got up by a few would-be 
leaders in search for popularity, it is an 
expreeeion from the people themeelvee, and 
proves the fact that no Convention ie re­
quired. The electors, convinced that every 
needed Reform ie within their reach under 
Responsible Government are already pre­
paring for a, new election, and seem fully 
determined to enjoy their privileges without 
fancying that they can on?y be enjoyed by 
a Revolution in our mdde of Government.

Truly the rage seems to be for consti­
tution making—seçms to he for, however 
much the League-men desired "to patch 
our present constitution last summer or the 
Clear-Grits now, the people themselves 
seem very willing to give it a fair trial.— 
The league was produced by disappoint­
ment for loss of office, and perhaps the 
Clear-Grit convention bas not a purer ori­
gin. It ie at least a fact that in both pros­
pectuses of constitution-repairs, the people 
themselves have taken no interest, and the 
leaders in both cases have been men desti­
tute of iufluence or political character.— 
Free Frees.

We have had estrange week, so far as 
regards weather, since our last publication. 
Friday was one of the most beautiful days 
of the season; Saturday was dull and clou­
dy; Sunday brought us the first enow oftbe 
season, in repealed gusts and storms;

A great deal of the 
grain ie thie year sent into Galt from the 
Plains, and other parte that have hitherto 
sent their Wheat to Brantford; it being 
discovered that the Brantford Millers, ae 
soon as they hsd, by temporarily raising 
the price, induced farmers to send in their 
grain, eudenly dropped the price when a 
score of waggons were waiting to deliver 
their wheat, and left the farmers either to 
take what they could get, or carry their 
grain back to their baroe. This ia not the 
course pursued in Galt, where, taking the 
year round, the price of Wheat ie more 
steady and higher than in any of the our* 
rounding towns above the heed of naviga­
tion.

LATE EUROPEAN NEWS
BY THE CAMBRIA.

THE DANISH Si SCHLESWIG WAR
Advices from Hamburgh stale that on 

the l*tb the ll -lstem army made a forward 
movement, with the wfenVon of nt’acking 
the fortified bridge across the Nchlve at 
Weaaiin lejS'l’fie Da nee were driven from 
their unto rimed positions at Ko-hkendrofl" 
and other points into their entrenchments, 
when they cannonaded the Holeteiner» for 
about an hour, but without effect, when V e 
firing ceased and ihg Holeteincm began to 
retire. The Danes then replaced the bridge, 
which they had previously removed, and 
crossed over with the Intention of harrass- 
ing the retreat of thé Holeteiners, but found 
them ao strong as to render it unadvisable 
to press them closely.

Gen. Willisen took possession of Raken 
ford, and established bin head quarters at 
that town, in the sfternoon; but was subse­
quently forced to retire, owing to the near 
proximitv of the Danish ships. The ermy

CALIFORNIA NEWS 
New York, Srp'einber 30, P. M.

The steamship Philadelphia left Chsgrcs 
on the 9th inst., with California news to 
■the 15th. The Philadelphia brings one 
million dollars in gold, and 100 passengers.

When the Philadelphia left Chagres there 
were some few cases of the prevailing dis/ 
ease, which, however, were confined almost 
entirely to the native population. No fears 
need be felt by those wishing to cross the 
Isthmus, as with proper attention to health, 
there is littlo if any danger.

The fine steamer Carolina and Columbus, 
from San Francisco, had both arrived at 
Panama. The Carolina brings down the 
Oregon and California mails, and $770, 
124 in gold duet on freight and 75 passen 
gers. Not a single case of sickness of any 
kind had occured on vither of these stea­
mers; they both stopped at Acapulco, which 
place, we are told, is as healthy as it ever

to give them battle, 
positions which they Held previous to the 
advance, and up to the 14th no further 
movement had been made.

Disputes having 
occurred between the Prince and the Cham­
ber, as to bis right to impose taxes without 
the consent of the latter, and the people ha­
ving obtained the sanction of the legal tri­
bunals lo their resistance of the illegal taxes 
imposed by the government, the Prince 
found tbe place too hot to hold him and he 
fled.

The Hessiery appear to be getting on 
very well w thout the Elector and hie Infat 
uated ministers, and it is said to be proba* 
hie that other Sûtes will shortly follow 
their example.

AUSTRIA AND PRUSSIA
These countries sre viewing thq outbreak 

in Hesse Cassel with no little anxiety. It 
is said that Austria will take sides with the 
Elector.

COMMERCIAL INTELLIGENCE.
Fiwarcial.—Securities have fluctuated; 

but little bas been done during the week.— 
Money continues abundant, but its value 
slightly increased. Tht> bullion in the Bank 
is a trifle less than £16,000,000. The mar­
ket opened on Monday at 96|, and closed 
OB Wednesday at and on Friday at ft.

Canada bonds 1 lo 2 premium.
Provisions have been in moderate demand 

at rather easier prices. Pork moves more 
readily; sales are now made with difficulty 
Bacon is in good demand at foil prices.—

Shoulders, fine, sre much sought for.— 
sms, at reduced rates, are now inquired 
for. There have been small sales of lard 

at S4e. For cheese there is mors inquiry 
and the market is nearly bare. Tallow is 
active at sixpence advance.

The reports from the manufacturing dis­
tricts continue favorable. The Woollen 
trade has continued brisk everywhere, and 
for laces and hosiery the demand hae mate 
rially increased. In the cotton district 
great activity prevail*, and large orders sre 
being executed both for home and foreign 
account.

THE EXHIBITION OF 1851.
The Society of Arts hae just issued the 

following notice in reference to the Exhibi­
tion of 1861:—

“ The intimate connexion of the society 
of Arts with the Exhibition of the Works 
of Industry of all Nations m 1851, which is 
n subject of congratulation to the member* 
of the society a* the successful enlarge 
ment of an idea the eotyety has long aimed 
lo realise, has appeared to the Council lo 
render altogether superfluous any atiempt 
on the part of the society :o pursue its or- 
dinary course for the encouragement of arte, 
manufactures, and commerce by the offer of 
its usual prises for the session of 1850 and 
18*1.

“ The Council have, therefore, considered 
how they might most usefully apply lhat 
portion of the revenue of the society lo 
the particular circumstances of the year, 
fa,”The Council are of opinion ihti thr 
most useful work they can undertake, and 
one they believe to be strictly auxiliary lo 
the view# of thnir Royal President, hi* 
Royal Highness the Prince Albert,- and of 
Her Majesty’s Commissioners for the Exhi 
bition will be to encourage ihe pro,ludion 
of philosophical treatises no the vagou* de­
partments of tbe Exhibition, which shall eet 
forth the peculiar advantages to be derived 
from each la tbe aria, manufactures, and 
commerce of the country.

“The Council accordingly offer, in tbe 
name of the Society,, the large medal and 
£39 hr the beet, and tbe society's small 
medal end £10 for tbe second best treatise, 
oa the objecte exhibited in tbe section of 
raw materiels sed produce.

A correspondent of the St. Louie Pepub 
Haiti, writing from California, closes with 
this advice:—

“ Advise all your friends not to comp to 
California, but to content themselves with 
the prosperity they enjoy where they are, 
and be wise. What witV-become uf the 
thousands who reach here this fall,- I can­
not tell. There are enough here now for 
all the gold to ho obtained, and the largest 
portion of that falls into tbe hands of a few 
lucky ones.”

Tub Fair passed over quite agreeably.— 
There was no quarreling and hardly an# 
appearance of dissipation. The Corpora* 
tion had taken the precaution to appoint 
ten special constables as Watchmen, and jn 
their nightly per ambulations they preven­
ted a hotel from being burned by hot ashes 
which had ignited the parrel in which they 
were placed. It will be seen that the Ni­
agara District has kept up “its good name 
in regard to prizes. Notwithstanding our 
caution, several pockets were picked. Mr. 
Forster of Markham lost a pocket book con 
ai ning notes of hand to the amount- of 
£200 ; Mr. John Harris lost another with 
paper* worth £125. A Rochester gent, 
had $75 taken from hie pocket quite quietly 
and a Toronto man had hie lever taken on 
lime, from his vest and wo heard of a ladv 
who had her pocket cut oil* ahd carried ofl". 
We think all who came to the Fair wore 
well accommodated by our publicans and 
citizens, we only heard one man complain 
of high charge*, bin his mouth was one o 
the mouths, and wc concluded tbat whoever 
fed it had a vacancy (^ considerable dimen 
•ions to fill.—Xiagaru Mail.

Com­
mander Forbes, of the .Bonetts, had an in­
terview with the King, and the result was 
the immediate departure of tbe vessel for 
England.

Murder.—Two brothers named Finegan 
were at a logging Bee in the neighborhood 
of Lindsay, and after their work was ended, 
the whiskey the party had partaken of be­
gan to produce its usual effect*—-quarreling 
and blow*. A very peâceabiMP harmless 
min, named O’Boyt'e, unfortunately inter­
fered between the two Finegans and two 
Twoheys who were fighting, and waa im­
mediately fallen upon bv tbe men he at­
tempted to rmieue, and badly beaten— 
(PBoy le presently made hie e*espe and lav 
down in a distant comer, where Finegsn 
again found him and beat him eo severely 
with a Beech stick (which had been cat to 
make a broom) that he died the following 
evening. An inquest was held on the body 
before T. Bird, E*q., Coroner, and a respec­
table Jury, when a verdict of Wilful Murder 
was returned against Timothy Finegan.— 
The two Finegane are lodged in the Gaol 
in this town. Unfortunately the mischief 
did not end hers. A young man named 
M’Glip, while going to Lindsay for the 
Doctor, fell from hie horse and had hir leg 
broken, and another young roan named 
M’Caol, when going to assist in tbe arrest 
of the murdêrêre, was thrown from his horse 
with such violence that hie life is despaired 
of.—Peterborrt Despatch.

Mrlancholt Accident—A striking in* 
stance of the uncertainly of lÿe occurred in 
the Township of Lavant, on Tuesday the 
17th ult. While Mr. Robert Barr, of that 
place, with some of hie family, were enga-. 
ged in clearing up a piece of new land, a 
tall stump, tbe remains of a decayed tree 
which had been left standing when tbe land 
was being chopped, and which was burning 
at the root, suddenly gave wav, falling on 
him with such force as instantly to deprive 
him of life: hia head was literally smashed 
with the violence of the blow. Though 
hie eon and daughter, were within a short 
distance ef the spot, neither of them were 
aware of the sad accident Until their atten­
tion was aroneed by the sound of the com- 
cuseione on tbe earth, and on looking round- 
found their father lying undert it, quite 
dead. He has left a large faqnily to mourn 
over their sudden bereavement.—Lanark 
Observer.
