It appears he return, 
ed from Windsor abont ten days ago 
suffering from a slight cold, but it was 
not until Saturday he considered it no 
ceasary to call in medical advice. lie 
seemed to improve during Monday, but 
towards evening, the symptoms became 
serious, and at half-past four y eater 
day morning he passer away, disease of 
the heart being the immediate cause of 
death. Mr. Smith was one of the 
oldest residents of Chatham, one of tho 
last of the early settlers, and was widely 
known through all parte of the County, 
and indeed of tbe Western District. He 
was born in County Down, Ireland, in 
1813, and when a mere infant his pa­
rents emigrated to America, remaining 
in the State of New York aeveral years, 
They cams to Canada in 1630, and set 
tied in London Towtohip, «here they 
made their home.

Mr. Smith took an active part in 
public affairs daring tbe long term of 
years he was a resident of Chatham. 
He was a member ef th* Town Council 
soon after it was instituted, and held a 
seat almeet uninterruptedly till 1863 
when he was elected Mayor, a position 
which lie held two years. He was an 
active Reformer, and at the first elec 
tion for the Legislators in 1867, was 
nominated as the Reform candidate for 
Kent, and after a hard-fought contest 
Air Smith was elected by a majority of 
65 over Mr. John MoMiohael, the Con 
servative candidate. About the close 
of the first Parliament, Mr. Smith, con­
trary to the wishes of msny of his 
supporter*, gave the Government of the 
late Sandfield Macdonald a quasi sup­
port, and at the second election in 1871, 
the Reformers nominated Mr. Dawson, 
whom they elected, although Air.
