IN DELIVERING NORTHERN MAIL

Two Young Brothers Reach
Fort Vermilon After a
Terrible Trip.

FEET OF DOGS FREEZE
AND TRAVEL IS IMPEDED

Olderfrother Saves Life of
Younger whefi both Are-
Badly Frozen.

Peace River Crossing, -Feb. 17.—
Through the freezing of the feet of
the dogs in the train which
left here with the maijl for Fort
Vermilion on January 2nd, the de-
livery of mail ti its destination was
delayed nearly two weeks and the
lives of the two young men, brothers
of 17 and 20 years of age, who had
charge, gravely imperilled. With the
arrival here last night of the mail

from - Fort Vermilion, the story ofi

the hardships suffgred by the two boys
on the trip to the far northern post
and how the life of the younger was
saved by the elder, became known.

The mail left here on January 2nd
in charge of the two brothers. They
were equipped with a good dog train
und carried 600 pounds of mail
When about 100 miles out they were
overtaken by the severe cold weather
of January. After passing the Battle
river the cold became go intense that
the dogs’ feet began to freeze and
travel - became slow. Dog food and
provisions were running short, so that
when fully 80 miles from their next
supply cache the young men were en-
tirely out of provisions. The younger
of the two brothers volunteered to
strike ahead, get the provisions, and
return to meet the  outfit. This he
did. He made the cache all right,
but on the return journey, not meet-
ing his brothersag soon as he had
expected, he was compelled to camp
out at night,

" Hands and Feet Frozen.

Having no axe or blanket with him
his hands and feet were badly frozen
before he managed to start a fire with
what small sticks he could break

over hig knee. _g.ttjnm\sheﬁ:w i
however, '?argestrhe could; hée bravely
struck out next morning and travelled
until he met his brother with the
mail. The younger brother’s feet be-
came so painful that the elder was
compelled to unload four sacks of
mail and place him on the dog sleigh.
This he did, notwithstanding the
fact that his own feet and hands had
been badly frozen. On the 23rd of
the month, after being 21 days on a
trip which usyally takes eight or ten

days, the brothers reached Vermil-;

SASKATCHEWAN GOVERNMENT
PRESENTS FAR REACHING
PROPOSALS TO HOUSE,

Regina, Feb. 15—Arising out of a
resolution moved by Mr. Haultain in
the Legislature this afternoon urging
upcen the Government the advisability
of taking steps to secure the water
powers and coal areas of the prov-
ince, one of the most memorable de-
bates in the history of the province
took place today. Mr. Haultain spoke
very briefly, merely emphasizing the
need of some such step as he advo-
cated in order to secure power and
frel. to assist in the development of
the province. Ilis resolution wag as
fcllows:

Haultain’s Resolution,

“That in the opinion of this House,
the Government should take immedi-
ate steps towards obtaining the eon-
trol - of the unalienated coal area and
water powers ‘in the .province with
a view to the ultimate establishment
of prowvincial development and. trans-
migsion of power for municipal, manu-
facturing and other purposes in the
province, and of a.cheap fuel sup-
ply under control and operation of
the Government.”

RAISES PRICE OF
CANADA’S WHEAT

TIIIS IS EFFECT OF TARIFF
AGREEMENT SAYS MASTER
OF GRANGE,

Concord, N.H., Feh. 17—In support
of his contention that the proposed
reciprocity agreement will reduce the
price of American wheat and increase
the price of Canadian wheat, former
Gevernor Nahum J. Bachelder. mas-
ter of the National (‘.rungg. Patrons
of Husbandry, today issucd a state-
ment in which-he compared the wheat
movement in the markets of Chicago
and Winnipeg as an answ to recent
statement by James J. H

Mr. Bachelder’s statement
“James J. Hill is not satisfied with
the $100,000,000 he has made out of
the farmers of the north-west states
but is seeking to increase his fortune
by having his railroads haul Canadian
wheat and flour to the consumers in
this country.

“Speaking at Chicago the day hefore
yesterday, Mr. Hill charged that the
Opposition to the Canadian recipro-
city scheme was_ dictated by Jdema-
rogues and was centred on the claim
that the free admission of Canadian
wheat and barley would reduce the
price of these products in this coun-
try. That such would be the cffect,
he»doc]ared‘ is not merely improhablle,
but ridiculous and impossible.”

Mr. Bachelder declares that there
has been a ‘“fall -of about eight cents
per bushel in the price of wheat
sirce the reciprocity bill was intro-
duced in Congress,” and continues,
“I* the mere expectation of recipro-
city depresses our wheat prices, what
would be the result of the enactment
of the pending bill?”

““While the price of our’ wheat has
fallen, that of Canadian wheat as
shown in Winnipeg, has not vf.x‘:]v.x to
the same extent owing to the expect-
ations of the Canadian wheat growers
for a better market in his counry. Be-
fore the reciproecity bill was introduc-
ed wheat was higner in Chicago than
in Winnipeg, but yesterday was 2 :‘,_4
cents higher in Winnipeg than 'n
Chicago.

EDMONTON CITY MARKETS.
Edmonton, Feb. 18.—The! brisk mar-
kets of the early part of the week!
has been somewhat \discouraged by!
the return of the cold weather during|
the past twenty-tour hours. Pork,
however, is plentiful, and a goou aeal
of beef, but beyond that, the arrivalsi
are not numerous. Notwithstanding!
the good supply of meat the prices|
still keep up; this is noticeable where
a particularly choice article is offered
for sale; the prevailing price of mut-
ton today was 14 cents; on the other
hand 16 cents was paid without a
murmur for one carcass that caught
the faney of the buyer. Similarly,
pork was going for 11 cents, but it
was not hard to get 121-2 cents fgr
good clean animals under a year in
age.
gV\"hea.t is selling a little higher but
the local dealers say that the supply
is somewhat better than it was some
days ago. Oats are still in demand
at the same price in Edmonton; at
other points such as the Landing,
where they are particularly conven-
iently situated to teaming routes, far-
mers can dispose of their supply right
at theip barns for 45 or 50 cents per
bushels on the routes of travel beyond
the Landing they are beginning to
get exceedingly scarce and freighters
are loading up for the haul to _Grouar-.l
‘At Grouard and Grande Prairie, how-
ever, they are said to be much more
iful.

Winnipeg, Feb. 17.—The commercisl
in its review of the trade situation for
the week will say tomorrow :

Business in the West continues to
be dependant upon the weather for a
large part of its support and the at-
mosphere has been much more favor-
able ‘during the pasty week than at
any other time during the present
year.

Will Injure Froit

The
Premier had not done this. but he was
revertheless the first Canadian Pre-
mier to take the dignified stand that
the United States having declined Can-
ada’s offers, any future offers would
have to come from Washington.

The statement was
absurd, he =aid, because IEngland
only imports 169,000,000 bushéls al-
together including 33,000,000 from Ar-
gentina, 30,000,000 from Russia, and
27,000,000 from Canada.

Dealing more particularly with the
manner in which the farmers of On-
tario would be benefitted, Mr. Guth-
rie predicted an increase of atleast
cne cent per pound in the price of
beef on hoof, which would mean that
a 1,400 pound beef would be worth
$14 more than at present time. It
would make the raising of barley,
butter, poultry ,turnips, potatoes,
etc., much more profitable to the
farmers and the balance of trade in
those productions would be steadily
from the north to the south and not
from the south to the north. The
farmers would make more money
year by year.

Mr, Guthrie said it would be il-
logical to argue that the higher prices
for the farmer would not mean some
increase in the cost of living in cities
and towns. There would be no im-
mediate big jump in values, but
they would gradually increase there-
by contributing to national prosper-
ity and the welfare of all classes of
the community.

The agreement, Mr. Guthrie went
on to say, would be of immense ad-
vantage to the Western Provinces.
What would be the effect on the east
if we had one million more farmers
raising wheat and cattle onthe Wes-
tern plains, he asked. With such a
condition and a revenue tariff for
manufacturing industries Canada
would flourish,

Mr. Guthrie said- he did not take
‘any stock in the argument that the
agreement would hurt the railways.
Dhe best evidence of this was that
the- railways were not making any
protest. The only prominent ré,ih\‘ay
man on record was Sir Donald Mann,
and he was in favor of the agree-
ment. Neither was there any force
in the argument that it would con-
stitute the entering wedge of com-
mercial and political union with the
United  States. No such result had
ever followed a friendly trade agree-
ment in the pistory of th eworld.

Great Britain and Germany hadan
immense trade one with the other
and yet were not drawing together
politically.

Millet has only two maijls per day
at present, on the morning trains
from Kdmonton and Calgary. There
is a money order office and has
about 40 lo¢k boxes. Mail is dis-
tributed to the rural offices of
Bonnie Glen, I'isherhome, Patience,
O'Mara and Yule Meadow.

Dairy Business Doing Well

The dairry business has received
quite a start here owing to the
rich pasture and the close proximity
to the twin cities. The Edmonton
City Dairy have a dairy farm of
800 acres. They have now about
50 cows, but intend keeping about
180. 1n the summer the export of
{ milk or cream amounts to about 25
cans per day.

Hog raising has also gdt a start,
and, with the present good prices, is
likely to increase in this district.
Poultry and eggs . are valuable in
supplementing the year’s income of
the prosperous farmers.

Good Grain Crops.

The following crop yields are
mentioned as a few samples picked
up at random and are evidence of a
good grain growing district tributary
to Millett. J. C. Dowdell, four
miles-  west, had 621% bushels fall
wheat per acre off four acres.

Alberta Becomes Barley Country.
“Take barley for instance. This re-

ciprocity agreement, if it goes

barley-raising industry in Alberta.
! Hitherto no one has grown barley,
*_except for feed, for the simple rea-
| son that there has been no market.
| Now a market is being created on
the other side, and barley raising
will become a live industry in Alber-
ta. This province is particularly
adapted for barley growing, so that
this is an advantage that will be
greatly felt.

“One of the chief advantages as
far as the people of the west are con.
scerned, is the forcing down of the
freight rates. If there is a reduc-
tion jn rates there will be a reduc-
tion in the price of products. If
there is a reduction in freight for
instance, there will be a reduction in
the price of fruit.

“Dhe argument that it will injure
the fruit trade I can’t believe. A
large reduction in freight rates will
mean a lower price for fruit and a
larger market. There are thousands
of farmers who would buy fruit, but
cannot afford to do it on account of
the prices. There is a big market in
Alberta for fruit, that has scarcely
been touched.

Only Fruit Land Sellers Kick.

“The objection raised by fruitmen,
T think, is not so much an object by
the fruit growers as by the sellers of
fruit lands. They want to quote the
high prices of fruit as an induce-
ment to the prospective purchaser.

The real producer will be able to
see that the lower freight rate will
mean a bigger market for him.

Tor instance a crate of fruit, that
sells in unlimited quantities at one
dollar would not sell at $1.25.

Fear is expressed by the farmers,
says Mr. Bower, that the little bit
of duty taken off implements is like-
ly to be annulled by the increase
in the valuation. The valuation of the
erticles may be raised to fit in with
the deoreased duty.

Encourage Cattle Trade.

The taniff arrangement wil also
be the means of further aqpening the
American market to Alberta -cattle,
thinks Mr. Bower. While more trade
will be done across the border, the
trade .will not be altogther diverted,
but the cattle raising industry may
be encouraged.

WATER FAMINE THREATENED.

Toronto Faces Serious Situation—Ice
Piling on Intake Pipe.

Toronto, Feb. 15.—Toronto is
threatened with a £ water famine.
Two of the John street pumps have
‘heen shut down, ‘and at present the
city is dependant upon one pump -of
15,000,000 gallons  capacity. The
cause of the trouble is the great
mass of floating ice which has been
swept across the mouth of the in-
take pipe by recent east winds. This
has piled up in great heaps above
the surface, and as it accumulates
the base of the huge ice raft is
steadily forced down towards the
mouth of the pipe. The city is be-
ing served from the reservoir and the
supply may run out this afternoon.

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SHACKLE THE FARMER.

The Toronto News, which seems to
have essayed the role of chief argu-
ment prov'der for those who oppose the
reciprocity agreement, takes the stand
that the free admission of Canadian
farm products to the United. States
must tend to increase the cost of
trese products to the Canadian con-
stmer. On the strength of this it
undertakes to turn the employer of
labor against the Government by tell-
ing him that he will be obliged to
pay his employees higher wages to en-
able them to live. To the employee
i:ﬁofters the hardly consistent argu-
meant that if the agreement goes
through he will be obliged to either
eat less or to save less, an.d that
trerefore he should be ‘“‘against the
Government” too.

This of course contradicts the
other notion put forward that no
credit s coming to the Canadian Gov=-
ernment for the removal of the duties
against our farm products, because
the United States would have removed
these in any event. If this be true
the former cannot be. If the decision
of the United States to remove the
duties was brought about solely by the
force of economic conditions in that
country, and was to no degree
affected by the willingness of the
‘apadian Government to negotiatz an
agregment, then the Canadian Gov-
ernment is not to be blamed hecause
the duties ara to be removed. The
blame. must rest where the credit
belengs. In crediting the Washington
Government with the removal of the
duties and with the benefit which will
result therefrom to the Canadian far-
mer, but in trying to saddle the Otta-
wa Government with blame because
the duties are to be removed, the
News and its friends are giving an-
other proof of their .determination to
cppose the agreement quite regardless
of what they may have to put forth
as reasons for so doing.

If these papers mean anything by
the argument that the Canadian Gov-
ernment is blameworthy, what they
must me¢an is that Canadian farm
products should be sold at home or
in the Old Land, and nowhere else.
Hcw they would bring this about they
have yet to explain, as it rests with
the United States Government to say at
any ‘time at what rates such products
»r1ay be shipped into the Republic, or
whether any duty shall be charged
on them, and therefore to say whether
such products shall or shall not be
scld in that country. How our pro-
tectionist friends would go about it
to prevent the €anadian farmer tak-
ing the advantage of the opportunity
offered by the removal of the !'JTnited
States’ duty they do not say. Perhaps
becanse it is not necessary. Thacre is
only one direct way which exports of
farm produce to the United States
cculd be prevented when the prices
cffering there are better than those
in Canada—by imposing an export
dvty on such products. If there is
anything really serious in the stand
tgken, that the export of such pro-
ducts to the United States should not
be tolerated, that is the only means
by which the end could be accomplish-
ed, and must be taken to be the course
the protectionists. would have adopted.
Trat they do not say so proves no-
thing to the contrary. It only serves
to illustrate the predicament in which
their theory has landed them. They
are in the position of indirectly ad-
vocating what could only be brought
about by means they have not the
courage to openlyypropose.

Most protecbionis%?ﬁ even will re-
coil from this extreme measure. Much
as they mvight dis'ilke to see th2 Can-
adian farmer selling products in the
United States they ‘veould aot bz pre-
pared to say by l'aw that he should
net do se, or to imposz an expcrt daty
to prevent him doing so. The more
nioderate minded of the opposing
ones will take the ground that nothing
shkculd be done by our Government to
encourage the celling df Canadian
farm products in the United States;

The One Time Minister of Finance

Strongly Attacks the Reciprocity |
Agreement.

!

Ottawa, Feb. 15—Resuming the de-'!
bate on the tariff agreement in the!
House on Tuesday, George E. Foster '
said that the most important factor}
in the agreement would be the effect!
on production and in.turn on capital
and labor. The United States' press
was silent, he pointed out, on the sub-
ject of capital being sent into Canada
and the establishment of branch in-
dustries in Canada. This was in di-
rect contrast with the tendency of the
past few) years.

“The United States covets the rich
natural resources.of the Dominion of
Canada,” he argued, ‘“not to develop
them here, but to drow them to
points for their manufacturers.”

The arrangement would not be in
operation for five vears until trusts
would own everything ifi Canada that
wad l6ose. The result would be to di-
vert the raw material from Canada,
having only the digging, felling and
mining done in this country, with the
finishing arts applied in the Unitodﬁ
States.

Continuing, Mr. Foster pointed out
that the effect on outside capital com-
ing into Canada would be deleterious.
Over $1,800,000,000 of British capital
was ‘invested in railways and public
works in Canada. Under the changed
conditions brought about by the agree-
ment, a feeling of doubt and uncer-
tainty would be engendered and with
the protected market always afforded
by the United States, investors would
be sure to choose the larger area. La-
bor also would go where capital made
employment easy. .

Wedge of Free Trade.

The agreement was the thin wedge
of full free trade between the two
countries, which meant a circle from
the frozen seas of the North to Rio
Grande and within that circle there
should be free trade unimpeded out-
side that circle would be the world
with a tariff wall against it.

Reviewing briefly tne course of the
recent trade negotiations with foreign
countries, Mr. TFoster said that in
every case concession had been given
by Canada without any adequate com-
pensation from the other party to the
arrangement. He charged Sir Wilfrid
with breaking his pledge to the
Western delegates. He had tnl:’.;thom
that no revision would be made of
the tariff before a commission had
been appointed and the reply of the
premier would probably be that this
was not “technically a tariff revision.”
“That will be the smallest hole a large
sized man ean get into.” was Mr. Fos-
ter’s comment.

Mr. Foster challenged the statement
that an imperial preference had been
sérupulously maintained. In .gixty-
nine items on the free list, thirty-nine
now getting the advantage of the pre-
ference were untouched, while in 30
cases it had been absolutely wiped cut.
The preference had not been main-
tained.

The prophsal cut square across the
national ' ideal. Vith ninety-three
millions to the south, it meant absoarp-
tion and hegemony. The pressure
awainst eight millions, the close pros-
imity of two countries, the efflux and
influx of commerce would weaken {he
ties of empire. He hoped this mean-
ing of the proposal would sink deep
until there uld burst from the
country a pr t that the step con-
tempiated would he reeallcd and rhe
old path followed without uncertainty
and doubt.

'r. Neeley Replies.

The debate was continued at even-
ing sitting by Dr. Neeley (Liberal), of
Humbolt, who spoke strongly in favor
of the proposed r procal agreement.
He saig the position taken by Mr.
FFoster was the most astounding pro-
tcably ever taken by a public man in
('ﬂY\'lgz;l on a cquestion of trade. Mr.
Toster said that the Canadian negoti-
ators had no!‘mandate from the peo-
ple and yet the cuestion of improved
trade relations was an old one, as old
as the National Policy itself in which
there was a provision for a possible
reciprocal arrangement between Can-
ada and the United States.

Dr. Neeley cuoted from the Tariff
act of 1879 to show that it provided

for a possible agreement almost as
wide and comprehensive as that re-
cently negotiated at Washington, He
referred with satisfaction to the fact
that news had iust been received that
the agreement had received the ap-
proval of the American House of Re-
presentatives. Dr. Nezley denied that

the government had ever said after

{ the rebuff of 1897 that Canuda would

from that date on decline to negotiate
with ‘Washington. All the govern-
ment had said was that Canada would

ter trade relaticns with the United
States. That policy had been econ-
sistently adhered to by the govera-
ment. 5
A New Market for Canada.

Dr. Neeley thought that the gov-
ernment had always a mandate to im-
prove its trade relatrons with other

countries. Ile said|it was absurd fur]

Mr. Foster to argue that Canada
could’ not trade profitably with the
United States. The agreement “vould
throw open to the people of Canada
the market of ninety millions of p=o-
ple, whereas the Canadians had
thrown open to them a market of
only eight millions. Tt was absurd,

therefore to say that Canada would

not profit by the arrangement.

New Dairy Bylaw Approved by Legislative Committce of Council—Tuber-
culine Mest Must be Made at Expense of Owners—Cows’ Tails Must be

Kept Clipped and Milkers’ Finger
From Dirt,

DainNes from which the milk supply
of Edmonton is derived will keep
their cows with great care in the fut-
ure if the provisions of the new dairy
bylaw, prepared by the board of
health and approved of by the legis-
lative committee of the. city council
at @& session Monday are respecte.
The proposed new bylaw for the licen-
sing, inspeécting and regulating of
dairies and vendors of milk and cream
is framed.in the interests of public
health to prevent the contamination
of milk supplied to consumers in the
city. 1t is a most complete and care-
fully drawn bylaw. In its preparation
the most recent sources of informa-

. tion, including the report of the milk
commission of Ontarip, on the milk
problem have been sulted, so thati
the regulations laid)down are thor-
cughly up-to-date.

Tuberculine Test Required.

Among the new regulations the
most radical is that requiring a tu-
berculine test to be made by a lic-
ensed veterinary surgeon, of all cows
giving or intended to give milk, also
of any caftle which are kept within
close communication of such cows.
This test is to be made once each
year in all cases,” and at the expense
of the owners of the cows. Sworn
original temperature charts are re-
quired ‘to be submitted to the board
of health before a license is issued.

of ‘this test will be 75 cents per cow

in a herd. Tuberculine for the test

is supplied free by the government.
Care of Cows,

The new bylaw requires that each
cow shall be allowed at least 400 cubic
feet of air space, which is to be con-
sidered ample provided the building is
properly ventilated-
groomed daily and the hair of the tail
must be cut short enough to leave the
brush well above the /ground. Each
cow when inspected ill be marked
by a wetal tag rivetteéd to the ear.
Milkers are required to wear clean
milking suits and their finger nails
must be trimmed and free from dirt.
All milk retailed in quantities less
than two gallons is to be distributed
in bottles properly sealed and secured
which have been previously sterilized.

Competition Will Count.

“For the observance of this bylaw
in all its details we are counting more
on competition between the dairies
than fines and impositions,” said Dr.
Whitelaw, the medical health officer,
to the Bulletin.

Ontario House for the Supply of
Electric Power to Residents in
the Rural Sections.

Toronto, Ieb. 16.—Hon. Adam
Beck, chairman of the Hydro-Elec-
tric Commission, will introduce in
the Legislature, probably this week,
a bill empowering municipalities to
contract with the Hydro-Electric
(CCommission for power for rural use.
The cost of the supply is to be met
by charges against the lands of the
farmers and others who take ‘the
bower for agricultural use.

It will  be twenty-four horse-
‘power and a farmer with a two-
horse-power motor will be able to
dp everything about his farm save
thresh his grain and = plowing his
fields. Not only can the farmer
light his house and barns, but he
can heat them with the current. His
water supply can be pumped at night
and every front gate along the road
will have a light. The bill provid-
inz for this scheme, which will re-
volutionize Ontario agriculture, is
understood to be ready and its pre-‘}
sentation by Hon. Mr. Beck will be
one of the evehts of the session.

A FRUITLESS FIGHT
T0 STAY THE PLAGUE

Chinese Indifference, Incapacity and
Corruption are in the Way of the
Fight is the Story told by British
Volunteer’in Harbin.

Peking, Feb. 14.—A letter received
here from a British volunteer in Har-

bin declares that the plague becomes
more puzzling in its symptoms every
day. A thorough examination is made
of all those placed ig quarantine, and
the physicians carefully segregate the
patients in whom the heart symptoms
are considered mild. Nevertheless, fol-
lowing a second inspection,
these patienfts are invariably found to
have died.

The foreign doctors in many places
are disheartened over the indifferéence,
incapacity and corruption of the offi-
cinls,y who refuse to learn from the
experience of Harbin, 'and need to be
brought face to face with similar con-
ditions as prevail there before they
will be ready to surrender” the work
of combatting” the disease to the sani-
tary officers, who are receiving little
support in the employment of modern
methods of sanitation.

Despatches from Harbin state that
while the disease appeafts to be de-
creasing there, it has broken out am-
ong the troops at several places and
threatens to spread. The afflicted sol-
diers have not been isolated, but con-
tinue in barracks.

Many deaths are occurring daily at
Tien Tsin, and the medical orﬁcexs
believe it will share the fate of Man-
churian towns. The masses in this
city, who are superstitiously devout,
declare. that Peking, although sur-
{ rounded; will not be extensively afflict-
ed, because of the presence of the Em-
peror.

At Castor he found
quite an influx of new settlers and
big piles of settlers’ effects and farm
implements on the snow near -the
depot, The Castor agent reports a
big increase in sales and the sale of
a large number of steam or gasoline
plowing outfits.

Saskatchewan. Thomas pieaded cuilty
to eight other charges of forgery and |
was sentenced to a year’s imprison-
ment on etach charge, the sentences to
run concurrently. All the charges were |
of a similar character, that of forging|
the names of persons who had provid-
ed him with meals and food for his
horse free of cost, to receipts which
he turned in as voucherg of expenses
ircurred while engaged in government
business. The charge on which Thomas
stood trial was that of forging the
name of Joseph Levoy to a receipt for
$1, on Nov. 6, 1910. Thomas claimed
that he had_ offered Levoy money
for the accommedation provided him
and that .it had been refused. He
had then in the presence of his host,
Levoy, written out the: receipt upon
which the forgery charge had been
brought against him. Levoy had made
ne objections to his name being sign-
ed to it. " Found guilty on the first
charge, Thomas pleaded guilty to the
other eight, which were of a similar
character. He is a8 young man, but
21 years of age. Several of the wit-
resses who appeared for the prosecu-
I tior stated in their evidence that they
ccnsidered him one of the most dar-
ing members of the force.

Railway Committee Approves Mather
Bridge and Power Company
Incorporation.

Ottawa, Feb., 14.—After. some dis-
cussion the bill to incorporate the
Mather Bridge and Power Company
passed the Railway Committee today.
The proposal is to extend the time for
building a bridge across the Niagra
at, Fort Erie, and to suspend water-
wheels beneath for  power develop-
ments.

Considerable money has been ‘Spent
on the Canadian side, but the Wash-
ington Government has refused per-
mission for the bridge to be built until
a canal had been completed on the
American side of the river, which will
be three years yet.
