RUSSIA’S LATEST MOVE DOES 
NOT MEAN CONFLICT 

WITH CHINA.

OPPONENTS OF RECIPROCITY ATTEMPT TO DEFEAT
MEASURE BY FRIGHTENING CANADA.

Washington, Feb. 16—That war 
will not result from the latest move 
of the Russian government is the 
confident belief in diplomatic circles 
here, for, it ig generally understood 
that the Chinese are totally unpre­
pared to met such a foe as Russia at 
fhis juncture. It is expected that 
China will appeal to the powers for 
fair play. At first glance it does not 
appear that the "open door’’ doc­
trine is involved in this affair, for 
presumably Russia would not at­
tempt to curtail any right of trade in 
the affected provinces of Mongolia 
and Turkestan now enjoyed by citi­
zens of foreign countries.

London,

Concord, N.H., Feb. 17—In support 
of his contention that the proposed 
reciprocity agreement will reduce the 
price of American wheat and increase 
the price of Canadian wheat, former 
Governor Nahum J. Bachelder. mas­
ter of the National Grange, Patrons 
of Husbandry, today issued a state­
ment in which he compared the wheat 
movement in the markets of Chicago 
arid Winnipeg as an answer to recent 
statement by James J. Hill.

. Mr. Bachelder’s statement says : 
“James J. Hill is not satisfied with 
the $100,000,000 he has made out of 
the farmers of the north-west states 
but is seeking to increase his fortune 
by having his railroads haul Canadian • 
wheat and flour to the consumers in 
this country.

“Speaking at Chicago the day before 
yesterday, Mr. Hill charged that the 
Opposition to the Canadian recipro­
city scheme was dictated by dema­
gogues and was centred on the claim 
that the free admission of Canadian 
wheat and barley would reduce the 
price of these products in this coun­
try. That such would be the effect, 
he .declared, is not merely improbable, 
but ridiculous and impossible.”

Mr. Bachelder declares that there 
has (been a "fall of about eight cents 
per bushel in the price of wheat 
since the reciprocity bill was intro­
duced in Congress,” and continues.

Toronto, Feb. 17—A special to the Telegram from Washing­
ton. says: The explanation of the Bennet bill, calling for the an­
nexation of Canada, seems to be this, when Champ Clark humor­
ously declared for the reciprocity bill as a means of annexing Can­
ada, he showed the stand-pat Republicans how they could have 
beaten the Taft agreement. Clark’s declaration so scared the reci­
procity Republicans from President Taft downward, that the 
stand-patter awoke to a realization that a powerful weapon had 
lain ready to their Hands. It was too late. But when Taft, Knox 
and company began to raise their hands, palms outwards, and sol­
emnly assure the world that nothing had been further from their 
thoughts than annexation, the opportunity cam* back. Annexation 
could be made an issue, and Bennet has proceeded to make it one. 
The bill will in all probability get no further than its .present stage.

SASKATCHEWAN GOVERNME

Peace River Crossing, Feb. 17.—
Through the freezing of the feet of 
tiie dogs In the train which 
left here with the mail for Fort 
Vermilion on January 2nd, the de­
livery of mail ti its destination was 
delayed nearly two weeks and the 
lives of the two young men, brothers 
of 17 and 20 years of age, tvho had 
charge, gravely imperilled. With the 
arrival here last night of the mail 
from Fort Vermilion, the story of 
the hardships suffered by the two boys 
on the trip to the far northern post 
and how the life of the younger was 
saved by the elder, became known.

The mail left here on January 2nd 
in charge of the two brothers. Tftiey 
were equipped with a good dog train 
and carried 600 pounds of mail.
When about 100 miles out they were 
overtaken by the severe cold weather 
of January. After passing the Battle 
river the cold became so intense that 
the dogs’ feet began to freeze and 
travel became slow. Dog food and 
provisions were running short, so that 
when fully 80 miles from their next 
supply cache the young men were en­
tirely out of provisions. The younger 
of the two brothers volunteered to 
strike ahead, get the provisions, and 
return to meet the outfit. This he 
did. He made the cache all right, 
but on the return journey, not meet- 
.ing his brother »as soon as he had 
expected, he was compelled to camp 
out at night.

Hands and Feet Frozen.
Having no axe or blanket with him 

his hands and feet were badly frozen 
before he managed to start a fire with 
what small sticks he could break 
over hjsknee. . Putting jn. .Quytielvj,, 
however, as pest he could, life bravely 
struck out next morning and travelled 
until he met his brother with the 
mail. The younger brother's feet be­
came so painful that the elder was 
compelled to unload four sacks of 
mail and place him on the dog sleigh.

That Central Alberta Ha,: Bien Kept Prominently Before the Eyes of 
Prospective Immigrants—Says Exhibit at Chicago Was Splendid Ad-

Senators Lodge and Smoot, who are 
members of the committee, today as­
sured President Taft that the .hill 
would not be smothered In committee 
regardless of. how much opposition 
there might be to it.

Weekly Trade Review.
Winnipeg, Feb. 17__ The commercial

in its review of the trade situation for 
the week will say tomorrow :

Business in the West continues to 
be dependant upon the weather for a 
large part of its support and the at­
mosphere has been much more favor­
able during the past week than at 
any other time during the present 
year. Railways are catching up 
with their work and with a con­
tinuance of the mild weather they 
expect to be in good shape within the 
next few days. An immense amount 
of freight has been stalled on sidings 
and the task of distributing this will 
be heavy enough to keep the trans­
portation concerns actively cngage-l.

Particular developments have been 
few and unimportant. A general ten­
dency toward lower prices in some 
lines of produce is to be noted,, but 
quotations on manufactured articles 
are generally steady. A good inquiry 
for staple lines is reported with an 
increasing desire to anticipate busi­
ness for the summer season.

Collections in the dry goods trade, 
due at the first of the month are 
coming in slowly, and while returns 
are not available, enough is known 
to indicate that ;the totals are below 
those of last year.

The difference is due to several cau­
ses and in none of these is there any 
reason for concern. The wholesale 
trade is satisfied with current condi­
tions and is optimistic over the fu­
ture.

Continued activity In business in 
Winnipeg, due to the presence of win­
ter visitors, is reported. The bon- 
spiel has drawn its hundreds, and the 
other gatherings have helped to 
swell the throng. „

New York State Parole Board Dis­
credits Reformation of Criminal
Albany, N. Y.—Feb. 16.—Uncon­

vinced that Edward E. Grimmell, a 
third-term convict In Clinton Prison 
has been cured of his (criminal ten­
dencies by surgery, the State Parole 
Board has -refused to parole him, al­
though Governor White, before retir­
ing from office, gave the board the 
authority by commuting hie sentence.

Grimmell’s skull was fractured 
when a boy of 14 'during a quarrel 
with a playmate, and the claim was 
made that the injury was a (potent 
factor in developing his chimjnal 
career. In March, 1909, Dr. de Witt 
G. Wilcox, of Buffalo, a former pre­
sident of the Homeopathic Medical 
Society of New York State, with an 
assistant, went to the prison and per­
formed an operation with a view to 
restoring Grimmell to his noirmal state 
of mind. At a meeting of the State 
Parole Board no evidence was pro­
duced that the man had baen surgic­
ally cured.

NEW GRAIN ACT DISOUSSEI).

PRAIRIE PROVINCES Sir Rlcliard Cartwright Explains the 
Priposed New Legislation in the 

Senate.

Stirring Addresses Delivered ft Pan 
American Commercial Conference 
by President and the New Speaker 
of Congress—Latter is Behind Pres­
ident.

PAY HIGHEST WAGESway, shape, or form, would there be 
any interference with British trade 
interests in Canada. He said he had 
never heard a more exaggerated 
statement made than when Mr. Fos­
ter referred to the probable inroads 
into the natural resources of this 
country by grafters, grabbers, busi­
ness men and millionaires. It was a 
deliberate misrepresentation and he 
defied any one in the House to state 
that the agreement gave the Ameri­
cans a chance to get at our natural 
resources.

Dr. Sproule accepted the challenge 
and asked why it was then that Mr. 
l*aft declared that this agreement 
gave the United States an oppor­
tunity to get the forests of Canada.

Mr. Guthrie’s Retort.
Mr. Guthrie retorted that there 

was nothing in the agreement which 
would allow the United States to 
raid our natural resources. He did 
not care what President Taft or Sen­
ator Beveridge * might say. He 
thouhgt that an effort was being

party to
found its case on what the United 
States people and papers said. He 
pointed ou that the statement of 
Champ Clark had a queer signifi­
cance in view of the fact that form­
erly the greatest advocate of annex­
ation of Mexico and Çanada was 
Speaker Cannon and now he was the 
greatest opponent of the reciprocity 
measure.

Mr. Borden had practically pro­
posed that the question of the tariff 
should be taken away from parlia­
ment and placed in the hands of a 
permanent tariff commission. Mr. 
Guthrie thought that the right to tax, 
must remain ,with the representatives 
of the people.

Increase Trade With Britain.
Mr. Guthrie quoted from a recent 

interview with Hon. Robert Rogers 
of Manitoba, in which he said that if 
this proposal was not negotiated, 
Canada would shortly be exporting 
200,000,000 bushels of wheat to 
Great Britain. The statement was 
absurd, he said, because England 
only imports 16-9,000,000 bushels al­
together including 33,000,000 from Ar­
gentina, 30,000,000 from Russia, and 
27,000,000 from Canada.

Dealing more particularly with the , 
manner in which the farmers of On­
tario would be benefitted, Mr. Guth­
rie predicted an increase of at least 
one cent per pound in the price of 
beef on hoof, which would mean that 
a 1,400 pound beef would be worth 
$14 more than at ‘ present time. It 
would make the raising of barley, 
butter, poultry .turnips, potatoes, 
etc., much more profitable to the;1 
farmers and the balance of (trade in 
those productions would be steadily 
from the north to the south and not 
from the south to the north. The 
farmers would majte more money 
year by year.

Mr. Guthrie said it would be il­
logical to argue that the higher prices 
for the farmer would not mean some 
increase in the cost of living in cities 
and towns. There would be no im­
mediate big jump in values, but 
they would gradually increase there­
by contributing to national prosper­
ity and thc welfare of all classes of 
the community.

The agreement, Mr. Guthrie went 
on to say, would be of immense ad­
vantage to the Western Provinces.

Ottawa, Feb. 16.—In the Senate, on 
moving the second reading of the bill 
respecting grain, Sir Richard Cart­
wright said the matter was one of 
great importance and contained pro­
visions of an unusual character.

They have five million fruit 
tie^s in the orchards of British Col­
umbia and in no other part of Can­
ada would the industry be hit with 
equal force. They were still at the 
beginnings of things. Thousands of 
men had spent their all on fruit lands 
î#nd the proposals of the Government 
were deplorably cruel.

With regard to the remark of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier -to the recent fruit 
growers delegation that they were too 
late and that they ought to have made 
known their desires about same time 
as Western Grain growers, Mr. Burrell 
raid that the Niagara fruit growers at 
St. Catharines, Ontario, on December 
15th, had sent a delegation to Hon.
Wm. Paterson asking that nothing be 
dene until they had been heard. Mr.
Paterson had acknowledged this be­
fore the "Western farmers were heard.
In April of last year, the British Col­
umbia fruit growers conference bad 
passed a similar resolution.

“The objection raised by fruifcmen,

fruit lands. They want to quote the 
high prices of fruit as an induce­
ment to the prospective purchaser.

The real producer will be able to 
see that the lower freight rate will 
mean a bigger market for him.

For instance a c-rate of fruit, that 
sells in unlimited quantities at one 
dollar would not sell at $1.25.

Fear is expressed by the farmers, 
says Mr. Bower, that the little bit 
of duty taken off implements is like­
ly to be annulled by the increase 
in the valuation. The valuation of the 
articles may be raised to fit in with 
the decreased duty.

MEDAL FOR PAUL DE CONSTANT
OXFORD GRAFT1 CHARGÉS.

French International Peace Advocate 
Honored ly Paris Committee.

Paris, Feb. 16.—Caron Paul Henry 
Benjamin D’Estourneiles de Con­
stant, president of the French par­
liamentary group for International 
Arbitration, who is soon to leaye for 
a visit to the United States and 
Canada, where he will deliver a 
series of addresses, was the recipient 
today of a. goid medal commemorat­
ing the bestowal upon him and M.

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SHACKLE THE FARMER.

The Toronto News, which seems to 
''h^ve essayed the role of chief argu­
ment prov der for those who oppose the 
reciprocity agreement, takes the stand 
that the free admission of Canadian 
farm products to the United States 
must tend to increase the cost of 
these products to the Canadian con­
st mer. On the strength of this it 
undertakes to turn the employer of 
labor against the Government by tell­
ing him that he will be obliged to 
pay his employees higher wages to en­
able, them to live. To. the employee 
i; jShoffers the hardly consistent argu- 
m5it that if the agreement goes 
through he will be obliged to either 
eat less or to save less, and that 
therefore he should be “against the 
Government” too.

This of course contradicts the 
other notion put forward that no 
credit ’s coming to the Canadian Gov­
ernment for the removal of the duties 
against our farm products, because 
the United States would have removed 
these in any event. If this be true 
the former cannot be. If the decision 
of the United States to remove the 
duties was brought about solely by the 
force of economic conditions in that 
country, and was to no degree 
affected by the willingness of the 
Canadian Government to negotiate an 
agreement, then the Canadian Gov­
ernment is not to be blamed because 
the duties are to be removed. The 
blame must rest where the credit 
belongs. In crediting the Washington 
Government with the removal of the 
duties and with the benefit which will 
result therefrom to the Canadian far­
mer, but in trying to saddle the Otta­
wa Government with blame because 
the duties are to be removed, the 
News and its friends ore giving an­
other proof of their determination to 
cppose the agreement quite regardless 
of what they may have to put forth 
as reasons for so doing.

If these papers mean anything by 
the argument that the Canadian Gov­
ernment is blameworthy, what they 
must m< an is that Canadian farm 
products should be sold at home or 
in the Old Land, and nowhere else. 
Hew they would bring this about they 
have yet to explain, as it rests with 
the United States Government to say at 
any time at what rates such products 
may be shipped into the Republic, or 
whether any duty shall he charged 
on them, and therefore to say whether 
such products shall or shall not be 
sold in that country. How our pro­
tectionist friends would go about it 
to prevent the Canadian farmer tak­
ing the advantage of the opportunity 
offered by the removal of the United 
States’ duty they do not say. Perhaps 
because it is not necessary. There is 
only one direct way which exports of 
farm produce to the United States 
ecu id be prevented when the prices 
offering there are better than those 
in Canada—by imposing an export 
duty on such products. If there is 
anything really serious in the stand 
t^ken, that the export of such pro­
ducts to the United States should not 
be tolerated, that is the only means 
by which the end could be accomplish­
ed, and must be taken to be the course 
the protectionists would have adopted. 
That they do not say so proves no­
thing to tlie contrary. It only serves 
to illustrate the predicament in which 
their theory has landed them. They 
arc in the position of indirectly ad­
vocating what could only be brought 
about by means they have not the 
courage to openly^yoropose.

Most protectionist- even will re­
coil from this extreme measure. Mucti 
as they might dislike to see the Can­
adian farmer selling products in the 
United States thi v vculd out be pre­
pared to say by 'aw that he should 
not do so, or to impose an expert duty 
to prevent him doing so. The more 
moderate minded of the opposing 
ones will take the ground that nothing 
should be done by our Government to 
encourage the celling df Canadian 
farm products in the United States;

There has been no 
export duty on Canadian farm pro­
ducts to the United States, but the 
result of the hostile tariff relations of 
the two countries has been the same 
in kind and nearly the same in de­
gree to the Canadian farmer. It is 
fur the continuance of those relations 
and their only possible consequence 
to the Canadian farmer, that the News 
and its friends are standing. And it 
is because the farmer is to 
b j freed from those consequences 
that they are trying to turn the con­
sumers of farm products against the 
Government- If they would not even 
go so far as to shackle the farmer 
openly iby putting an export duty on 
what he has to sell they would accom­
plish the same end by indirect means.

THE “MARKET.”
The market situation seems now to 

have worked itself into a condition 
that is unanimously unsatisfactory. 
That the farmers arc not satisfied is 
clear enough from the incipient riots 
at the market square, from the re­
cords of the police court, and from the 
declaration of the chairman of the 
market committee of the council that 
the farmers are being “legislatoJ out 
of theu city.” That those who would 
like to |buy products from the excluded 
farmers are not satisfied goes without 
saying. That the lessees of the mar­
ket are not satisfied seems clear 
enough from the fact that they are 
not trying to enforce the regulations 
and from the statement of Alderman 
Govvan that they would likely be will­
ing to®drop the bargain. And it surely 
cannot be supposed that the Aldermen 
are satisfied with a condition which 
the chairman of the market commit­
tee rays is destroying the essential 
pt.rpose and object of the market by 
keeping away those who have produce 
to sell.

On the principle that when a thing 
has got about as bad as it can get it 
car. only begin to get better; we seem 
to have reached the time to take up 
the market question and make Edmon­
ton what it should be—the market 
town and retail centre for the splen­
did farming country which surrounds 
it. For it should be borne in mind 
that a market is not only a place 
where the farmer and the townsman 
meet to buy and sell. It is also the 
most powerful magnet the city can 
provide for drawing to itself the in­
terests of the immediately neighboring 
country and for securing the trade of 
the farmers for our retail stores. On 
the one hand the establishment of a 
good market tends to make moderate 
and uniform the cost of living in the 
city, because It encourages the farmer 
living near the city to produce those 
classes of products which will sell 
readily on the market as table neces­
saries. And by bringing the farmer to 
town frequently with products which 
sell readiiÿ and for cash, it makes 
him i more frequent and better cus­
tomer for the local grocer, dry goods 
merchant, hardware dealer, and ,re- 
tailers- of all other lines of common 
necessities.

The only redeeming feature of the 
present arrangement is that the city 
gets $2020 rental for the market pri­
vilege for the year. But if we get this 
rental at the cost of keeping the far­
mers out of town we are paying far 
more than the money is worth. The 
cost of farm products in Edmonton is 
and has for years, been ridiculously 
high. In a city situated far from a 
rival finarket of equal size, far from 
an export market of any kind, in the 
midst of one of the best mixed farm­
ing districts on the continent, it is not 
too much to say that it costs the Ed­
monton. housb-holder twice what it 
should cost him for butter, eggs, poul­
try, vegetables and other farm .pro­
ducts during a great part of the y ear. 
If for no other reason than that of 
making Living for the house-holder 
m ere nearly what it should be, the 
aim surely ought to be to encourage 
the farmers to produce these kinds of 
produce and sell them In Edmonton. 
If in the effort to secure a paltry $2,- 
020 revenue we discourage the farm­
ers from selling here—and hence from 
producing what the townsman needs 

.—jwhat have we to expect but that the 
cost of living will go up rather than 
down? And that is precisely what 
the present arrangement of things is 
doing on the declaration of the alder­
man who best knows.

AN APPEAL!
The dismay into which the high 

tariff people have been thrown by the

fails of its purpose. This first appeal 
it adorns with a seven column head­
ing, “An appeal to Sir Wijfdid Laur­
ier, the one man who can save Can­
ada.’! Doubtless it was gratifying to 
Sir Wilfrid to learn that there re­
mained. one mam who could accom­
plish the salvation of the Dominion, 
and it cannot but have been pleasing 
to him to- be told that he was the 
man. His pleasure would not be long 
lived, however, for the Star proceeds 
to lament at some length—and. no 
doubt, with all sincerity—that Sir Wil­
frid has a majority of the members 
of Parliament with him, and there­
fore cannot be defeated if he proceeds 
with his tariff proposal. This deli 
cate explanation over, it goes on to 
tell him that it suspects that he does 
not rightly understand the meaning 
and bearing of this reciprocity mea 
sure. After which, of course, it pro­
ceeds to tell him. Reciprocity, it ex­
plains at length, is Only another name 
for .ruination, and the establishment 
of reciprocity only the beginning of a 
movement that must end in: political 
union. Our people would find the 
free trade measure immensely profit­
able, especially the western people; 
they would sell their products south 
of the line, and, of course, would’ buy 
some of their goods where they sold 
their products; this would leave the 
long stretches of non-productive rail­
way in Northern Ontario without busi­
ness. Having seen the benefits of 
lower tariff or no tariff, the western 
peorpie would demand more of it, and, 
as the Star puts it, the East will not 
long be able to say “must”—or must 
not—to the West;.then, of course, with 
the tariff walls down there would be 
no reason why anybody1 should live 
in Canada, and the youth and beauty 
of the Dominion would flock over 
the border. Finally, with the country 
ruined and depopulated, the Republic 
would gobble it up politically, and that 
would be the end’ of it. Space here 
failed the Star man, and he came to 
a no doubt unwilling conclusion with 
this solemn assurance, penned especi- 
aiy for Sir Wilfrid’s benefit: “ This is 
not a business matter he is consider­
ing; but the political fate of Canada. 
In the seat of Sir John A. MacDon­
ald, with the eyes of the empire build­
ers of history on him, with all the 
future waiting to award its judgment, 
he is deciding for or against the an­
nexation of Canada to the American 
Union.” This is particularly good, 
especially the idea of the departed 
empire-builders peeping over the bat­
tlements of the beyond to see what 
Sir Wilfrid pro-poses to do about it, 
and the generations of the future time 
waking to premature consciousness to 
pronounce judgment on him if he 
does not prevent their grandfathers 
trading with their grand-uncles across 
the border. Some ’ doubt may be 
raised as to the results of the petition, 
however, from the nature of the ap­
peal itself. The whole burden of the 
appeal is that gifts should not be 
taken from an enemy. Sir Wilfrid 
is pretty likely to conclude that a gift 
of advice from a political enemy 
should come under the ban.

Outbursts of this kind serve one 
useful purpose. They show that pro­
tection is no longer defended or 
thought defensible as a fiscal policy 
or an economic measure. Time was 
when high tariff was championed on 
its merits; as a means of raising re­
venue for the Government and of 
stimulating industry in the country; 
as an agency which created oppor­
tunities for the investment of capital, 
gave employment to labor, and pro­
vided' a market for food-stuffs. That 
line of argument is now considered 
not sufficient to gain the approval of 
the publid. Something stronger must 
be asserted if the tide of low tariff 
opinion is to be swept back. So the 
monstrous and insulting falsehood is 
set up that Canadians as a people are 
mercenaries who will stay in the Em­
pire only if they are held in it by 
being prevented doing business with 
people living outside it. This aban­
donment of the legitimate ground 
upon which a tariff policy should be 
judged marks the abandonment also 
of hope that protection can be pre­
served on its Worth as a fiscal policy. 
Protection in Canada is doomed. 
That fact is proclaimed quite as much 
by the attitude of its friends as by 
the determined and vigorous assault 
of its opponents. Their1 only hope of 
saving it now lies in convincing the 
Canadian people that they are a race 
of weaklings and ingrates, devoid of 
patriotism, wanting in natural affec­
tion,J incapable even of comprehending 
the material and substantial advan­
tages of maintaining their country as 
part of the world-encircling Empire. 
From arguing the benefits of protec­
tion they have been reduced to 
shrieking “treason” at their oppon­
ents; and from proudly demanding 
the right to have their businesses 
made profitable at the public expense 
to the necessity of appealing for mercy 
to a free trade premier.
