Lords vs. Commons.

Can the Liberal party at home keep
the question of the rejection of the
Budget by the House of Lords the one
great dominating issue of the General

Election?

This appears to us the crux of the
electoral situation. The curbing - of
the House of Lords by statutory au-
thority is a great plank in the Liberal
platform. There are many difficul-
ties in the way of doing it, and we
hope shortly to discuss the Reform
of the House of Lords, according o
Conservative proposals with a view to
strengthening it; and according to
Liberal proposals with a view to weak-
ening it, and the prevention of future
aggrandisement of parliamentary
power and the usurpation of the rignt
of rejecting Budgets. Both parties
are anxious for a change in the status
of the House of Lords. The question
is what the change shall be. Balfour
wants to reform the House of Lords
to strengthen it, and this is not sur-
prising as the House of Lords becomes
his chief party weapon of offence and
defence whenever he loses the con-
fidence of the Electorate and is put in
a minority in the House of Commons.

Asquith’s declared policy is to take
away from the House of Lords hy
statute the power of interfering with
money bills.

A severe constitutional struggle 1s
foreshadowed, and on its result will
depend whether the centre of political
gravity is to remain as it is at present
with the people in the House of Com-
mons, or is to shift to a ring of plu-
tocrats in the House of Lords.

By slow steps and continued strug-
gles for thé control of the purse, the
constitution has developed into a party
aystem, where sthe centre of political
gravity is in the House of Commons
and the ultimate political sovereignty
is in the electorate. The House of
Lords has thrown the constitution into
the melting pot, aind there will be
~much heat and other energy spent ere
it ‘comes out in its final form. How it

does come out is a matter of moment,

to civilization. If the Lords win the
final bout, then good by to the sover-
éignty of the electorate, for' we shall
have the worst form of an oligarchy

dominant, viz, a plutocracy.

"By the growth of.control over the

Austin and Dicey and has now become
common-place. But it is this very
feature of the Constitution that is at
stake at the present time. True it
is that the House of Lords makes a
show of consulting the electorate and
finding out the will of the people as
to the Budget. The House of Lords
in form is bowing to the people for a

i time purely for the purpose of

{
i

strengthening their own estate of the
realm. Once permit them to acquire
the usage of rejecting and amending
Budgets, then the House of Lords
will no longer be subordinate in pow-
er. :They will not even be co-ordinate

! They will become the dominating and

controlling House of Parliament, and
the discussion and debate in the House
of Commons will be mere skirmishes
preliminary to the decision that
counts which will be made in the
House of Lords.

Once let this state of affairs come
about in Great Britain, then a Ring
Rule worse than that which prevails
in America will come about. Once
let the Lords of land, like Westminster
and Sutherland; the Lords of banking,
like Rothrschild, Avebury, Rosebery;
theq?ﬂ(fj)f alcohol, like Burton; the
lor of mining, like Joicey, and
8o lon, become dominant,  then the
Commons will fall. Once upon a
time the House of Lords repre-
sented birth; then it became the
House of Landlord; then ‘the Indian
nabobs were added. ‘At the present
time it represents the lords of land,
banking, manufacture, ship-building,
mining, shipping, commerce, medicine;
law, administration. it is truly
a meeting house of the magnates in the
land, especially of wealth. Never be-
fore did it represent affluence and
standing so completely as it does to-
day. Let such a body as this once ob-
tain a mastery over the constitution,
then the Trade rings in America will
not be in it, with the control which
such a group would exercise.

Never before has such a mighty is-
sue been put to the electorate. Will
Asquith be able to make the electorate
realize what is at stake? Can he
make it loom in the eyes of voters.as
big as it really is? If he can, we have
no doubt as to the result. If he can-
not and Balfour succeeds in making
the German scare the issue of the
campaign, Balfour may win, and the
House of Lords will ‘win the first
round in a  constitutional struggle
which will dwarf into insignificance
the Reform fight of the Early Thirties,
as the work of centuries-will have

Secret of Ancients.

Ancient Method of Tempering Copper
a Lost Art.

One in Wales Tweo Miles High With a
Brook Running Through It.‘

Who ever heard of a chimney two
miles high with a ‘brook running
through it?- Yet such a chimney ex-
ists in comnection with the copper
works at Cwmavon, near Aberavon, in
Glamorganshire, South Wales. This
is how it came to be built:

About sixty years ago the copper
smoke from these works was the
plague of the ' neighboring country-
side. It settled upon and destroyed
the grass for twenty miles round,
while the sulphur and arsenic in the
fumes affected the hoofs of cattle,
causing gangrene. The owners of the
works tried all sorts of devices to
remedy the trouble, but in vain. Fi-
nally Robert Brenton, who was after-
wards a successful railway engineer
in India, solved the problem.

The copper works are at the foot of
a steép hill. Mr. Brenton constructed
a flue, or chimney, running continu-
ously from the base to about a hun-
dred feet above the summit, follow-
ing the natural slope of the ground.
The brick which lined it and of which
it was largely constructed was burn-
ed close by. A small spring gushing
out near the summit of the hill was
turned into the chimney and allowed
to flow through almost its entire
length to condense the smoke. Once
a year it is swept out and about a ton
of precipitated copper obtained. Its
top can be scen for between forty and
fifty miles.—l.ondon Answers,

LONDON, Jan. 11.
From the increasing confidence
which is being manifested at the Un-
ionist headquarters, and the enormous
enthusiasm which. has been aroused
throughout the country, it may be
taken that a tremendous poll will be
recorded at the coming elections, and
that hosts of electors who usually are

too careless or indifferent to vote will :

be brought out. It is upon this sec-
tion of the community that both sides
are depending to uphold their cause,
and both sides appear equally sangu-
ine. While the struggle is maintained
with vigor it = becomes incerasingly
difficult to find anything striking or
novel in their speeches. Premier As-
guith at Ipswich, and Mr. Balfour, the
opposition leader in the Commons at
Glasgow, both addressed large gather-
ings at open air meetings to-night.
Balfour devoted himself to criticising
the omissions in the Premier’s elec-
tion address. Mr. Asquith dwelt at

some length with the question of Tar-
iff Reform. He asserted that the ad-
vance of Germany and the United
States was attributable to other caus-
es than tariffs; that the U. S. bhad an
internal free trade, and Germany had
become a formidable rival by reason
of her education and organization.
Among the minor incidents of the
campaign David Lloyd-George, Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer, has drawn
a handsome apology from Lord Roths-
child for wrongfully attributing to
the Chancellor the declaration that
there was a likelihood of 'England
having to expatriate the Jews.
