Divers Survey the Wreck of the
Regulus-—No Bodies Found
~—Ship Submerged in Gulch|

f The tug Ingraham, which ‘1éft ‘Hete
Shortly 11 yesterday
morning, returned to port from the
Scene of the wrecked Regulus at 7.15
after

after o'clock

p.m. yesterday, immediately
which the Telegram interviewed M.
A. W. Piccott, Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, who was on the tug, and
he kindly supplied the following facts
relating .to the work done at the
wreck. There went with Mr. Piccott
on the tug one of the lieutenants of
the Brilliant with the chief diver of
the warship and two subordinate div-

ers, ten bluejackets also accompany-

- & .
thé hatcheS had beén wrenched off by}

the action of the waves. He then
came to the surfa¢é ‘dnd took a need-
ed rest, after which the boat with
the tenders’ air pump on board was
shifted and then the man went down
amidships, where he could see the
bridge, the superstructure and the
davits. One of the boats seemed to
have been taken clear of the slings.
showing that some at least of the crew
made a dash to try and save their
lives by the launching of a lifeboar.
As a matter of fact it looked to the
diver as if all the ship’s boats had
been put over the side, for the can-

ing these as helpers and tenders.
Capt. W.. H. Bartlett also went along
and good time was made going along
the shore. On arrival at the place
where the wreck is lying the ship's
propeller. and some 15 feet - of the
shaft lay on the rocks and marke.l
the spot where the ill-fated steamer |
met her fate. After anchoring the ¢
teg, the divers got everything ready
with despatch. They located the hull
of the Regulus lying on the bottom
across a small guleh, framed with
precipitous cliffs and so ‘disposed a3
to bar it completely off. :The sh]pl
lies in 15 fathoms of -water with the |
bottom torn completely out of her. |
A heavy sea ran in this gulch all the
afternoon, making it difficult for the
divers to perform their duties as weli
as they would wish. Four Petty H:'.i
men, while the Ingraham was there, |
were on top of the cliff working Hnes"
and jiggers in the hope of ‘bringing |
up some of the bodies, but the ser ;
running interfered greatly with their'!
'work also. These men often shout- |

The diver in this
descent was' down over 40 minutes
and it was 2.30 p.m. when he went
on board'the Ingraham after he came
to the sarface. Mr. Piccoit after some
trouble got the boat in the gulch on
the inside of the wreck, when the div-
er was relieved and cnother man who
replaced him went down on the port
side of the wreck. He gave it as his
opinion on coming up that if the bod
they
would be on this side of the ship in this
gulch, where there is no ground sea to
throw them ashore. The diver remained
down until it became almost dark, and
then the work was suspended for the
day and the tug came back to port
The ship’s mainmast is broken off
and is about 4 fathoms below the
surface. Mr. Piccott believes that
the ship took the rocks stern fore
most, her head swinging off with the
weight of ‘the tow line until the seas
threw her bodily in on the shore. It
is also believed that if even both tugs
had secured the vessel they would not

{ be able to tow her off the land unde:

the conditions which prevailed. Mr.
Piccott is hopeful that when the div-
ers go up again to-day the bodies of
at Teast some of the crew will De sg-
cured.  It-is -also believed that even
if the crew had had time to get the
boats out .they would not have lived
an instant but. would have been
swept in against the rocks and dash-
ed to pieces.

Man’s l)esperate Eﬁortq at Self De-
‘struction.

When Mrs. Dyer, of Colonial Strest,
a‘rose»‘this morning she was surprised
to nofice that her son, who had slept
in his room all night and who had }
been unwell for some tlme past, had
quit- the” house, and she feared, and
sivit'h good reason, that -some mishap
‘had occurred to him. SHortly after
§ o'clock the young man arrived
home shivering and with his clothing
saturated, and only after carefal
questioning did he relate the fact that
he had_ attempted suicide by drown-
ing. After leaving his home he has-
tened down to the Gut of Quidi Vidi
and securing a stone of considerable
size tied it round his neck with a piece
of rope which he had brought for the
purpose, and then went to a .roek
overhanging the cliff and sprang into
the water. Dyer was always noted
for his ability as a swimmer, and to
it to-day ecan attribute the saving of
hig life. The stone was large enough
and had sufficient weight to bring
him to. bottom, but his strength as a
swimmer, coupled with the fact that
he had omrly a few yards to go to
reach the shore, saved him from
death. He was very much exhausted
on reaching the land and walked
home dazed and weak. The police
later proved the correctness of his
story by enquiries from the people of
the place. After his wet clothing was
removed his mother advised him {o
go to bed. After he entered his room
she heard a noise, and running in was
horrified to see her son lying on the
bed with his suspenders tied tightly
around his neck, his tongue protrud-
ing from his mouth and his eyes al-
most bu1slmg flom then sockets.

Mysterlous Plagué
in En_i;!lsh County

LONDON, Oct.. 18.—A mysterious
and extremely. fatal disease, to which
doctors up to<the ‘present are unable
te give a name; has broken out in
Holbrook, a villiage in Suffolk, - and
carried off four persons after illness
lasting only two or three days.

A medieal correspondent who has
been investigating the disease writes
that the symptoms point-to a de-
vastating and rapidly spreading
plague which is rarely met with in
Eugland. While the high fever, sud-
den onset, cough and congestion of
the bases of the lungs * pointed to
acute pneumonia .of an influenzal or
septic type one of the local physicians
stated that the mtense]\ infectious
character of the malad\ and the na-
ture of the lung expectoration point-
€d to a pneumonia of a much more
dangerous origin.

So anxious were. the medical au-
thorities regarding:the seriousness of
the outbreak, which none dares diag-
nose that Professor Sims Woodhead,
of Cambridge, Dr. Bulstrode, medical
officer to the 'Local Government
Board, and Dr. L. Heath, the honor-
ary bacteriologist to the East Suf-
folk and Ipswich. Hospital, were de-
puted to inquire into the mystery.

The Trialof |
Ethel Le Neve

Special Evening Telegram. :
LONDON, Oct. 25.

Ethel Clara L.e Neve was placed on,
trial to-day as an accessory after the
fact in the murder of Cora Belle Crip-
pen, of whose death her husband, Dr.
Hawley H. Crippen, has been convict-
ed and sentenced to death on the
gallows on Nov. 8th. As upon the
occasion of the physician’s trial, the
court room was crowded with mem-
bers of the legal profession and as
many others 4s could secure places
by right or influence. If Crippen had
any well-wishers they kept in the
background during his trial, while
there is a noticeable sentiment of
sympathy for the girl, who for love
of a man twice her age had sacrificed
her reputation, desérted home and
friends, and remained true to him
even when their association made her
liable as an accessory to a brutal
murder. Miss Le Neve was represent-
ed by epunsel who took advantage of
every technicality of the law. Accord-
ing to the prosecution, her relation
to the erime as. an accessory began
very soon after the death of Mrs.
Crippen, who was murdered on the
night of Feb. 1st and her dismember-
efl body buried in the cellar of the
Crippen home on the night of the fol-
lowing day. As Miss Le Neve sat in
the prisoner’s dock to-day she was a
pathetic figure. She is 25 years old.
of medium build, light brown: hair,
grey eyes, and excellent teeth. Her
face is pretty and she is trim. She
wore good clothes becomingly, was
naturally buoyant and affable. To-
day she was attired in the same neat
blue suit which she wore at the pre-
liminary hearing in the police court.
She entered the dock between twe
wardens and remained standing dur-
ing the few minutes occupied by the
swearing of the Jury. Miss Le Neve
was an object for keen scrutiny ,on
the part of the women who composed
the majority of the spectators. In
reply to the formal charge of being
an accessory after the fact of the
of Belle Elmore, the girl
pleaded not guilty in a voice that was
scarcely audible. Lord Chief Justice
Alverstone thereupon called Richard
D. Muir, the Crown Prosecutor, who
outlined the case against the accused.
It was clear, Mr. Muir said, that the
intrigue between Crippen and Miss Le
Neve contained the’ motive for . the
L murder. of Crippenis. wife. .He par-
ticularly dealt uponithe evidence giv-
en by Mrs. Jackson, Miss Le Neve's
landlady, in the preliminary hearing,
and which will be introduced into the
trial. The illness of the accused on
the night of her interview with Mrs.
Jackson was not, the Prosecutor said,
an ordinary illness but a condition of
horror of which théiexplanation was
the knowledge that®had come to her
that Crippen had buried his wife.

A sequel to
the Crippen case to-day occurred,
when the Court inflicted a fine of a
thousand dollars on the Daily Chron-
icle for publishing a story asserting
that Crippen had confessed to the
murder of his wife.

Cyclone in Ialy.

NAPLES, Oct. 25.
The coasts of the Bay of Naples,
the Guilf of Salerno, and the Islands
of Ischia and Broceda have been de-
vastated by a peculiar combination of
the elements.
