Our Volunteers.
The response to tèe call for volun­

teers for the land forces has been big 
' and whole-hearted. Wê publish a 
list of those who have already put 
down their mines to be trained for 
work at the front.. That roll shows 
a list of names of three hundred and 
thirty-five young mfen. who with few 
exceptions have already had train­
ing in the brigades or the territorials 
at home. T'n^s list represents, we be­
lieve the response up to • last night 
of the young men of the city. At last 
night's meeting the Nominating Com­
mittee^ reported thitt twenty outport 
committees have .been formed, and 
the names of many of those respond­
ing from the outports will be sent in, 
and those who pass the doctors' in 
their districts will be sent on and 
put in their' training in St. John's. 
All this augurs well for the move- 

jment and points to the fact that 
? the re will be no difficulty in picking 

out five hundred men to take their 
• places among those who are now 

being prepared for theyfront in Eng­
land. The struggle will be severe 
and men are what the War Office re­
quire. The German forces are so 
great in number and so well trained 
and equipped that they have already
swarmed over much the greater part
of Belgium and severe fighting ji
either actually taking place or immin-1 
ent on the French frontier. The Brit­
ish have already found it necessary 
ti land large forces of marines at Os- 
tend and to place a fleet thlre to pre­
vent the Germans using that place as 
a pose for operations against Eng­
land itself. The need is great, and 
great is the response of the British 
Isles. The British Expeditionary 
force is showing itself worthy of their 
British ancestors. who gained renown 
on the same fields of battle during the 
centuries which are passed. Thé 

^ Befgians have for a month past prov­
ed themselves worthy of the blood" 
and soil they inherit The British 
beyond the seas are getting ready to 
do the’r part and Newfoundland is 
lining up with them. The severe 
emergency which the Belgians, the 
British and the French must go 
through, will have to^he borne with­
out any help front beyond the seas, as 
our overseas dominions will not be 
able to have: their forces at the front 
for months to ctjme. But everything 
points to a„long struggle as the might 
and strength in numbers and arma­
ment of the Germans on land, and 
its readiness for the initial blows are 
well nijfh as complete as the British 
powers at sea. A time is coming 
when every soldier that Britain can 
put to the front will be needed, and 
it is for that need. Newfoundland 
with her sister dominions is prepar­
ing. Our boys in blue are not re­
quired in the North Sea at present, 
where there has been no severe losses 
to replace. They are ready to do 
their best in the severest of the fray. 
Nearly a hundred have; been detailed 
to go on H.M.S. Niobei and they go 
cheerfully as in duty odund,- thong# 
their preference would have been, to 
be in . the thick of it ' in the North 
Seo. The other men are being sent 
home on leave to be çalled when need­
ed and they are ready to respond. We 
predict when the fight is over, and 
liberty and freedom securé, New­
foundland will not be= ashamed of the 
part she has tplayed in the mightiest 
international/ struggle known to his­
tory. ' »

A Word For
Oar Naval Reservists.

In view of many nasty rumors re­
lative to our naval reservists, we 
have made enquiries, and have been 
pleased to hear that many of these 
rumors are unfounded. Many of the 
men who were -quartered on the 
Calypso, have been paid off because 
of their being no urgent need of their 
services at present. Some have re­
turned to their work, and others 
have gone to their homes on leave, 
where they will be ready for a call 
when needed. When the call for 
volunteers for H.M.S. Xiobe was 
given, practically every man stepped 
forward, but only 82 were accepted 
as the ship can only accommodate 
that number. The Newfoundland 
Naval Reservist is ever ready to re­
spond to the call of the Empire, and 
such insinuations as have been 
spread broadcast throughout the city 
during the past few days, are an 
insult to the patriotism and bravery 
of those who compose the Colony's 
first line of defence. The Xiobe is 
expected here on Thursday next, 
when the contingent of 82 men al­
ready referred to will be drafted to 
that ship.

BRITISH TROOPS FOUGHT SPLEN­

DIDLY.

LONDON, To-day.
The Premier announced in the 

House of Commons, that Sir John 
French had repoÿed that he was yes­
terday engaged against superior Ger­
man forces. The British troops fought 
splendidly and French considered 
prospects in the impending battle 
satisfactory. The Premier added: 
“General French speaks in high terms 
of the quality and efficiency of the 
French Regular, troops and their offi­
cers.”

MA­LA RGE FORCE OF BRITISH 
BINES AT OSTEND.

NEW YORK, To-day.
A cable from London, published in 

the Sun. says England has stripped 
the reserve ships of the North Sea 
fleet of marines to aid in fighting in 
Belgium, because of alarm over the 
danger of airship raids to which 
England would be exposed should 
Germans establish a permanent base 
in Ostend. British sailors and sol­
diers have been sent to reinforce 
Belgians now there. In the Commons 
Churchill announced the marines 
were now at Ostend. He said that the 
expeditionary force was a large one, 
but he did not give any figures.

GENERAL JOFFRE’S TRIBUTE 
BRITISH VALOR.

TO

t LONDON. To-day.
General Joffre in a telegram to Sir 

John French says the British army 
did not hesitate but threw its whole 
strength against the forces which had 
a great numerieial superieritv. In so 
doing it contributed in a most effect­
ive manner to securing the left wing 
of the French army. It exhibited in 
this task devotion, energy and pre­
severance to which I must now pay 
my tribute, qualities which will be 
shown again to-morrow and make a 
certain triumph of our common cause. 
The French army will never forget 
the services rendered it. Our army 
is inspired with the same spirit of 
sacrifice and determination to conqu­
er. which animated the British forces
and will make good to them its debt

of gratitude in the battles of the near
future. The Pall Mall, Gazette critici­
zes that the fighting has been on a 
front of twenty miles along the line 
between Cambria and Lecatau and be­
tween Rivers Scheldt and Sambre 
while the Germans have been steadily 
attempting an outflanking movement 
by forced marches. The allies have 
the advantage of working on interior 
lines and have been faling back in the 
interests of concentration.

“READY! AYE, READY!”
LONDON, To-day.

The British Press Bureau at 12.30 
this morning gave out the following; 
“French operations of war oyer a dis­
tance of some 250 miles have necesit-' 
ated certain changes in position. Our 
troops who are now occupying a 
strong line to meet the German ad­
vance are supported by a French 
army on both flanks. The morale of 
both parties appears to be excellent. 
There is little doubt that they will 
give a good account of themselves in 
the position they now hold.”

BROKE THROUGH FRENCH LINES.
LONDON. This Afternoon.

A despatch to the Times from Bou­
logne. says the Associated German 
troops, presumably the cavalry broke 
through French lines near Arras, in 
the Province of Pas De Calais. The 
French moved up with rapidity. It is 
declared that they have the situation 
well in hand. A despatch says the al­
lied troops are being swiftly arranged 
to deal with any further attempt to 
break through lines between Dunkirk 
and Lille.

BRITISH MARINES IN CHARGE.
_________LONDON, This Afternoon.

John French that in the fighting which 
took place between this army and the 
enemy, and Wjiich appears from the 
French official, reports to have been 
in the neighbourhood of Cambrai and 
Lecateau, our troops were exposed' to 
the attack of five German army corps 
and two divisions of cavalry reserve 
corps and a second cavalry division. 
Our second corps in the fourth division 
bore the brunt of the cavalry attack 
while our first army corps was attack­
ed on- the right and inflicted very 
heavy loss on the enemy. I regret to 
say that our casualties were heavy 
but the exact number is not yet known. 
The behaviour of our troops is in all 
respects admirable. General Joffre, 
the French commander, in a message 
published this a.m. conveys congratu­
lations and sincere thanks for the 
protection so effectively given by our 
armjf to the French flank.”

STORIES OF THE FIGHT.
LONDON, This Afternoon.

The Rouen correspondent of the Daily 
Mail describes the arrival of wounded 
there and gives their stories of the 
fight. He says the appearance of the 
wounded was terrible but not harrow­
ing. They were, despite their wounds, 
not miserable but instead displayed 
cheerful stoicism. Not many of the 
British have had wounds. Many have 
only broken down from hard march­
ing and will be well again in a few 
days. One described bow his regi­
ment, ordered out of Mens on Sunday 
morning, came under fire immediately. 
They had no trenches or cover of any 
kind and were obliged to lie down 
all day. pop up their heads occasion­
ally to fire, and when night fell they 
did their best to make trenches. An­
other British regiment was luckier. 
They were entrenched, and although 
the Germans bombarded them for 
nearly 24 hours they had very few 
casualties. Another of the British 
wounded said : “We marched into 
Mens on Sunday about ten _ in tire 
morning and wére just about to be 
billeted when marching orders came 
and we were off again. We were to 
advance under cov^r of artillery fire, 
but the enemy was doing a bit of ar­
tillery work too. So we threw up 
trenches and smuggled down to "wait 
for whatever might happen. The Ger­
man gunners were over a ridge two 
or three miles in front and their shells 
came whistling around us. I got my 
baptism of fire and at first did not like 
it. Fortunately most of their shells 
burst behind us and did no harm. We 
thought they might stop when it got 
dark, but they kept it up hard as 
ever.” There is much difference of
opinion among British soldiers as to
the accuracy of German gunners!

LOSSES GREAT.
IvONDON. this afternoon.

The Premier announced in the 
Commons to-day, that British troops 
in Wednesday's fighting were expos­
ed to the attack of five German army 
corps." The losses on both sides were 
great.

Olinda From Bahia.
The barqt. Olinda, Capt. Courtnev. 

arrived in port at 8 p.m. yesterday af­
ter a run of 38 days from Bahia. Bois­
terous weather was experienced all 
the way over and on Saturday last 
when leaving the Gulf stream a severe 
electrical storm raged for several 
hours, and caused damage to the 
ship’s canvas. The Olinda is in bal­
last. and all the crew are well.

British marines in force are now in 
control of Ostend, says a' despatch 
from there to the Times. They con­
tinued landing all day yesterday. Sev­
eral quick firers were brought ashore 
early to-day. The men present a 
splendid appearance and are all eager 
for an engagement with the enemy. 
Meanwhile the approach to the station 
is thronged with sightseers and citi­
zens who express regret that the Mar­
ines had not landed sooner. British 
officers declare the reason they did 
not land sooner was because of ob­
jections of local authorities, who held 
a meeting in their own hall, where 
several prominent local officials ob- 
jcced to the British landing.

in the House of Comnjons this 
afternoon, Mr. Asquith, Prime Minis­
ter/ rose amid cheers and moved the 
following resolution : “That an humble 
address be presented to His Majesty 
praying him to convey to His Majesty 
the King of the Belgians the sympathy 
and admiration with which1 this House 
regards the heroic resistance offered 
by his army and people to the wanton 
invasion of his territory and the as­
surance of the determination of this 
country to support in Wery way the 
efforts of Belgium to vindicate his own 
independence by the public law of 
Europe.” Continuing, Asquith said, 
“Very few words are needed to com­
mend to the House the terms of this 
address. The war which is now 
shaking to its foundations the whole 
European system originated in a quar­
rel with’jWhich this country had no 
direct concern. We strove with all 
out might, as every one nWw knows, 
(cheers) to prevent its outbreak, and 
when that was no longer possible to 
limit its area. It ' is important it 
it should hi clearly understood 
when it was and why it was 
we intervened. It was only when ,we 
were confronted with the choice be­
tween keeping our solemn obligations 
in discharge of a binding trust, or 
shameless subservience to naked 
force that we threw away the . scab­
bard. We do not repent our decision. 
The issue: was one which no great 
self-respecting nation, certainly none 
bred and nurtured like ourselves In 
this ancient home of liberty, could 
without undying same have declined. 
We were bound by obligations .jiain 
and paramount to assert and main- 
àîtrr the threatened independence of 
the small and useful state. Belgium 
had no interest of heffown to serve, 
(cheers), except the one supreme and 
overriding interest, every state great 
or little,' which is worthy of the 
name, the preservation Vof her integ­
rity and her national. life. History 
tells us that the duty of asserting and 
maintaining that great principle 
which is after all the well-spring of 
civilization has again and again at 
most critical periods in the pdst fallen

upon States of relatively small area 
and population, but of great courago 
and resource as Athens, Sparta and 
the Swiss cantons, and not less glori­
ously three centuries ago on the 
Netherlands. Never I venture to say 
has the duty been more clearly and 
bravely acknowledged and heroically 
discharged than during the last two 
weeks by the Belgian King and the 
Belgian people. They have faced 
without flinching, almost incalculable 
odds, the horrors of European devas­
tation and outrage. They have stub­
bornly withstood and successfully ar­
rested an inrush, wave after wave, of 
gigantic and overwhelming force in 
defence of Liege (loud cheers). In 
the annals of liberty, the Belgians 
have won for themselves immortal 
glory which belongs to people who 
prefer freedom to ease, security and 
even life itself. We are all proud of 
their alliance and of their friendship. 
We salute-them with respect and hon­
or. We are with them, heart and

Îul, because by. their side and in 
eir company we are defending at 
e samè time two great causes, the 
independence of small States and the 

sanctity of international obligations. 
We assure them to-day in the name of 
this United Kingdom and of the whole 
Empire that they can count on our 
whole hearted and unfailing support.” 
law, seconding Premier Asquith’s mo­
tion said: “His motion will command 
the warmest approval not only of the 
Commons but of the nations engaged 
in this struggle which was not sought 
by them and which neither their wis­
dom nor their forbearance could have 
averted. The Belgian army has of­
fered resistance against overwhelm­
ing odds which has been as conspicu­
ous as heroic and which has moved 
the admiration of the whole world." 
John Redmond, on behalf of the Na­
tionalists, said he associated himself 
with all that had been said by Primé 
Minister and Mr. Law. Continuing, he 
declared: “In no quarter of the"vorld 
has the heroism of the Belgian peo­
ple excited more genuine enthusiasm 
and admiration than it has within the 
borders of Ireland.” The resolution 
v/aa agreed to unanimously amid 
cheering.

TILSIT OCCUPIED.
ST. PETERSBURG. Aug. 27.

The following official communica­
tion was made public to-day : Our 
offensive, both in East Prussia and 
Galicia has developed increasing suc­
cess. On August 25th, the Germans 
hastily retreated everywhere towards 
Koenigsburg and Allenstein. The 
Russians have occupied Tilsit, a town 
60 miles north east of Koenigsburg in 
East Prussia. In Galicia our troops 
are marching rapidly on Limberg.
