Transylvania to sail last evening for 
Liverpool.

FIERCE FIGHTING.
LONDON, May 7.

. The Daily News says that fighting 
on the Gallipoli Peninsula has been 
of the fiercest possible character. Up 
and down the rugged coast the tide of 
battle has ebbed and flowed with the 
net result that the Allied troops have 
driven the Turks Before them from 
Seddul-Bahr -and spanned the Penin­
sula along the line of trenches for 
some ten miles from its tip. Further 
on northwest they have dug them­
selves in near the sea, at a number 
of points, and they have also forced 
their way six or eight miles inland 
and attacked the Turkish fortrésses. 
These operations have been costly, 
for the ground is extremely difficult- 
The Turks are employing the best 
German trained and led troops, but 
the degree of the success achieved 
Warrants very high hopes for the im­
mediate future.

HEAVY LOSSES TO TURKS.
JL.ONDON, May 7.

Water Before Rescue,

the German pirates is the torpedoing 
of the Lusitania, one of the largest 
Cunard liners, which run between 
New York and Liverpool. The out­
rage cannot be attributed to the indis­
cretion or over-zealousness of those 
commanding the submarines engaged 
in the outrage. The evidence which 
existed before the Lusitania left New 
York afford conclusive proof that the 
action was contemplated, designed 
and intended before the Lusitania 
sailed, and that the plans had been 
arranged by the German Emperor 
and Admiralty before that time. An 
advertisement was placed in Ameri­
can newspapers, signed by the Ger­
man Embassy at Washington, stating 
that it w-as the intention of the Ger­
man Admiralty to sink the Lusitania 
on this trip to Liverpool and warn­
ing Americans not to take passage 
on her. This advertisement was in 
itself a defiance of the policy out­
lined by the American Government, 
which had warned Germany last 
February that the United States 
would hold Germany to strict ac­
countability, if in carrying out her 
inhuman, immoral and illegal cam­
paign of sinking merchantmen, Am­
erican lives were lost. So far as we 
know, the American Government took 
no action after the advertisement of 
the German Embassy appeared last 
week, and some 200 Americans sailed 
among the 1,386 passengers and 810 
crew, and only 51 were saved.

The loss of the Lusitania with 
nearly 1,600 lives so far unaccounted 
for will change the situation at sea 
very materially so far as passenger 
traffic is concerned, and it will force 
the British Admit alty to make even 
greater efforts to grapple with the 
submarine peril. The loss of Am­
erican lives will stir up American 
public opinion and force the Ameri­
can Government to take action to 
cope with the defiance of the de­
clared policy of the United States. 
We can hardly conceive that it 
is possible that the American 
people will take this defiance and 
murder of Americans lying down. 
They will force their Government to 
take action, and the only action that 
is commensurate with the peril is 
war. America can aid very material­
ly by bringing her navy into action in 
an effort to clear the seas of the Ger­
man submarine menace. Among the 
saved we are pleased to find is Mr. 
Charles T. Bowring, brother of Mr. 
Eric Bowring, who received a cable 
last evening, advising him of his 
safety. Mr. Charles T. Bowring is 
head of the New York firm of Bow­
ring Bros., and was on his way on 
board the Lusitania to attend a gen­
eral meeting of the firm at Liverpool.

Americans on Mr. Eric Bowring received another 
message from his mother stating that 
his brother Charles had jumped over­
board from the Lusitania and was 
four hours in the water before he was 
rescued. Th message stated also that 
but few cabin passengers were saved.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
The destruction of the British Lin­

er Lusitania, with the loss of many 
lives, has shocked the officials of the 
United States Government and spread 
a profound grief in the National capi­
tal. Although it was not known how 
many, if any of those lost were Am­
ericans, the view was general that 
the most seripus situation has been 
created of any that has confronted, 
the American Government since the 
outbreak of the war in Europe. The 
warning of the United States that 
Germany would be held to strict ac­
countability for the loss of American 
lives, irrespective whether they were 
aboard belligerent or neutral vessels 
when attacked, has focussed atten­
tion on the White House, where Pre­
sident Wilson, until late in the night, 
read despatches with grave interest. 
The President made no comment. 
Secretary Bryail, Counsellor Lansing 
and Senators and members of the 
House, who were in the city, waited 
up until a late hour for definite news 
of the passengers and crew of tile 
ill-fated ship. The officials said the 
facts and circumstances would have 
to be obtained by careful investiga­
tion during the next few days, be­
fore any announcements could be 
made by the American Government 
The disposition among high officials 
was not to take hasty action, but to 
await the British Admiralty’s reports 
of the results and the investigations 
of Ambassador Page. Although Con­
gress is not in session, Chairman 
Stone, of the Senate Foreign Rela­
tions Commtitee and other members 
of the Committee are now in the city. 
It is expected they will be consulted 
by President Wilson before he de­
cides on the policy to be pursued by 
the United States.

Mr. Alfred G. X'anderbuilt al­
so received an anonymous telegram 
warning him specially. We append 
a cutting from the New York Times 
of May 2nd, telling what some prom­
inent passengers thought of the 
threat.

The Lusitania can run away from any 
submarines the Germans have got, 
and the British Admiralty will see 
that she is looked after when she ar­
rives in striking distance of the Irish 
coast.’

FRIDAY, May 7th.
Petitions were presented by Mr.

The General Hospital Bill passed 
the Committee Stage with some 
amendments.

The Stamp Duties Bill "came up for 
second reading and will go into the 
Committee Stage on Monday.

The Premier moved the second 
reading of the Bill relating to the 
establishment of a Permanent Disas­
ters’ Fund. He briefly referred to 
the disasters of the past year, and re­
viewed the 'salient features of the 
work of the Marine Disaster Com­
mittee, explained the different sec­
tions of the Bill before the House, 
and felt that the Bill would command 
the unanimous support of the House.

Mr. Kent thought that there should 
be no two opinions regarding the de­
sirability of establishing a Perman­
ent Disasters’ Fund. Some questions 
would be suggested in considering 
the Act as to how far the ’ funds 
should be directed from the original 
intentions of those who subscribed 
them, and as to how the funds might 
best be applied in the case of widows 
who might remarry and of children 
who might become self-supporting, 
li^ such cases it would be necessary 
to consider if allowances to those 
still dependent might be increased or 
the amounts directed to other objects. 
The idea of establishing such a fund 
would be accepted by all and he had 
much pleasure In giving the Bill his 
earnest support.

The Bill was then read a second 
time, and will go into the Commit­
tee Stage on Monday next.

Before adjournment the Premier 
gave notice that he would on Mon­
day ask leave to introduce a Bill re­
lating to the Newfoundland Patriotic 
Association; also that he would move 
the House into a Committee of the 
Whole to consider certain Resolu­
tions relating to an Agreement be­
tween the Government and the New- 
fonndland-American Packing Co. on 
the matter of the establishment of Cold 
Storage and other matter» in con­
nection with the fisheries of New­
foundland.

The House adjourned at 4.10 until 3 
p.m. on Monday next.

the attention of the Civiq Commission 
to that piece of land near Rawlins 
Crosb, where the- erection of a build­
ing to replace that destroyed by fire 
some time ago is now about to take 
place. If the city could acquire this 
triangular piece of land it would 
mean a great improvement to this 
much used thorofare, and we trust 
the Commission will consider the 
suggestion in the spirit in which It is 
given, viz., the desirability of im­
proving the city wherever possible. 
The acquiring of the piece of land 
may be a matter of no great difficulty, 
and the benefits to the city would be 
quite obvious.

Canadian Pacific Railway, 
Department of Ocean Services,’

S Waterloo Place, London, S.W.
Sir,—I see in the papers that five 

or six hundred Newfoundland fisher­
men have volunteered for the Navy. 
After the expiration of the war I am 
willing to take on deck crews for all 
our Atlantic Mail Ships, six or eight 
in number, permanently under two 
years' agreement, paying them sea 
wages plus a bonus of £5 per annum 
for good behaviour, etc. These men 
will be constantly employed.

Death ol a Religous.
The sympathy of the entire Catho­

lic community goes out to the Sisters 
of Mercy, Military Road, in the loss 
they have sustained by the death of 
their dearly loved Mother Liguori. 
Since the Mercy Nuns came to St. 
John’s, seventy-three years ago, their 
history has been just one long chap­
ter of good done, of zeal for Catho­
lic education, and of kindness to the 
poor and the orphan. Amongst their 
members they have been able to 
count many ladies, who, had they se­
lected other walks in life, could have 
adorned any society, but like the five 
wise virgins, they preferred to have 
their lamps always ready, and so they 
chose the path which leads to peace 
here and to bliss hereafter. One of 
the foremost amongst those was the 
saintly Mother Liguori, who died 
most happy at 10.30 last night.

Eighty-five years ago she was born 
in the City of Limerick, which con­
tributed a large quota of the Bish­
ops, Priests and Religious in Nfld. 
Her family had been special friends 
of Bishop Mullock at whose request 
she left home and friends to devote 
her life to charity in a foreign land. 
She arrived here on April -17th, 1857 
by the warship Chersonese, the offi­
cers of which were exceedingly kind 
and courteous. She was" warmly re­
ceived by Dr. Mullock, and the then 
small community of three at Military 
Road. Two years after, she made 
her final vows, since which she has 
dèvoted her rare talents to the vari­
ous forms of charity which falls 
within the sphere of a Sister of Mer­
cy. Being possessed of a broad mind 
which she developed much by reading 
her company were always deeply in­
teresting, whilst her natural kindness 
of heart brought sunshine to those 
who had the good fortune of knowing 
her, but especially to her particular 
friends—the poor.

During her long and holy carec 
she occupied the highest offices of the 
Convents, including the Superiorships 
of Belvedere, Burin and Military 
Road.

On Monday, at 10 a.m., Requiem 
Mass will be celebrated at Belvedere 
Convent Chapel, after which the re 
mains of the good Mother Liguori, 
will be interred in the Convent Ceme 
tery near those of all her oldest 
friends, to await a glorious resurrec­
tion.—Com.

Marriages in Turkey.

IP Some Quaint Customs.
While the life of Turkish women is 

no longer that of female slaves to' 
arrogant, polygamous husbands—for 
they have made great progress to­
wards a more free and * emancipated 
life during th% last few years—they 
still seem content to adhere to vari­
ous manners and customs which, in 
the past, have had so much to do with 
Turkey’s .general deterioration. The 
Imperial harem, for instance, in spite 
of certain changes and certain privi­
leges accorded to the Imperial Otto­
man Princes and Princesses, still re­
mains a harem in the real sense of 
the word—part of an Oriental house 
exclusively kept for the use of wo­
men.

Across its threshold no man may 
enter, and one gathers some idea of 
the still somnolent character of Turk­
ish women from the fact that al­
though the inmates of the harem are 
always asked four times at the end 
of each year whether they would like 
to marry and leave, they invariably 
prefer to remain. “And yet,” says 
Âliss Grgce Ellison, in “An English­
woman in a Turkish Harmem” (Me­
thuen), “not one of these women seem 
in the least to feel her slavery, and 
no doubt they would turn their backs 
in horror on the ugly, unprotected ex­
istence of some of the women of my 
country."

The Witty Pas lia.
Polygamy, according to Miss Ellis­

on, does not exist nowadays in Tur­
key, or at least it is very exceptional. 
Even many members of the Imperial 
family content themselves with one 
wife. The reason for this is only too 
obvious. “When four wives meant to 
their possessor four tillers of the 
land.” said a witty pasha, “there was 
some sense in polygamy, but not when 
they buy their dresses at Paquin’s!”

One of the strangest phases of Turk­
ish married life concerns the position 
of the mother-in-law. “I know on 
Turkish wife,” says the authoress, 
“who does not live either with her 
husband’s or her own parents. Some 
parents make it a stipulation before 
consenting to their daughter's mar­
riage that she shall live with them, 
and Î have met some parents who have 
refused good marriages for their 
daughters simply because they could 
not allow them to leave their home. 
The Turkish mother urges her son to 
marry as soon as possible. He mar­
ries before he can even keep himslf. 
His family sees nothing extraordinary 
in the fact that they have not only to 
keep him, but his wife and family.”

All-Powerful.
The mother-in-law, apparently, is 

all-powerful in the Turkish house­
hold. It is she who is the head of the 
house, who sits in the place of hon­
our, who is first greeted, who gives 
permission to do such and such a 
thing, and who is called by her daugh­

ter-in-law Hanoum Effendi (honoured 
lady).

In regard to the choice of a hus­
band, it is interesting to note that the 
Turkish woman now demands, at any 
rate, the privilege of. talking with the 
man she is to live with before her 
fate is signed and ..sealed. “She does 
.not have, the opportunity,” ‘says Miss 
Elllison, “of knowing him as we Eng­
lishwomen know our future husbands, 
but she can at least know whether he 
will ‘get on her nerves,’ in which case 
she refuses to marry him. Judging, 
however, as she still does, by instinct, 
she generally chooses at least a man 
whose physical appearance pleases 
her. Many women, however, have 
owned to me that they accepted their 
husbands not with any feeling of 
gratitude or delight, but rather with 
one of profound thankfujness that they 
were no worse.”

Wader Stockings.
Stories of the terrible suffering of 

the British troops standing for hours 
and even for days in trenches half 
filled with water may not have been 
exaggerated, but in the future such 
reports should be received with some 
reserve. What are called “wader 
stockings” have been invented by a 
couple of Englishmen, and recently 
have been subjected to some very 
severe tests. The wader stockings 
have done all that was claimed for 
them, and there is little doubt that 
as fast as theV can be manufactured 
they will be sent to the front, and 
the British and French troops equip­
ped with them. The waders are said 
to be both lighter and stronger than 
those used by fishermen. They are 
made of an absolutely waterproof 
material, and are lined with wool. 
They are worn on the bare foot and 
inside the ordinary army boot. Should 
they be punctured by a nail in the 
boot or from any other cause they 
can be mended like a bicycle tire.

Some of the tests to which the 
weder stockings have been subjected 
ere reported in the Illustrated Lon­
don News. One began on January 
I). The soldier wearing the waders 
spent four hours in the trench, which 
was full of water, the temperature 
being 39 degrees. The following day 
he spent four and a half hours in the 
trenches, with the water up to his 
knees. On January 8 and January 9 
he was in ttie water, for six hours.

feet were warm and comfortable. An­
other test began on January 9, and 
continued until January 14th. The 
four men who wore the waders had 
different sized feet, 7, 8, 9, 10, but 
the same stocking fitted them all. 
Part of the time the water in the 
trench was frozen over with three 
quarters of an inch of ice, and the 
temperature varied from 33 to 42 de­
grees. The men did not remove their 
boots for 118 hours, and they all re­
ported that their feet had been com­
fortably warm all the time. Other 
experiments proved equally success­
ful, and the Illustrated London News 
does not exaggerate the . importance 
of the invention when it says that the’ 
stockings are proving' an “inestim­
able boon’’ to the troops. Being 
light, and fitting closely to the leg, 
they do not impede the men when 
marching or when on the charge. 
Their general -adoption by the Biit- 
ish army .will remove one of the 
greatest discomforts that the soldiers 
has so far had to endure, and will to 
an appreciable extent improve their 
fighting qualities.

Germans Allowed 
■British to Perish.

London, May 3.—The British Ad­
miralty, in a statement issued this 
evening, says tliat after the naval ac 
tion in the North Sea on Saturday af­
ternoon, when the British destroyer 
Recruit and two German torpedo 
boats were sunk, strenuous efforts 
were made to rescue the German 
sailors. Lieut. Henry J. Hartoll go­
ing into the water himself to save a 
Gei man. In consequence two officers 
and forty-four men, out of fifty-nine 
were picked up.

German prisoners, the Admiralty 
statement adds, stated they had sunk 
a British trawler before being sight­
ed by the British destroyer Laforey, 
and that they picked up a two-striped 
officer, that is a lieutenant, and two 
men.

When asked what became of their 
captives the Germans stated that the 
prisoners were below and, as the time 
was short, it must therefore be con­
cluded that the officer and the two 
men perished.

Bid PROJECTILES FOR BATTER­

ING DOWN GUNS.

One peculiarity of the armour- 
piercing projectiles which are being 
used with such powerful effect by 
our Navy, particularly in the Dardan­
elles, is that they are designed and 
constructed so that on striking ar­
moured vessels they do. not break up, 
but will pass through the armour and 
burst in the rear of it, thus doing 
tremendous havoc to tire interior of 
the ship's structure, wrecking the 
propelling machinery, disabling the 
boilers and ammunition-hoists, de­
stroying the methods of communica­
tion, and possibly igniting the maga 
sines, to say nothing of the injur; 
done to the personnel in the vicinity 
of the explosion.

These projectiles are made of the 
highest possible grade of steel, tem­
pered and heat-treated in such a 
manner that the points are so hard 
that no tool known will cut them. A 
diamond will hardly make a mark oil 
the point of such a projectile. Strange 
as it may seem, carbon is contained 
in a high percentage in these hard 
Points, and gives the projectile its 
hardness just as it does in the dia­
mond.

The Explosive Charge. 
High-power projectiles are con­

inch shell, weighing 870 tbs., carries 
about 30 lbs. of explosive. The cav­
ity of such a projectile is about 7 ta­
chés. in diameter at the base, anil 
gradually tapers in size towards the 
point. After the charge is placed in 
the projectile a plug is screwed into 
the base, thus sealing up the explos­
ive, end a fuse is inserted in the cen­
tre of the plug extending into the 
explosive within the cavity. The fuse 
without which the explosive is harm 

’.ess, depends upon the high rotary 
motion of the shell to become active. 
This rotary motion is imparted by 
the rifling of the gun. In the smooth 
surface of the tube are cut the rifling 
grooves, of a width of about % inch.

Round the shell, near its base, in a 
groove cut for the purpose, is com­
pressed what is known as the rota­
ting band. This band projects above 
the surface of the shell and corres­
ponds with the rifling-grooves, so 
that upon its discharge it is forced 
into the rifling, where it acts as a 
seal to prevent the escape of the gas 
formed by the exploding powder and 
gives the shell the required rotary 
motion, which keeps it on its true 
?ourse with its point always in a di- 
-ect line ahead.

Common Shells.
If the bore of the gun has become 

worn or eroded, the copper rotating 
band does not give the projectile the 
proper rotation, and the misile, wob­
bling in its flight in consequence, 
fails to carry accurately.

Nearly all shells used for naval 
guns under 6 inch calibre are what 
are known as common shells, which 
are constructed with a thin steel 
covering, and contain a larger per­
centage in weight of explosive than 
the armour-piercing projectiles. 
These common shells are not intend­
ed to perforate armour, but arc In­
tended for the attack of torpedo-boat 
destroyers, torpedo-boats, submarines 
and other unarmoured structures. 
They are also considered valuable 
for the attack of fortified places on 
shore.

The splendidly-organized Pay De­
partment of the British Army en­
ables our troops In the firing line to 
draw their money each week as regu­
larly as if they were in barracks. In 
France each important base has its 
regimental pay-office controlled by a 
chief paymaster. Under him are a 
number of field-cashiers whose du­
ties consist of making their way into 
the firing-line with the troops’ wages. 
The field-cashiers are provided with 
a guard whilst travelling, generally 
by motor car, between the base and 
the trenches. The regimental offi­
cers take charge of the wads of 
French notes with which “Tommy” is 
paid, and when possible they arrange 
to issue the money every Saturday. 
Often a regiment continually engaged 
in the firing-line receives its pay at 
odd intervals when there is a lull in 
the fighting, or at night-time.

Every soldier carries a pay-book in 
which is entered the amount paid to 
him. The authorities keep a record 
on what is known as the acquittance 
roll, which later is forwarded to the 
pay-master-in-chief at the base, and 
eventually it finds its way back to 
the Army Pay Department in this 
country. “Tommy's'^pay-jeok is one 
of his most precious possessions. 
If he loses it he is not allowed to 
draw pay prior to the date of report­
ing his loss. The pay-books are large­
ly used by soldiers when making 
their wills.

All documents connected with th 
payment of soldiers at the front are 
returned to the “fixed centre" pay- 
offices in England, and they are 
checked by the Army Pay Depart 
ment. This is a magnificent organi­
zation, employing 700 officers and 7,- 
000 clerks skilled in the intricate de 
tails of military accountancy. The 
pay department also handles the al­
lowances made to soldiers’ wives and 
dependents. The post-bag of the de­
partment is enormous, for thousands 
of letters of inquiry are addressed to 
the officials every week, from puzzled 
members of the public.

In war time there are numerous 
important State secrets which must 
l)e prevented from leaking out, and 
they are guarded by various ingen­
ious devices. For instance, in Govern­
ment offices the writing on important 
documents is dried by means of roll 
er blotters. TheSC ' consist, of revolv­
ing cylinders covered with blotting- 
paper, which are run over wet ink 
The writing is impressed on the cyl­
inder in a confused jumble, impossi 
hie to decipher, as would be the case 
if flic ordinary flat blotter were used 
In some cases black blotting-paper is 
used to dry official letters, as it is 
much safer than the pink or whine 
variety. Important telegrams, if not 
in code, often have to be guarded 
from prying eyes by Government offi 
cials. For this purpose they use a 
simple little invention which consists 
of a telegraph form prepared with a 
perforated gummed edge. The mes­
sage having been written, the form is 
folded over and the edges gummed 
down, as in the case of a letter-card 
and its contents are hidden from the 
messenger who carries it to the tele 
graph office.

Each battleship carries a book of 
code signals which holds the meaning 
of the little flags which flutter at the 
masthead when ships communicate.

ance, and strict precautions are tak­
en against it falling into tlid* hands of 
the enemy. Each volume is heavily 
weighted with lead in the cover, so 
that in an emergency it can he 
thrown overboard when a battleship 
is sinking or has been crippled by an 
enemy ship which is likely to dis­
patch a boarding party.

In wartime all Governments utilize 
cipher codes for communicating with 
their commanders in the field or with 
their Ambassadors in neutral coun­
tries. Such ciphers are cleverly 
worked out by an official especially 
employed for the purpose. The ob­
ject of official codes is to make them 
absolutely unintelligible to the ordin­
ary person, whilst they can be read 
by the initiated by means of a simple 
key that can be memorized. It occa­
sionally happens that commanders 
in the field are obliged to communi­
cate with one another by means of 
despatches written in plain language. 
In such cases elaborate precautions 
arc taken against the communications 
falling into the hands of the enemy. 
They are secreted in the sole of a 
despatch-rider’s boot, sewn into 1rs 
clothing, or, as was described in a 
recent letter from the front, carried 
in the pneumatic tyre of a motor cy­
clist’s machine.

Lord Kitchener has a policy of 
guarding important military secrets 
by seldom entrusting them to any but 
unmarried men. During the man; 
years that he was busy perfecting his 
plans for his swoop upon the Mattdi 
he did not have a married man upon 
his staff.
