Rev. Dr. Powell, Ü.S. A, 
at Wesley Church.

On arrival of the express Saturday 
afternoon, it was discovered that a 
distinguished preacher, the Rev. Gide­
on Powell, D.D., was passing through 
the city, staying over Sunday, and 
would then leave for Bonavista, of 
which town he is a native, having 
left there twenty-six years ago, and 
having graduated from the Univer­
sity of Boston, has since pursued his 
studies securing degrees from other 
colleges through his erudition and 
high literary attainments, and occu­
pying pulpits of some of the largest 
city churches to which he has been 
called to be pastor. The learned doc­
tor opening his discourse, retold the 
incident in 2nd Kings, 1st to 6th ver 
ses of 6th chap., where Elisha the 
prophet caused the fast axehead to 
swjm. With vivid word picturing he 
described the earnest efforts of the 
poor students to enlarge their college;

THE BALKAN 
OFFENSIVE 

AT LAST!
Having applied the rath­
er obvious metaphor of 
the drama to the war, 
writers on military mat­
ters are only consistent 

in separating it into its acts and 
scenes, their only difficulty being that 
the plot and denouement are not yet 
apparent in all their fullness. If we 
had to attempt the same task, we 
should find the present not an inap­
propriate time to ring up the curtain 
upon a new Act, presenting four dis­
tinct scenes, two of which, “On the 
Isonzo," and “In the Balkans," intro­
duce fresh locales and a welcome ad­
dition to the story of the play. How 
completely its composition has now 
passed to the Allied playwrights is 
apparent from the situation revealed 
by each of these "scenes.”

The eighth week of the struggle on 
the Somme opens with an advance by 
the Allied forces upon one of the most 
important parts of the line, the high 
land about Thiepval. The army that 
can take positions such as this can 
take any others. There is a double 
satisfaction to us In the news, for it 
was not far from here that our regi­
ment made its sublime sacrifice. In 
Galicia the fate of the province seems 
now to be daily in the balance and 
will very soon be decided' in the 
Zlota Lipa river. The invasion of 
Austria by the Italians has just be­
gun, with Trieste in the foreground. 
Finally, this morning’s message sets 
beyond all doubt the fact that the of­
fensive in the Balkans has at last 
been undertaken. Assuredly a new 
Act has begun on the European 
stage.

The result of this offensive is so far 
certain to affect the troubled politics 
of Greece and Roumania that the op­
erations will be followed everywhere 
with the closest attention. In a few 
weeks the Greek elections will have 
either sustained the King or returned 
Venizelos: much may happen in that 
interval to persuade the Greek peo­
ple to one alternative or the other. 
The royal party’s slogan is that of 
President Wilson—“He kept us out of 
war,” or. "Venizelos will plunge us 
into war." It is a powerful cry, but 
may turn to the disadvantage of the 
criers if it becomes manifest mean­
time that war will after all bring far 
more spoils than honors. If the hated 
Bulgarian is driven out from Greek 
soil, the Greek proletariat will not 
much mind voting that he should be 
driven further. From both a tdili- 
tary and political standpoint the time 

* for the offensive has been admirably 
chosen.

The disposition of the Allied forces 
seems fairjy. clear. To Serbia has 
been allotted the welcome task of 
clearing her own soil, and her army 
constitutes the left wing, south of 
Monastir. In the centre the British 
will co-operate, advancing probably 
on Strumitza; while the French are 
on the right and have already driven 
the Bulgarians from a number of min­
or positions. The plan of campaign 
will soon unfold itself; we expect the 
brunt of its force will be directed 
first to the recapture of Serbia. Mean­
while, all eyes will be centred upon 
Bucharest.

The remains, which were clothed in 
his uniform, were shrouded in canvas 
and all that was mortal of the late 
Private J. W. King was committed to 
the deep to await the Resurrection, 
when the seas shall give up their 
dead. A C. of E. clergyman, who 
was present at the deathbed, perform­
ed the burial service. As Is custom­
ary, the ship was stoppée), while the 
bells tolled, and the military passen­
gers stood at attention while the 
civilian passengers and crew looked 
silently on as the remains plunged 
beneath the surging waters and the 
bugle sounded the last post. Though 
not privileged to fight for the great 
cause, the departed soldier gave his 
life for Home and Empire. To the 
sorrowing relatives the Telegram of­
fers sympathy.

GREAT OFFENSIVE IN BALKANS.

PARIS, To-Day.
Reports received here from Saloniki 

show that the general engagement 
which began on Friday is continuing 
in intensity over an extended front 
running from Fiorina near Monastir 
to the River Struma. This represents 
an irregular line measuring upwards 
of 150 miles. General Serrail is di­
recting the united operations of the 
Allies, with General Cacdonnier com­
manding the French troops. The op­
erations have been long expected as 
a part of the co-ordinated offensive 
of the Allies on all fronts. Its open­
ing follows the arrival of General 
Cardonnier after an extended confer­
ence with officials here. Advices re­
ceived in Paris indicate that the Ger­
mans and Bulgare are seeking to an­
ticipate the movement by taking the 
offensive on the left, where the Serbs 
have moved up to within 25 miles of 
Monastir, holding Fiorina as an ob­
servation post. The orders were not 
to, attempt to retain Fiorina if they 
were attacked. The Serbian War Of­
fice says the Bulgare were repulsed 
and thrown back to their old posi­
tions, but later the Serbians following 
their instructions exacuated Fiorina, 
whereupon the town and station of 
Fiorina were occupied by the Bulgar­
ians. The Serbians retired and later 
delivered a heavy counter attack 
against a large Bulgarian force which 
was debouching from Fiorina toward 
Banica. Fighting continues in this 
region. In the centre the French and 
British forces near Lake Dorien fol­
lowed an intense bombardment with 
infantry attacks, in which the British 
occupied the strategic point of Dolz- 
zeli. Further east the French right 
rushed a series of small villages in 
much the same manner as the French 
have carried villages on the Somme 
front. The report shows a condition 
of affairs along the whole line which 
is regarded here as satisfactory for 
the Allies.

The German high seas fleet came out, 
but learning from their scouts that 
the British forces were in consider­
able strength, the enemy avoided an 
engagement and returned to port.. In 
searching for the enemy we lost two 
cruisers by submarine attacks, the 
Nottingham, Capt. Miller, and the Fal­
mouth, Capt. Edwards. All the offi­
cers from the former were saved but 
38 of the crew are missing. All the 
officers and men of the Falmouth 
were saved, but one leading engine 
stoker, Norman Frick, died of in­
juries. One enemy submarine was 
destroyed and another rammed and 
possibly sunk. There is no truth in 
the German report which says a de­
stroyer was sunk, and a British bat­
tleship damaged. The Nottingham 
was 5,400 tons, built at Pembroke in 
1914, normal crew 380 men; the Fal­
mouth, 5,250 tons, was built in 1910, 
and carried a crew of 336 officers 
and men. The Nottingham was 430 
feet long, and carried nine six inch 
guns and four three pounders. On her 
trials she made slightly over 27 knots, 
and also had torpedo tubes.

GUESSES OF CELEBRITIES.
Paris, July 10.—Yves Guigot, the 

French economist,.says:
The war will end by December next, 

provided continued favorable weather 
enables the Allies to keep up the 
strong and steady military pressure 
against Germany and Austria which 
they have now begun to combine with 
their economical offensive.

The enemy defences consist solely 
of three fortified lines. Once the 
Fran co-British troops have smashed 
the third line, as they have already 
in the Somme Valley smashed the 
first two enemy defences, there will 
be a German retreat comparable for 
speed only with that of their advance 
across Belgium in August, 19i4.

I say in all sincerity that never be­
fore has the allies’ military situation 
looked brighter.

From special access which I have 
had to official estimates of the belli­
gerents’ reserves, I can say that at the 
moment when Germany is embarrass­
ed to find troops to sweep hack the 
tide which is swamping her lines in 
so many parts of the front, England 
and France have 10,000,000 effectives.

2,500,000 French in Field.
The French have 2,500,000 men at 

the front and as many in reserve, to 
say nothing of 250,000 at Saloniki. 
The trained and equipped British 
forçe, counting colonials, is at the 
lowest figure 5,000,000. I have no de­
finite figures of the present strength 
Of. the Russian, Italian, Serbian and 
Belgian armies, but together they cer­
tainly make a total exceeding 10,000,- 
000. To the aggregate of 20,000.000 
troops fighting under {he allied flags 
I question very much whether Ger­
many, Austria, Bulgaria and Turkey 
can oppose more than 10,000,000.

The great Russian offensive’in Gali­
cia has had the desired effect on Rou- 
mania, who will shortly take up arms 
tin the side of the allies in order that 
population of 4,000.000 Roumanians.

An allied offensive from Saloniki is 
imminent, and with the French and 
British attacking her on one side and 
Roumania on-the other, Bulgaria will 
have no other course but to capitu­
late.

The secret of the allies’ favorable 
situation at this momeSt is that after 
two years of warfare they have been 
able to pool their forces and strike 
simultaneously.

Fight oil Equal Terms.
General Pedoya, President of the 

Army Commission of the Chamber of 
Deputies, France, says:

I will not have the temerity to set 
a term to the war, but in the past 
month and early in July I spent sev­
eral days in the Somme region and at 
Verdun. At the latter place I met 
General Nivelle and his commanders, 
and I am completely satisfied with the 
conditions, results and future' pros­
pects.

I have also just been on the British 
front, and can speak with an eye: 
witness’ knowledge of the splendjd 
and most effective preparations ac­
hieved by our ally. It really is im­
possible to speak too highly of the 
magnificent British effort.

For American war historians I may 
give out this fact: At the outbreak of 
war the French General Staff and 
Parliament were convinced that for 
political, financial and economic rea­
sons the conflict would be of brief 
duration.

The truth was otherwise. We have 
made mistakes, but there is no shame 
in owning to them, especially as they 
have been redeemed. Everybody was 
responsible for them. Fortunately wo 
now fight on equal terms, or rather 
there is a distinct advantage in favor 
of the allies.

Great Allied Resources.
Stephen Pichon, former Foreign 

Minister of.France, says:.
The defeat of Germany is only a 

question of time. Opinion here is 
fairly divided as to whether the war 
will end next winter or is destined to 
last a long time still. My opinion is 
that it cannot end soon.

Against her are arrayed not only ] 
the material forces which are cease­
lessly and methodically being piled up 
by the allies, but also the most pow- 

j erful force that exists in the world—
I that of all peoples who wish to re­
main free and independent, who are 
humane, honest and devoted to peace 
and justice.

Never has Europe faced such a 
life-or-death problem. We are in­
deed id one of those historical mo­
ments in which the fate of peoples is 
in the hands of unknown forces which 
man himself is all unconsciously 
creating.

We can do naught but wait, 
strengthening our souls in readiness 
to sustain most terrible surprises 
for no doubt the future has many sur­
prises in store for all the belliger­
ents.

We can only hope that the war will 
not leave behind it such heaps of ruins

War News,
Messages Received 

Previons to 9 A.M.
GREAT ADVANCE BY BRITISH.

LONDON, Aug. 20.
A great advance has been made by 

the British army following an attack 
over an eleven mile front, bringing 
important gains for the Allied arms. 
The ridge at Thiepval, the high 
ground north of Pozieres, and half a 
mile of trenches west of the high 
wood has been taken together witli 
789 prisoners. This week-end battle 
is one of the most important yet 
fought and the progress made highly 
satisfactory. Several strong German 
positions have been destroyed, and 
the way prepared for further pro­
gress, says a despatch from the Brit­
ish front to-day.

The text of the British statement 
given out to-day is as follows: Op­
erations were carried out yesterday 
at various points along the front from 
Thiepval to our extreme right south 
of Guillemont, about eleven miles, and 
were successful. As a result we 
captured the ridge to the southeast 
and overlooking Thiepval, and the 
northern slopes of the high ground 
north of Pozieres from which we get 
an extensive view east and northeast. 
We are holding the western edge of 
the high wood and the trenches made 
by the enemy extending some half 
mile west of the wood. We have ad­
vanced our line half way to Gincliy 
and to the edge of Guillemont, where 
we hold the outskirts of the village, 
including the railway station and 
quarters, which is of considerable 
military importance. The number of 
prisoners passed back up to four 
o’clock in the afterngon as a result 
of these operations was 16 officers and 
780 other ranks. To-day to the 
nertheast of Pozieres we made fur­
ther advance on both sides of the 
Pozieres-Bapaume road northeast of, 
the Windmill. The enemy’s artillery' 
bombhrded our positions, but there 
has been no hostile infantry attacks 
On our other front enemy guns shell­
ed our lines from the east of Viers- 
traat to the Ypres and Comines Canal 
also in the vicinity of Hill 60.

A despatch from Reuter’s corres­
pondent on the British front in 
France says: The week-end fight­
ing developed into one Of the most

important and successful battles cf 
the western offensive. Not only is 
our progress toward the complete 
mastery of the ridge highly satisfac­
tory, but we have captured about a 
thousand officers and men, many ma­
chine guns and a good deal of ma­
terial. Several strong points have 
been destroyed, and the way has been 
prepared for further progress. Near 
Lepsic redoubt, Houquet farm and 
Martinruich we met with much suc­
cess. The enemy organized several 
strong counter attacks, which, with 
one exception, were dispersed with 
heavy losses.

Hl’NS DRIVEN OUT OF TRENCHES.
PARIS, Aug. 20.

The French official report to-day- 
states that the French have driven the 
Huns out of the trenches north of 
Maurepas and are actively pressing 
forward the work of consolidation on 
the conquered front. Artillery ac­
tions are taking place on the Verdun 
front, but the Germans have made no 
infantry attacks. The Germans over­
night made repeated efforts to retake 
Fleury, but the attacks were repuls­
ed. The Austrians admit retreat be­
fore the Russians on the Kilomea 
front, and their troops have been 
withdrawn, after fierce fighting, to­
ward èhornabena Ridge, thirty-five 
miles southwest of Kilomea.

The French have driven the Ger­
mans out of a portion of a trench 
north of Maurepas, into which they 
penetrated in their counter-attack 
last night, according to an official 
statement issued by the War Office 
to-night.

The Germans made several violent 
attacks on the Verdun front last 
night, in an effort to recapture the 
village of Fleury which was taken 
last week by the French, the War 
Office announcement says, but the at­
tacks were repulsed.

SUBMARINES ACTIVE.
BERLIN, Aug. 20.

An announcement was made by the 
German Admiralty to-day that a Ger­
man submarine operating off the east 
coast of England yesterday, torpedo­
ed and sank a smalt cruiser and dam­
aged a battleship and a small cruis­
er.

ON THE SALONIKA FRONT.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

The British troops on the Salonika 
front have advanced their line and 
repulsed counter attacks by the Bul­
garians, according to an official state­
ment issued by the War Office. The 
text of the statement follows: Our 
troops established a line west and

north of Bekerli and Caidemli, and 
south of Dolozzeli, where they repuls­
ed counter attacks with loss toi the 
enemy. Artillery bombardment by 
both sides continues. On the Somme 
front our cavalry was in touch with 
the enemy in Kjupri-BaraklÙBzu area. 
On Sunday enemy aircraft bombarded 
Jenikoi, Gavaianci and Gugunci, with 
small success.

BRITISH ADVANCE THEIR LINE.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

The British line on the Somme 
front has been advanced over a sec­
tion two miles long and 200 to 600 
yards deep from high wood to the 
junction point with the French forces, 
the War Office announces.

ALLIES TAKE FIVE VILLAGES.
PARIS, Aug. 20.

The Allied forces are in contact 
with the Germans and Bulgarians- 
along the entire Salonika front, ac­
cording to an official issued by the 
War Office to-night, and the Allies 
have taken five villages.

RUSSIANS BREAK LINES.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 20.

The Russians have broken through 
the Austro-German lines on thé Stok- 
hod River, in Volhynia, and have made 
a considerable advance, it was an­
nounced officially here to-day.

TWO BRITISH CRUISERS SUNK.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

Two British light cruisers, the Not­
tingham and Falmouth were sunk on 
Saturday in the North Sea by German 
submarines, while the vessels were 
searching for the German high seas 
fleet, according to an official an­
nouncement issued by the Admiralty 
shortly before midnight. One Ger­
man submarine was destroyed by the 
British, while another was rammed 
and possibly sunk.

AGREED TO WITHDRAW TROOPS.
SALONIKA, Aug. 20. 

The Greek military authorities have 
agreed to withdraw troops from 18 
villages near the frontier.

BRITISH RAIDS.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

Following is to-day’s dffleial: At 
some points on our front between the 
Somme and the Ancre, local bombing 
encounters occurred last night, but 
the enemy made no serious attempt to 
recover the ground we captured on 
Friday. On other parts of the line 
we carried out successful raids, mak­
ing some captures including a ma­
chine gun, and inflicting a consider­
able number of casualties on the ene­
my.

GERMAN SQUADRON IN NORTH 
SEA.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

The presence in the North Sea of a 
German squadron of some fifteen 
warships, including large cruisers, is 
reported by trawlers arriving at 
Ymuden in Holland. Reuter’s de­
spatch from that point says the 
squadron was sighted early yesterday 
morning in the region of White Bank 
accompanied by two Zeppelins, tak­
ing a northward course.

FRENCH SUCCESS.
PARIS, Aug. 20.

The French carried a strongly or­
ganized work between Guillemont and 
Maurepas, taking a large quantity of 
war material, according to an official 
statement issued by the War Office 
to-night.

DECREASED IN VIOLENCE.
ROME, Aug. 20.

The battle of the Isonzo has de­
creased in violence temporarily, and 
no important developments are re­
ported in the War Office communica­
tion to-day.

BULGARIAN TROOPS REPULSED.
SALONIKA, Aug. 20.

Bulgarian troops which attacked 
the positions of the Entente Allies 
along the Serbian frontier on August 
17, were repulsed and driven back 
upon their original positions after 
sustaining enormous losses, says the 
Serbian official statement.

A LURID SCENE.
LONDON, Aug. 20.

Thunder and the heaviest rain 
storm of the season Joined with these 
of artillery and flashes of lightning 
from the heavens vied with flashes 
from the mouths of. many guns in the 
most lurid battle picture in the dark­
ness of the early hours this morning 
as a finale to yesterday’s Anglo- 
French attack from Pozieres to the 
Somme. The chilly heavy downpour 
continues making artillery conserva­
tion difficult. The British main ad­
vance was toward Guillemont where 
they gained an important position on 
either side of the town, besides 
ground on the right of the high wood.

LONDON, Aug. 20.

LONDON, Aug. 20.

A renewal of the fighting in Meso­
potamia in which the British were 
engaged with Turkish irregulars, is 
reported in an official statement given 
out here to-day.

QUIET ON RUSSIAN FRONT.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 20. 

An official issued by the War Office 
to-night says nothing of importance 
occurred on our front.

GERMAN COUNTER ATTACKS RE- 
PULSED.

PARIS, Aug. 20.
German couhter attacks were re­

pulsed after violent fighting, leaving 
50 prisoners in the hands of the 
French. Sub-Lieut. Geo. Guynemer of 
the French Flying Corps, whose ex­
ploits have won him reputation as one 
of the most daring of French aviators, 
is again mentioned by the war office 
in to-day’s statement On Aug. 18 he 
shot down his 14th adversary.

Death Knell ol Austro 
Hungary is Sounding

Effort Is Being Mode to Cement Bond 
Between The Central Empires.

Milan, August 15.—The meeting be 
tween the German Imperial Chancel 
lor, Dr. Von Bethmann Hollweg, the 
German foreign minister. Dr. Von 
Jagow and Baron Burian the Austrian 
foreign minister at Vienna, with re­
newed rumors of the impending nom 
inations of Count Andrassy as Aus 
trian foreign minister is evidence that 
events of almost transcendent politi­
cal importance are preparing in the 
Austrian capital.

Count Andrassy, represents the 
party of absolute surrender by Aus­
tria to Germany. He idolizes the Ger­
man emperor and is idolized by him. 
It is likely that pressure has been 
brought by Berlin to force the ac­
ceptance of Andrassy on the Austrian 
Government as a sort of a compli­
ment to the appointment of Field 
Marshal Von Hindenburg to the com­
mand of the Austro-German armies in 
the east.

Thus if Andrassy is appointed suc­
cessor to Baron Burian it will mean a 
closer union between Vienna and Ber­
lin. Andrassy has been back and 
forth between Vienna and Berlin fre­
quently, flgurtively speaking to kneel 
at the feet of the Kaiser.

As If to counteract the policy of 
Andrassy, the Hungarian party of in­
dependence under Karolyi, has re­
ceived a considerable extension. Nu­
merous adhesions pour in from the 
provincial centres. Vienna papers, on 
the other hand depreciate Karolyi’s 
movement and hail the arrival of the 
German chancellor with delight. 
These are decisive hours for both the 
German and Austria-Hungarian em­
pires, says the Neue Freie Presse.

The collapse of Austria means the 
downfall of Germany and theferore 
Austria-Hungary must be saved at all 
costs, even at that of handing over Its 
political as well as military direction 
to Berlin. Amidst it all one can hear 
the death-knell of the Austro-Hun­
garian empire sounding.

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WHO PAYS!
This war will have been a total 

waste of time and human lives it vic­
tory for the Allies does not bring 
a better and lees devil-cotitroHed 
world. If the Allied Flags do not 
wave over peoples who feel that their 
sense of justice finds an echo in their 
governments and rulers, the satisfac­
tion of victory will be nothing more 
than the empty victory of a boxing 
contest. The only good that war can 
do is to bring better conditions—if 
it is not to do this it becomes brutal. 
And so it becomes more necessary 

■ than ever that Governments should 
protect the public interest from pri­
vate selfishness. We all have what 
may be called the “business selfish­
ness." We have been brought up with 
it. It has received silent aproval 
from Church and State. It has evol­
ved a code of morals and become law. 
unto itself. If a man makes ten 
thousand dollars on a transaction— 
“Oh! that's business!" Happy and 
strong is the man who can withstand 
temptation of this sort for I verily 
believe that to yield is to fall—it indi­
cates that hardening of the conscience 
has set in. It seems absolutely true 
that we are developing “Business" 
brains—that will be shrewd, cute, 
diplomatic, tactful, quick to see an 
advantage and take it, while all the 
graces of the spirit mentioned in Holy 
Writ are Aiding almost beyond recol­
lection. This is responsible for the 
“gamble” we make of all our re­
sources of food, land and property. 
And this gambling works far greater 
injury than poker or a game of five1 
and forty for a goose, because in it 
we, the people, have to pay the gamb­
ling debts. In the latest, game, with 
wheat on the table, we shall realise 
this when flour will cost us a dollar or 
so more; per barrel. Is card-gamb­
ling wrong? The cherches are em­
phatic—yes! Is wheat gambling 
wrong? I hear but a faint answer 
from the churches. And if this war 
does not bring into full operation a 
National Board of Control and Regu­
lation of Prices, there is bound to be 
trouble—if not social revolutions.

I do not claim that this is the 
panacea of all our ills, but it will 
have a wonderful effect on those who 
know the ache in the back and the 
ache in the heart of those “who la­
bour and are heavy laden.” God alone 
knows what the struggle for exist­
ence caused by the dishonest methods 
of supply ^nd demand, is doing to­
wards wrecking the world on the 
rocks of materialism, atheism and 
sensuality, it takes all our time, all 
our energies to obtain food, clothing 
and shelter, and many have to accept 
the commodities in limited quantities 
and inferior qualities. We are told 
by some people that this is as it 
should be, that otherwise the state of 
society would be far worse. If this 
be so—is it not the most condemn­
ing evidence that our churches, our 
education have after all given us no­
thing that we can lay hold on, and 
that the “supply and demand" theory 
is essential to our life, and education 
the non-essential?

We are too prone to ignore funda­
mentals—it is easier to take things as 
we find them, than to make things as 
they ought to be.

However to return to practical af­
fairs. it seems to me that it would be 
desirable and mutually beneficial to 
merchant and people if a strong 
Board of Control were to enquire in­
to and regulate prices, especially of 

'the necessaries of life.

THE BAILWAY STRIKE.
President Wilson evidently sees 

that the railway workers have a case 
in their demands, and from our know­
ledge of the man, his suggestions in 
regard to the settlement of the trou­
ble have great force. He is not _a 
politician in the ordinary sense of the 
term; he is greater than that, and 
question as we will his policy in con­
nection with the war, he has shown 
traits which mark him an honest, 
justice-loving man and as such, re­
moved from too personal a contact 
with either Labour or Capital, he is 
evidently fitted to be their arbitrator. 
The history of Railroads in the 
United States is not a pleasant one. 
They have exerted a great deal of in­
fluence in law-making, and have been 
extremely clever in law-breaking 
when it suited their ends. The fact 
that the Statute Book contains addi­
tions each year to the compulsion in 
one way or another of Railroads to 
do certain things is in itself a proof 
that, unfettered, they are apt to do 
harm to the Republic.

In this particular case we, as yet, 
do not know all that led up to the 
threatening strike. We do know, 
however. that never in the history of 
the States has there been so much 
money floating around as in these 
years of war. Prices have soared, 
freights have risen, and on good 
risks any amount of money could be 
secured at 3 per cent. I do not know 
if this has caused the Railway Work­
ers to ask for a share of the good 
things going, but it probably has had 
something to do with it.

But apart from this, I see in Presi­
dent Wilson’s suggestion of an 8 hour 
day/something deeper than money 
considerations. We in Newfoundland 
hear often of the way in which Am­
erican bosses work their men. We 
hear of the pride they take in getting 
continuous work, and as much work 
out of their men as they possibly can. 
We do not as a rule treat all our 
workers here in this manner, but we 
can imagine what it must mean to a 
man to work at high pressure for ten 
hours, or even nine hours every day. 
Of course it really means “break­
down” sometime or other. The bal­
ance of the day or rather night left to 
these men finds them unable to enjoy 
any pastime except those of the beer 
saloon and the vaudeville show which 
provide the most excitment. I con­
sider that eight hours continuous 
work at anything is enough for any 
man for a day. If this principle is 
accepted I cannot see what else mat­
ters. It may possibly mean more 
employees but surely it is not im­
practicable. In some factories in St. 
John’s the 10 hour day has given 
place to the 9 hour day with the day’s 
payment the same as a 10 hour day, 
and they find that the same work is 
accomplished as when the 10 hours 
day was in force. The fact that this 
seems to favour the workers is not in 
itself any reason against such reform. 
It makes for better harmony between 
employee and employer, and conse­
quently more faithful and willing 
work is done.

MUNICIPAL ASSISTANCE.
I notice that the Council has ar­

ranged for a loan with which to as­
sist those who cannot afford imme­
diate payment for the expense of put­
ting in sewerage and water con­
nections in their houses. I think the 
Council in such cases as these might 
go farther in cheapening this ex­
pense as much as possible. I should 
consider it an economical move it the 
Council imported all the fittings 
necessary instead of purchasing them 
here. The * (fity has to pay pretty 
heavily for these fittings, and I am 
told that perhaps $30.00 per house 
might be saved in this way. There is

The concerted Allied offensive has 
been worked up to such a pitch that 
nearly every theatre of war demands 
our attention at the same time, but 
the news of chiefest moment comes 
now from one front, now from an­
other. This week it Is the West 
front. Since the simultaneous fall of 
Stanislau and of Gorizia, there had 
been comparative lienee from- tlfe 
Russian and Italian headquarteïs, 
which, however, must by no means be 
taken to denote inactivity. On the 
contrary, we know that events of the 
greatest importance are taking place 
there, and we have hints of more than 
satisfactory progress having been 
made. There is no uncertainty, how­
ever, about matters on the Somme,1 
which are turning more and more to 
our advantage.

Both British and French have re­
gistered Invaluable gains. Most In­
tense fighting over a few miles in the; 
region of Maurepas lias resulted in 
brilliant success for the French, who 
In some of their characteristic dash­
es have pushed their line well for­
ward towards Combles. The opera-., 
tions seem to have the appearance of 
a steady attempt to outflank Guille- 
mont, one of the hardest nuts our 
forces have yet had to crack. The 
French have also gone ahead south 
of the Somme at Belloy-en-Santerre, 
carrying a step further the great en­
circling of Peronne. The latest mes­
sage speaks also of a most important 
gain for the British on the ridges of 
Thiepval. If It is of any extent it 
will certainly be of importance, fdr 
Thiepval has from the first been the 
greatest stumbling block to the Brit­
ish on their way to Bapaume.

There are not wanting signs that 
the enemy’s great defence is begin­
ning to crack before the greater at­
tack. Most eloquent of them is ihe 
diminution; almost absence, of in­
fantry counter-attacks, betokening 
either dwindling forces or demorali­
sation—possibly both. There can be 
no possible doubt that not only the' 
intensity bnt the prolongation of our 
artillery fire has surprised the Ger­
mans, and had a moral effect in addi­
tion to its natural one. The arrival, 
too, of the Allied infantry at the high­
er ground is turning the tables in our 
favour, and the taking of one im­
portant height after another, and the 
holding of it, is a comforting augury 
of a success which may be nearer 
than we think.

From Russia there Is not much to 
report, but there soon will be. The 
Jablonltiza Pass in the Carpathians 
is in our Ally’s hands, but the Inva­
sion of Hungary probably will not be­
gin in earnest until Lemberg falls. 
The Russians seem for the present 
merely to be making doubly sure

against a possible turning of their 
left flank by General Planger, while 
Letchitaky in the south and Sakhar- 
off ln'tee north press on to Lemberg. 
A richer prize, even than that city 
may faH to théïn if they can succeed 
in cutting off the retreat of Von 

‘Botiimer’s army, which is now de- 
Bnitely retiring. Petfçgrad has been 
silent upon the subject of these opera­
tions, but that is & way which Petro- 
grad has when something important 
Is on foot. A message on Saturday 
spoke of the piercing of the German 
Ikies on the Stokhdd. This may 
mean that--Brusiloff is resuming once 
again his drive against Kovel. The 
reference was-too., brief to give any 
real indication ef what is happening, 
but it is plain that the pressure upon 
both: Lemberg and Kovel is dally in­
creasing.

There has not been much reported 
from the Isonzo either, but the Ital­
ians are pressing their advantage 
vigorously. We shall have plenty of 
news soon from this theatre. Gener­
al Cjidprna has made good his suc­
cess in "the' whd’le district from Gori­
zia south to Monfalcone, and is fair­
ly in possession of the Doberdô Pla­
teau. • It Is probable that his next en­
ergies will be directed to Tolmino, in 
(he north, for possession of that re­
gion will be greatly favourable, if not 
necessary, to the important advance 
npon Trieste. The' Invasion of Istria 
is under way, and we shall now have 
an opportunity of judging how the 
Italians can acquit themselves 
against the Austrians on something 
like equal terms. The fighting from 
now on will be mostly in the open, 
and the Italians will be faced by no 
natural barriers comparably difficult 
with Gorizia. They will be able to 
bring into play a far larger number of 
men and in this way alone add greatly 
to Austria’s increasing embarrass­
ments.

It is even yet too early to say 
whether the slight engagements : re­
ported in the Balkans are the begin­
ning of an advance by the Salonikl 
army or are the sham battles the Bul­
garians claim them to be. It is jnst 
possible that General Sarrail is doing 
nothing more than testing out the 
Bulgarian defences, but we may look 
for fighting in earnest at any moment. 
From a military standpoint, a more 
opportune time could not be chosen 
than the present, but there are un­
doubtedly political factors at work 
that are allowed to take precedènce 
of the military ones. Autumn, how­
ever, is coming on, and we shall be 
much surprised if a general offensive, 
shared by British, French, Serbians 
and Italians, does not take place be­
fore the end of this month.

Daley, E. J. Patchetl, W. A. Roeker- 
feller, C. F. Beach, R. Lells, P. H. Cow­
an and wife, E. G. Coyell, W. Swaf- 
field, N. Norris. While on the trip 
south the Sagona met up with the pa­
trol ship Fogota and took on board 
the latter’s ship’s carpenter, Solomon 
Brown, of Spencer Street, who for 
some time was complaining ot inter­
nal trouble.

NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE.
A correspondent with the Mesopo­

tamia Expeditionary Force sends 
home a copy of what he describes as 
“The British Army Daily Bulletin— 
Tigris Edition.” It represents a com­
mendable effort on the part of the au­
thorities to acquaint the troops of the 
progress of the war in Europe; but 
its most prominent feature is its 
modesty. Within' the limits of what 
approximates in size to a half-sheet 
of notepaper, the French, British, 
Russian and Italian communiques * 
are ruthlessly summarised, and the 
announcement is made that the j 
Prince of Wales has returned to the 
front, the date being May 24. The 
day’s news, told in 300 words, is neat­
ly printed on one side of the paper, 
and is headed “Reuter’s Summary.” 
This correspondent assures us that 
the news-sheeta is always given 
kindly welcome, for it conveys the 
only up-to-date intelligence that 
reaches the sun-baked fly-tormented 
troops on the Tigris. Owing to the 
transport difficulties newspapers are 
six or seven weeks old by the time 
they reach their destination, but I 
am assured that they are never too 
old to interest, and that there is a 
general dearth of reading matter to 
relieve the monotony of life In the 
sand shelters.

FOOTBALL WITH A GERMAN GOAL
It is history that the London Irish 

at Loos dribbled an Association foot­
ball in their attack, and now at 
Kingston Barracks, the London quar­
ters of the East Surreys, a football 
which had arrived from the front has 
been set in the place of honour, and 
the story of how It was played in a 
match to the death with the Prussian 
Guards was told by Colonel Treeby, 
the commandant of the barracks. 
The battalion of the East Surreys 
was drawn up for the attack at Mon- 
tauban. It was opposed by the Prus­
sian Guards. Captain Neville gave 
the signal for the advance by kicking 
off this football. With1 other two 
footballs it was dribbled under heavy 
fire right up to the German trenches.

BRITISH PRINCE AS ALIEN ENE- 
MV. . .

Surprise is felt at Westminster that 
at a moment when it is manifestly 
most desirable for Ministers to keèp 
in closest touch with the general sen­
timent of members of the House of 
Commons in regard to all matters 
arising out of the war the Prime Min­
ister proves doggedly obstinate in de­
clining to take a step he declares 
himself to approve of—a step which 
would be popular with virtually 
everybody. That step is to deprive 
British Princes now openly assisting 
the enemy—and the Duke of Cumber­
land, the Duke of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha 
(Albany), and Prince Albert of 
Schleswig-Holstein are mainly aimed 
at—of their rights of precedence and 
peerage and their various British hon­
ours. The Prime Minister pleads that 
legislation is necessary, though he is 
well aware that this would be adopt­
ed with alacrity and acclamation. He

Where Germany
Is Weak.

IMPORTANCE OF SALONICA.

By AUSTIN HARRISON.
The Editor of “The English Review.”

After the failures of our secondary 
military expeditions, it is intelligible 
that we should be loath to embark up­
on yet another, particularly as it is 
also a great over-seas; war with all 
the attendant difficulties of transport 
and the constant danger of submar­
ines. None the less, the Salonlca 
base has been established ; the armies 
are there, and, what is more import­
ant still, the hour, the place, and the 
objective are strategically of almost 
decisive military importance.

The weak point in the Germanic de­
fence to-day is Austria, who, thanks 
to the unexpectedly formidable on­
slaught by the Russians on the East­
ern front, now finds herself in the 
predicament which faced. her at the 
end of 1914—with this difference, that 
whereas then her reserves had not 
been raised, they are this summer, po­
tentially at least, pretty well exhausted 
Linked up, economically* and military, 
with Austria-Hungary, dependent, in 
fact, upon her power of resistance, 
the secondary German arm, which 
may be called the Balkan Alliance of 
Bulgaria and Turkey, stands or falls; 
constitutes absolutely tjie heel of 
Achilles, or the vulnerable spot In the 
enemy lines of defence, to which must

be added the unpleasant propinquity 
of a doubtful Rumania.

Now the Pan-Germanic scheme 
aims primarily* at what the Germans 
call the "economic hegemony” of the 
East. In Turkey it is this economic 
power, not land, which is the German 
purpose, and it may truthfully be said 
that so long as the Germans hold the 
railway line through Serbia to Con­
stantinople not only is the goal of 
Pan-Germanism attained, but the mili­
tary conditions are established which 
ensure the faithful attachment to Ber­
lin of the Austrta-Balkan belligerent 
group. Incidentally it is the reason 
why the Germans are ready for peace. 
Not in the West but the East Is their 
objective. Not Belgium but the Ger­
man way to Constantinople Is their 
coveted prize, when they hope to pur­
sue their alms eastwards and south­
wards to the Persian Gulf.

“Healthy Selfishness.”
It was with this object in view that 

the Anatolian Railways system was 
initiated as well as the Kaiser's pol­
icy of infiltration, which dated from 
1898 when he entered the Holy City 
on a white charger and addressed the 
Mahommedans as “bis friends” over 
the grave of Saladin.

Turkey to Germany is a “healthy 
selfish” interest. Cotton, wool, nap­
tha—these are the things that Ger­
many wants, and the fertility of Meso­
potamia. And this “Drang towards 
the East” has been the life and soul 
of Pan-Germanism, it being clearly 
reecognized by all German writers 
and authorities that “whole work” 
can only be accomplished with and 
through Austria; success, in fact, de­
pending on the fate of Austrià, on 
whose fate that also of Turkey, as a 
German interest, is inevitably in­
volved.

Thus, if the Germans were to walk 
out of France to-morrow and Belgium 
the day after, yet keep Serbia and 
maintain their Turco-Bulgarian mili­
tary and economic partnership, in 
great part the Pan-German scheme 
would be realised, and Germany, and 
she could end the war on such terms, 
would incontestably have gained the 
chief part of her objective.

And this idea it is, which Germans 
designate as Austria’s “ethnic land­
slide," without which all Pan-Ger­
mans agree there can be no chance 
of success. ‘

This is what the Germans are fight­
ing for, what they hope to maintain, 
and as it is the Germanic central ob­
jective, so, militarily, it is the weak 
spot in their armour. The Austrian 
principle of Government, “Divide and 
Conquer,” is not suitable in war. 
Pressed on all sides, Austria is in 
dire distress, and because Austria is 
in jeopardy so is the Austro-German 
policy in the Balkans, on which hangs 
the allegiance of both Turks and Bui 
gars, and its point of danger is from 
Salonika.

Hastening the End.
Without Austria Pan-Germanism 

has neither meaning nor power,, for

the whole essence of Pan-German Im­
perialism lies in the territorial ex­
pansion of Austria-Hungary by means 
of which alone pressure can be 
brought to bear on Turkey, and 
through Turkey on the Balkan peoples.

A decisive blow struck upwards 
from Salonika, breaking through the 
Bulgarian resistance and liberating 
Serbia, the Pan-Germanism will re­
ceive a mortal wound from which in 
this war there can be no recovery. 
The Young Turks joined Germany be­
cause of their belief in German arms, 
and Bulgaria joined Germany also 
for the same reason. But if the Bul­
garians are defeated and driven into 
their own* country, Turkey will find 
herself cut off, stranded, reeling into 
helplessness, and the hour of Austria s 
fate will have sounded.

That is why the offensive from Sal- 
onica is of such enormous importance. 
It is there that the German heel of 
Achilles lies. It is there, if we strike 
well and victoriously, above all If we 
strike now,; when the Austro-German 
armies are fully engaged, that a deci­
sion may be reached of overwhelm­
ing military and political significance 
which would not only frustrate all 
Germany’s ambitions but inevitably 
hasten the end of the war, if only by 
process of disintegration.—Daily Mail,
