(1) Parcels must not exceced 11 Ibs.
in weight.

(2) Parcels addressed to members of
the Newfoundland Forces Over-
seas should bear the name and
address of a second addressee to
whom the parcels may be deliver-
ed or forwarded if it should prove
impossible to deliver the first.
The original address should be
written on the FRONT of the par-
cel where the postage stamps and
Customs declaration are affixed,
and the sccond or alternative ad-
dress should be written on the
BACK of the parcel.
If a second address is not fur-
nished at the time of posting, and
delivery cannot be effected, the
contents of the parcel, unless of
exceptional value or of a personal
nature, will be turned over to the
Military Authorities for distribu-
tion.
Parcels containing articles of a
personal nature or of special
value will be returned, if a re-
quest for their return.in case of
non-delivery is made by the send-
er, such request to be written on
the cover of the parcel at the time
of posting.
This plan is being adopted at the
suggestion of the British Post Of-
fice, which states that the pres-
ent procedure of holding undeliv-
erable parcels at the Dead Letter
Office until instructions are re-
ceived as to their disposal is re-
sulting in the waste of a large
quantity of perishable foodstuffs,
which form the contents of 90 per
cent. of parcels addressed to sol-
diers.

It is the language
of a sycophant, not a man; of a politi-
cal Pecksniff, not a statesman. If

for the motherland which the Premier
asserts, he might have explained why
Newfoundland does not give better
proof of it in going to her assistance.
It is sincere enough in one case.
There is one Newfoundlander at least
who makes no secret of his prefer-
ence for the old country. Sir Edward,
out of the profundity of his wisdom,
informs his audience that the war may
last two years longer. During the
whole of which time, we presume, he
will continue to reside, at this coun-
try’s expense, in the homeland, a sort
of ambassador who does not need to
be accredited. We wonder how many
among his hearers on this occasion
were tempetd to inquire in their minds
how it comes that, at a time which he
says is so critical, he himself finds
so much leisure away from the post
which would seem to need him so des-
perately.

It is time for an end of this bur-
lesque. If Sir Edward Morris is
through with this country, let him say
so openly. The country can support
| the shock of the revelation; the sky
will not fall upon it. His mere ab-
sence grossly misrepresents it, infer~
ring as it does that the country has
no serious concern in these: grave:
times, while his utterances make it a
laughing-stock. - If the people of the
country, looking within and seeing the
misgovernment and corruption that
disgrace it and the worse things that
imminently threaten it, have reason
to regret their treatment of Sir Robert
Bond, the only true leader they ever
had, they have even more cause for
that feeling on occasions such as this,
when they see how they are repre-
sented abroad. When Sir Robert
Bond pleaded Newfoundland’s cause
in London or Washington, or stood as
a type of its citizens, Newfoundland
had :no cause to be ashamed. It had
then a man who was not afraid to de-
mand its rights nor ashamed to ac-
knowledge its faults. If he had occu-
pied Sir Edward Morris’ place on
Thursday we should have had an or-
atory of another sort. He would not
have given England flattery when she
asked for men. But he would not
i have occupied it. He would have been
in St. John’s engaged in his manifold
duties, not in London attending ban-
quets. But we will not pursue a com-
parison which is endless. :

Monday last for the suffering peoples
living in the birthplace of “our Com-
mon Christianity. %
“The most tragic story in Human
History” is the verdict of those who
know the woes which thes;} ancient
people have suffered during recent
monthg at the hand of the brutal
Turk, aided and abetted by the equal-
ly brutal Prussian officer. As you
point out milions must perish dur-
ing the winter if help does not come.
Four hundred thousand orphan
children alone appeal to us to save
them. Help can only come from this
side the Atlantic. In Canada and the
United States an effort is being made
to send them help before it is too late.
President Wilson has issued an ap-
peal and the American Government
has placed one of its huge navy col-
liers at the disposal of a committee
composed of such men as ex-President
Taft, Bishop Greer, Cardinal Ireland
and others. This committee propose
to load this ship with foodstuffs and
send her to Belgium at which port
they hope she will arrive before their
Christmas which is 19 days later than
ours. Meanwhile a preliminary sub-
scription for immediate needs is be-
ing taken up throughout the United
States. Although this collection
amounted to $2,000,000 on the 12th
of  this month, it will only feed these
starving people for 3 or 4 weeks.

As the Allied Governments have
decided to supply the needs of Bel-
gium and Serbia, etc., we will not be
called upon again for these peoples.
No other help can come to these
starving people in the Near East save
that which comes from the United
States, .Canada and Newfoundland.

A CALL TO COLONIALS.

LONDON, Nov. 30.
(Via Reuter’'s Ottawa Agency.)—

A SANE POLICY.

NEW YORK, Nov. 30.
An Associated Press despatch from
Washiogton this afternoon says the
American Government is shaping
what is described as a tolerant policy
in dealing with Russia in her present
straits, so as to show hope and faith
for the ultimate triumph of sane de-
mocracy. It was declared to-day that
even should the Bolsheviki conclude
an armistice with Germany, there is
no present intention to broadly list
Russia as an enemy, and that the
American Government is at pains to
have all the people of Russia know
of its attitude. Contracts for the sup-
ply of material for Russia, it is said,
would go forward as usual in the hope
that they would be applied to the
cause of world democracy. It was
pointed out again, however, that these
are under control at all times and
can be prevented from falling into
hostile hands. In view of the attitude
expressed here, it appears that should
the Inter-Allied Council at Paris de-
cide.to send what has been described
as a theratening communication to
Russia, the American delegates might
not subscribe to it. Of course their
action might be finally determined by
the  nature of the communication,
which may be sent. Officials here
base their opposition on-the promises
that while the Bolsheviki faction is
working for a separate peace without
regard for the opinion of the femain-
der of the Russians, the great part of
the country is not in acecord with their
aims, and the sugcess of the Bolshe-
viki is by no means wholly assured.
Hope that the Conservative elements
may gain the ascendancy -over the
Bolsheviki, has not been abandoned,
and in case of the restoration of Rus-
sia, the United States wouldn’t wish
to be in the position of having taken
an attitude against her. The question
of the control of shipments, the Gov-
ernment it was announced, would be
guided largely by Ambassador Bekh-
metieff, who already has disavowed
the Bolsheviki, and officials are con-
fident would not recommend the ship-
ping of supplies if they fell 'into the
hands of hostile troops.

BONAR LAW SQUASHES LANS-
: DOWNE.

LONDON, To-day.
An unauthorized report concerning
the Unionist meeting of to-day says:
It wa$ attended by 1,500 representa-
tives of Unionist bodies through the
country, and resolutions were unani-
I mously carried deploring the publish-
ing of the letter of Lansdowne and
declaring firm adherence to the war
aims of the Allies as defined by Prem-
i.-r Bonar Law and Asquith. It was
decided that the resolutions should be
wired to the Premier and Balfour at
Paris. A scene of great enthusiasm
ensued, the delegates rising and sing-
ing the National Anthem. Bonar Law
delivered a speech in which he admit-
ted that he never had met anyone
more patriotic or disinterested than
the Marquis of Lansdowne.” ‘Never-
theless,” Bonar Law said, “I disagree
absolutely, not only with the argu-
ments but with the whole tone of the
letter. I think it is nothing less than
a national misfortune that it should
have been published now of all times.
It is not that we do not desire peace.
It is horrible to look forward to a
continuance of the War, but it is a
strange assumption that because the
Germans declare their reéadiness for a
pact of nations and talk of disarma~-
ment, peace is therefore possible. Be-
fore the War our Government did not
dare suggest disarmament to Ger-
many. They often went near it but
the Germans regarded it almost as a
causus belli, and before the war
books recommending disarmament
were prohibited in Germany and I be-
lieve they are prohibited to this day.
You heard nothing of this kind of
thing in the first and in the 'second
years of the war, when things were
going well in Geramny. If a conclu-
sion of peace were conceivable to-day,
it would mean that the very men who
in my judgment committed the great-
est crimes in history, who plinged
the world into anguish and misery,
would be left again in power with the
same machinery ready to repeat the
same thing when the opportunity
arose in the future. How can they
be bound by a party of nations? No-
body will pretend that they will be
bound because they signed a treaty,
and what force is to bind them? The
whole world is against them 'to-day
armed and organized in a way that it
is not likely they will again be, and
if we cannot insist on our rights now,
how will we fight them in & new con-
dition hereafter?’ No, gentlemen, it
is horrible to think of but it is true
in my judgment, that we have got to
show the German nation, in the only
way they can' bé 'made fo realize it,
that war and thht military machine
cannot get the desired results. It is
only by decisive military results that
the war can be ended. Let the Ger-
mans realize that we can go on long-
er than they and the change of feel-
ing in Germany of which we hear so
much will grow daily and will itself
perhaps bring the results we all long
to see.” Bonar Law intimated that
should Lansdowite’s letter stimulate
the pacifist movement to the point
of the Government losing support for
the needs of war measures, there
would be only one alternative for the
Government. He declared that peace
on this basis would really be a de-
feat for Great Britain. ‘“Does anyone
really believe that unity in the British
Empire could continue the same after
such a defeat?’ the Chancellor add-
ed in conclusion.

CHAMBERLAIN ALSO.

LONDON, To-Day.

The letter of Lansdowne continues
to be deprecated or frankly denounced
in all govermental circles. J. Austen
Chamberlain, a former Secretary for
India, in a speech at Northampton last
night said that he and his colleagues
both in and out of office viewed the
letter with unfeigned regret. It was
unfortunate and inopportune because
at the present moment, when Italy and
Roumania were invaded and Russia
was in the throes of revolution, noth-
ing ought to be said or written throw-
ing a doubt on the loyalty of Great
Britain to her -Allies . Chamberlain
also declared that there must be no
restrictions of the rights of the bel-
ligerents at sea, such as Great Brit-
ain had exercised and the United
States now was exercising. An inter-
esting point of view of some of the
political discussions bearing on the
letter is that it points to a possible al-
ternative Government and policy to
that of the existing Government.
