LOSS OF UKILLED MEN—-S]IORT-;

AGE OF MASONS FOR BUILD-
ING—EMIGRANTS WHO
CANNOT BESPARED.

As the volume of emigration grows
it is of increasing importance that
some effort should be made to keep
skilled men in the country. A large
number of emigrants are highly 8kil-
led artisans whose departufe is a ser-
jous loss to the country. Referring
to the matter in his presidential ad-
dress to the conference of the Na-
tional Committee of the Amalgamat-
ed Engineering Union at Southport,
Mr. J. T. Brownlie computed that the
capitalised value of a skilled engineer
of 23 was in the region of £10,000,
and they made a present of that val-
ue to another country, when he went
abroad. ' Amongst thé Scottish emi-’
grants men who have mastered -a
craft predominate, the majority be-
ing drawn from the engineering and
building trades. 'The exodus of mas-
ons is actually impeding the erect-
fon of houses. In Edinburgh the
shortage is particularly marked. The
northern capital has on hand at the
present moment schemes for the erec-
tion of 1,774 houses, “To ecarry on
with this work within a reasonable
period a staff of 250 bricklayers, or
masons and bricklayers combined, is
required. Apart from ‘the Corpor-
ation schemes, there are housing con-
tracts proceeding in Edinburgh (in-
elading the .erection of tully 200
bouses of the villa class), requiring
fpproximately 600 masons and
bricklayers. The_total number of
stone masons in the city is 640. Of
this number only 25 men are éngaged
fn the work of house-building for the

gium’s share.
