The proposal that the four years’
term of pastoral office be extended is a
question which naturally arouses the
special interest of pastors throughout
the church, and so does the question of
enlargement of annuities.

Not only, it was argued,
Wwere many of the ablest and most ener-
getic members of the ministerial pro-
fession abandoning their charges and
entering secular. callings, but desirable
young men were belng deterred from
studying the ministry because of the
utter lack of any financial future in it.
Thus, the question concerning the .sti-
pends of the clergy, is sure to receive
its due consideration. Then connected
with this there is also the question of
the establishing upon a firmer basis . the
superannuation fund.

Of particular interest to Toronto pas-
tors, though of wide general interest to
the church as well, 1s the proposal to
establiSh a new church department, to
be ocalled the Department of Financial,
Education, and Membership Leaving,
with a paid general secretary.

This scheme,” which owes its origin
to a plan put first into practice in Trin-
ity Church, Toronto, is designed with a
view to securing better and more sys-
tematic methods of raising money for
church and connectional purposes. The
plan on its original lines as carried on
in Trinity church has proved so suc-
cessful that it has been thought ad-
visable to extend the movement.

PEACE

Resolufions to be Submitied
by - American _and - Other
Delegations to Megting This

WASHINGTON, July 6.—The Am-
erican group of delegates to the con-
gress of the inter-parliamentary union
at Brussels Aug 29. to Sept. -2 will sail
from New York next Tuesday. They
will present several resolutions look-
ing: toward the establishment of per-
manent peace between the nations of
the world. )

These resolutions were submitted to
the state department by representa-
tive - Richard Bartholdt of Missouri,
chairman of the American group. One
will ask the conference to req
Bovernments which are signatories to
the Hague peace conference and the
London naval eonference to sanction
the American proposition that the in-
ternational prize court be invested
with the jurisdiction of an internation-
‘al court of arbftral justice.

Another association will ask the con-
ference to request each of the gov-
ernments represented to appoint a
commission analogous to that recently
appointed by the United States. The
commission would report to the res-
pective parliaments prior to ‘the third
Hague peace conference in 1915 a well
defined scheme looking to the perfec-
tion of a system of world federation in
addition to an international judiciary.

The vehicle was suddenly struck by a
torrent of water from the Mauvoisin
mountain stream, which had overflowed
and flooded the routé® The horses were
soon breast high in the water, and the
coachman ordered the girls to climb on
the roof. He then unhitched the horses
and set out to St. Maurice for help. Two
hours elapsed before "his return with
assistgnce, when he found the giris safe,
but up the waist in water on top of the
vehicle. They owed their lives to the
solidity of the omnibus.

The same @vening two Swiss girls,
Lwhile descending from the Alpine hamlet
of Coulat to Bex were caught-in the
storm and ran across the first light
bridge ‘across the Gryonne to an isle,
to find the second bridge washed away.
They retraced their steps hastily, only
to see the first bridge destrayed by the
Gryonne, and find themselves stranded
on a little island, while the waters
around rose, and the heavy rain continu-
ed. The girls were rescued early the
next morning, after having passed ten
hours In the storm without shelter or
food.

Qutput in Vancouver District
Makes A Record for Past
Quarter of Year—Mills Are
‘Equally Busy

—

VANCOUVER, Aug.  5.—Pigures
compiled by Supervisor of Scoles Rob-
ert Hamilton show that the logging
camps tributary to Vancouver are this
year turning out more raw material
than ever before. The record for July
will run up to 56,000,000 feet as against
42,680,000 feet for July, 1909; and the
officlal compilations show ' that the
cut. of logs for June  was 70,000,000
feet and for May 69,000,000 making the
past three months a banner quarter.
This record is approximately double
that for ‘the same three months last
vear.

With such a flourighing logging in-
dustry, it naturally follows that the
sawmills taking this timber are well
Supplied and that their cut is propor-
tlonately large though no figures in
this line are yet available, While the
mills are running regularly and doing
a big business, orders for future de-
livery in the Northwest are coming in
rather slow just now, the buyers being
rather cautious at this season of the
year. With much building going on
here there is a very active local de-

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Gunner AHeged to Have Shot
to Death His Superior. Offi-
cer. Committed for Trial—
Chief Witness in Custody

But few facts not hitherto published
were brought out yesterday at the
preliminary hearing of the charge
against Gunner Thomas Allén who is
accused of. the murder of Capt. Peter
Billiston at Work Point barracks on
Monday morning last. The hearing
which was held before Justices: of the
Peace Charles Hayward and R. B. Mc-
Micking at the police court, occi.pied
about two hours,  no att >mpt - being
made. to bring out any facts other than
sufficient to- warrant a committal.- The
prisonr did not avail himself of his
right to crosflgexamine witnesses and
han askua if he had dnything to say
before belag committe. for ‘trial mere-
ly contented himself with ‘saying: 1
do not wish to make any statement
now, sir.”

Following the hearing Gunner James
Bryan, who was pres:nt in the bar-
rack room with Allen when the latter
raised his rifle and fired the shot which
killed Capt. Elliston and witnessed
Allen’s actions as they were reflected
in the mirror befére which Bryan was
brushing his hair, was taken to the
provineial goal where he will .be held
until the jury trial. ‘Bryan has wusen
~under military arrest since the day
of the murder. Yesterday the - Crown
:aW officers fearing. that Bryan, who is
2 friend of Allen, might attempt to
gel away and not appear as a witness
a2t the trial applied to Judge Lamp-
man for an order directing the de-
tention: of Bryan as a material and
necessary witness. The order was
granted.

Has No Counsel

Superintendent of Provincial Police
F. 8. Hussey examined the witnésses
for the Crown. The prisoner was with-
out counsel. During the hearing he
sat in the dock with his head bowed
down only cccasionally’ taking any ap-
parent interest in the YYoceedings.

Sergt. Major Farley, the first wit-
ness, testified to hearing the report of
the rifie and rushing out of the com-
pany office from which Capt. Ellis-
ton had .just left a few seconds be-
fore. This was about 9.25 o’clock on
Monday morning, August 1, Witness
went out-to ascertain the cause of the
report and saw Capt. Elliston stand-
ing in a crouching position with "his
hands to his throat about twelve yards
from the office: door. Blood was trickl-
ing through his hands from two
wounds in his throat and from  his
mouth. To witness’ query “Tell me who
did it?” Capt. Elliston made no answer
but waved his hand in the’ direction
of the barrack: building No. 2. The in-
jured ofﬂcer»’lﬁﬁ&lﬂly sank. to_/the
ground and witness sent for the doc-
tor and a stretcher. It was: custom-
ary for Capt. Elliston to leave the of-
fice every’ day at about the same hour.
No. 2 barracks quarters were direct-
ly opposite the company office,

Justice of the Peace Hayward asked
Allen if. he wished to cross-examine
the witness but Allen answered that
he did not wish to do so. Superinten-
dent Hussey advised the prisoner that
he had the right to cross-examine but
as he was not represented by counsel
it might be advisable for him to re-
serve his questions until he secure

csunsel.
Heard the Shot

Sergeant Askey, company eclerk in
the quartermaster’s office, had also
heard the shot. He ran out to see
what was the matter and saw Capt.
Elliston run across the barracks yard
with his hands to his thrcat. The
sound of the shot seemed to come from
No. 2 barracks. At first there appeared
to be nothing wrong, but when the
injured officer reached the door of
the company store he leaned against
the doorway and blood flowed from his
mouth, and when he dropped his hands
the wounds in his neck were discerni-
ble. Capt. Elliston did not “speak. Wit-
ness sent for Col. Peters, commanding
officer, and the doctor. The witness
knew the prisoner who was a gunner
in' No. 5 company; R. C. G. A. He
recognized the rifle produced as the
property of the prisoner. He had never
heard Allen &t any. time make threats
against Capt. Elliston.

Dr. Bapty, who perfornied the post
mortem examination, levtified that he
found evidence of bullec wounds on
Loth sides of the neck .f \he murder-
ed officer. That on the lert side was
avout one-half inch in uimneter ani
clean cut while that on the right side,
ii out ‘half ‘an inch lov sv aown, was
larger and with ragged edges. The
course of the wound was transversely
between the two openings and in a
downward directon as would be the
case were a shot fired from an up-
stairs window. The bullet entered from
the left side and the wound was suf-
ficient to cause death. The wound had
evidently been caused by a rifie.

Witness Absent.

Dr. Hart, who presided as coroner
at the inquest, was called but he was
not present, having left the ctiy.

.- Bombardier Corrigan told of Allen
asking him for a drink on the morn-
ing of the tragedy, and stating that
when witness refised him that he
would “burst a stripe from off my arm
quicker than it was ever sewn on."
Witness had heard these threats be-
fore but had pald little attention to
them. - Instead he had told accused
that 'if the latter-had any grievance
against him he (Corrigan) - would
“take a turn with him” behind the
store. rather than put accused in the
guard house. Allen had replied “You
don’t understand,” and referred to
Capt. Elliston, saying “Old  Peter
should be in charge of a ranch instead
of a body of men.” - Allen claimed
he had been treated harshly by the
captain, and stated that “every bullet

Two rifles, numbers 51 and
63, were being examined at the same
time, and as there was some question
as to which one contained the empty
cartridge which had just been ex-
tracted from one of them, Col. Peters
had a clean rag drawn through both,
No. 51 was dirty, indicating that it
Wwas from that rifie the shot had been
fired. This rifie belonged to. Allen.
It is against the regulations for the
men to have cartridges, but as many
of the force are constantly going to
target practice, any of them could
secure possession of a few.
Constable Docksteader, of the pro-
vineial police, and Detective Carlow,
of the city force, testified to remarks
made by Allen when they were bring-
ing him into the city. Allen  after
entering the rig started to talk, and

He was answered in the affirmative
and when cautioned to say nothing
which might be used as evidence ag-
ainst him, he said: “I know, Iknow,
I understand. I'm sorry I killed him.
I did not 'mean to kill him, but only
to maim him.” Allen  declared he
might as well be dead as his health
was very bad. Too much drink was
the cause of it all. He also declared
Captain Elliston had treated him ‘“very
mean.”

SAANICH TRAMWAY =~

The Colonist makes it ‘a ‘rule Rever
to tell people what they ought to do
with their own property and it does
not propose to'depa.rt from this prac-

tice in the case of the contemplated ;

extension of the B. C. Electric railway
up the Saanich penminsula. The com-
pany has asked the larger landowners
to glve certain concessions as condi-
tion precedent to the construction of a
high-class line on its own right of way,
and it is for the landowners to say
. whether or not they will grant these
concessions, We may, however, very
broperly - present some considerations
that might be taken into account by
the Saanich people.

It will be said, ;nd we suppbse it
is true enough, that the company will
at some time build the proposed rafl-
way whether or not any lana bonus
is given. On .the other hand there is
no certainty when this will be done.
What the landowners have to consider-
is whether they would prefer to give
something and have the line' built' now
or wait indefinitely upon the unassist-
ed action of the company. It is not
wise to assume too much upon what
Such a company “must” do. The local
management may very earnestly desire
to do something, but the London Direc-.
tors have to be reckoned with. These

" Directors have to account to the share-
holders in the company, and they na-
turally want to secure tfe best return
at the earliest possible moment upon
any money they invest. It is very ‘well
to say that the company ought to be
enterprising and reach out for busi-
ness. That is what we think; but we
cannot blame the Directors ' if they
reach out in directions where  there
seems to be the most immediate pros-
bect of a profit. If the company were
a. local concern, or one operating in
this part of the provinee = only, we
could ask them to take their chances
of making a profit, with much greater
prospects of success than we can urge
such a contention upon - an outside
company doing business over a large
section of the Mainlangd as . well ag
here. Sir William Van Horne once said
that ‘the public must a.lwé.ya r,émember
that “the Canadian Pacific has  its
limitations.” By this he meant that
when it asked for authority to ex-
pend money in development work it
must have regard to the prospects of
immediate returns, for it could not get
money to spend unless there was such
a prospect in sight. So we can imagine
the Directors of the tramway company
taking into account their limitations
and saying in effect: We can get so
much money to expend, but we must
expend it where it seems likely  to
bring the most immediate returns, ana
if we cannot be certain that the traffic
will pay from the outset, we must try
and secure ~something else that will
be equivalent to such a profit. They can
profitably use all the money they can
get in extensions on the Mainland and
in improvements ‘on their existing lines
everywhere, and if they say ‘that, be-
fore they recommend a large outlay
on. extensions on Vancouver Islang,
they must be able to make. out lat
least as good a case as they can for
extensions on the Mainland, it is dif-
ficult to see why they are not in the
right. This, as we understand it, is
the position of the Directorate, and it
is for the landowners to consider if

- they think the tramway worth enough
to ‘them to warrant them in giving
the assistance necessary to overcome
these arguments, ;

From the landowners’ point of view
the chief things to be considered ig
if it is better to give something for
an immediate advantage or to give
nothing and wait indefinitely, They will
naturally ask themselves certain ques-
tions. . They’ will want to be satisfied
In their own minds if the cofivenience
of a thoroughly modern tramway sys-
tem, with the important adjuncts of
light ahd power, is worth paying some-
thing for. They 'will want to be satis-
fled if the building of such a line ‘gna
the availability of light and  power
will add to .the value of their hola-
ings. In" brief they will want to be
,reasonably ‘satisfied that present ad-
ditional convenience and the future
increased. value will' be sufficient to
warrant them in giving the assistance
which the company ‘asks for. These
are matters upon which we shall not.

practise, and underithe leadership of Wharton,
who was probablydselected for the cabinet for
no other reason than that he absolutely lacked
anything-that resembled a conscience, bribery
of members becameé -so. common as to be
looked upon as a matter of course.

We’ Saw in the last preceding article that
the Commons endeavered to: exclude ' from
that .body all. office-holders under the Crown,
and that the Lords objected to it, except with
the proviso that, while an acceptarice of office
vacated a seat, the office-holder might bé re-

. elected. The King  vetoed this; but both

Houses determined that it should become the
law of the land, and finally, after a second
passage, the'ling 'gave his assent. Herein, we
find the origin of ‘the practice, now in vogue,
wherever the British system of government is
in force, of imembers seeking re-election after
being appointed to a cabinet office. When
the United States, -nearly a century later,
adopted their Constitution, they followed the
plan, which the English ParliAment’ had re-

jected during the reign of-William and Mary,

with the resultithat they do not enjoy ‘minis-
terial responsibtlity. “None of  the histories

available give the name of the statesman who'

first suggested the adoption of this system in
England. Possibly he was one who “builded
far wiser than he knew.” Ministerial respon-
sibility was further ensured by the passing of
a resolution requiring all public business to
be transacted by the Privy Council, and that
the King should be incapable of performing any
executive ‘act without the:sanction of his min-
isters. Thus the British Constitution, as we
call it today, was fully established, and it was
strengthened by the enactment of a law pro-

viding that judges should be removed only on -

Having' accomplished these things, Parliament
proceeded to'reduce the strength of the stand-
ing army, and detetmine the accession to the

latter having died in 1694, and although Wil-
liam survived her: eight years, he ‘did not re-
marry. It became necessary, therefore, to pro-
vide for the succession. James II. had died,
and although the King of France had formally
recognized his'son as King ‘of England, the
English people themselves were resolute that
he should not ascend the throne. They were
determined on maintaining the Crown on the
head of Protestants only.

Mary, it will be remembered, was ddughter
of James II.  She had a sister, Anne, who
was married to Prince George of Denmark, a
Protestant,.and she' was herself a Protestant.
She was therefore, in. point of heirship, next in
succession, and her religious views were, of
course, acceptable to Parliament.
time of the death of William she was child-
less. She had had seventeen children, all -of
whom had died in iffancy, except the Duke of
Gloucester, who died during the reign of Wil-
liam and Mary. .It was therefore necessary to
provide for the succession after the death of
Anne, or in the event of her predeceasing
William. By the ordinary rules of law, the
right of succession-after Anne was vested in
the descendants of the Duchess of Savoy,
granddaughter of Charles: 1., but they were
Roman Catholics, and hence could not be con-
sidered. The descendants of Charles I. and
Charles II. being therefore barred from the
throne, it was necessary for Parliament to go
one step farther back, if the Crown was to be
kept in.the kingly line. James I had a daugh-

ter, Elizabeth, who had married the Eleator-

Palatine. She had had-twelve children, all of
whom died except one, Sophia, who married
the Elector of Hanover. She was the nearest
Protestant in right of descent to: the throne,

The terms SaracénsiArabs, Moors and Ber-
bers have been-indiffgr“e’hrt!y applied to the peo-
ple who inhabit the ‘region from the western
boundary. of Morocct. t6 the Persian Gulf, and

.-even the.Turks are sometimes included in it.
As’a matter of fact, there is neither a Saracen _

nor'a Moorish race. e former term was ap-
plied by the Crusaders totheir opponents gen-
erally. It was derived from a Latin term used
by a Roman writer to' .describe a people in
Northern' Africa, but it'is not and, so far as is
known, neverwas a rage nmame. The Moors are
the ancient Mauri of fhe'-Romans, so called.be-
cause they inhabited what the Romans called
Mauretania ; but they call themselves Berbers.
The Arabs and Berbers are apparently distinct
races, and there seems to-be reason for believ-

~ ing that there was a tace inhabiting the ex-

treme west northwest of Africa before the
Berbérs came from some eastern home. These
people are not to be confounded in any way
with the Negroes, for they are wholly a dif-
ferent type. Neither are the Arabs in any sense
Negroes, although it seems probable that they
are a mixed race, one branch coming from the
nearby. portion of Africa and the other from
the ‘north, perhaps originally from Central
Asia. There is some evidence of a civilization
ante-dating the Arabian in the peninsula of
Arabia, but the latter goes back very far, seem-
ingly more than a thousand years befofe the
reputed founding of Rome. ~The people of
Abyssinia, of the eastern Soudan, and of ‘the
region around Lake Tchad seem to be closely
akin to the Arabs, although some of the Abys-
sinians exhibit traces of admixture with the
Negro stock, The Arab type predominates
down the eastern'coast as far south as Zanzi-
bar, although there is much admixture of-blood,
especially of the Portuguese. An approximate
estimate of the number of people who are of
Arabor Berber origin is 50,000,000, The fact

sand years. If the Egyptians are not descend-
ants of these, they haye no representatives as
far as can be traced. ‘Some writers have
thought that they had discovered proof that
_ the early home of the Egyptians was in the far
North at an earlier geological period. It is
even suggested that they migrated southward
to escape. the effects of the Ice Age, and one
writer goes so far as to claim that the word
which 1s translated East in Egyptian records
really means North. The Great Pyramid is
religd upon to furnish evidence of this northern
origin, and the cldim is made that it was built
originally in commemoration of Mount Meru,
a mythical elevation at the North Pole, where
in the Golden Age of the poets and the Tertiary
Age of the geologists, mankind are supposed to
have dwelt.- Whether this is all fancy, of
there may be under it a substratum of fact, it is
impossible to say, but the Egyptians always
have ‘been and now are one of the insoluble
puzzles of historians. They seem to have kept
apart from other races. Wave after wave of
conquest has swept over the land. Indeed, for
four thousand years strangers have ruled the
country; but ‘tge Egyptian of today remains
the same as the Egyptian whom  Abraham
found dwelling there, when in the twilight of
history he made his journey to the Nile valley
because of a famine in the land where He had
been living. TEh
The people of Syria represent a diversity of
origins. Some of them are descended from the
ancient Hittites. Some of th®m are Turks,
some Arabs, some Druses, some Armenians,
some Jews, and so on, making altogether the
most extraordinary racial medley on earth. In
the Armenians we have what is called the Indo-
*Germanic stock represented; in the Arabs what
is called the Semitic; in the Turk the Turani-
ans.  The Jews are assigned to the same origin
as the Arabs, but this may or may not be the
case. . The Druses are in many respects an ex-
traordinary people. For their origin we must
* look to a tribe sent down into Syria by the
Babylonia king during the second Jewish cap-
tivity. These intermingled in blood with a
fierce race known as the Mardi, brought down
by the Emperor Constantine IV. in' A.D. 636
to actias a bulwark against,the Mohammedans.
. They are said ‘to have been of Persian origin.
" To these the blood of the Maronites was added.
Of the origin of the people practically nothing
is known. Another element was the Arab
blood, which came from the south, and to com-
plete the medley; there is at least a slight Jew-
ish element. in it. ;

The Druses for eight hundred years have
successfully resisted all efforts to subdue them.
~Phreyare wonderfully courageous, and on oc-

casion terribly cruel. Their industry is-mar-
velous, for with incredible toil they have car-
ried spil from the valleys up the slopes of
mountains and made of it fertile fields where
once there was barren rock. They are monothe-
ists, byt believe that God has become incarnate
on several occasions, the last alleged incarna-
tion having bgen exemplified in Hakem -Biamr
Allah, who lived about the date of the Norman
Conquest. - Mohammed is recognized alsoks an
incarnation, and so also is Jesus. They accept
the Pentateuch, the Gospels and the Koran,
but interpret each in their own way, and so as
' to make them bear out the teachings of Hakem,
belief in whose unity with God is the founda-
tion of their religious system. The Druses are
described as a very handsome people, and al-
most of them possess the rudiments of edu-
cation. The hostility between them and the
Armenians is of long standing and apparently
irradicable. During the last hundred years
there has been a cleavage between such of the
Druses as were chiefly of Maronite stock and

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Some Famous Dramatists
and Their Mgster- Pieces

THE “AUTOS” OF PEDRO CALDERON
- DE LA BARCA

o

We have seen that modern English drama
had its*beginning in the early miracle plays,
which depicted Biblical scenes and Biblical
heroes and heroines, both to amuse and to in-
culcate-practical moral lessons. The autos for
which Pedro Calderon is famous were an elab-
oration of these plays, designed by him to
please the clergy and the people. The former
had objected entirely to the secularization of
the drama, and the people en masse, having be-
come tired of the plays with only a religious
significance which appealed simply. to their
ethical sense, had gone to the other extreme
and welcomed only such plays as. served to di-
vert their minds from serious fhought. In
these ‘autos.Calderon strived to reconcile the
two. extreme opinions, and that he did so is
evidented. by the great favor with which his
works gyere received. : et
E¥en in this advanced age we have not out-
grown our love for fanciful things, .as witness
the unqualified success of “Peter Pan” recent-
ly.- The world as a whole is getting older with-
out a doubt, but, like’a person, though it may-
have outgrown ‘childish beliefs and imaginings,
it still loves to hark back to those days, when
it looked on life through th& rainbow-colored
mists of childhood, which gave to everything
in- pature -a halo of wondrous romance and
beauty: " During-the.early part of the Seven-
teenth Century this taste for-the supernatural

and the mysterious was very largely in evi-

dence. Calderon’s_ autos :partook of pagan
mysteries and Christ’s miracles, blended in
what we would now term a rather incongruous
whole. : i

On religious festivals the autos were en-
acted in the streets from house to house, in the
rich quarters of the town. Giants, clownishly
attired, danced to arottse the merriment of the
onlookers, and then, after a brief musical pre-
lude, the play was begun.. After the play came
the “Interlude,” made famous through the
genius of John Heywood of Elizabethan times,
and ‘then followed more music and a dance by
fairies or gypsies.

Calderon was an indefatigable worker. He
has left seventy-three autos and one hundred
and eight dramas. It is impossible for anyone
not conversant with the Spanish tongue to
give an impartial criticism of his plays, for it
is scarcely- fair to judge the work of any writer
simply through the translations.

That Calderon was a gréat dramatist we
may accept without a doubt: Writers well
qualified to pass judgment, place him in the
same class with Dante and Shakespeare, and
he has been styled the “Spanish Ben Jonson,”
though he is a far more eloquent writer than
the last-named, and his power of description
almost unrivalled. Like Jonson, he was a poet
of the court and made his plays to appeal to
royalty and its followers. He is distinctly rep-
resentative of the country, his autos and plays
are ‘Spanish to the core. “To know Calderon
is to know the mind of the Spain of the Seven-
teenth Century.” i

Calderon was born in 1600 in that Madrid
where “Spain’s proud heart swelleth.” His
parents were noblé, and ds a child Calderon
was surrounded by kindness and luxury. His
delicate, refined, scholarly face is indicative
of his character. He attended the University’
of Salamanca, and after graduating served for
some years in the army. Late in life he took
religious vows, though this final changing of
his profession did not mean a change.of .views,
as he had always been a devout follower of the
Roman faith.-

His friendship with Lope-de Vega had un-
doubtedly a great influence on his ‘life and
work, as had also his familiarity with the phil-
osophy of most of the great thinkers of an-
tiquity. He gave his first effort to the world
when he was nineteen. It was called “T'he De-
votion to the Cross,” and shows considerable

.constructive skill. His “Circe,” which he. pro-

duced at thirty-four, was a wonderful spectacu-
lar performance and was enacted on the pond
of the Buen Retiro. It cafled for magnificent
stage equipment and was corisidered one of the
most' marvelous dramatic - exhibitions ever
given. However, it is.not in the same class
with the sime plays which he wrote later. His
“style is always simple, forceful and dramatic,
and in his later productions he displays won-
derful power and a sublime philosophy. Some
of his most famous plays are, “Wonderful
Magician,” “Purgatory of Saint Patrick,” “The
Constant Prince,” “The Secret in Words,” and
“The Physician of His Own Honor.”

From the “Wonderful Ma.gician”

How Trees Are Dwarfed
All the varieties that are grown in the form
of large trees can also be grown as’ dwarfs.
Dwarf trees can be had only by inserting buds
©of -the -desired variety into a slow growing
stock. Practically all the dwatf apples are
budded on a small-fruited, wild European ap-
ple called the Paradise. A strong growing
variety like the Red Astrachan will then grow
only eight to twelve feet high. Half dwarfs
are budded on Doucin. Half dwarfs come into
bearing later than dwarfs, require more room
and ultimately bear larger crops. Their main
use is in the new type of commercial orchard,
in which standard, half dwarf and dwarf ap-
ples are grown on the same land instead of the

old plan of mixing strawberries and other -

'small fruits with standard trees. :
Dwarf pears are budded on quince stocks,
Dwarf plums have usually been put on ‘my-
robalan roots, but Prof. Waugh believes the
best stock is the:sand cherry. « —:: ¢ ~oun
Peaches when worked on a plum steck
make a shorter growth ; they are also much bet-
ter-adaptedfor growing on wet or heavy soils
and are longer-lived than if worked on peach
seedlings. The cherries are usually grafted on
mahaleb stock, but sonte varieties do not suc-

ceed well when worked directly on it." In such

cases they are double grafted. Double graft-
ing is also sometimes practiced with pears
which do not take kindly to quince stock. To
double graft buds of some varieties which
thrive on the quince are worked on quince
stock and allowed to make a year’s growth;

then the bud of the variety which it is wished .

to perpetuate is put on the scion.

In England, where the dwarf fruit trees are
much more extensively grown than in this
country, the common thorn (Crataegus Oxy-
acantha) has been successfully used as a stock.

RAMBLER ROSES IN POTS AND THEIR

MANAGEMENT 5

The ‘beautiful densely flowered pot-grown
specimens of these. popular. decorative Roses
are now grown so extensively by various com-
mercial florists: that they have quite zltered
the appearance of our floral ;displays; more
especially during the: late 'spring ‘and early
summer. -Although readily procurable, many
would find much delight in growing their own
specimens instead of purchasing them in bloom.

he large growers formerly grafted their
plants, and these plants made tremendous
lengths of growth, but the flowering was not
always a success. They haye long since found
that, plants potted up-from the open ground,
especially if they are ofi ‘their own' roots, two
years old, and have been cut back in the spring
of the second year; give the best results, for
such plants are bushy and have several shoots
of moderate length rathier than two or ‘three
very long ones. -Such ‘plants potted up in' the
autumn are brought unider glass in the spring,
moderately pruned -and given 4 good 'warm
temperature, where they quickly evelop into
fine plants and fill their pots with an abundance
of roots. It is, however, during the following
season that these plants are seen at their best,
when, after a sumimer‘and autamf outdoors to
promote ripening ‘of the wood, they are top-
dressed and are ready for forcing, or rather, for
putting into a temperature of about 50 deg, in
January or ‘Feb__rua;y,. because the Rambler
Rose resents strong forcing heat at first, .

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MUSHROOM CULTURE

To.a great many people the art of growing
mushrooms is quite a mystery, and even
amongst gardeners of considerable experience
and-skill their “cultivation is attended with a

"'g00d deal of gitess work, because they lack the

knowledge of two or three essential points;
which, if attended to at the outset, the after
crop of this delicious esculent can be looked
forward to with absolute certainty.  Everyone
likes mushrooms, and there is no reason why
anyone who can procure the manure and has
a place, either in a shed or out-building or a
cellar, may: not have a bed producing plenty of
mushrooms the year around, excepting June or
July-~and eveén in these hot months they can
‘bé grown, if kept covered up from the flies,

~-o:Mushrooms* will “grow anywhere when

.'given the proper materials, and dark, dry cel-

lars not being used for anything else are ideal
places, spaces under verandahs, or the prepared
mafitire. may be packed in boxes any size, so
Jong-as they are deep enough to hold eight or
fiine inches of manure. Old bureau drawers
setve capitally for this purpose—in fact, there

: 18 mo limit tp their cultivation in places that

‘miay be convenient or that ingenuity can ‘sug-
gest. 5

To have certain success, procure if possible
the daily manure and sweepings from a stable,
whatever quantities possible forking out the

long straw, if any, and add a third of good gar-

den soil’ to the manure, mixing it thoroughly,
turning daily to prevent it heating too much,
adding to the pile fresh manure and-soil as you
procure them till you have sufficient to make a
bed four or five feet in width as long as you
have space for. and when packed down to be
not less than eight inches in depth:

After the first rank heat has escaped, make” -

the bed by placing the manure in layers,
pounding it firmly. Pound it as you would
pound thesoil in setting posts; the more com-
pact your bed is, the longer it retains the heat,
and the spawn travels quicker through it.

n locating your bed, do not put'it on a cold
floor or where any water is apt to raise and
be absorbed by the bed; in, such a possibility,

raise your bed up four or five inches, and if

made against ‘a demp, cold wall, run some
boards between.

When your bed is made put a thermometer
in it and observe- the temperature, which will
rise up to a greater or lesser degree ; but when
you notice it going- down and about ninety de-
grees, place your spawn in it by making holes
four inches deep, fifteen inches apart, and place
the broken Spawn in small pieces in the holes,
covering the same. oy ?

A particular point in after-success is to wait
after spawning for a week or ten days. before
you put the top covering of soil. Many grow-
ers are so impatient that they put the soil on
too soon.: The heating or fermentation going
on in’ the new bed causes moisture or hot
steam, and this must be allowed to escape, so
that if the soil was put on before this occurred
it would be retained in the bed and kill the

'spawnu’ This is the actual cause for the failure

in nine out of ten cases of attempts to grow
mushrooms, and too much’ stress cannot be

J1aid on these two pdints in growing them : The ‘
first, being careful not to spawn the bed till
the heat is receding and is about ninety de-
~grees or eighty-five degrees, and the second,

not to cover with the top two inches of soil till
eight or nine days have passed after spawning.
When putting on the top two inches of soil, pat

.it down firmly and smoothly and then place a
~layer of straw over your bed; though not ac-
~tially-necessary, it aids ta keep the soil sur

face moist and prevents the air drying up the
bed teo quickly, and keeps a still temperature.
The temperature to grow mushrooms should

be fifty-cight and one-half degrees, and should

of good soil applied on the top will renew the

crop for a short while. I have found it effica-

cious to occasionally water it with liquid ma-

nure, which stimulates and increases the size

of the mushrooms. When completely exhaust-

ed, remove the old"material, which is just right .
for digging in flower beds or for bulb cultiva-

tion.

A good plan to have successive crops of
mushrooms is to keep adding to your bed fresh
manure treated as directed, removing the old
portion as it throws off the crop: Mushrooms
can be grown anywhere on shelves built for
them in the cellar, making one above another,
or you can have a bed in a barsel by filling
the barrel, spawning it—having regard to the
temperature—and then cutting holes in the
sides of the barrel at various places, through
which openings the mushrooms will appear.
To sum up, the whole art of mushroom cultiva-
tion lies in observing these rules:

I. Get your manure fresh and keep from
wet.

2. Turn daily and mix a third of good soil
with'it.. = s ‘

3. Make your bed, when pounded thoroughly
firm, to be about eight inches in depth; any
deeper would make it heat too much, and any
thinner or shallower would not be enough.

4. Spawn it when the heat is receding from
ninety degrees to eighty-five degrees, never
more, as the heat would kill the spawn.

5. Wait ten days after bed is spawned be-
fore you put on top layer of soil, so as to allow
excess heat and moisture to escape.

6. Do not water unless you have to, and
have it at blood heat. :

7. Have the temperature near sixty degrees,
no more. .

As it takes six weeks to.two months for the
crop to grow, you can make the beds any time.
so long as you avoid it cropping when flies
abound. I would not advise making any beds
in May. It is not necessary to grow mush-
rooms in dark places, but they will grow there
as well as in the light—]J. McPherson in Can-
adian Horticulturist.
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RUBBER CEMENT

The following is an excellent cement for re-
pairing rubber. hoots and shoes, waterproof
coats, etc.: Prepare two solutions, the first
consisting of ten parts of pure virgin caout-
chouc, dissolved in 280 parts of chloroform,
and the second of ten parts of caoutchouc four
of rosin, and two parts of gum turpentine, dis-
solving in 40 parts of oil of turpentine. The
first solution is prepared by allowing the
caotitchouc fo dissolve in the chloroform. for
the 'second solution the caoutchouc is cut into
small pieces and melted with the rosin. The
gum turpentine is then added and the mass is
finally dissolved in the oil of turpentine. Both
solutions are then mixed together. To repair
a hole in a rubber shoe or waterproof garment,
the place to be repaired is brushed over with
the cement, and a piece of close linen dipped in -
the cement, then laid over it. As soon as the
linen adheres the cement is applied and smooth-
ed. With some skill the hole may be repaired
so that’it cannot be detected.

4 GOOD CEMENT
Something which the suburbanite frequent-
ly needs in small quantities, but which he rare-
ly has on hand, is a good, quick-setting cement
for uniting smalf fragiments of iron, setting
wooden handles into téols, and a hundred and
one other small jobs. A very good cement
which will answer almost any requirement may
be made by dissolving common orange shellac

in enough alcohol te form a paste.
¢ This may be kept on hand in a tightly-cork-
ed bottle with a wide mouth—tightly corked, or
the alcohol will evaporate. When it is de-
sired to use the cement, place as much as it is
desired to use in any small tin vessel, and set
the paste on fire, - ’I}'h‘e alcohol will soon burn
out, and the cement should then be quickly
used, before it has time to cool. ‘This cement

is very strong, and is waterproof.
