There is likewise a good deal of talk
amongst the brethren regarding the
strained relations that exist between
the Grand Master and
Clarke. It has only leaked out to-day
in fact,that Mr. Clarke was the only
gentleman of the Grand Lodge dele-
gation who was not invited to occupy
a place in the car allotted to the
Grand Master and his friends when
the 'Orangemen were leaving Montreal
for Halifax. There can be no doubt
that the Deputy Grand Master felt the
glight very keenly and was not slow
in expressing himself in this sense to
any one who might come along.

Two Millions For the iarbor Werk.

The report of the Government en-
gineers who were appointed to enquire
into the state of the Montreal Har-
bor improvements and report there-
on is to-day made public. The har-
bor commissioners had asked the Gov-
ernment to assist them in raising the
gum of $4,000,000 in carrying out and
completing the work. The commission-
ers advise that the guard pier be con-
tinued out, but that the immediate
future does not warrant the expendi-
ture of two millions in this part of the
work, as proposed. They advise that
the scheme of high level wharves be
reconsidered, as no great need exists
for the same. It is also stated that,
whether the ald given to the Montreal
Harbor Commissioners be a direct
loan, purchase of bonds, or a guaran-
tee of interest, is a matter for Gov-
ernment consideration. The commis-
sioners, in fact, consider the exten-
tion eastward preferable, and also
hint that the dry-dock at Maisonneuve
will be a necessity in a few
years. They .consider that in the event
of their construction the! cost should
be borne by the Dominion Government
and the work placed under its con-
trol, not because the revenues of the
port of Montreal would prevent the
commigsioners from undertaking them,
but because the natural importance of
the trade warrants its assumption by
the Dominion. On the whole, Messrs.
Thomas Munro, Louis Coste and Will-
iam Angerson, the commissioners in
question are of the opinion that $2,-
000,000 will be sufficient to do all the
necessary work.

This was the verdict returned last
evening by the jury. empanelled by
Coroner Spencer to inquire into the
circumstances of the death of Edith
Todd, who was killed by a Bloor-
street trolley car Saturday evening.

The evidence showed that the child
had been picked up by the fender, but
had rolled right over it under the
wheels. ’ :

Last evening’s evidence dealt alto-
gether with the merits and demerits
of the Buffalo and the Dubois fenders.

Roadmaster :Nix admitted to Mr.
Raney that a fender constructed after
the manner of the Dubois fender, one
of which is in use on car 470, Yonge-
street route, would have saved the
child’s life. . The Buffalo fenders, he
said, were cheaper, and more easily
adiusted.

“Then it is because of the expense
the other fenders are not used?” asked
Mr. Raney.

“ No, not altogether,” said Mr. Nix.
*That and convenience in changing
when an accident occurs to the feun-
der. The Buffalo fender could be tak-
en off and replaced in a moment. The
Dubois ,fender required a greater
length of time.”

Auguste Dubois said the fender of
which his father owned the ‘patent had
saved many lives, and could be re-
placed in one and a half minutes.

Several residents of ' thatsection of
the city spoke of the immoderate
speed at which the cars ran in Bloor-
street, and Coroner Spencer summed
up in a few words.

The manner in which Coroner Spenc-
er handled this, his first important in-
quest ,demonstrated that his recent ap-
pointment to sthe position of coroner
was amply justified.

The Cdmpany’s Birth.

In April, 1893, a company known as
the Happy Home Loan Society obtain-
ed a charter and started business, It
was not a flourishing concern, and
finally & young barristet named Géorge
J. Ashworth purchased the charter and
proceeded to organize a new company.
He secured the assistance of Hartley
H. Dewart County Crown Attorney,
for organization purposes ,and in May,
1894, the concern was put on a firm
basis, with about 150 shareholders in
various parts of the province. The
directorate consisted of J. W. Leonard
of the C.P.R., president ; Dr. Gilmour,
ex-M.L.A., vice-president ; Hartley H.
Dewart, solicitor, and George J. Ash-
worth as secretary and manager. An

One Actual Stockholder.

The peculiarity of this Board of Di-
rectors was that when the company
started business in September, 1894,
as the Sun Savings & Loan Company,
the only one who actually had sub-
scribed for and held stock was G.J.Ash-
worth, the manager. The other gen-
tlemen gave the weight of their.names
and personalities to the concern, and
were elected on the wunderstanding
that they were to subscribe in the im-
mediate future. It was practically a
straw directorate, and in proof of this
the report filed with the Ontario Gov-
ernment shows the names of the direc-
torate blotted from the list of share-
holders, and the emendation initialed
by Mr. Dewart.

Affairs ran along smoothly for a
while, and the company did business
first at 24 King-street east and after-
ward at room F, Confederation Life
building. Mr. Ashworth had a five-
years' contract as manager, and was
to be paid by a Percentage of the pro-
fits. Mr. Dewart had also a five-years®
contract as solicitor of the company.

Beginning of the Trouble.

Differences presently began to arise
between Mr. Ashworth and his direc-
torate. He alleges that he pressed
them to carry out their intention of
subscribing for stock, and that they
Messrs. Leonard and
Callaway!| loaned sums to the expense
account of the company,and kept aloof
from the war that presently began to
be waged between Manager Ashworth
and the twin directors, Hartley Dew-
art and Dr. Gilmour. On April 1 last
another party took a hand, in the per-

specting party re-shipped into a steam
tug and a number of supplementary|
row boats and followed the course of|
the pipe in Blockhouse Bay.

On ‘July 10 the feud had reache
such a pass that Mr. Ashworth took
posesssion of the boks of the com-
pany, removed them to his home; and,
having induced 15 friends of his who
were shareholders in the company to
get up a requisition, called a meeting
of shareholders, in accordance there-
with. The date of the meeting was
set for July 24, and Mr. Ashworth
says he had President Leonard’s con-
sent for calilng it.

In the 14 days . intervening many
events momentous to the cbncern took
place. On July 12 the Board of Di-
rectors met and dismissed Mr. Ash-
worth from his post as manager, al-
though Mr. Ashworth alleges that at
that time he was the only director who
held a dollar’s worth of stock in the
Mr. Samuel Nesbitt became
manager in place of the deposed Ash-
worth.

A Warrant Issued for Ashworth.

Nesbitt’s first act as manager was
to swear out a warrant for George
Ashworth’s arrest on a charge of theft.
The evidence in the case was never
taken, it was settled out of court ; and
Mr. Ashworth alleges it was only a
ruse to search his premises for the
books of the company. Ashworth was
charged with having embezzled $18, a
Nesbitt. The
circumstances were these : Some
months before Nesbitt, who was then
organizing lodges for the Ancient Or-
der of Foresters, proposed to George
Ashworth that he become Chief Rang-
er of a new camp and that his brother
John be secretary. The combined fees
of the two brothers would be $18, which
Nesbitt would settle when he got his
bonus for starting the new camp. It
was arranged between Ashworth and
Nesbitt that the $18 thus nominally ex-
pended in the interest of Ashworth
should be credited on Nesbitt’s appll-
cation for stock in the Sun Savings &
Loan Company. It was a complicazed
sort of deal, in which no cash changed
hands, and when-it came before Magls-
trate Kingsford hg advised that the
best way. to end the matter would be
for Ashworth to refund to Nesbitt the
$18 he had paid for Foresters' fees.
This was accordingly done.

Other events happened in the two
weeks that intervened between July 10
and July 24. Mr. Ashworth was anx-

The+ New Board Adroitly Take Possession.
The writ was the least sensational
part of yesterday’s events, however. To
substantiate the claim set forth in the
suit that they really constituted the
Sun Loan & Savings Company, and to
prove that the old directors were really
base interlopers, it was necessary that
the new board should take possession
of the premigses in Confederation Life
building.

The first steps in securing the po=s-
session, which is nine points of the
law, were taken on Monday evening.
Mr. Nesbitt was out of town, and the
offick in charge of a young clerk
named Esten. John Ashworth dropped
in with a friend named Burgoyne Gor-
don ' about 5 p.m., and proceeded to
talk on general topics with Esten. Pre-
sently Esten was summoned across the
corridor to speak to someone at the
'phone. He heard the door clesed
quickly behind him, and when he
reached the ’phone he found it was
George Ashworth at the other end of
the line. Seeing the trap, he at once
dropped the receiver and rushed back
to  his office, only to find that John
Ashworth and Gordon were holding it
on the other side, and had already
driven a nail into the jamb to assist
them. Esten exerted his full strength,
however, and, having burst open the
door, ejected the two young men. He
shortly afterward went home, locking
up the office carefully, he says.

When Esten got down town yester-
day morning at 9.15, however, he found
that the enemy were in possession of
the premises. There ig some difference
of opinion as to how they got in there.
Mr. Ashworth alleges that they found
the.office door open and walked in. Mr.
Raney, who acts for his partner, Mr.
H. H. Dewart, when the latter,is out of
town, suggests the skylight, or the fire
escape, or some other penny-dreadful
method of getting in. Anyway, they
got there.

Charged With Trespass.

Mr. Nesbitt came back to town, and
his clerk, Esten, told him how mat-
ters stood. He went to Mr. Raney,
and they decided to issue a warrant
charging the intruders with trespass.
The police swooped down at 2 p.m.,
and, having been arrested, the party
in possession were taken to the sta-
tion. They proved to be John Ash-
worth, president of the new board, and
two shareholders, Forester McMichael
and Burgoyne Gordon ; their hench-
man, a button pedler named Henry
Smith, who was to have slept there
last night, was also arrested. The
charge was trespass, and the prisoners
were released on bail

Prepared for a Siege.

It was found that they had nailed
down cleats to assist in holding the
door shut if the enemy appeared, and
among the spoils which fell into the
hands of the victors were a quart bot-
tle of whisky, a cracked teacup for
decanting the said whisky, a euchre
deck and a copy of the Criminal Code.

He says he owns the charter of the
company, that he grganlzed it, and
that, as his salary ‘was to be. a per-
centage on the profits, and the busli-
ness has just begun to be profitable,
he has received only $25 for 15 months’
services. He also claims that, even
if the court decides tnat the old board
is entitled to hold office and cancel his
five years’ contract, he is entitled to
a salary for his services in the past.

THIE PEOHIRITION APPRAL.

Edward Blake Argues on Bcehalf of the
Brewers.

London, Aug. 6.—The hearing of the
prohibition appeal by the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council, to de-
cide whether the power to pass pro-
hibitory liquor legislation belongs to
the Federal or the Provincial author-
ities in Canada, was resumed to-day.

Hon. Edward Blake, Q.C., M.P.. for
Longford, argued in Dbehalf of the
Brewers’ and Distillers’ Association of
Ontario, that whatever reason there
might be for the prohibition of any
trade, the power to prohibit such
trade rested solely with the Domin-
ion Pariiament.

He further maintainedythat the Pro-
vince possessed only thg power to leg-
islate in matters of purely local im-
port, but admitted that the right to
regulate the hours of sale in public
houses might be left to the Province.

The further hearing of the argument
was adjourned until 11 o’clock to-
morrow.

Dr. George R. Parkin is a Canadian, a
native of New Brunswick. He was edu-
cated in that province and is an M.A. of
the University of New Brunswick, which
also a few years since conferred upon him
the honorary degree of LL.D. For many
years Dr. Parkin was headmaster of the
College at Fredericton, and acquired a
high reputation in the Maritime Provinces
as an educationist. While in that posi-
tion he obtained extended leaves of ab-
gence, and attended lectures at Oxford,
where he acquired an Insight into the edu-
cational methods of England. He was a
friend of the late Dr. Thring, the cele-
brated headmaster of Uppingham School,
one of the great public schools of England,
and is his literary executor and biogra-
pher; his life of Dr. Thring being almost
¢ompleted. Dr. Parkin resigned his posi-
fion In Fredericton a few years ago In
rder that he might go to England in con-
ection with the book he was then writ-

g. Since then he has visited ‘Australia
nd New Zealand, and both there and in

ngland has been thrown in contact with
the famous teachers of the Empire. He
has visited a great number of the public
schools in England and Scotland and ad-
drossed the pupils in many of them, and
bhas had exceptional opportunities of study-
ing closely the systems in use in the pro-
minent residential schools.

Dr. Parkin is an author of some repute
in England, where his works have been
printed. His book on the Great Domin-
fon is recognized as one of the best books
on Canada that has yet appeared, and it
has been highly spoken of by the leading
{apers both in England and Canada. He
as acted as special correspondent for The
London Times on two occasions, the last
eing at the time of the Ottawa Confer-
nce. A text book of his for the use of
jchools, for which the Earl of Rosebery
wrote the preface, has had an immense
#ale, and is being used in a very large
number of schools in England.

Dr. Parkin‘s life-long experience as a
beadmpster of a school, his great influence
in mgulding the character of boys, the
fact of his being a Canadian and thorough-
Iy understanding Canadian feelings and in-
stincts, added to the vast experience of
the last few years in the Old Country,
would seem to fit him peculiarly for such
a position as that of principal of U.C. Col-
lege. He is, we understand, about 50 years
of age; of great force of character, an elo-
quent and powerful speaker, a graceful
writer, and one whose influence over boys
would be of the highest kind. The Col-
lege is to be congratulated upon its new
principal.

Brutal Murder of a Hired Man
Near Preston.

THE VICTIM ALMOST . BEHEADED

Butchered After Being Beaten
Into Insensibility.

A Dispute Over the Right to Pick Berries
in the Bush Sald fo Be the Origin of
‘the Crime — August Kurshinski's
Threats Against Deceased Cause the
Jury to Returi a Verdict of Murder—
Accused Jailed at Berlin.

Preston, Ont., Amg. 6.—One of
the most brutal murders ever committ-

ed In Wtaerloo County took place herel

Sunday afternoon, in the bush on the

farm of Joseph B. Hagey, four miles |

north of here, and about the same
distauce southeast of eBrlin. The
victim is an old man named Henry
Albert Jeanerette, who has lived for
a number of years -in the neighbor-
hood, and who has been fmployed
during the past 10 yedys by Mr. Ha-

gey, doing odd jobs' around the house.
On Sunday afternoon Jeanerette left

the house shortly after 1 o’clock, and .

not returning home that-night a num-
ber of neighbors and friends went in
gearch of him on Monday. After go-
ing all over the farm they entered
the bush, which contains a berry
patch, situated about a mile from the
house. g §

Found Almost Beheaded.

Here they found the object of their
gearch lying on the ground, swith his
head resting against the roots of a
cedar tiee. His vest was pulled up
over his head, which on being remov-
ed, presented a sickening sight. The
man’s throat was cut from ear to ear,
every organ in the neck being sever-
ed. Everything pointed to murder:

After an examination “it was discov-
ered that the right hand was-broken,
as if it had been struck with a club,
theleft arm was bruised and swollen,
showing that theblow had been struck
before death; the face and head were
fearfully battered and bruised, the ears
being almost driven into the head.

An Inquest Opened. .

A constable was notified, and, after
a short delay Coroner Lackner of Ber-
Mn opened an inquest im the bush.

The first witness was Thomas Wilson
the man who first saw the body in
the woods. He testified that he found
deceased in the berry bush on Mon-
day, about 3 o’clock p.m. He was ly-
ing with his head against the root
of a tr eethat had blown over. His
face and clothing was covered -with
blood. A number of otherstalso gave
evidence as tq the finding of the re-
mains, =
Evidence Agninst a Nefghbor.

Mrs. Osburg, a sister of Mr. Hagey,
stated that while ni the bush last
Tuesday week, she heard a neighbor,
August Kurshinski, a P8le, tell the
deceased thta if he could not pick
there he,would not either. She was
trightene& of him and would not go

5{to the place again.

Charlotte Wiles said she heard a
conversation between the deceased and
Kurschinski on Tuesday last. They
were quarrelling about the berries. It
appears the old man, who has charge
of them, tild Kurschinski and his wife
they could not have any more ber-
ries that week, but they might the
next. The latter said he would turn

| his cattlein if he was not allowed to

take beries. The old man then said he
would shoot the cattle,

A Verdiet of Murder and an Arrest. -

Several others testified regarding
the bad blood between the two after
which the jury brought in a verdict
of murder. :

Kurschinski was arrested by Depu-
ty Sheriff Joseph Springer this after-
noon charged with the murder, and
taken to Berlin jail.

‘Where the body was lying  were
found six pleces of a tamarac stick
covered with blood. The- stick would
have been about five feet long and
four inches thick. It is supposed de-
ceased’s injuries were inflicted by the
accused using the stick. There was
no knife or instrument found that
would have cut the throat. A pocket
book containing some change and
papers and also a pocket knife were
found on the body. The prisoner’s
farm of 25 acres is next to Mr. Hagey’s.

FIRE AT SPRINGHILL.

Forty Houses in the¢ Nova Scotian Mining

Halifax, N.S., Aug. 6.—Fire broke
out in the stables of Mr. Glendennin,
Springhill mines, this morning, and
spread with great rapidity on account
of scarcity of water. Forty or more
buildings have been destroyed, and the
loss is estimated at $100,000, with in-
surance amounting to about $25,000.

which they annually accept from the
state in the shape of exemption from
municipal taxation. The Jarvis-street
Baptist Church is in the habit of pay-
ing into the city treasury over $1000 a
year, whieh-it acknowledges it should
pay as its fair share of taxes charge-
able against this particular church.
The- World asked the editor of The
Guardian why he didn’t urge upon the
Methodist Churches to do the same
thing, especially since they are pledged
to oppose any grants from the public
funds for eccleslastical or sectarian
institutions. The new editor of The
Guardian has the reputation of being
an argumentative chap, one who can
reason about a thing and give a logical
verdict. We are sorry to state that his
article on this question does not har-
monize with his reputation. True it is
he makes an attempt to refute our
contention, but he does not do so by
means of logical argument. It is a sad
sight to witness a brand new editor
sacrificing his reputation on the altar
of prejudice when a brilllant career
might be open to him if he were to
accept common sense as his mentor
through life.

‘We will briefly examine his defence
of church exemptions. Before answer-
ing the question at issue, the editor
thinks it pertinent to ask how The
‘World stands in regard to exemptions
generally, “ whether the inspiration of
its crusade is a general conviction
against all exemptions, or a special
animus against the churches.” We
may state in reply that our crusade is
against all exemptions, without dis-
tinction. We doubt if we would even
exempt graveyards, although General
Grant, when he declared himself, made
this one exception. There are certaln
institutions in regard to which it is a
matter of indifference whether we tax
them or not. Public Schools, municl-
pal buildings, public (not private) hos-
pitals are of this nature. These should
be exempt. Bit, as a matter of fact,
such buildings are not exempt. As a
matter of fact, we do pay taxes on
Public Schools and on municipal build-
ings, and every ratepayer contributes
his share of them in exact proportion
to his assessment, If we badn’t to
maintain sidewalks, sewers and road-
ways for the Public Schools, our taxes
would be just so much less. The taxes
we pay on these buildings are exactly
this difference, and every ratepayer
pays his fair share of them.

There are several reasons why we
make a point of telling the churches
from time to time that they shouid re-
fuse to avail themselveswof the exemp-
tion privilege. First of all, they make

of itself ought to prove to them the in-
consistency of their conduct. Sec-
ondly, The World knows that religion
will not mix well with politics, in Can-
ada at least. We believe in the abso-
lute separation of church and state,
and we intend to hew to this line and
et the chips fall where they may. Re-
ligion in politics is the curse of this
country. It is at the bottom of the
Manitoba school question and of a
hundred other troubles that from time
to time have distracted this Canada
of ours. When the French Catholics
come to Ottawa and demand that the
Catholic religion shall be incorporated
fnto the Manitoba schiol system, we
oppose them. When Methodist and
Presbyterian clergymen combine to in-
corporate a religious enactment in the
statute respecting Sunday observance
we oppose them, and will oppose them
till the objectionable features are re-
moved. So, too, when the clergymen
of Ontario go to the Government and
ask to have their taxes wemitted be-
cause they are Christians, we oppose
them, and we will keep on opposing
them. There is only one way» to har-
monize this country. Religion must
be entirely® eliminated from politics—
not partially, or almost, but entirely.
The attitude of the Methodist denom1i-
nation on this question reminds us of
the hymn, “ Almost Persuaded.” If it
were not for their attachment to this
one little sin of exemptions, they would
be converted. AS it is, they are as far

IS PARLIAMENTARY GOVERNMENT BEING

IGNORED ?

The Government at Ottawa, it would
appear, is not disposed to trust Par-
liament, and not even the great *bulk
of the Conservative party, in connec-
tion with its rallway policy. The re-
cent legislation ::%)xlzectlon with the
Hudson Bay Railway was put through
in & way that cannot commend itself
ta a people who believe in Parliament-
ary institutions and who believe in
the supremacy of Parliament in con-
nection with the government of the
country. The Conservative members
of the party were told that no legis-
lation in connection with the Hudson
Bay Road would be brought down
until the party, as a party, had been
consulted in caucus; and yet at the
very last moment of the session, and
when many members had left, a bill
was brought down altering the terms
of agreement with the Hudson Bay
Railway; and now, immediately after
FParliament is prorogued, an Order-in-
Council is said to have been passed,
increasing the mail subsidy of the
Canadian Pacific Railway, It may be
true that the legisiation in regard to
the Hudson Bay Railway was only an
alteration of terms, and not of prin-
ciple, and dealt with a vote that had
been previously made by Parliament ;
and it also may be true that the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway, as The Globe
pointed out yesterday, may be justly
entitled to the increased subsidy; but
it is not good policy, it is not in the
interests of the Conservative party,
and it is not to the credit of the Gov-
ernment,that these measures have been
put into effect as they have been. It
would have been far bétter for the par-
ty, far better for parliamentary in-
stitutions, if the Government had come
frankly down to Parliament in the
recent session and stated what was
their intention in regard to these two
schemes, and after taking Parliament
into their confidence had the ne-
cessary legislation voted by their fol-
lowers, if not by the entire House.
There is a parliamentary way of do-
ing things and an unparliamentary
way of doing things, and Sir Macken-
zie Bowell, if he is really the head of
the Administration, and responsible
as Premier therefor, ought to see that
what are well-recognized principlesgin
constitutional government are not
violated.

A meeting of the foreign residents of
Shanghai of all nationalities was held
yesterday afternoon, under the auspi-
ces of the China Association. Foreign-
ers were urged to apeal, direct to the
Governments of the various countries
to secure reparation for the many out-
rages committed in the Chinese em-
pire,. especially for that at Wasang.
Some of the speakers at this meeting
declared that no confidence was to be
placed in the diplomatic representa-
tives at Pekin.

The American residents desire the
appointment of a committee to en-
quire into the outrages in Szechuen
and other inland provinces, apart from
the British commission, and to be
under the control of American Consul
Jernigan. Mr. O’Connor, the British
Minister, has given his assent to the
proposition.

PUAGHERS IR HUUSUN’S Bi|

AMERICAN WHALERS RUINING 4
VALUABLE FISHERY,

Lieut. -Governor Schultz Sends & Vigorous
Protest to Ottawa - The Intruaders De-
stroying the Fisheries, Demoralizing
the Natives and Paying No Customs
Dues—Movements of the Ministers.

Ottawa, Aug. 6.—Governor Schultz
has just sent a communication to the
Government here, drawing attention
anew to the actions of American
whaling vessels at mouth of the Mac:
kenzie River. The information which
he forwards is gathered from the let-
ter of a misionary who spent last win-
ter in that inhospitable region, It is
to the effect that no less than 100
United States whaling vessels winter-
ed at Herschell Island. Complaints
have frequently been made of late
years by the Hudson Bay Comypany,
who have protested to the Government
against the wunfair competition to
which they are subjected by the op-
erations of these intruders in the far
north. All the Hudson Bay' supplies
which are brought into the ecountry
pay duty upon entry, while the goods
which_ the whalers trade,to the Esqui-
maux pay no customs tax whatever,
there béing no organization in these
districts,

Another objection is that by means
of the traffic Indians are supplied with
spirits, with the usual demoralizing
effect.

Apart from these objections there is
the further consideration of which the
Government is bound to take notice,
sooner or later, namely, the destruc-
tion of the very valuable:fisheries by
these foreign intruders, American
whalers have a station at Point Bur-
row on the Behring Strait. From
this point, however, they are *unable
to enter Arctic waters in time to be-
nefit by the early fishing, whereas,
by wintering at Herschell Island,they
can commence operations almost with
the first breaking up of winter, as
the immense body of water going out
of Mackenzie River clears the estuary
of drift ice for many mfles out to sea.
It is during this early period of the
year, especially, that great numbers
¢f whales and other sea animals are
captured by the visiting foreigners.

In view of the value of these fisher-
ies and the harmful effects upon the
native populatfon which this illicit trad-
ing involves, it is more than lkely that
before long the Government will be
induced to send an expedition to the
mouth of the Mackenzie River, As a
matter of fact very little is known
concerning the resources of that great
section of country and of the waters
which flow through it or wash its love-
ly shores during summer months. The
Hudson Bay Company have never
been very communicative on these
subjeets, although it is well known
that a very considerable portion of
their valuable stock of furs and the
like comes from the Mackenzie River
country.

Ministers' Movements.

Puty on Dressed Lumber.

Now that the question of imposing
a duty of 25 per cent. on Canadian
dressed lumber has been taken up by
United States authorities, the Cana-
dian Government is being generally

congratulated by lumber men on this
side of the line for their foresight in
last session imposing a duty of 25 per
cerjt. on dressed Jumber imported
from countries where similar Canadian
lumber is not admitted free, The
matter of imposing duty upon-'Cana-
dian dressed lumiber is now before
a board of appraisers in the United
States and is being watched with in-
terest by Canadian lumbermen, and
especially those of Ottawa, as the con-
signment upon which - the question
arose was shipped from this city re-
cently. It was a car-load of planed
and tongue and grooved red pine de-
stined for New York. It was claimed
by some American authorities that the
lumber was more than ‘‘dressed,” ac-
cording to ordinarily accepted mean-
ing of the term. They contended that
the fact of it being tongued and
groved displaced it:from the category
&Y ‘“dressed” Ilumber, as ‘“dressed”
gimply meant lumber planed on both
sides. This contention' was upheld by
the board of arbitrators, but the
chippers afterwards appealed to next

| kigher tribunal, the oaBrd of Apprais-

ers, by whom the matter is now be-
ing considered. Lumbermen here re-
gard it as case of hair-splitting. It
is understood Canadian custom au:
thorities decided not to take any im-
mediate action in the matter of levy-
ing reciprocal dues on imported Am-
erican dressed lumber, pending decis-
ion of the Board of Appraisers in New
York.

ODD USES FOR FAPER

llouuhou and Connq are Now Manu-
factured From Wood Pulp and »
Good Imitation of Silk,

The cat is acquiring a bad reputation
in Brighton. Dr. Newsholme, in his
recently issued quarterly report, de-
votes a separuate section to a descrip-
tion of an outbreak of suspicious il
ness among cats in a particular dis-
trict of the town, and to a warnisg
against keeping cats which are suffers
ing from certainr enumerated symp-
toms. Dr. Newsholme's attention was
called to cats by the fact that in the
neighborhood between Elm Grove and
Southover street—a part of Brighton
inhabited almost solely by the laboring
classes—there had been notified a
group of cases of diphtheria in the
course of a single fortnight, which
pointed distinctly to the operation of
some local cause,

The patients comprised both chil-
dren and adults. They did not attend
any particular school; there was no
community of milk supply; personal
infection from case to case could not
be ftraced, and no saniiary defects
were found in the affected houses., But
in each instance there was a history
that the household cat had been fil],
and in several families the child who
was specially fcnd of the cat was the
sole victim of diphtheria. The illness
of the affected cats had not been care-
fully observed, but it included one or
more of the following symptoms: a
bad cough, difficulty in swallowing, dis-
charge from the nose, and marked em-
aciation. In some of the houses the
cat had simply been observed to be
wasting, and in several instances the
head of the household voluntgered the
surmise that “the cat had been poi-
soned*’ i ool ;

In one house, in the centre of q
affected neighborhood, nine live cats
were found, and the neighbors stated
that in the previous week a dead cat
lay in the yard attached to this house,
with the discharge oozing from its nos-
trils. In another house a mild case of
diphtheria was attributed to the smell
arising from a cat which had died
in a garden adjoining the house, Four
of the emaciated cats referred to above
were secured, and necropsy, including
a bacteriological examination was
made, but with entirely negative re-
sults, The illness of the cats in ques-
tion dated from at least a month be.
fore the opportunity for kxamining
them arose, so that the negative result
is not surprising.

It will be remembered that Dr. Klein,
in his investigation into cat diphther-
fa, found that the diphtherla infection
produced in the cat an acute lung in.
flammation, the kidneys becoming de-
generated in the manner known in
man_as the ‘“large white kidney.” The
condition of the househvld cat is wor-
thy of enquiry In all such local out-
breaks as the one briefly described by
Dr. Newsholme, and it may be well to
remember that if the cat can be se-
cured for :anatomical examination,
even in the acute stage of the disease,
there will probably be no exudation
in the throat, but only marked pneu-
monia, and possibly als> renal inflame
mation. The public warning given in
Brighton as to cats has had the de-
sired-effect, the small outbreak having
come to an abrupt termination with
the destruction of suspected cats, and
of many others whose career has been
shortened in consequence of the pub-
licity given to the facts of the case.~
