THE MEASON Willçveryh.ody by surprise, 
teams standing on the streets were over­
turned and carried down stream like fea­
thers. Rocks, weighing five or six hun­
dred pounds, were rolled along the streets 
like pebbles. Animals and everything in 
track of the flood were çwept away, and in 
an incredibly short tipa« the streets were 
cleared of people, everything seeking 
shelter. During the flood laige masses of 
debris were carried through the streets at 
tee rate of fifteen xqdes an hour. The 
whole length of the gulches, from Nevadq- 
vilie on one side and the head of the 
Eureka oq the other, presents tbe most 
desolate scene imaginable. Tbe roadways 

entirely destroyed, in many places the 
ruts being four pr six feet deep and extend­
ing for hundreds of yards. The entire 
length for about three miles is.

The section men made their 
escape unhurt. Tho Atlantic 4 Pacific 
Railway sent a special train to the front 
Wednesday night, with fifty well-armed 
men, and another train with about 
seventy-five welLarmed men left Albuqu­
erque at four o’clock yesterday morning 
for the scene of action. Telegrams from 
private parties are fast coming in, ordering 
firearms and ammunition. Lftter reports 
say that the Apaches are in full force 
fifteen miles south of Acona, a station on 
the’Atlantic and Pacific Railway. Several 
ranches have been destroyed, and a num­
ber of men have been killed, and others 
are missing.

^ x>ut what causes it. The symptoms are 
those of blood-polsonipg. Tbe blood is 
turned to water, while the organs of tbe 
animal are healthy. The disease seems to 
arise entirely from local causes, and is 
very fatal in its character. Sometimes all 
the cattle on one farm fall victims to it, 
while none of the cattle In the immediate 
vicinity are at all affected. It has prevail • 
ed more or less in the vicinity of Pictou 
«for over thirty years, yet so far it has 
-baffled tbe skill of veterinary surgeons to 
jfind out the cause or prescribe an effectual 
remedy. One thing is certain, that it Is 
not contagious, aud whatever may be tbe 
local cause, there is no danger of its 
spreading to other parts of tbe Dominion. 
^Evidently the Government should take 
immediate steps to find out tbe true cause 
/Of this strange disease, so that measures 
should be adopted for its early eradication.

3X would be veiy hard to describe.all 
the.facets of a diamond so that it 
could be matched exactly, but by tak­
ing a wax impression we can reproduce 
the exact size and shape. Still a wax 
impression would give no idea of color 
or purity, and these characteristics 
make all the difference in the world in 
the value.of precious stones. A dia­
mond as big as. a little, pea may be 
^orth $300, or it q^ay be worth $.3,000.’

‘ How., then, are you able t,p identify 
x^nset diamonds ?’

Mr. Andrews took the reporter into, 
a little glass-enclosed room, aud, tak­
ing some hundreds of thousands of 
dollars’ worth of diamonds out of a 
çafe, placed them upon a table covered
