It is useless to expect one per­
son to give adequate attention to six­
ty scholars, particularly of the lower 
grades. It will he pecessary for the 
School Board at an early meeting to 

(give this matter serious consideration.
No citizen of our town can observe 

the increasing number of children and 
youth daily and nightly seen on out 
ptreets, who are getting little or no

training but that of the streets, with­
out realizing that someth ng should *b 

done which is not ljeing done to pre­
pare them for some measure of useful 
and intelligent citizenship. I do.not 
mean to say that they constitute at 
present a vicious class. But, growing 
i<p as they are, they must almost of 
necessity become, in one way or an­
other, a burdensome, if not n danger­
ous element, in the community. We 
have a law, which provides for compul­
sory attendance at the public schools. 
I see no reason why this law should 
not lie made applicable, if not to the 
older boys and girls, at least to the 
young ones of the class to which 1 
nowr refer, and why provision should 
not he made to give them the rudi­
ments of an education. A small pres­
ent ox|>enditure, may prevent a later 
expenditure in the future. This is a 
problem for the members of the Town 
Council, ami they would no doubt foe 
supported in their endeax’ors to solve 
it by every intelligent citizen.

The Sabbath Alliance Law.
MONTREAL. December 15 — An­

other step in the efforts to compel the 
moving picture and penny arcade 
shows to close on Sundays was made 
today on the order of Premier Gouln, 
ns attorney general of the province. 
Yesterday the provincial police notifi­
ed all these places that they must 
close on Sundays, and today the detec­
tive force made a round of thirty odd 
places doing this sort or business. It 
was found that all were open as usual, 
with the exception of three or four. 
The names of the offending places 
were taken, and will be reported to 
the justice department, when a test 
case will be made to settle the legal­
ity of their Sunday business. The 
majority of the proprietors of these 
shows declare that they wHl keep 
open every Sunday until the law de­
finitely decides the point. Since Soh- 
mer and Dominion Parks are open 
every Sunday under provincial license 
they object to the same authority for­
bidding them from doing Sunday busi­
ness.

This section has not been materially 
altered by amendment and its purpose 
is obvious.

Railways devoted to general trans­
portation, are usually regarded as.dic­
ing of public benefit and by way o\ 
encouragement are generally exempted 
from taxation* When this exemption 
is granted, it is however, provided 
for in the charter of the company, or 
in the words of the Act it is exempted 
by the authority of the Act passed by 
the legislature of Nova Scotia.

The Act of Incorporation of The 
Davison Tramway Company contains 
no such clause of exemption and its 
property is not “exempted under the 
authority of any Act passed by the 
legislature of Nova Scotia.

As “Elector” certainly should know 
its property is therefore not exempted 
by the provisions of the Assessment 
Act.

The reason for this is very appar­
ent. The railway of the Davison Ti am­
way Company is not used for public 
transportation but merely for carry­
ing the logs of itsi allied company the' 
Davison Lumber Company. There jp no 
more reason for exempting this road 

ean<] ita equipment than for exempting 
the oxen used by other lumber com­
panies in a similar capacity.

It is quite within the range of pos­
sibility however, that an Act effecting 
this sort of exemption for the com- 
pnn> may he attempted by “Elector” 
or his friends in the pear future. It s 
to l)e hoped however, that if any such 
legislation be introduced it may meet 
the fate oi the bribery legislation of 
last session or oi the now famous 
Petty Trespass Act, which* is generally 
supposed to have been ushered into 
its momentary existence under the dipv 
tinguished patronage of the same Dav- 
ison 1,umbei Company.

“Elector'’ objects to the dwelling 
house:! owned by the company at Has­
tings and Crossbum being assessed by 
tha company as these dwellings, are 
“likely’’ occupied by yearly tenants 
to whom they, are assessed.

Before challenging the veracity of 
another “Elector” phoufd have some­
thing more solid to base his argu­
ments upon than mere figments of his 
imagination. A moment’s reference to 
the Assessment roll in the office of the 
municipal clerk, which is only a few 
blocks from his own office, would have 
shown “Elector” that these dwellings 
were not “likely” apsessed to yearly 
tenants.

In the eyes of “Elector” it is quite 
fair that Mr. S. W. W. Pickup should 
be assessed only $8,000 for his $200,- 
000 property. His contention is that 
Mr Pickup is assessed for income from 
his assets and that it is thus illegal 
to assess the assets themselves.

Judging from an interview 
with Mr. Ki-lh-y, held in the editorial offi­
ce of Itod and Gun and Motor .Spoils in Can­
ada there is no fear of any falling off of inter­
est iu woik of the society while under the 
charge of Mr. Kelley. Like most busy men 
Mr Kelly always finds time to do a little 
mom work. Before lie undertook the Pro- 
vinuia 1 Secretaryship he was already Secre­
tary for the Yarmouth branch of the organ­
ization and Secretary for the Guides’ Associa­
tion of the Province. I n addition to the three 
Seni-taryships Mr. Kelley is a bookkeeper 
and commercial traveller and preaclns 
the gospel of fish and game protection 
wh<-n he is abroad as well as at home 

He is now on the warpath to secure pro. 
teel ion for cow moose similar to what is afford­
ed in nearly every other province of Canada 

Mr Kelly is a great believer in the resour­
ces of his own province fur both fishing and 
hunting. The fishing at present is unsur­
passed, and the people of Boston and other 
centers in the States, who are able to visit 
the Province very easily by water, are quite 
aware of this fact. The Province lias had 
a plentiful supply of caribou in past years but 
the numbers have so decreased that a close 
season for some years has had to be declared 

jwfil will probably be extended when this ex­
pires. The deer which have been imported, 
are doing well under protection and when 
shooting is allowed it is believed there will 
!>•• a good supply. Moose have always been 
at h .une m the Province, and with more effeo. 
tive protection there is no fear of Nova Scotia 
depreciating as a game country. The non­
resident license is $C0 00 but Mr. Kelly 
favours a $50.00 license fur moose, and $10.00 
,o; birds, while he would put bn a $5.00 non- 
résident license for fishing, and likewise a 
resident game license fee. It is felt that 
the $30.00 non-resiilent license effure birds 
is absurd, and at the same time is not. 
enough for moose. Needless to say Mr. Kelley 
Is against the dogs in big game hunting.

lie describes the center of Nova .Scotia as 
useless for-an y purpose but hunting and states 
that the Provincial Government have promis­
ed to disallow any proposal to divert it from 
this purjiose.

WILL KISSING 
BE PROHIBITED

The Oscillatory Process Denounced 
by Scientists as Extremely 

Dangerous—Mow the Dan­
ger Can be Removed.

A keen discussion is being carried 
on bv some of the best scientists as to 
the danger and “crime” of kissing, led 
by Dr. Somers, Health Officer of At­
lantic City, «and Dr. Naipasse, of the 
Medical Faculty of Paris.

SEE LITTLE HOPE FOR
FREE PAPER AND PULP.

A Washington dispatch says that 
the recommendation which' President 
Roosevelt will makfe in his message in 
favor of free paper and free pulp to 
sat sfy the publishers of cheap news­
papers and magazines, will not be the 
splendid boon the publishers expect 
because it will lie conditional. 'the 
condition under which the President 
would be willing to have free paper 
and free pulp is that there shall bo no 
export tax maintained on wood by 
Canada, so that the papers makers 
can get free raw materials also.

The Pres dent is using as the argu­
ment in favor of free paper and free 
pulp the necessity for saving the for­
ests of this country, but he has also 
been impressed with the Argument of 
the paper menufacturers that if there 
is to be free paper and free pulp there 
also should be a fair opportunities for 
the'paper manufacturers to get free 
wood.

There is now no duty on wood, but 
Canada, desiring to save her forests, 
puts an export duty on wood comirfcf 
to the' United States. As there is said 
to be no likelihood of Canada refrafn- 
ing from maintaining the stumpage 
tax, there is also little likelihood of 
the publishers getting the tariff se- 
vieed for their purposes

Without a moment’s notice 1,200 

men. women, girlp and boys were lock­
ed out of the United States Printing 
Company's largest plant, North Third 
street and Wythe avenue, Brooklyn.

Tho injunction is.<$j^d by Un ted 
States Judge Thompson, in Cine natti 
and Supreme Court Justice O’Gorman 
have prevented the general strike of 
the pressmen and feeders, members of 
the International/Printing Pressmen 
and Assistants’ Union, from being as 
successful as they had hoped it would 
be.

There were many strikes in this city 
and throughout the country, but al­
together less than 20 per cent, of th? 
men Huit work. Many more go on 
strike today however.

The officers of the union say that 
they obeyed the injunction and that 
the men who quit work did so of their 
own volition; but members of the Ty- 
pothetae say that the men would be 
punished for contempt in having dis­
obeyed the Court orders.

Tho trouble between the union and 
the Typothetae is over the enforce­
ment of the eight-hour day.

The Perils of the Sea.

Wreck of Largest
Schooner Afloat.

HUGH TOWN, December 14.—After 
successfully riding out a succession of 
gales which she encountered all way 
across, In which Hhe lost all of her 
lifeboats, the African seven-masted 
schooner Thomas W. Lawson, capsized 
In Broad Sound, where the captain 
sought shelter from the fierce storm 
raging along the English coast last 
night.

Of the crew of eighteen, including 
Pilot Hicks, who boarded the ship from 
a lifesaving boat during the night, 
only three were rescued. These were: 
Captain G. W. Dow, of Melrose, Mass. 
Edward Rowe, the engineer, of Wieas-

set, Maine.
George Allen, of Bradford, England.

The schooner left Philadelphia No­
vember 19 for London, with a cargo of 
oil. When she entered the Broad 
Sound, her captain, knowing the dan­
ger of the coast, threw out his anchors. 
Later, in answer to his signals of dis­
tress, the life «avers put out two life­
boats and found the I jaw son anchored 
In a dangerous position off Gunner’s 
Rock. The seas were running high 
and the gale was increasing, and the 
life savers found that tlieir efforts 
were fruitless. One of the boats re­
turned for a tug and the other was 
compelled to put back to shore because 
of the exhaustion of the men.

In this intervale the Lawson turned 
turtle.

Allen Is not expected to live. <*ap- 
tain Dow is suffering from a fractured 
arm. His rescue was affected only 
through the superhuman efforts of the 
life-savers and the gallantry of Fred­
erick Hicks, son of Thomas Hicks, who 
accompanied them on their second 
trip in I the hope of finding his father.

Late Nto-day, after a long search, 
Captain Dow and Engineer Rowe were 
seen alive on the Wei weather Rocks, 
to which they had clung for fifteen 
hours, the tremendous waves prevent­
ing their landing. Young Hicks 
plunged into the boiling seas and 
swam ashore carrying a life line by 
which he and the captain hauled back 
to the boat the engineer who was prac­
tically uninjured. After assisting Cap­
tain Dow, Hicks reached the boat un­
aided, but the effort exhausted him 
and the doctors ordered h'm fo re­
main quiet to-night.

Captain Dow told the life savers that 
when he found his vessel was doomed, 
he, the engineer and the pilot lashed 
themselves to the missen rigging. 
When the mast fell the captain and 
the engineer managed to get clear. 
They Jumped to the deck, but were 
washed overboard and carried by the 
current to the rocks, where they were 
found. Pilot Hicks, however, seemed 
to be entangled in the rigging.

to row In the teeth of the sixty mile 
gale. Word was sent to the Quon- 
ochontug station, and the crew of that 
station ,under command of Captain 
Wilson, launched their self-balling 
surf boat and pulled out towards the 
point where the barges were anchored, 
about 1,000 feet from shore, while the 
Watch Hill crew and the crew of the 
Hercules took their breeches buoy off 
shore to enable the short line to reach 
her, but at a late hour the life savers 
were still on the beach, hoping that 
this barge also would drag its anchor 
and come within helping distance. 
One man only was on board the J. C. 
Wyman, the five rescued from the 
other barges were taken to a cottage, 
called “Driftwood,” near by. This is 
a summer cottage, and was unoccu­
pied, but the life-savers forced their 
way into it and soon had a roaring 
blaze in the fire-places for comfort of 
rescued men, who were almost ex­
hausted from their long exposure to 
the cold and the seas, which dashed 
over the decks of their vessel.
NO FURTHER SURVIVORS 
YET DISCOVERED .

The search up to noon failed to dis­
cover any further survivors. The 
number of drowned Is said to be 
eighteen. Allen, who was very seri­
ously Injured and may not recover. 
From what has been learned from the 
semi-conscious man, it seems that the 
Lawson encountered prolonged bad 
weather and lost all her boats on the 
trip out from Philadelphia. She sight­
ed the Scllly Island yesterday after­
noon, and finding herself in a danger­
ous position, dropped both anchors in 
the hope that the weather would mod­
erate. The captain thought it wise 
to send back one of the life boats that 
came out to secure the assistance of 
a steam tug. The St. Agnes life boat 
crew continued to stand by the-strain­
ing schooner until the exhausted con­
dition of its crew made it absolutely 
necessary to seek the shelter of a har­
bor. At midnight the wind rose to 
lmrrlcan force and the vessel, battered 
by the waves, turned over. Allen says 
that he last saw the captain and mate 
of the Lawson and the pilot lashed to 
the rigging.

Fight For Life By Four Barge 
Crews.

CHARLESTON, R. I., December 14. 
—Tossed helplessly about in angry 
seas off Block Island Sound, the crew 
of the four barges which formed the 
tow oF the tug Hercules, bound from 
Newport, for New London, faced death 
for hours to-night while the crews 
of two life-saving stations battled with 
the storm, the seas and a biting north­
east wind, in an effort to rescue them. 
The crew of the tug which was beach­
ed in a sinking condition escaped in 
their lifeboat, and aided the lifesavers 
in their endeavors to get off the crews 
of the barges. On account of the vio­
lence of the storm the lifeboats could 
not reach the barges, although the 
crew of the Quonochontaug life station 
tried for several hours to do so. It 
was not until the gale had driven the 
four imperilled craft from their an­
chorage toward the shore that it was 
possible to make use of the breeches 
buoy and extend hope of rescue. By 
this .method the life savers took off 
the only man on the barge Elk, dur­
ing the evening, and several hours la­
ter they w<ft*e still at work trying to 
shoot their life lines across the other 
barges.
HERCULES STRUCK 
WRECKAGE.

The tug Hercules struck a piece of 
sunken wreckage believed to be a part 
of the Joy line steamer Larch mont, 
which was wrecked in Block Island 
Sound last February. Finding that 
bottom, Captain Stevens cut his tow 
line and ordered the boat headed for 
the beach. Although filling rapidly 
she managed to reach shallow water 
and grounded while the captain and 
his crew of ten men took to the life­
boats and landed safely on the beach. 
They had struck at a point about half 
way between the Watch Hill and 
Quonochontaug life saving station, 
and on a stretch of beach about a mile 
in length, which is not patrolled by 
the crew of either station. In the 
blinding snow storm, they picked their 
way along the shore until they met 
Patrolman Hebert Greenwood, of the 
Watch Hill station .and guided by him, 
they reached that station.
SENT OUT 
ANOTHER CREW.

Captain Davis, of the Watch Hill 
station, decided that as the wind was 
from the northeast, it might be possi­
ble for the crew of the Quonchontaug 
station to go to the assistance of the 
barges, but It seemed a hopeless task 
to try to reach the barges from his 
own station, as the crew would have

Fierce Gales on the English Coast.
LONDON, December 14.—The fierce 

gales which have raged on the coasts 
<;f the United Kingdom for the past 
few days show little signs of abating 
and the heavy rains have flooded al­
most all the inner lowlands. Com­
munication generally is much hamper - 
fiL The harbors and bays are crowd­
ed with vessels that have run in for 
shelter. There have been many small 
wrecks, but outside the loss of * the 
American schooner Thomas W. Law- 
son, the fatalities thus far reported 
are not numerous. The most serious 
wreck happened near Sheerness this 
morning. The cutter Speedwell was 
11 ruck by a heavy sea and went down. 
There were thirteen liberty men on 
l.t.ard at the time, and only five of 
them were rescued. The entire Thames 
valley is a huge lake. The river is 
out of its banks and rising rapidly. 
T lie ground floors of scores of River- 
f ide residences are unhabitable.
