lueé. Différent phascs of the poct's lufe and %work,
his opinions and actions, wvere brouglht up and
aittackecd or deindcd. Bye and byc the discus-
sion %waxed warni, and the audience greiv cagcr
ta learn the rcsult. Finally a decision .vas
rcachced whichi accorded wcll with the sentimients
ai the contestants and listeners, naniely, tlîat
thougli Morris the crafisman iniit bc surpassedi
and lost ta aur nieniories by' the numiber of
tiiose wlîa. Iirst starting wvil Jiini as thcir master,
nîay ecct iii the beauty ai thecir designs and
render maorc pcrfcct the art at which lie woarked
for vcry lave af that art, nievertlîeless ta ail
men and ail tiie M,\orris the poet would live.

Up ta this tinie the audience had greatly
wondcrcd at the beautiful tapestry and picturcs
whiclî adorned the walls of the tlieatrc ai tlic
Redpath 'Museumi, whlerc the entertaininit wvas
hceld. But iiow thecy ivere told that the tapestry
lîad corne froni the loomis tif William Morris's
own factory, and that the figures therean %vere
the poet's own designs-thie pictures exhiibited
werc those ai the Pre-Raphaclites, Burne-Jones,
Watts and Rossetti. White the au.lience were
viewing these outvard evidences of tic poet's
work, 'tca and cake werc servcd, and ail werc
sonry and hecavcd a sigli af regret wlicii anc oi

the niost successful and delightiul events of the
college session, the Aluîîînae entertainmient for
the year '9S, wvas a tlîing of the past.

CLASSICAL CLUB.

A meeting ai the Classical Club %vas lîeld on
Feb. i 7thi in the Classical Sciminary roamn. The
programmiie consisted oi a J)aper on the Idyli
read by 'Miss Patter and ai a feiw remnarks by
P>rof. Carter an the saine subject. Miss Pot' er
dealt clîiefly with the Idylis of Tlieocritus, Bian
and M\osclius. Shc began by cxpiaining hoiv,
at the beginning ai the third century 1". C., the
gcnius of Greece seemed ta have lost its produc-
tive farce. E ach fori ai art hiad liitlierta re-
sponded ta saine nuiv necd af the stateand reli-
gion, and consequently enjoycd apclal
irec dcvelapîîîcnr. B3ut, witli the fait ofaitens
and tic Macedonian canquests, the Greek reli-
gion and state liad practically ceased ta cxist,
and, as tlîese Iîad been the patrons ai paefry,
pactry died %with tliem. It was the gcnius af
Thîccitus wlîiclî once more kindled the fire of
Grcek, poetry. Tlîeacritus %vas born at Syracuse,
a fitting home for the poct who loved tic siglits
and saunds ai mragnant air, of forests and af
coasts. Littie is knawn o ai s lue, and tlîat
littie is gathenred ironi allusions in his works. The
Idylls or ««little pictures," represenitingf clîicfly
the lue afisieperds and necat-hecrds, are dai.kt
less inspired by the papular poetny ai the time,
and have inucl ini common wvith the Romaic
chiantsofaithe nodenn Grcek shieplierds. But the
Idyllists werc iar froni being siniply pastoral
paets, for many ai Bian's sa called Idylls ditièr
little except in nietre irani the anacrcantics,
while anc at least of the inst hîighly finislied
picces ai Tlîcacritus nîuist bc ranked wvith eratic
Do atry.

The arigin ai the Idyl can bc traccd back ta
the daiccs and sangs wvith wvhich the country
folk relrcshied themnselvcs iii the renmatest periads
of Greek, lîistory. Music then fornicd a large
part af thc neligioas cerenionies; and the trials
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of strenigth, ivhî icli fori the basis of niany of the
Thecocritcati Ie'lk.., reilect the custoi of thlesc
old shicpnerds %vio sang toehradagaisist
one anlOt er at te'tivil.

Thecocrit. was boni inl a Durian coimunîiiity,
and it was in ail probability his genius %vhiicli
gave to the IdyIls ive possess tlicir Doric and
Sicilianl character. 'l'leIdl fhoctsar
not shanm pastor.îk ; tlieir author %vas boni ini

the inîidst of nature ; lie lived in the cotintrya.nd
knew the rural -;cies and the songs of the ineat-
lherds, whiicli be elevated into art.

After Thcocritus the next important Idyllist
is Bimi. Iivcn lcss is kniowni about inii than
about 'l'loeritus, but thec legy, written on liis
(lealli by MoeîsIc.îds us tu believe tha«t lie
hived ini Sicily.

Moschîîis %vas a Syracusan, born about the
beIginingii« of the third century 1. C. I-e stands
at a great distance frim Thecocritus ini ail the
essential qualities of pastoral composition. I- ks
style is miore lilc that of a grainniarian or nman
of learning.

Thie
Vice- Prcsident, Professor Baker, occupicd the
chair, tlicrc bei,îg prcsent also Drs. Tliurston
and MeGuire, %vith a fair attcndance of mcmn-
bers.

Aftcr roll caîl and the rcading of minutes,
the secretary %vas instructed to, order Lung-
wvitz's; Anatomny and Phiysiology of the I-orsc's
l.cg for thîe library.

Mr. Clcavcs thcn read a carefully prcpared
iaper on thec subject of " Influcnza," in i whichi
lie discusscd its history, varicd nomenclature,
etiology and Uic rcscarchi work, that liad bccn
donîc iii this direction by Pfiffer and Dickerhioff,
as a resuit of whlichi it wvas provcd tlîat the chief
source of infection wvas by Uic atinosplierc.

He pointcd out that in miany cascs the
primiary infection was of so niild a chîaractcr,
that Uhe affected aninmal wvould not bc laid off
wvorlz, iii conscqucncc of ivilîi a predisposition
would bc establislied for thec extension of thc
mialady, whilst yousng licalthy alnais that hîad
reccntly beeîî brouglit into cities from the
cou ntry %vcrc cspccially susceptible.

Tuie symptonis acconîpanying the prniary
infection were fully revised, wliilst thiose indica-
tive of a genceral intoxication %vere discussed ini

logical sequence, aîîd iii conclusion the cssayist
enumierated thie various hiygienic anîd thiera-
peutical remecdies usually adoptcd.

A discussion ciîsucd lissisted by 1Professor
Baker, as a result of whîicht it wvas gencrally
conceded that a prophylactic dose of physic
aidmiinistered to, animais slîortly before beiiîg
slaipped %vas frcquently of bencfit.

A motion ivas then put and carried, in con-
sequence of an1 apulogetic ilote from Uhc rîext
es.Nayist, Mr. Falicy, thiat thec sccretary shioul(l
rca(l bis paper on Il M ik, iiicli provcd to bc
illost intcresting and instructive, and iuchî
regret wvas exp)rcsscd thiat the autllor's indispo-
sition wvas of sucli a nature as to prevent hîinî
acting liersonially.
