Chicago anarcbîsts remarks : lu effect, Spies anti every
other nnarchîst sets bîînseli up as an individual jîîdge
ai wvîat îs rîgbt and wrong, aîid ivili obcy no law that
does not stand tis test. A society coiposcd ai such
individuals couid by no possîbility become a state,
and no gaverrament can afford ta ad- t ittthmiem o
thtzenci e sitsagli'ri' bill. Indignation lias promipted
the wrster ta give vent ta bis feelings in a foreign
tangue, not taqgbt in aur colleges. Transiated, it
wauid read: "No gaverranient can aflord ta admit
themn ta the rigbts ai citizcnshîp.»

ABOUT 5,000 Protestants ai the Cevennes bave
celebrated, on the top ai anc af the mountaîns where
their ancestars used ta mcl on Stinday, the centenary
ai the edict ai toieratian, signed in 1787 by Louis
XVI. The cereniony is descrîbed by anl eye-wvitness
ais singuiariy impressive. A rLustic puipit liad been
erected on the summit ai the 'vild mautntain whicb
iornied there a plateau. Thirty pastors, in black silk
gawns, ivere seated in front, aund an a rîdge belîînd
the congregatian. A commniorative stone wvas un-
veiled by a patriarch ai Cevennes, and Pastar Vigue,
ai the faculty ai Protestant Thealogy ai Patrio, preacbe.d
a sermon on religiaus toleration and kindliness. He
taok bis text from a passage in St. Paui's Epistles ta
the Carinthiatis on charîty.

1REv. Sttoi FRstt, anc of the most prominent
figures in the Highliands at the Disruption, and in
the conflict by wvbiclî it was preceded, died iast week,
in bis eighty-flrst year, and was interred reccntiy in
the cathedrai buryîng grounds at rortrase, in presence
ai a large concourse ai mînîsters from various north.
ern l'resbyteries. B3orn at Foyets, Mtr. Fraser
graduted at King's Cailege, Aberdeen, and for several
ycars acted as îîniversity librarian. Iu 1832 he emi-
grated ta Newv Brunswick, .vhere lie laboured for set-en
years, returning ta Scotland in 1839 ta be ordaincd
minister at Fartrose parisb. Since 1843, lie bas been
pastar ai the Free Church there, and iii 1 885 .vas pre.
sented îvith a purse ai savereigns on attaînîng the
fiiîietb year ai bis ministry. He is suri'ived by anc
dauigbter. ___________

COMMENT ING an M1%r. Spurgeans remark that a
minister wvha desires ta have bis ciîurcli f1~ed bas but
ta deciare tue aid Gospel, tbe New-.ca s/k Leader says :
The fact is that na prencher whlo bad bahf Mr. Spur-
gean's power, wbatevet bis doctrine nîiglit be, ivouid
ever find himseii without a cangregation. Powerfui
preacbing is in itself an attraction, and people will go
ta becar it wbetber they approve ai the preacher's dag-
mas or otberwise. In the end it is probable iliat tbcy
%%ill bz brougbî ta approve. Stern doctrine uninter-
cstingly sei fortb wiil indubitabiy emnpty churches ;
but s0 wiil any sort ai doctrine. An able and interest-
ing evangelical preacher necd bc under no appreben-
sion that the rigidity af bis teacbing wiil cmpty bis
pews. The inanner ai teacbing bas quite as mucb to
do with the filling ofithe churches as the character ai
what is îauîgbt.

TuE sudden deatli afSenator M,ýcN-astcr bas shown
how bigh ivas tbe general esîecm in which lie was
justiy hieid. By bis will, it is seen how lie intended
ta dispose ai the wealtb be had acquired during a long
lite ai business caparity and perseverance. The 'Mc-
Master University wvas designed ta reccive tbc larg
est donation, the sum ai SSooaoo having been de-
vîsed ta tbat institution. There bas been muclh talk
about the v'aiidity ni the Sena'or's ivill I rral pun-
dits, like doctors, differ 'vidcly in t'heir apinians.
Saine maintain that the inoncv wvill be disposed ai as
the wiil directs, and athe'i s haid tbat since the Senator
died %vithin six îwonîbs aiter the instrument %vas
drawtn, it may bc regatrded as invaiid. It is rumnoured
that the courts wili bc invoked to decide on the va-
lidity afiSenatar McMaster's wvill. Anather illustra-
tion af the wisdoni ai a man~ lbine bis ai ntmrtmer.

OCCASIONS are not wanting whcn it is necessirY ta
cati attention ta thc narrow exclusivcness with Which,
anc denominatian sonictiies regards anotber. It is
mnuch more piensing to chronicie instances of brcîh-
ren of diffTercnt Cliurcbies dwciling together in unity.
One such is nnticcd in the Woadstock Standard. The
annual harî'est boule festival at aid St. Paul's, it is
aimast unnccessary to say, wvas a succcss. Tlîc ladies
of the cangregation pravided a splendid supper whicli
%vas donc full justice ta befare the service praper cam-
mletred. The imnpressive ritual of the Episcopai
Clitrcb foiawed with speciai references ta thc bouinti-
fut bnrvest. Rev. M1r. W~adc, the popular p:îstor,
then took the chair, and appropriate addresses were
delivered by Rev. Mclssrs. Cutlbcrtson, NMcàMuiien,
Hill and Trotter, ai"iVaadstock ; Gemlcy, ai Simcoe ;
and Saunders, ai Ingersoli ; wbile the choir rendered
severai anthems in a vcry fine manner. Thc church
is spiendidiy utecaratecl with ernbiems af the harvest,

and the many members of the other cangregat ons
were laud in their praise af the mariner in which ail
the arrangements %v'ere carried aut.

TUtE Intérior remarks .There is said ta be amang
the Hindus a greatly acimireti praverb whicb runs in
this wise ." Neyer strîke a wvife, even wîtb a flower."1
That is a Hindu tbeary. *,The H indu practice is
somcewbat différent and antagonistic. A H-indu re-
ccntly burned the sales of bis wiie's (cet ta prevent
ber from running awvay ta excape bis cruelty. 'rhat
illustrates the very prevalent Hindu practice of treat-
ing their wvives warsc than they treat tbe*ircattle. The
inan wbadcclared that he could teil the character ai
a peapie iram its praverbs sbowed thatbe carried a
full cargo ai self.conceit ar ai igna.ance. There isna
truth in any sucb idea. The warsc the peapie, the
botter, as a rule, the theories enunziatcd in their pro-
verbs by way ai atantement far sbartcomings. We
înigbit proceed ta state that this kind ai inconsistcncy

-sound theories with lax living-is flot fenced off
irom the cburcb by bigb wails and dccp ditches ; that
it scales bath, and is somnetimes urged as forcibly
against Christianity as that ai the Hin<lu is against
Hinduism. But it sbould be remembecd that these
-irc the rarely exceptional cases and not the ride
althougb it sametimes appears as if there were a
supcrfiuous numiber ai cases.

TUE meeting in Shaftesbury Hall list week, in
the interest af Queen's Unierbity, nab both cathubi-
astic andi succcssfi. The position ai Qîîecn's is nov
clearly deflned and cardially accepted. lis lriends
have electcd not ta enter coniederation, «and there the
malter rcsts. There ks no disposition ta question thie
wisdamn ai the decision and no inclination ta say barsb
and ungenerous things becaîîse Ible avertures ta ac-
cept federation have been declined. WVith chivairous
devotion, Principal Grant bias set Iiimselfilie îask of
raising a quarter ai a million dollare, ta complete the
endawrnent ofithe Uni% ersity at Kingstan,and it seenis
as if the work wauld be camnpleted at a early date, so
successful have been the PrincipaVs efforts hitherto.
The absence ai Dr. Grant ftom ihe meeting %vas un-
forturiatcly unavoidable tbraugb illness, from wbhicb it
is plcasing ta state that be is graduaily rcavering.
The conmmunication rend by Mr.- Ma«-cdonncll wvas
cbaractcristic ai the force and clcarness witlà ivhicb
Dr. Grant enunciates bis vievs. Proiessor Watson's
discourse an tbe requirements ai Queen'saindain ideai
university wvas forcîbie and eff-ecti.c. The generous
contributions aiready made by pramninent citizens ai
Toronto indicate that the people ai tbc Qucen City
will do wbat is expected ai thein.

Tin.E luth sesqlnn ofithe Toronto Wîni.n'b Medical
Coliege affili.-ted with the U nivrrsity, aiTriniîy College
bas just apcncd with very en,:ouraiging prospects. Thle
staff ai prafessars and lecturers is surpi isingly corn-
plete foi so young an institution, ln the list are the
naines ai several physicians wvba have mare than a
local celcbrity. Thc ncev President oi the Faculty is
Dr. McPbcdran, a choice wbich the future success ai
tbe college wvill douhtlcss aniply justiiy. Thc faculty

reported tlîat during the past year tv/o ladies have re-
ceived the degre ai M%.D., CAM., nt Trinity Coilege,
and anc bias passcd the primanry examination, wvith
first class honours in ail the subjects, at the sanie in-
stitution. At Toronto Unriversity anc lady passcd the
first year examination wvitb first-class honours in Ana-
tomny and second-class in Cliemistry and Naturai
l'hilosopby, and anotlier passed the primary. These
five ladies iormn the entire number ai students ai tbe
WVaman's 'Meclical College wbo presented tbemnseivcs
for examinatian at tlîe universities, and it wiii be seen
that, wvitbaîit an exception, thicy have donc credit ta
the tcachirig they rcceived. If thc retrospect is thus
satisiactory, the prospects for the future are still
brighter. Atready many names have. been added to,
the list ai prospective àtudcnts, and the number wbo
have exprcssed an interest in the coliege bas largcly
increased.

TuE advance ai Presbyterianism in Bielfast, reniarks
tbe Wifm'.rs ai that towvn, as indicated by the number
andI character ai the neîv places ai worship wbicli are
be;ng erected in cannectian wvith it, is certainiy as
markecd as it is gratifying. Sixty years aga the town
contained but four Presbyterian Churches, two ai
thein small buildings. To-day it bas tbirty-two, and
in addition moany new suburban cangregations
crected ta accommodate the vast numbers ai Belfast
people wbo naw reside in tbe outskirts Gi the tawn.
Not oniy so, but the style ai the modern cburcbes,
especiaily those erccted ai late years, presents a won-
derful contrist ta the appearance of the aid buildings.
Mare beautifui spcciniens of ecciesiastical archilc-
turc couid noîvbere be found tban some ai them.
They are -at once an ornament ta tbe tawn and a zre-
dit ta the body. Lateiy an addition was made
ta tbe iist whicb cannot but be generaily admired.
We refer ta the Crescent Church apened on a recent
Sabbaîh, wvbich was bult for the accommodation ai
the congregation ai Linenhail Street, wbo, under tbe
earnest and able ministry ofithe Rev. John 'i«lveen,
bave iound the aid place toa strait for tbem.
XVitbaut and within it is a very beautiful edifice, de-
sîgned witb exquisite taiste, most saiidiy constructed,
and supplied %%-%th every accommodation necessary for
the successful %vorking ai a large congregation and a
populous parish. May ail succcss attend it.

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PRESSURE THA T SHO ULn RE RESISTRÎD.

Irresponsible pressure is a tient expression, and it

describes ivell a deceptivc and dangerous kind cf in-
fluence thint is eften brought te bear upon every man
wbo serves the Church or State. People who haave
ne standing, ne influence, ne character flint they
would net be botter without, ne reputation that dees
them any credit, often gather around a public mari,
and prcss hini te do soine doubtful and risky thing.
He takes tlie risk under pressure, and dees the doubt-
fui thing. The resuit is olten disastrous. The irre-
sponsible men stand from under, and the mani who
was meved by their irrespensible pressure suffers
Such îbings eccur every day. Many agood man gees
te the wvall simiply because he dees net know the
difference between irresponsible pressure and pressure
that is able and willing te share responsibilty.

Here is a merchant doing a nice, safe, remunera-
tive business in a store that is goed enought but bas
very littie style about it. This is getting te be a«great
country for style, and a little style is net a bad tbing
if one tikes kindly te it and can pay for it. HaIt a
dozen fei i, that have more cheek than meney, and
more tongue than sense, get around aur nierchant, and
advise bum build a new store, strike eut, clap on ail
sail and make a splurge generally. The advisers are
absoluteiy irresponsible. They have nothing te ]ose.
If ail their nanies ivere put at the bottom cf a nete
the banker would ivant serte responsible man's name
en the back cf it before he would band over St. Our
merchant takes the irresponsible advice, and perhaps
gees under. The parties wbeo gave ialways wvere un-
der, and it makes ne différence te theni. There as ne
man se glorieusly independent as the man who bas
nething to lose.

Haîf a dezen irresponsible meddiers attack a pub-
lisher, and press him te enlarge and otlîerwise change
bis paper. They knew ne moe about the publishang
business than Adam knew about the electric ligit.
Some cf theni are perhaps the fiattest failuires in their
own line-the niest excruciating betches at their ewn
werk. The publisher knows exactly hoiv inicb lits
censtituency will pay. He knows he as carrying tlaat
it is salle te carry. He ignores his own judgment,
yields te the irresponsible pressure and sufiers. The
irresponsible pressure men hurry eut cf the îvay wben
the suffering begins. Tiaey aiways do. That as their
style.

The path et the cburcbi is fairly strewn with the
victirns cf irresponsible pressure. Clergymen suifer
froni this kind cf pressure more perhaps than any
other class cf nien.

A fcw restless, irresponsible spirits surround a pas-
tor, and urge bum te send for sanie sensationai reviva-
list and get up a revival. The pastor wvants a genuine
revival in the congregatien nauch more than any of
the restless spirits do. He bas worked for if, planned
for it, prayed for it, donc ail in his poewer ta premote
it. But he knows vcry %voit tlaat many excellent
people of conscrvativc leanings an the congregat:on de
net take kindly te seme nmodern revavai methods
He knows aise that seeds cf discord have been sewvn
nt many se called revavais that have brouglit forth
bitter fruits for years. He knews aise that amcre effec-
tive and more usefaj special services nmight bc held
under the auspices cf the Session and by ministers et
bis ewn Church, but be bas a cbrenac fear et bcîng
chargedwivth opposition te revivals ; he yieids and the
sensational unknown is sent for. The result as pair-
haps disastrous. But wvben the dasaster cornes, wherc
are the irr.-sponsibles îvho breugbt the pressure te,
bear ? They are snickering areund corner groceries
gabbling ove; the aifaîr an mucb the saine spirit as
tbey would gabble over the iast lacrosse or basebaîl
match. The Church may loe influence, lose mncy,
lese the inestim'able blessing of pence, but the arre-
sponsabies lose nothing, fer the best and samplcst cf ail
reasons-thcy have nothing te lose.Q

Dy ail mnus hcld special services, when reasonable
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and responsible persans desire te bold tîten. But lait
stach services be begun, continueil nnd ended by
main cf known anîd esiablisbied Christian character,
men fer %viioti the Charistian people ol the cemuîiunity
have respect andi in wvhoin tbey bave confidence. A
revival carriei ora b>- persons tinat ne saine matn weuld
niake c'.citor for ait estate wertb $ioo is net likely
te <le aîuach gooud.

Clint leadlers are sometianes %orricd by irrespnn-
silîle pressure. A%geod choir leader knowvs pretty
wcell wlîat lais cnnrega.,tion ivant, and bow înucb tbey
%vit! stand in the wvay et new music. He %viscly
iningles tlic neiv and aid, retaining tlic grand cld
furnes and occasienaly !intreducing a new ane. Bai-
land laim tiacre niay bai a few ira espensible musical
people pressing for radical changes ira tunes and cvery.
thaing cisc. If he Vieids te tlîe irresponsible pressure,
the conservatîve portion cf the cengregation are an-
noyed ; if he dees not yieid the singing ,people inay
become ebstreperous. There is pressure front bota
sides. If ynu den't îlîink se just take charge of a
geod choir fer the nc-<t six months, and at flic end of
tlint tume ask your barber if thec gray hairs are net
ccming.

Sessions are cftcai subjected te irresponsible pres-
sure. A taîkative, clîeeky fellow %vbo lias nctbing te
losaifliat lie would net be botter wîtbout, often tries te
get round an eider and press bum into semai doubtful
undcrtaking. The doubtfui ur.dertaking is censider-
alîly belped if yeu can persuade a feîv members et
Session te faveur it. An eIder that allows bîmself te
be meved by irresponsible pressure is net ivise.
Neither is a deacoa or manager or Sabbatlî schoel
saipcrintendent. In fa ct, nobody is avise au'ho «tlows
birnself to bai meved by irresponsibie pressure.

There are a gond many people ira this country ivbe
have been induced by irresponsible preissuîre te invest
their anency ira losing cancernis. Tbcy innecently put
theur litthe pile in the hlai tlint the irresponsibles care-
fully dug for thein. Wben the bettean ient outoetthe
hale tbey found te their surprase that the irrespon-
sibles bad neyer put in a cent theniselves. Tbey
neyer had a cent of their own te plat in.

WVhen a nian is prcsscd te de anytbing doubtful, it
miglat bc a good thiaîg for bun to itîdulgôe in a littlai
selîlequy cf this kind. IlNcw wbat kind ef people
are these that are pressing me te do this tbing ? Wbat
as thear reputatien? 'aVhat is their standing ?

The laite Professer A A. Hodge, cf Princeton Theo-
logical Senuinary. in lais IlOutliaecs et Tbeology," en-
larged edition, P. 578, lias spoken on this subject as

Te the words cf these erninent Presbyterian autiieri-
tics, wve ivill only add a citation froni that prince
among Prcsbyterian preachers and theologians, the
Rev. Dr. Themas Chaliriers. In bis celebrated sermon,
"The New Heavens and tue New Eartb," published
in the appendix te bis "Astronomical Disceurses,"
lie argues at lengtb fer îvbat Dr. Charles Hodge catis
IIthe cominion view "cof tiae inheritance cf tlae saints-
a view lîeld, it seenis, even by Ilmenîbers cf the To.
rente Ilresbytery." In tbat discourse Dr. Chalmers
affarnis that, acccrding te lais text (2 YPater iii. 13.) l"in
the new ecenemy wvbicb is Io be reared for tbe ac-
commodation cf tbe blesscd'"-therefere, by ne possi-
bility, ive may remark, inherited at deatb-" there
ivili bci materialism ; net merely new heavens, but aIse
a new eartb." He thon proceeds te justify this con-
ception te tbe tbeugbt of believers in tbe Scriptures
by reminding us of the condition cf tbings in Paradise,
befere sin laad entered tbe eartb, and tiien continues
thus :

This may serve te rectiy the imagination . . . as if
the grossnaiss of naaterialîsmi wvas only for those who had de-
generated ante the grossaiess of sin; and that vhain a spiri.
tuaiiing process had purged away ail our corruption, then,
by thei stepping stenais of death and a resurrection, 've
shouid bai bornae away te soea ethercai region, wbere sense
and body, anal ail an thei shape euther of audible sound or et
tangible substance wvere unknown. And hence that stiange.
ness et impression which is feit by yau, shouid the supposi-
tion bai offed, that ina the place of eternal blesselniss
there wiIi bai Rround te walc capon, or scaines of luxuariancei
te deliglit the corporeai senses - . . or, in short, any.
îlîing that bas the iaiast reseanblance te a local tairnitery fllled
witb varaous accommodations, anal peoplcd over is wholai ex
tent hy creatures fcrnied lilce oursalve-having bodies such
as we now wear, anid faicultiais cf perception and thoucht
anal nutual communication, saacb as wai now exercise. 1'he
commen imagination that we have of paradise on the other
side cf death is that et a lofty aerial region, irbere thei in.
mates float in ether, or are anysteraousiy supainued upon
nothing . wherai ail the waim and sensible accempanimaints
which e"ve such an expression of strength and lite and
colouring te eut prescrit habitation, arc attenaaated into a
sort ai spiritual eleanent, that is . . . uttcrly uninviting
te the eye et mortaIs haire beloîv . . . where nothin?
is left but ceirtain uncarthly scaines that have ne power er
aliu.cment, but certain uncarthiy ecstasiais, with wiaicb it is
fait imîpessibale te sympathize. . . . ',Va do liait thai in-
formation cf eut text that alter the dissolution of the pre.
sent framework (of the eartla) il wii again bai varied anal
decked cut anevr in ail the graces cf its unfading verdure
. . . that in adldition te aur direct and îîersonal viaiw et
the Deity, when lic coamcs down ta tabernacle wilb men,
we shail aise have the reflection ef Ilim in a iovely mircrr
ei bis own workmanship-nnd that instead et being trans.
porteal te semaie abode of dinaness anal cf înystery, so remoti
irn human cxpairicnce as te lie beyond ail coanprehiension,
wc shali watt, torever in a land rcpleniçhed wath those sen-
sible dailiotits ar.d those sensible glanra. which, we doubt
net, wiil I.ai nost profusciy scatiered aver thai new heavairs
anal tue new earth wherein dwailleth righteousness.

WXe have net raised the question whetber tiiesa rai-
presentations are Biblical or nct ;fer that dots net
seeni te bave been troubling" Il>resbyterian." We trust
that the aboyai citations fi-ena theologilans se trafly
representative cf Presbyterianism on botb sides cf tbe
Atlantic, %vill reassure bis mind as to tbe censistaincy
of these vaews, the utterance cf îvbicb, by Toronta
Presbyters, :bhas *disturbed bis tranquillity %villa the
most unwavering adiierence te thae feranulated systean
cf Presbytcriau doctrine. Wae do net apprebiend that
the Presbyterian public ivill bai grcatly cencerned for

Now ! have io intention at prescrnt af discubbing
this. as secmns ta nie, untenablc doctrine wherc
Scripturc is praperly interprcted ; but 1 wish to jain
witis ' Iresbytcrian II in expressing a doubt whether
the doctrine is Presbytcrian, tisat is, in liarmany with
the Westminster Standards, and ta tbank hiu for leu.
ting the public lno w ulsat nsemrbcrs of the Toronsto
Prcsbytery are in tbc habit af uering thrni. IlAiter
death is l>aradise,"' Lnke XXiii. 4, 2 Cor. xii. 4, RCV.
ii. 7, cOmpared with Rev. xxil. 2, 14. Tlîcse arc the
oniy passages in the New Testament in whicli Para-
dise is spoken of. If thse text in Luke itnplies soine-
thing aller death, that in Corinthians has no snch tim-
plication, and that in Revelatian is certainiy ta bc
understaod of somiethinu alter tbe resurrectiosi and
the new beavcns and ncw carda. And yet an this is
fonnded the dogma tbat alter deatîs the cbildren af
God go ta Paradise ; as opposed ta the consisly-rc-
ceived opinion that dcath usîsers themi ino lisaven.
Is Paradibc, then, a place ; and a place différent froin
heaven ? Is it Abraham's bosoin (Luke xvi. 23) -a
kind af wvaiting place for satls, different froinihen-
yen ? If so, what af lost saiss? Is there a wait-
ing place for them %vhich is taot biell (Ltike xvi. 23) ?
A pnrgatory ? Arni I srossg in discussing here an
nnscripttiral recognition of a state of pr ition be-
tween deatb ak-d resurrection, bath for Christians and
sinners ? Let ta-, beware. The teacbing ai Scrip-
turc is explicit. IlThe Son of Man as in heavena"
(Acts iii. 21). Stephen saw Hinm there (Acts vit. 26,
also Heb. iv. 14). TIo depart froin ibis lire is ta be
îvib Christ ; absent froîn the body, -at home tt'ith the
Lord (2 Col'. V. 8), that is, in heaven where Jesus is.
iNany other passages teach that being tvith Christ is
being in heaven. Sa far for Scriptura. Now about
Presbyterian doctrine ? Tihe Shorter Catechisîn says,
question 37, IlThe sauls af believers at death do
iminediately passintoglory." The Larger Catechism
says, question 86, "Thie communaon in glary with
Christ, whicb the members ai tise ' invisible' Cbutrch
enjoy irnnediaily afier &-alh, is in that :heir souls
are then made perfect in baiiness, and r'ceived isto
the highIes. heavens, wbere they bebold the face ai
Gad in light and glory," etc. Na roani left hiere for
Paradise as soinetbing différent froni heave's. The
Confession says, chap. xxxii, IlAiter death, the seuls
of men [wbich neither die nor sleep] baving an imi-
mriral subsistence, immediately return to Gad who
gave theni. The sauls af the rigliteans, being tben
made perfect in holiness, are raceivcd ino the iiigh.
est heavens, wvhert they behold the face of God in
ligbt ansd glory . . . . Tie sanîs of the tvickcd are
cast int bell . . . . ilesides thesa twa places for
souis separated froni their bodies, the Scripturc ack-
nowledgeth nana.» That is, the Scripture does flot
teacls there is a paradise for sonîs after death, îvhich
is flot heaven ; or a pnrgatory, wbich is flot bell.
Clearly the dognia refarred te is cantrary to
Scripture, and is flot Presbyterian doctrine. Pity
then, that it shonld be " held and uttered by nîeîbers
ai the Tarante Presbytery."

B3ut perhaps IlPresbyterian I is tnt wcli informed
rcgarding these strange views. He says the order
is death, paradise, resurrection, second coming of
Christ, everlasting abode on cartda. But no place is
lcît for beavan ; unless the exercising af goverromen.
taI powers on earth, over tIhe lower animais, as given te
Adanm in Eden, or over the living nations af men
on the new eartb, be heaven. 13d-sides, most men-
saine premillenarians-beicve that the dead rise,
flot before, but aitheb coming ai Christ, and as a re-
suit ai it (i Cor. XV. 23, John vi. 40) tbat then the
blessed risen and cbanged saints Il shahl be caught up
ta meet the Lard in tbe air , and so shall we ever bc
witb the- Lord"I (i Thes. iv. 17). That is in heaven.
However, these are minor matters. I only wish ta
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utter a word ai caution rcgarding dogînas îvhicli are
not new, but have, aller full consideration, been re.
jected by thse Churcli ai God in limes past.

By prayer a hast ai ardentî
yaung mnen enter otîr Cîsurcli at tise ane end, ansd,
by a colci îrocess of nsachinery, we starve out saine
and grinci out otîters at tIse atlier end.

The greatest thing ta be admireci in the whole
businsess is tise catin patience of the suiferers. Any
mari sili tell yau liant the inachinery of our Cîsurcs lias
lost us inucli, andi lîuianly speaking, tîseîe is anucîs
moie ta follow, andi yet no Ajax, D.D., or otherwise
wsilI seize this machinery and carry it off tIse cour'e.
Ministers suifer, vacant charges suifer andi settled
charges suifer nsost of ail. Sornie charges are glad Ia
give their pastors a holiday and nsoîîey tac ta gel thein
off for -a while, -Micawber like-ior in the meantiîne
they bave fresb blond, a gond attendance and msore
liberal collections on tise Sabbath. Holidays by aur
nsacbinery hecome a relief aIl round, and this is one
ai the best bbings it lias ever been knawn ta do.

Saisie ai aur suifering mainisters and %iicant cliarg< s
have ecclesiasîicailv teascd ta a>.ist. Il may fi.tr> te
said tiseir usefulness is dune. balaie ai aur seîîled
charges, and for that nialler aur scîîled nîinisters tan',
are Iaaking for relief. and thse ma-.hinery affards thlin
nanae. Lîke the boy an (lie barnirai detk, saie
think tbey liava stand about long enougb. Saine
settled charges wiîh plenty ofinoney backed îîp by
a gond deal ai Christianity boy off their pastars
Miecn the machincry faits, anîd, like tise chiai caplain,
svib a garent surai abtaîn tîseir freedoni ; but more
anaon.

CAL!IANG.

That calling is scriptural tnne in lais senses wiiî
dcny. Paul was called an bis wvay to Damascus.
Sncb a cati is a Isigisly scriptural cail. Paul neyer
danbted the genuincness of it hîînseli. Stîcli a cal]
was a snstaining power ta Paul ; and sncb are ail
genuine catis. This cal ivas recognized by tIse Pres-
byîery ai Antioch as genuine. This cal! %vas aitlitant
was thouglit necessary for ordination nt that anicient
tirne.

Thes Presbytery ai Antioch, wlicn they lad fasîed
and praycd and laid their hands an thern, sent
thein away. The gond people ai Seleucia and Sala-
mis did isat came with ana ai aur modern calîs, and
lay it on the table ai the Presbytary ai Amntî.

Perhaps neither Paul nor Barnabas land ever ana
af these formidlable documents presenîed t0 thaîin by
any of eut Churcli coutîrs. They may neyer hava
had the pleasure ai bearing hotv their talents wvere
jnst adapted for the congregations af Salencia and
Salamis respectively. IVe bave neyer even ieard
it mentiancd tisat Sergius Paulus, perbaps semae re-
mate cannection of the Apostie Paul, and deputy ai
the country, had anytbing ta do with ibis cati. His
naine is not mentioned as a cammissioner ta support
the cail befare the Presbytery ai Antiocb. In thase
days the Presbytery ai Arîtiocli miglît have tbaugbt
that tlîey ksie% as anuch about the talents and suitable.
ness ai Paul and Barnabas as tha gaod people ai Se-
leucia and Salami£ did.

If the Presbytery af Anticcl and flot given over its
pavers îiiey might very profitably judge af tise talents
and suiîableness ai saime ai aur minsisters wiîbant
charge or aur gradnating students, and send tbeni
away ta saine ai aur congragatiens ai Seleucia and
Salarmis. Tbey miglit do as much service fer tbe
Master in thus being sent awz.y as they render ta bhe
Master utîder aur niodern plan.

I suppose it depcnds a good deat an whal Sceu-
cia and Salamis woîsld say in the matter. And their
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say wili depend a good deal an tise place they hap.
pen 10 occupy an the map oi thse varid at the tume.
Shanid Seleuicia and Salamîis lie in Mtisloka tlîey svill
be very grateful ta the Presbytery ai Antioci for
seiiding tdsetai a P>aul and a Ilarnabas. And shonld
they happena ta lie fardiser sotîth an tIse înap I fear
aur motdern aise nad ivont îvauld prevalhl, and the
.action ai tise i>resbytery ai Antiocli wauid not be sus-
îained befare the next ineehing ai thse Synod at jeru-
salenai.

Tîsere svas no fanît iaund witis the lresbytery ntl
Antiocs wben thay ordainad and sent Pan!l and Bar-
nabas ta praach the Gospel in S5eleucia and Salamis.
This appaintment, witlsout any calling under our
nmodern plan, <lacs net appear te bave been an in-
%abiuofa thse rights af tîsese cangregatians. Fbey
appear ta liave snccedcd fairly well,a.nd noa great loss
"'as susîainad by bei ng -in happy ignorance ai the
plan nnwv generally adapted in aur Cburch.

That aur cangregations suifer v'ery materialty under
tIse uîresent moide ai seuîlemsent nanae tîll attempt ta
deny. Tlscy contiînue witliant pastoral aversigbt for
years, and the neighbauring cangregations being
'vell suppiied, the Iittcst survive. Strong charges be-
caisse weak and the tveak, die. 'rbaî tbey (ail te
abîaiîs a pastar lies in tise systeni and tnt in tbe
cangregatian.

Our cangregations tnt oqly find aur systeni slow,
but waorse stili they find it equally uncertain. Our
toavn cangreg;alîons nîay lare better, but it is no fauît ta
the great sîîass ai aur congregabians that a town is nat
beonsîng in their midst. The place they accupy on
tIse inap debars tîsem frani havîng a town, and the
nîachinery ai aur Clîurcb daprives thein frani baving
a pastar. Were they undar the cara ai the Presby-
tery ai Antiacb tlsîngs wouîd be différent. Pastars
wouId accupy thase charges casîtinuously. Many

Nvoare now wvandtring about with sai tia vagueness
ai uncertaiuiby would have hope revived by receiving
suisse definite %work te do for the Master, even if it tvas
as lisard as st 'vas remate. Young men alsa could be
found now as welI as tban, and ready ta bc sent te
snch charges, knovirsg tîsat in bis turn, the Presby-
tery ai Antiocb tvould cansider bis dlaims ta preacb
before C.Lsar at Ronme. It is questionable if aither
Paul or Barnabas svouid bave Iiked to-biave spent aU
their days w-tin the narraw bcnnds af eiîher Seleucia
or Salamis.

But bbc ciîy charges, when tiey bacame vacant,
hiava tîseir trials as tveîl as their waaker sf star charges
in tihe country. They search the land froni Dan ta
B3eersheba, and can find no.David ta refresh then and
make tbemr welI. The scbooîs ai Alaxandria and
Jerusaleni do not furnish the type ai a mnan tbey want.
They tao remain vacant for years, divide np ifibo fac-
tiens, and iany ai the mare devant connect with other
churches. Tbey tao lase iheir place and power and
in a great measure cease to becaîne centres ai in-

fluence for good in tîseir respective cities. The Pres-
bytery af Antioch, being NveiA acquainted ivith ail
the aposties, wouîd hava sent theni a son of thunder
at once. Drno.

Tbay 'vert yaung, and, as a rute,
beautifuli in forin and fenture. rhay maght have ad-
omned homîes ai irealîla and culture. Alas!1 " it might
have becn."

As ive pasa from this sbadaîv ai death, wa cans bear
tht pitiful beart-cry ai many an uiniortunsate saying,
laCans you balp me ho a better lufe; cans you show me
the way back ?"

West" land. 1 have sean tht Ojibway Indians ai
Dakota in tbair wigwams , bave î'asited the baoux in
bis tapee; wbene a dozen men, women and cbitdren
lay around ainiost as nude as many ai the pictures
that adorn tht art gaîleries. Strange bow Nature în
bier coarseneas and Art in bier refinement meet and
overlapî I know by actual abservaton how filthy
and degraded tht Indians live ; but the Indians over
aur prairies ara clean and caiortable compared îvith
the mass ai humanity bcaped togetber on ibis square
in tht centre ai Christian London.

lit ivas a pitifuh spectacle to lookc an. There irere
anaîbers with babas ai thear bosoms, sleepang an the
damp nigbt air, the bard atone thair only bcd and pil-
taw. Lei me brmefly sketlà somne ai tht lharacters vie
met. There is a boy Iyîng on lias back sound asleap.
Tht gasligbî shining on bis upturned face shows a
brighî, intelligent beautiful face. There ara nnathers
in the palace homes naar by wbo would be praud ta

comipanionship. As she sloîvly opened lier ey-es, 'vusaw lier ta bc a wornan about litty, with a quiet, gentle
ladl -like address. Uer clothes were pour, but diean
and naent. She sold (cbckweved for a living- had bier
unsold bundie at hier aide. Shc was not often out at
night. "I mecnt ta day," site said, "ta sec rny biaiber
atI lattersca, but found that hae was sick in St. Thom-
as's Hospital. My day's sales were not sufficient ta
pruture a bcd, ào 1 %,vas -unipelicd ta sleep on the
strects.",

Sleepn side by sida on a seat is a man and Is
%Ivaue sle Mr. t..ates talks witlî the man, 1 spenk
watts the woaian. I. nable ta vet work in the country,
they liad tried the city. The %%-man kcenly felt lier
position. Il 1 neyer e_%pectcd ta corne to this, sir. It's
a terrible bard life, and sometimes 1 almost wisli 1
was dead. Aiter the mornîng breakfast 1 observed
M r. Gates talking witli them,and planning to get tlioî
soe work.

A diLchaiged soldier-and, Iby thie way, %ve met
inany of this class in our nocturnal rainhla-tcls us
that hae 'as "lin the army ninetean years for natliing,'"
and wis'hes lie coutl gel back to Africa, whera thora
is alivays plenty of work ta ba got.

Thera is a wornan talking in a seraipraching style
to the motley croîud around bier. H arce are a few
specimen sentences tlîat 1 caught as 1 stood looking
on the iveird scense nt two o'clack in the moi ning .
"God mnade you in lis oivn image. God loves you.

WVha* dases drink do for you ? Drink is your curse.>
1 askcd a y-oung man at my side what shse was daing.
"lShe is talking raligious, sir." "' Do you know much
about religion ? » "lNo, sir." "Don't yoti evar go ta
church ? » "I 1 as in once, sir, a little white." And
dais home-beathans was born in a land of chuirchas.

To a young Scotchman 1 expressed surprise ta finit
one o bis nationality in such asorry pligbt. Ha had
t.oine some threc weeks aga fromn the North of Scot-
land, expecting ta get work, but faing in ibis, was
compelledl ta sleep, like Jacob, with a atone for a pil-
low. Leaving tbe square, wve wended our way towvard
Chaiing Cross, sturnbling on men who were lying
around everywthcre.

"4 Vhy are you here? " we say ta a man curled up
atgainat a wall. "l Vell, sir, like other unfortunate
wretcbes, 1 have no wark. Times are hard. Surely
the Governmcnt sbould do sornathing. The Jubîlee
didn't do us niuch gnod. Tlîa aristacracy don't care
whetber wa live or die. Tbey wvould let us starve in
tht ditLh, and kac.kus for dyng." This secmed tanie
to ba a severe crihicisni on rte aristocracy. Rapet-
ilig at, a few days ago, to a proînaent Congregatianal
minister of London, lie said : "aI regret that the man's
words are too truc. rhose 1>1gb up bave really latia
or no sympathy %vith thosa whi are low 'ion." Mly
own idea as that if those %vise bave the i.ontrol of bon-
don possessad an ordinary measure of sympathy and
fairniess they woild dlean the narrow streets ai South-
East London as wall as the streets of tha West and
Central parts. One needs a nose.protactor ta wvalk
througbi many of thosa streets.

If 1 were an artist I would put on canavas some ai
the pictures we saw that niglit in the streets af Lon-
don. Here is a rougis sketch of one scene. We are
in Cavent Garden. It is half-past twa a'clock. The
gray mos.ing light is brcaking through, and driving
back tha night. A mother lies on the bard atone
pavement, hier tirad head rcsting on an upturned bas-
kzet for a pillow. lier littie boy, about five, yas ait,
bas wakencd. He bias a thin, sorry little fa(ce. But
hae is anakîng tha best cf the situation, for with a little
broken toy in bias Land hae is playing waîh a kîtten.
What a ltte liero bie was, ta bc able ta extract mirtb
from 5uth surrounadings, and what a pleased, grataflcd
look the little !el!ow gave me when I banded him a
penny!1

An oId Irishwoman, sitting niear by, tells us that sbse
wvas oniy able ta tamn fivepence shelling peas, and
sama of the poor v. amens, slhe saîd, Il were nat able ta
make that miuch." Aftcr a littie friendly talk wve pass
on. Her parting words are, "aThank you, gentlemen,
for the ticket ; but Pa's reaily more thankful for the
lttle conversation wve have bad tbans for the breakfast
aven." These people are humnan, and ara hungry for
human symspathy.

WVe wvakened a young woman, about eigbteen years
aId, sleeping soundly on the bard stone. 1 saw lier
after breakfast an the mission-hall, and -she told me
the story of bier lie. Father and mother bad died
when she was young. Sje had abrother and a sster
somewhere in Landon, but "atbey don't care for nme
no%ý sanca Pri down in the world," and bier lips quiver
and the 4ear forces îtselt ta bier cbeck. Tht woman
in tha mission-bail persuades bier ta stay behind, anid
she wili get ber in the home, and aiter a white flnd a
place for bier.

Blut i must stop describing the cliaracters we met.
Along the minutes Enîbankaient we iound is sertis
filled, and alse the rcesses in the bridges. Al four
o'clock liCe begins tamove again. ThetI "cleap break-
fast" Iltals are open ta maka an early penny from
the bungry aut.daoor sîcepers NNe rcr near aur jour-
ney's end. South and aast of London Bridge wc
îurn atta auin atreat, into Angel Court, passing te
aid Niarsliailse.t Prison, familiar ta the readers of
Dickens as tua birtiplace ai Little Dorrit. Enter-
ing tha miission-lialt, wve Iind it fuîl af aur invited
guests, wbo have ana by ane gatbered in during the
niglit. WVbat a strange, sad sigbt I If ane could
know the causes that led ta this paverty, wbat a wvise
anan hawould ba. Thetieologian accounîts for at an
tie theory or total depra viiy and the solidarity ai the
race , the poitical eçonamisi and socialist affarms
tbat st aIl arases iram a wrang adjusinient ai labour
and capital ; Henry George avaws tbat it is tha
natural restait af viious, unlust land laws j tbe teeto-
ter is quite sure tiat naino-tentas is traceable ta the

liquor-trafic ;tlîe don't-carc-rnan oi tic wvorld, look-
ing on the scene, says ai ait con cs front Ilpure cussad-
ncss' ibat at as thear own Inuit, and serves tlîem right.

\Vhat cause or coînbination cf causas lias brought
theso people ta this law lave! 1 don't presuane ta say.
But bora they are. If ive believe the Carat chapter of
tie lBie, these people %vera mnade an the image ai
God, arc aur brothers and sisters, and we are thair
keepers. Fram conversation witli many ai tlîem, 1
am ersuaded that a large numbar are lionoat English
warking nien and wamien wlia camnpt get work, and
are therefore driveni ta the strects. England bas
donc much ta Christiatniza and civilize the world.
Her staiesmen and pbilantlarapists have gaven frie.
dom ho slaves and hava clcvated wbolac empares. If
s/w ui//, sha can remnove the bligliting shadow that
resta on bier ao great city. London is full cf menu-
niants, colunins, statuas, colmmmratang the beroic
deeds of those v.ho ficd nobly and daed gtortously for
England's honour on sea. and land. Will net nien,
and inen of equal seli-denial and valaur, arisa ta de-
liver the land from lier internai focs, ignorance,
poverty, irreligion and drink? More mon ai the
Shnfr'sbury and Peabody type are needed.

I bave nlot spaca ta dascrabe the breakfast scene.
Aiter breakfast Mr. Gaies gava out tliebynin, IlWbat
a Frierd ira hava in jesust" That bymn ivili aluvays
have a fulier incantni; ta me. 1 nottced that naarLy
aIl( sang it. Over yondtr a îvom-an's clear voîce riscs
above the others singing, IlHave we trials and temp-
talions ? " Wben the lante Il e shouild neyer ha dis-
couraged" 'a isreached, 1 notuice that tht woman who
sald cbickwead bias stoppcd ainging. Her tears are
lier sang. A nman flot far fromr nie began ta sîng, but
bis head sourn diopped, and I could sec bina struggling
ta bide bis emotion. Wbo cans tell îvhat tnmrans,
what repentances, swept througb the soul as they
sang " Are we îveak and beayy laden ?"etc.? Dots not
their prescrnt condition arisa as inucbs frein their
wcakness as front thear îwackedncss ?

Tliese people are recoverable. Thetelst silver ia
silver still. If tlîe preachars don't teach ibis tht
novelisîscdo. Victor Hugo, in" "Les Miserables," and
Charles Reade, an " Neyer ton Late ta Mend," have
p, eached tht Gospel ta us. Bret Harte's IlOutcasts
ai Poker Flat," and "a ilisa," the ignorant cbald oi
"aOld Bummer Smitb," have tht germa cf noble man-
bood and îvomanhood in theni, sa also bava the

shadow et a great ciiy's paverty and vice bias fallen an
him and an many more. The gladnass and gratitude cf
thast wha that Sunday mumring rectived a bratakfast,
and a few wards ai warm Christian sympaîhly, ara
full reward for thosa engagad in this Christly work of
feedang the hungry. If any ont bas doubts about the
wisdoms of giving a fre breakfast to guests that must
ha personaliN, anvited and gathered an from the higb-
ways and alîcys of London, let hum go once and wit-
ness the scene ; let bian bear the miracle of Christ
feadîng tht multitude, as I beard it read that Sunday
rnorning by INm. Gates ; let him bear the fervent ex-
pressions of gratitude from those ta wbomn tbis kind-
ness is sbown, and ail doubts will for aven be bars-
ished, and the doubter wili becôme a helper. As a
policensans said tomne that nigbî, "It'sa gneat nîysîery'
ta sec men and women~ in such a pliglit. I suppose
God knows aIl about it, and îvby it ia. 1 don't.' As
1 hava walkad tht streets and lanes ai London, and
looked at the vast mass ai men and waman strugIing
for a livalibood, 1 have ravenently pandered the ques-
tion, and ofrered tht prayer :

TiiE Enghish Noncartforunist Chiurches have, by the
pointed and serious charges brought agaînst them by
Mr. Spurgeon, been put opon the defensuve. The
cantraversy us widening, and others are taking part
in tîxe discussions that have grown out ai ÂMr. Spur-
geon's charges. The Hîgh Church party la the Eng-
lish establishment hlave saught ta imprave the occa-
sion in the fashuion peculiar ta thernselves. Of cotit.e
thuey accept MNr. Spurgcon's testimnony as conclusive,
and claini that as the dissentiag Cherches have parted
wvith their piety and soundncss in the faitli, there is
no reasan for their contînued existence. The body
is dead ; let it have dcci bi'rial. Whcther they
have rcached a correct conclusion dacs flot disturb
theni. They are in suc', a hurry ta utilise the
supposcd facts that they cannaI spare the time ta in-
quire as te. thrir certairiîv What they put os'er
against tire spiritual dieàadness of Noncanformity is
that aIl spiritual vitaiîy is tn be iound withiuu their
awn section of the Anglican Cluurch.

MNr. Spurgeon ccrtainly claims that in Isis dark
estinmate lic miade no inistakc. He reiterates his
charges, and repels wiîh sortie warinth thc imputation
that his impressions liad reccived ticir sombre hue
<rom th.- imperfci siate of Isis boiiy hcaith. Even
as greit and good a muan as Charles H-. Spurgeon is
liablc ta bc iiimstakcn. The 1'rophet Etlmali fcl i nto
a stintlar erres: wluc l lits environsments noa doubt fas-
tcred, but it was shown ta hium tlat lie did nlot stand
alonc mn dcvcution ta God s service.

finds itschf mn an uncongcmal atmnojphere.

Anaîlier point no lcss clcatly emphasized by the
correspondience Mr. Spurgcan's strîctures lias cvoked
is thant wherc distinctiveiy evangelical pteaching pre.
vaîls Christian activit>' ancl spiritual vitality are
clcarly discerniblc. It us noa less significrant that
wiscrc the new tneology !..as its expontents there ap-
pears only spiritual languar and decay. As an cvi-
dence tluat evangelîc:al Clrstianîty ms a vital and
practical farce, ît is notîccd that tlaerc îs a great in.
crease in all îorms of active benevoterice. Neyer be-
fate hîavc iiere becn sa mlaîy wcil-directed efforts for
the extension 'of thc Gospel bath at home and abroad.
The inissianary cause lias within the last few years
receiveci a nxighty forward impulse. The readincss
witla wliic many are consecrating themsclves ta the
work af the Gospel in foreigu launds is ccrtainly an in-
dication af spiritual li1e in the Churches.

It has ta be rcmembered that white the cultivation
of spiritual înindcdness is ail important and car-
ncstly tu be desired, tîmere is such a thing as a hypa-
critîcai affectationu ai pieîy whicli xas more comman
in bygone days tlîan it is naw. Il found expression
mn exturnal fornialities and peculiarities ai speech. It
carried Ai it' ç. distressing ait of unienlhty, as ail
pretence is apt to' do. The loss ai this kind ai piety
is a gain ta the Churches not ta be deplored. There
is mn these days a greater degree ai dîrectness and te-
ality. Thcu-e îs less inclination and less temptation ta
appear what ane is not. Vet, aiter aIl allowançes are
made, it is truc that a deeper spiritual hife is greatly
needed. Absorption in thiags seen and temîporal is
sa great mn these days flint the lîîgher individual
Christian hife mn stunted and feeble. lis attairament is
not sought with tlaat ferveur wath xvhich earthly things
are pursued. The one.sided and extreme view ex
pressed in Mr. Spurgeon's pessîmîstic outlook will
have rendered an important setrvice ta the cause ai
vital Christianity il st fends nlot oniy ta careful înquiry
inta the state af religion i the Churches, but ta indi.
vidual seîf-exammatian reveahmng the need ai a sanc-
tified hifé and a dloser dependence Qn the Divine
Spirit as the source and inspiration af holy living.

PROHIBI:rIONi AND FEMALE SUFFR4GE.

IT is assumed by many Prohibitionists that Prohibi-
tion cou]& bc carried and enforced almost anywhere
it wumen had the power ta vote. Not sa does the
veteran Prohibitionist, Dr. Cuyler, believe. Writing
about the deliverance ai two State Prohibitionist Con-
ventions in favour af femnale suffrage, the Brooklyn
Doctor says :

In the villages and the rural districts (where il is corn-
paraiively easy for uas ta carry P'rohibition at ans' rate) a
large nunuber ai thoughtîtal and excellent womsen might be
induccd ta go st the poils. But an out great dcies, while a
cunsiderable proportion of the reflned, virtuaous andCtlan
ladies unîght bc prevailed on ta exercuse the right aisuffrage.
yct the svholc leguon of coarse, low, bcer-drnling and whis'
key -quzzling wuissen wouid swarm out (rom th'e siums and
tenemtent-houses and back alîcys, ûad would throw an enor.
miousr vole agait:st. W). 13cer*drinkinlt, yes, and rum*drink-
îng are almo.nt as prevalcat among Ille femalc cl=s as the
mnaIe class in the lowest sections af aIl aur great towns.
Evcry ballat of evcry drinkîng woman wauld be brouglit
ta the polling-box by the bu.sy minions ai the tiquor interest.
A perilous experimcnt would it prove ta bc, ta attempt ta
ilirotie tire rum and beer power by puaing a new weapors
into thc bands af a great hast af its devattes.
The radical error is in assuming.that ail wanien would
vote for Prohibition. As Dr. t'lyler clearly shows
many women would votc against Prohibition in the
very places svherc Prohibition nceds votes the most-
in the cihies and large tawns.

But the Doctor ý 'arther, and contends thac
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even thougb Teniperance Refarin sbould gain 1cmn-
porarily by giving wnmcn lte ba1tit ftie probable
gain wouid bc countcrbaianced by certain ioss in
othcr dirctions. lie says

If four-flfths ai the most sensible womnen in America
do nlot waot th.e ballot il is nlot very likely tbat they
would use it ;f given them. TheLifernale anti*l>robi-
bitianists would certainly vote, and a large majority
of the sensible wamcn tvouid probably stay at homne.
That at ieast sems ta be Dr. Cuyler's vicw of the
situation.

The Doctor closes bis letter witb the followiiîg
solemn appeal ta Probibitionisîs wba "I ash Il other
questions ta Prohibition:

These be weighty words, and they are all the mare
weighty because 'bey corne iramn a mari wbo bas
speot a lotng and bonoured life in advocating the
Temiperance Rcfurm. The attempt to " lash amnoral
question ta a third political part>', or female suffrage
or any question on wvhich Prohbiuîonists thcmnselves
are not agreed is certainly unwise. Thousands af
tbinkipg men ini ail parts af America sviii put more
confidence in the opinions of Dr. Cuyler tban inth
"shoot af a political convention."

Far away, in the easlern corner ai Soutb Africa,
where the asîbegins ta frun north from the port of
F'-"-t London ta Natal, stands aur iiissionary insti-
lution oi 1 oveiali' It nesties amang grassy buis
and is pleasanîiy situatcd. In sixty years aur mission-
aries have made il the beadquarters of the Kafir race,
Frnin Loivedale, light ;nd freedoni, learning and in-
dusîry, the grares and tlie hopes given anly by the
Gospel ai Christ, stream out over millions ai red
liealhens, wbo are gradually, by Ibis at.,j similar mis-
'rinnary agencies, being made a civilizer!, Cliristian
people.

In t841 the Rev. Mr. Covan opened the presenit
Lovedale-tite first ane hadl been desîroyed in the
Katir wars- witiî eleven Kafirs and niioe sons ai mis-
sianaries. Then carne mare wars, but in 1855 tbe
Governor, Sir George Grey, inspected tbe missionary
scbool wvith great satisfaction, and made it grants of
money ta eniabie it ta teacb the Kafirs trades, as
weli as boak-learning. This bas ever since jeen
done bv four skilled Scottish artisans and evaxige-
lîsîs, wbgo tflke the most iikely Kafir lads as appren.
t ice blacksiis, joiners, prinlers; and bookbinders.
At the samie time, side by side wilb the school and the
workslhop, there have grown up îwo Christian Churches
-one a large cangregation, under ils own native pas-
tort and flic teller a coilege congregation, mneeting in
the fine new bail ai the mission building. The for-
mer bad 689 conmmunicants last year ; tbe latter badl
na fewer Ilian 123, besides sixîy-nine candidates for
bapîtism, out ai a total numnber ai 363 youog men
aîxd womcn, boys and girls, ahl attending the institu-
lion.

Lovedale institution consists ai a divioity coliege, as
weli as scbaols and worksbops. Tlicre Kafir minis-
fers are trainer for tbe eburches. The Rev. Dr,
Stewart, and colleagues like Mr. MNoîr and Mr. An-
drew Smitb, 'M A., bave so watered tbe hardy Love-
daic plant by years af prayer and toi, tbat God bas
increased it ta become ane af the gteatest missianaty
centres in the non-Christian world. It helps the
Kafir race ta belp tliemselvcs. Had il donc notbing
else than produce ardent and successiol evangelists

be the Rev. Tiyo Saga, and Mr. William Kayi, ai
Livingstonia Mission-to mention oniy tlie dear!-
Lovedale wouîd bave done well. B3tt Dr. Stewart
ias just pubimsbed, mn a îhîck volume, a register af

itory can be traced alter liaving passed through ils
classes. Oi r,500 af those wbo were native young men,
si,\teen bave been or are now ministers or rnisrion-
arieS, twenty evangelists, 251 teachers, 2o2 engaged
in agricultural work on their own land, farty-nine in-
terpreters or mnagibtrates' c.lerks, nîne lau, agents and
journalists, fifteen chiefs or beadmien, and many arti-
sans and traders an lîigh wages. 0f santie 5ou native
girls, 158 became or are teachers and sewiog mis-
tresses, fifty-three enîered domestic servmce and
sevenîy-nîne marrmed.

In sucb figotes as tbese we ste the makîng af a
Chiristian Churcli and nation, on îvhorm the future af
a vast portion ai South Africa as a cabony and a state
depends.
