Moved by Rev. A. PaLaer, seconded by Rev. J. G. Gepbes, and resolved, that,
this society hereby nssents to the proposition of the 8ynod of the Dioceso of Ontario,
to givo their Bond to this Society, binding the #aid Synod to pay tho stipends of
such of the clergy of the said diocese ng here refused to surrender their indentures
from this society; and that the said Synod will protect this society from all claims
which may be made under snid indentures; and that on this bond being delivered
the remainder of the securities allotted to the Diocese of Ontario be transterred over
to the Synod of the said diocese, and that so much of the resolution adepted by this
society at its last meeting as conflicts with this resolution be rescinded.

Moved by Rev. J. G. GeEppES, seconded by the Rev. Dr. Reap, and resolved, that
a committee be appointed, to consist of the following gentleman: Rev. Dr. Fuller,
R. B. Denison, Bsq., aud H. Mortimer, Esq., for the purpose of enquiring into the
validity of the claim of the widow of the late Rev. S8amuel Johnson, and to report upon
it at the next meeting of the society.

Moved by Rev. Dr. Reap, seconded by Rev. Mr. Givixs, and resolved, that o
sub-committee, to consist of Rev. Mr. Davidson,W. II. Boulton, Esq., and the mover,
be appointed to examine carefally all the by-laws and resolutions of the Mission
Board, and report to this committee what are in force, and systematically arrange
the same.

Moved by Rev. Dr. FurLER, seconded by Jonn W. Gasmsire, Esq., and resolved,
that the Diucesan Church Society before receiving from the executors of the late
Rev. Wm. Leeming bis munificent bequest of £1000 to this Suciety, pledges itself
to invest said sum in Provincinl or County Debentures, to form a mission fund to be
applied to the sustenance of missionaries in destitute places, under the direction of
the Mission Bonrd.

Moved by Rev. Mr. CooPER, scconded by Rev. Mr. Hivton, aud resolved, that
the Secretary be instructed to procure with as little delay as possible a copy of a
bill about to be introduced into the legislature for the sale of the rectory lands, and
to priut the same in the Church Chronicle, that the members of the church at large
may be made acquainted with the principles and details of such bill.

Moved by F. W. Coatg, Esq., scconded by Col. O'Briex, and resolved, thata
committee be appointed to enquire into the Darlington Glebe Land transactions, and
report to the society at its next general mceting, The committee to consist of
Rev. H. Cooper, W. H. Boulton, Esq., T. J, Preston, Esq., and the mover.
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Moved by Rov. Dr. FoLuxr, seconded by Rov, H. C. Coorsr, and rosolved, that,
in accordance with the request contained in the letter of Rev. C. Ruttan, Incumbent
of Bradford, tho land in the front of the church lots in Bradford, 6 feet by 100 feet,
be lensed for 990 years to tho corporntion of sald wmunicipality, provided the
amount received for such Innd bo invested in the purchnse of land at the rear of
sald cburch lots.

Rov. F. L. Osler reported. that having examined tho lot of ground npplied for by
tho Incumbent and churchwardens of Orangovillo for a burying ground it be reco-
mended that an acro and a quarter of the Jand nsked for be granted to the parish
as n burying ground, such land to bo in the rear of tho land owned by the society,
nnd a road through tho frontage be given to the ground.

Moved by Mr. Gavituewr, soconded by Rev. Mr, Givins, and resolved, that if
the socicty has the power of making the grant that is to be made.

Rev. Dr. Rrao having given notice at the last quarterly meeting moved, seconded
by Rov. Dr. O'Mrana, that tho principlo of the following resolutions now proposed
to regulate the manngement and appropriation of any surplus arising from the com-
mutation fund be adopted. and that they bo referred to & committee, to consist of
Rov. Dr. Read, Rev. Dr. Fuller, Rev, Dr. Shortt, Rov. Mr. Darling, Rev. F. L. Osler,
Rev. H. C. Cooper, Rev. Mr. Geddes, Rev. Dr. O'Mearn, Rev. Mr. Langtry, Rev.
Alex. Stewart, Rov. C. E. Thomson, Rev. A.J. Fidler, Rov. R. Arnold, Hor. J. H,
Cameron, J. W. Gamble, Esq., €. J. Campbell, Esq, A. Gaviller, Esq., F. W. Cum-
berland, Esq., and . Mortimer, Esq., five to form a quorum, to report thereon at
the next meeting.

1. The whole fund, whether surplus or otherwise, shall continue to be managed by
the Clergy Trust Committeo, ns hercetofore. ,

2. That all surplus arising after the payment of fixed charges on tho fund, shall
be divided into two cqual amounts, and applied to tho salaries of .the clergy, in
manner following :

8. Ono balf to bo approprinted in salaries at the rato of $300 per anuum, tho
other half at the rate of $400 per annum.

4. That all the clergy of the Diocese, licensed and recogunised by the Bishop, and
not under ecclesinstical censure, shall be cligibie to benefit by this provision. And
all vacaocies in the list of aunuitants on this fund shall bo filled from such clergy in
regular rotation, based on seniority of full orders in the dioceso, such annuitants
being placed first on the list for the smaller amount aud passing in course to the
higher.

6. That any clergyman once placed on the list shall romain thereon so long as ho
continues to do duty in the diocese. But ghall forfeit his claim by removiug from
it, or by the withdrawal of his license by the Bishop or other constituted authority.

6. Any clergyman accepting a government rzctory (or other richly endowed
living) shall resign his income from the commutation fund, and by such acceptance
shall be regnrded as having forfeited his claim upon said fund. Nevertheless it
shall bo cligible for him on resigning such rectory (or living) to be agnin placed on
the list of annuitants 8o soon as a vacancy shall arise, provided such change has the
sanction of the Lord Bishop of the Diocese.

7. Nothing in this by-law shall be construed so as to prevent an exchange being
made, between a government rector and an annuitant of this fund, provided such
change has the sanction of the Bishop.

Rev. Dr. Reap gives notice, that at the next quarterly meeting of the socicty he
will move the adoption of the following rule:

That upou the applicativn of any member of this society, for the appointment of a
committee to consider a particular subject. It may be Iawful for the society with
the concurrence of such apphcaant to refer the subject to the standing committee, or
such other permanent committee of the society as may appear more suitable. And
that the member of the society making such application, shall be entitled to take his
sent at the meeting of thie committeo to which his motion was referred, during the
consideration of such motion.

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PROPNSED BILL.

An Act toenable the Church Societres and Incorporated Synods of the Church of Eng.
land Dioceses 1n Canada, to sell the Rectorial Lands in the said Dioceses,

Hor Majesty by and with the advice and consent of tho Legislativo Council and
Assembly of Canada, cnaots as follows:—

1. The Church Sooicty or Incorporated Synod of any Diocose of the Churoh of
England in this Province, shall havo ful] power and nuthority at any time within ten
years from tho passing of this Act, nbsolutely to sell and disposo of any land granted
by tho Crown nt any time ny an cndowment for nny Rectory or Rectories of tho
Chnrch of England and Ireland in this Province, subject to any existing leascs of
such lnnds; and tho purchaser or purchnscrs of such lands shall hold the same,
freed and discharged of any trust as to such Rectory, and shall not be bound to sco
to the application of the purchasc-moncey of such lands.

2. Beforc any such salo shall take place, tho Church Society or Incorporated
8ynod within winch such Rectory is situate, shall provido that the annual intorest
or profit of the moneys arising from such sale shall be applied to tho use of the
Incumbent of such Rectory, at the timo of such sale, during his incumbency ; and
after tho death or removal of such Incumbont, such annual iaterest or profit shall
be applied to such purposes of tho said Socioties or Incorporated Synods na thoy
shall 1n their respective Dioceses by any By-laws, from time to timo, direct and
appoint.

Pg. Tho moneys nrising from such sales shall bo invested in such sccurities as tho
said Church Socictics or Incorporatod Synods shall by By-law or By-laws dircet or
appoint.

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REPORT OF THE DEPUTATION TO THE NEWCASTLE DISTRICT, 1804,
(RY REV. DR, FULLER.)

My Lorn Biswuor,

1n complianco with your Lordship's request, I givo bolow n dotailed nccount of
my visit to the Newcnatlo District, ¢n behalf the Church Saciety of the Dioceac, ns
the deputation appointed for that purpose by your Lordship.

Qur fitst meoting, on tho evening of tho 18th of Janunry, was at Bowmanville, and
was vory rospectabiy attended in tho beautiful comriodicus church of that Toswn.
Tho meeting, presided over by the Rector, wns nddressed by the Venorablo the
Archdencon of Toronto, tho Hon, G. 8. Boulton, who had been appointed by tho
local cominitteo to aid the deputation, Ly the Rev. 1. Brent, Rector of Clarke, by
the Rov. W. Lognu, Incumbent of Cartwright, and myself; the peoplo appearcd
very nttentive, nnd it is hoped that tho collection of §10.13, is an omen of Increased
contributions in that parish for tho Church Society.

Tho next day the Rev. W. Logan, who had come out with his doublo sleigh for
that purpose, drove the Archdencon, Mr. Boulton, and myself to Eoniskillen, about
nine miles back from Bowmansille, in tho rear of the beautiful and very productive
Township of Darlington. When we left Bowmanville it commenced snowing lightly ;
bat, before we reached Enniskillen, it had become a regular snow storm ; however,
wo reached the little church, and had the privilegoe of addressing some forty carnest-
minded farmers and their wives and young people, who had bLraved the snow storm
to hear of the church of their love. They nppeared greatly interested in what they
heard ; and. T doubt not, will show their interest in tho Church Socicty by their
hberal cont sibution to its funds, though from tho peeuliar circumstances in which
the very zenlous incumbent found the congregation, when he took charge of it somo
sonths previous, ho had given no netice for a collection on the previons Sunday,
and thercfore none was made at tho meeting. After wo had bidden ndieu to the
warm henrted church people of Enniskillen, we made our way, as we best could,
through the deep snow to the house of Dr. Hillier, a medical gentleman, resident in
the little villnge, who, though a member of the Kirk of Scotland, always attends the
service of our chiurch, and had made ample provision for our entertainment at his
hogpitable mansion. After dinner we waited somo time, in hopes that the storm
would abnate; but in vain; instend of decreasing it incrensed; and, in order
to reach Cartwright Church before dark, we left the good warm residenco of
the worthy Dr. aud faced the storm, nt the call of duty. For seven miles it sleeted
in our faces, with such violence, that though all in the sleigh had scen many a snow
storm before, we all agreed that it was the worst to which we bad ever been
exposcd.  Wo passed the Cartwright Church (deeming it altogether unlikely that
any one would come there such an evening,) and after n timo we were very hospit-
ably cutertnined by Mrs. Logan, the Incumbent’s excellent wife, nonc of us at all
the worse for the severc storm through which we had pagsed, and being thankful
to be in good comfortable quarters. We had, when passing the church, agreed that
no one would attend it such a stormy cvening; but one zealous churchman, the
resident lay delegate to the Synod, reached the church after making his way through
the storm seven miles; and two other zealous churchmen came five miles to attend
the meeting.  The zeal displnyed by theso individunls induced e to comply with
Mr. Logan’s request, that I would stay beyend the time fixed for my return to
Torento, and give the good people of Cartwright a meeting.

The next day our zealous host drove us down to Newenstle, in the beautifal
church of which place we had our next meeting. It was well attended by a res-
pectable audience. After able aduresses by the Archdencon, Mr. Boulton, Pr:
MacNab, and myself, n collection of $7.50 was taken up in aid of the mission fund.
This church strongly shows the vast improvement in church architecturo witbin a
few years in this country. 1tis one of the many churches erected after designs of
Mr. W Hay. Here, s i3 seldom the case, the architect was allowed to carry out
tus desigus without tise least iuterference on the part of incumbent, churchwardens
ur veatry ; and the church certainly reflects great credit on his taste and knowledge
of'$is profession,  Connccted with the church I learned accidentally o circumstnyes,
which is highly creditable to the gentleman coucerned; & person not over burdened
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with this world's good, who, hiaving advanced money for the erection of this church
to the nmeunt of £800, had received debentures to that amount, most generously
offored Inst Enster to surrender his debentures if tho holders of tho other debentures
would do tho samo. The other parties not feoling willing, or perhaps not being ablo
to do 8o, his goncrous offer wns lost. But a congregation with such gencrous spirita
in it will not long bo burdened with debt. At Newcastlo wo parted with the Arch-
deacon and Mr. Boulton, who had shewn groat zoal in tho canso of thoe Church
Bocioty by lenving home at this incloment scason of the year nud braving the storm
to which they wero exposed, in order to plend ita claims.

Tho next day Mr. Willinms, the zenlous churchwarden of St. John's Church, Port
Hope, met Rev. H. Brent and myself at tho Railway Station in that Town and drove
us up to Porrytown. Hero the meoting was but smnll, in consequence of tho heavy
snow drifts, and tho sad stato in which the late incumbent had left the parish, however
tho few who were present listened with great attention to tho addresses of Mr.
Breat, Rev. Mr Viears and mysolf; and the small collection af $H1.31 was takea
up. Tho situntion of the church at Perrytown ia exceedingly fino, commanding a
vory extensivo view of n large tract of undulating aod rich country, with a fino view
of Lake Ontario a fow miles off.

Tho church itsolf reflects great credit on the zcalous missionary, under whoso
suporintondence it was creoted.

Our next meoting was at Millbrook, tho chief village in tho old and well sottled
Township of Cavan, the Rector of w' ich wns absent as a deputation aud doing good
servico for the Church Socioty in tho Home District. Tho mooting, which was a
Ligbly respectable one, listened attontively to the addresses delivered, and a collec-
tion of $5.12} was mado for the mission fund. In inis church, ns in that nt New-
castlo, tho choir oceupy their prover places in the sacred edifico: and in this, as in
that wo found nn excollent harmonium which is o great improvement on tho melo-
deon, and is quite sufficiont for churches of n moderate size; whilst the singing in
both churches was excellent, and greatly added to the pleasuro of the meetings.
Music is a feature in our missionary meotings introduced only within tho last fow
years; but one which should never Lo neglected.  Tho following morning we found
ourselves in the ancient church of St. John, Cavan, tho scene of the labours of that
carnest man of God, tho late Rov. Samuel Armour, snd before him of that primitive
missionary, the Rov. James Thompson. Wo had the privilege of addressing on this
occasion o goodly number of the Protestants of Cavan; but in consequence of
baving threo mectings that day, we had to make our addresses very short. The
colleotion nmounted to $4.50. This church, like that of Perrytown, is benutifully
situated and may be seen for miles off. It was evidently built before the architect
had done much for Canadn; but answers an excellent purpose, being large and
convenicnt, and affex *ing tho honest yeomanry of that truly loyal township a pluce
whero they may assemble weekly under their able and eloquent minister, to wor-
ship God in tho use of our inimitable Liturgy. After dinner at the house of Mr.
Vance, who lives near the church, Mr. Brent and I parted from the Rev. Mr. Davies,
the new and zealous Incumbent of Perrytown, who had kindly accompanied us
there, and in the absence of the Rector had presided at the meetings in Cavan, hav-
ing lately been assistant in that parish. Mr. Brent and I wero kindly driven by
our cxcellent host Mr. Vance, through a very fine undulating country, to Omemeo,
in tho Township of Emily, County of Victorin, whilst Rev. Mr. Vicars, who had
greatly aided us at the two meetings in the Township of Cavan, drove on to Lindsay,
to preparo for his own meeting in the evening. The meeting at Omemeo had been
fized for 8 pm. In consequence of the inconvenienco of that hour and somo want of
general notice, it was not as largely attended as could have been desired. The
zeal manifested by the excellent incumbent and his churchwardens, C. Knowlson,
Esq., warrants us in believing, that, although, through somo misunderstanding no
notico for a_collection had been given, and conscquently none was taken up, the
mission of Emily and Manvers, will cvince their interest in the Church Society by
gon:‘ributing considerably moro this ycar than they have ever done before toits
unds,

The church, parsonage, and glebe at Omemeo shew the zeal nnd liberality of the
first missionary to the Township of Emily, the Rov. Wm. 8haw, M.A., now s Rector
in England. ) '
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It was with groat difficulty our oxcellent friznd, Mr. Vance, by driviog his horses
st a high apeed, got us to the train, which enrricd my compnnion and myself to the
ristag Town of Lindsay, At the mecting here, which was fairly attended, Mr.
Brent and [, being tho only apeakers, dividi ! what wo lad to any into two parts,
ench thus making our addresses shorter, yet cnabling us to any what we
concelved the occasion demanded. A collection of $4.70 was taken up for tho mis-
slon fund,

Lindsay is an important place, being tho Conuty Town of the Couuty of Victeria,
into the back Townships of which emigrants from Europo and tho older sottlements
in Unnadn nro constantly pouring. In the County of Victoria arc the two coloniza-
tion ronds tho ** Bobeageon ™ and tho “Victorin,” aloug both of which Inrge settlo-
meats have been formed during the two lnst years. The County of Victoria com-
prises 26 Townahipe, and, nccording to tho last census, contains nbout 6000 ohurci:-
men. To minister to these, scattered over Townships, some of thom (60 miles from
thelr residences, wo have ono clergymnn at Lindsay, the wholo of his timeis
devoted to tho County, nnd one at Omemce, the half ot whose time only i3 dovoted
to tho county, tho other half being given to tho Township of Manvers, in the County
of Durham. Lindsny itself requires tho whole of n clergyman's time and nttention ;
and tho Townships of Emily and Manvers are more than one missionary can attend
to, ns they ought to be attended to.  But feeling the wants of his fellow churchmen
in the now Townships Mr. Vicars, who is young and vigorous, gocs out on mission-
ary tours into tho back Townships; but is able to do scarcely n tithe of what
ought to be done.  From the best information [ could obtain ono missionary ought
to bo stntioned at once at Bobeageon, which is the key to the back country, nnd
whonco he could, if he is n good horseman, and willing and able to enduro hardships
for bis Master’s sake and the sonls of his fellow churchmen, supply in some slight
degreo the duties of a travelling missicanry to tho hundreds of church familics
settled along the Bobeageon road, even as high up as the Township of Sherborne,
60 miles nway from that place. A sccond missionary is required at Fenclon Falls,
who could, in like manner, supply the poor church people along the Victoria road,
which tuns parallel with tho Bobeageon Rond, about 18 miles west of it. And n
fine ficld is open for a third missionary in the Township of Mariposa, Eldon, (in tho
former of which there is a yery handsome church at Oakwood,) and in tho ndjoining
Townships of East Brock and Thoruh in the County of Ontario. If the missionary
had bis head quarters at Cannington in East Brock, he could scrve that part of
Brock, Beaverton in Thorah, Onkwood in Mariposa, and Woodville in Eldon, in all
which places good congregaticus ready and anxious to contribute according to their
ability could be gathered. Iappily there is at Fenclon Falls a considerable endow-
ment ; which, as it has had no calls on it for the two last years, ought to beina
position to nid largely townrds n clergyman’s salary. And I think the terrible
state of spiritual destitution in which so many of our fellow churchmen aroe living
in the County of Victorin, only requires to be known to cull forth from the mombers
of our church nmple menns to support missionnries nmongst them.

After having been very hospitably entertained by John 8mith, Esq., the agent of
the Ontario Bnuk at Lindsay, 1 took the train for Millbrook, Cavan, whero I parted
for a timeo with my friend Rev. I, Brent, who had greatly aided mo in the work, in
which wo had been engaged. .

To the Editor of the Church Chronicle, Toronto.
Sir,

As | uuppnse some short account of the proceedings of the deputation of the
Church Saciety, to north enst of Lake Simcoe, will be expected by tho membors of
our church, | send you the following reminiscence :—

On Mondny, the 18th ultimn, after a pleasant drive from Bond Head, (County
Simcoe.) I nrrived in the afternoon at the Village of Sutton, in the Township of
Georgina, 83 miles, and wns received with n hearty welcome by the Rev. W, Ritchie
at his house, where I found the Riv, S. Givins, (Rural Dean,) who had been driven
across the lake from the LeFroy Station on Saturday; after dincer, sbout 7 o’clock,
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we all wont down to the village, about two miles from tho parsonage, where the
meeting was to bo held: lere, in a Inrge room, we found a goodly nuwber
assembled, after a short specch from the Rev. W. Ritchie, the deputation also
addressed the meeting, pressing on those present, that as the church is now on the
voluntary principle, the great necessity of supporting the society with more vigour
and caruestness, that the more destitute parts of the Province might be ussisted in
maintaining their clergy and building their churches. At the closo of the meeting
collectors were appointed, and several subscribers to the Church Chronicle obtained ;
a collection was tnken up amounting to $7.73. The next morning, Tuesday,
revealed thatn heavy snow storm had occurred during the night, aud was not yetover;
however, after a good breakfast and bidding farewell to our host, the writer and Rev,
S. Givins started for Beaverton (18 miles) with the storm fall in our faces ; butas much
of the road was through the wood, it was not very unpleasant. Oun arriving at
Beaverton, a very poor prospect presented itself for holding a meeting, the snow by
this time being very deep, nevertheless we did so, in what was once a school house,
In this, motwithstanding the driving snow, we found a number present, a nice
melodeon and some young ladies, who Sang several approprinte hymns and
pieces. It appears there are not many members of the Episcopal Church in this
neighbourhood, the settlers being chiefly Uighland Scotch and Presbyterians, who
have a capital large church; the members of our church are desirous of obtainiag
the occasional services of a clergyman, and are willing to unite with the churches
at Canington (or East Brock) and Oakwood, in maintning one, nud appointed a depu-
tation to meet the members of said churches and arrange the business if possible,
(collcetion $2 16). We were here kivdly entertained by Mr. Davidson. Next
morning. 20th, we Ieft for Cannington, (10 miles, ) bere we found the church in a very
unsettled condition, the old church not having been opened for some length of time,
but my Rev. companion, after calling on some of the influential members, conclud-
ing to hold a meeting in the church about two miles out of the village, — Thempson,
Esq., accordingly hnd the fire kindled, lamps lighted, melodeon opened, and notice
sent round to members of the church that a meeting would he held in the evening,
at about 7.30 wo met about 35 persons, who appeared much pleased that a meeting
had been ealled, und who were, we trust, invigorated with the efforts of the deputa-
tion to kindle the flame of christian fellowship, and a henrty desive to maiatain the
church of their fathers, so that their children may enjoy the ble-gings they so much
desire to repossess. Next morning the Rev. S. Givins was driven over to Woodville,
5 miles, by the Rev. Harris, who had now joined us. They were desirous of seceing
some members of our church living there, who are hoping to have the occasional
services of a clergyman, and the writer went on to Oakwood, passing through the flour-
ishing village of Manilla. At Oaltwood, we re-united; here we found a remarkably
pretty little church, (frame,) principally built through the exertions and under the
the superintendence of Mr. Benle of the village ; the narrow lancet-shaped windows
were each bordered with stained glass, and the clustered three at the east end were
very tastefully ornamented with siguificant emblems of the same material This witha
low onk pulpit and reading desk on either side of the small chancel within the
communion rails, which were of oak, and of a most elegant pattern, and a lamp
hung between the desk and pulpit, gave the whole a must pleasing effect. The body
of the church was sented with pews, a handsome melodeon was standing at one
end, the entrance doors from the porch were covered with crimson baize, studded
with brass nails, giviug the whole a inost chureh like and finished appearance. We
were sorry not to be able to hold a meeting here, as from some mistake the congre-
gation had met the evening before, supposing that was the time the meeting would
take place. Here again we find a church wanting a pastor, desirous of uniting with
same other congregation to maintain one; they not being strong epough of them-
¥ gelves. About 3.30 in the afternoon we teit for Bast Brock Church, 14 miles, where
we did not arrive till nearly 7 o’clock, the road being very hilly in some parts and
+ 7. not mnch travelled. When we arrived at the church, which is in the woods, we
found very few had gathered, and the fire only just lighted, and no place to put up
~ the horses, so we tied them under the trees, taking ¢ to cover them well, asit
was growing very cold; in about half an hour the cohgregation assembled.
‘They were very attentive aud expressed themselves plensed to be visited; and truly
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this will with caro and attention become a thriving body, as tho old church is to be
suporseded by o new brick oue, (nbout twe miles further,) which will bo more in
tho centro of the members of the church. The oue in which we held the meeting is
now (after many years huve passed sinco it was built) found very inconvenieutly
situated, and not eufficiently commodious. After the meeting » measenger
oame to tell our Rev. fricud we could rot bs accommodated with beds, &o, at the
man's house he had arranged with, as a surprise party had filled his whole house
that very evening; so ho liad to look out for another neighbour’s further on, and
fortunately he found the fumily of one of his people who had not gone to bed by
10 o’cloolk, who very kindly accommodated usand our horses. and soon we were
sitting round the supper table with a cheerful fire ; after family prayer wo gladly
turned in for the night and slept right soundly. Next morning we left our worthy
host Mr. Dable for Uxbridge, 12 miles, on our way looking in at the new brick
church ; whea this is finished it will bo ns substantial, well built, and roomy a
church as any north of Toronto. The mixture of white brick (round the windows
and up the sides ot tho lofty tower) with the red, gives a very neat appearance, the
cost will be about $2000, tho greater part of which is secured. Continuing our
drive we arrived at the Town—I had almost said—Village ot Uxbridge with its two
flour mills, saw and carding mills. Ilere we were hospitably entertained by Dr.
Nation, one of tlre early residents in the village. The meeting was beld in the
church, at 7 p.m., where Rev. C. E. Thompson also was present and addressed
the meeting. The church, which had been decorated at Christmas, looked very
pretty, particularly the scroll of evergreens forming the sentence ¢ Glory to God in
the bighest and on earth peace, good will towardsnien.” There were between 70 and
80 persons present, the collection amounting to $7 87. After the meoting several
of the lending members met the Rev. 8. Givins to arrange for the permanent ser-
vices of Rev. C. Harris, who has lately moved into a house a little out of the
village; the church in this village, in connexion with some other village, ought soon
to be self sustaining, and doubtless will, with judicious management, if the true love
for our church and its master ooly burng a little brighter in the hearts of the pro-
fessing church members. Next morning, Saturday, Messrs. Giving and Thompson
proceeded by stage to Whitby, and the writer drove homo across the country.

PAROCHIAL MEETINGS IN GEORGINA, &e.

To the Editor of the Church Chronicle, Toronto.
Dear Stm,

Having been chosen by the Home District Branch of the Church Society, to
form part of & deputation to attend Parochial Meetings in the Townships of Geor-
gina, Brock, Uxbridge, Scarborough and Markbam, I proceed, according to promise,
to give you a brief sketch of that portion of the prescribed tour which I was myself
able to accomplish. I very much regret that 1 was unable to be present at any of
the meetings before that held at Uxbridge, on the 22nd of January. But my own
meeting had been appointed for the 19th, and though it did not actually take place,
on azcount of the deputation being wenther-bound at Acton, still I had to remain at
home until Thursday, the 21st, when I proceeded to Whitby. As the Grand Trunk
Trains were only four hours late in arriving at Toronto from the west, and only an
hour behind time in starting thence for the ecast, I managed to arrive at Whitby
within reasonable time.

Here I found expecting me my old acquaintance the Rev. J. D. Cayley, and was
most hospitably entertained by him and bis amiable wife.

The next morning, as Mr. Cayley was unable to procure a conveyance, I took
passage in the stage for Uxbridge, distant 22 miles, at which place I arrived early
in the afternoon, after a pleagant drive through an apparently improving country.
I bad vo sooner arrived at 1{us thriving little village, than I was taken possession
of by Dr. Hillary, who, though I was a perfeet stranger to him, at once proceeded
after the manner of his countrymen to make meo feel myself at home. Here I was
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glad to meet with our worthy Hon. Sceretary, the Rev. S. Givins, and with My,
Gaviller, the other momber of the deputation, the former of whom had, ver

kindly, and much to the ndvantage of the society, boen supplying my unavoidable
Inck of servico. Mr. Harris, the Missionary at Uxbridge, hns Intely been removed
thither from Brock, I trust he may be successful in building up tho church in his
new charge. We hiad n very pleasant, and, I hope, profitable meeting in the church,
which 18 a good sized frame building. kept in remarkably good order and neatness,
and very prettily decorated for Christmns. The attendance nt the meeting was very
fair, and had not the *‘clief singers™ been absent from home, no doubt the pro-
ceedings would have been enlivened by psalmody to a greater extent. Nevertheless
Mr. Harris himself possesses a good vuice, and led off manfully in a psalm or two.
The chief feature of the meeting was a speech from Mr. Gaviller, which was most
spirited and stirring, and produced n matked effect. Laymen little know the good
they might do by taking a more active and public part in the proceedings of the
Church Socicty, by their doing so nut only would its funds be largely increased, but
a greater confidenco would be felt in its working throughout the country.

Unfortunately for the cause of the society, private business required Mr. Gavil'er's
presence at home, and he took leave of us on the morning of Saturday, the 23ri,
not again to join the deputntion Not being able to get across the country to Mark-
ham, I returned with Mr. Givins by stage to Whitby,whence our respected Secretary
went to Toronto in the afternoon, whilst I remained to spend Sunday with my
friend Mr. Cayley.

In church matters Whitby seems to be looking up. Years ago a substantinl stone
church was built near the Port, almost close to the present Railway Station, but
about n milo and a quarter from the Kingston Road, on which is situated the now
rising Tcwn of Whitby: whatever it may have been once, this church is now neither
the right thing nor in the right place. It is gratifying to learn that the good
church people of Whitby nre determined not to be any longer bebind the various
seots which have meeting-houses in the town. A most excellent site has beea
secured, and the plans are already prepared for a new church which will be a credit
to the town., In the menntime the living church is being built up. Services are
held not only in the old church every Sunday morning, but also every Sunday even-
ing in the congregational chapel, which has been leased for that purpose. Two
Sunday Schools are kept in operation ; great pains are being taken to improve the
singing, aud altogether, I think, we may luok upon Whitby as one of our most prom-
ising parishes.

Leaving Whitby on the morning of Monday, January 25th, I proceeded to Scar-
borough, and soun found myself at home in the comfortable parsonagz of the Rev.
W. Belt, the zealous Incumbent of Searborough. Hire I remained until the after-
noon, when Mr Belt kindly drove me to Unionville in Markham Township, where
we found the Rev. G. 8. J. Hill expecting us, and were also cheered by the presence
of the Rev. R. Shauklin, the Rector of Thornhill. Proceeding to the church, which
is close to the Rectory House, we found it well filled, and had a very pleasant
meeting. A noticeable feature of this, and all the other meetings in Markbam snd
Scarborough. was the praiseworthy effort which was made to enliven the procced-
ings by introducing pieces of sacred music. The Unionville choir are entitled to
great credit for their performance on this oceasion. I was glad to learn that Mr.
Shanklin, who is known to be an adept in such matters, is making efforts to have
meetings of neighbouring chuirs for practice, with a view to mutual improvement.

On Tuesday evening, the 26th, we went down to Markham Village, five or six
miles away. IHere is a neat church the result of many years of painful exertion on
the part of the esteemed Rector. There was a good assembly, and the work went
on, I hope successfully, aided again by the choir. This time there were no speakers
excepting Mr. Belt and myself.

Markham does not hold a very prominent place amongst the parishes contributing
to the Churchi Society for the past year. But those who know the small proportion
of church people to the population of the Township, and the many difficulties and
great opposition wiich the church has to encounter, will not be surprised at this.
It should be remembered, too, that the worthy Rector, just at the .time for holding
the meeting last year, was dangerously ill, and is not yet completely recovered,
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It is to bo hoped, however, that a Township so advanced in all points of material
prosperity will not continue to lag behind in the glorious work of advancing the
Redeemer’s kingdom.

The most pleasant things must have an end, and so on the evening of Wednesday,
the 27th of January, T bade adicn to Markham Rectory, and was driven by Mr.
Hill to St. Paul's, Scarborough. This is a church at the north west edge of tho
Township, built, I believe, during the early days of Mr. Darling’s incumbonoy.
Though not & handsome building, it is nevertheless well taken care of, and the
tablets containing the commandments, $c., do great credit to the loeal artist, as
does also some of the carving about the pnlpit and reading desk. Tho church was
completely filled with an attentive congregation, and the music was hearty and
fuller. After the meeting Mr. Hill took leave of us and returned home, Mr. Belt
and myself going back to Scarborough Parsonage.

The next evening saw us at Christ Chureh, which stands beeides the Kingston
Road, and placed on & commanding elevation is conspicuons from the Railway.
This 18 the largest church in Scarborough, an improvement npon St. Paul’s in sonfs
respects, but somewhat pretentious for the frail material, lath and plaster, of which
it is built. Owing to the mild weather of the last two or three dnys, which made
the roads very sloppy and disagreenble, the nttendance here, though good, was not
crowded. We had here the advantage of the presence and aid of the Rev. Mr.
Plowman, of St. John’s, Toronto.

On Friday evening wo were refreshed by the arrival of Mr. Cayley from Whitby,
snd all three of us, no doubt much to the distaste of Mr. Belt’s worthy and greatly-
enduring horse, drove over to St. Jude's, a small church near the Town-line of
York, about eight miles from 'Toronto. It was too dark to see the outside of the
church, but within it is, for its size and mateiial, the most perfect little gem, and so
nicely decorated ; as, indeed, were all the Scarborough Churches, [fere we held o
very pleasant meeting, and were entertained and refreshed between the specches by
the music of the choir.

Searborough is eminent among the country parishes of the diocese for church
work. Inthe Home District it is second only to Lloydtown in the amount of its
contributions to the Church Society. Within the last five or six years it bas built
a good parsonage, and added to it a commodious kitchen. The people are just
about adding $200 to the salary of their hardworking and estimable clergyman, and
the two back churches have lately made him a present of a horse. These things
speak well both for Pastor and people, and I cnunot refrain from expressing the
hope that s relationship so mutually beneficial may, under God's blessing, long
continue.

Having now brought the notes of my little tour to a conclusion, I have only to ask
your indulgence and that of your readers for the length to which they have ruo,
and to give utterance to the prayer that the great heada of the church will be pleased
to vouchsafe his blessing to this and all similar efforts which have been made in
behalf the missionary work of this diocese.

A missionary meeting in connection with the Church of England was held in this
village on Tuesday evening, The attendance was not so large as such occasions
usually call forth, which was owing in 8 measure to the great distance mauy of the
members live from the church.

The chair was ably filled by the Rev. Mr. Hill. He read from the annual report
extracts, giving his hearers an idea of the nature of the great work that was being
accomplished. He spoke of their financial condition, and urged with rauch force the
necessity of friends providing means to nssist those missionaries who are sent to
labour amongst the heathens. The amounts coliected in this neighbourhood yearly
increased up to last year, when there was quite a falling off in the contributions,
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The Rev. Messrs. Belt and Thompson were the spenkers of tho ovening, My,
Belt spoke with o good denl of feeling; bis nppeal being direoted more 10 the heart
than the pocket. e was listened to with marked nttention. Mr, Thompson fol-
lowed in a very able nddress.  [le spoke of tho work they were doing: the necessity
of its being sustained, and the duty devolving upon ench member in contributing to
and otherwise assisting in the ndvancement of the missionary eause. Mr. Thom
son's impressive remnrks will not soon be forgotten by those who had the plessure
of being present. The excelient music provided by tho Church Choir ndded con-
siderably to the interest of the occasion. At the closo of tho meoting all left the
church well pleased with the missionary services .
