GROWTIL OF CATHOLICITY IN THE OLD WORLD.

Bishop O'Farrell was present at the laying
of the first stone of St. James’s Church,
Marxshlane, near Liverpool, on Sunday, July
20th, and following the Bishop of Liverpool,
delivered an address which was very cordially
received. He remarked that he could not
help feeling he was almost in Ameriea that
day, for the wonderful growth which wus
characteristic of that parish, and which was
so well described by the Bishop of Liverpool,
geemed to him a picture of the growth of
American towns and congregations. He had
no iden that in the Old World he should find
such growth nnd so much prosperity in the
Catholic Church. 0f course, in America,
where everything had to be built up, and
where the growth was so extreme, so con-
tinuous, it was natural that parishes very
small fifteen and twenty years ago should be
Iarge to-day. But that ina city like Liver-

ool there should have been such a growth of

atholicity as has been described, was cer-
tainly marvelous to him.

THE GLORIES OF THE CATHOLIO CHURCH,

It gave him grent pleasure, and he re-
joiced to be able to proclaim—us he would
proclaim when he returned home—how the
Church was growing here in strength and in
numbers and in intelligence everywhere. He
need not say that on such an occasion as that
they felt they were providing for the general
welfare of thecountry, and were contributing,
at least, their full share to the general growth
of morality and religion, They knew all that
the Catholic Church could do for the growth
of the country. They knew what she could
do for the intellectual development of the
minds of her children; and still more what
she could dofor the moral growth of the popu-
lation. But those outside the Church did not
yet Tenlize it ; and it was by ceremonies such
as that they were brought face to fuce with the
great truth that the Catholic Church was the
great teacher of monkind; that in the post
ages she had been the mistress and the teacher
of all the generations of men; that she was
the glory of England in past days, and that
she would, perhaps, before many generations
went by, be the glory of England in the fu-
tare. Lo her the world was indebted in past
ages for all that comstituted the true great-
ness of a nation—for the moral honesty, the
integrity, the patriotic devotedness of the
children of the 1and. ' e

IMPORTANCE OF CATHOLIC SCHOOLS.

It was Dy the teachings of the Catholic
Church they were promoted. From the place
in which they were now essembled would go
forth the highest lessons of morality and re-
ligion. In the schools ull that could help to
make their children good, faithful citizens—
honest and true men, pure and good women
—would be tanght. The schoel was_the por-
tico " of the Church, und it was from the
school, he might say, that the young were
brought into the Church. The school was
the grent source of light and strength for the
yaoung, and if they would not think it imper-
tinent of o strt_l.n%er ‘to offer the suggeation,
he would advise them to make every sacrifice
in order to’ pit their children at school, and
to leaye _ them ‘there aslong as'they could.
a8, their great’ battle:ground  every-
where. In Anerica, in Eiirope, il Australia,
‘the, battle of edudation was being fought.

ildren were being torn awdy = from the
Church by infidelity and heresy. .
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and they had to grow up, therefore, in an at-
mosphere of religious inditference ; they had
to go to schools where either no religion or
contrary religion to theirs was tsught, and
what could the. children do? Muny of the
old people, of course, were to be blamed for
ihe supineness and-carclessness ; yet in venlity
he circumstances were so strongly aguinst
them that perhaps God would cxcuse them.
But there wus the young generation going
away. It was the slaughter of the innocents
in the worst sense; it was the slaughier of

immortal souls ; it was the slanghter and de-

struction of those who, if they liad grown up
with & full kuowledge of their religion, would,
with all their American independence, have
raised the bauner of Catholicity so high that
it would be waving overevery pait of that
great land to-day.

SACRIFICES OF CATIIOLICS IN BEHALF GF EDUCA-

TION.

Now, however, the Catholics of America
were trying to do, and were pretty able todo,
what Catholics were doing here in a better
way—to get all their children into the schools
and have then trained in all the secular
kunowledyge that would fit them for their posi-
tion m life, and wt the same time to have
them trained in that moral of love for their
Faith that would sustuin them in wll the fu.
ture battles of life. They were proving in
England, as  American Catholics were trying
to ];mvu, that the Catholic Church, in-
stead of being opposed to lewrning, made
more sacrifices for 1t than any other body in
the world. Nowhere clse had the poorest
been culled upon to build schaoovls when the
whole power of the Stute was againgt them
nowhere else weve people paying taxes aw
Catholics were in America—for the public
schools tirgt, and then for their own schools,
What but the love, the deep love of know-
ledge and of true education, would enahle
their people to bear this double burden as
they were bearing it, and would bear it, until
their fellow-countrymen in America opencd
their eyes to the injustice of taxing people for
conscience’ suke, for it came to that at the
end. In conclusion, His Lordship rema rked
on the advantages which the Church enjoyed
in laboring in free countries, and said he felt,
though an American, that nowhere was the
Catholic Church freer than under the flag of
England.

FRUITS OF THE HOLY
ENCYCLICAL.

The Frenel Congress ot Versaillen—& Notars
fous Blasphemer—¥arant Eplscopnl Nees

M. Chesnelong, the clo-
quent Senator of the Right, avoided all ex-
ageers tion,  When twitted by hiz political
awdversaries as a *“grand seigneur,” who hd
learnt nothing and furgotten nothing, ke
rushed to the tribune and indignaatly de-
sied the aceusation.  ** Althongh o Tlovalist
and a Catholic,” he exclaimed, ¢ T ant ane of
the peeple, and 1 owe my fortune to
ard  work, 1 do not nmke use of the
working-classes to muke my own political
fortune. What 1 promise chen, [ lope and
resolve to fulfil.”  Fven the Extreme Left
conld not help Hstening to this sincere politi-
cian with respect. One of the other chief in-
cidents of the Congress was the speech of
Monseigneur Freppel  The eloquent Bishop
of Angers reminded the Asscmbly of the
strange caprives of France.  What Congress
does so flippuntly to-duy it may undo in &
few years. If a Republic becomes powerless
to benefit the nation it ny yet be replaced
by o Constitutional Monavch. To the ques-
tion of whowas the real heir to the throne, the
Bishop bravely replied that the Comte de Paris
wis the lawinl successor of the Comte de
Chambord, Hereupon a storm arose. M.
Floquet thrcatened the Orleans Princes with
bunishment, aud it is not impossible that the
threat inay le earricd out. But the naune of
the Comte de ’aris has Leen mentioned, and
the record will go down to posterity. The
citect of the Congress will be tritling und its
decision will have no moral weight. It is re-
markable thut any  attempt to radicnlly
change the French Constitution hus always
been followed by still greater changes, ‘The
plebiscite of Napoleon HI. was the fore-
runner of disaster and overthrow. A con-
stitution the chief clement of which is the
abolition of public praycrs, will not be the
harbinger of good things. France is still
Catholic. The best speeches at the Congress
were made by Catholic orators, and the
Papal Nuncio occupied the place of honor

in the Ambassador’s Gallery. Monsignor
di Rende sat out the debates of each

day, regardless of the stifling heat. Dur-
ing the most tumultuous sccues lLis hand-
gsome and impassive face gave no sign of
what was going on within. Amongst the
other minbassadors there were mingled looks
of pity and contempt. KEvery now and then
the disturbunce was so grent that M. Le Roy-
er, the President, put on his hat and left his
chair, whilst some of the spectators lonked
round to see whether a general with his troops
were about toenter the large hall toclear awny
the political rabbie and bring the Congress to
itssenses. A summary proceeding of this kind
might have cost the gencral in question
his head. Buat in France all is possible ; and
when the evil effects of the Congresa begin to
be felt, a military saviour may yet come to
the front. The present majority is weak and
venal. Put if it could he convinced that the
ern of rewards and decorations wus over it
might yet make what in France is called an
svolution.

Jogrand, alius Léo Taxil, was the
friend of Garibaldi, Hehag parodied the Holy
Scriptures, and written pages of blasphemouns
ribaldry agoinst our Blessed Lord. The ador-
able Sacrament of the Altar, the Blessed
Virgin, and the Saints.

CACERES ENTERS LIMA.

A STORM OF BULLETS, IN wiict 150 pen-
SONS WERE KILLED,

Cnorriios, Peru, Aug, 30, via Galveston.
—TIn Lima yesterday there was a storm of bal-
lets for oversix hours. Caceres entered the
city with a rabble, who yelled and fired in the
greatest disorder. The night before, all the
Government troops were withdrawn into the
cunrtel and the pulace,and the entryof Cncercs,
although not unexpected, was somewlhat of u
surprise. 1lis men captured the cunrtcl and
the Churches of Mereel and San Augustin,
from which they kept up a fusilade.  They
also attacked the Guadalupe stution. About
150 persons were killed in Merendercs and
Bodegones strects, and near the Palace
square, whete the fire was hottest. Finally,
the Government troops made a aortie
and dvove out the mob, Carceres was accom-
panied Ly about ninety horsemen, They ap-
peared to have been travelling all vight, and
were uot in eondition to fight with troops
well fed and fresh from their beds. Three
hundred prisoners were taken. Curceres es-
caped. The Germau proprietor of a cigar
store was killed while looking from a bal-
cony. All the telegraph wires were cut for
miles outside of the city, and no trains ran.

Nothing occurred at Chorillos. The cable
staff ave all right. Heavy guns were heard
fur sume hours, bub no news us o the locality
of the firiny has been received up to 9 a.m,
All is quiet this morning in Lima. Dead
men and horses are being remaved, and pools
of blood cleared up. The fight in the San
Augustin Church proceeded with closed doors,
Caceres is said to have 1,300 disciplined
troops, who were to have attacked Callao.

THE DISTINGUISHED PRIEST EXPLAINS TIIE
OBJECT OF UIS VISIT.

New York, Aug. 27.—Among the passen-
gers who arrived from Liverpool yesterday
was the well-known Abbe Hogan of the
Seminary of St. Sulpice, at Paris. The
Abbe’s profound attainments as theologian
and teacher of that famous institution are
known throughout the Catholic world. He
has come here at the request of the Superior
General of the Order of St. Sulpice, I*ather
Icard, to take charge of the seminary of that
name recently completed in Boston.

In stating his sentiments to a reporter rela-
tive to America, the Abbe remarked that he
luoked upon the United States as the Ireland
of the future—that bigger Ireland to which
so many of his countrymen resorted. *‘Iam,”
he snid, ““an cnthusinstic Irishman, and T
thank God for it.

I have been teaching and
preparing young men for the priesthood for

All the machinery
of the London press was prowptly put in meo-
tion to auscertain the facts. Marlborongh
House, Buckingham Palace, the Home Otlice,
and the residence of Siv William Gull were
besieged by reporters sent to gather every
obtainable scrap of information, and tele-
grams were sent flying in every direction. A
few inqguiries, however, showed that the
ramor was only a hoax. Still, the Queen’s
heulth is precarious, and her long-continued
fits of melancholia are regarded by the medi-
cal profession as indicating a condition of her
system which may at any time become sud-
denly worse.

THE BOUNDARY DISPUTE.

TEXT OF THE PRIVY COUNCIL DECISION—
THE BOUNDARY AS DEFINED.

ToroxTo, Aug, 26,—Tho text of the de-
cision of the Privy Council in the Ountario
boundary dispute is published. After recit-
ing the specia! case submitted for adjudica-
tion, the judges of the judicial committee
recommend :—

“That legisletion by the RNominion of
Canada as well as by the Province of Ontario
was necessary to give binding effect as against
the Dominion and .the Province to the wward
of the 3rd of August, 1878, and that as uo
such legislution. hay taken place, the award
is not binding.

¢ 2, That nevertheless, their lordships find
so much cf the boundary lines lnid down by
that award as relate to the territory now in
dispute between the Province of Ontario and
the Province of Manitoba to be substantially
correct and in accordance with the conclusions
which their lordships have drawn from the
evidence laid before them.

“ That upon the evidence their lordships
find the true boundary between the western
part of the Province of Ontario and the south-
castern part of the Lrovince of Manitoba to
be so much of a line drawn to the Lake of
the Woods, through the waters castward of
that and west of Long Lake which divide
British North Americn from the tevvitory of
the United States, and thence through the
Lake of the Woods to the most northwestern
point of that lake as vans northward from the
United States bouwdary and from the most
northiwestern point of the Lake of the Woods
a line drawn dae north until it strikes the
middle line of the conrse of the river dichary-
ing the waters of the lnke ealled Live Seul or
the Lonely Lake, whether above or below its
confluence with the strenm llowing from the
Lalee of the Woeds towards Lake Winnipeg,
and their lordships tind the true boundory
hetween the same two  provinees to the noreh
of Ontario and to the south of Manitoba,
proceeding easbward from the point at which
the below-mentioned line strikes the midiie
line of the course of the river last aforesaid to
he along the widdle line of the course of the
sume river (whether called by the nune of
the ¥anglish River or as to the part below the
contluence by the name of the River Winni-
peg) up to Lie Seul or the Lonely Lalke, und
thenee along the mididle line of Lae Scal or
the Lonely Lake to the head of that luke,
and thence by w straight live to the nearest
point of the middle line of the waters of Lake
St. Joseph, and thenee alony that middic line
until it reiwches the foot or outlet of that take,
amd thence along the middle line of the river
by which the waters of Luhe S Joseph dis-
charge themselves, uutil it reaches a line due
north from w lue draswn dae north from the
confluence of the Rivers Mississippi and Ohio
which forms the boandary castwurd of the
Provinee of Maniloba.

© 3, That without ex pressing an opinion as
to the sufiiciency or otherwise of concurrent
legislation of the provinves of Ontario and
Manitoba, and of the Dominion of Canada (if
such legislation  should take pliee), their
lordships think it desivable and most expedi-
ent that an imperial act of purliunent should
be passed to make this decision binding and
effectual,

Her Majesty having taken the said report
into consideration, wus pleased by and with
her Privy Couneil to approve thercof and to
order as it is hereby ordered that the sume he
punetually observed, obeyed and carried into
exccution,  Whereof the Governor-General cf
the Dominion, the Lientenant-Governor of
the Provinee of Ontario and the Licutenant-
(Governor of the Province of of Manitoba, and
all other persons whom it may concern, are to
take notice and govern themselve succordingly.

The
duke, however, answered ; ‘“Since my cld-
est son, the Marquis of Lorne, married the
daughter of the queen, our sovereign, he has
become the head of our house. You must
obtain his consent. If you get that, you may
rest assured mine will not be refused.” To
the Marquis his brother accordingly hetook
himself; but from him he received the fol-
lowing answer :—*“ As 1 am son-in-law to the
queen, duty and respect require that the mat-
ter should be referved to her for her decision,
I will at once lay the matter before her.”

To the queen goes the marquis immediately
and informs her of his brother’s wishes,  The
monarch, however, replied ;--*¢ Since heaven
deprived me of my noble, ever lamented hus-
band, 1 have made it au inflexible rule to take
no step in the affuirs of my house without
first referring the matter to my brother-in-
law, the Duke of Cobourg, I will writc to
him.”

The queen did as she promised, but from
the duke she received the following answer,
instead of the consent she expeeted : ¢ Your
majesty, my beloved sister, is well aware that
during the last four years important political
changes have taken place in Germany, in con-
sequence of which the centre of gravity has
been shifted from Coburg to Berlin, I there-
fore consider it my duty to submit the matter
to the Emperor William, for him to decide.
I cannot take the responsibility on myself.’
To Berlin, accordingly, goes the dulke, begs
an audience of the emperor and acquaints
him with the object of his visit.

After considering the matter within him-

self a short time, the cmperor said:  What
I have fought for and attained for my coun-
try is well known to the whole world, People,
however, have noides how wmy heurt is tor-
tured by discord and disagreements in the
circle of my family and awong my ministers.
However, I must honorably confess that the
Prince Bismarck is the wisest and most clear-
sighted of my advisers. I give you the com-
mission to refer the matter to him and let
him decide.”
The duke then dirccts his steps to the Wil-
helmstrasse, and scnds in his card to the
mighty minister. Being immediately ad-
mitted, he reads the gueen’s letier, faithfully
reports the words to the emperor, and begs
for a fovorable decision, The chancellor’s
answer wag given without hesitation : ‘¢ Why
should the matter requi.e any dccision of
mine? What have we to do with the Duke
of Argyll or with his son? If the young fel-
low wishes to marry, let bim do so, and be
hanged to him.” :

A NATIONAL TFAMINE.

Will it Ever Occur?--The YWon-
dertul BLxperience of One
who has Solved the
Bread Problem.

A national famine would cause the greatest

disaster, and there are many who belicve it

will eventually oceur. Still the diversitics

of climate, the richness of soil and the char.

acter of the country seem to procliim the im-

possibility of such a calumity. But without
suck aids as muachinery furnishus the grass
and grain of the country could not e secuved.

With all the machinery at their disposal and
the employment of every man that can be hired
for sucl worls, our farmers in the great grain-
zrowing sections of the country almost always
fail to scecure their entire crop in the best
possible order, simply because sufiicient help
caunot he seeured. Take away the harvesting
machinery and the farm labor of the country
could seaveely care for more than o twentieth
of the present average yearly erop. As a con-
sequence fewer acres would be planted, the
lesser yicld would enhance the price of grain,
and bread would reach o figure beyond the
means of the inboring clusses—in fact, be-
come a luxury,  Manutacturers of hurvesting
machinery have, therefore, benetited, not only
the farmer, by enabling him Lo reap more
acres of grain than he othierwise could, hut
all other classes through the chewpening of

The word ¢sub-
ject’ is a degrading one, which revives
memorics of all the tyramny exercised by
kings and queens in the past, and the treat-
ment of the people as serfs, which ill consorts
with the spirit of these times, when the
queens and kings are the mere servants of
their masters the people.”

RerorM in the ¢ ectoral franchise of Great
Britain is much needed. In England, Scos-
land and Ireland there are §,500,000 males
of voting age, and yet only 2,500,000 of
them can vote at Parliamentary elections.
Six millions are without the frun-
chise, This disfranchisement is caused
Ly property qualifications. - The operation of
these qualification laws is such that in Eng-
land there is an average of one voter to about
ten inhabitants ; in Scotland one to 114, and
in Ireland but onein 23. The chjcctionable

theory that only possessors of lands
or goods of prescribed value wre

worthy of the franchise, will have to retire
before the advancing tide of English democ-
racy. This wholesale disfranchisement is,
however, only one of the weak points in the
parlinmentary system, Such is the distribu-
tion of members among the Loroughs and
countics that one-fifth of the voters or one-
seventecnth of the population elect one-half of
the House. Six millions of the people of Great
Britain residing in the cighty-five countics
send 136 members of Parliament, while the
same number in 217 boroughs send 290 mem-
members,  Another 6,000,000, living in small
cities and towns, send only thirty-six mem-
bers. An instance of the inequality of distyi-
bution is found in the fact that Warwick,
with 12,000 inhabitants, has two
members of Commons, while the great
city of Birmingham, with 400,000
population, has only three members. Four
members from what is known as the * Black
Country” represent 60,000 penple, while four
other members represent about 600,000. The
great cities of Liverpool, Birmingham, Man-
chester, und Glasgow, each with about a half
million population, have but three members,
while 120 horoughs, eaclh with a populution
of less than 20,000, return 144 members.
One of these Dorough districts has but
2,426 inhabitants, and another but 7,000,
It is clear from the foregeing figures that the

OF these only a small propor-
tion. were re-admitted ns caretakers ; the re-,
mainder were left to starve 'by the roadside
or take. shelter in’ that moat hated of abodes,
the government poor-house. Upward of 6,000
persons have been turned adrift by: the land-
lords since Easter, and, assnming that things
g0 on a8 they are going until the end of the
year, there wiil have been about 25,000 evie-
tions during the twelve months, Now, if we
refer to the Return of Evictions during 1880
-—that is, during the year immediately pre-
ceding that in which the Land Act was pass-
ed-~we shall find that the total number of
evictions for that year was only 10,657, aud
for the three months corresponding to the

period covered by ‘the present Return
the number of families evicted was
only 687, numbering 3,508 persous.

These figures are full of deep significance.
They tell more than anything else that the
arbitrary and cursed power of Irish landiords
has not yet been destroyed, and that, in the
forcible langusge of Mr. Gladstone, they can
with impunity pass °‘ death sentences™ upon
their fellow-men. And still there are well-
meaning people who ask: Why keep up
agitation on this subject, now that the Land
Actislaw? Itis true the Land Actis law,
Lut the law is a failure, a mockery and a
snare,

HONORING A CANADIAN SCIENTIST.

The Governor-General, in his address at
the general meeting of the Science Association
last evening, made the anncuncement that
the honor of knighthood had been conferred
by Her Majesty on Principal Dawson of this
city. His eminent abilities are worthy of the
distinction, und the services he has rendered
to science have fully earned it for him. Sir
William Dawson is one of the many dis-
tingnished men Nova Scotia has produced,
He was born in Pictou, in October, 1820.
After some years spent in the hest seminaries
of his own Province, he went to Edinburgh
to complete his scholustic training in the
great University of that city, On lis return
home he devoted himself with entlinsinsm to
the study of the geology of the Maritime
Trovinces. When 22 years old he accom-
penied Sir Charles Lyell in his exploratory
survey of Novi: Scotia. He became Superin-
tendent of Education for his native P'rovince
when only 30 years old, and five years later
he was called to the high position of Princi-
v of McGill College, Montreal. Hig name
hus ever since been identitied with that insti-
tution, Sir William was elected a fellow of
the Geological Society in 1834 and of the
toyal Socicty in 1862, 1In 1881 le
wus created a Companion of the
Order of St. Michael and St. George,
and in the sume year was accorded the Lyell
Medal by the Geological Society for dis-
tinguished services to geology. In 1882,
when the Royal Society of Canada was found-
ed, he was unanimously elected to be its firsg
president. That which must entitle Dr,
Dawson to rank among the great scientists of
all ages is his discovery of the Eozoon
Conadense of the  Laurentian lime-
stones, the oldest form of life yet
known. This discovery, when published,
was regarded with intenss interest by
the whole world of science. The geological
survey of the Dominion published D,
Dawson’s ¢‘Devonian and Carboniicrous
I'lora of Eastern North America,” a work
which isa monument of patient labor and
scientific knowledge. It is, by comme2 con-
scnt. held to be the most important work on
the subject of which it treats, which has ever
been issued. In 1872, in a work cntitleld
“The Story of the Earth and Man,” Dr.
Dawson combated the Darwinian theiry in
a manner which won for him world-wide
praise,

NEUTRAL IN THIE ANTI-LORDS
CRUSADLE.

In conunection with the agitation against
the House of Lords, a point of soine import
ance wus discussed and settled in Irigh politi.
cal cireles. All over England and Seotlaud
monster meetings are daily taking place to
denounce the Lords for throwing out the
Franchise Bill ; but in Ireland no such
movement has been inaugurated. DMr. Par-
nell and his party came to the conelusion that
the Irish people should take no part in those
demonstrations, and even that the Irish in
Greut Britain should not help the Liberals
and Radicals in their anti-Lords crusade.
The reason assigned for this policy of
neutrality is that the quarrel between

British Liberals and the House of Lordsisa
matter in which Ircland need give herself no

trouble, The Lords have not been a bit more
hostile to Ireland than the Liberals. The
latter were the initiators of all the coercive
legislation of the past four years and are
responsible for the crucl and despotic ad-
ministration whick filled the jails with
suspects, sent innocent men to the gallows,
and riddled the bodies of women and children
with buckshot. It was the Liberals who im.
prisoned Parnell, Davitt, Sexton and Healy
and the other lcaders of the Irish people. It
was the Liberals who suppressed the right
of public mecting and trampled on the liber
ty of the Press. They also are the
men who have endeavored to screen
the Sedomite officials of Dublin Castle. In
fact British rule under Gladstone’s regime
has been more tyrannical and more hated
than under any Tory ministry during the
present century. How could Irishmen fol.
low the leandership of such men and help to
swell their political demonstrations ? The Irish
people do well not toassist enemios in fighting
out party conbests in England. With or
without o franchise extension the national
party will secure the great Dbulk of the Irish
representation atthe next clections.: In the
meantime they csn afford to play the role of
spectator and watch with what vigor the op-

How . erroneous such. on idea or sup-
position really is, may be seen by a
coniparison with the educational movement
in enlightened Ontario,ar d by the figures fur-
.nished by the Hon. Mr. Quimet. The report
shows that during the year mentioned the
pumber of school houses in the Province of
Quebec was 4,864, a significant and notable
increase of 424 over the number in existence
in 1881-82. The schools under control are set
down at 5,017, an increase of 5G0 over the
previous year. In 1881-82, the number of pu-
pils attending the schools was 236,699. In

1882.83, this number was increas-
ed by 6,024, making in all 242
723, while the average attendance

for the latter year was 185,892, an increase of
5,420, These results are produced by a Pro-
vince which numbers only 1,359,027 of o pop-
ulation.

How do they stand in comparison with the
flourishing province of Ontario. With a
population of, in round numbers, six hundred
$aousand more than Quebec, Ontario had in
1882.83 only 5,203 schools, or 186more. The
total number of children supposed to be in
attendance was 471,552, This is, at first sizht,
avery muchlarger percentage thanin Quebee,
but figures don't always unveil the truth,
The number of children in Outario who are
on the roll is fifty-five per cent. more than
the number who actually reccive any beneft
from attendance at school. Thus the average
attendancewith us is 185,892, or considerably
upwards of 73 per cent., whilein Ontario the
average attendance is only 45 per cent., or
only 202,069 children out of a total on paper
of 471,552. According to these figures Que-
bee is away ahead of Ontario, and this lead is
obtained against heavy odds, as our winter
season is more scvere and less conducive to
school attendance than the winter in Onta-
rio.

Again, as to the number of teachers : Que
bec employs no less than 6,571 male and
female, while Ontario has only 5,857 at her
service, In other respects the exhibit of
relutive progress is quite unfavorable to
Ontario. 1n the matter of teachers, schools
and pupils, Quebec has not retrograded but
hes steadily advanced. The contrary is tak-
ing place in Ontario and equal progress is not
being made. Eight years ago, in 1876, Ontario
had 5,042 schools, in 1882 she had only 5,203.
What, however, is most unsatisfoc-
tory and we might say discouraging,
is the fact that the total number of pupils on
the roll in 1876 was given as 490,537, while
in 1882 it is put down at 471,512, a falling off
in six years of 19,025. This, we suppose,
will explain the redaction in the number of
teachers, In 1876 Ontario employed 6,183
teachers, in 1882 she employed only 5,857, or
328 less than six years ago. We hope, in
future, to hear less of that stupid talk of
some people and papers, who have the habit
of pointing to Quebec as one of the rare spots
on the earth where public education makes
no progress, and where they say it is even an-
tagonized by the clergy. ]

The following statistics may also be of use
to those who take an interest in our educa
tiomul development: In 1882 the number of
primury schools in the Province was 4,404,
of model schools 333, of academies 246, of
calleges 31, of specinl schools 18, of normal
schools 3, and of universities 4. The lay male
teachers were 499, male teachers in religious
orders, 602, lay female teachers 4,448, female
teachers in religious orders, 1324 ; total, 6S71.
The municipalities containing schools num
bered 1071, and (the number of schoolhouses
was 486+ The Superintendent and School
Inspectors distributed 20,884 books to the
various schools.

The general contributions puid by the
rate-payers in  1882-83  were, annual
and special assessments, $639,566; assess-
ments for  ceonstruction of buildings,
$60,745; monthly contributions, 81,181,034 ;
annual cxpensesofinstitutions of superior edu-
cation, £928,394; total $2,509,739. The gen-
cral contiibutions paid by the Quebec Gov-
ernment were, superior edncation, $75,410;
common schools, §155,000; schools in poor
municipalities, $6,000; normal schonls, $46,-
000 ; schools for deaf mutes, $13,000 ; books
for prizes, $9,500; superannuated teachers,
$8,000; school inspection, $28,745; Council
of Public Instruction, $1,500; revenue from
marriage licenses paid Lo Protestant schools,
86,522 ; totul §352,677.

THE FRENCH AND CHINESE.

War hetween France and China has begun
in carnest, and the French admiral, in his
official report of the results of the opening
conflict, says that & good beginning has been
made. In four hours nine Chinese men-of-
war and twelve junks were mnk, and the
Krupp battery commanding the Foo Chow
arsenal was completely silenced, with a loss
of only six killed and twenty-seven wounded
to the French fleet. Of course, nothing can
be easier than for France to harass the Chi-
nese seaboard and destroy defenceless towns,
but the whele resistance will by no means
remain there. It is scarcely probable that
the other European powers will tolerate any
serious interference with their trade or inter-
ests in China, or consent to see French
influence wmade dominant at - Pekin.
England has a good deal at stake, as her com-
mercial relations with China are worth. over
a hundred millions aonually ; Russia is eqi:a.i—
ly interested. A blow struck st the Chinese
_which would injure sither of these two coun-
tries would certainly act as a boomerang.
‘The English are ‘not likely to follow a lafesér
Jaire policy and.seerthe Celestial Empire cut:
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Russians$od the othgr'h;qd,* ‘have their eye on’
#everal  wealthy inlind * provinces. ' The
French' will; accordingly, have to be very.
-careful how they oconduct their ‘campaign,
80 a8 not to force other European nations into
the field as allies of the Chinese, As for
justification of the French in declaring war,
there scems to be very little. It has been
entered into without adequate or just "cause.
The Chinese have violated no treatynor con-
mitted any wrong. They are attacked be-
cause they refuse to indemnify the French for
an act whizh the latter brought upon them-
selves at Tonquin, und for which the Chinese
Government could not properly be held
responsible.

NO FIGHTING INDIANS FOR EGYPT.

THEe Imperial Government wants some six
hundred hardy Canadians to join in the Khar-
toum Expedition for the relief of General
Gordon. Lumbermen and voyageurs are the
class of men in demand. It is to be supposed
that there can be found in the various ports
of Canada six hundred foolish enough to go.
The old Iroguois Indians at Caughnawaga
have been asked to respord to the appeal.
They were at first represented as growing
highly enthusiastic over the ofler and eager to
seize the opportunity of paying a visit to
Africa. Their enthusiasm now appears to
have already degenerated into cool calcula-
tions and selfish considerations. A council
of the Caughnawaga chiefs wns called to
select and receive the names of fifty of the
most experienced river men in the tribe who
would be willing to join Lord Wolseley in
Egypt. It was expected there would be a
tremendous rush on the part of the Indians
to be counted among the limited fifty. But
the “reds” had got down to second thoughts
within the twenty-four hours; they liked
the idea of going to Egypt well
enough, but the thought of having to fight
and rlefend their sculps against the Africans
was what they could not relish. They appre-
cinted the novelty of the trip, but they turned
away . from the glory of being killed. The
Indians accordingly came to the conclusion
that they would go, if the Imperial Govern-
ment would guarantee them against loss of
life and protect them from all bodily danger
during their sojourn in Egypt. They, more-
over, will refuse to remain longer than six
months on account of the warm weather down
in that direction. These Indians are evi-
dently o set of practical men. Life at Caugh-
nawaga is of more value *o them than death
and glory on the Nile. Wise men, these

SLAUGHTER OF THE INNOCEXNTS IN
QUEBEC.

Ix his inaugural address before the Canada
Medical Association, the President, D,
Sullivan, of Kingston, dealt in an exhaustive
manner with the vita] statistics of the coun-
try. He found good cuuse for alarm in the
difference which exists between the death
rates of Ontario and Quebec. In the former
Province he pointed out that, according to
the census of 1881, there were 22,727 deaths
during the space of twelve months, while in
Quebec there were 25,930 desaths, although

the population was some 600,000 less
than in Ontario. This result aston-
ished the learned doctor, especially

as there wns no reason given for the same,
In looking for causes, however, he found that
this excessive death-rate in the Province of
Quebec was due to the great mortality among
children, the deaths from 1 to 11 ycars being
more than sufficient to explain the dis-
crepancy. The number of deaths of children
from 1 to 11 years in the Province of Quebec
is set down at the enormous figure 16,142, or
over G0 per cent. of the total death rate ;
in Ontaric the number is set down at 10,471,
or a little over 40 per cent. of the
total, Dr. Sullivan, commenting on
these figures, remarks that *“were it not an
official docwminent, 2arefully prepared, I would
not believe it; it isa matter which concerns
all the Provinces, but the fair fame of the
Province of Quebec is particularly impeached.
It is also eminently proper that through this
Society our statesmen may consider so im-
portant a matter, if only from an economic
point of view, and prescribe a remedy.”

The above is decidedly a bad showing for
Quebec,but before pronouncing definitely onit,
there is a guestion that should be primarily
settled : —Is the census a document carefully
prepared ? Does it give nothing but exact and
actual figures? Some people are of the opinion,
and apparently with good reason, that the
census of 1851 is not as accurate as it ought
to be. Dr. Sullivan in his address produced
the subjoined comparative tement of
dcaths from preventible discases, taken from
the census, and which, as the Toronto Globe
remarks, is in some particulars manifestly in-
complete on the face of it,

The result of these diseases-as found by Dr
Sullivan in the census is as follows :-—

In nearly all these disesses Quebec lends
by & large majority, but it is evident that in
some cases tho majority is altogether out of
‘proportion  in a normal condition of things.
It is absurd to say that only 108 infants die
from * teething ”in Ontario, ‘while 2,359 are

Dr. Potts” view of the situa-
tion can be suimined up as follows : If the posi-
tion of the Protestent minority in Ireland is
tobe injured by suceess attending the Na-
tional cause, then let the nation perish first.
We can’t agrec with the reverend gentleman
on any such conclusion, nor will the united
people of Ireland.

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Diséase ‘In Ontarlo: ind Quebeo—The Duty
S e i of the State, }

. The following is a portion of Dr. Sullivan’s
-able .address delivered before the Canada
Medical Association at its recent sevententh
.annual convention in this sity. Dr.. Sullivan,
who is President of the Association, said:--

About a month ago I wus presented witha
book usually looked on with repugnance, a
blue book ; it was u portion of the census of
1881, the lust.orie taken, and just published.
I found some facts therein, possibly not new
to you, but new and surprising to me. I
found the population of the whole Dominion
to Le 4,324,876, scattered over am immense
territory. Of this Ontario has 1,923,228,
Quebee 1,359,027, the balance being divided
among the other provinces. I found the
death-rate varied a great deal without any
reasons given ; from 11.81 per 1,000 in On-
tario, the healthicst; to British Columbia
with 20.35; Quebec following closely ‘with
19.07 per 1,000 persons, On looking at the
totals, I was astonished to find Ontario with
nearly 600,000 moré population, had some
3,000 deaths less per annum than Quebec, the
fizures being—Quebee, 25,930 ; Qutario, 22,-
727 ; population considered, the difference is
simply enormous.

QUEBEC’S EXCESSIVE DEATIL RATE.

In looking for causes I found that this ex-
cessive death rate in the Province of Quebec
was due o the great mortality among child-
ren, the deaths from 1 to 11 years being more
than sufficient to explain this discrepancy ;
that it is truly a “‘Slanghtering of Innocents”
the figures will explain, For ths first ycar
Quebec, 8,330 deaths, 1,000 more boys than
girls ; Ontario, 5,418 deaths, 760 more boys
than girls ; Quebec, 5,016 deaths, 300 more
bays from first to fourth year ; Ontario, 3,080,
with 200 more boys during same year. Next
table from 4 years to 11 years, we have 2,776
deaths in Quebec, and 22 more boys, while
Ontario for same time has 1,973, with 43 more
boys, making a grand total of 16,142 deaths
in the Province of Quebec from 1 to 11 yeurs,
und a majority of 1,290 boys, while for the
same period Ontario has ouly 10,471, and a
majority of 973 Dboys. Their totals are
26,613, with 2,268 boys. The difference
in favour of Ontario, without reference to po-
pulation, is the large one of 3,671, Were it
not an official documents, carefully prepared,
I vwould not believe it ; it is a matter witich
concerns all the provinges, but the fuir fame
of the Provinee of Quebec is particularly im-
peached. 1t is also emiuently proper that
through this Society our stitesmen may con-
sider so important a matter, if only from an
cconomic point of view, and prescribe a
remedy.

SIR JAMES PAGET,

in an address before the International Heaith
Kxhibition lust June, on **The relation Lle-
tween Natioval Health and Work,” contain-
ing a vast awmount of carefully culculuted
stutistics, in eloquent, graphic lungnage, de-
scribes the loss to Britain, and says with re
ference to preventible diseases : ** No one who
lives among the sick can doubt that a large
proportion of the sickness and loss of work
might have been prevented or can doubt that
in every succeeding generstion a larger pro-
portion still may be avoided if only all will
atrive that it may be so, Smallpox might be
rendercd nearly harmless by wvaccination
Typhus, Typheid, Scarlet Fevers, and Measles
might be coufined within very narrow limits ;
so probably might Whooping cough and
Diphtheria. The greater part of accidents
are due to carelessuess. Diseuses due to bad
food, mere filth, or intemperance, so far as
self-induced, might by virtue and self-control
be excluded, and with these, scrofuls, rick-
ety, scurvy, and all the widespread defects
attributed to them could be greatly dimin-
ished.” When I give you some of the dis-
eases you will see how pecaliarly apposite
his words are. I only took the diseases
showing the most marked contrasts or differ-
ences, and you will see how, without any in-
tention on my part, they fall under the head
of what Sir Jomes Paget and everyome call
«preventible.” They make the case very
strong ngainst Quebec. I read Sir James
Paget’s lecture after I made out the annexed
table. Bear in mind thisonly takes notice
of deaths. Think of all the sickness they re-
present, the loss of work cnused and the
enormous waste, the result of these dis-
eases :—

to scc that men well qualified to meet the
serfous responsibilities of the profession shall
be found in every village and hamlet through-
out the land. Our profession is too intimate-
ly mixed up with the people, not to require
n law, and o stringent one, too, to regulate
the right to practice, and while schools award
degrees and honors to the zealous, faithful
student, the stnte alone should say who
shall or who shall not guard the interests of
the sick, the safety of its subjects.
The matter comes under the head of educa-
tion and is therefore o state right.  Then all
you require is to imitate the example of On-
tario, and place the profession in the position
it is in there. Those who see how ardently
the profession of the United States and the
English sigh for such a law can only feebly
realize its value and importance. Yeour power,
gentlemen, will be immense if united. Surely
in such an agitstion the descendants of Pare,
Bichat, Magendie, Bernard and Dupuytren
will not fail to assist, when they remember
the glories that cluster around the French
school, that they are the representatives here
of that land of science, art and culture, which
for hundreds of years enlightened the world
of medicine ; they will not hesitate, more par,
ticulaly wheu they will have the regulation
of such a system.

js perhaps ene of the most attractive features of
the Convent. 1t contains a cuuplete collection
of minerals and shells, with all the other enlliec-
tions usually seen in such places, besidesa ruost
beantiful aud valuable solar systern.  The shells
and minerals were classed by Lev, 1Father Rous-
sean, of the Sewinary of St Sulpier  who for
cighteen years filled the position of chaplain of
the House.  On cither side of the large hall,
which runs from front to back, we tind the
French and Inglish graduating class reoms,
with everything in the most perfect order, as
well as & very large music and reception roonw
Un the second floor we come to the sceeond de-
sartment or half boarding class, separated into
L}nglish and Fronch  class  rooms, with
everything in  the most perfect order.
Here also we find a large and airy recrestion
und study room, separated from which by fald-
ing dours, as on the first floor, is another room
nsed by the pupils as a work-room, where they
spend about an hour each day in plain and
fancy work. Here we might say that some mag-
nificent specimens of fancy work by the pupils,
under the direction, of course, of the nuns, can
be seen in this convent. We were struck with
the beauty of a piece of work upon which a
young lady, the daughter of a popular Montreal
alderman, was engaged, and were inforined that
there were hundreds of such pieces, and many
superior pieces, at each annual exhibition of
fancy work.

The third departinent is arvanged pretty much
the same as the first and second, each one with
its large music and reereation rooms. Un the
third floor there are also two large dormitories,
one for the children whe have not made their
Tirst” Communion and the other for those
who are preparing to make their First Com-
munion.

ON THE FUURTH AND LAST FLOOR
are two more large dormatories for the larger
pupils, all of which are ramarkably well ventil-
ated. The systom of heating the building i= al-
80 s0 thorough that the local Lady Superior in-
formed us that they never kuow what itis to
feel cold in winter. ‘The chapel of the institu-
tion, which is on the second floor, is a very pret-
ty ohe, and contains a magnificentmarble altar,
on either side of which is a large statue of the
Guardiar Angel. There isalso a first-class_or.
gan and a choir of talented lady singers. The
former entrance to the building from St. Antoine
street, with terrace, walks and playground, is
exceedingly handsome, and mmst contribute
largely to the health and spirits of the pu-

ils.
P The English classes of the institution arc en-
tively under the control of English teachers, and
everything is  arranged in.  the most
convenient manner possible for the pupils.
The charges are also very moderate.

It is 2 pleasure to the peaplo of Montreal to
have aucsl institutions in their idst, Here
young ladies receive not «nly a  practical
education, but are also taught the various
Lranches of housework, and last but by mno
means least they receive a Christian education.
They are tanght the faith expounded by the
Apostles of St. Peter and fostered by God’s
Holy Church, and wheun their comrse of studies
is completed they leave their convent howe and
the good Sisters who taught them and carry
with them a knowledge of the truths of Catho-
licity so powerful as to enable them to hattle
successfully against themany snares and devices
of the outer world.

SHOLT SKETCILES OF THE PRINCES OF THE
CHUKCIL

Roae, Aug. 20.—The oflices held and the
positions tilled Ly the U'relutes about to be
ruised to the College of Cardinals in
the approuching Consistory were of a very
high order and their prowotion is o worthy
reward for the long and important services
which they have rendered to the Church.
Monsignor  Carmine  Merosi  (lori  was
sul-Datario in the latter years of the Pon-
tificute of I’ing IX., and now, hesides be-
ing Seeretory of the Consistorinl Congre-
gtion, heis Prelate of the Abbrevintori di
Parco Maggiore,  Mgr. Carlo Laurenzi, As-
sessor of the LHoly Ollice, was born in Peru-
gin in 1820, was Canon of the cathedral of
that city and Viear-Genersl of Leo X11L,
when he was Arehibishop of Perugia.  Pius
IX., on the 22nd of June, 1877, preconized
Mgr. Laurenzi Titnlar Bishop of Amata, and
Leo NII., when elected Pontilf, desired to
have Mgr, Lawrenzi near himself, fivst
as Auditer and afterwards as Assessor of the
Holy Office.

Association met last’ Wednesday sbout one
o’clock ut the Wesluyan Cullege, M Gill Col-
lege Grounls, . Sir William Thompson, of
Glasgow, - the emiucnt electiiciay, ovucupied
the chuir. The Secretary, Prof. Bonney,
read tho minutes of the last mosting, and the
‘General Secretary, Captain Douglas, read. the
-report for the year 1853 and 1854, o
The present meeting, he said, of the Brit-

" ish Association, the fifly-fourth in numbcr, is
likely to be long memorable in its annals, as
the first eld beyond the limits of the Uniled
Kingdom. It matks o new point of depnr-
ture, and one probanly never contemplat-
ed by the founders of the Associution, al-
though not forbidden by the lnws which they
drew up. The experiment was doubtless a
hazardous one, bnt it scems likely to he justi-
fied by success ; and it muy be hoped that the
vigour and vitality gnined by new experience
may ultimately compensate for the absence
from this meeting of not a fow familiar faces
among the older members ; there will, how-
ever, be as large a gathering of members of
more than one year’s standing ns iy usual at a
succeesfn! meeting in Great Britain, and the
efforts which have been made by our hosts to
facilitnte the coming of memlurs and render
theirstay in Canadaboth pleatant and instrue-
tive, call for the warmest acknowledgment.
The inducements offered to undertuke the
journey were indecd so great that the Coun-
cil felt that it wounld Le necessary to plice
some restriction upon the clection of new
members, which for many years pest, though
not unchecked in theory, has heen almosta
matter of course in practice. Olwiously these
offers of the Canadiun hosts of the British
Association were made to its members, not
to those ecn whom they might operate asan
inducement to be enrolled among its mem-
bers. The Council, therelure, befire the
close of the Suuthjort meeting published

the following resolution - That  after
the termination of tha yresent montl
{September, 1833,) nntil  further notice,

new me:nbers be only elected by special reso-
lution of the Council.”

The Governor-Gaenceral's Speceh,

The chairman introeduced Lord Lunsdowne
to the audience, whosaid :(— .

Lord Rayleigh, ladies and gentlemen,—
I am given to understand that it would be in
accordance with tha rules under which the
Lusiness of the British Association is carried
on that the proceedings of to day should com-
mence with the vacation of the Dresident’s
chair, aml by the installation of the
Presidenc-clect in the place whicli he will so
honorubly £11. The  ocension, however,
which has Dbrought us together is so re-
markable, and will be se memoruble, not
only in the amnals of the Associntion,
but in the aistory of the Dominion, that 1
betieve you will pardon the slight irregu-
Lrity of which as n member of the Asso-
ciation I mn guilty in rising to address a
few wods to chis distingnished audience.
The occasion, Lord Rayleigh, is the first
upnn which  the Dritish  Associntion has
held o mecting beyoud the narrow limits

of the United Kingdom. Snch o depar-
ture trom the wusage which yeu have

hisherto ohserved, though an  innovation
is certsinly not inconsistent with the ob.
jeet of the Association ov with the desigus
of its founders. Its carliest records contain
the statement that it was instituted for the
promotion of intercourse letwueen  those
who cultivated science in diflerent parts, not
merely of the British Islands but of the Bri-
tish Empire. I question whether any means
of promuting this intercourse could have heen
Jdiscovered move eflcetual than the holding of
yonr annual meeting in oue of the great cities
of this colony, and my object in now address-
ing you is to express at the very outsct the
sutisfaction with which the people mnot
only of Montreal but of the whole
Dominien Inil your arrival liere and to
welcome you in their name to these shoves,
Perhaps you will allow me to state my
own Dbelief that if you were to select for
your place of meeting a spot within the Colo-
ninl Empire of England, you could not have
sclected n colony which better deserved the
distinction, either in respect of the wannth
of its affection for the Mother Country or in
respect of the desire of its inhabitants for the
diffusion of kunowledge and of culture. In a
young country such pursuits must be carried
on in the face of some difticulty and of the
competition of that matexial act'vity which
must to a great extent engross the time and
ahsorh the attention of a rapidly de-
veloping commuuity such as this. We may,
however, claim for Canada that she has
done her best, that she has above all spar-
ed no pains 1o provide for the interests of
science in the future, and that amongst those
who have done scientific work within the
Dominion are men known and respected fur
beyond the bounds of their own nation. In
this connection I cannot deny myself the plea-
sure of referring to the honors which bave
been conferred upon Sir Wm. Dawson within
the last few duys. Ha is, unless I am misin-
formed, more responsible than any other one
person for the visit of the Association, and I
feel sure that I shall command the ncquies-
cence of all those who have worked in the
cauge of Cunadian culture when I say that
we regard the knighthood which Her Ma-
jesty has bestowed upon him usan appro-
priate recognition of his distinguished ser-
vices, and as an opportune compliment to
Canadian science. But the significance of this
meeting is far grester than it woull be if its
results were to be measured merely by the
addition which it will make to the scientitic
wenlth of the Empire. When we find a socicty
which for fifty years has never met outside
the British Islands transferring its operations
to the Dominicn-—whea we see several hun-
dreds of our best known Englishmen who
have acquired a public reputation, not only
in the scientitic, but in the political and the
literary world, arriving here mingling with
our citizens, and dispersing in all directions
over this continent—when we see in Mont-
real the bearers of sucli names as Ruyleigh,
Playfair, Frankland, Burdoen, Sanderson,
Thomsen, Roscoe, Blauford, Moscley, Lefroy,
Temple, Bramwell, Lylor, Galton, Harcourt
and Bonney, we feel that one more step has
been taken towards the establishment of that
close intimacy between the Mother Country
and her offspring, which both here and at
home all good citizens of the Empire are de-
termined to promote. The desire for sucha
closer intimacy is one of the most remark-
able nnd one of the best features in the politi-
cnl life of the present day. Our periodical
literature, our proccedings in parliament,
the public discussions which bave recently
taken place and in which some of our most
promuinent Canadisns have taken purt,all in-
dicate a remarkable awnkening to the import.
ance of the noblest colonial empire which the
world has ever seen, and we desire to draw
closer the ties of sympathy and allegiancc
which bind us reciprocally. (Applause.)
And, ladies and gentlemen, whatever difli-
culty there may be in the way of a revision of
the political relutions of the Mother Country
and her colonies, it is satisfactory to reflect
that there are none in the way of such an
allegiance as that which you are cstzublishin%
to-duy between the culture of the old
world and that of the mew.

which such intercourse will strengthen, and

which, I believe, each succeeding de-
cade will draw wove closely and firmnly
together. {(Applause.) 1 lave now only

to apologize for having intervened in your
proceedings. I feel that what I have said
would have come better from the lips of a
Canadian ; others will,jhowever, huve ample
opportunities for supplementing both by word
aud deed the shortcomings of which I may
have been guilty. It was my duty—and I
have nouch pleasure in discharging it—as the
reoresentutive of the crown in this part of the
empire to bid you in the name of our peoplea
hearty weicome to the Dominion. (Loud and
long continued applause.)

The Prestdent’s Address.

The President elect, the Right Hon. Lord
Rayleigh, in opening, said that for fifty yeurs
the Association had visited every place of 1m-
portance in the United Kingdom. When
Canada waus proposed, the project was yiewed
with lesitation. Perhaps they feared the
thin edge of the wedge, for so rapid is the de-
velopment of the British Empire, that the
time might come when a visit to such out of
the woy places as London or Manchester
could no longer be claimed as a right, but
only as a concession to the susceptibilities of
the English, He had visited Canada seven-
teen yeors before and was delighted with it,
and he could venture to say that a large pro-
portion of the visitors to this country will be
astonished by what they see, and will carry
liome an impression which time will not
readily eflace. He felt the assncintion might
have dene better in choosing another presi-
dent, a8 his own tastes led himn to the study
of muthematics and physics rather than to
that of geology and biology, to which natur-
ally more attention turns in o new country,
presenting as it does a fresh field for investi-
gation,

Tle president-elect then went on to speak
of the progress of the development of elec-
tricity, and snid that in looking forward to
the future of electrie lighting there were good
grounds for encourngement, as already the
lighting of large passenger ships was an as-
sured success. At present there was no ex-
perience of a house-to-house system of il-

tition with cheap gas, but preparations were
already far advanced for trial on an ade-
guate scale in London. In large insti-
tutions such as theatres and factories elec-

tricity 18 in successful and duily ex-
tending operation. He hoped that the
vast powers running to waste in

our splendid river would one day be utilized.
He thien reverted to acoustics ws bearing on
the tclephone and plionograph, In conclud-
ing a brief survey of physics he said that in
making oneself acquainted with whet hus been
done in any subject, it is good policy to con-
sult first the writers of highest reputation.
Althougl in scientific matters we should aim
ot independent judgment, and nof rely too
much upon authority, it remains true that a
good deal must be taken upon trust.
In estimating the present position and pros-
pects of experimentul science, there is pood
ground for encouragement. The multiplica-
tion of laboratories gives to the younger gene-
ration opportunities such as have never exist-
ed before, and which excite the envy of those
who have had tolearn in middle life much
that now forms part of an undergraduato
course. In the Old World and in the New,
recruits must be enlisted to fill the place of
those whoso work is done. This work may
be hard and the discipline severe, but the in-
terest mever fails, and great is the privilege
of achievement.

Tho Hon. I J. 0. Clauvead then moved o
vote of thanks be accorded to Lord Rayleigh,
and in moving this motion he said that the
visit of the Associntion would form an cpoch
in the anmals of the Dominion. Mr. Hugh
McLenan seconded Dr., Chauveau’s motion,
adding some words of welcome.

Y.ord Rayleigh then declared the meetin,
adjourned until Friday, when a lecture woul
be delivered. .

MENT—FERRY.E VIEWS. ON THE MAT-

TER-—A FRENCH ASSURANCE,
" Paris, Aug. 28;==M. Ferry has no inten-
tion of summoning ~Pailiament’ at  present.
He'says that owing to’ China’s. treachery it’
has been impozsible to treat her like o civil-’
ized nation. . Courbet has been orderel to
occupy Hainan after the taking of Ke-Lung.

Twenty-five hundred troops have been mo-
bilized to proceed:to Tonquin if required.
Admiral Peyron hus telegraphed to Courbet
that war supplies can'be obtained at the ar-
senal at Saigon. ' Operations against Langson
have been suspended owing to the intense
heat. Gencral Negrier will retire to Bacninh.
Tt is stated that Delta is in no danger. Gen.’
Millot telegraphs from Tonqguin thut he lost
four men while repnlsing pirates and Black-
flags who pillnged villages along the. Red
River and massacred the inhabitants., The
French garrison at Sontay and Honghor with
the aid of gunboats drove them to the moun-
tnins. The report that thé French landed at
Kelung and captured the forts is doubted.
It is said a landing force of five hundred men
was not available.

The following is Admiral Courbet’s report
of his operatious on the Min River, up to last
evoning ; “Min River, 6 p.m., Wednesday
—Our operations sgamst the Mingan fort
have been  successfully conmcluded. All the
Chinese batteries have been destroyed. - We
have shattered all their caunon with gun cot-
ton. An attack on Kinpai will be mude to-
day.”

Courbet’s official report is as follows : 3in
River, 28th, principal batteriés on Kinpai
Channel destroyed, and we hope to destroy
all others this evening. ‘forpedoes barring
entrance to the river leing fished up and ex-
Plosives secured. Gunboats able to leave
river by another chaunel. Aspec been des-
patehed to guard telegraph cable,

Too Cuow, Aog. 28.—Siuce the French
descended to “the river the Chinese have
looted and set five to the foreigners’ quarter
of the city. Much dissatistvetion is expressed
at the action of the Ifrench in bombarding
the city without tanding traops fur the pro-
tection of foreigners. It isveported Germany
Ins protested. Fhe Chinese compluin that
English pilots gnided the French fleet during
the engagement, thus committing o breach of
the nentrality laws.

Parts, Ang. 28.-—Forry in conversation to-
day said the English press, by egging China
on, is siding against all Earope. The con-
tidence it gives the Chinese may next be
turned against England. Cormmercial nations
are naturally uneasy atour action, but once
resolved on redre-s, we must deal blows that
will tell. Ferry liswvowed a policy of colonial
conquest. ** My whole duty,” he declared,
““js to finish enterprises originally ill-con-
ceived and ill-managed. We want peaceful
occupation in Tonquin, and we want to en-
force on China the ruspect she owes us.
European intercsts need not be alarmed at
this. \Ye are acting for the civilized world.”
Berriy, Aug. 28.—Courcet, the French
Minister, has returned here. It is semi-otfi-
cially stated that he informed Bismarck that
Foo Choo and Formosa would not be perma-
nently oceupied, and Europenns have nothing
to fear.”

'We opened fire
yesterday, and in four hours the Chinese
men-of-war and 12 junks were sunk, nnd the
Krupp Dbattery commanding the arsena}
silenced. Our loss was six killed und twent
seven wounded.  The fleet suffered no serious
damage except that the boiler of the torpedo
boat was burst. The Chiness losses were
heavy. During the night the fleet was beset
by burning wrecks and logs. The torpedo
cutters will clear all this away to-day, and
afterwards we will bombard the arsenal. We
shall not leave the river before the 29th or
30th. The officers and men are apimated
with the greatest ardour. ‘

wide and 10 fcet long, in the Greely Ceme-
tery. LRev. Mr. Reed, of the Preshyterian
Church, conducted the services. The coroner
empanelled a jury, who were unable to learn
the cuuse of the fire or wny impertant facts,
48 the manangers, with the remainder of the
compnny, left inmnediately for Golden to fill
an afternoon engagement. [t is hinpossible
to get a complote list of the dead, as muny
are engaged for but a day or two, and their
Dames are unknown.

PERIENCE UNDE™ TIIE SURGEONS.

In 1871 Thomas Colt. then 12 years old,
was taken to Bellevue Hospital, New York,
suffering from a disease which hnd destroyed
hisnose and lips and begun to affect his eyes.
He was taken in charge by Dr. Gustavus So-
bine, and since that time hus been under
trentment with a view to replacing the lost
parts of the face. .

After the course of the disensc had bee
checked the process of building up was begun
by cutting away the flesh about the edges of
the orifice, where the nose had been. Then
the inside of the large finger of the right hand
wna flnyed, and the fresh cut wound wasfitted
where the nose skould be., The hand was
held in plage by bandages und plaster of paris
until the finger had grown fast to the fore-
head and cheeks of the patient. In the mean
time the mouth was covered by the hand, and
a silver tube waa inserted into the lad’s throat,
through which he was fed, and throngh which
he also breathed.

When the grafting of the finger to the face
was completed, and ocirculation established,
the finger was amputated near the knuckle,
leaving two and a-half joints attached to the
face. The operations so far had required
about a year, but the process was only begun.
The next step was to trim down the finger
iuto the shape of & nose by removing the bone
and graduslly building up the fiesh on each
side and drawing the skin from the checks and
forchead over it. In course of time the result
sought was obtuined, except that there were
a8 yet no nostrils.

The eyes of the unfertunate boy had both
been drawn out of position somewhat, and
these were straightened by clipping nerves in
the manner usually adopted by oculists in
treating cross-cyed people. The eyebrows
were also patched up at the inner ends.

The next step wns to give the boy a new
poir of lips. This was done gradually by
taking pieces of flesh fr.m the checks and
grafting them in place bit by bit.

Yesterday, after thirteen years of cxperi-
ence under the surgeou's kuife, having mean-
time undergone and recovered from thirty
different operations, the patient, now a
young man, left the hospital. His face was
smooth, and to the casual observer
bore no traces of what he had passed
through. The case is  extraordinary
for the extent of the work done
and the perfect result obtained. Not
leas extraordinary was the fortitude of the
patient, who never murmured under the ne-
cessarily painful operations, and who, when
walking the floor because of his suffering,was
wont to cheer up to the other patients in the
ward by telling droll stories, of which he had
a larga snpply. He was known in the hospital
a8 * Patient Tommy.”

(Applause.} The landlord is
no longer absolute. He has to ubide by the
decision of the Court, and as long as a tenant

MR. REUMOND'S SPEECH,

Mr. Redmond spoke next. He is a young
man, with a smooth face and black curly hair.
“ When we go back to Ireland,” he said, ** we
will be asked how it fared with us, and it will
give grent cncouragement to all engaged in
the work there to tell of the success of our
wission. We look to Americn because we
must sometimes leave sentiment aside
and deal with facts, and the frst fact
that stares us in the face is that we
ure fow in numbers and miserably inadequate
to denl with existing conditions.

wo will doas Awerica did by Englond.”
{Cheers. )

deved a blessing rather than o earse. ¥or both
to  fully henefit by  this  mutual  de-
pendence, there ouzht to be the most
unfettered  interchange of  the  commaodi-
ties  which  each  grows or makes, and
whatever wmay Ve saud ay te protection agmnst
foreigners, nothing fn the shape of protective
duties vurhit to impede or divert commerce be-
tween portions of the sume empire. Hevenue
dutiesstund upon a different footing ; but they
should be raised upon imported and howme pro-
ducts nlike. It would be a great step if in all
the enlonies and the mother country the same
articles were subjected to customs and exeise
duties ut stmilar rates, and the whole money so
raised were approprinted to defraying the cost
of defenve. It is scarcely to be questioned that
ABSOLUTE FREE TRADE

at least Letween all parts of the Empire, must
ultimately exist; although it is possible that
apecial circumstances may for a limited period
require or justify that general economic prin-
ciples should give way to particular necessities.
As regards foreign countries, the selfishness
which induces them, whilst availing themselves
of all the‘advantages of free trade with us, to

withhold from us  the corresponding
benefit, should be met, not by ro-
tective duties, but by an  absolute

refusal on our part to trado with them at all.
igures prove that they really depend more up-
on us than we on them, and due notice to this
effect, so given as to atford no hope of reversal,
would in all probability bring about the resnlt
without any actual stoppage. Xngland might
depend upon the resources, and rely ufmn the
loyalty of her colonies to sustain her in this con-
flict. The consideration of these questions leads
up to the fur greater one which is now attract-
ing, and may soon absorb the attention of states-
men, beth home and colonial.

The fall trade still promises well and al
ready there arve signs of an improvement
‘There is generally a sigh of relief when August
is over, for it is about the dullest month of
the year, and from this out we shail be dis-
appointed if there is not a steady increasc in
the volume of wholesale trade. The harvest
season is pretty generally over, the usual fall
Exhibitions are on and it is reasouable to ex-
pect more wctivity in business circles.
GRroceriEs—Rice — The demand is dull,
owing to the advanced state of the secason,
The mills 2t Cote St. Puul have now put up-
on the market two or three different quali-
ties, the samples of the better guality now
beiug turned out being very fine. We quote
33 40 to 3 50 nccording to quality, per car
lond, mnalier lots beiny a shade higher. Salt
—The market is unchanged in every respect
from lust week’s report. Spices—No chunge ;
nothing doing. Syrups—Nothing doing and
no chunge.—Svgars—There is no noticeable
change in sugars unless it be that the market
is a little weaker. Teas —There have been no

transactions of any moment. There
is a fair demand from the coun-
try. The ~ market s unchanged.

Fruits Dried—Currants—The firat cable re-
ceived here from Patras stated : * It was
raining everywhere.” A further advice states,
‘* The rain had caused serious injury., The
market there opened firm, lower qualities
being 18, . 0. b., sound 19s to 20s, aud super
218 3d. Holders were keeping back their
fruit.” A subsequent cablegram received to-
duy offers sound at 18s 9d, a reduction from
the first mentioned prices. There was an
active market, which was increasing in firm-
ness. In view of the fuct that the production
is from 50,000 to 60,000 tons ahead of
the consumption buyers are likely to be
cautions before paying =& high price
with such facts staring them in the face, This
excess so far ahead of the world's consump-
tion, will have to find an outlet in distillation
or some other way. Raisins—From Demia
confirmation has been received of the state-
ment that the crop is much smaller this year
than last, some estimates making the defici-
ency 25 per cent. The first shipments of
Valentia raisins were expected to leave Spain
yesterday for England. So far as this mar-
ket is concerned there is no change to report.
Fruits Green,.—Owing to small stocks
and the extremely hot weuther, lemons
have sdvanced rapidly in value, and are
now in high demand at $4.50 to §
per box. DBananas are nearly throngh,
o few here bringing $2.00 per bumch., Culi-
fornia fruit is done. Bartlett pears are in
good demand at $8.00 per barrel. Peaches
are in good demand at $2.50 to $3.00 per
case. (rapes are coming in more freely and
are sclling quictly at 15c for Concord and 20c
for Delaware.®8 Lemons, pears and apples,
but cliefly lemons, are in tull favor just now.
The receipt of apples is very heavy, so much
8o in fact that the market is quite demoralized
and thoy ore offered at $1.00 to $2.00 per bar-
rel. The demand, however, is far from being
equal to the supply and owing to the rapidity
with which the decay sets in, some shippers
to this market will not receive sufficient re-
turns from their shipments to pay thefreight.

Irox AND HarRDWARE.—The situation war-
rants the expression of opinion that prices of
pig iron have touched the lowest point, and
that a change for the better may be confi-
dently anticipated. The condition of the
home market for both raw and manufactured
iron, as regards constant production, has
been below par for some months past, and
those makers who could afford to shut down
entirely have done so. We have to report
sales of several ronnd lots of No. 1 Gartsher-
rie and No. 1 Egglington, and also 250 tons
of Culder on the basis of our lnst quotations.
Ingot tin remains steady in the Liverpool
murket ot £64. Sales here have been made
at 214c to 22§c. Ingot copper is cabled strong
in the London market at £61 for best select-
ed. Sales have been made here at 16e, Tins
and Connds plates mre in good request, I. C.
charcoal at $4.60 and I, C. coke at $4.25 to
4.30, the latter being 15s 6d at Liverpool,
with makers' books full of orders. - Penn or
equal brands of Canada plates sell at 22,90,
Bar iron continucs to move off freely at §1.75.

True it is’ that biyers are still
banging  back, holding” their orders ‘until.

road and report faverably.. During the week
orders for -goods to: be manufactured have
greatly improved, and buyers are carefolly
placing large orders; in fact, some of the
largest orders of the season have been placed
during that period.- Payments are much im-
proved, being in fact remarkably good. - .|

WooL—Theres have been fair sales of im-
ported, which s firm and likely to be & -trifle
dearer, The spirit which set in some time
ago seems to have died away. In domestics
there hes keen a considerable enquiry, and
some lurge lots have passed into the kands of
manufacturers of woollens. Prices are un-
changed.

CorroNs AND WooLLENS.—The market is
extremely quiet for cottons and will likely
continue #o for some timeuntil the stocks now
on hand, resulting from last year’s accumu-
lutions, are disposed of. The processis going
on, and it is to be hoped that our mills will
soon be at work, encouraged by an active
demnand for their excellent productions. In
woollens there is considerable movement, not-
withstanding the prevalence of hot wenther.
The manufacturers have been making more
euquiry for wools, and the indications are
very favorable notwithstanding that we are
now in mid-seasons.

Duy Goons.—The week has developed a
fair and improved demand in keeping with
the indications of last weck. The trade for
city requirements has not displayed so much
life an that for the country, and although the
orders fror the lntter are comparatively light
they are nevertheless more numercus and
diveisified. Travellers are doing fairly well
on the road, as much so as could be expected.
The fishery failures bave had an injurious
cttect npon business in those localities, and
not much business hns been done in the lower
St. Lawrence in consequence, Orders from
the West, however, are coming in steadily
and business ia keeping well up. There s
quite an improvement in remittances from
the country, and there is evidently more money
in circulation among the farming classes.

Fisti-—There are no new advices from the
fisheries and prices as quoted lust week still
rule in this market. Some lots of Cape Breton
herrings have arrived and sales heve been
made of cargo lots at prices ranging from
83,25 to $3.50. The market is, however,
quiet, as it is too early in the season, and
they can now be purchased at from $5 to
$5.45. Cunned mackerel {old) is becoming
scurce and there are inquiries for it at $4.
There is no new market. Canned lobsters
are also gearce and enquired for at $5.50.

Freweurs —The week has developed
niore demand and freights are easier.  There
is also a great improvement in the demund
for forward freights. In New York the de-
mand has dropped off owing to a break in the
Erie Canal, the effect of which is felt advan-
tageously here. Cattle freights by the regu-
lur liners are stendier, being 80s. By other
steamers 65s. has been offered. The following
charters were made to-day by Messrs, Ander-
son, McKenzie & Co. : Steamship Ross-shire,
from Three Rivers to Liverpool, 350 stand-
ard deals at 508; steamship Glenisla, Aont-
real to Liverpool, full cargo at 50s,
