their future political aunals, It scems now hardly
“to be donbted-that the reconstruction.of Europe on
the basis of nationality sod affinity, which was three
‘years'agothe dream of enthusins:s, isnow the policy
of statesmen. Not that 40y Sovereign or hisMinis-
ter would of himself have taken the unity of Italy or
the recouvstitution of Poland out of .the realms of
Utopia. . It is nol. the place of the rulers to origin-
ate; even foresight is much less ' common, ‘and per-
bapa a less valuable quality, than one might e dis-
posed to believe, But, while the gréat ones of the
earth are content to watch the winde and currents
and eddies, and every winding of the shore, the full
stream is bearing them on to a region which a' few

In'a few year§, pos-
sible, the whole "Central Europe will be as much
transformed as Italy, and people will lpok. back to
the present time as the dawn of a day long expected
by & number of suffering races. While- Hungarien
magistrates are_declaiming in ‘terms which 'a few
months since 'wouid have sent them' to a-foriress,
while Servians and Croats are traternizing with the
once intolerant Magyar, while the Imperial Gov-
ernmert accepts the humiliation of reporting to the
Diet the abdication 6f Ferdinand V., thus recogniz-
ing the illegality of all that Las bheen done for 13
years, the Emperor Alexander publishes the new
Coanstitation of Poland., : -

At first sight the Gzar seems to have capitnlated
very eagily. .The Poles have certainly not extorted
the concessions now made to them. The Emperor
Nicholas would have put an end to the Warsaw de-
mronstrations without a second thought. A popula-
tion dressing itself in deep mourning and assembling
to sing hymns in memory of some citizeus cut down
by eavalry would have been looked upon by him
with the utmost contempt. If the malcontents bad
no muskets, or lead, or saltpetre, they would be wel-
come. 10 the sympathies of Europe, and every man;
would soon have had time to meditate on the justice
of bis cause, as ke walled aloue through the well-
patrolied streets without daring to exchange a word
with Lis neighbor., We must conclude that a power-
ful influence has acted on: the present -Czar when he
is 30 readily and ostentatiously liberal. What could
that jnfluence be bat the conviction that national in-
dependence has become necessary for the tranquillity
of every people ? Alexapder, with a dispositivn less
obstinaté than that of hig father, and sobered by th~
calamities of 1854, sees that Poland subjected to
sucha Government as hig father instituted can never
be at peace, and, if discoutented, must be. n cause of
weakness to the whole ‘Empire.’ Accordingly, he
has granted a Coanstitution, of which the object is to
make the country more Imperial while less Kussian,
A people of several millions, belonging to the
Romish Church, baving their own language, their
own traditions, and a character which'is very differ-
ent from that of the Muscovite, cannot be fused into
the Russian nationality, but it may be welded to the
Empire. These high-spirited, warlike, excitable
Poles, with o turn for French manners aud -¢iviliza-
Jtioe, can never be made one with the obedient religi-
But the Czar may
gain by the very defeat of his schemes. It may
prove to bis advantage that Paland has been intract-
able and not to be transformed. The Treatiea of
Vienou recognized bis family as Kings of Poland.—
The moderate among the Poles desire this settlement
to be strictly carried out, and will be content with
the Rusgian Emperot as the King. of their free con-
stitutionnl country. So.a Constitution is given them,
and it remaius 1o be seen how far the nation will be
conciliated by their Sovereign's advances.

It is difficult a8.yet to form a judgment a6 to the
extent of these changes. . Certain it is that the
Constitution i3' not such as would satisfy a com-
munity of the English race; but still it is not every
people which, like our own, insists on freedom of
election and speech, or dencunces the interference of
Government in'local matters. In Poland a Council
of State isto be formed, in which the notabilities

heads of the various departments and somse of the
chiefs of the Church, There will be disirict and
municipal councils, the members of which will be
elective. 'A Commission distinct from -that which
has-the care of other internal -affairs will. preside
over Bducation and all subjects connected with the
'Church. On the whole, these measures may be pro-'
mnounced liberal. They are such as the Poland of
Nicholus never could have dreamt of, and by a frank
‘accaptance of them, and by steadily working them,
‘lie people may in a few years oblain a3 large & share
of power as any Continental community enjoys.—
Warsaw is et the present moment so much excited
‘that no one can tell how far the new Constitution:
.bas been received with favor. Prince Gurischakofl
certainly doe2 not shine by the courtesy with which
he ahnounces it to foreign Powers. Whatever may
be the opiniou of his Imperial master or himself,
there was no necessity 1o tell all the world that the
Emperor was willing 1o excuse the conduct of the
Poles, aithough, *in face of the disorders committed
"in the streets, & more severs appreciation‘would bave
been justly merited.” Such language cannol but
irritate the people, nnd lead them to criticise reforms
which seems to have heen made in_ good faith and
with n sineere wish to benefit them. At present the
discontent of the capital has by no means subsided,
although the Government endeavours to coucilitute,
and has made many changes wmoagst the officials,
removing those most obnoxious and replacing them.
by Poles of the patriotic party. Should, however,
the leading men of the Moderates preveil, and bring
the Polish Constitution into action, it seems proba-
ble that its development will be rapid esough., We
have seen how, in France, w few weeks bave sufliced
{n turn an ncguiescent and courtly Legisluture into
a paowerful engine of ‘opposition, and it way well be
believed that the Council of State, with its Polish
nobles and bigshops, would Ue even less iractable
than Napoleon's Senate. The Russian Emperor bim-
self does ot ‘seem to ‘contemplate fnality, for he
promiges “such improvements a3 experiance may
suggest,” - : : o

But there is another consideration not to be passed
over,—Poland i3 not entirely Russian.  The two
great German Powers each received their share of
the spoil, and now the delegates from Posen sit in
the Russian Legislature, swhile Gallicia shares the
sufferings, the agitations and the hopes of. the Auvs-
trian provinces. . What if it should prove that Alex-
ander in making himself. the Conatitutional King of
Poland has not forgotten the will- of Peter the.
Gredt ? ~ Why -should ke not conquer by. the cham-

These poor creatures wwho in 8 work-
housge or & prison would have become hardened in
their evil propensities and irreclaimable to society,
Lave now been taught and trained to become useful
members of the social body.

~part uneducated and uninstructed in their religion
when they entered the Reformatory, they are now
sufficiently well instructed to be fitted for the vari-
ous callings they have been taught to fallow. Glen-
eree, which was originally a mere barrack, io ruins,
but which has undergone an almost miraculous im-
provement and transformsation under the incompar-
able management of the Rev, I'. J. Lynch, and his
fellow-labourers in this fruitful vineyard, contained,

. on.the 1st January last, 235 juvenile offenders, rang~
ing from the ages of 10 to 16 years, the majority of
whom are orpbans who bad become criminals from
a want or acglect of parental.eare and counsel.—
Seven of these had Dbeea. convicted for burglary, 24
for felony, and 204 for larceny and minor offencea of
various kinds. Within the briefspace of less thau two
years, however, 25 of them have become tailors, 22
shoemakers, 16 cabinet-makers, 5 turners,2 stone-cut-
ters, 5 quarriers, G hounse secvants, 2 stable boys, 2 cow
boys, 4 cartery, and 20 masons' laborerg—whilst the
rest of them are constantly cugaged in reclaiming
and cultivating the Iarge tract of waste land sur-
rounding the Reformatory. In this. srduous and
difficult Jabour they have been so diligent and bave
sncceeded 0 ndmirably, that at least twelve acres of
-waste land will be thoroughly cultivated before
autamn. For an account of the admirable system
- which hns wrought such wordersin so brief a period
we refer the reader to the report. But it cannot be
expected that all this has becn done without ‘incur-
ring liabilities, for the ligquidntion of which “he re-
sources of the Institution, although it is o some re-
apects self-supporting, are far from suflicient. The
meeting on Tuesday was, therefore, held for the pur-
pose of appealing to the public for aid in paying off-

- the debt, amounting to £2,650, which bas been ccn-
tracted in bringing ihe Reformatory to its ypresent
very useful and efficient state.  Another olject of
the meeting was to enlist the force of public opirion
againsat the apprehended reduction of the Govern-
ment allowance from 7s to 5s per herd for each of
the Reformatory subjects. We trust, however, that
the Treasury will not attempf a reduction which
would be the ruverse of economica], ns. it would
paralyse the action aad endanger the permsnence
of the Reformatory. The consequence would be a
vast increase in the number of juvenile offenders,
and o proportionate adgdition to the coat of detaining
them in prison cor pennl servitude, to say nothing of
the furtber expsnse they would cause when they
became adult criminals, So far as the debt incurred
by the committee is concerned, we have no doubt,
that not only Dublin, but every portion of the coun-
try will contribute literally and speedily to its li-
quidation, inasmuch as the entire country is benefit-
ed by the admirable institution at Gleacree. It is
only to be regretted that some legislative mensure
hns not yet been introduced for placing the children
of the poor beyond the cvil influences and pernicious
examples which besst them in our workhouses. This
most desirable end might be effected by the estab-
lishment ol industrial schools. And surely the un-
questionable and extriordinnry success which hag
attended the experiment at St, Kevin's Reformatory,:
should be sufficient inducement to the Goveroment
to apply the same system to the children who are
now pining and languishing away, feeble, decrepid,
diseased, and sinking prematurely inte the grave
within those whitened sepulchres in which one of
the fictions of "the Inw nsserts the poor nre relieved.

rapidity that one of the omnibu§es had 'fallen into |.

who expected their friends to be travelling by omni-
bus about that hour.

While the conductor was taking the fare the omni-
bu_s began to back down the incline towards Rath-
mines. In the effort to get on the horses, which
were fresh and spirited, one or both became reatiff,
the pole got entangled in the harness, the driver ldst
control aver them, the omnibus continued to back
up on the road towards. Portobello Barracks, and
then; turning rather sharply round, it was pusbed
violently up the rising ground to the lock basin,
bursting and passing through the wooden railing;
and before any assistance could be rendered the
omaibus, horses, and all were precipitated into the
canal. The driver, Patrick Hardy, a steady mar,
who js said to have been perfectly sober, kept his
gseat till the omnibus went down, and was dragged
out of the water slive by a policeman named Gaff-
ney, who had been on duty in the neighborleod.—
KNothing is known of the way in which the conductor
There were six inside pas-
sengers, all of whom lost their lives almost imme-
diately. _ The scene was fearful. In n place the
most unlikely, where the possibility ot danger could
scarcely be imagined, six human beings, shut up in
on omnibus, were plunged into a dark chamber, 16
or 20 feet deep, haif fuil of water, shrieking and
strugglmg for help in vain. The horses were
plunging furiously, striking their hoofs against the
smooth slimy stone walls, splashing the water abeut
in thel.r convulsive efforts for life. The people on
the bridge and around the place presented A scene
of wild confusion aud horror, shouting for help,
rushing to and fro, striving to let off the water, to
break open the omnuibus, to do something to save the
lives of the passengers. All was vain. The cries
graduslly died away. When, afier an interval of 20
minutes, the top of the ormnibus was broken in with
8 hatehet, all were dead. The following are the
uames of the victims : —Mrs. Byrne, aged 26, and
her infant child; Mr. Gunn, proprietor of a muasic
establishment In Westland-row ; & man named Cuu-
ningham, a night watchman in ene of the docks;
Mrs. O'Conaell, the wife of a solicitor, from the
county Clare; Miss O'Connell, her daughter, aged
18 years, who was at St. Patrick’s ball in the Castle
& few evenings before, and was much admired for
singular benuty. The two last named and the child
were immediately removed to Mercer's Hoapital ; the
rest were taken to the Meath Hospital, where every
exertion was made to restore consciousness by Drs,
dmyly, Porter, Wharton, Jameson, and other medical
geutlemen. Dr, Mouk, who lives near the scens of
tha disaster, had previously dome everything that
wag possible to save some of the lives, but all skill
was in vain, Six corpses await the coroner's in- |
quest, which iz to be held at 12 o’clock to-day.—
Many rumours are aflont on the subject—as to the
blame attached to individuals. Amrdst the expres-
sione of horror at the catastrophe, a feeling: of as-
touishment is universally expressed as to how the
thing could bave occurred, even if the driver and
condnetor were endeavoring to do it of set purpose
—why the conductor or some omne did not seize the
horses’ heads—Nhow the omnibus could have turned
round in such's way, and been forced justinto the
spot that seemed most inaccessible, and also at the
same time most fatal. Multitudes are travelling
anly by these omnibuses, and a thought of danger
lcx'kc this never occurred 10 any one.— Times Dublin
orr.

Of course suspicion
rested on the peasantry of the district, but every
effort to bring home guilt to them most singularly
failed. An approver in the case at the last Donegal
agsines pleaded guilty to & charge: of perjury, aud
was sentenced to seven years' penal servitude; and
another witness in the case, Dougal Rankin, & con-
fidential servant of Mr, Adair's, is now in Omagh
goal, awaiting his trial for shooting at a respectable
hotel keeper in Strabane. Rankia, it will be remem-
bered was bailed out at the Strabane. Petty Seasions,
but bis sureties becoming apprehensive that he was
about to give them leg-bail, at once su:rendered him
up to the authorities, One would naturally infer
that a charge of guilt against the peasantry, nnsus-
tained by any testimony save that of these two men,
would have been sufficient to have restrained Mr.
Adair from resorting to the wholesale vengeance
which he proposes to take upen his tenantry for this
offence. No fewer than forty-six families are to be
handed over to-morrow to the tender mercies of the
crowbar brigade. Naot that they owe Mr. Adair rent
or nrrears of rent, but because they cannot find for
Mr. Adair the murderer of Murray, A large police
force has been drafted out of Roscommon, Leitrim,
and other counties, to protect the Adair crowbar
brigude in demolishing the homes of the Glenveagh
peasantry, and they have been arriving at Letter-
kenry during to-day. To the honour of Donegal,
be it told, that Mr, Adair was unable to procure
men to discharge the duties of levellers, and he was
neeeasarily obliged to bring & number of ill-locking
fellows from « distance to perform this duty. These
fellows have bheen travelling - with all the secrecy of
executioners. If Mr. Adair had ouly evinced half
the desire to elicit the truth that he has dome to
puniah the tenants, the case might bave been ditfer-
ent, ard police, instead of protecting the Adair
levellers, might have been employed in their proper
avocation, that of conducting the guilty to justice.

NEWS OF THE WEEK. -
LitrLe or no change has taken place in the
affairs of Europe since our last. In Italy, the
fighting has been carried on with the tongue,and
the field of battle has been the Parliament.—
Cavour and Garibaldi have been giving one an-
other explanations, or in other words, abuse ;
which, if the old proverb that ¢ when rogues fall
out, honest men come by their own,” is to be
rehed on, is of good augury to the Pope, and
the exiled King of Naples. France manifests
no disposition to recall her army of occupation
from Syria, and at home is concentrating ber
forces on the Eastern frontier. (Great commer-
cialembarrassments are reported from Marseijles.

Order does not reign at Warsaw.- On the
contrary, excitement is on the increase, and bids
fair soon to assume the portentous aspect of a
revolution. The number killed, wounded, and
arrested, during the late emeutes, are estimated
at one thousand, and the exasperation of the
. people 1s very great. .Russian troops are being
concentrated upon Warsaw,

There is nothing of interest from Great Bri-
tain to report. At a political banquet, given by
the Lord Mayor, Lord Palmerston boasted of
the resources of the couatry, but expressed a
hope that peace might he maintained. Never-
theless, the general tone of the addresses was
warlike, and the political atmosphere 15 tainted
with the odor of gunpowder.

The details from the United States are so
abundant and so contradictory, that it is morally
impossible to make anything out of them. There
have been such marchings and countermarchings,
and such hoistings of * star-spangled” banners on
tbe one side, and such counter-demonstrations
of a similar nature on the other, that 1t 1s no
easy matter to decide which party has the better
of the strife. Washington 1s said to be now
fully secured against an attack from the Confe-
derates of the Sovth; and the States in favor
of the Union are certainly better provided with
- men, if wol with arms and officers, than are
their opponents. As yet, since the Fort Sumter
affair, tbere has been no serious fighting ; and on
the whole, for a Civil War, the contest now
raging has bitherto been conducted in the politest
and un-bloodiest manner imaginable. A drunken
row at Albany, in the course of which a waiter
was thrown out of a window, and had his legs
broken, 1s the most appalling catastrophe which
the -chronicler of the events of the past week
bas to record. Business however is at a stand
stll, credit is sbaken, and the commercial crisis
threatens to be very serious.

Dieu; and
the Bishop of Montreal becoming the purchaser
of the large building i the St. Antoine suburb,
originally designed we believe for a Baptist Col-
lege, His’ Lordslnp devoted it . for many years
to the purposes of a St. Patrick’s - Hospital, Its
/internal arrangements were however in many re-
spects defective, and the pumber of beds that
could be made up for the reception of patients
was in consequence limited. Here, however,
the sick Irish were received for several years;
€ | and the Ladies of the Hotel Dieu, by whom it
was conducted, and by whom its expences were
defrayed, received for three or four years a trif-
ling grant from the Legslature ; which was but
just, seeing that the Protestant Hospital from
which the Irish Catholic clergy had been driven
by the obscene insults offered to them, received
annually a large grant of the public money.

The St. Patrick’s Hospital, in the St. Antoine
suburbs, was, as we have said above, badly laid
out for a hospital ; and in consequence the La-
dies of the Hotel Dieu, having already, at an
encrmous expense, partially completed their im-
mense General Hospital at Cote Barrorn, deemed
it more convenient to have all the sick under
their charge, located under one roof. The pa-
tienls were therefore transfgrred from the former
building to the far more spacious and commodious
edifice Jast pnamed; in which however spectal
accommodations—that is, special Wards, with
special Lrish Nuns, and an Insh Medical atten-
dant—are set apart for the especial use of the
Thus, to all. intents and
purposes, the St. Patrick’s Hospital exists to-
day,as much a special work or duty imposed upon
the Ladies of the Hotel Dieu, as it did when l¢~
cated in the St. Antoine suburbs, and when the
Irish sick were tended under a separate roof
from that which covered the other patients in
charge of the Sisters of St. Joseph ; and exist-
ing as such special work, it is as much entitled as
ever to pecuniary aid from the public purse, on
account of the services it renders to -the public
by its gratuitous care of the indigent Irish sick.
When completed, the new butlding wili contain
as a St, Patrick’s Hospital department, at least
three spacious well ventilated wards, with forty
beds in each ward—thus affording permanent ac-
commodation to One hundred and twenty Irish
patients. If.circumstances shall require it, this
accommodation will be increased.

Actually, the St. Patrick’s Hospital side com-
prises two wards; one with twenty-five, the
other with twenty-three beds, all full. These
wards are presided over by Irish Nuns,and their
inmates are visited by an Insh medical man,—
There are moreover distributed throughout the
other wards—from want of accomnmodation in
the St. Patrick’s wards—fifteen Irish patients
—so that the. actual state of the sick in Lhe
Hotel Dieu at the present moment is as under:
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From these figures it will be seen how large
in spite of the imperfect arrangements conse-
quent upon the, as yet, unfinished state of the
building, is the number of Irish patients ; and
bow ungenerous, not to say false and calumnious
were Mr. M‘Gee’s insinuations in the Legisla-
tive Assembly.

ing.

To expose the (allacy of « chec]»s and guar-
antees,” and to lay bare the dishonesty of those
who prate about them, it is amply sufficient to
lay down the constitutional axioms—that it is im-
possible for any one Parliament to make a law
which any subsequent Parliament, with the as-
sent of the Sovereign, may not repeal or amend
at pleasure ; and that no agreement entered into
by the Sovereign with his subjects, or any por-
tion of them, can bind him in his legislative ca-
pacity. Even the ¢« Coronation Oath,” the so-
lemn pact which upon ascending the throne, the
British Sovereign makes with his subjects, binds
the former in his executive capacity alone, but
1s not, never was, designed to place any restric-
tions ujion him as one of the three branclies of
the Legislature, of King, Lords, and Commons.

but it is a moral impossibility for the Legisla ture
to gnve any " guarantee whatsoever against the
hostile designs of an encroaching all-powerl'ul
‘anti-Catholic Legislature.. No matter -in what
form .such a guarantee might be drawn up, in
‘what words: couched, or with what solemnities
proclalmed it eguld never be of the slightest use

on the Sovereign in his legtslatlve capacity. Even
tke King cannot bind himself to withold his as-
sent to Leglslattre measures’ which have been
approved of and passed by his Parliament ; and
no Parliament can bind its. successor not to an-
nul or amend its laws.

And when asked to give their consent to a
measure intended greatly to augment the weight
of the anti-Catholic, and anti-French Canadian
element in the Leglslature, the people of Lower
Canada are, in interest, in duty, and in bonor
bound to take beed lest by so doing they imperil,
not only thew already existing religious and na-
tional institutions, but Jest they put it out of their

‘power to develop and extend these institutions in

the future. We require, before assenting 1o
such a dangerous measure as ‘ Representation
by Population,” that we shall be guaranteed, not
only against all atfacks upon our existing institu-
tions, upon our ecclesiastica! and eduuatlonal
system, upon our religious and charitable socie-
ties—but that no obstacles shall be placed in our
way, when we desire still further to extend and
apply that system, and'to increase and develop
those institutions. We demand in fine, guaran-
tees, or assurances, that, by a Legislature 1
which Protestants, animated by the most intense
hatred of Popery, would have an overwhelming
majority, no obstructions should be offered to
the passing of Acts incorporating such rehgi-
ous associations as we might deem beneficial
to the interests of our Church—such as new St.
Patrick’s Orphan Asylums for instance, as well
as that no attempts should be made to disturb
the existing arrangements, or to confiscate the

property now held by the Catholic Church, and

our Religious Societies ; we insist upon guaran-
tees that no attempts shall be made to overthrow-
our religious and social system by the introduc-
tion of Divorce or Polygamy ‘laws; and that
from sucha Parliament, no effort should pro-
ceed toimpose upom our mixed population of
Lower Canada one common or uniform system
of pational education. How 1t is possible that
such- guarantees could be given? Does not
every one know, do not the Protestant Reform-
ers boast, that one of the first effects of “ Re-
presentation by Population” will be, i so far as
Lower Canada is affected, to put a stop to the
passing of new Bills of Incorporation?—or at
all events to hamper all such Bills for the future
with iosulting and tyrannical restrictions ana-
logous to those which a short time ago com-
pelled the St. Patrick’s Laterary Association to
spurn with contempt an Act passed fer its Incor-
poration ?

And what are those “ checks and guarantees”
which the advocates of “ Representation by
Population” hold out to us as a bait $—what are
the terms upon which it is expected that French
Canadians shall consent to the swamping of their
nationality, and that the Catholics of Canada
shall meekly bow beneath the degrading yoke of
Protestant Ascendency 7 We will state thein
as stated by one of the ablest and the most elo-
quent of the advocates of this anti-Catholic
policy during the course of the recent debates
and analysing them, we shall see what they are
worth. We quote from the speech of Mr. M¢-
(Gree, as reported in the Toronte Globe :—

“1 wiil put a suppoeitious case to these hon. gen-
tlemea who deny the possibility of establishing any
efficient checks against oppreesion in our circum
stances. Itis this :— Suppose you had guarantees
for the fullest religious and civil freedom in your
fundamental law, framed by yourselves, and ratified
by Her Majesty for herself and her successors!

The ﬁrst guarantee would not be worth
straw, as a protection to the Catholic interesty
of Liower Canada against the hostile des:gns of
a Protestant Parllamentary majority ; because,
no matter how, or in wbat terms couched, ;

By such
a ratification the Soveretgn would be pledged,
indeed, in bis Executive capacity to obstain from
all encroachments upon his Catholic Canadian
subjects ; but no obstacle would be placed in the
way of his assenting, as a co-ordinate brancl of
the Legislature, to any Acts oppressing Catho-
lies, which his Canadian Parlmment might please
to enact. In other “words, it is impo.sible for
one Parliament to pass a “ fundamental law®
which another Parliament cannot legally repeal,

The second guarantee is in theory worth more
than the first, but in practise would be as in-
effectual agamst the hostity of a powerful Pro.
testant Lower House. Lven if we had in Brit-
ish North America the constituent elements of
an Upper House ; if we had an hereditary land-
ed aristocracy, influential by their wealti, social
position, and historical prestige, such a body
might for a season check, but could not form 3
permanent barrier against, the encroachments of
the more democratic branch of the Legislature.
Witness the fate of all contests in modern
times, betwixt the House of Commons and the
House of Lords; and see how, ultimately, the
latter, although into the composition of its op-

.hus had to yield and give way. What eflectual
resistance then could an Upper House of Legis-
lature, formed out of such materials as we in
Canada have at our command, offer to the anti-
Catholic legislation of the Lower House, compos-
ed as this would be, were Representation by
Population un Jait accompli, of an overwhelm-
ing Protestant majority, and itself the namediate
representative and organ of the popular will !

If the first guarantee proposed by Mr. M‘Gee
would be a nullity, and the second but little bet-
ter, the third is simply an absurdity. The func-
tions of the Judiciary, no matter how that body
may be composed, are not to make law, but to
interpret "and administer law. The Judges, as
Judges, have, and can bave, no legislative func-
tions ; have no power therefore to appose or
facilitale the passing of an obnoxious law; and
could therefore in po semse form a barrier
against those legislauve assaults upon our Ca-
tholic " institutions which would.inevitably follow
close upon the heels of Representation by Po-
pulation.  As a protection, check, or guaruniee,
agalust a corrupt tyranmical Executive, notlng

honest Judiciary ; but as agaiust the wquitous
legislation of an ungrincipled anti- Catholic Le-
gislature, the wisdom and 1he miegnty of the
Judges would alike be unavailing,  An lonest
Judiciary is a guarante that existing lw shall
be honestly interpreted and applied, but can give
no guarantee whatsoeser against the passing of
unjust and oppressive la ws. .

We are now_arrived at the second. The Emperor
has protested against the annexation of Umbris and
the Marches, against .the annexation of Sicily and
Naples, just as be protested against the annexation
of Bologna and-Florence ; he has .recalled his am-
bassador, and hus promised to - proteot the Holy Fa-
ther. Nevertheless, events march onwards, the logic
of the revolution ceases not, and we are now hefore
the gates of the Quirinal. To allow theae things
wasg to submit to a political check, to allow the dan-
ger to augment—and why ?—to whoae profit ?
- "We are now arrived at a moment of inaction
like that which intervened betwixt the Peace of Villa-
franca, and the cession of Savoy and Nice to France ;
a cortain darkness broods over the Tuilleries,
but already the exporienced eye detects the dawn
upon the horizon. The hesitations perceptible at
Paris and at Turin—what do they bode? Here is
my opinion: that which the Emperor would not. or
could not prevent, he is again about to turn to his
own advantage, One slope of the Alps has been
the price and the compensation for the conquest of
Central Italy : what compensation will be esacted
for the cession of Rome, which M. Cavour eovets as
a splendid capital, but the abandonment of which
would entail gerious political and religious embar-
rassments upon the Empire, whose importance the
Emperor must already have calculated ?

 The island of Sardinia is spoken of, but for Sar-
dinia it would not be worth incurring the danger.—
The price of Rome is Naples. The King was sus-
tained at Gaeta long enough to rouse and keep alive
the monarchical sentiment, and to divide the revolu-
tioniats, but not long enough ‘o enable Francis II, to
reconquer his capital and his kingdom ; wheroin
anarchy is purposely permitetd to spread, the spirit of
reaction increases, and the deaire for self-government
grows stronger.,

Tuias, April 9, Evening.—In to-day’s sitting of
the Senate, Signor Vucea put the iaterpellatien in
reference to Rome of which he had previously given
potice, :

“Io the Roman gaestion the [talian Government
can only employ moral menns, and canuot act
against Rome as a conqueror.”

The Grand Duke of Tuscany hag addressed a note
to the Federal Council, dated from Dresden, protest-
ing agninst any recognitioa of the Kingdom of Italy
on the part of Switzerland.

Rons.—The correspondent of the Monde gives an
interesting description of the scene in the Sistine on
Euster Tuesday. 1t was remarked that on leaving
his apartments the Holy Father appeared much de-
pressed and uawell. Coutrary to his custom, his
head was covered, and he wore his' red mantle.. It
is said that he had been painfully affected by the
news of the recognition, by the Queen of England,
of Victor Emmanuel’s title as King of Italy. While
.Mgr. Ricci was singing the Gospel, the Pope was
takenill.: He stood with the Oardinals Roberti and
Ugolino at his side, but before the end of tke Gos-
pel, was forced to sit down. His head sank upon
bis breast. He had fainted. Astonishment, as well
as the restraint of the sacred function, kept every-
body motiounless. The Msjor-Domo of the sacred
Palace, Mgr. Borromeo, was absent from illness.—
Mgr. Paccea, whose filial devotion is extreme, hastep-
ed to seek remedies and to order & chair to be brought.
There was no doctor in the Palace, no remedies in
the Sacristy. Pius the Ninth, seated on his throue,
and oppressed Yy the weight of the Pontifical robes,
was motionless, and sppeared lifeless.

The Times' esrrerpondent says ——

You will have already heard of the slight Caribal-
di emeute which we had last week. [ did oot report
it at the time, for these white squalls come and go
without leaving any great consequences, and cer-
tainly do not much disturb the depth of our political
waters. There huve long been hanging about Naples
many red jackets; some bona-fide others only soi-dis-
ant members of Garibaldi’s army. Hundreds and
thousands swelled his ranks during his trivmphant
march through the country without ever having
beard & guashot, yet all lay claim to the glory and
profit of the expedition. Idonot think that, under
the circumstances, they have been treated with all
the consideration and generosity that might have
been expected, though many of those who assume
the red jacket are undoubtedly some of ,the most
worthless of the population. Many of these men,
who are in great want, assembled on Wednesday
evening last ontside the Finanze, and, not barving
their demands satisfied, endeavoured to force an en-
trauce. The Natiooal Guard intecfered; but, per-
baps, in consequence of their having fled before o
popular tumult a few days before, a patrol of regu-
lar troops, amountisg to 40 or 50 men, was called
upon to act, and these, with bayonets lowered, made
a charge upou the crowd shouting, * Italy!” * Sa-
voy !’ Many were severely wounded, and one man
was Killed, unfortunately one of the * Thousaud”
called Angelo Tisone, of Campobasso. This deplo-
rable fact is grent capital for the malcontents who
unite together, of whatever opinion they sy be, in
opposing and embarrassing the Goveroment. The
result shows that their is force enough in the coun-
try.to put down any disturbance; at the same time
it'is to be regretted that for want of d'litue gene-
rous expenditure and timely emergy such emcules
are not anticipated.

AUSTRIA.

The Auvstrian Diets have begun their sittings;—
those of the German provinces show a complete
unauimity in favor of the unity of the Empire ; those
of the Hungarians and Sclavonic races” have mani-
fested a great preponderance in favor of federation.
It is not.possible to see yet whether the Hungariang
will agcept the Emperor’s concessions, who has gone
to the very verge of allowiog them complete inde-
pendence, only retaining what is absolutely indis-
pensable for the unity of the Empire. In ‘Austris
there seems & real reaction against the Councordat
and the Church. The mensure just published, which
places the Protestants of Austria on the same foot-
ing. a3 the Catholics, is in itself in perfect coneist-
ency with the principles of the Concordas, and if it
had been published at the same time, it would have
been made clear that-the two wmeasures were but
perts of one grand scheme of religious liberty ; un-
fortunately the Austrian Government published one
without the other, and the result is that the Concor-
dat marks the reactionary and despotic period of
1830, and the religious liberty of the Protestants
coincides with the liberal concessions of 1861. Thus
the mistake of the Emperor's Government, not that
of the Church, has once more placed her in an invi-
duous position, causing her to be falsely suspected,
as the type and instrument of oppression, and set-
ting forth the liderty of Protestants us the charac-
teristic of the constitutional movement of 1861.—
Nothing can be more unfortunate, nothing more un-
just, than this practical commentary on the Concor-
dat ; he Concordat was simply the beginning of the
gevering of that union hetween the Temporal and
Spiritual powers in the person of the Emperor which
wag the offspring of Jansenism and infidelity, and
to protest against which Pius VI. took a weary jour-
ney to Vienna. All the religious mensures since
sdopted have been $0 many steps in the same direc-
tion. The present law of liberty for the Protestants
is merely o development of the Concordat; yet it is
g0 timed as to seem a reaction against i, and is
hailed as such in Austris, whose chief towns accord-
ingly in their madness prefer sending Protestant and
Jewish represeotatives to their Diets rather than
members suspected of favoring the Concordat.—
Weelcly Register. ‘

RUSSIA AND POLAND.

The Journal de St. Pelersburg of to-day publishes
the following telegram, dated Warsaw, April 8 i—

“ (freat crowds of people having agsembled before
tbe Castle were dispersed by force, .

« The conflict was renewed several times. Ten
persons were Killed, and as many. wounded. Five
goldiers were killed. Forty-five persons have been
arrested.” . .

' Wae Irems.—~Toe Grear INsTROUMENTS ©0F DE-
sTRUCTION.—The Scientific American says :~'¢ The
Columbiad or Paixban (pronounced payzan) is a
large gun, designed . prineipally for firing shells—it
being far more accurate than the ordinary short mor-
tar. A mortar is a very ghort carnon with a large
bore—gome of them thirteen inches in diameter—for
firing shells. Thoae in use in oir army are set at an
angle of 45 degrees, and the range of the shell is
varied by nltering the charge of powder. The shell
is caused. to-explode at just about the time that it

‘strikes, by means of a.fuse, the length of which is
‘adjusted to the time.of flight to be occupied by the

ball, which, of course, corresponds with the range.
The accuracy with which the time of the burning of
a fuge:'can-be adjusted by varyiog its length is sur-
prising—good artillerists  generally ' succeeding’ in
having their shells explode almost:at the exact in-

.gtant of striking. In loading & mortar, the shell is
_carefully placed with the fuse directly forward, and

when the piece is discharged, the shell is so com-

.pletely enveloped with flame that the fuse is nearly
‘always fired. A Dahlgren gun is an ordirary cac-
.oon; except that it has been made very thick at the

breech - for some thres or four feet, when it tapers

down sharply to less than the usual size ; this form was |/

adopted in consequence of -the experiments of Cap-
tain Dahlgren of the U." S. Navy baving shown that
when a gun bursts it usually gives way at the breech.
The Niagara is armed with these guns, and at the
Brooklyn Navy Yard there are sixty weighing about
9,000 pounds cach, and six of 12,000 pounds weight
each, the former of which are capable of carryiog a
nine-inch, aud the latter a ten-inch shell a distance
of two or three miles; and there is one gun of this
pattern which weighs 15,916 pounds, and is war-
'nnted to send an eleven-inch shell four miles.

ORriMiNAL STATISTICS IN TUE STATE OF NEw YORK.
—The Secretary of State has reported to the Legis-
lature the criminal statistics of the State of New
York for the year 1860. The report gives a list of
all the criminal convictions in the courts of record
and of special gessions in the several counties of the
Stute during the year. A comparisoun of the report
sbows that while convictions for the higher crimes
have decreased, convictions for petty offenses in
courts of special sessions have been from ten to
fifteen per cent more than in any former year. Tho
whole pumber of convictions in courts of record,
Oyer and Terminer, and General Sessions,.in 1860
wus 2,172, Of these, New Yotk county had 477;
Kings, 336 ; Erie, 128 ; Albany, 83; and the other
counties from 4 to- 50 ench., The number of convie-
tions for murder were 12 ; manslaughter, 44; assanlt
with attempt to kill, 48 ; arson, 16; forgery, 141;
the remainder were for larcenies, burglaries, etc.—
