T veed ‘oot ‘ray, beloved bretbren, that the
ceremony which bas called us together to-day 1s
one of unusual wterest, The vast crowds here
gssembled, the vivid interest marked on your
countenances assure rae that you appreciate it as
T do. - :

It always @ tolemn thing to witness the
transmission of the Apostohe office—sn act by
whick the:Church rezews ber wigor, provides for
ber preservation or her expansion. As the plants
tbrow out the seeds ihat procuce other plants

‘according to their kind which take their places
when-they bave dec-yed, or rise up at their rides
nvalling the frutfulness of the pareat stock, so
the-Church, organized by Cbrist, preserves ber
hfe and integrity-sud meets the exigencies of the
bour by the transmission of the Apostolic office,
with all its duries, its: graces, and its responsi-
Yility:from those who hold 1t one day to othiers
duly appointed. to exercise it on the morrow.

This-aet, ol sl times interesting, becomes
doubly o when, as:is the case to-day, it 1s per-
formed, not to fill a vacuum created by death,
but to provide for. ‘growityg - expansion. _:[‘he
Chburch is then extending her tubernacles, she is
establisbiog pew centres of action. Two new
constellations, as 1t were, are to—day being set
the ecclesiastical firmament. This cathedral,
the mother of the churches of this vast Jiocese,
becomes on this day in & higher sense a mother.
Two-of ber daughters take rank at ber side, and
they also become mothers.

Be it that this happens more by the increase
spd diffusion of the members already Delonging
1o the fold, than be the conversion of those who
koew ber not. Whether it be by conversion or
by merease and diffuston, we must rejoice to see
{he Church of God multiplying and filling the
earth 1n obedience to the command given by her
Divine Founder.

But for you, Right Reverend Fathers, whose
light is this day set on the candlestick, ou whose
souls (God places a seal that distinguishes you
from al! other men, now and forever more, it is
an occasion of special mtereat, Christ this day
mikes you commanders of His hosts, with all the
powers and all the graces attached to that high
positon. The Church, which is His agent in
this great work, has endeavored to impress these
upon you n the beautiful ceremonial which we
have Just witnessed, fraught, ke all ber other
ceremonies, with mstruction and power, and your
deeply affected countenances, and the tear trick-
liog down your cheeks assure us tbat you have
enfered 1nto the lesson. -

Methinks I shall correspond best with the de-
sgos‘of ‘the Church' and with your wishes by
making the words that proceed from this chair
fo-day be ammated by the same spirit.  Hence-
forth your lives will be devoted for the benefit of
others.

Yes, beloved brethres, the change operated

by God in the redemption of the world, is a

work more woble thas was s first ereation, To
this there was o obstacle but the wability of
that which bad . not being; to the other there
was not only an inahility as great, there was the
opposite tendency of evil, and the greater height
to which redeemed man was to be elevated.
This great work our blessed Saviour was
pleased but to commence while he was visibly
present on this earth. He cerried on His bene-
ficent designs fully only through the Apostolic
body to whom He gave the commission and the
promise, ¢ go,’ ¢ teach,” ¢ baptize? ¢andlo! I

l'am with you. To epable them to fulfil the ose,

and as a pledge that He would fulfil the other,
He sent His Holy Spintimparting Him to them in
His fullness, and at once thousands are brought
witbin the pale of salvation, snd its boundaries
go on extending until soon ihey become counter-
minous with thowe of the earth,

This work was prefigured by the priesthood of
the Old Law, when Yearing the ark of the Liord
they stood 1n the bed of the Jordan until the
people passed over with dry foot, The waters
that were below them rolled on to the sea, those
that were above came rushng aund roaring, but
they stood togetber Supon a beap,’ and risiog
up, and up, and swelling, like a mountain, were
seen afar off, But they remained as a wall until
the people passed over into the promised land,

Or 1t may be compared to the action of the
priests of the Lord who went seven times round
and about the "wails of Jericho and blew their
trumpets, and the walls of the city fell down and
all the people entereds The nen of Jericho
frusted in their towers and their fences, but the
blast af the trumpet, not the engine of war, was
the instrument which God was pieased to use for
their destruction,

" These thicgs, as all else, bappened to that
‘people in figure, They were but a type of what
God did under the new dispensation. The tide
of wickedness which was overwhelming the
world was arrested by the men whom God com-
manded to go forth into its midst, It contioued
indeed to roll and to threaten and to swell up its
waters so that those who looked on without {aith,
seeing all its accumulated fory, might have an—
ticipated nothing but certamn apd sneedy ruin. —
But God placed limits to its ravages, and forced

it to lie back until His benevalent designs on His-

Itis mto this bedy, Rt. Rev. Fathers, that
you are incorporated to day. For the Aposto-
lic office which Cbrist institufed was not'a pass—
ing thiog. Loke the evil that was to be en.

‘Cbrist promised "to - be with it all days-eren to
the consummatin of ages. It must, therefore,
bave beenntended by Him to remain itséif all days
tothat end. The first eleven whom He ad.
dressed associated others with themselves in the
great work, aad then paid the debt 6f nature.—
But the body that had been then established re-
mained. ' As, in the physical order, while the
several particles of whick each body is com-
posed are perpetually disappearicg and making
way way for others that take their places, the
body itself continving ia all its naturel properties
and fusctions, so while the members of the mys-
tical body of Christ, which is His -Church, are
ever giving way aod ‘replaced by others, the
body itself continues the sublime functions as-
gigned to it by its founder. - '

" This perpetuation by the Apostolic mimstry:
bas ever been effected by the laying on of hands,
by those who rightfully “exercise tha office.—
Thus Paul transmitted it to ,Timothy, thus be
commanded him to transmit .t to otber faithful
men, thus it ‘bas been - trantmitted in unbroken
succession t2 the Pontiff'who to-day lays bands
and transmits 1t to yeu. = Aond it s your great
privilege not metely to receive the rite but to be
able to point to the important fact that you re-
ceive it as faithful men -resolved to keep the de.
posit entrusted to you and that you ‘rteceive it
through a succession of men equally faithful who
preserved what was coofided to them  their re-
‘spective generations — that you receive it nol
from men who took up the office uncalled, men
whora the Apostle descrites as *ravenous
wolves,’ nor from men belonginz to that class
which he also alluded to who though cuce of the
'rue fold, spoke ¢perverse things’ to draw dis-
ciples after them. Ob! were you even able to
powt to an unbroken chair, comoecting you
through the exterpal rite, with the Apostles
themselves, if any Lok consisted of a man who
had made to Amself disciples — that is, instead
of preserviog and transmitting the deposit as he
had recetved it, had sought to estabhsh opinions
ot his oo aod enlist others in their support, that
map should be branded as one who had.spoken
¢ perverse things,” and your connection mith him
would only make you partakers of his crime. It
would but aggravate impiety by treachery.—
Agamst such, St. Paul warped his faithful fol.
lowers to beware, and Sr. Jude marked their
distiaguishing trait, when be said, *They are
they wko separate themselves.’

But in bemng lawlully incorporated into that
body whose maxim 1s, and whose maxn and
practice bave ever been to adhere to the faith
once delivered to the saints, you, Right Rev.
Fatbers, are engrafted iato that body to which
Jesus Christ gave the commission. You 100 in
your day are ¢ the salt of the earth,’ * the light
of the world.” . You are called to be the agents
and astruments of Chiist in bis designs for the
salvation of the warld—sn office which St. Caul
floes not besitate to designate by the startling
title of © helpers of God.? )

s Helpers of God,'—that is, his agents and m-
strumenty, and freely co-operating mith bim in
that work which he prized so highly, on which
His heart was set from efermty, agents and in-
struments in that work which His lncargate Son
proposed to  Himsel in coming down to this
earth, for which be labored and died, but which
He brings wto actual effect and ‘completion
through you and your free co-operation, so that
if you fail, His eternal designs and beneficent
longings and labors are to a certan extent frus-
trated, whereas when you are fasthful, your work
is the very work of God that which of all others
He prizes most, : -

avimatiag others to bravery.. You bave each
the command of a whole army, and it depends on-
you'w a great measure whether:it shall march on
o victory ordestruction. Tt -is ot indeed an
army detached from other -armies similarly
anned and officered, it 1s one of ‘maay eogaged
in the same serwice, figbting for the same cauce,
and all under. the supervision of a general chief,
But a whole corps is: vader your supervision and
direction, 1f o the commander there fails vigil-
ance or smgleness ol purpose, or devotedoess, it
will be vain to expect viclory through the
bravery of those in tnferior positions.- Though
solitary bands may escape, nothiog but ruin awaite
the bost. Thw Church1s a ship bearing a pre-
ctous freight throngh the troubled sea of this
world to the heavenly port, You are its pilots,
obliged ndeed to sail in a squadron with others
all pursuiog the same course, and bound to the
same destivation, But, ob | 1f you faill m a
vigilant eye, or steady band, what can be ex
pected but that your own ship will be wrecked
amdst the rocks and the quicksands, and that
confuston be cast amongst those by whom you
are accompanied. The Church is a body—the
body of Christ.  You are 1ts most noble mem-
bers, those through wham the rest receive power,
vigor, nourishment. You are.the arm to defend
it, the eye to watch-over 1t, the beart that sends
forth hife toits remote extremmties, The Church
is a house~the house of God—yqu are stewards
in that houte, unto whasé chargé are committed
all i1s treasures. It is a temple—~the temple of
the living God—you are the pillars on which it
rests. .

Great is the dignity of man, from the mere fzct
that he is made to the image of Gad; greater
inasmuch as be bas been engrafted on Jesus
Cbrist and lives by bis life, * made partaker of
the Divine nature.” What shall we say of you
whom God has brought so wvear to Himself,
whom He has called to such close union and co-
operation with Him in the greatest of Tlis works,
to whom He grants, I may say, a participation of
many of His most noble attributes 7 :

¢ A helper of God,’ and that fo the most noble
of His works. Is mot this alone enough to
overwhelm us with confusion? What He came
dowa [rom Heaven to accomplish, He is pleased
to accomplish chiefly throvgh you.

¢The light of the world.” [e Himself was
the light, ¢the true light which eolighteneth
every man that cometh ioto the world.’ Yet
now He who is light and trutb saith to you also,
“you are the light of the world,” for such He 1s
pleased to make you,

¢ The salt of the earth.? It was He aad He
alone wko could give 1t. Yet He now com-
municates to you also this property. Tbrough
you is the corrupt mass of the world to be leav-
ened—through you He 1s pleased to impart to
the weak and to the ~dead the sivifying power
that will fit them for Heaven. - _

God has left many sprritual blessings .to man,
and you are ¢ their dispensers.” You are ‘amp-
bassadors for Christ,’  Your commission is not
weitten o0 a parchment that might pensh, nor
sealed with a-wax that might be counterferted or
efficed. It 13 written i the bright hght of
God’s word, and séaled by His Omoipotence,

" The * ministry of reconciliation’ which 1s one
of His own primary functions, * He gave to us’
tbe seat of His Majesty,’ He promises that those
whom He has chosen to this office ! shall it 1
twelve seats to judge the twelve tribes of Israel.’

No wonder that when He created ap’iostitu-
tion invested with such a commission, He ap-
pealed to that ¢ all-power’ that was ¢ given Him

‘This to be suré 13 above all‘the work of God.
But'as I have already stated, this work He per-
torms tbrough you, giviag to your action & power
of which it s itself incapable. He is acting im
you and with you. The results when obtained
are emisently His, for you are but weak instru-
ments, catirely uaable to effect thém. But the
action of Grod through you will not be effective
except with your co-.operation, and it wi
be abundant in proportion as you render
yourselves worthy instrumenws, It is thus that
in the wise but mysterious counsels of God you
are “the salt of the eartb,’ ¢the light of the
world.’ Aad, ob! Rt. Rev. Kathers, what & °
responsibility to be thus accouatable for the saf~-
vation of many and many souls redeemed by
Jesus Christ, to feel that heaven will be peopled
more fully in proportion as you are boly, that
peglect to correspond to the wvitation to holiness
which God gives you may iavolve the eteraal -
loss of macy souls, which Gad wished sineerely
to save, for which Christ shed His most préctous -
blood, but which in His mysterious counsels He
determined to save oaly through you —through
your fidehity in corresponding to your vocation te
holiness. '

The offering of the Holy Sacrifice in which
the priest by the power given by God causes the
Body and Blood of Christ to be preseat on the
Altar bolds it 1 s bands, approaches it to bic
hips and oflefs it up to the Eternal Father, 2c.
cording to the declaration of the great Chrysas-
tom, demands from him a holiness which shou(d
exceed in brightness that of the purest of (he
sun’s rays. How much more is demanded from
you, cn whom so much depeads, in whose boft-
aess that of eacli priest should not only find e
lty'pe, but should receive from it new vigor and
ustre.

God required even the priests of the O!d Law
to be boly. ¢ Be ye holy,’ lle sad to them,  ze
{ am holy’ la your more eievated sphere ¢
holiness 15 demanded, which, as S. Chrysostont
remarks, requires not merely that you be cleansed
from sin, but that you possess an eminence and
great excellence in all virtue, a richness 10 good
works, which should be so great, as S, Basil sags
that ¢ if you stood in the midst of tle Angelie
bosts before the throne of God you should aet
fall short of them by comparison.’

It was the fear of failing to correspond to
these high requirements of their state that made

was published with all due solemnity in the Portico

of 8t. Peters. The Apostolic Prothonotaries in

council! assembled, asslated by a Pontifical Master of
Oeremonies, and in. the presence of the Apostolic
Cursores, carried out all the formalities of a solemn

promulgation. One of them mounted a temporary

pulpit, which was eracted near the great door o' the:
Basilics, on the left as you enter, whilst the others

were seated on benchea ranged around. Afier a-
Asarish of trumpets be read tbe buil in & loud voice,

and when he bad concladed the reading the Apostolis

Cursores posted two copies of it or the pillars at
either side of the principal entrance to the church.

The pablication being thus completed at the Vatican,

the Cursores went to Bt.

licae, after the usual flourish of trumpets, read the

Already the prevalence of a south-
east wind Lears to the vicinity of the parka the dense
canopy of emoke and the ritia'ed atmospbere of nine
miles of baildinge. As the vircumference of the vaat
city is extended this evll iz exsggerated with each
addition to the epece boilt over. -The slight re
maiog of vegetation are daily diminishing, More than
600,000 080 cchic fr,of carboniascid gas are expired
in London in the course of twenty four hours, by
bumean beings alove. This is irrespeciive of smoke
of the gaseous products of combogtion, and of all
other goarces whereby the air is vitiated. This gaan
ity of carbenic acid renders twenty limea its weight
of atmosphere air unfit for the supyort of life. On s
perfectly calm day, when the respiration of London
hacge within the limita of the metropolitan diatricts,
the polluted atmoaphere, were it poseible to press it
down upon the streats, would fill the whola roadway
to s depth of betwecn eigit aud nie feet. This
gtartling quantity of poisoned air London must ez-
obange for fresh. As to smoke it may be mentioned
that on an average 14000 tone of coal are daily
conaumed in the capital, a great portion of which ig
cagt into the atmospkers in the partially volatilized
form of smoke. ' The increasing difficalty of living in
London during euammer becomes every year mars
appressive, and there can be no queetion that the
actaal experiment of how large & city can be made,
will not Tequire many more yeara to solve,

The recent debate in the House of Lords on
the Irish Church question may fairly be assumed
to bave exhausted all the arguments in favor of
the existiog politico—religious order : and of all
the speeches delivered on the occason, that by
Lord Derby was by universal consent the most
powerful 10 favor of the Establishment, and its
rights as proprietor. All that could be said cn
that side of the question, was said by the noble
Lord, and in the best maroer.

The Irish Protestant Cburch, argued Lord
Derby, held 1ts property as a corporate body
oot merely from Parliament, but from a period
antecedent to Parhamentary government, since
there were livings that might be traced back to
the 6tb century, besides much of the property
gow beld by the establishment kad been derived
from grants subsequent to the great forfeitures of
1688, and from the donations of Protestants.—
Beside,argued the noble Lord, even grantiog that
Parliament bad endowsd the esiablishment,
Parliament would bave no more right to revoke
these cndowments than 1t would have to revoke
the gift of Bleohein to the Duke of Marlbo-
rough and bis beirs, or o reassume the estutes
by it conferred for public services on the great
Duke of Wellington.

This indeed is the essence of the Irish Church
questiop. The advocates of the Estabhshment
start with-the assumption that the Church as by
law established 1s morally 1dentical mith the body
corporate or Church that existed n Treland be-
fore the Reformation, The Catholic on the
contrary, assumes as undeniable that betwixt the
two bodies—the old Chburch, and the modern
Establishment--there is no connection whatsoever.
Ta the Catholic, the Establistment though by
Act of Parlament styled a Church,is buta
purely buman, secular 1pstitution, mith pothieg
spiritual, nothing ecclesiastical whatsoever about
it. Tis. digpiteries, its Archbisbops, Bishops,
priests and deacons, are but laymen ; and in short
the Protestant Church, as 1t is called, 1s no more
a contipuatios under a medified form of the old
Catholic Church, than- is the Custom’s or the
Commissariat Department ; and bas therefore no
more right to bold the endowments the property
of the Church before the great revolurion of the
sixteenth and seventeenth cecturies, thap bas
either of the other branches of - the civil gnvern-
ment above alluded to. Tn a word, the entire
property of the Catholic Church both in Eogland
and 1n Ireland was secularised by the Cvil gov-
ernment in the sixteevth century : and the State
baving thus got possession ol 1hat property, pro-
ceeded to dispose of a portion of it upon cer-
tam bodies which it created for the purpose of
being the recipients of it bounty, tbe receiver of
goods which it had stolen ; and on which, its crea.
tures, by way of disguising the true nature of the
pefarious transaction, it coofessed the incongru-
ous desigoation of © Churches.”

Lord Derby iosisted long, and strongly oo the
Coronation Oatb, which he contended was such
as to render it impossible for the Sovereign to
give the Royal assent to the meditated spoliation
of the Irish Establisbment. The " portion of the
Oath to which he more particulariy referred, and
which be quoted,is coucbed i the follomng

terms ;-

 Will you”—the Sovereign is asked at his, or her
Coronption-“ to the ntmost of your power maintain
the laws of God, the true profeasion of the Goapel,
and the Proteataat reformed religion establighed by
law; and will you maintain, and preserve inviolably
the set:lement of the United Church of Eaglaod and
Ireland. and the doctrine, worship, diacipline, and
government thereof, as by law establighed withia
Englasd sng Ireland, and the tersitories thereto be-

To these questions the Sovereign answers in
the affirmative, and the oath is of course as solemn
and as hwndicg as any engagemeat betwixt man
and man, and ratified by an appeal to God, can
possibly be. But there is no agreemeat, no con-
tract, no. matter how solemn, or by what attesta.
tions ratified, but what may be set aside, and
annulled, by and with the consent of the party
for whose protection, and in whose interest the
contract was entered into, Now the pledges,
or Coropation Oaths which the Sovereigza takes
are imposed by the people, speaking through an
Act of Parliament, and for the supposed benefit
of the .people, and their protection against 3
‘Sovereign who might be tempted to avail him-
self of tbe royal prerogative toc encourage
Popery. The same people therefore have the
right to release their Sovereign from any or all
of the obligations which he at bis Coronation
entered iotn with them ; and this they can do by
and through Parhament, which 13 the representa-
tive and mouthpiece of the people. It is tbere-
fore to caricature the sacred obligaticns of an
Oath, to insist that the Queen would still be
bound by the terms of her Carenation Qath, even
thoogh the people who imposed on her the obli-
gation of taking that oath, sbould see fit to re-
lease her therefrom. In short the Coronation
Oath 1s but the solemn pledge which the Sove-
reign makes to adbers to the terms which the
people exact as the condition of Lheir accepting
bim or her as ruler over them: from which
pledge the people have therefore the right to re-
lease their Sovereign when they please, and to
what extent tbey please.

These were the chief points raised by Lord
Derby in his great speech in the House of Liords,
though be wsisted also upon the inevitable dan-
gerous results of dowg away with Protestant
Ascendency io Ireland, by disestablishing tbe
Protestant Church. Tf the Protestant minority
be not by law upheld in a position of unpatural
ascendency over the Catholic majority, the latter
it is feared will by the natural operation of the
the laws of society, assume the upper hand ; and
to preveat this the present anomaly and injustice
must atill be maintamed.

But thovgh opposing the measure before lhe
House, Lord Derby plainly bioted that should
the coming elections give a House of Commons
determioed upon disestablishing the Irish Protest-
ant Chureh, i1t would be for the Lords to consi-
der seriously whether they should still persist in
opposition to a measure demanded by the coun-
try, though now on'y brought before them by a

moribund Parliament which is ot 2 full and fair
ve presentalive of the wishes of the people. The

oldest, the most sacred, the first throne of the
universe, the throne that links earth to heaven—
has guided the bark of Peter, the house of God,
with so much glory to himself, so much benefit to
mankind, His Lordship’s discourse ended, the
Rev. Gentlemen took their place in the Coufes.

The fire must have made some thirty or forty families
remove their fursiture. Some of thete will be able
to move back into their homes at once, while others
must look elgewhere for an ebode.’

After a seven
yenr's djacharge of this office he_was mppointsd by
the Sscred Congregation of the Prnysgnnan 1o the
bishopric of Madias, and it was only-in January last,
after twenty six years's faithfol discharge of his du-
