THE MAIL AND IRISH CATHOLICS.

We have no aesire to quarrell with
our ponderous Toronto comtemporary,
but we do think that its persistent and
unwanton attucks upon ihe Irish Cath-
olics of this country are unfounded and
uncalled for.

Men a8 competent to fill any post with
credit to themselves and with advan,
tage to the public, cannot be found
amongst Irish Cathelics,' There are Trish
Catholica in the numerous- depart-
wients’ of great expe:ience - against
whose ability and character no whisper
can be breathed and who have earned
their position by hard work, yet when a
promotion is made they are passed over
in silence and forced to make way for
others who are. Protestants. but
whose other qualifications are not known.
By their acts those with whom rests the
makingof these selections plainly show
that they consider the fact of a candidate
being an Irishman snd a Cathohe a bar
to his employment. If this is the prin-
oiple that regulates public appointments
it would be just s well we had an official
notice'of the fact assoon as possible,
It is against this very apparent otra-
cism that Catholics protest and against
which we object on the grounds of pub-
lic interest noless than un principle.

This 1s the modern liber,
alism of which we hear so much praise

ed for it other expedients, and religion
has come td be a cunstant dwelling on
those inventions. whereby they have
hidden them, apd so, all is gone back
into the poor, weak braine of man, and
man, set in his own opinions, has walk.

Weall unde
stand the bad effect of the withdrawal of
light from plants in winter, But it 18 top
easily forgotten that through the short
and dark days of winter the human body

A writer in the last number of
the American Meteorological Magazine
forcibly states the connesction between
sunlight and health, and quotes from Dr.
Bell’s late work on climatology the fol-
lowing weighty sentence: “Free access of

development and contributes to beautify
the countenance; while deficiency of light
is usually characterised by ugliness, rick
ots and deformity, and is a fruitful sonrce
of scrofula and consumption in aay clim-
ate,” This statement, we may add, is
corroborated by a fast noticed by Dr.

Hammond, that “various experiments
demonstate that the action of light is of

benefit in many conditions, anaemis,
chlorosis and phthisis peing among the
number.” Itis probable that one the
chief benefits derived by invalids from a
winter's sojourn at Alpine or tropical
resorts is due to the large amount of sun-

light enjoyed.

There
is not we believe, a Catholic in Canada
worthy the name who does not adhere
heart and soul to every word of teach-
ing and council that falls from the Holy
father's lips.

vince has a right to speak for any other
much less for all others, without their
express consent, Enghsh speaking Cat-

hands with French speaking Catholics
in this country in due manifestation of
loyalty to the Holy Father. The purses
of the Catholics of Upper Cenada have
ever been open to appeals for the main-
tenance of the Sovereign Pontiff in be-
coming dignity. The Holy Father hears
little of them except on such occasions
as their practical devotions suggests an
approach to the foot of the throne,
They are, he knows, quite capable of
. speaking for themselves, and though a
minority in this country, will rigidly, as
of their right it is, ineist upon’ so doing.
No tutelage, directton or control; no
supremacy or primaey or jurisdietion do
they acknowledge but that of Rome, or
that auly exercised in Rome’s name.
If we wish to have the Canadian church

ics, be they French,or Irsh, Scotch er
German. This much said. we may,
however, staté our pleasure at the good
things that Le Moaiteur de Rome utters
ooncerning Canada' Canada,’ says our
Roman contempororary; ‘is as yet but a
young people, but still displays a mat.
urity and a wisdom to which many of
-the old nations of our continent seem,
alas! strangers. Therefore His Holiness
Leo XILI, n raising to the college of
-Cardinals the Archbishop of Quebeo,
_ desires to recompense its constant fid-
olity to the Holy Apostolic See—fidelity
woll. known to the Holy Father even be.
fore its last protestations of loyalty.

_Catholic we congratulate Canada and its
public men on the honor they have just
_done Canadian and Catholic faith, and
our best wishes we offer for the peace.

To Our Beloved Son; Count John Nic*
holas Marphy, Cork Ireland,
CHARACTER OF THE REFORMERS

Luther and Melancthon were the lea.
ders of Protestantism in Germany; Cal-
vin and Zwinghus in Switzerland, and
Jolin Knox m Scotland. In England
and Sweeden the monarchs (Henry VIII
and Gustavus Vassa) were the reform-
ers!

Luther was a man of force, audacity
and great power of expression: He is
criticized for his violence, his cunning
and his debauchery, Melancthon was the
scholar of the Reformation. and the gen-
tleman too, perhaps. Beyond thé charge
of wavering in his doctrines and frequent
ly changing his views, he is the least
assailed of any of the reformers. Calvin
was the master of a polished and logical
style. His character was gloomy, re-
vengeful and despotic. Zwinglius was
mpetuous and warlike; he died at the
head of a band of soldiers in 1531. Knox
who has been termed the ‘ruffian of Ref-
ormation,’ was coarse, violent and

gloomy; but master of a style of rude el-

oquence that swayed what he termed,
the ‘rascally multitude.”

All these men had been ordained
priests prior to their rupture with the
Church. Luther married a nun; Knox
signalized his revolt from Rome by tak.
ing a wife, and Calvin and Zwinglius

married wealthy widows.

Luther's sermons are the best eviden-

ces of his violence, His shrewd adapta.
tion of doctrines to please princes and
conciliate powerful magnates shows his
cunning astuteness. He permitted
Philip of Hesse to have two wives, but
helenjomned secresy lest the “‘rough pea

sants” might also claim that privilege

His Table Talk purpores to be a collec
tion of his wit and wisdom delivered at

the Black Eagle tavern, where he met
boon companions ani drank copious
quantities of wrne, The famous saying_:

“Who loves not woman wine and song
Remains a fool his wnole life long,"”

is Goethe’s rendering of a sentiment gen
erally attributed to Luther. Hallam
seems to believe the supposition ‘almost
justified that there was a vein of 1nsan-
ity in his very remarkable character.’-

NO MORE STIPENDIARIES.

Heretofore the dispensers of public
justice throughout the Northwest Terri-
tories were merely stpiendiary magistrate
although by popular consent they were
given the title of judge. The machinery
for administering justice in the organized
districts has,however been revolutionized
by Parliement and brought into a form

other provinces. A Superior Court has
been established, of which the present
stipendiary magistrates, Messrs. Richard-
son, Rouleau McLeod & Travis will be
members with the title of - judges, the
Montreal Gazette says, Their salaries will
also be increased from the present
amount, $3,000 to,$4,000. There will also
be & supreme court, to which appeals
will be made, in palace of bemng referred
to the Manitoba judges as at present.
