(c) undertook to pay accounts for supplies for the Netherlanda Army
purchased ini Canada through the agency of the Government of
Canada to an amount not exceeding $8,400,000.

The Government of the Netherlands:
(a) agreed to cancel ail dlaim against the Government of Canada ini

respect of goods and services suppiied to the Canadian Army and
as would be required by the Canadian Army until August let,
1946 and undertook to pay, settle, satisfy and save harmless the
Government of Canada and the members of its Armed Forces
from ail dlaims in respect of damage caused by or through members
of Canadian Army serving, or who have served. in the Netheriands,
but excluding dlaims arising out of acts of moral turpitude by such
rnembers;

<b) undertook not to seil or otherwise dispose of, either directly or
indirectly, any stores or equipment transferred to it by the
Governinent of Canada to any country or to any persons in, any
country on the Continents of North and South America or the
islands adjacent tiereto;

(c) undertook to pay the sum of $4,000,000 to the Governmnent of

(b) undertook flot to selI or otherwise dispose of, either directly orindirectly, any stores or equipment transferred to it by the Govern-ment of Canada to any country or to any persons in any countryon the Continents of North or South America or the islands ad-jacent thereto;
(c) undertook to pay the sum of $4,0O0,000 to the Goverfiment ofCanada.

To the extent to which the purchases of military equipment in Canadaby the representative of the Netherlands Orduance through the agencyOf the Canadian Government were in excess of the sum of $8,400,000referred to in paragraph I, sub-paragraph (c) above, sucli excessPurchases were not included ini this settiement.
If the foregoing is acceptable to the Government of the Netherlandsi accurate statement of the agreement reached, this note and yourSthereto will be regarded as placing this agreement on record."
