His education was ob 
talned In Albert College (Methodist) Belle­
ville, where be obtained the degrees ol 
B.A., B.D. He was ordained a Methodist 
minister In 1877 and preached on various 
Methodist circuits, for a time as pastor ol 
the Metropolitan Methodist Church, Otta­
wa. In 1881 he became principal of Alma 
College (Methodist) at St. Thomas, and re­
tained the position till 1897.

A Senator of Victoria.
He Is a Senator of Victoria University 

(Methodist), and was made a Methodist 
doctor of divinity in 1896. For a time he 
was editor of The Methodist Episcopal Pul­
pit, and has frequently had articles In The 
Methodist Christian Guardian.

For years be has been looked upon as 
one of the leading Methodist educationists 
lu Canada. Hence, It was nmural that 
Methodism throughout the land*should be 
thrilled by bis deposition.

The Canadian Conference of Charities 
concluded its sessions last night and td- 
Joutned until next June, to meet In the same 
place.

Work le the Northwest.

of the successful working of the Children’» 
Aid Society In that city. He advised that 
truants be banded over to such a society 
rather than to the police. The doctor Is a 
strong advocate of foster homes. There 
are always many families wishful to ad.rpt 
neglected children. This system gives Lie 
children a chance In life. Brandon 1* fol­
lowing In the wake of Winnipeg In these 
respects.

In the County of Middle»#*.
Sheriff Cameron described the child-saving 

work in London. Homes had been found 
for SO children, and there Is a demand for 
children In excess of the ability of the 
Children’s Aid Society to supply the de­
mand. In London there are 300 truant rbil- 
ui i n, whom the sheriff thought should be 
taken charge of by the C'blliiren’a Aid So­
ciety. The sheriff declared himself as to­
tally opposed to child-imprisonment. Where 
parental control falls the task should be de­
puted to the society whose operations were 
iielug discussed. The child Is not only 
temporarily provided for, but Its future Is 
carefully considered. From the experience 
of five years he was convinced that the 
way to put down vagrancy was to fittingly 
educate the children.

<5 In inTHE TRANSPORTATION PROBLEM.

Although Canada may not have the re­
quired tonnage to handle the whole of the 
grain traffic from the Northwest, the Board 
of Trade la quite right In Insisting that the 
request that United States vessels be 
allowed to participate In It to a larger ex­
tent than they do at present should not be 
granted. The demand which has been 
made on the Government Is that United 
States vessels may be allowed temporarily, 
at least, to carry grain Intended for ex­
port from Fort William to Canadian lake 
and river porta. Instead of temporizing 
with the question in any such fashion, the 
Government should adopt a policy looking 
to the concentration of the whole Cana­
dian business In the bands of Canadian ves­
sel men and Canadian railways. The 
greatest handicap to the enlargement of 
our fleet of Inland vessels Is the lack of re­
turn cargoes. The securing of profitable 
return cargoes la possible If the Govern­
ment will force the traffic along the route 
where freight Is to be had. No transporta­
tion scheme will fill the bill unless It re­
cognizes this city as a centre for receiving 
and distributing freight and for furnishing 
business to the vessels engaged on the 
rente. Toronto 1» the shipping centre of 
Ontario. If we bad a fleet of vessels suit­
able for the enlarged canals a large business 
would be done by them between Toronto 
end the east. Including the Maritime Pro­
vinces—both eastward and westward. A 
big trade la possible In the Interchange of 
the agricultural products of Ontario for the 
coal, fish and other products of the Mari­
time Provinces. Nova Scotia coal Is used 
almost exclusively In Montreal. The ves­
sels which bring the coal to Montreal might 
Just as easily come up to Toronto, and they 
will do so aa aoen as the canal* are en­
larged. But to make the business profitable 
we will bave to supply the vessels with 
return cargoes. There will be no trouble 
about this If Toronto is put on the main 
line of the through route from the bead of 
the great lakes to the sea. The business 
which can be supplied by Toronto must 
be reckoned as an Important factor In es­
tablishing the best route. The construction 
of the proposed portage railway from Geor­
gian Bay to Toronto 1» advisable, not only 
because It opens up a through route that 
shorter and more economical than any 
other, but because It passes through the 
greatest freight receiving and freight dis­
tributing centre of the Dominion. The 
memorandum adopted on Thursday by the 
Toronto Board of Trade la right In line 
with the policy advocated by Tbe World 
for a long time back. It favors tbe con­
struction of a portage railway from Geor­
gian Bay to Toronto, and tbe building of a 
line of large freight boats suitable for tbe 
enlarged 8t. Lawreuce system. The mem­
orandum puts It as follows:

It Is desirable to create more British 
bottoms upon the lakes. Rpw best cun 
this be accomplished '! As has been 
pointed out, tue Canadian vessels pre­
sently engagea In the grain trafuc get 
but little return cargo, having the uis- 
uuvuutuge as compared with their ri­
vals ot touching ut no large shipping 
centres. Tbe only opportunity wblcn 
can be afforded tor whatever return 
cargo there may be Is to create a line 
of grain vessel* to participate in this 
traidc between the cities of Montreal 
and Toronto, there- being a very con­
siderable volume of truffle westward 
to Toronto. Vessels and barges ot large 
capacity will be able to operate without 
transshipment as soon as the St. Law, 
rence canals are completed. A line of 
railway owned and controlled by tbe 
Government, built across tbe portage to 
Georgian Bay, which Is .the natural re­
ceptacle Of link grain of the United 
States as well as Western Canada, tbe 
ports ot which are able to accommodate 
the largest vessels which traverse the 
upper lakes, but which cannot get into 
Luxe Ontario, thus making u short 
and speedy route to Chicago, Duluth 
and Fort William, with opportunities 
for return cargo, especially ot manufac­
tured products tor tbe Canadian North­
west is proposed. By this project, 
centres of population, Including points 
as far east as tbe Maritime l’rovlnccs, 
Quebec, Montreal and Toronto, become 
interested In tbe common aim to build 
up our lake marine and create an luter- 
provlncial marine trade.

point out the advantages of manual train­
ing. Industrial day schools were praised. 
Into these truants could be committed 
with as great profit as In London, England. 
Domestic science was advocated as part 
of the Public school curriculum. In France 
and Germany Industrial day schools have 
answered well. The cost Is little and the 
moral and other benefits great.

To Train tbe Led».
Mr. C. W, Atkinson. Toronto, pointed cat 

the evHs of boys’ clubs, where gambling 
and drinking are Indulged In. The whole 
tendency of these Juvenile clubs Is bad. 
To counteract this he favored the churches 
starting boys' clubs, If not boys’ brigades. 
As much militarism should be Introduced 
as would elicit discipline. The lack of 
sympathy and educative influence* at homo 
wa* responsible for sending many Boys on 
to tbe street. Tbe speaker favored all out­
door sports, but here was a school lor pro­
fanity. To avoid this the boys' brigades 
have their own football And baseball clubs.

Unattractive Curriculum.
Mr. Ferrler, superintendent of Victoria 

Industrial School, Mlmleo, advocated mak­
ing the schools more attractive and with 
playgrounds large enough tor baseball and 
football. With such a tiresome school cur­
riculum for a child of 10 years of age, was 
It any wonder there should be truancy ? 
Manual training would be preferable to 
technical grammar and other problem* 
which are not of practical service. He de­
clared himself very much In favor of 
"wholesome birching." Nowadays there Is 
so much sentiment that boys are going to 
ruin Instead of being timely corrected. 
Nine out of ten boys committed to Mlmleo 
school started their bad courses by truauey. 
"I know nothing so deteriorating, so damn­
ing on boys as tobacco, especially clgarets," 
said Mr. Ferrler with emphasis. Boys' 
brigades should Insist on members never 
smoking. Then there would be moral as 
well as physical benefits of drill.

Day Nurseries.
Mr. John Ross Robertson, M.P., spoke of 

the benefits of day nurseries and tbe creche. 
He Instanced tbe good work being done In 
this respect In Paris and other European 
cities. In Toronto, he said, there ought to 
be at least four creches, one In each district 
of the city. The one on Hsyter-street was 
doing a great work. They could be erected 
at a cost of from $4000 to 37000 each. They 
would be of Immense benefit to poor wo­
men with families who have fo go out to

Wholesale Imposition.
Mr. Robertson expressed his Indignation 

at the way lu which hospitals and public In­
stitutions are Imposed on by those who 
arc able to pay for tbe benefits received. 
At the Sick Children’s Hospital the board 
had been compelled to adopt special certi­
ficates before supplying medicines. This 
was necessary, for the Hospital looks after 
6000 a year. From personal Investigation 
the speaker thought the Imposition was 
nearly ten per cent. Some drastic measore 
should be adopted to put a stop to this 
wholesale Imposition on public Institutions. 
Concluding an admirable address, Mr. Rob­
ertson spoke highly of tbe work of the 
Children's Aid Society.

We are still a long way begin 

city for prod jdng butter for tbe English 
market, but we are making fairly good 
headway in this direction. During the 
year ending April 30 last we shipped 366,- 
63S packages of butter to Great Britain, as 
against 265,114 packages for tbe year pre­
vious, showing an Increase of. 101,524 pack­
ages, or over 38 per cent. This year we 
have started still better, as oar exports 
from May 1 have Increased more than 100 
per cent, over those of a year ago.

The possibilities of ear export botter 
trade arc enormously great. Great Britain 
Imports annually 880,000,000 worth of but­
ter, “of which Canada contributes only 
about one-twentletb. During tbe past year 
tbe little Kingdom of Denmark supplied 
337,000,000 worth of butter to Great Bri­
tain. Tbe resources of this country for 
the production of gratter are unsurpassed 
by any other country In the world, not even 
by Denmark. What a boom It would be for 
Canada If It occupied the position held by 
Denmark In the butter Industry! There Is 
no reason In the world why onr exports 
should not Increase steadily right along 
until we capture tbe bigger half of the 
whole trade. What reason have we for 
seeking tbe unattainable reciprocity with 
the United States, when such possibilities 
are open to us In the markets of Great 
Britain?
