Aug. .9.—Bdward vii, R.I,
by the grace of God, of (“‘he United
Kingdom of Great Britain afid Ireland,
and of the British Dominions beyond
the Seas, King, Defender of the Faith,Em-
peror of India. was to-day crowned
_without hitch or harm, and to-night
London is npisily celebrating t.hn
event, for which the world has wait-
ed. as .perhaps, it never waited any
other coronation.

in all respects the celebration was
impressives and it was carried out
with a perfection of detail and lack
of accidents that has previously mark-
ed such displays. The pride of em-~
pire, which mharked Queen Victoria's
jubilee, wWas lacking, and in its stead
there pervaded among all classes &
keen recollection that only six weeks
ago the King lay in-danger of death.
This fact to-day produced thankful-
ness and genuine sympathy for the
man, rather than adulation for the
King, and this feeling was voiced by
the ' Archbishop of Canterbury, when
he inserted in one of the coronation
prayers the words “For whose recovery
we now give Thee heartfelt thanks.”
This did mot prevent the public from
voicing its appreciation of each mili-
tary display as the short procession
gave to them &, chance to see.

The Roll Call of the Empire.
The absence of special diplomatic
embassies deprived the coronation .in
a large measure of its international
character, altho Prince and Princess
Henry were in the choir, many prin-

There have been grand pag-
eants at Westminster Abbey for gen-
eration after generation, but there
never has been a spectacle so unique
in representative and comprehensive
character as this Imperial coronation,
with a cloud of witnesses from the
remotest bounds of the empire. The
Americans were less favored than the
(Canadians, who had at least seventy
seats, yet there were fully thirty in the
Abbey.
Greetings Pald to “Bobs.”

FEarl Roberts, commander-in-chief
of the forces, was once more the hero
of the hour, and, next to the King
himself, received -the heartiest wel-
come of the assembled crowds. ‘lere
comes good old ‘Bobs’ s was invar-
fably the signal for all the reserve
power of British lungs to be brought
into play. Lord Roberts rode alone,
and constantly bowed and smiled
acknowledgements of his greeting.
Lord Kitchener was not 8o easily re-
cognized, but he was seen as he rode
with Gemeral Sir Alfred’ Gaselee and
Admiral Sir Edward Hobart Seymour,
and was the crowd’s next flavorite.

At various points along the route of
the procession Lord Kitchener receiv-
ed thundercus ovations, which he ac-
knowledged neither by look nor bow,
but a§ English crowds are used to this
treatment from Lord Kitchener of
Khartoum it failed to. suppress the
enthusiasm,

It was for the King and Queen them=
selves that the people really let them-
selves loose. Thru .the day, whenever
and wherever Their Majesties were
seen, the cheers were loud and long,
and especially was this noticeable on
the return journey of the King and
Queen to Buckingham Palace.

Until the booming of guns announc-
ed that the crowning #f King Edward
and Queen Alexandra had been achiev-
ed there lingered in thousands of,
minds a ‘nervous apprehension that
even at the last moment some unto
ward event might once mone plunge
the nation into consternation When
this time was passed, the uprestrained
Jubilation was much a tribute to
the King's popularity as it
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potentates and leaders from the farth-
est quarter of the globe where the
Union Jack flies, to do honor to the
King.

Two incidents in the service in the
Abbey will live in the memory of all
who witnessed them. The first of
these, which almost developed into a
dramatic contretemps, centred around
the aged Archbishop of Canterbury.
From the opening of the service the
| Archbishop had the greatest difficulty
in reading or remembering the pra
ers. The book from which his almost
blind eyes endeavored to read shook in
his hands, and when he came to place
the erewn upon King Edward's head
his huge frame, towering above the
seated King, swayed so violently that
the Bishop of Winchester had to sup-
port him, while the Dean of West-
minster put @ gnarding hand under the
crown. It was evident that the
Archbishop of Canterbury could not
sce his King’s head, and,after grop-
ing around, he was just about to
complete the most important part
of the ceremony when it was dis-
covered that he had the crown with
the back to the front,
Slowly he raised it, but too late to
| prevent the choir from prematurely
|bursting out with a loud “God Save
the King.” Amid & tension which
had grown to a pitch of painful ner-
vousness the Archbishop finally man-
aged to place the crown correctly upon
the King’'s head.

The King Aids Archhishop,

A few minutes later came the
climax to feebleness. He was kneel-
ing to do the first homage of all
the subjects of the King when
suddenly he almost fainted, am1l
would have fallen upon his sovar-
ecign’s knees had not King Edward
tenderly, but firmly, grasped both
the plelate’s hamds and lifted him
to his feet.

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KING BORE THE STRAIN PERFECTLY WELL
WITH THE QUEEN HE DROVE TO CHURCH

London, Aug. 10.—The festivities in London were
continued to-day. There were considerable crowds
almost all day long in the vicinity of Buckingham
Palace and along the route of yesterday's proces-
sion, viewing the decoration and watching the flow
of notable personages to and from the various thamks-
giving services . In the evening.the Canadian arch,
which was an exceptional novelty for Sunday,brilliant-
ly illuminated, was a great centre of attraction, and
served to bring an immense concourse of people into
its neighborhood. In spite of the welcome announce-
ment made last night that King Edward had borne
the Coronation Day well, to-day’s bulletin concerning
his health was awaited with a certain degree of
anxiety. Perhaps this is the reason His Majesty's
physicians issued the bulletin at the rather un-
usually early hour of half past 9 o’clock. Be-
cause'of the early hour very few people were about
when it was posted at the gates of the palace.

The following bulletin concerning the King's condi®
tion was issued to-day :

“His Majesty bore the strain of the coronation
ceremony perfectly well, and experienced but little
fatigue. The King had a good night, and his con-
dition is in every way satisfactory. No further bulle-
tin will be issued.

(Signed.)
KING GOES TO CHURCH.

After the posting of the bulletin, there was still
some doubt as to whether His Majesty would drive
out to-day,’ but the small crowd which remained at
Buckingham Palace, hopeful to see the sovereign, was
finally rewarded by the appearance of the King and
Queen. Their Majesties were accompanied by Prin-
cess Victoria, Prince Charles of Denmark, Prince and
Princess Henry of Prussia and the Crown Prince of
Denmark. The procession drove along the Mall to St.
James’ Palace without receiving any notable demon-
stration from the people. Tickets to the Chapel
Royal had been sparingly granted. The choir boys
who took part'in the service in the chapel were clac
in quaint gowns of crimson and gold Iace. The ser-
vice was very simple, and there was no sermoa; spe-
cial prayers for the occasion, however, were read.
The service lasted about one hour, and was brought
to a close by the congregation, still upon its knees,
singing slowly and softly the first verse of th: Na-
tional Anthem.

An almost identical service to the one held at the
Chapel Royal of St. James’ was conducted at Marl-
borough [lcuse Chapel, and attended by the Prince
of Wales and his- family .and other royal person-
ages.

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Services in Honor of the Coronation
in Many of the
Churches.

JOY FOR THE KING'S RECOVERY.

Rabbi Jacobs Tells Why the Jews
Are Loyal to the Crown—Te
Deum at St. Michael’s.

Toronto celebrated the holiday in &
loyal fashion, tho all the factories and
stores did not close up for the entire
day. Flags were flying everywhere in
honor of the coronation and thousands
of citizens took advantage of the day
oft to visit the pleasure resorts on the
lake shore, the boats being well patron-
ized on every trip. At 7 a. m. a salute
of 21 guns was fired by the Yth Field
Battery, and the booming was answer-
ed by the pealing of the bells in the
city hall tower and the scores of church
chimes.
Service at the Cathedral.

In many of the Anglican churches
special services were conducted: The
congregation present at 8St. James’
Cathedipl . {filled fevery seat. Amound
|the sanctuary mere hung the banner
fof St. George and other emblems. Rev,
Canon Cayley of St. George’'s church
said the Litany, and Rev. J. Pearson

office. The epistle was read by Rev.
A. J. Broughall of 8t. Stephen’s, and
the Gospel by Prof. Clark of Trinity,
Archdeacon Dixon and Rev. A. U, De
qucler and several other prominent
divines from the diocese were in at
tendance, I

The cholr rendered the musical pro-
gram in excellent style, the selection of
the numbers agd their splendid rendi-
ition being a credit to Dr. Albert Ham,
the leader, and the members.

An eloquent sermon was preached by
Canon Welch, from Second Kings, 3rd
chapter and 17th verse: “And Jehé¢lada
made a covenant between the Lord and
the King and the people, that |they
should be the Lord’s people, between
the King also and the people.”

It was dmpossible to speak as it
wiould have been natural and right to
speak on the coronation day of our
King, suppdsing he had been crowned
on the day Originally appointed, he
sald, as he referred to the profound
grief thru which the British people have
|passed during the past six weeks. He
|then dwelt on the religious character
of the coronation proce¢edings, reviewing
the particulars thereof. He pointed
out that one fact in the ritual stood
out prominently among all others, the
fact that you could not render fully
unto God the things that were God’s
unless you rendered unto Caesar the
things that were Caesar’'s- The cor-
onation reminded us that the majesty
of the King was the majesty of justice,
and tho there have been and may be
exceptions, yet for the most part it is
true to say that he who obeys human
law so far obeys the law of God. He
who feared God would honor the King.
the rapresentative of law and order,
and the best Christian was the more
so the best citizen. The prayers for
the King to-day, he was sure, would
be heartfelt and earnest, as every one
hoped he would have wisdom and
strength to pegform the duties devolv-
ing upon him.
¢ The Prince for many years, he
said, was the most popular man in
Great Britain, but in the last year and
a half, and especially during the last
six weeks, we have learned to have a
more profound, respect for him than
ever before, and to-day the people the
world over thank God for taking from
the very gates of death and restoring
to health the one whom they all long-
ed to see arowned and honored. Thirty-
one years ago a "bereavement befell
the Prince’s household, and to-day on
a cross in the burying ground at Sand-
ringham are the words, ‘“One shall
be taken and the other left.”” These
words impress us all with the equality
of man and endear our hearts to the
one 'left to be remembered. In the
coronation they could not forget the
noble lady being crowned as Queen—
one who, as a wife and mother, they
had learned to revere and love. In
conclusion, he gave ulterance to the
ﬁspiring thought that now the time

sunshine had arrived for the King,
and his people and the latter would
shout in exulting voices, “God save
the King!"

St. Alban’s Cathedral,

At St. Alban’s Cathedral a large con-
gregation was present, including the
members of the Army and Navy
Veterans. The service was full
choral and very impressive. The
clergy present were Ven. Arch-
deacon of York, Rev. Canon Tre-
mayne.

Cooper in the conduct of the service.

The decoration on the altar consisted
of flowers in profusion and in the body
of the cathedral flags were distributed.

Rev. W. E. Cooper preached an ap-

KING EDWARD VIl CROWNED

age. England rejoices not that the time-
honored ritual of the coronation has
been repeated on a scale of unexampled
magnificence, but because the King is
himself once more restored to health,
after the terrible strain of anxiety and
disappointment. i

THE DAY BEGUN.

A hﬂll:lant_ sunrise promised perfect
weather for Coronation Day, but long
before the ceremonies commenced
threatening clouds gathered, and the
early arrivals on the route of the
procession came provided against con-
tingencies. The earlier crowds were
in nowise as: large as it had been
generally anticipated they would be.
Many enthusiascs with camp stools
and ample supplies or provender nad
spent tne nigat on the best coigns
Ol vantage that could be secured, and
were in the same positions at 6 o'¢lock
this morning. At that hour the troups
began to take up their allotted statio.s,
and policemen, three paces apart,
limed the route of the procession irom
Buckingham Palace 1w Westminster
Abbey. Up to 7 o'clock there were
certainly more police than sightseers
visible, but after that time there was
a rapid increase in the number of
spectators, suburban trains and tram
cars emptying thousands of persons
every few . minutes into the stations
adjacent to the, procession’s route.
last End London residents aiso flock-
ed westward in such numbers that the
streets east of Temple Bar became ¢p-
pressively silent and deserted.

Crowded by S o'Clock.

Most of the best positions along the

route of the procession were thickly

crowded by 8 o'clock, and the specta- |

tors were furnished with plenty of
diversion by the marching and count-
er-marching of the troops, headed by
their bands, and quickly passing state
coaches, private canriages and automo-
biles. Buckingham Palace, naturally,
was one of the principal centres of

interest, as it was the starting point |

of the great pageant. Crowds as-
sembled there in immense numbers,
and the first hearty cheer of the day
went up when the news was circulat=~
ed that King Edward was in the best
of health and spirits, and well equipped
to undergo the fatigue of the day.
Animation About the Palace.

By _9.30 the scene in the vicinity of
the Palace and the Mall’ was extreme-
ly animated. The roof of the Palace
and those of all the surrounding
buildings were crowded with
tors, and the constantly arriving
members of the royal family, with
their suites and the appearance
of the other participants in
the procession elicited cheers varying
in degree of enthusiasm according to
the popularity of the perscnages re-
cognized by the people. The Duke of
Connaught, who rode down the Mall
in an automobile for the purpose of
seeing that the military arrangements
along the route were complete, was
heartily cheered.

About Westminster, /

Almost as animated was the scene in
the vicinity of Westminster Abbey,
where bands of music, stationed about
the building, relieved the tedium of

Lord Kitchener, Admiral Seymour and
Gen. Gasalee, as they rode together, |
came in for much attention, but they |
all seemed to look straight ahead and |
pay little attention to the people along
the route- _JLord Kitchener, in the
resplendent ' full dress uniform of 2
general, also looked unfamiliar, and
many persons did not recognize him.

while the state coach of the King,
drawn by thé fat Hanovarian horses,
which figured in all of the late Queen
Victoria’s processionse seemed e€ach
{more fairyland-like than usual,
Lord Clinton Hurt,

The progress of the royal cortege was
marked by no special incident, with
exception of an accident to Lord Ed-
iward Pelham Clinton, one of . the
grooms in waiting. It was a continued
triumph and reached its climax on the
arrival at the Abbey, where therq was
a scene of unparalleled enthusiasm,
{which did not cease until Their Maj-
esties disappeared in the annex. The
|accident to Lord Pelham Clinton creat-
ed considerable excitement in the Mall.
The groom in waiting, in a closed car-
riage, was passing York Steps when his
|conveyance collided with anether royal
carriage going at high speed in an op-
posite direction. The horses fell and
there appeared to be a bad mix-up.
{The police extricated the teams with
some difficulty and Lord Pelham (Clin-
ton, who was only slightly hurt, pro-
iceeded.

| IN WESTMINSI1ER ABBEY.

In Westminster Abbey the doors of
Ithat edifice- were scarcely opened, anc
the gold sticks and ushers had barely
tound their stations before the seats
began to fill. Peers and peeresses
swept up the nave, their scariet and
ermine making vivid contrasts with
.the deep blue of the carpet. As they
arrived before the thrones they separ-
ated, the peers guing to the right and
the peeresses to the left. Even when
practicaily empty, the Abbey present-
ed an .interesting, picturesque effect,
(the oddest feature of which con-

sisted in every seat being practically |

covered by a large,

gram, in the centre of which was plac-

ed a sn#ll, deep red bcog of service.
A Gala Sight,

Without the tapestries or light fur-
nishing of the tiers upon tiers of seats,
which rose fifty feet high, the combina-
tion of white and red by itseir pro-
duced & gala eftect. The preliminary
euiogies of the decorative arrange-
ments were not overstated. The en-
tire scheme bad been carried out har-
moniously, and even the stands did not
scem out of place. A peculiarly beauti-
ful effect was presented by the King's
and the Queen’s boxes, comprising halt
& dozen rows of chairs in white satin,
'rcliu\ud only by the crimson of the
{seats. Beyond the structural decora-
‘tions for the seating of the spectators
ithere was little attempt at any dis-
‘play, and the old giey arches lent
their stately perspective to the scene,
{untouched by flags or any gleam of
| color.

Final Touches,
The various chairs tc be used by the
| King and Queen in the service attract-
ied special attention, but what inevit-
'ably caught the eye was the glittering
array of gold plate, brought from vai-
'ijous royal depositories, ranged along
the chancel and behind the altar

Amidst these surroundings the KEarl
Marshal. the Duke of Norfolk, re-
splendent in white knee breeches and
heavily embroidered coat, hurried to
and fro, directing the final touches. By
10 o’clock the interior of the Abbey
presented a blaze of color. Alormg the
nave, which was lined by Grenadierss
every chair was taken up by high
iofficers of the army and navy and
;others in equally handsome equip-
lment.

“Joker” Choate There.

On top of the arch separating the
nave from the chancel sat the sur-
pliced orchestra. 1n stalls within,witn
!the other Ambasadors, were the Unit-
ed States Ambasador, Joseph H.
Choate, and Mrs. Choate, and many
otficials, During the long wait, KE.d-
win A. Abbey, the American artist,
who was comunissioned to paint the
{ coronation scene in Abbey, and who
wore court uniform, took careful note
of the surroundings for the historic
picture ordered by the King. The
| peeresses took advantage of the long
|interval to stroll up and down, but
| the peers sat stolidly awaiting the ar-
irival of the sovereign, their ermine
caps preventing a solid mass of white.
After 10 o’clock the organ and band
played, while the spectators, many of
whom showed signs of sleepiness,
chatted or swept with their glasses
what portions of the Abbey they codld
see from their seats.

How Queen Was Dresed.

What most struck the eye in the Ab-
bey was the marvellous display of jew-
| els that certainly surpassed anything
previously seen at a court function in
England. The combination of these,
with the magnificent robes and beauty
of many of their lady wearers, made a
sight never to be forgotten.

The Queen’s dress was of magnificent
<loth of gold, veiled with ivory white
tulle, and the train was of velvet, lined
! with ermine. 7The costume was orna
| mented with elaborate gold embroider-
{les and the tulle overdress was em-
| broidered with roses, thistles and sham-
| rocks. It was finished in a high trans-
parent collar of old lace., edged with
| gold.

The Princess of Wales’ gown was of
| English material and manufacture. It
hada « long court train of purpie velvet,
| edged with miniver and trimmed with
| wide bands of gold. A miniver cape
| was fastened at the shoulders with
i hooks of gold. The gown itself was of
i pure white satin, beautifully embroid-
| ered in three shades of gold, and was
| jeweled elaborately with pearls and
i diamondas.

Regalia Consecrated.

| The service commenced with
{reconsecration of the regalia. The
| procession of the clergy with the re-
|galia then marched from the altar
|to the annex, all present standing up
and the choir singing, “Oh God, cur

Armilla and Orb.
| The armilla’and the orb were then
{delivered to the King according to the
program. When the King held out his
hand for the ring the Archbishop of
i Canterbury had difflculty in finding
it, but, finally, with trembling hands
he placed it on the tip of His Ma-
jesty's finger, reading the prayer simul-
tancously. The King himself com-
pleted the process of putting on the
jring as he withdrew his hand. Later.
the Archbishop had simdlar difficulty
owing to short sightedness in plac-
ing the crown on the King's head. In
facet the choir started “God Save the
King” while the Archbishop of Canter-
bury was still striving to place the
crown on the ruler's head, and a great
shout went up and the electric lights,
were turned on.

Be Strong Was Sang.

As the acclammtions died away the
clanging of the joy bells, the noise of
guns and the shouting of the people
|outside penetrgted into the Abbey,
|where the King still sat, motionless,
his dazzling crown on his head and
his scéptre held firmly in his hand.
After singing ‘“Re strecng and play the
man,” and the presentation of the Bible
the King advanced and kneit, while he
received the benediction. He then
walked to the great throne, where he
stood on the dais for the first. time
surrounded by noblegs. The Archbishop
of Canterbury followed, tue King be-
ing obliged to stand while awaiting
the arrival of the Archbishop.

Church Kneels to King.

Having placed the King into his new
throne the Archbishop ;knelt and paid
homage, the aged prelate scarcely be-
ing able to rise until the King assist-
led him and himself raised the Arch-
{bishop’s hand {rom the steps of the
jthrone. The Archbishop, who seemed
/to be In a faint, had to practically
be carried to the altar. The incident
created considerable excitement, and
|several prelates rushed forward to
thelp the Primate.

The
whole spectacle was most impressive
and was made more brilliant owing to
the electric light.

without a hitch. The King exhibited
no outward traces of fatigue.

While the King and Queen were In
St. Edward’s Chapel many of the peers
broke ranks and lined up the ap-
proaches to the altar, and the younger
members of the nobility, some of them
being scarcely ten years of age, who
jhad previously been kept in the back-
ground, then joined their older rela-
tives. General Kitchener, with his
hands on the shaulders of a lttle page,
was conspicuous amongst those.

Queen Was Cheered.

The first to appear from the chapel
was the Queen. As she passed between
the ranks all the nobles bowed low, the
Queen acknowledgingétheir salutations.
When Her Maijesty reached the nave
someone shouted. “Three cheers for the
Queen!” and the old Abbey rang with
cheers as the Queen slowly passed into
the annex, men and women rising from
