WILL CRUSH PRUSSIA

Not to Sheath Sword Till Bel-

gium and Serbia Are
. Restored.

LONDON, Feb, 28, 9.68 p.m.—Prem-
ier Asquith found himself unexpectedly
face to face in the house of commons
today with a new demand for the gov-
ernment’s views on peace. He took up
the gauntlet almost eagerly and in a
bristling fifteen-minute speech made
it clear that the British Government’s
determination to carry the ‘war to the
end without compromise had not
abated a jot or tittle since the early
day of the struggle,

The only terms of peace Premier
Asquith offered to the enemy coun-
tries were contained«in the historic an-
nouncement which was the outstand-
ing feature of his speech at the Lon-
don Guildhall in November, 1914, which
he repeated.

The prime minister’s stern declara-
tion created a deep impression on all
parts of the house, and this found re-
flection subsequently in the lobbies.
The occasion for the premier’s pro-
nouncergdent was a speech on which
Philip Snowden, of- the Independent
Labor Party, urged that the time was
ripe for peace negotiations, ma@nmin-
ing that there was little or no hope
of a crushing victory on either side,
and that if the war went on all the
participants would be bankrupted in
men and money.

mouski) posed it.
‘ . Fall of No. 1 Hard,
Mr. Levi Thompson (Qu’Appelle) re-

ferred to the hand-picked quotations
of prices by which the opponents of
free wheat endeavored to prove that
wheat was higher at Winnipeg than
it was in Minneapolis. He said most
Canadians had the idea that our No.
1 hard commanded a higher price

any other wheat in the world. It did
at one time, but of late years other
wheat commanded a higher price in
the Liverpool market. The reason was
that we whipped too much hard wheat

British millers needed for mixing, It
would be much better to send more
of our hard wheat to the United
States where there was a great de-
mand for it. He did not think the
millers who were getting sixty per
cent, dividends on watered stock re-
quired much consideration. As for the
western farmers .they were not afraid
to compete with American farmers
and asked for no ff protection.
W. F. Maclean’s Stand.

W. F. Maclean (South York) said
that our greatest poet had observed
that “nice custems must curtedy to
great kings.” he great king of the
present day was democracy, and the
democracy of the west were demanding
a wiaer market for their wheat. They
ask the opportunity to sell their sup-
plies to a neighboring country ‘whers
there was a profitable 'market, ‘fo
comply with; their request, Mr. Mac-
lean said, would not be 1o depart from
the .National Policy. The National
Policy, he continued, must be estab-
lished by legislation at Ottawa and
not by legislation at Washington.

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Production of Food
Mr: C. C. James, C.M.G., made a fine
speech at the annual luncheon of the
National Exhibition directorate, and
his wise words should have equal at-
tention to those of last year. The need
is even more urgent. He preluded his
remarks with a tribute to the farm
hoys of the country, who were doing
their duty, he said, and would do it.
They would serve their country by re-
maining at home, perhaps, but eir

country calls them they will go.

' Production of food was Dr, James'
important message. All that he had
said last year, he declared, was an
underestimate of the necessity. This
important statement from Dr. James,
who 8 the greatest agricultural
authority in the country, should re-
ceive the most earnest attention, There
have heen statements to the effect
that the farmers will not be so keen
to produce large crops this year as
last, not only on account of prices, but

/ for lack of labor., This need was re-

cognized both by|Hon, James Duff and
by Dr. James, The need is all the
greater today for food, and we are
handicapped by the demand for men
at the front. -
Germany had been organized in
agriculture as in all other things. A
commission of eighteen outstanding
men had had the matter in charge, The
report of that commission was of the
hjghest interest. Everybody was or-
ganized under it, and the people were
informed what they should eat. It was
not till a year latér that Great Britain
hegan to take up this necessary work.
She had been slow, but she was thoro,
a8 the organization of the army exem-
plified. There were at least a million

. at the front, and two million ready to

go, ad another million about to get
into upiform. Three hot meals a day
had to be prepared for all these men,
They had o come from somewhere,
and they never failed to come,

The war would cost Canada five
hundred millions, and in that sense the
war would last fifty years. The great
strain on the British Empire would
come the day after peace was declar-
od. But if the war were to stop to-
morrow British agriculture would be
stronger than fwhen the war began.
Her flocks and her herds were greater.
Her acreage under the plow was
greater. Dr. James thought that Can-
ada should emulate this, and rival it
ag far as possible. He hoped that the
Exhibition authoritics would encourage
agriculture by means of the prize list
or in any other practicable way,

Whatever can be ‘done to let the far-
mers of Canada hear this message of
Dr. James ought to be done. He
speaks for the natlon. and speaks
with a complete sense of his re-
sponsibility in  the atter. The
shortage of lubor alone makes it ne-
cessary that every nerve should be
strained to increase the output thus
restricted, and to increase it to the ut-
ntost. A great deal might be done by
organization to employ labor for this
purpose.

There is still a large amount of labor
unutflized in the country.™ There are
many men physically' unfit for the
trenches who might distinguish them-
seives in a hay field, or with a spade
hoe. There is a large amount of
idle muscie in the cities which would
be all the better for a summer holiday
on the farm. If this labor was orga-
nized in a semi*military fashion it
might be possible to replace much of
the expert labor that has been taken
.from the rural distriots with help
which would not be expert, but which
might serve, and which would improve
with practice. A city man cannot get

his muscles into the swing of country
Itfe in a day, nor in a week, pefhaps,
hut in two or three weeks ni§™Strength

eturns upon him, and his appetite de-
velops and before he knows it, he has
become a real man,

There is room for some practical
mey to take up the idea of a farm
brigade for agricultural purposes, In
Germany it would be compulsory, In
Canada it should be a matter of good
will and pleasure, and there should be
no hanging back. A man may be con-
stitutionally afroid of going into bhat-
tle. Nothing but lazinvss can

The German losses, unless all
accounts are utterly astray, are irre-
placeable, The allied forces are still
growing in strength and numbers. The
French lines may not be so well sup-
ported ag the British, but it is clear
that the British are taking over more
of the French front, thus permitting
the French to thicken the men in their
own trenches.

This is an addivional reason why our
eniistments shoulc be kept up. We
are only doing a small part of the mili-
tary work in France and Flanders.
When we have equaled France in men
at the front, the war will be drawing
to a close., Every man who hangs back
is doing his best to prolong the war,
He should get this into his nead and
think it over, and think hard.

John Patierson, whop’aﬂ served in
the capacity of treasurer of the City
of Toronto for exactly two years on
Wednesday, died shortly after the nova
Jour yesterday. The late Mr, Patterson
had heen ailing for somae time, due to a
nervous breakdown.

Until a few days before his death,
however, Mr, Patterson was able to
see his suburdinates at his home, 67
Walker avenue, and in that way kept
in touch with the work of tho depart-
ment. »

Mr. Patterson was born in Toronto
68 years ago, and for many years was
a resident of that section of ward tww
known as “Cabbagetown,” having re-
ceived his education at the Park Pub-
lic School.

He entered the city's service when
quite a yourg man, having been in the
same department for nearly 44 years,
entering in the year 1872 as paying
teiler. On the retirement of the late
S. B. Harman in 1888, he was appoint-
ed aseistant city treasurer, the head
of the department at that time being
the late Mr. Coady, upon whose retire-
ment, just two years ago, the late Mr,
Patterson became city treasurer.

A widow, €ix daughters and two sons
survive. The daughters are: Mrs. E.
Butler, Mrs. Thomas XKennedy, Dixie;
whose husband, Major Keanedy, is at
the front; Miss Ruby Pattorson, Miss
Marjorie, at home; Miss Annle, a
nurse, and Miss Alma Patterson, a
nurse, recently re‘urned from France.

evidence that a decisive military victory
might not yet come to the allies, tho few
men who took an intelligent and dispas-
slonate view of the situadon, and the
lessons it had taught, would say that
there was any reasonable ground for hope
of a decisive and crushing military vic-
tory for either contending party.

Does Not Want Foe Crushed.

If Great Britain was determined to con.
tinue in the expectation of crushing Ger-
many, he declared, her peopie ought to
be convinced that it was the best method
for establishing the international rela.
tions of the European powers. He, how-
ever, belleved that a continued attempt
to crush Germany would be the worst
basis for the establishment of a just and
lasting settlement.

The epeaker declared that all the na-
tions, and especially Germany, were being
driven to accept the evidence of this war
of the futility of militariem, and the time
was, therefore, ripe for a moves
ment in the direction of peace. In par-
ticular, Mr. Snowden maintained that the
German Socialists were solidly in favor
of peace, now that it had been proved
that Germany was invulnerable from ex-
ternal attaclk.

Exhaustive - Treatise on Rock
Formatioms in. Northern
Ontario. -

The third reportf“tm' the Porcupine
gold area has just bee issued by the
Bureau of Mines of the Province of
Ontario. It is mainly the work of A.
G. Burrows and reflects great credit
on his industry and  ability. Two’
geological maps accompany the re-
port.

The igneous rocks of Keewatin age
are now described as lavas, of which
there are two kinds, the ellipsoidal or
pillow and the amygdaloidal or non-
pillow latas. The latter are higher in
silica and usually coarsér in’grain
than the former, There are about. 25
occurrences of the pillow lavas indi-
cated on the maps and only three of
the amygdaloidal -or .coarser kind.
One of these is on the Acme just east
of the central six-compartment shaft
of the Canadian Mining and Finance
Co. The second is on the Hollinger
Extension- about 10 ‘chains east of the
southeast claim of the Hollinger.
Much -the largest area however is-on
the Porcupine Success.
