FIGHT WITH COLD STEEL.

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NORTH SEA INVESTIGATION
BEGINS AT V160 [N SPAIN

British and Russian Naval Comman-

ders Confer in a Formal
Manner.

Vigo, Spain, Oct. 30.—The interna-
tional investigation here of the North
Sea incide nt has begun. The British
cruiser Lancaster, which was here for
some time yesterdty and departed in ihe
evening, after the commander had con-
ferred with Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky
on board the Russian flagship Kniaz,
Souvaroff, returned to-day and there
was another conference between the
British and the Russian naval conm-
manders on board the flagship ‘of ihe
latter.

Many While Dying Can See
“ithe Unseen."”

Dr, Wild is pothing if not up-to-date, and
his sermon in Massey Hall last night
was appropriate to the interest
aroused this week in Toronto in the more
highly developed and seusitive faculties of
humanity, His subject was: “How we are
developing the| Sixth Seuse, and how do the
sick sometimes know the day and hour of
their death.”” He chose his text from II.
Kings, vi., at the 17th verse: “Elisha prayed |
and said, Lord, I pray Thee open his eyes |
that he may see, And the Lord opened the;
eyes of the young man, and he saw, Aud
behold, the mountain was full of horses:
and chariots of fire round about Elisha.” |
The occasion was the investment by the !
King of Syria of the city where Hlisha
dwelt, and where a school or college of the |
prophets had been established, The young |
man, a servant of Elisha’s, or Chela, as the |
oc¢cultists call them, was timid in the face
of thé Syrian host, but Elisha encouraged
him wish the assurance that those who
were with him were greater than those
who were ‘against him. 7The prophet by
telepathy or thought-reading had been able !
to perceive the military movements and |
plans of the Syrian king and to commuuni-
cate them to the Israelitish leader,

‘‘Some other sense than the natural sense
of the eyes must have ben opened,” said
Dr. Wild in discussing the case of the
young man. ‘‘What would we sec in this
hall to-night if our ‘eyes were opened?’ He |
thought that the world of spirits lay around |
us, and they paid no attention to material |
barriers. Speaking of modern research,
“they bave gone far enough in sclence now
to know there are things that stop at no
obstacle,’” he said, |
The Five Avenucs of Knowledge. |

“There are five avenues of knowledge open,;
to us now. But imagine a man born bliud, |
with one of the avenues closed, What |
knowledge can he have of the beauty of |
the werld, of | his mother's smile? Or a
deaf man, having another channel stopped,
what does he know of the singing of birds,
the melody and harmony of music?

‘‘People conclude that all is made known
by the five avenues, but what do we know
of things that may not be known to |us!
more than these to the blind or the deaf?
The horsemen and chiriots of fire might
be parading Yonge-street and we would
know nothing:of it, Psychology and mod-
ern science assures us that we know noth-
ing of what is around us.”

One- might say that the natural sight
had been sharpened so that it could pene-
trate more deeply into’the nature of things
and perceive what is concealed, but is it
not as natural to conclude, he asked, that
a sixth sense is developing?

‘“What would we see if we had this sixth
sense? T don’t know, but.I ean speculate
if T want to.” Dr. Wild went on to speak
of ante-mortem phenomena,

Use of the Sixth Sense.

“I have seen the spirit struggling in the
house of clay,”’ sald the preacher, recount-
ing his experiences at hundreds of the bed-
sides of the dying.

1o adhere to the principles of the old act in his contemplated bill, and
asked me to make any suggestions or improvements in it, taking the
old act as a basis. In accotdance with his wish I made certain
amendments and returned him the act. But | made no change what-
ever in the direction of increasing the liability of the Canadian citi-
zen to serve in peace time. | simply carried out Sir Frederick Bor
den’s wishes in taking the old Militia Act as the basis and making it
clearer and bringing it up to date.

The only increased power which I desired to give the govern-
ment was the power of forcing the boys of the country to perform
100 drills of one hour each between the ages of 14 and 18, which
would of course have been done with their school cadet corps under
the new ‘regulations for cadet corps which I was then in process of
drafting.

PURELY VOLUNTARY ARMY.

In my recommendations for the reorganization of the militia con.
tained in my reports there is not one word with regard to compulsory
service. | proposed a purely voluntary army for Canada in time of
peace,

The old Militia Act said: “The period of service in the active
militia in time of peace shall be three years.” If strictly carried out,
these words would prevent men from serving more than three years
even if they wished to, and as it is desirable to retain the services of
a certain number of men beyond that period as leaders, I inserted the
words “the period of compulsory service shall be three years”; so
that voluntary service might be continued in accordance with regula.
tions which would be laid down. My proposed wording has been
twisted into a desire on my part to introduce increased severity into
the provisions of the Militia Act.

Editor World: A great deal of un-
rest prevails among the 600 or more
teachers of the public schools of the
city. The cause of all the trouble is the
attempted rushing thru by Inspector
ilughes and others of a scheme of su-
perannuation which has not been de-
bated upon by the aforesaid teachers
who will have to pay into the fund
which it is desired to set aside for old

teachers who have outlived their years
of usefulness. A year ago the teaZvers
of the city, in convention assembled,
and’ which did not include ali of the
teachers, many being absent, passed a
resgolution in favor of superannuation,
and left the drafting of the details to
Inspector Hughes‘and a teachers’ coin-
mittee., The inspector and the com-
mittee, many of whom were elderly,
brought in a scheme which, it is claim-
ed by the great majority of the teach-
ers, will be very obnoxious to them,
inasmuch as many of the younger mem-
bere of the profession will be taxed 5
per cent. of their income for the sus-
tenance of old retired teachers who have
been drawing good salaries for years,
and who, of course, would draw from
this fund to which they contributed
rothing, A few days ago the teachers’
committee met to discuss matters. One
of the principals of a large school, while
stating that the drafted scheme of the
committee was opposed by fourteen out
of eighteen teachers of his school, was
told to sit down by Inspector Hughes,
who was wielding the whip-lash of au-
thority with an iron hand. Last Thurs-
day the teachers’ committee and the
management committee of the school
Loard met for the purpose of settling
the scheme, but owing to the lack of a
guorum the matter was left over till
Nov. 4.

Wife Shot by Hushand Drags Her-
self to His Prostrate Body.
New York, Oct. 29.—After shooting
his wife three times to-day,, Morris
Sachs, a Russian weaver, 32 years cf
age, turned the revolver on himself and
fired two bullets into his head.

London, Oct. 30.—“A total increase of
996 lunatics is the largest annual in-
crease we hAve had on record. The pros-
pect of any diminution in the increase
of lunacy appears to be most problema-
tical.”

Such is the terrible state of affairs
reviewed in the annual report of the
asylum committee of the London County
Council for .the vear ending March 31,
1904, just issued.

24,000 Mad in London.

The figures given for London alone
show a total of nearly 24,000 inmates 01
the first day of the current year. This,
compared with the three previous years,
shows an annual increase of 70) to near-
Iv 1000. In fourteen years, since 1890,
the number of lunatics has increased
by the enormous total of 7500, which is
out of all proportion to the increase in
population.

Among the causes of insanity in the
patients admitted to London asylums
last yvear were the following: :

Intemperance, 666; hereditary, 783;
love affairs, 61: domestic worries, 282,
and religious excitement, 78.

Expert Gives Reason.

A well-known specialist of mental
diseases in discussing the report said:

“It will be observed that the largest
proportion of lunacy cases is among the
lzboring class. The reason is obvious.
The depressing influences of the mono-
tenous grind for existence in slum and
underground - dwellings and intemper-
ance are all direci causes of lunacy.

“The class which comes next on the
roll is that of clerks.
same causes are to be found, but in th

main I think the appallingly bad feed-|

ing indulged in by this section of the
community has the most to do with
the large increase of insanity.

“Hurried and inefficient meals of
starch foods and tea in the middle of
the day, cheap cigarets and the general
stress of modern life tend to the un-
hinging of the mind.”

The follawing letter was sent by Lady
Macdonald o the Conservative mem-
bers of both houses of parliament in
reply to their address of condolence on
the death of her distinguished hus-
band.

CAMERA "IN SCULPTURE.

a—
Inventor Discovers Proeess of Mak-
ing Relief Pictures.

Rome, Oct. 30.-~Charles Boese, who
recently invmted"' a new process of
photo-sculpture which, according to the
scientific publications, is destined to re-
volutionize the photographic art, has
arrived in Rome, where he intends to
start his first establishment. The young
inventor was born  in Florence; his
father was German and his mother
French. He is only 25 years of age and
admits_that he owes his- discovery to

chance,
He explained the way he is able fo

produce in’ relief all sorts of pictures
by a very simple process. The funda-
mental principle of the invention lies |
in the discovery that gelatin, sensitiz-
ed with bicromste of ammonia, loses
the property of absorbing liquids in
proportion to the length of time it has
been submitted to the action of ‘light.
A cake of such gelatin immersed in a
special liquid under a photographic ne-
gative will after a while show relief and
depressions, representing the image on
the negative.

The difficulty in M. Boese's inven-
tion was to procure a negative in which
the transparency would be proportjon-
en to the degree of relief which it was
desired to obtain. In order to do this
the object to be photographed is placed
in a dark room in front of a specially
constructed camera and a special blue |
light, filtered thru a red prism, is pro-
jected on it. Two poses are necessary,
so that, having obtained the first im-
pression, the operator rapidly reverses
the negative and takes a second pic-
ture on the same plate. |

This negative is developed lke all
photographic negatives and is eopied
on film, after which the two pictures
are laid one on the other, and thus
a negative is obtained totally different
from the ordinary photographic negit-
tives. If the cake of prepared gelatin,
immersed in the special liquid, is ex=
posed to the light under this negative |

'in five or six hours it will reproduce thie

picture in relief with the utmost per-
fection of detail.
