deposited, which went to pay the inter-
ast.

Lands in the Canadian Northwest
granted to the Canadian Pacific’s main
line and branches amounted originally to
28,425,000 acres. By the terms of an ar-
rangement made in 1886, the mailroad re-
turned 6,800,000 acres of the Northwest
land grant to the government. The com-

HOW PASTE DIAMONDS
AREMADE

Oouinterfeit -diamonds are worn mauch
more generally than most people suppose,”
mid a dealer in jewellery recently. “They
are advertised as made out of a variety of
materials—even * 'to * quartz ecrystals made
with a soluticn of diamond dust in hydro-
flworde acid; a total impossibility by the
way—but there is nothing for the purpose
like the good old French ‘paste” What is
it? Wiy, nofhing in the world but a fine
quality of glass, with a large percentage
of lead as an ingredient. But the process-
es employed 'in making this kind of glass
must be condudbed with the utmost nicety
in onder that it may have the requisite

i and hardness; whereas for the
best table glassware white quartz sand is
employed for ‘paste’ this material is mixed
thalf end balf, with powdered pock ery-
stal. Then carbonate of soda, caleined
borax, saltpetre anid red lead are added in
due proportions, and the mass is fused by
heat in a crucible, being finally permitted
to oool slowly. Upon the care taken in
the details of the process depend the den-
sity, transpavency and beauty of the
‘paste,, which when the stuff is cold is
ready to be cut up into pieces suitable for
preparation es ‘diamonds.’ Such prepara-
tion consists of cutting, with the help of a
avihed] and diamond dust, much in the same
way as real diamonds are made veady for
the market. The artificial gems thus
made—the best of them, that is to say—
possess considerable builliancy and fire, so
that any person not an expert would be
likely to be deceived by them. Millions of
the imitation diamomds cut in France,
where the manufacture of them is e great
industry, are imported to this continent
annually for use in cheap jewellery. The
ondinary ones cost five cents apiece whole-
salle, and are set in plated pins, rimgs, and
brooches. From the same kind of ‘paste,
but of a superlative quality, are made
high-class counterfeit diamonds, which
gometimes g2l for $10 or more apiece. They
are cut by ekilled diamond cutters, almost
as carefully as meal diamonds, and to the
casual eye they are just about as brilliant.
8o much depends in this sort of work up-
on the correct utilization of optical prin-
ciples that a perfectly cut ‘paste’ gem may
actually have mora.fire and beauty than a
poorly cut real diamonds.”

The cost of an outing in camp may be
just as emailll or as large as one wishes
or can afford. In many woodland places
it ds possible to remt a plat of camping
groumd for about five dollans a month,
and when that part of the business is ar-
ranged, one can invest in a tent, a log
cabin, or even a portable cottage, accord-

Seekers for Harvey’'s restaurant
were directed to the southeast corner
of Pennsylvania avenue and Eleventh
street. Within the walls of the ra-
ther modest-looking structure more
history has been made than the pub-
lic has thought.

Men famous in the annals of Eu-
ropean and ‘American life have sat
around the little tables in the up-
stairs and downstairs cafe and dis-
cussed national and ° international
questions to the aroma of the cele-
brated steamed oysters, which first
mede the place famous, way back in
the sixties.

President Grant went there many a
time, walking down Pennsylvania
avenue from the White House. He al-
ways occupied the same seat, in the
alcove off the second-floor
room, and his regular order, a peck
of steamed oysters and two bottles

dining

of Scotch ale, was rarely modified.

When 'he had finished, the President
would light a big cigar and saunter
slowly up the avenue, nodding right
and left to the people whom he met
on his way to the White House.

If ome could but gather together all
the illustrious men who have at one
time or another partaken of the
steaming oyster dishes and of other
good things which Harvey always
had to offer, what a notable assem-
blage it would be! Among them
were Reverdy Johnson, ‘““Ben’’ But-
ler, ‘“Sunset’’ Cox.

This was the favorite place for Pre-
sident Arthur, for the late William
C. Whitney, Speakers Carlisle, Crisp,
Henderson and Cannon. ‘“Uncle Joe’’
can be scen frequently even at pre-
sent enjoying a quiet dinner.

Names which have been handed
down in stage history were familiar-
in
Harvey’s many years ago. Edwin
Forrest, John McCullough and Law-
rence Barrett never -played an engage-
ment in Washington that they did
not enjoy more than one after-theatre
supper there, and in later days the
familiar figure of Joseph Jefierson
could be seen there. John Drew and
Richard Mansfield are frequent visit-
ors, and the-lesser lights of the pro-

fession who could tell of the wonder-

ful cuisine would number thousands.

One of the most celebrated men
who frequented Harvey's was the
famous cartoonist, Thomas Nast. An
amusing incident is related of Mr.
Nast’s first visit. He had been invit-
ed to attend one of the famous Can-
vasback Club dinners, and in the
journey from New York Mr., Nast's
dress-suit case disappeared.

He had no more time than it would
take to get to the hotel and to Har-
vey’'s, and so was compelled to go in
his business suit. Later he sent Mr.
Harvey a cartoon of himself ‘‘as he
should have looked.’”” With this was
one of the genial host.

These cartoons have since that time

hung on the walls of the restaurant, | George Harvey would eat

and Harvey has boen offerod 81,000
apleco for them, but refuses to part
with such interesting mementos.

When any one went to Mr. Harvey
to arrange a dinner, the restauratour
was in his eloment, First on the list,
of course, must be oysters, but tho
menu would not be complete with-
out duck and terrapin. It was his
delight to serve such a dinner, and
the sauce was always of his own
making.

Harvey tells a good story on him-
solf that happened whon ho wae visit-
ing abroad. >

“I was sponding a little $ime
London,” he sald, ‘and one = after-
noon I satiin the smoking réom of
the hotel, when a man appro
me and asked if I were not an Am-
erican. I told him I was.® ‘Whore
do you come from?’ the man.asked.
I told him I lived in Washington.

“Theroupon he invitod me to dino
with him that sight, and I did. The
man proved to ho a United States
Army officer, and during the . dinner
we chatted about Washington.

¢ By the way,’ he said, ‘thers isa
very famous rostaurant there--noted
for its steamed oysters. It is called
Harvey's. Know anything about it?’
I told him I knew the place very
well, and, after he talked of some of
the dinners he had eaten' there,
said: ] :

“ Tt's a strange thing about that
man Harvey. He’s a victim of norv-
ous indigestion, and is compelled to
live on a diet. Sort of rough on
him, when he’s right in & business
where the good things are so plenti-
ful. He only weights nincty pounds,
and they tell me he’s in such wretch-
ed health that the doctors can give
him little encouragement.’

“That was news to me, and, when
we parted for the night, he gave me
his card, with a cordial invitation to
be his guest again. I reached for my
cardcase, and, when he looked at the
little pasteboard, he-glued his eyes to
the name, looked at me  .and, grasp-
ing my hand, said: ‘Well, the laugh's
on me this time, and we’ll have that
other dinner to-morrow night.””’

The famous restaurant began its
career in the days of President
Franklin Pierce. Its first success,
however, was achieved during the
carly days of the Ciyil War, when
‘hundreds of soldiers were served with
the most delicious concoctions the
force of chefs could make, Almost
numberless .bushels and millions of
gallons of oysters went to feed the
armies. g A

Many changes were wrought by the
war, but none more al‘rgzna.rka,l')le than
that by which Harvey taught the
American people to eat oysters. They
had not known the real steamed oys-
ter Untfl he offefled ifjto them.

It was in 1850 that George W.
Harvey and : his :jﬂder‘? brother,
 Thomas M. Harvey, decided to estab-
lish an oyster house, a place which
Washington had not, but which they
knew would be successful.

An old brick blacksmith - shop at
Eleventh and C streets, northwest,
was selected, and the oyster house
was formally opened. The place was
directly opposite the Carusi Theatre,
which was then the most fashionable
playhouse in Washington. .

The wit, beauty and fashion of the
capital gathered within the theatre,
not only for the dramatic entertain-
ments, but for balls and other enter-
tainments given in exclusive social
circles. kgl

This little, old shop was rented,
cleaned and whitewashed to the
queen’s taste. In the middle of the
foor was a huge iron cauldron, in
which oysters were boiled; around
the walls were booths where oysters
were opened and served to order, and
again there was a ‘Traw counter,”’
where patrons could stand and eat.
And so it was that the famous house
of Harvey came into being.

Before Harvey's was opened, one
sloopload of oysters supplied Wash-
ington for two weeks. As business
increased, other buildings were taken
in, and in 1862-638 it required 500
boatloads of oysters a week and 300
men in Harvey’s to attend to the
business.

So many troops were in an around
Washington. during wartime that
Harvey soon realized that the oys-
ter-boiling process was too slow, and
a method of steaming was evolved.
From this came the famous steamed
oysters.

In 1868 Mrs. Seward, wife of the
entertaih at luncheon President and
Mrs. Lincoln, and decided that steam-
ed oysters ‘should be the principal
feature of the menu. The private of-
fice was placed at the disposal of the
distinguished party, and the Presi-
dent said ho had never enjoyed any-
thing' so much in his life.

In 1866 Harvey's was mowed to its
present location Elex'enﬁh and Penn-
sylvania avenue. It is an unimpos-
ing , three-story brick building, with
an inviting and suggestive air of
comfort and good cheer.

There never was a more genial host
|than Harvey himself, nor a better
judge of the good things of the ta-
ble. Good-natured as the day 1is
long, ready with a hearty handshake
to welcome every one who came in
his place, and solicitous the best of
attention, he was the ideal boniface.

He laughingly relates how once he
came near ‘‘firing’’ one of his old ne-
gro waiters. He had no thought of
discharging the man, and, in fact,
kept him longer than any other wait-
er he ever employed.

English Derby Was Won by a
Ringer But Fraud Was Dis-

covered. .

The history of the turf contains many
stories of fraud, but mone more audaci-
ous and impudent than that aessociated
with the Derby of 1844, which has been
described as the most semsational race on
record—at least in its developments.

The Derby of that year was won, as
the records tell us, by “A. Wood’s Run-
ning Rein, by the Saddler, out of Queen
Mab, by Dumcan Grey,” ridden by Mann.
The same horse had won a two-year-old
race at Newmarket in the previous au-
tumm, and it was then rumored that he
was & year older than was claimed; and
when he romped in first at the Derby,
Col. Peel, whose horse, Orlando, ran se-
cond, promptly lodged an objection egainst
the winner and obtained an imjunction

Bgainst the payment of the stakes to Mr. | be

Wood until the dispute had been settled
in the law courts. Messrs. Weatherby
accordingly paid the stakes into court,
and left Mr, Wood and Col. Peel bo fight
the matter out.

Col. Peel’s contemtion was'that the win-
mer of the Derby was none other than
Faccabeus, a four-year-old horse bred by
Sir Charles Ibbetson, and thus disqualified
by age for the Derby; and so zealously and
puccessfully did he and Lord George Ben-
tinck collect evidence that, when the great
action Wood vs. Peel came cm for hearing
before Baron Elderson at Westminster,
they were in a position to prove their case
up to the hilt,

Scarcely ever has a cause celebre creat-
ed so much excitement. The court wes
crowded to suffccation; hundreds were
unable to gain‘' admittance, and feeling
ran damgenously high.
opened the case for the plaintiff the judge
very sensibly suggested, ‘“Produce your
horse and let him be examined by experts.
Mhat is the best answer to the whole
question;” and the case was adjourned for
the production of Running Rem on the fol-
Yowing day.

When the next day came, however,
plaintiff’s counsel had to confess that the
horse was mowhere to be found — it had
been spirited away; whereupon Baron Al-
derwon waxed furious. “This is horse
stealing,”’ he exclaimed, “a case for the
central criminal coumt, and if I try the
parties and they are convicted I'll trans-
port them for life, o a dead certainty.”
{Under the circumstances Mr, Wood with-
drew his adtion, stating that a gross fraud
.had been practiced on him by his rascally
trainer, a verdict was given for Col. Peel,
and Orlando was declared winner of the
1844 Detby, in place of the fraudulent
Kunning Rein, exposed and deposed.

But this was not the only sensational
feature of this remarkable race, Ratan

- the second favorite, was poisoned and ef-
fectually put_out of the running, a das-
tandly act which killed his owmer, “old
Crockford;” and Leander, amother four-
year-old who bad been smuggled into the
race, had his fetlock bmoken by a kick,
and bad to be killed. When he was dug
up next morning by a party of sportsmen
who guspected lis age, it was found that
Leander’s head, which would have reveal-
ed ithe fraud, had disappeared durning the

Ratan, by the way, was by no means
the only Derby horse who had been ‘‘made
eafe”’ by poison administered on the eve
of the race. Ewvery horse in the 1832 Der-
by, the solitary exception of Pemion, was
dirugged, though St. Giles was the winmer;
and it will be remembered that shortly be-
fore the Derby of 1892 Orme was found

The soundness of
a judge’s legal judgment and the wisdom
.of a patticular law may well be called in
question, but an honest decision should
not expose the judge himself to criticism.”
