You asked me some time ago for some 
particulars about the St. John men of 
this battery. The following is a list of 
their names:.—

J. J. Barber, Frank Hall, W. Hunter, 
C. F. Ingraham, Fred Philip, J. C. 
Stackhouse, W. J. Thompson, A. G. Cob- 
ham, James Haley, F. G. Laskey, H. 
Pike, W. C. Stop, A. Weatherhead, W. 
R. Day, T. Healey, J. L. Inglis, F. C. 
Magee, T. E. Ryder, E. R. Tucker, H. 
Wasson.

Day, Hall, Philp, Stackhouse, Stop, 
Hunter and myself received our trans­
fer from the Div. Amn, Column soon af­
ter the major took command of the bat­
tery. The others came of later dates. 
Cobham and Laskey are with No. 1 Gun 
Detachment. Thompson was with No. 
2 until a few days ago, when he re­
ceived an appointment as aeroplane 
lookout. Parker belongs to No. 3 and 
Hunter, Stackhouse, Stop, Weatherhead 
and Pike to No. 4 The battery is divid­
ed into five sub-sections, A B C D and 
E, A and B compose the right section, 
C and D the left, and in E sub are the 
battery commander's party and special­
ists. The gun detachments of A B C 
and D subs are known respectively as 
1, 2, 3 and 4. Attached to the battery 
is an ammunition column. I was with 
the column until we first went into ac­
tion on March 1, on which date I was

given the left section. Ryder at present 
has the ammunition column. Day and 
Tucker are signallers with JÏ sub. Till 
remaining men are drivers in the bat­
tery and column. Stackhouse is now 
'acting sergeant in charge of No. 4 gun. 
Tucker and Weatherhead are bombard­
iers. Tucker is at the base at present 
nursing an injured foot. The other men 
are ail well and apparently in good 
spirits.

I think you have been informed at the 
work of the battery up to April 16. On 
that date we were loaned by the Cana­
dian division to the First Group Heavy 
Artillery Reserve, First Army, and have 
been with that group ever since, at first 
as an independent unit under group 
headquarters and latterly as part of a 
brigade. We are under the Canadian 
division for administration and the 
group for operations and discipline. At 
present we draw rations from the Mee­
rut Division.

London, July 22—While prayers for victory were being said today through­
out Russia, the Austrians and Germans continued their drive at Warsaw from 
the north, the west and the south. Meanwhile they were reaching farther 
north towards Riga, on the Baltic, from which their advance guard is not more 
than twenty miles distant.

The tone of dispatches from Petrograd bespeaks plainly that the country is 
aware of the military situation, involving not only the fate of the Polish cap­
ital, but the integrity of the Russian army in Poland, the northern and south­
ern sections of which might be cut in twain by a decisive defeat along the 
Lubin Cheoim railway. It is along this sector that the Russians are now fight­
ing most desperately, for this railway is the sole great artery of communication 
of Poland with southern Russia, sweeping away from Lubin and Chelm to- 

• wards Odessa.
Having several times been reported within five miles of the railroad, and 

now, according to Austrian statements, having pierced the Russian front, this 
section of the Teutonic forces should be within rifle shot of the railway, but no 
claim of having seized it is being made.

Northwest of Lubin, however, the Teutonic forces have pushed forward to 
the bridgehead positions south of Ivan gorod, and thence northward around the 
circle which is tightening on Warsaw. They have made steady progress, 
though meeting with serious opposition along the Narew river, northwest of 
the capital.. Elsewhere, generally speaking, the Russians are falling back, em­
ploying the tactics with which they harassed Napoleon in 1812. That is, they 
are not only burning all bridges and destroying roads, but are laying waste 

^the countryside with fire and dynamite, removing such provisions as they can, 
destroying such as they cannot take away, driving cattle and other live stock 
before them, and leaving, for the invaders, a ruined and desolate waste.

AMERICAN NOTE IS 
BEING CABLED TODAY

UTILE BITS ABOUT OUR 
MEN IN THE WAR OR

PREPARING 10 GORUSSIA BEARING 
THE GREATER PART?

London, July 22—A despatch to the 
Daily Telegraph from Petrograd says:

“Complaints are beginning to be heard 
that Russia is bearing practically the 
entire brunt of the war. These com­
plaints are not confined to the mass of 
people, who are not in a position to 
judge what is really happening on any 
front.

“For the second day in succession, the 
military critic of the Russky Invalid, 
who is in close touch with the general 
staff here, contrasts the furious battles 
which are being fought in a dozen di­
rections within the frontiers of Russia, 
with the apparent quiescence of the 
British, French and Italian armies.

“Without pledging himself to their ac­
curacy, he mentions various estimates 
that, between the Vistula and Bug alone 
the Austro-Germans have upward of 
twenty corps, say, 1,200,000 men. That 
is to say," he continues, “ 
operating on the entire western front.”
This is German Report.

Berlin, via London, July 22—Before 
evacuating Windau, the Russians applied 
the torch to the city and the harbor 
works, according to advices received at 
Libau. The greater part of the city is 
said to have been destroyed. The Rus­
sian troops also are reported to have 
fired villages and farmhouses . In other 
parts of Courland, in accordance with 
the provisions of a recently published 
army order.

London, July 22—Telegraphing from 
Petrograd the correspondent of the 
Times says:

“Novo Georgievek, one of the greatest 
of the Russian fortresses is effectively 
standing sentinel for Warsaw from the 
northwest. The range of its guns at­
tains the Bzura line, and the German 
advanced columns on the Narew. The 
fight for possession of the right bank of 
this river is expected to occupy some 
time.

“Evidently the last word has not been 
yUd before the Russians withdraw from 
their positions guarding the Polish cap­
ital, but the public is prepared for the 
worst and today throughout the empire 
millions of worshippers are joining in 
a prayer for victory.”

The Daily Mail’s Petrograd corres­
pondent telegraphing Wednesday says:

“Last evening the bells in all the 
churches throughout Russia clanged a 
call to prayer for a twenty-four hours’ 
continual service of intercession for vic­
tory. Today in spite of the heat the 

, churches are packed. Hour after hour 
the people stand wedged together while 
the priests and choirs chant intermin­
able litanies. Outside the Kamian Cath­
edral here an open air mass is being 
celebrated in the presence of an enor­
mous crowd.”
SAYS POSITION 
OF GRAND DUKE 
IS REASSURING

London, July 22—A Petrograd des­
patch to the Morning Post says:

“Grand Duke Nicholas has manoeuv­
red his armies so as to bring the enemy 
Into positions which will enable him to 
throw superior forces upon either side. 
This Is one of the oldest devices of 
strategy, known as the principle of par­
tial defeat, and was first used by Ep- 
•minodas at the battle of Leuctra in 
which he defeated the Spartans.

1 ''“Seldom in history has a great com­
mander been so favorably placed as the 
grand duke for the application of this 
principle. The jaws of the German nut 
cracker are nearing each other steadily, 
but the grand duke has no intention of 
allowing them actually to meet upon the 
Russian nut with the smooth qo-opera- 
tion necessary for success.

“At present it seems that he has de­
cided to deal with the_ northern attack 
first, holding off the southern attack. 
Holding the inner lines with abundant 
-•ailway accommodation, he is in a po­
sition readily to throw the greater part 
of his forces upon the attacking Ger­
man armies.”

Washington, July 22—The new Ameri­
can note to Germany is on its way to 
Berlin. Today it was being flashed over 
the cables to London and thence to 
Copenhagen, whence it will go over land 
wires again to Germany’s foreign office. 
It should reach its destination tonight 
or early tomorrow.

It will be made public, likely, on Sat­
urday.

New York, July 22—(Correspondence 
of the Associated Press)—Japan has 
informed Great Britain that she is un­
able to accede to Great Britain’s re­
quest to announce a prohibition of trad­
ing in the Far East with citizens of hos­
tile nations. The British government re­
cently gazetted a regulation prohibiting 
trading with nationals of Germany and 
Austria in China, Siam and Persia.

Great Britain had been waiting for as­
surance that Japan would adopt similar 
measures. However, the Japanese gov­
ernment, after consulting prominent 
business men, decided it could not join 
the movement, chiefly because the laws 
of Japan do not permit the enforcement 
of such a measure. The government is 
understood to have pointed out that in 
effect there is no trading between Jap­
anese and representatives of hostile 
countries in the Far East. Japanese 
merchants are believed to have opposed 
the British project on the ground that, 
it would harm the business interests of 
the empire.

Lake, submarine inventor, says that in 
1906, when he was in Germany, after 
making submarines for the Austrian 
government, Admiral von Tiroitz, the 
head of the German Admiraltyjvlold him 
that the Kaiser wanted offensive weap­
ons of warfare. Captain Lake submit­
ted to Admiral von Tirpitz specifica­
tions of two models, one of a small craft 
intended for defensive use, and a sec­
ond, a larger boat, for Offensive war­
fare.

“I am not interested in your small 
boats,” he said Admiral von Tirpitz told 
him. “I am. more interested in your 
larger boats, for that is for offensive 
purposes.”

Captain Lake quoted the German ad­
miral as showing that Germany’s ef­
ficiency in submarine warfare was due 
to nothing else but preparation. He said 
he did not wish to discuss von Tirpitz’s 
statement in relation to Germany’s 
avowal that the Kaiser was fighting a 
defensive fight forced upon him by the 
Allies.

“In Germany’s latest submarines she 
has nothing that was not perfected out­
side of Germany,” said the inventor. 
“She was just ready; that is all.” Cap­
tain Lake said that the stream lines 
of the German “U” boat, which gave 
them their surface speed, were model­
led after a patent he took out years ago. 
He said that the scoop shape of the top 
of the craft was due to an outer shell 
which was filled with water when the 
craft was submerged, putting its pres­
sure on the cigar-shaped body under­
neath. The new American boats being 
built here will have the stream line body 
of the German boats, which the late 
models now in commission have.

When asked if he thought that the 
American submarines were at present a 
success, in view of the recent accidents 
in manoeuvres, he said:

“There have been failures because too 
many demands for surface speed have 
been made. Now surface speed is a 
good thing to have, but the ironclad 
specifications of the navy department 
disregard the circumstances that we have 
not developed a submarine engine with 
the great speed demanded.”

“The result has been that necessary 
weight of engines has been sacrificed and 
failures resulted. The submarine it­
self is a perfect machine and has been 
for years. The engine we have makes 
it easy to get eleven knots, but when 
the demand comes for fourteen and fif­
teen knots the engine development is 
lacking. It is this question of making 
submarines that has been solved. Our 
engine now is all right for the slow boats

To prevent Rosenthal from making health of a minor, 
his “squeal”” to District Attorney Whit­
man, the story is that Big Tim gave 
$6,000 to Jack Rose, according to Beck­
er’s statement. Rose was to use this 
money to induce Rosenthal to leave the 
country until the seething turmoil stirred 
up by preliminary statements to Whit­
man had settled.

Then, Becker says, Rose, through his 
own cupidity, decided to use the money 
differently than Big Tim had directed.
He arranged with the four gunmen to 
kidnap Rosenthal, expecting to frighten 
him out of making his graft and gamb­
ling revelations to Whitman, or else keep 
him a prisoner in some secluded spot in 
the country. Rose, says Becker, paid 
the four gunmen $1,000, and stuck the
$5,000 ballance of Big Tim’s bribe offer of them double locked, 
into his own pocket.

Rosenthal’s murder was not planned, 
according to Becker, and the intention 
was to blackjack him and carry him off 
in an automobile. But Vallon got drunk 
that night, and when Rosenthal stepped 
out of the Hotel Métropole, Vallon fired 
and the gunmen followed suit.

Becker’s whole story hinges upon an 
alleged meeting of himself, Big Tim Sul­
livan, Harry M. Applebaum, for years 
Big Tim’s secretary ; Jack Rose, and a 
man whose identity is not disclosed.

CRANKS AND SPIES CAUSING
NO END OF TROUBLE

Washington, July 29—It is probable 
that congress will be called upon to in­
crease the force of agents of the secret 
service, not only those connected with 
the treasury departmnt, but likewise 
those attached to the department of 
justice.

Since the outbreak of the European 
war, cranks, spies and others whose ac­
tivities are questionable have caused the 
small force of secret agents of the gov­
ernment no end of trouble and/ they 
have been unable to cover all the ground 
necessary.

Following the attempt of Frank Holt 
to blow up the capitol, the guards were 
increased at all the office buildings. The 
additional safeguarding of the publid 
buildings does not meet the need of more 
secret agents. It shows that the situa­
tion is worrying the officials and that an 
increase in the secret service force is ab­
solutely necessary.

The passport frauds and the sup­
posed efforts to transmit military in­
formation by wireless have required 
the services of a large number of gov­
ernment agents.

THREE WOMEN ARE
HURT AT FUNERAL

Boston, July 22—Frightened horses 
drawing the carriage containing the fam­
ily of Thomas Regan of Somerville, at 
his funeral, ran up the embankment at 
the entrance of Mt. Benedict Cemetery, 
West Roxbury, overturning the vefiicle, 
resulting in serious injuries to the three 
women occupants. They were Mrs. Re­
gan, the widow, Miss Minnie Regan and 
Mrs. Frank Halford, daughter. The 
others in the carriage were Frank Haf- 
ford and David Charles Regan, who es­
caped injury.

The injured women were taken to St. 
Elizabeth’s Hospital suffering with con­
tusions about the body and wrenched 
backs. The horses were frightened by 
a steam roller at work in the road but 
were quieted immediately after the ac­
cident.

CENTIME SOLDIER IN 
HOSPITAL AT HAH

Driver Leonard Sears ‘Writes In­
terestingly of His Experiences at 
Front With Divisional Artillery

Two interesting letters have been re­
ceived at Centreville, N. B., from Driver 
Leonard Sears, who is with the First 
Canadian Artillery in France. In a let­
ter to his sister, Mrs. McEgan, written 
on June 11, he tells how two sergeants 
and four gunners of his unit were' kill­
ed by a German Jack Johnson shell.

Driver Sears h»s been admitted to the 
hospital suffering from influenza and is 
now at a hospital in Havre which was 
formerly the Casino Hotel.

Writing to his mother under date of 
June 28 he says:—

“I was taken sick about the 14th and 
was sent to the 2nd Canadian Field 
Ambulance. They kept me there a 
couple of days; then as my noble Eng­
lish blood insisted on boiling away at 
108 degrees they decided to send me to 
tile clearing hospital, a little further 
down the Une. I was kept there over 
night and next morning put me on the 
train with a tag on me stating I had 
influenza. They got the train loaded up 
and started for Boulogne, but they were 
fuU up there or something—anyway they 
couldn’t take us, so sent us on to Le 
Havre. In all we were about thirty hours 
tin the train and I was nearly ‘all in’ 
when we got there. ,

“This hospital used -o be a grand 
hotel, caUed the Casino. Havre is quite 
a fine place; it is right by the sea; this 

^ building is just the width of the street 
away from the water when the tide is in. 
It makes one feel a little homesick to 
see the boats and hospital ships puUing 
out for England. The weather has been 
rather cold lately for June. There are 
a lot of Red Cross nurses here—some 
Canadians among them—and I tell you, 
Mother, it sounds nice to hear a woman 
speak English again 'after nearly five 
months. It’s almost worth while being 
sick to get into a good bed again. I 
jihaven’t slept in a bed since Stanley and 
,'J went down to Sevenoake until I came 
Uiere. These are fine beds here—spring,

the government would" gain nothing 
even if the use of government post cards 
entirely replaced the picture postals.

The reply was of a stereotyped nature 
vouchsafing that in imposing the war 
tax the department was carrying out the 
requirements of the Special War Rev­
enue Act. This reply can hardly be call­
ed illuminating! It would seem that 
upon representations being made con­
clusively showing a loss in revenue, the 
very reverse of what had been looked 
for some action to overcome that loss 
would naturally be taken by a commer­
cial concern; why not in a department 
of the government? This Is a matter on 
which our minister of trade and com­
merce should confer with the postmast­
er general.

SENDS $10,000 TO
CONSCIENCE FUND

Washington, July 22—Ten thousand 
dollars in currency, the second largest 
contribution to the ‘Conscience Fund” 
•.ver received by the govertiment, arrived 
at the Treasury Department this week 
in a plain envelope, mailed in New 
York, accompanied by an unsigned let­
ter, saying:

“The sender has paid . double to the 
United States the amount he stole, and 
still conscience is not satisfied. Here 
is another payment.”

The package contained three $1,000 
gold certificates, eight $500 certificates, 
and thirty $100 silver arid gold notesf

Treasury officials found nothing in 
the letter or the amount to indicate a 
connection with any of the government's 
losses by fraud or theft, so they placed 
it with $500,000 more which has accu­
mulated in the treasury vaults from 
conscience stricken folk who have sent 
sums ranging from 1 cent to $18,669. 
The largest sum ever received came in 
1909, probably from some one who hail 
committed a customs fraud. The $10,000 
package came addressed to Sec. McAdoo 
and was marked “Personal.”

To the north, on the river Narew, they delivered yesterday three fierce 
counter-attacks from the fortresses of Rozan, Pul tusk and Novo Georgievsk, 
The Germans, who had taken one outwork of Rozan, repulsed these counter­
attacks, according to the official report received from Berlin tonight, but 
apparently have been unable to make any further progress southward.

Immediately to the west of Warsaw, on what is known as the Blonie- 
Grojec line, the Russians have suffered a reverse and are retreating toward 
the Vistula.
