Lack of High School
- Room Deplored At
~ Closing Exercises

Principal Myles Makes Striking Reference to
Conditions—Addresses by Prominent Men in
Imperial—Bishop’s Anniversary Remembered
at St. Vincent's—Thousands Freed From

School Cares.
(

‘The étylug need for greater accom-
modation for the pupils of the St. John
High School | was brought out with
emphasis this morning in' an address
by W. J. S. Myles, principal, at the

closing exercises in the Imperial the-
atre.. An audience of 1,800 people of
whom 1,800 weré relatives and friends
of the pupils, listened to addresses by
Hon. Dr. William. Pugsley, who spoke
in the absence of Chief Justice H. A.
McKeown, chairman of the school
board who was absent through a fam-
ily bereavement; W. J. S. Myles, Dr.
W. 5. Carter; chief superintendent of
education for New Brunswick and
Rev. Hugh Miller, B. A., pastor of St.
David’s Presbyterian church.

The graduating class, numbering
close to 100 boys and girls, was seated
upon the platform. Immediately over
{their heads was the class motto, “For-
titer et Recte.” They mgde an inter:
esting and pretty picture. The theatre
was packed to the doors and many
were forced to stand. In the ‘boxes
were the Mayor and city commission-
ers and many people prominent in the
business and social life of the city.

The Adrresses.

The valedictory address was deliver-
ed by Miss Margaret Steeves and was
a rehearsal of the year’s activities and
an expression of hope for the future.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley paid a tribute to
the work of Chief Justice McKeown
and to Dr. H. S. Bridges. He gave
some words of sound advice to the
graduates and under-graduates. His
address was of an optimistic tone
throughout. ;

Rev. Mr. Miller told the graduates
that there were several things for them
to keep in mind; a high purpose, no-
ble ideals, faith and work. :

An excellent feature of the exercises
was the singing of “Land of Hope and
Glory” in which the solo part was
taken by Miss Florence Dunham who
sang in a clear soprano which gives
great promise. She was heartily ap-
plauded.

Mr. Myles said. that the present
High Scolz'iool building was erected to
| accommodate 500 pupils and there had
{been  more ‘than %IO there “this year.
{Into three rooms which had not jmet
!the approval of the Board of Health
|and which were situated up under the
roof, had  been. crowded seventy-five
‘girls.

Boys to the number of 150 had had
to be placed outside the building. He
referred to the meeting yesterday of
some members of the school board with
the city commissioners, and expressed
regret that the trustees did not contem-
plate the erection of a new and more
commodious building at the present
time. FEither there must be increased
accommodation or disintegration and
consequent division would result. He
expected to see 1,000 pupiAs in the High
School - within the nhext five years.

Then there was the matter of finance.
Some people thought the school board
was not as economical as the Common
Council. If St. John paid its teachers
as well as Moncton, an item of $10,000
would be added to teachers’ salaries at
the High School alone and $25,000 in
the whole City. In Grade 12 there had
been twenty-two pupils and thirteen
,gesks. Something would have to be

Chief Superintendént.

Dr. W. S. Carter regretted the ab-
sence of Dr. H. S. Bridges. He de-
plored the fact that the number at-
tending school fell off so greatly be-
tween the primary grades and thé
high school graduation time. He was
impressed with the amounts spent on
education in the school districts of the
province. Some peogple thought school
taxes high, but as a matter of fact
New Brunswick spent less per pupil
than any other province in Canada.
Kindergartens were a good idea and
the teaching of civics in schools also was
to be commended. He congratulated
St. John on being the first community
in the province to give attention to
sub-normal pupils. He spbke highly of
the type of men on the school board in
the city and throughout the province.

Dr. Carter then dealt with schools
for retarded pupils or, as they are
called in the west, auxiliary schools.
The statement had been made on good
authority that out of the 105,000,000
people in the United States only 20,
000,000 were fit for the duties of citi-
zenship. Fear had been expressed that
the leader class might become extinct.
Provision must be made for the super-
normal as well as for the sub-normal.
In closing, he urged the graduates of
Grade 12, to whom he presented cer-
tificates, to stay in their own province
and attend their own universities. He
deplored ‘the lack of organization for
this purpose. College men, he said,
ruled the world.

ETNA.

(Montreal Gazette.)

The alarming outbreak of Mount!

Etna, which has expelled thousands of
villagers from the homes and the vine-
yards whencé they wrested a living

from the flanks of the volcano, has of-|.

fered the world a fine example of hu-
man sympathy and fraternal co-opera-
tion. Instead of running about in
frantic circles, with outcries. of im-
potent despair, the folk of the region
have taken in hand systematically the
administration of relief to the horde of
refugees. Etna, in Sicily, which reaches
to a height of 10,768 feet, covers abouf
460 square miles and is ninety-one
miles around its base. FEruptions have
been frequent, and, indeed, Thucydides
refers to them in the eighth and fifth
centuries B. €., while Livy mentions
them in 125, 131 and 48 B. C. Etna is,
according to some authorities, older
than Vesuvius, and its eruptions are
prior to the glacial period in central
and northern Europe. The dwellers on
its slopes know well, from what they
have heard and read, the precarious
tenure of the rich lands below the rim
of that great ebullient cauldron. That
does not make eviction any more toler-
able when it comes. The margin is
very narrow between subsistence and
absolute destitution for many of the
hard-working, thrifty and self-respect-
ful people of Sicily; as in a few hours
the fire-mountain can destroy the
fruits of a lifetime of unremitting toil.
The King of Italy and Premier Mus-
solini are amongst the ranks of the res-
cuers lending encouragement and as-
sistance to the brave folk now left tem-
porarily homeless. The Saracens, the
Greeks and the Romans have ai re-
ferred to this mountain phenomena in
days long gone by. It is one of the
freaks of nature, but after thiy latest
harsh experience social history will re-
peat itself once more. As the French
farmers gradually found their way
back to their own hectares and reaped
again where war had sowed the
dragon’s teeth, even so the Sicilians will
pluckily resume the struggle for exist-
ence almost before the grotesque in-
fernal writhing of the lava flow is
stilled. In the unending warfare of
men with nature, the last word is not,
as_it seems, with the unscrutable im-
personal forces.

Why, indeed, should a man stay on
a police force at $2,000 a year when he
can make $4,000 as a mason? A gen-
eration ago there were about 50,000
policemen in the United States and the
brick and stone masons numbered 159,-
000. Now there are about 83,000
policemen and only 134,000 brick and
stone masons.

Since 1890 the ranks of the police
have gained 38,000 and the rdnks of the
masons have lost 25,000.

While boosts in
rents and other living costs are mount-
ing, Mr. Melanson says he has found
that although he is giving his employes
practically fifty weeks’- work a year,
they are unable to save anything.

Only
those who have been in my employ for
a period of six months or more shall be
eligible and it is agreed that all will
submit to the will of the majority.”

a message from her summer home in
St. Andrews.. Mrs. Clarke was taken
suddenly ill on Wednesday afternoon
with intestinal trouble and died about
6.80 o’clock this morning. Word of her
illness - was Yeceived by Judge
McKeown on his return home from at-
tending the opening ceremonies of the
new Al%:rt School last evening, and,
not believing that her condition was
serious, he planned on going to St. An-
drews today; news of her death this
morning was therefore a great shock
to him and to her many frierds in and
about tHe city. Judge McKeown had
spent the last week-end with his sister
and she was then in the best of health.

Mrs. Clarke was fifty years of age,
and was a daughter of the late Rev.
Hezekiah McKeown of St. Stephen. She
is survived by two daughters, Mrs.
Stewart Lane of Vancouver, and Mrs.
Louis Jarvis of Montreal. Mrs. Jarvis
was visiting her mother for a few
weeks and was with her when she took
stiddenly ill. She also leaves two broth-
ers, Chief Justice McKeown of this city
and Arthur W. McKeown, general
merchant of Divide, Montana; and two
sisters, Mrs. Campbell of Wallace, N.

Clarke was interred. His Honor will
have the sympathy of a wide circle of
friends in his acute and ‘sudden be-
reavement.

Question of Rights
~ To Lake Fishing

South Branch Matter to Be Test-
ed In Chancery Court—In-
junction Granted.

Whether a person 'owning shore
rights on a lake is privileged to fish in
all parts therein will be one of the
questions for considemﬁon-in the ‘mat-
tery of the South Branch-Fishing Club
vs. Linton, which will probably  be
heard in Chancery in September. An
injunction was issued by Mr. Justice
Grimmer on application of Barnhill,
Sanford and Harrison yesterday to re-
strain the defendant from fishing in
that portion of the South Branch over
which the club claims exclusive title.

The plaintiff club is composed of sev-
era] local residents ‘who have been us-
ing the south ‘branch of the Oromocto
for years. Some timé ago the defend-
ant, Thomas Linton, and others acquired
rights to other properties bordering
upon the lake and a very attractive
camp. was constructed on the site. The
question of riparian privileges as to
non-navigable waters where private
rights for fishing and other purposes
exist will be followed with interest in
both legal and sporting circles.
