policy, since there is no evidence what-
ever that several of them are not in
favor of distribution through the power
company’s system. They are alleged to
be now (since the primary election) in
favor of “civic distribution,” but that
may mean distribution through a plant
bought at an excestive price from the

* power confpany. Last night’s speakers

challenged the mayor and other candi-
dates to make an explicit statément on
this point, All have not yet done so.
“There is, as was pointed out last night,
a difference between civic distribution at
cost and civie distribution at Jowest cost;
and it is the latter the United Organiza~
tion demand. If the friends of the
power company can evade a plain declar-
etion and thelr candidates win next
Mond’ay on a false assumption , those
candidates afterward could safely chal-
lenge anybody to quote any plain or
definite statement of policy they had
made. ~ This will not do. The people
must protect themselves by rolling up on
Monday next a larger majority for civie
distribution at lowest possible cost than
they did two weeks before. The Mus-
quash development gives St. John the op-
portunity to get relief from excessive
charges made by the New Brunswick
Power Company for light and power.
There will be no relief if the power COm-~
pany and its friends have their way,
These friends are Very busy. They are
out to defeat the United Organizations.
They will spare no effort, nor will they
hesitate to use any canvass that may
catch a vote. It will not do, therefore,
for the people who want cheap light and
power to assume that the fight was won
in the primaries. A bigger majority
ghould be recorded on Monday next.

Messrs. McLellan and Phillips
Get Another Enthusiastic

Reception—Meeting Cheers
Prediction That Majority
Next Monday Will be

Much Greater Than It Was|y,

in Primaries—Citizens Ad-
vised to Scrutinize Attitude
of Candidates.

The clear cut enunciation of the issue
in the present civic elections given by
H. R. McLellan and Herbert Phillips
at the public meeting in the Pythian
Castle last evening disposed of the at-
tempt which has been made to obscure
the hydro issue since the primary elec-
tion ten days ago. The real issue, they
declared, was to insure the furnishing
of light and power from ‘Musquash hy-
dro-electric development to the people
of St. John at the lowest possible cost.
That meant that the power should be
purchased from the New Brunswick
Electric Power Commission and distri-
buted through a new system owned by
the city without regard to the New
Brunswick Power Company or its exist-
ing system.

Both speakers rejected the idea of
submitting the question of the purchase
of the Power Company’s plant to a

such purchase by subsequent arbitra-
tion.

The issue was civic control of the
power without truck or trade with the
Power Company, Mr. McLellan declar-

No hcraﬂ ‘Taxes.

Mr. Phillips completely disposed of
the argument resorted to by hydro op-
ponents that . civic distribution would
mean increased taxation, showing that
the wholé bill for civic power and ifs
distribution will be paid by the con-
sumers of light and power.

The policy the United Organizations
were working for and the policy Mr.
McLellan wes standing for, Mr. Phil-
lips declared, was a policy that should
insure in every possible detail that the
power from the Musquash development
should be distributed at the least possi-
ble cost and that the Power Company
was not to be considered. He declarcdl
that those who had apparently changed
their views should be examined with
the closest scrutiny to see whether they
were still moved by the same influences
as before. Some were so eager to have
the issue taken out of civic politics, Mr.
Phillips said, that they were making
every effort to have it appear that all

candidates were now standing on the
same platform. That was a long way
from the truth. They were talking of
distribution at cost, but the United Or-
ganizations stood for .distribution  at
the lowest possible cost. There was a
difference. ‘

The Citizens’ Policy.

“The policy the Unifed Organizations
are working for and the policy Mr. M
Lellan stands for,” declared Mr. Phillips,
“js a policy which shall insure, in every
possible detail, that the power from the
Musquash development shall be distrib-
uted at the least possible cost. It is a
policy that will take no cognizance of
the Power company—unless the Power
company has something to sell which
will tend to mdke the distribution of
power cheaper than it otherwise might

e

Mr. Phillips then proceeded to attack
the canvass to the effect that a civic dis-
tribution system in competition with the
Power company would mean an in-
creased tax on the people. It was an at-
tempt to confuse the issue and mislead
the people by intimidating them, he de-

ared. :

One plank in the United Organisa~
tion’s platform was that the power must
be sold at cost and without laying a
single additional dollar of taxatiom on
the ratepayers. The people who would
use the light and power must pay for it
z:t they would not be asked to pay any

ore than thé cost of it.

A Fifty Per Cent Cut.

The time which had already been lost,
he said, would constitute a serious handi-
cap to civic distribution. But this handi-
cap would shortly be overcome and at
the end of the fourth year he felt that
the results would justify the boast of
the United Organizations that power
could be sold at just fifty per cent less
than was now being charged by the New
Brunswick Power Company. }

According to the Kirby-Phillips re-
port, the total annual cost of a civic dis-
tribution system would be $322,600. Of
this amount some could be eliminated
for the first four years. For imstance,
the amount of $18,500 for sinking fund,
$25,000 for depreciation, $25,000 in taxes.
Moreover the provincial government had
consented to cut down the price during
the early years so that instead of the
cost of the enmergy being $120,000 it
would be $60,000. The deductions en-
abled the annual estimate of costs to be
reduced by $108,500, that is to say from
$822,500 to $219,000. But during the
first year operations would be carried
on for only a few months as the dis-
tribution system would not be ready.
The charge the first year, therefore,
would be about $120,000.

The assumption that a market would
be developed if the prices were right was
justified, He figured that during the re-
maining months of the first year, after
the distribution system was completed,
about twenty-five per cent of the busi-
neds would be secured. During the sec-
ond year he estimated that seventy-five
per cent of the load now carried by the
Power company would have been ac-
guired. During the third year he felt
safe in saying that all the Power com-
pany’s business would have been se-
cured. He thought this was not an op-
timistic statement if the civic enterprise
could sell the current at forty per cent
less than the company.

During the fourth year, by virtue of
price reductions, an additional market to
that now served by the company would
be built up, he said. Kensit, Ross,
Mitchell, all the engineers, had said that
the reduction of prices of power imme-
diately resulted in an increase in the
quantity used.

During this four-year period power
could be sold at an average of 6% cents
per k.w.h., which was forty per cent.

Before introducing Mr. McLellan, the
chairman declared that the united or-
ganizations fayored municipal owner-
ship under a commission.

There never was such an eagerness
to spend money as during the two years
of the present mayor’s regime. ‘When
the speaker was in the council he and
Mayor Frink spent a week trying to re-
duce the assessment $18,000.

Constantinople, March 19— (By mail—
The largest nut crop Asia Minor has
produced in eight years is harvested and
ready for shipment from this port. Fully
a third of the crop, which is chiefly fil-
berts, will go to America, while the bal-
ance will remain in Turkey.

Evicted Rome Women “Rush” Official’s
Office and Win Reinstatement.

Rome, April 19.—(Associated Press.)
—The ministry of the interior was the
scene of an exciting rent demonstration
when a small army of mothers, babies in

arms and leading small children, invaded
the ministry, despite the opposition of
the guards, who were unable to stop the
onrush - of the screaming, frenzied
women.
