London, Aug. 8—(Picardy battlefront)—According to 
advices received in London, the French and British forces 
which attacked this morning in the Picardy sector have ad­
vanced at some points to a depth of more than three miles.

The attack must have taken the Germans by surprise, as 
the weather has not been such as would generally be chosen 
for the commencement of new operations.

On Monday there was a continuous downpour of rain 
along the Amiens front, but advices stated that the British 
troops were congratulating themselves that the ground 
not as bad as they had experienced in Flanders, where shell 
craters were filled with water and there was no means of 
draining them.

On the French Front in France, Aug. 8—(By the Associated Press, 11 a. 
m.)—The attack is along the front between Albert and Montdidier. Satisfac­
tory progress was made despite strong enemy resistance.

The assault began exactly at dawn along a front of between forty and fifty 
kilometres and a success was scored immediately. The British advanced to­
ward Corlsy-Cailiy, on the south side o f the Somme east of Sailly-Larurette, and 
Marcelcave. The French advanced at the same time in the direction of Domuin 
and Aubericourt.

Along the French front the artillery preparation lasted for forty minutes, 
after which the troops left their trenches with wonderful dash. Before eight 
o'clock considerable progress had been recorded and all the first objectives have 
been attained.

Among the prisoners taken today were 
an officer and several privates from a 
fresh division which has just arrived 
from the German front in Flanders.

French peasants found by American 
soldiers in a cave near Ville Savoie, just 
south -of the Vesle, had been told by the 
Germans that if the Americans discov­
ered them the men would be killed and 
the women mistreated.

The Germans gave the peasants a let­
ter dated Fismes, Aug. 2, addressed to 
French army headquarters and purport­
ing to be signed by “the artillery com­
mander.” The letter said In part:

“We have received the announcements 
from airplanes. Thanks. We are not 
Russians, however.”

A reference to the American troops 
was contained in the letter, which was 
written in French. It said: “Do not 
count on the Americans. They will be 
your masters. Germany has so many 
soldiers that you will never win by force 
of arms. On the other hand Germany 
is ready to make peace with France at 
any time. France is her enemy which 
merits it the most.”

The advices indicate that the prin­
cipal force of the British stroke was 
exerted in the Villers-Bretonneux area, 
slightly to the southeast of Amiens, 
where Field Marshal Haig’s troops had 
an advantageous jumping-off place from 
the Villers-Bretonneux ridge.

The Germans seem to have haa 
knowledge of the plans of the Allied jurisdiction, 
commandeivin-chlef, for during the past 
ten days they have carried out three local 
retirements in the northern sectors of 
their line—two of these withdrawals 
being in the Picardy salient, one on each 
side of Albert, along the Ancre River 
and the other along the Avre River, 
north of Montdidier. In both cases the 
enemy retired to positions before which 
rivers form partial protections. \

The field over which the British are 
fighting today is familiar ground to them, 
but to the .south the French must force 
the enemy back from territory newly 
occupied during the March offensive.
Six miles to the westward they will 
come to the old battlefield of Picardy.

When the Germans withdrew in Feb­
ruary and March 1917, they destroyed 
every house and building in the evacu­
ated area, and cut down every tree.

TO RENGENERATE RUSSIA.
The intervention of the Allied coun­

tries in Siberia is deliberate and appar­
ently well-planned. Pains is taken to 
impress upon the minds of the Russians 
in Siberia and in the Murmansk region 
that the Allies have no desire to inter­
fere in the internal affairs of Russia} but 
only to assist them in ridding them­
selves of a common enemy. The Czecho­
slovaks are reported to be not only will­
ing but eager to accept aid and co-oper­
ation on this basis, and all over Russia 
there will be a response as soon as it 
has been made clear that the Czecho­
slovaks have a good chance of success. 
The government of Lenine and Trotsky 
has not delivered the goods. It does not 
stand for all the people, but has thus 
far maintained itself by sectional ap­
peals and a bitter denunciation of the 
former ruling classes. It has not hesi­
tated to commit crime and outrage to 
attain its ends, and its German friends 
have also used the iron hand ’ without 
mercy in their dealings with the Russian 
people. The Ukraine has felt the heavy 
hand of Germany, and is a seething mass 
of discontent There are great masses 
of people who are looking to the Czecho­
slovaks and the Allies for deliverance. 
The task is not easy. It will require 
time and tact and hard fighting, but 
Russia must be saved/ from Prussian 
domination, not only for Russia’s sake 
but for the sake of world peace. A Rus­
sia dominated by Germany would be a 
grave and constant menace, for it would 
give the Hun the opportunity of expan­
sion eastward and give him practical 
control of millions of men who might 
be drafted into his armies for a future 
great war. That danger must be re­
moved at all hazards, and the Allied in­
tervention is the right beginning.

THE WAR SITUATION.
At five o’clock this morning the Brit­

ish and French began an offensive south­
east of Amiens, and we are told the at­
tack is developing under favorable con­
ditions. There is much to be hoped for 
from this offensive, as Haig’s army is
in great fighting trim.

Today’s reports show that the French 
and Americans have gained further 
ground on the Ve&le River, and the view 
is again expressed that the enemy will 
not make a final stand short of the

Clarence River is of considerable strate­
gic value.

who knew most about the situation were 
the most anxious. Our losses were con­
siderable in men, in material and also in 
prisoners. -

“The second German blow might very 
well have overwhelmed the British army, 
but before the battle was over, in a 
fortnight's time 260,000 men were thrown 
across the channel and, in a month’s 
time 356,000. Every gun lost had been 
put back and every machine gun re­
placed. Not merely had the deficiency 
been supplied but the number had been 
increased.

“At this moment, there are more guns 
and more machine giuns with the army 
in F ranee than ever before. It was the 
first German miscalculation. They cal­
culated that We could not do it.

“We owe a debt of gratitude to a sec­
tion of the press for misleading tlie ene­
my. They led the Germans to believe 
that we had not been able to make up 
the deficiency, and the Germans made 
their plans accordingly.

“They hit here, they hit in the 
south, in the center and m the north 
whçre they thought they were de­
stroying the British army with no­
thing behind it. In six weeks they 
were hurled back and forced to stand 
still by the British army; they were 
defeated in two of the most sanguin­
ary battles of the war; they were 
left with unhealthy salients under 
the fire of our guns and with an 
extended line.
“Their purpose was to overwhelm the 

British army; they declared it and they 
announced it in their inspired press, but 
on the first of May they left us to go 
south to make another attack, for it 
could not be done in the north. It was 
one of the finest things in tenacious 
valor in the whole history of the Brit­
ish empire.

He referred 
particularly to what had been accomplished in the recent drive 
by the Allied forces on the Soissons-Rheims salient, to the 
destruction of German submarines, of which 150 had been 
accounted for since the war began—more than half of these 
in the last year—and the part the Americans now were play­
ing and would play later in the fight for the cause of democ­
racy.

Now, including the 
auxiliary fleet, it is 8,000,000. Were it not 
for this increase the seas might be 
barred for the commerce of the world.

The premier then referred to the other 
activities of the navy, such as convoy­
ing, patrolling, mine laying, mine 
sweeping and the chasing of submarines. 
It was here that he said one hundred 
and fifty German submarines had been 
destroyed, more than half of them in 
the last year.

“I wonder how many people under­
stand the number of men required to 
maintain and man the British navy and 
mercantile marine. There are at least 
1,500,000, probably 800,000 or 900,000 of 
whom are of military age. There was 
an attempt to comb out some of these

men, bnt It was found impossible, for 
to do so would be letting down the 
British fleet, and to let down the Brit­
ish fleet is to let down the Allies.

“I wish to point the necessity of not 
impairing in the slightest degree the ef­
ficiency, strength and growth of the 
British navy and mercantile marine.
During the past two years Germany has 
made two distinct attempts to force a 
decision—one on the land and one on the 
sea. The land offensive might have 
been disastrous, but the sea offensive, if 
it had succeeded, would have been final 
If the submarines had succeeded, our 
armies in France would have faded 
away. No Americans could have come 
over to assist us and the French troops.
Ammunition could not have been shipped 
and we could not have sent the necessary 
coal and materials to enable France and 
Italy to manufacture munitions.

“If France, Italy and Great Britain 
were threatened with starvation, the war 
would have been over before this stage 
had been reached. I do not wish to Both H 3 d DV S© fit © TV 
minimize in the least the great assist­
ance rendered by the American, French,
Italian and Japanese fleets, but the 
British fleet is so incomparably greater 
and its operations are on a scale of such 
greater magnitude that I must digress es­
pecially upon this point. Its importance 
and the immensity of its efforts in the 
war should be realized.

“Unless the Allies had been com­
pletely triumphant at sea from the 
outset of the war, no effort on the 
land could have saved them. The 
British fleet has been mainly respon­
sible for that complete triumph, 
which could not have been secured 
and maintained without gigantic 
efforts in men and material, Any 
distribution of resources Which 
would Impair in the least the effort 
would be ruinous to the forces of 
the Allies.
“I would like to point out, in dealing 

with the army and its growth, that the 
maintenance of the navy and the mer­
cantile marine is the first charge on the 
resources of the country. Our military

The Allied armies have obtained further sucesses over the Germans in fight- 

ing in the Soissons-Rheims sector and to the north in the Montdidier region and 
still further north in Flanders between the Lawe and Clarence Rivers.

East of the town of Braisne on the Vesle River, midway between Soissonj 
and Rheims, American and French troops, after the stiffest kind of fighting have 
crossed the river and held all the positions gained.

The French to the north of Rheims have penetrated the German positions 
for more than four hundred yards in the railroad beginning at Rheims and 
ning northeastward toward Rethel and northwestward to La on. In addition all 
the positions previusly gained by the Alied troops throughout the entire Rheims- 
Soissons sailent have been solidly held, notwithstanding counter attacks and 
the heavy artillery fire the enemy has poured down from the heights north of 
the Vesle upon their antagonists. Near where the Vesle enters the Aisne, east 
of Soissons, the French have overcome the resistance of the enemy and taken 
the village of Ciry-Salsogne.

HERE FROM ONTARIO.
An interesting visitor to the prov-

tion law in Honolulu. The Ramsay , 
brothers, as they are known in Hono­
lulu, are retired contractors and now 
heavily interested in the sugar cane 
business. f

Speaking of Honolulu, “the paradise 
of the Pacific," Mr. Ramsay said that he 
has lived in practically all parts of 
America, but no climate can compare 
with that of Honolulu. The tempera­
ture ranges from 72 to 85 degrees, and V 
is tempered by a sea breeze. In mid­
winter, he says, he often has gone out 
on his piazza in nothing but a very light 
suit of clothes and sat there by the 
hour gazing out on the boundless Paci- | 
fic, and recalling in his memory his 
childhood days spent at Riverside, N. j 
B. He says that he could picture the 
snowclad hills of New Brunswick and 
would recall vividly a St. John winter, i 
These reminiscences came to him on i 
many a winter day in Honolulu, espec- ! 
ially when the mercury would climb to 
about 85

Honolulu, tiie capital of Hawaii, is 
situated on Cahu Island, which is about 
thirty miles long and seven miles wide, 
and Mr. Ramsay believes, for its size, it 
is the most prosperous spot in the 
world. On the Island, he says, there 
are more than 8,00 automobiles. The 
chief industry ( is the production of cane 
sugar. Some of the plantations, he 
are as large as 4,000 acres and employ ; 
from 1,800 to 2,500 men. One planta­
tion he spoke of, the nearest to Hono­
lulu, will this year yiejkl about 50,000 
tons of raw sugar. There is an im­
mense water supply on the island and \ 
sowing can be done any time during the 
year. The schools in Honolulu are of 
the very best and the natives in many 
cases are pretty well educated. The lab- j 
oring work on the island is done chief­
ly by the natives.

Samuel Ramsay left St. John about 
forty-five years ago. He says that 
while he still has a yearning in his heart j 
for the land that gave him birth, yet 
Honolulu is home for hhn now. He is ! 
seventy years old and ha#; two sons liv- ! 
ing, one in the United States and the 
other in British Columbia.
