That is Outlook In

MEN SEE WIVES DIE

One, Clinging to Pile With Baby,
Sees Wife and Son Swept to
Death—Collapse Shows That
Timbers of Dock Were Rotten

(Canadian Press)

Buffalo, June 24—Five bodies and a list
of eighteen missing persons were brought
bere today by the medical examiner from
the scene of last night's dieaster at Eagle
Park, on the west shore of Grand Island,
about ten miles below Buffalo, where more
than 100 people were thrown into the
Niagara river by the collapse of an ex-
cursion dock.

The identified dead are: Mrs. Arthur
Mayer, Mrs. John Hayes, Ms. Lillie Kel-
logg, Celia Kelley,( nine years old; Mrs.
Agnes 8. Gallagher.

Missing and believed to have
drowned:

Mrs. August L. Helstrom and five-year-
old daughter, Mrs. Geo. MecKee and in-
fant son, Mre. Geo. Richmeyer, Norma
Richmeyer, ten years old; Miss Christine
Wacker, twenty years old; Mrs. Geo. Nest-
er, Mary Nester, thirteen years old; M}sa
Viola Senf, Miss Irene Thomas, Mrs. Ed-
ward Westphal, Mrs. Grace C. Heide, Mrs.
Chas. Zimmerman; Nora Mayer, four year
old daughter of Mrs. Arthur Mayer; Alice
Griffith, sixteen years old; Anthony Mey-
er, Miss Kate Wolff.

In the terror and confusion of the ac-
cident families became separated and
there is a faint hope that some of these
listed as missing may be found today.
Phere is little doubt, however, that the
list of dead will at least reach twenty.

George Richmeyer, who lost his wife
and ten year old son, saw them swept
clear of the wreckage by the current that
sweeps past the dock at the rate .cf ten
miles an hour, and carried away In the
gathering twilight.

The section of dock which gave way,
precipitating the crowd of men, women
and children into the river, was abon.xt
fifty feet in length and twer}ty-ﬁve feet in
width. The medical examiner, who ex-
amined the wreckage at dawn, found that
many of the jagged ends of tl‘le broken
planks were rotten, and .that directly be-
neath the collapsed portion of the struc-
ture there were no supporting piles. The
platform of two inch planks rested on
cedar beams, laid across the full width of
the dock, and many of these showed signs

REV. ROBERT
WILSON  DEAD

Venerable Methedist Minister
Passed Away Early This Mom-

Rev. Doctor Robert Wilson died this
morning at his home in Rockland road and
the news of his death will cause wide-
spread regret not only in St. John but
throughout the maritime provinces and in
many other parts of Canada. He had been
enjoying fairly good health although in-
convenienced by an attack of asthma.

It was thought to be but a tem-
porary attack of stomach trouble, but
about three o’clock this morning he passed
away.

Rev. Doctor Wilson was born in Eng-
land eighty years ago.

He has held pastorates
including Albert county, Port Elgin,
Marysville, Prince Edward Island and in
the Queen Square and Zion churches here.

Parker, the choice of the sub-committee
of arrangements did not meet this require-
ment, eeemed to leave little hope of an
agreement today, unless the Clark men
accepted some other candidate. Mr. Bry-
an and his supporters have as yet an-
nounced no candidate.

Some professed to see in the importance
Mr. Bryan attaches to this fight, a pur-
pose to seek the nomination himself and
test his strength at the very outset of the
convention deliberations. On this subject,
however, Mr. Bryan has been silent since
his arrival. His most worthy declaration
regarding candidates is that Clark and
Wilson were ‘“‘the leading candidates.”

only of this but of next year.

Wherever modern spraying
have not meen practised, the orchards
have suffered severely, while many of
them have been as completely denuded of
leaves as though a fire had gone through
them.

This, it is said by experts, while it may
not cause permanent damage to the trees,
will almost certainly greatly reduce the
crop, while the upsetting of ordinary leav-
ing conditions and the extra demands on
the trees to turn out a fresh supply of
leaves after the caterpillars have finish-
ed their work, will probably seriously af-
fect next season’s crop.

The Woman Chauffeur /

It is ome of the Ochta engineers, Mlle.
Elena H. Schummer, who has become a
professional chauffeur. She is a pretty, in-
telligent girl, twenty-three years old, a
kinswoman of a councillor of state, Admir-
sl Dubagoff, the notorius “misgavernor” of
Moscow in 1905-6. Mdlle Schummer ab-
andoned engineering for her new vocation
!n order to start feminism among the work-
ing classes. Beveral competent women had
tried to get chauffeur’s certificates and fail-
ed. Mdlle Schummer fought their claims
in the senate and won a decision that if
she passed the examination she eould drive
@ car. Attired in a dark blue dress and a
neat but coquettish hat, ghe pilots a hired
rutomobile about the capital.

Mdlle. A. M. Smuisloff is now first wo-
man professor of anatomy and professor of
the Bt. Petershurg Medico-Juridical Insti-
tute for Women. Only women study hera
but the professors so far have all been
men. Mdlle. Bmuisloff is daughter of a Don
Cossack. Bhe has the degree of dactor,
which is rarely granted to women by Rus-
sian univergities and she hag studied under
Professor Volkoff, the best Russian speci-
alist for internal diseases. The study of
forensic medicine by women here is a new
thing. It gives them the right to make
examinations and give expert evidence in
caseg of murder and mysterious death.

Russia now has 2,317 women doctors of
medieine and nearly 4,000 women dentists.
In many provincial towns the women den-
tists are the best and completely cig out
the men. Mest of them are Jewish. Last
autumn a womsn wag appointed chief san-
itary inapeetor of one of the Moscow dis-

tricts. The ‘Zemstvo,” which is the local| e

governing organ, has sinee made Doctor
Alexandra Drosdoff, a girl of nineteen,
chief medical inspector of the elementary
schools. The governor, who is a black re-
actionary, refused tp confirm the appoint-
ment on the ground that it ig illegal. The
guestion is now before the courts.

Everywhere reactionary officials are op-
posing the women doctor movement. Lack
of money makes it difficylt to contest their
prohibitions in court. Madame Rostehin-
Insaroff, one of the best and most soul-
ful of Russian actresses, and a keen femin-
inist, lately started a fund to defend fem-
irist interests. She collected enough money
to fight several important cases in the sens
ate, which is the highest authority on ques:
tions of law. Only a few were won.

The senate is under the influence of
Blinister of Justice Stcheglovitoff, a strong
reactionary in all affairs. - Prime Minister
Kokovtseff is more  sympathetic; he de-
fends the medicine movement and lately
promised to sfhrt a girls’ commercial high
school. However. he is against admitting
women to all professions.

Fraulein Kholienoff of Rostov-on-Don
is the woman ship-architect. She is the
daughter of a well-known ghip-owner who
thirty-lix years ago ran away with a
Turkish beauty said to have belonged to
the harem of Sultan Abdul Aziz, The
woman beeame a Christian, and the
Turks tried in vain to get her back. Mdile,
Kholienoff has navigated every part of
the Azoff and Black Seas, and has stud-
ied engineering, navigation, and naval
srchitecture. She superintended the build-
ing of two ships for her father and af-
terwards ran his business under the name
Kholienoff & Son. She passed a ship-
master’s examination both in Ruseia and
In Greece; but has failed to get a mast-
pr's certificate. .

Women Lawyers

Feminism is just now intensely excited
over the question of women lawyers. Heat-
ed debates are going on in the duma, and

Dorchester House occupies the site of a
much older building, which belonged to
the Earls of Dorchester, and is the near-
est approach to a palace which Park Lane
can show.

Splendidly furnished, its treasures of art
inclyde some priceless Turners, for which
the late Mre. Holford had a veritable
passion, while the Rembrandts hung upon
the walls of its picture gallery are among
the finest examples of that master’s art.

The Holfords descend from an ancient
Cheshire family. In the reign of Charles
I. they removed to Gloucestershire, acquir-
ing the Weston-Birt estate of some 15,000
acres, and which has remained in theit
poesession ever since, as their principal
seat. It is there that Sir George Holford
will take his bride.

The family in past days owed much of
their wealth to the West India trade. Sir
George Holford was a captain in the First
Life Guards when he became one of the
equerries of the late Duke of Clarence. On
the duke's death he joined the Household
of Edward VI., then Prince of Wales, in
a similar capacity, and has been contin-
ued in office by the present king. His
mother was one of the Lindsays of Bal-
carres, and one of his sisters is Lady Grey,
wife of a formér gavernor general of Can-
ada. He is a very good looking man of
fifty-two, with snow-white bair and mous-
tache. He is an art connoisseur, as be-
fita.a man whose art treasnies Have been
estimated at-more than $10,000,000; Indeed,
the fact that eo mueh of his 'préoperty is
tied up in these totally  unproductive col-
etions, has rendered him far less rich
than his predecessors.

He is rather ressrved in manner, and
shares with Joseph Chamberlain a fond-
ness for orchids.

Hie bride, Mrs. Jack Menzies, who is
not to be confused with Lord Saltoun’s
septuagenarian. sister of the same name,
is & daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Arthur
Wilson of Tranby Croft fame; a sister,
therefore, of Mise Muriel Wilson. On her
marriage to the late Jack Menaies, she re-
ceived from her father an' allowance of
$20,000 a year, and it is unlikely that this
will be to any extent ‘increased, judging
from the way that her uncle, the late Lord
Nunburnholme, dealt with his daughters.
Like all the Wilson girls, she has her fair

Wamen's progress is the only consolation
the Czar’s empire has for its palitical
and social stagnation. The poet Nekras-
soff’s saying is being realized: “Russiz will
never awaken till her women awaken.
Then she will awake with a yawn which
will be like an earthquake.”

\ mere courtier, and has seen a good deal of

service, both afloat and ashore. He was
severely wounded at the battle of Ulundi,
in South Africa, while acting as Naval
A. D. C. to Lord Chelmsford.

He is a son of the late Admiral Sir
Alexander Milne, who was for €o many
years one of the lords of the admiralty,
and a grandson of that Admiral Sir
David Milne , who was second in com-
mand ' of Lord Exmouth’s expedition
against Algiers in the early days of the
nineteenth century. . Sir/ Archibald . lie-
wise took part in the Egyptian campaign
of 1882.

He is principally known on this side
of the Atlantic, however, in connection
with an extraordinary encounter with
William Waldorf Astor.  Sir Archibald,
at the request of the Countess of Oxford,
who was Miss Corbin of New York, at
whose house he had heen dining, ®ecom-
panied her to a concert given by W. W.
Astor, at his house in Carlton House Ter-
race. On their arrival he was summarily
requested by Mr. Astor to leave his house
because he had not been asked by him.
The episode was made worse by the Pall
Mall Gazette containing on the following
day an intimation to the effect that Cap-
tain Milne had appeared at Mr. Astor's
house as an uninvited guest.

It is true that Mr. Astor had been pro-
voked beyond all endurance by finding
people whom he did not know from Adam
frequenting his entertainments, abusing
his hospitality, and ignoring him complete-
ly, and it was by a singular piece of mis-
fortune that he should have happened to
select so distinguished and popular an offi-
cer as Sir Archibald Milne as a scapegoat
for the others. Mr. Astor subsequently
apologized for the offensive paragraph in
the Pall Mall Gazette, and all unpleagsant-
ness in connection with the affair was
obliterated.

To what extent British peers are now
embarking in business projects, in order
to make up for Lloyd-George’s heavy
drain upon their resources—heretofore de-
rived mainly from land—is shown by the
will of the late Marquis of Waterford, pro-
bate of which has just been granted to the
executor, his uncle, Lord Charles Beres-
ford.

POTATO PERSILLADE.

A decorative ‘way' of cooking potatoes
is as follows: Peel large potatoes and with
a potato scoop cut out balls about the
size of an olive. .Cook elowly in boiling
salt water about 'tén’ minutes or until they
can be pierced without breaking. Drain
and shake carefully until dry. Pour over
them a tablespoonful of melted ‘butter,
then when- well coated roll in minced
parsley and sprinkle with’salt and pepper.

PECAXN .CAKES.

The ingredients irequired are one and a
half cupfuls of engar, six whole eggs and
two extra yolks, one cupful of pecans,
chopped fine, half eupful of citron, chop-
ped, half pound of grated chocolate, one
cupful of molasses, three cigfuls of flour,
one teaspoonful each of baking powdder,
cloves, and spices. Beat the yolks until
light, adding sugar gradually. Stir in the
molasses, then the flour sifted with the
baking powder. :Add the other ingredi-
ents, a little at a time, and lastly the stiff-
ly ‘whipped whites. This makes a stiff |
batter. Do not add .anything to make
thinner. Bake in a biscuit pan. Turn out
when done, and frost the top with an ic-
ing made of the extra egg whites and two
cupfuls confectioners’ sugar. When almost |
dry, cut into small squares. These are de-|
licious and will keep for weeks.

A Busy Day in The Conference
—Membership Roll Shows
8,641

Amherst, June 23—Saturday was a busy
day with the Nova Scotia conference of
the Methodist church here. The first meet-
ing was called to order at 9 o'clock with
President Asbury in the chair and from
that hour until in the afternoon confer-
ence was almost steadily in session.
That the Methodist body in Nova Geo-
tia s strongly in favor of church union
wag shown by the report of the committee
submitted “$0~the 'conference’ during  the
morning session. They showed that out
of 1,269 officials, 990 had cast their ballots
in favor of union and enly 215 against. A
large number of those not voting were
absent at the time the ballots were taken.
In the church—over eighteen years of age
—=6,345 had voted yea and 1,650 nay.

The total enrollment of membership in
all the churches in Nova Scotia is 8,841,
80 it is evident from the figures above that
the majority of Methodists are strougly
in favor of a closer union with the other
evangelical denominations.

The SBunday school repert from a finan-
cigl standpoint was very satisfactory. The
total amount raised during the year was
$12,774 an increase of $1,475 over the pre-
vioug year. This total was divided into a
number of classes. For BSunday school
purposes in Nova Scotia $8,352 was raised
This is an increase of $1,377 over the pre-
vious year. For the general Sunday school
fund of the dominion, the Methodist Sun-
day school of Nova Scotia had contributed
$431, which is an increase of $74 over the
previous year. For missions, the Sunday
schools in connection with the conference,
had raised $1,798, which is also an advance
over the previous year.

The committee on the sustentation fund
recommended an approprigtion of $2,017
for the coming year. This amount to be
distributed among the twenty-one circuits,
which would mean an increase in this fund
and bring the stipend paid to the minis-
ters and students for mission circuits up
to $725 a year.

Rev. J. W. McConnell, of Sydney, closed
the gession on Baturday morning by an
exceedingly able address on ministers and
missions.

A discussion of the supernumerary fund
was taken up in the aftérnoon and five
veteran ministers of the denomination
were placer on the supernumerary Lst
All of these men have given years of active
and faithful service to the ministry and
have stepped aside now an account of the
fact that their physical strength will not
permit them to carry on further labor.
Their names are as follows: Rev. E. E.
England, Rev. David Hickey, Rev, G. F.
Johnson, Rev. J. 8. Coffin and Rev. Will-
iam Ainley.

Vincent Zeppiro, a young Italian was
accepted by the conference and placed on
the probation list and given a three-

fellow country men at Sydney and will be
ordained in that town at a date in the
near future.

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A BUSY YEAR
The present is the busiest summer St.
Jobhn has known for many years. Not
merely are large public works under con-
struction but there is a fairly widespread
activity in building work. In addition to
the large works such as those at Cour-
tenay Bay and West St. John, and the
building of the:armory and the new brush
factory, one observes, in making a tour of
the city, that a great deal of minor im-
provement work is in progress. Here and
there a new building is being erected or
an old one enlarged or improved, and the
net result of the years’ work will be a
great improvement in the general condi-
tion of the city. The new buildings that
rre under construction at East St. John
give that ‘place an unaccustomed air of
busy life, and the number of such build-
Ings is gradually increasing. Several large
enterprises, which it was hoped would
have been undertaken in the early sum-
mer, have not yet taken sghape, but it is ex-
pected some of them will be got under way
before the summer is over. There is no
complaint about lack of employment for
men who are willing to work. For those
who do not desire work, and unfortunate-
’ ly there are such even in St. John, all
seasons are alike; but this is a year
of growth and activity, and that activity
, . will increase each year for some time to
. come. For quite a number of years past,
up to last year, with the exception of har-
-bor improvements, one year did not dif-
fer greatly from another in the experience
-of 8t. John citizens. There was a gradual
growth and improvemefit, but the popula-
tion did not increase as it should, nor was
there any comparison between this city
and the cities of the west. Indeed there
were many citizens who doubted very
-much if St. John was destined to experi-
! ence a period of expansion for many years
!to come. Perhaps if there had been a
fewer number of such doubting persons
there would have been more rapid develop-
ment. We learn to our surprise that they
'are not all dead even now, and that one
:of them occasionally gives himself a thrill
of satisfaction by “knocking” the town.
Happily the relation of St. John to the
great transportation system of Canada is
such that it must experience substantial
and even rapid growth during the next de-
cade. It is somethimes necessary still for an
outsider to come in and by his perfect con-
fidence in the future of the city and his
willingness to back his faith with his mon-
ey to open the eyes of some’ people who
live here, and who ought to know better
than any outsider what the city has to
offer and what it has a right to expect. The
spirit that makes western towns is needed
more and more in the east. There is much
more of it in evidence today than there
was a year or even six months ago, and
every citizen should encourage its growth.

RESIDENTIAL SECTION

- Where will the best, residential section
‘of the new St. John be located—east, west
gor north? It is a peculiar fact that al-
i though the city is congiderably over a hun-
‘dred years old its best residential section
has yet to be located. The city is unique
in this respect, and the condition is due
to the fact that the main portion of the
city has been crowded upon the peninsula
,which thrusts itself -down between the
-eastern and western harbors. In this par-
« ticular part of the city and along the head
{of the harbor there is much congestion of
‘population. As the city grows much that
is now residential must be given up to
warehouses and factories and business es-
{tablishments. Even as it is, as a shrewd
!western observer remarked after looking
over the situation, there is too large a pro-
portion of the people of the city living
up stairs. The time must come, and it will
mot be long deferred, when there will be a
rlarce residential section outside the pres-
lent city limits Wwith street car service
jwhere there is now nome. The view of
‘lmany seems to be that the growth of the
residential section will be north and west
rather than east, although the great works
lat East St. John will unquestionably lead
ito the establishment there of a great
many homes. There are, of course, fine
idential sections in the present city,
but the area is not large emough to pro-
|vide for anytjing llke the number of fine
‘wesidences which a city of even 100,000 to
150,000 inhabitants will require; and it
certainly will not be many years before
I8t. John reaches the 100,000 mark. Those
dealers in real estate who have secured
large blocks of property at what now ap-
pears to be some distance from the centre
of the city are not as wildly speculative
as some may be disposed to believe. They
really understand the situation. If the
city had no prospect of growth, lands
which are now changing hands at higher
prices would only be worth the price of
farm lands; but no thinking citizen doubts
for a moment now that the growth is com-
ing, and, as the present city is congested,
there must be expansion east, west and
north, and in one or more of these direc-
tions will eventually grow up a fine resi-
dential section such as one finds in all

large and growing cities.

INSURANCE ON' THE
VESSELS USING THE
SI. LAWRENGE ROUTE

An .lfnpo‘;tant Question for Hon.
Mt. Foster in England-—A Sug—

gestion

(Times Special Correspondence.)

London, June 11—Perhaps the most im-
portant question which the Hon. G. E.
Foster, Canadian minister of trade and
commerce, who arrived here yesterday,
will have to discuss with the authorities
in this country, is the question of marine
insurance rates on ehips using the St.
Lawrence river.

The matter has been the field of a dis-
cussion more or less bitter for some time,
and recently Canadian ship owners im-
ported a new element by announcing their
intention of establishing a Canadian
Lloyds to transact their insurance -busi-
ness. While it is admitted by under-writ-
ers here that the high insurance rates mili-
tate against traffic being garried up the
St. Lawrence, they meaintain that the busi-
ness is not remunerative, and that the ad-
vance in rates is due eolely to the de-
mands of a sound and profitable business.

A renewal of negotiations with Lloyds
is, therefore, considered necessary. Under-
writers, however, are hard to convince,
and the fact that this season opened with
an accident to a Manchester liner, bound
from Montreal, is net calculated to modify
their policy in this respect, even although
a big importer recently said that so far
as the ice danger is concerned the Cana-
dian passage is less hazardous than the
New York crossing.

Apart from the proposition to establish
a Canadian Lloyds, there is one sugges-
tion which meete with suppart on this
side, viz:—that the Canadian government
grant an appropriation to meet the extra
cost involved to ship owners who use the
8t. Lawrence ports. Along this line it is

believed the Canadian minister will be able| =~

to achieve the desired end. The under-
writers say that there is no reason why
they should have to accept risks at rates
which their experience tells them will re-
sult in loss, and are eagerly waiting to
see what plane Mr. Foster has to solve
the deadlock.

Bishop Sheepshanks, Recently
Dead, Was Pioneer Missionary
in British Columbia

(Times Special Correspondence.

London, June 11—The late Bishop
Sheepshanks, who died last week, at one
time, it is said, owned no shall portion
of the site of the City of Vancouver.
This was in 1859, when he was a mission-
ary in British Columbia, and before the
western city gave promise of the develop-
ment, which has made it among the most
important on the Pacific Coast.

A tall handsome man with a long flow-
ing beard, the bishop was a prominent
figure among English prelates. Early in
life he entered the mission field in British
Columbia. He relates in his books how he
slept on the ground for month after
month, and how he cobbled his own boots,
repaired his clothing and became an ex-
pert in cookery. -

He built the first (‘]ll)}'(‘h in the prov-
ince, andl when the building was burnt
down im 1865, he came to England to
raise money to rebuild the edifice, which
is now the cathedral for the province. His
books contain many interesting accounts
of his_travels through Siberia and Mon-
golia. He is believed to be the only white
man who witnessed the adoration of the
great Lama of Mongolia, at the sacred
city of Urga.

London Financier Has Encour-
aging Words on Awakening
In This Province

THE BOOM IN ST, JGHY

Speaks of GreatWorks in Progress
or to Come Here and Com-

ments on the Agricultural and
Mining Outlook -

(The Financier, London, England.)

Whatever may be said of the other mar-
itime provinces of Canada, New Bruns-
wick is, at the present juncture, very con-
picuously wide awake, prosperous, eager
and progressive. In the resources which
xfsuu]ly attract emigrants the province
hag never been conspicuously to the front.
It has an ample area of agricultural and
grazing land, far beyond its domestic re-
guirements for many years to come, but
it lacks the open expanse of territory
where good virgin soil can be had for the
asking which irresistibly draws the home-
seeker to the great west.

Yet, unmistakably, New Brunswick not
only has prodigious possibilities, but her
people are thoroughly alive to them. There
has been of late, at St. John, and all
through the province, an awakening such
as- has never occurred in the memory of
the oldest inhabitant—and some of the
New Brunswickians live to a, remarkable
old age. Never before have so many big
industrials and commercial projects been
taken up. One of the most important fae-
tors—perhaps the most important—in this
unaccustomed activity is the . immediate
prospect\of St. John becoming an entrepot
and a great port, certain to attract large
amounts of capital and a far greater popu-
lation than is the, case now. Tts geo-
graphical position iﬂ in relation to trans-
atlantic shipping and the Canadian railway
system, of a commanding character.

In St. John

In the city itself there appears to be a
vigorous movement and a determination
to make the most of the great opportuni-
ties which are looming up. It is alleged
that the outlook in real estate is brighter
in St. John than in any other city in Can-
ada. It is confidently expected that the
city will become a great summer port, as
well as a winter one. Certain things of
first-glass importance are happening which
give support to such anticipations. Con-
tracts ‘are alréady made, or about to be
made, which, exclusive of any further de-
velopments, appear to ensure the expendi-
ture of large sums of money in the city
and the demand for more labor on a con-
siderable scale. Among others, the follow-

0, last year the gypsuffi industry at Plas-
ter Rock, in Victorig eotinty, was revive
and about 10,000 tons o& ¢ product ship-
ped to Montreal end wa. -As these
works are on & branch of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, they will probably con-
tinue in active and progressive operation.

Coal mining is also going ahead, and an
agreement in connection with the construe-
tion of a railway from Fredericton to Min-
to, in the Queens county coalfields, pro-
vides that, after the’ railway has been
finished, which is expécted to be accom-
plished about November next, the railway
company will carry from the mines 50,000
tons of coal per annum for at least ten
years. It is anticipated that the coal in-
dustry will be largely developed in other
directions during the year. A recent in-
spection in Queens county resulted in a
report that there was plenty of coal, whe-
ther any lower seams were found or not,
but the provincial government was recom-
mended to bore to.a depth of 1,000 feet to
discover whether there are any lower
seams.

Oil Shales

Much attention is being given to the oil
shales in Albert county, but we have no
new facts before us of any great import-
ance, though evidently there is a local im-
pression that great things are in store. 1t
appears to be popularly eupposed that it
is only mnecessary to bring a sufficient
amount of capital to bear to create an
enormous industry in connection with this
shale oil. The people in the district are
beginning to look forward to the produc-
tion of the oil in such quantities, and so
cheaply, that New Brumswick will become

thig year $25,000 for immigration. A cen-|
tral bureau of information was advocated,
with a staff, including members qualified
to visit settlers in new districts, to advise
them, and to assist in carrying out a pol-
icy for providing state loans to farmers,
which would guarantee absolute security
to the province. This would enable young
men to engage in agricultural pursuits,
and so increase the farming population of
New Brunswick.

The New Brunswick Legislature have
recently had submitted to them some in-
teresting reports giving particulars &f the
resources. of the province. One of these|
shows that the territorial revenue of thel
province last year. derived from timber
{lands owned by the province, and from
| mining leases and royalty, fishing leases,
| game licenses, and some minor sources, '
amounted to $528,439, of which more than
$450,000 was derived from the timber
lands, chiefly for stumpage dues on over
308,000,000 feet of logs cut on crown lands.
The territorial revenue of the provihce
has increased $268,503 in five years. The
lumbermen only need a good log-driving
season to provide the mills with a good
supply for the year’s sawing. The con-
struction of the 8t. John Valley Railway
is expected to give an impetus to the
manufacture of hardwood lumber, as the
line will open up some good hardwood tim-
ber lands.

Mining

During last year one of the most import- |
ant developments in mining in the prov-
ince was in connection with the Canada!
Iron Corporation, which mined in Glou- !
cester county about 85,000 tons of ore, of
which 30,000 were exported’ Some 60 new
dwellings have been erected at the mines,
several hundreds of men are already em-|
ployed, and this year large additions to

the greatest power centre in Canada. Cer-

tainly, if ehale oil, even of the lowest’

grade, can be produced cheaply and the
fuel is intelligently used on the spot for
conversion into power and current,
consgjuences which might ensue in the
way of developing industries of all de-
scriptions throughout the province are be-
yond calculation. But we think it has
vet to be proved that the oil in quanti-

ties is there.
Fisheries, Fruit, and Transport

1t appears that the sardine-herring catch
during the winter has been unusually large,
and a new sardine factory is being erected
near St. Andrews, and another is in view,
which will be probably commenced in Au-
gust. Naturally, the success of the fisher-
men will help the impetus of improving
trade along the coast. For generations, the
apples of New Brunswick have been fam-
ous, but the quantity prodiced has not
been overwhelming, and though there has
been an export trade, it has been of very
modest proportiorn.

It is now considered the time has ar-
rived when orchards should be planted
and improved in accordance with up-to-
date ideas, and there appears every proba-
bility of the industry being extended very
considerably. Needless to say, if this
takes place the simultaneous growth of St.

ment of the city business generally, will
tend to create an excellent market for
all the fruit which can be produced. Then
there is the question of internal transport.
In any case the Grand Trunk Railway ex-
tension will open up some very good coun-
try, and stimulate extended settlement, but
in addition to that there s a strong feel-
ing in the province that eeveral local lines
should be built as quickly as possible in
order that the marketing of local produce
can be made easier and more profitable.
Besides which, a great deal of land

Another circumstance which has made for
good business in the province has been
the extraordinary dem&nd_for potatoes,
both from the upper provinces and from
the West Indies.

FARM WOMEN'S CLUBS
IN'THE UNITED STATES

Though much attention hag in recent
years been given to political and  social
problems as they affect women, yet the
rural element was generally somewhat
neglected until the rural exodus began to
take place. This has occurred in the
United States especially, where many wo-
men have left thg country districts, and it
has therefore been necessary to make ener-
getic effortsa to improve the conditions
of those who remain. An article in the
April number of the “Bulletin of Eco-
nomic and Social - Intelligence, published
by the International Institute of Agricui-
ture, Rome, deals with this subject and
describes more especially the work of the
Farmwomen’s Clubs in this direction.

In fact, besides the educative efforts
made on behalf of the rural female ele-
ment of the States in schools, colleges and
agricultural universities, supplemented b
the Women Farmers’ Institutes, and the
work of great associations, especially of
that of the Grange, in which men and wo-
men have equal righte and duties, the ap-
parently humble work of the Farmwom-
en’s Clubs are very important. These
unions form a remedy derived directly
from the needs felt by the women of the
country districts, and can therefore reach
where neither .the work of the govern-
ment nor that of the great associations
can penetrate.

The farmwomen’s clubs have assumed
various forms in the United States, but
their efforts are specially directed to three
principal objects, viz. (a) the artificial
creation among the women of rural dis-
tricts of thoss social relations which,
whether owing to recent immigration or
to the long distances betwwsen the farm-
houses, could ‘not otherwige arige among
them; (b) the variation of the monotony
of domestic occupations by some kind of
recreation, the want of which leads mang
country women to prefer city life; (¢) the
enrichment of the minds of the aomen by
a reciprocal exchange of useful information
and knowledge.

This threefold work is carried on in the
most varied ways among the women’s
clubs in the United States, which are of-
ten admirable for the ingenuity, simplicity
and utility of their methods. Many of
them are described in the above-mention-
ed article, to which we refer our read-
ers, because their example might well be
followed by the farm women of othex
countries.

Chicago, June 23—With nearly 350 of
the Roosevelt delegates declining to vote
and hastening away at adjournment time
to tender to Col. Theodore Roosevelt the
nomination of a new party, the fifteenth
Republican national convention at theend
of & long and tumultuous session tonight
renominated William H:  Taft, of Ohio,
for president, and James Schoolcraft Sher-
man, of New York, for vee-president.

President Taft received 561 of the 1,078
votes in the convention, or 21 more than
& majority.

The decigion of the Roosevelt people,
under direction of their leader, to refrain
from voting, left no other candidate near
the president.

The announcement of the Taft victory
was greeted with cheering from his ad-
herents and groans and hisses from the
opposition.

The convention, amid much confusion,
adjourned sine die.

At no time was there an indication of
a walkout of Roosevelt delegates. As a
rule they expressed their revolt by silence.

Roosevelt in accepting the nom-
ination, said he did so on the understand-
ing that he would willingly step aside if
it should be the desire of the new party
when organized to select another standard
bearer.

ceived by them from the English-speakinyg
countries the world over. . Much of this
financial support has come from extremists
and to obtain it extreme views have bean
given utterance to, and .in Ireland, unfor-
|tunately, extremes of agitation resorted
ito. No one can possibly -condemn many
tof the speeches and much of the agitation
more than I do. So_ much for the past.

“The Liberal party has brought in this
bill now before the House of Commons.
Its more strenuous opponent cannot say
that it is separation,and if an act of par-
liament means anything, this bill never
can lead to separation.

“In its details this bill may be unwork-
able, its finance may be bad, and it cer-
tainly will require amendment in many
ways. The entire Nationalist party have
accepted this bill in full discharge of all
their claims to self-government. The House
of Lords will doubtless refuse to pass any
bill, no matter how amended, that can
be called home rule. So much for the
present. ’ 3

- RESTING PLACE

Statue That Wins Hearts of
Girl Visitors To
' London

1T, HITORY INTERESTING

Hidden. By Wily Brazier Untl
Atfter Resteration, and he Made
a Pretty Penny Out of it--Prob-
ably Finest in Empire Metro-
polis : o

_ (Times Special Correspondence)

London, Jiune 14—Every girl traveler who
comes to London loses her heart. Lhe
thief is a king, a handsome king, with
flowing locks and pointed beard, who sits,
astride of a restive steed, looking- down
Whitehall, - probably at ' the place there
where his royal head was chopped off
nearly 300 years ago. He has been sitting
there ever since the restoration, but now
he has to “move on,” being in the way
of improvements which are to be made in
Charing Cross, where he and his steed sur-
mount a pedestal.
The swains of the  girls who come to
London and fall in love with this eques-
trian° monarch—King Charles I, no other
—will be relieved to hear that he is only
a statue. The damsels, however, may be
complimented on their taste, for this
bronze effigy of the “‘martyr king,” as a
lot of folk regard him, is considered by ex-
perts to be the latest chapter in a queer
and chequered history.

The work of a sculptor named Le Suer,
the statue was, cast in 1633, when King
Charles was. securely on the-throne, but
it had not been erected when the civil
war ‘broke out, and, by order of the par-
liament, was sold as “scrap,” to a brazier
with the appropriate name of Rivett. Riv-
ette was what is known in the slang of
the day as a ‘“‘wise guy.” After the execu-
tion of the king there was a keen demand
for relics of him, and the brazier did 4
land-offce business in selling knives and
forks with bronze handles, which were sup-
posed to be made out of the statue.

As a matter of fact, instead of melting
it down, Rivett, with a keen eye to the
future, kept the effigy, absolutely intact,
in his garden in Holborn, and  when the,
restoration brought the son of Charles I
to the throne, the wily brazier sold it back
to the crown at a fancy price, and in 1674
it was set up on the site at Charing Cross,
where it has stood ever since.

There is no better way. of getting be-
spattered with London mud from head to
foot than to stand and admire the statue
ion a wet day in winter, in the midst of
i the welter of traffic that pours into Char-
ing Cross from all points of the compass.

Incidentally this fine effigy of the “royal
martyr,” ‘is ‘an’ amusing and also rather
strikipg example of the almost limitless
liberty that exists in this country. It was
on January 30, 1649, that King Charles
stepped out upon the scaffold from a win-
déw of the old banqueting hall of thepal-
ace built by Cardinal Wolsey in Whitehall,
—whild, according. to Dumas, the Comte
de la’ Fere, hiding under the
structure, awaited the historic ‘‘Remem-
ber,”—and on the anniversary of this date
every year, the English “Legitimists,” or
Jacobites, -decorated. the pedestal of the
statue with memorial wreaths, to which

The “Legitimists,” you must understand,
maintain that ‘the present English royal
family has no 'business to be such, assert-
ing that the lineal descendants of the
Stuarts, ‘indtead of the  Saxe-Coburgs,
should be the' reigning house today, in
which case England would have a gqueen
in the person of Marie d’Est, daughter in-
law of the present Prince Regent of Ba-
varig.
Thus the memorial wreaths which annu-
ally bedeck the Iling Charles stgtue are
so many symbols of disloyalty to' the pres-
ent’ occupant of the throne, and probably
would ‘be torn down ‘in no time by loyal
adherents of King George were they not
protected zealously by sturdy ‘‘bobbies”
representing the very gqvernment against
whom these protests are made. It is a
ccmic,_ opera situation for which probably
'no other country could show a parallel,
and is on a par with the police protection
‘of the spouters in Hyde Park and other
places in London who frequently are ad-
vocating open ‘anarchy and revolution.

IN FAMINE INRUSSI

Scurvey Has Broken Out in Places
— Awful Sight in One Home

St. Petersburg, June 24—Dr. David So-
skice, writing to the Russian famine re-
lief committee, gives extracts from the
Russian press, showing a deplorable condi-
tion of things in Russia. ¢

According to these extracts, in the prov-
ince of Saratov many peasants possess, lit-
erally, not a rag- of clothing in which to
leave their huts. In‘the village of Feod-
orovka the school master eays the chil-
dren have become ‘“‘as transparent as wax,”
and answer question at their lessons by
piteous supplications for food. . :

In the villdge of Mariusk, a little girl
perpetually begged her mother for food,
The unhappy mother,  who herself had
tasted nothing for seversl days, becamd
suddenly deranged at’ the sight of: her
child’s torments and, flinging herself -upon
it, began gnawing at it llke a savage
beast.

In the Steppes of Samara the population
is suffering from scurvy. In the village
of Glushitza, a doctor attending to 'the
scurvy stricken found a woman dying in
a hut which was half ruined. Not one
tooth was left in her head (scurvy first of
all attacks the teeth.) There were five
children lying motionless side .by . side:
The mother said she gave them bread
when she could. Upon examination two
of the children were found to be already
suffering from typhoid. Their dying me-
ther looked d ehrivelled old woman, though
she was only twenty-eight. Y

“The distress here is frightful,” says
Mme. Orlova, writing from Samara, “and
the most terrible thing is that the Bash-
kir peasants have .lost all hope of euccor.
They stretch themselves out:in rows upon
the floor of their huts dnd wait silently
for death.” i . ;
