The Canadian manufacturers will 
largely increase their purchases of pulp, 
wood from private holders of puipwood 
lands in Ontario, Quebec and .New Bruns­
wick, with a view to enabling them to ex­
port free of duty into the United States 
the paper manufactured therefrom. U.*W. 

Co, 
says that the present exports of pulp and 
paper, amounting last year to about 60,000 
tons, will probably be more than trebled 
within the next twelve months.

100 cubic feet of these fumes, that they 
appeared to " be “not merely antiseptics, 
but also germicides.”

His report continued: “This confirms 
the opinion which I expressed as to the 
action df the futoes. These fumes evi­
dently, when inhaled, come in contact 
with the tubercule bacilli and reduce their 
vitality, or may even-kill them, while, ac­
cording to the investigations of Mr. Bry­
ant, these fumes do not injuriously affect 
the human organism.

Mr. Bryant says that a well-known Leeds 
man has offered to provide $50,000 for the 
foundation of a sanitarium for treatment 
by means of the fumes, if the report to 
the local government board proves favor­
able.

Birmingham, Eng.. Aug. 14— Radium, 
welcomed only a few years ago as with­
out parallel in the realms of scientific dis­
covery, has a rival. Already its fame is 
being challenged by a cheaper substance 
which is believed to possess all its won-' 
derful properties. So said Deane But­
cher, in an address to one of the section­
al meetings of the British Medical As­
sociation's Congress.

“Happily," he declared, “in the treat­
ment of malignant growth by. electron 
bombardmen.t, we are no longer restricted 
to the use of but one radio-active suo- 
stance. The recent work of Dr. Hahn 
has shown that some of the derivatives of 
thoriipn—especially mesothoriiim—are even 
more active than radium. We may hope 
that in a short time we may be in posses­
sion of a radio-active substance which is 
not only much cheaper, but also much 
more plentiful than its rival.”

Bisleti, 
major domo of the Vatican, the Pope ask­
ed for Cardinal De Lai, secretary of the 
consistorial congregation with whom he 
wished to discuss several questions relating 
to the church in America.

The reports that Archbishop James Ed­
ward Quigley of Chicago, has been elevated 
to the cardinalate are stated to be wholly 
unfounded. The Pope, it is asserted, has 
never even considered holding a consistory 
for such a purpose. It ie generally known 
that, because of this year's celebration of 
the jubilee of Calian unity, a consistory 
would not be held before December at the 
earliest, while it is more likely to be held 
next year. At. that .time, .although there 
are twenty-two vacancies in the cardinalate 
it is believed that no American will receive 
a red hat.

Ulysses Salis was at the head of 
the Grison republic in 1792, and arresting 
the French envoy M. de Semoitville; on ac­
count, of his intrigues, turned him over 
to the Austrians, being subsequently forc­
ed to flee for his life to Vienna, in . Order 
to escape the vengeance of the French.

thirty years. Princess Helen is twenty- 
seven years of age, and since her father 
•became King of Setvia, has divided her 
time between Belgrade, where she did the 
honors of his court, and Italy, where she 
made her home for several months each 
year, with lier aunt, Queen Helen of Italy. 
Indeed, it is at the royal Italian castle of 
Racconigi, in Piedmont, that the Princess's 
official betrothal has taken place.

Princess Helen’s fianbe’ is Prince John 
Constantinovitch, eldest son of the Grand- 
iluke Constantine Constantinovitch, who 
lias been frequently described in these let­
ters as the poet of the house of Romanoff, 
as the translator of most of Shakespeare’s 
works into Russian, and as President of 
the Imperial Academy of Sciences of Rus­
sia.

The people of New Brunswick, are being

Brown’s Spearmint Tooth PasteJames F. Chapter, News Editor of the 
Westminster Gazette, and a member of 
the party of British journalists who will 
come here on the 16th inst.„ has had a 
long and varied experience as journalist. 
He was born in Southshields, Durham 
county, in the year 1666, and educated at 
the Barnes school, vroere he served as a 
pupil teacher.

Lat­
er, when the proprietor of the Newcastle 
Evening News decided to start a half­
penny morning paper, Mr. Chapter was 
given charge of the new venture, in the 
capacity of acting editor of the Morning 
Mail.

With this publication he remained, and 
under his supervision it became a flourish- 
ingx newspaper. In different capacities he 
served on several other leading London pa­
pers, until in the year 1900, he became a 
member of the staff of the Westminster 
Gazette, with which paper he is still con­
nected. The better part of Mr. Chapter’s 
life has been spent in journalistic work, 
and as an interviewer and descriptive writ­
er he is well and favorably known in the 
journalistic field. The Westminster Gaz­
ette needs no introduction, the quality 
of its general news, and editorials being 
such that it has gained a numerous fol­
lowing and has attained a high place 
amon-g British journals. This is Mr. Chap­
ter’s first visit to Canada in the capacity 
of a journalist, and his wide experience 
will enable him to place conditions in Can­
ada in an interesting manner before the 
public.

bless him! He says where you have a 
free list there can be no preference. Was 
the preference the work of Mr. Ames and j 
his friends? Did they not determinedly 
oppose it? When the measure was inevit­
able did they not do their best and with 
some success, to emasculate it? Did not 
Mr. Ames constitute himself special Can­
adian ambassador to Great Britain and 
proclaim in speeches there that Canada 
had given the English all the preference 
she was going to give. Now, if Mr. Ames 
wants a British preference, there is still 
abundant room for it. We can show him 
where it can be made a much more sub­
stantial thing than any of the duties the 
reciprocity agreement could possibly give 
it, if these remained towards the United 
States and were entirely removed towards 
Great Britain, 
enough that the free list under the agree­
ment makes not the slightest difference to 
Great Britain. It may, however, be fairly 
claimed that it gives Great Britain a claim 
for increased preference, 
on which we insist. But when that is pro­
posed we shall find Mr. Ames as stoutly 
against it as Lord Halsbury has been 
against the veto bill.
