IRISH POTATO BLIGHT.

Every Exerllon Being Made to Avert a

A late Dublin despatch says that on ac­
count of the potato blight prices have al­
ready douoled at Westport,where theguar- 
dians and the government are making 
exertions to avert a disaster. The blight 
has spread over the whole cf Galway. It 
is not confined to any particular soil 
The blight is due partly to the sowing of 
old seed in old ground, but mostly to the 
rainy season. In the worst districts the 
stalks are withered. In five out of six 
examinations there were no roots, and in 
the sixth case the tubers were only the 
size of marbles. Michael Davitt writes 
to suggest that something be done to re­
place potatoes with such vegetables as 
will make food between now and March, 
and he asks suggestions without delay 
from those who are qualified to give ad­
vice.

The Japanese Village.
The opening reception of the “Japs” 

at St. Andrew’s rink last night was very 
largely attended. The hall has been 
literally transformed in appearance 
being profusely decorated with Japanese 
articles of ornament, including huge 
umbrellas, lanterns &c. There are eight 
arc electric lights and nine incandescent 
lights in operation and these in combi­
nation with the bright eastern colors 
produced a pleasing brilliant effect 
There are nine booths five of which pre 
occupied Japanese, viz to the immediate 
right oftbeenterance there is the jewel­
ler at work, next is the fan and fancy 
goods booth in charge of Mr. 
Hayàshigi the interperter, next the 
embroiderer, next the potter and at the 
extreme right is the painter. First on 
the left of the entrance is the crayon art­
ist who makes portraits in a few minutes; 
next this booth is that of Mad Wilsey 
who engraves on glass, then the fortune 
teller’s booth and on the extreme left a 
confectionary booth where the process 
of candy making is fully seen. Quite a 
lively business was done at each booth 
during the evening the prices being rea­
sonable and each visitor being desirous 
of procuring some souvenir of the visit 
to the village. There is also a stage 
performance by Oscar and Louise Shar­
per" the former a bell ringer and humor­
ist and the latter a performer on the 
bells, musical glasses, cornet 
This is followed by a Punch and Judÿ 
exhibition. The village is very interest- 
ing and well worth visiting. The recej*- 
tions are from 2 to 5.30 each week day 
afternoon and from 7 to 10 o’clock each 
evening.

Another Yacht Arrives.
The Boston Yacht Jathniel steamed 

up the harbor this afternoon and went 
into Magee’s slip to coal up. The “Jath- 
neil” is the pleasure yacht of Mr. D. 8. 
Ford of Boston who with his family 
and a few guests are on a cruise of the 
coast They have taken in Bar Harbor 
and other points of interest between 
here and Boston, and are now going to 
visit St John fur a day or two and then 
cruise the St. John river as far up as their 
beautiful little vessel will go. The Jath­
niel is without doubt the finest pleasure 
yacht ever seen in St. John. She is 
schooner rigged, the masts being quite 
lofty, and has engines that whirl her 
propeller so rapidly that her av­
erage speed is 14 knots an hour. She is 
135 feet long, 19 feet wide and draws 10 
feet of water. The Jathniel is built of 
steel and is a very sharp and pretty 
model. Her furnishings are very rich 
and comfortable. The apartments are 
nearly all below deck and nearly all the 
woodwork is finely polished mahogany. 
Captain G. E. Nutter keeps the crew 
of 15 young men busy and their 
work shows to advantage in 
the scrupulously clean appearance, 
the polished brass fittings and the white 
holystoned deck.

we could boil eggs and potatoes by 
simply throwing them overboard.

A Flatboat Healed Hundreds of Miles 
by a Mad Cat.

The Ananias Club welcomed Patrol­

man Brady back from New Orleans with 
the verselet that opens this chapter 
he walked into the club room last night 
puffing a cigarette. He was fined $10, 
but threw the dude stick away when the 
President remitted the fine.

New Orleans is a right smart place,” 
said the patrolman “ and has undergone 
many changes since last I saw it I 
visited New Orleans about seventy years 
ago. I was only 30 years old then, but 
I remember everything relating to my 
trip.with great distinctness. We didn’t 
have any mile-a-minute vestibule trains 
nor did we have any smash-ups on rotten 
trestles nor jumping off of tracks on bad 
curves. My first trip was made down 
the river on a flatboat called the Duke 
Orleans. She was a square-bowed, flat- 
bottom craft thsfc was capable ef great 
speed, but was so confounded lazy that 
about three miles an hour was the best 
she would do in a high wind and fast 
current We were floating down the 
Mississippi one bright summer day. I 
was steering and on the front end of the 
boat some of my companions were play­
ing draw poker two-call-five without 
a limit Suddenly I perceived something 
ahead of us directly in the channel.

“What’s that, Jack?” I yelled to a man 
for ’ard. Without looking back he shouted 
back;

“An ace full on kings---------”
“No, no,” I shouted “I mean What’s 

that in the river ahead of us ?”
“A snag” responded Jack. “Throw your 

tiller hard to larboard and you’ll miss it’ 
Just then the supposed snag disappeared 
for an instant and then bobbed up 
again a few hundred feet down the river.
I was not setisfied and calling one of the 
boys to take the sweep, I went to the 
bow of the boat I saw what the object 
was. It was coming directly for the boat.

“Lend a hand here,” boys, I shouted.
“What’s the matter, Jim ?’ asked one.
“Catfish” was all11 said. But that was 

enough. The game was broken up in an 
instant, and the crew, with pale faces 
began buckling on life preservers for a 
collision in midstream with Mississippi 
River bull catfish is no trifling affair 
I did not propose to give up our boat so 
easily,and drawing a pistol I fired at the 
approaching monster. I saw the bullet 
strike his mailed back and fall off into 
the muddy water. The fish was lashing 
the water into foam and I could see its 
eyes fastened with a wicked glare on 
our frail craft There was not much time 
to lose. A few moments and we would be 
lost Then I thought of something. The 
fish was within fifty feet of our boat. 
Snatching the anchor I hurled it at the 
approching terror. True to my aim the 
heavy iron struck the fish on the lower 
jaw. Thinking evidently that it was 
good to eat the fish attempted to 
swallow the anchor but the flukes caught 
in his gullet and, leaping half out of the 
water, the huge fish turned and started 
down stream. Quick as lightning I gave 
the anchor rope three turns around the 
‘sampson posts’ and as it pulled taut we 
began to move through the water with 
great speed. The now frightened fish 
made thé most desperate efforts to 
release itself. The anchor was evidently 
lacerating its throat and it must be suffer­
ing great pain. First to one side then 
to anot her, down to the bottom of the 
river, then springing five or six feet in 
the air cavorted the fish. The yellow 
water was blood streaked foam from bank 
to bank, and the waves rolled up the 
bank with a wicked swish. As may be 
well imagined our craft was moving 
through the water in a terrific manner; 
sometimes we would'sail through the air 
two feet above the river and again be 
two feet below the surface. Talk about 
lightning express and fast vesibule trains;

we were going.

“All at once smoke began issuing from 
the starboard side of the boat A new 
danger confronted us. We were going so 
fast through the water that the friction 
had set our craft on fire.
