S Thu proposal to make the building of 
a free bridge at Navy Island a portion of 
the union bill is one that should be vigor­
ously resisted by our representatives 
in the House of Assembly. There is no 
good reason moral or legal why St. John 
cast and Portland should be compiled 
to spend $300,000, or any similar sum in 
such a work ns that demanded by the 
Carleton jteople. When the people of St, 
John and Portland voted for union, they 
did not vote to build a bridge or to run a 
free ferry; they voted on the scheme of 
union as it was submitted to them by the 
commissioners, and it would be a gross 
breach of faith with them to 
alter the terms on which they agreed to 
unite, in any essential particular. An 
expenditure of $300,000 for a free bridge 
would mean the payment of $12,000 a 
year for interest alone for ever, or about 
$20 a year for every voter in Carleton, in 
addition to the necessary expenditure for 
maintainance and attendance, which 
might amount to $3,000 more. This 
$15,000 expended annually for the bene­
fit of Carleton, in our opinion might be 
much better applied to other purposes. 
As wo said yesterday, Carleton needs 
many things much more than either a 
bridge or a free ferry. The expenditure 
of $5,000 annually on the streets 
of Carleton, in addition to the 
special grant provided by the 
terms of union for street expenditure on 
the West side, will do more to make that 
part of the city attractive and indeed 
habitable than both a free bridge and a 
free ferry combined. It is not the pay­
ment of ferry tolls that makes Carleton 
an undesirable place to live in, but the 
fact that its streets are out of repair and 
that it is without sewerage , and other 
essentials to the health and comfort of 
its inhabitants.

No one has been able to show that a 
bridge which would not interfere with 
navigation could be built for $300,000 or 
even for ten times that sum, hut let us 
suppose such a bridge built, liow much 
better off would the majority of the resi­
dents of Carleton be ?

Gabriel Dumont is reported to be in 
the North West and engaged in his old 
business in stirring up discontent among 
the Metis. He has been holding a meet­
ing at Batoche for the purpose of de­
manding from the government payment 
for the goods and chattel lost by the half- 
breeds during the rebellion. This is 
Dumont's interpretation of the meaning 
of amnesty. “ The Metis, ” he said, 
“were not to blame for the trouble. They 
were led into it and now they must he 
paid. ” If the people of the North West 
are well advised they will quietly sus­
pend Mr. Gabriel Dumont to a convenient 
tree, for he is evidently engaged in fom­
enting another rebellion, and, like Reil, 
is certain to lie hanged anyway.

Parsons’ PillsWhat the I. C. R. is allowed lo do, of 
course other roads claim the right to do, 
consequently every road in the Province 
carries contraband fish with impunity. 
With nets allowed on the spawning 
grounds, every settler provided with them 
and an easy outlet for the catch, it is im­
possible to enforce the legal close time. 
In tidal waters this is possible; but, while 
the law wisely prohibits netting every­
where after 15th. August, nets are set in 
the non-tidnl portions of our salmon rivers 
as late as October, when the fish are in 
the very act of spawning. Fish dealers 
encournge the poachers, the railroads 
encourage the fish dealers by offering 
the illegal fish easy access to markets, 
and this complicity of railroads, hsli- 
dealers and poachers renders unavailing 
the best efforts of the few fishery oftice rs, 
whose movements are more effectually 
watched by the law breakers, than theirs 
an possibly lie by the officers. Until 

railroads are prevented from carrying 
the-fish thus caught, this illegal work 
will continue.

Had Ellis known that, from official 
blundering, the regulations on the Quebec 
side of the Restigonche are different 
from those on the New Brunswick side 
—that what is forbidden here is allowed 
there—that under cover of this difference 
speckled trout have been caught all win­
ter on both sides of the river, he might 
have done some good by showing min­
isters how unfair it is to forbid in one 
county wliat is allowed in tin adjoining 
one, and how impossible it is to enforce 
in the one what is not required to be 
enforced in the other. Last week we 
saw in market a large quantity of the 
fine four pound speckled trout, such as 
are caught opposite Dalhousie in the 
Nouvelle and Scuminac, quite out of 
condition and unfit for food. Were the 
regulations the same on both sides of 
the river, and the carriage of illegal fish 
by the I. C. B. forbidden, the destruction 
of these fine fish could be prevented. The 
preservation of this exceptionally fine 
variety of the speckled trout in our 
waters, means the expenditure of many 
thousands of dollars by visitors attracted 
to our Province solely by the love of 
sport and the facilities for enjoying it

We are informed that last spring large 
numbers of salmon trout fry from Lake 
Ontario were planted in several of our 
best trout lakes in York and Charlotte 
counties, among them Skiff lake and 
Lake Utopia, and we learn that a further 
supply is to he furnished for other lakes 
this spring. Enquiries made at the 
Fisheries office elicited the information 
that the inspector had no special know lege 
lege of the matter, that he had not con­
sulted aboutit, and that the fish had been 
distributed before he knew of their desti­
nation. He did not even know at whose 
instance or suggestion thisigreat blunder 
had been made. Had Ellis expended 
some of his new-found zeal in pre­
venting a repetition of this official 
stupidity,he might have done tome good.

This salmon trout is a voracious shark, 
the most voracious of all the salmonidæ; 
it lives entirely on other fish; glows rap­
idly to a large size, and necessarily de­
vours a great quantity of food. It does 
not rise to the fly nor even take 
bait freely. It is the least game of all 
the salmon family; when hclbked it gives 
no sport, and when cooked is coarse and 
muddy flavored, very much inferior to 
our White Perch and Pickerel. Most of 
our lakes and streams contain better fish 
and the introduction of these sharks to 
devour them is an official blunder of the 
gravest kind, 
inferior fish once gets in Lake 
Utopia, the line trout in this and 
the connecting lakes will he completely 
exterminated, and the finest trout lake in 
the province will lie destroyed just when 
the Short Line railroad will offer facilities 
to hundreds of tourists to whom its at­
tractions have long been familiar, hut

The reader will see by the above that 

the distance from the Carleton City Ha 
to Market Square, on the east side, is 
more than a mile and a half by the pro­
posed bridge, so that unless free horse 
cars were provided very few j»eople 
would use the route in preference to the 
ferry.

The Post Office Bill Agreed to.
Ottawa, April 15.—The house spent the 

afternoon in dealing with odds and ends, 
such as amendments by the senate, etc.

Messrs. Cartwright, Laurier and others 
objected to the introduction of two small 
bills by the government during, as they 
were pleased to term it, the last week of 
the session.

The minister of justice, in reply, said 
the house would not rise before the end 
of next week.

Two hours and a half were wasted by 
the opposition after recess in a vain en­
deavor to burke the bill authorizing the 
granting of pensions to Northwest mount­
ed policemen.

Mr. Jones of Halifax moved an amend­
ment to the effect that instead of pen­
sioning those men the government re­
tain a percentage of their pay to form a 
superannuation allowance, as now ob­
tained in the civil service. He denounced 
the pension system as vicious in princi­
ple and bitterly attacked the measure as 
the entering wedge for pensions to mili­
tary school corps, etc. Mr. Jones’ cry 
was echoed by Messrs. Davies, Mills,Mc­
Donald (of Huron), McMullen and others.

Sir John.Mr. Davin and General Laurie 
defended the force and pointed out the 
necessity of the bill as a means of induc­
ing trained men to remain for years in 
the sendee.

The amendment was rejected—106 to 
and the bill agreed to.

When the Franchise bill came up for 
its third reading at 11 o’clock, Mr. Charl­
ton moved an obstructive amendment of 
universal suffrage tendency. While 
the members were being called in for the 
division, the conservative benches, led 
by Mr. Hesson, sang the Swnnee River 
with much effect. Then Charlton’s 
amendment was killed by a vote of 88 
to 59.

There are several fancy shapes in 
which these cards can be folded, but I 
cannot tell you how' to fold them with­
out an illustration.

A pretty celluloid card is made by 
ting a piece four or five inches long 
two or three wide, then cutting a si 
each end and drawing a ribbon through, 
and, fringing both ends of the ribbon, 
ptint a spray of flowers cn the card 
and a motto on the ribbon. These are 
pretty for bookmarks. Another style is 
a spray of pansies across a card, * ~
above and below the card. Cut 
around the flowers and card; put the 
motto on the card. Needlebooks and 
pen-wipers are made in the shape of an 
egg, the covers being of celluloid, the 
leaves of chamois skin or white flannel.

A spray of flowers and motto is painted 
on the outside. Tie the leaves together 
with a ribbon.

A cute little card is cut in the shape of 
anegg.^ Cnt in this a little slit, then cut 
a chicken’s head and put up through 
the slit Paint the head as much like a 
chicken as possible, and you have a 
dainty little Easter egg. A whole chick­
en may be cut from celluloid, painted 
and tied to a velvet or satin card by a 
tiny ribbon around its neck, and if you 
wish sotnething very nice you can add a 
broken eggshell cnt from the celluloid. 
Little birds mounted on branches are 
very pretty to paint on Easter cards; 
also butterflies.

A bird’s nest and eggs painted on por­
celain or ground glass, with branches of 
jussy willows, is very pretty 
ive.

A card may be made in the shape ot
dove’s wing, and painted to represent 

one on the outside, and inside may be 
tied several leaves on which is Easter 
poetry.

N. 8. I.iqnor Law.

The supreme court of Nova Scotia has 
adjudged the wholesale clause of the 
provincial license law ultra vires.

This judgment was upon a test case 
prepared and argued by the direction of 
the government The view of the Chief 
Justice is briefly that the wholesale licence 
is exclusively with the authority of the 
Dominion Parliament and therefore the 
local legislature cannot deal with the 
case of importers or brewers.

Judge Townshend held a contrary 
opinion and said the latest privy council 
decision had abolished the dis 
between wholesale snd retail licenses 
and relegated the matter to the local 
legislature. He held the whole act valid.

Judge Smith held the same view.
Judge Weatherbe also held that the 

subject of license, wholesale and retail 
was within the authority’ of the local 
legislature but because the requisite 
of a petition by a majority was wanting 
in the case before the court the convictions 
were quashed in all the cases except 
that of the brewer upon the casting vote 
of Judge Weatherbe.

CANADA PIG IRON.

The first concern to manufacture pig 
iron in Canada will probably he the New 
York and Nova Scotia Iron and Railway 
Company, which purposes to erect two 
furnaces at New Glasgow, N. S. one for 
Bessemer and one for foundry pig iron, 
one of which will have a capacity of 25, 
000 tons per annum, employing sever­
al hundred men in mining the required 
50,000 tons of ore, 50,000 tons of coal and 
50,000 tons of limestone, 
will be commenced this month to analize 
and ascertain the extent of the deposits 
but the outcrop gives good indications. 
A ataflf of ten engineers has been survey­
ing railroad routes from the mines to 
New Glasgow and the Intercolonial Rail­
way since December, and the citizens 
have offered 100 acres within the town 
limits to any company working Lin the 
mines. Bessemer pig iron is made from 
Bon-phoephoric ore, of which there are 
several veins along the East river.
