(From Thursday's Daily.)

Property valued at not less than

$1,000,000 was destroyed last night be-

fore the eyes of nearly twenty thous-
and citizens by a fire which originated
in the Spencer department store and
ate its way through the city’s biggest
business block to Fort street, wiping
out every building in'its path, Almost
the entire block = bounded by ‘Broed,
I‘ort and Gevernment streéts and
Trounce ‘avenue was gutted and only
heroic efforts on ‘the part of the fire
brigade prevented -the-flames from do-
ing further damage. This morning
the ruins of some of the finest stores
in the city tottering over a scene of
utter devastation mark the playground
of the greatest conflagration, both as
regards actug.i property ‘loss and spec-

was: soundeéd -before' the building was
a seething mass of flame froms Broad
street to Government street. . The
night was clear and frosty ‘and a stiff
breeze blew from the morth, fanning
the blaze to an almost incredible in-
tensity. Great tongues of flame soar-
ed nearly a hundred feet above the
roofs of the adjoining premises and
showers of sparks, Vvomited from the
flery cauldron, were carried toward
the Causeway, threatening unspeak-
able danger to-the residence - district
beyond. :

At eleven o'clock it was apparent
that the greater part of the whole
block would be wrecked. The terrific
heat of  the burning "store ‘and a
shower of sparks carried . across the
street by a freak of the wingd, set the
upper storeys of the Driard hotel
afire.

Flames
were first observed in the . Spencer
store by one of the two watchmen
employed there shortly after half-past
ten, and & telephone message was
turned’ into the fire’ department at
10.30 p. m. | Although the brigade re-
:ponded promptly it was at once seen
v the firemen that the building could
not be savéd, the flames’ having ' ap-
varently taken possession of thé sec-
nd and third storeys  almost simul-
taneously. Fire- Chief Davis was
carly on tHe ' s¢ene and every fire-
ighting appliance in the sub-sections
vas at once hurried to the assistance
[ the central force.

Greater than.  any
othér danger.was the probable burn-
ing of the store occupied by the Mel-
rose Company, which, with its stock
of -paints, oils, and dangerous . dis-
tillates, 'was capable of spreading  the
flames over the whole neighborhood,
besides threatening certain loss
life,

A - hurry-up call for assistance to
the Work Point barracks ‘brought to
the agsistance of the police and fire-
men the whole of the force stationed
at ‘that point and the huge crowds
which gathered from every quarter of
the city was held within a reasonably
safe distance from the danger zone.
Before midnight the east side of Gov-
srnment strest from the Fit-Reform
store to the Royal Bank was a solid
bulwark of flame on which the streams
from the firemen’s hoses made no visi-
ble impréssion.

| There are’not enough men in the de-

'partment to handle such a conflagra-
tion, so 1 sent my driver, ¥ireman
Eve, to the barracks in the automobile
with a request ror.assistance from the
soldiers, to. patrol the streets and to
help in ‘laying hose. My request was
met, and the soldiers from Work Point
worked in conjunction with my men
and the police, and it was due to the
united efforts of these that the fire-
nen had space to comnduct the open-
ations around the 'wide area destroyed
and the immense area threatened. They
were on the job four and a haif hours.

“Altogether we had out eleven hhn-
dred feet of hose.

“Now, T'want te say a word for our
men. They certainly did work well.
They did-not fight that fire; they
walked right into it, and stayed there
until it was impossible to stay longer
and live. T never saw a set of men
who worked more willingly, and they
were ably assisted by their officers.

“The police, under Chief Langley,
did splendid work for us. They helped
in a multitude of ways and the men
who Were on duty during the after-
noon, I find, were on duty all night.
I understand the force worked practi-
cally three shifts straight.

He es-
caped without 'injury, beyond severe
bruises sustained in contact with the
door. In some manner the current had
been cut and |in pressing the button
hg had completed the circuit and re-
celved the full power of the heavy
voltage. !

J. A. Weldon, the new manager ot
the hotel, this morning said he had at]
Bresent not the faintest idea as to the
financial extent of the damage to the
hotel, as he had been up all night look-
ing after the guests, and had net had
time to go into any details. There are
55 rooms damaged and six with the
contents destroyed, besides the- dam-
ages to glass and plaster work.

The - Diiard was taken over about
ten days ago by the new proprietor,
and certain alterations were contem-
plated. Mr. Weldon this morning said
that as far as his plans are concerned
the fire will not| alter them. The work
of cleaning and restoring temporarily
the interior of the premises was com-
menced this morning by the help of
the hotel. This|force will be added to
materially and the rooms put into com-
plete order as early as practlcable un-
der the circumstances,

“No, $20,000 will not commence to
touch the damage to the plate glass
windows alone; and besides that there
are six rooms on the fifth floor of the
hotel ruined by /fire, and altogether
there are 55 rooms damaged on the
Broad street side of the building,” said
Mr. Weldon this morning, as he was
directing affairs [for the comfort of the
hotel guésts.

The Driard hotel will sustain a heavy
loss, but considerable insurance is car-
ried.” The principal trouble, aside from
the actual damage to the building -and
contents, is the lack of room for guests,
but Mr. Weldon has his staff working
this morning and the guests who were
hurried out into,the night as tthe
flames burst the hotel ‘windows eon
Broad street are receiving all the
care and attention possible under the
circumstances. Mr. Weldon this morn-
ing took considerable pride in the fact
that the guests pbtained their break-
fast in the temporary dining room just
the same as if {the fire had not oc-
curred,

Every window on the Broad. street
side of the building” was plate glass,
and Mr. Weldon considers that the
thickness of the glass was in a large
measure responsible for the saving of
eonsiderable of the furnishings in the
upper ‘part of the hotel. The drawing
room furnishings are practically saved,
the loss there being only the curtains
and 'wood window shutters in addition
to the window glass. Ja all the other
room$ along the Broad street front,
for the whole five st 8, there has
been havoc by flame and water, and
wHat has 16t Been scorched.and bllster-
ed with the treme‘ndous heat is drench-
éd with the water thrown on the build-
ing to prevent it ‘taking Tight and
spreading ‘through that block, which
more than once seemed likely.

At the first alarm of firé there were
some thirty. guestis sleeplng on the
Broad street: side ofthe Driard, and
these just having retired were awaken-
ed by the glare of the flamé on Broad
street, the immense heat' and the
rattle of fire ‘wagons hastening to the
scene. They were all hurried to safe
quarters in other \parts of the house,
and many took pel‘ﬁonnl charge-of their
goods and chattels, which they re-
moved into the| Victoria theatre:
Through all there was’ no confusion,
and as window after window' crashed
in with the heat Manazér Weldon ap-
peared and calmeq the | throng that
gathered round by his chegrfulness and
presence of mind. |

Of the 57 guests who ‘were in the
hotel 40 eventually slept in the hotel,
returning thence from the other hotels
when it was séen that the Driard would
not _be destroyed. |The luggage which
had been removed into the theatre was
brought again to rooms m the hotel
building.

That the da.mage done to the prem-
ises will be considerable is evident to
the observer from'thé street, for along
the Broad street front there is not a
whole window, -the magnificent plate
glass windows of the foyer being de-
stroyed completel)i. In - the  upper
storeys every windop is gone, while the
walls and frame work of.the windéws
are damaged through the heat.

Things went smoothly in the  hotel
all’ through the fire, with one extep-
tion. As soon’ as t?le first alarm , was
given there was an immediate ducking
out of the Chinese help,” who scatter-
ed to Chinatown, and remained there
until this morning., Every man is,
however, at work tg-day.. The Japan-

NORTH SEA DEFENCE.

British Government Decides to "Place
Twenty-eight: More: Destroyers at
Harwich.

A great addition to the floating de-
fences of Harwich and the British
naval force in the. North Sea is to be
made shortly by stationing the Devon-
port flotilla of destroyers permanently
at that base. In preparation for the
transfer of the flotilla from the south
to the east coast forty additional
moorings are to be laid' down at Har-
wich, bringing the total for ships of
war at' Harwich up to a:hundred.

The laying of the moorings will take
about three months, so that the Dev-
onport flotilla will not be expected un-
til January 1911.

The Devonport, or Fifth, flotilla of
destroyers, consists of twenty-eight de-
stroyers of older type, now fit for little
but defensive work, with {one fast
cruiser, one scout, and two depot ships
under the command of Captain the
Hon. H. E. H. A’Court. The strength
of the crews at war figure is about
2,400 officers and men,

Harwich .is at present the head-
quarters of the First destroyer flotilla,
comprising twenty-five of the latest
and most' powerful boats. But this
flotilla is constantly away with the 1st
division of the home fleet, to which
it is attached. As there are teén_ de-
stroyers of the third flotilla already
based on the Nore, the total number of
destroyers always in the neighborhood
of the Thames mouth will be thirty-
eight after the arriva] of the Devon-
port flotilla, apart from the flotillas
with the fleets. \

BITTEN BY SNAKE.

Theére was no doubt as to its venomous
nature, for it was a specimen of Al-
lcwell’'s' green tree snake, a  most
poisonous West African variety.

He
did not go to a doctor, having faith in
his éwn treatment. ‘I plunged a needle
into the finger,” he said, ‘‘to make the
blood flow freely. I drank next whisky,
and walked up and down the passage
behind the cages. In half an hour my
eyes were playing me tricks, my ‘skin
was painful to the touch all over my
body, and I feared I was not going to
get over it.

Miss Leneve was dressed in a gows
of pale blue, which i accentuated the
pallor of her face. She wore a motor
cap, yellQgw gloves and tan shoes
She was accompanied by two ward-
resses 4nd a physleian was in-attend-
aneé because of ‘the ‘probability of the
defiendant’s’ collapse.

€rown counsel, Miss Leneve sat list-"
less and betrayéd no 8ign that she un-
derstood . its*purport.

Alverstone's ’ summary and
charge to the jury clearly indicated
his sympathy with Miss-Leneve.
The jury. retired at 3.54 this after-
noon and .returned nineteen minutes
later, When the verdict was read, Miss
Leneve, was overcome, She wept and
laughed alternately, and was comfort-
ed by her parents, who were equally
moved,

GOOD PROGRESS ON RAILWAY.

Penticton, Oct. 25.—Engineers of the
Kettle Valley railroad who were in
Penticton the other day, stated that
thirty-five miles..of the line between
Midway and Bull creek were now un-
der construction, a gang of some 2060
men being employed.’ The preliminary
survey line from the hydraulic. sum-
mit of the -divide. between Penticton
and the Kettle River district to Pen-
ticton 'has now been run for ten miles,
and will, it is expected, be completed
before snow flies.

The Hague, Oct. 528——The Interna-
tional Court of Arbitration had render-
ed its decision in the Orinoco claims.
The Barge -award is ‘declared null on
four points, angd . the American com-
pany is awarded $46,867, with 3 perycent.
interest since June 16, 1903, and $6,000
costs. The judgment: is to be paid by
Venezuela within two months,

for the steamship company.

The ~ décision disposes of a long-
standing dispute between the United
States and Venezuela. The Orinoco
Steamship  Company, a New Jersey
corporation, was granted certain ‘ex-
clusive privileges by Venezuela, but
the agreement was subsequently ‘re-
pudiated by’ President Castro. The
steamship company instituted an dc-
tion for $1,400,000 damages. The case
was eventually - submitted to Dr.
Charles  Barge, who as umpire, on
February 1, 1904, awarded the com-
pany $206,700. The company appealed
to the American government, which
refused to. aceept the decision on the
ground that it ‘was contrary 'to the
principles of international law, After
prolonged negotidtions hetween Wash-
‘ington and Caracas ‘the ' committee
agreed to submit the whole matter ‘to
The Hague, where Mr. Dennis asked
that the Barge award be declared null,
as unjust and erroneous, and the or-
iginal claims settled on their merits.

Number of Bridges : Destroyed
Near Prince Rupert-—Sma.ll
Boats Wrecked

Vancouver, Oct. 26. - Destrucuve
storms are sweeping the north coast of
British Columbja and ‘Alaska; accord-
ing to advices from Prince Rupert.
Strong winds and heavy rainsg are rais-
ing havoc in the .vicinity of the ter-
minus of * the Grand ' Trunk Pacific,
bridges being swept away and .tele-
graph and telephone Mnes torn down by
wind and landslides; So far as-has been
heard, no lives have been lost.

The storm has contlnued since last
Wednesday, and the d ge:done by
it has been great, partien arly in the
vicinity of Prince Rupex‘t

Last Wednesday ,the Kydx bridge,
of the bl’ggest on ' ‘the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway, near Prince Ru-
pert, was blown down and the track
was washed out for about two miles. The
government telegraph lines along ~the
Skeena river suffered a great deal, a
mile ‘of poles and. wire, being taken
away by landSlides,. The cabins and |
offices along the line in this particular
section had a foot of water on the
floors, The highest tide of the year oc-
curred 'on that day, the water rising to
within a few feet of the Prince Rupert
wharf.

'As a result of the storm Prince u-
pert’s waterfront was .devastated for
miles, boats and boathouses being car-
ried away,  wrecked . and battered
abqut.  The telegraph crews and ex-
tra gangs are gow trying to cope
with- the situatitn as best they can,
under trying cireumstances.

The crews of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cifiic are alsg” lmrd at work to repair
the damage done.. The railroad line
was particularly 'easy for the storm,
as the ballasting had not been started.

work of preparing for war, The work
of ‘espionage in time of peace is super-
intended by’ 4 central bureau connect-
ed with the headquarters staff, and the
prineipal apxi w}es are the . mmwy
attaches at foreign capitals, consuls in
foreign countries professlonal spies,
and persons who® from time to time
sell information ‘which they ‘have been
able to'obtain. .

The eentral- buyegu . collects® ﬂrst of I’
all :information which is aceessible to’
anyone-about the general conditions of
defences, communicdations and ordinary

features of 'rival military powers. and
the material thus collected is kept up

to date by.the addition of newspaper
cuttings on the respective subjects. A
large . staff is-employed :to: read: the
newspapers of -all.the' military. states
and to cut-out and translate any items’
of interest to. the headquarters staff.
If, for example, as: recently occurred,
the Russian government inserts an ad-
vertisement in the Warschawski
Djewnik inviting contracts.for the erec-
tion of new barracks and fortifica.ons
near Warsaw, a copy of the adyvertise-
ment is. in thei-hands. of the head-
quarters ‘staffs . of Germany, Austria
and .France within a few. days, and
instructions are then given for draw-
ings and plans of the new buildings
and works to be secured. Everything
connected with the present disposal of
troops, the construction of roads and
railways, and many other jmportant
matters can be obtained in this way.

Espionage begins when ifformation
is required which cannot be obtained
through the ordinary channels, as, for
example, the plans of the new; fortifi-
cations referred to aboeve, A profes-

sional spy is instr¥ucted to procure the

necessary drawings; and he: generally
succeeds in ‘supplying “the central
bureau with some- kind of sketeh of
the fortifications in question. The most
difficult ‘task of thé eentral bureau is
to verify the' spy's 'work, because the
agent is frequently & ‘man of no techni-
cal military knéwledge, and reports de-
tails which every @kpert knows cannot
possibly be correct.sPerhaps it .is. still
more difficult to verify the information
supplied when ‘the spy is an ex-officer
and has sufficient -technical knowledge
to enable him to draw up. readable and
highly interesting reports, which, how-
ever, may be fantastic inventions frem
beginning to end.' In such cases it is
usual to order the same plans to be
procured by two or three different spies
unknown to .one another, and to com-
pare results at the concluysion of their
respectlve investigations. It 18 only by
exercising great precautions and spy-
ing on its own spies that the .central
bureau can protect.itself from . being
deceived by the unprincipled individu-
als who do the degrading work of
espionage.

Spies are drawn from all classes of
society.  Aristocrats, state officials,
merchants,  teachers, priests, students,
peasants, governesses, are all ready. at
one time or another to make mwoney by
selling useful information. The major-
ity of " spies, howéver, ‘are poor and
broken- down: men, Who fall -back on
this oécupation as ‘the last avallable
means of earning money, All spies have
one quality in' common, that of "utter
unreliability.” It ‘has frequently hap-
pened that a spy who has been em-
ployed for many years, and has pro-
cured a -great deat of valuable' ififor-
mation, 'Subseqiiéntly proved to be ab-
solutely ‘correct;. has' then wilfully de-
ceived and misled his employers in
some important investigation.

The directer of a railway in Austria
for many years ‘sold mniilitary ' sécrets
to the Russian government, and" his
services were valued so highly that he

went: in: and out ‘of ‘the Wwar office ‘in [

St. Petersburg as freely as if it were
his own home, He titilized his oppor-
tunities to:obtain Information about

‘Russian military plans, which he then

sold to Austria. The wily director car-
ried on 'this double game for several
years before his treachery to beth Aus-
tria and. Russia wag discovered.. No
steps were taken to ‘punish him, and
he is now enjoying life on the proceeds
of his espionage.

There are cases ih which professional
spies fail to obtain some piece of in-
formation specially required by  the
headquarters staff, and the central.in-
telligence bureau then deélegates some
smart and ambitious young officer to
procure what is desired.. Officers ‘who
understake such missions do so at their
own risk, and are given clearly to un-
derstand that if caught in the act of
spying ‘their government will leave
them in the lurch. ©n" the other hand,
" if success be achieved, a high reward
is promptly granted. There are, says
the writer in the Zeit," a considerable
number of distinguished generals in
continental countries whe at’some time
of their career have perfofmed espion-
age duty without belng detected. .

The activity of military attaches as
superior spies was sufficlently demon-
strated in the Dreyfus casé andiin the
trial of the Austrian traitor Losetig. It
is frequently -necessary for powers
closely united by a formal alliance to
spy on one another, ‘though in such
cases more than usual care is taken
to escape detection, Not long ago the
Russian government gaye the French
government confidential information
which the French thilitary attdehe in
St. Petersburg had been able to send
home several years previously,

He also found a letter on the body of
the deceased which bore the name of
S. Booth, and which was a note from:a
Vancouver, employment: agency direct-
’-lng the holder to a position on the E.
& N. extension. By reason of this let-
ter he (Hannay) had made inquiries in
Vancouver and ascertained the fact
that the holder of the letter was Sam-
uel Booth and was accompanied by six
other men, all of whom were to go to
work on the railroad extension. One of
the men who accompanied Booth was
one named Whitman, whose statement
was taken at-Alberni by Constable CoOx.
Whitman states he was acquainted
with the deceased, having first met him
at Pender harbor last July. During a
conversation Booth had told Whitman
he was 42 years of age, a native of
Yorkshire, Eng., and had a daughter
married ;to_a painter res@mg in Vie-
torid, wheré He Had also resided for. a
period of twenty years.

Dr. W. F, Drysdale testified as to
having performed a post mortem as a
result of which he ascribed death as
being due to'drowning, He d found
a wound on the forehead, which was of
no consequence, also a cut on the right
cheek, in his opinion caused by a blunt
object. He had found nothing to indi-
cate there having been foul play.

New Westminster, Oct. 25.—The first
hunting fatality of the season in this
district ‘occurred on ‘Saturday, when
Hugh Hart, a Westminster man, bled
to death after being shot by his own
gun.

Hart, his brothier-in-law, Dan Mo-

shooting.

They -were returning on Saturday
afternoon, the three men in the front
seat of the rig. Hart was sitting in
the centre and holding the gun, ‘the
butt of which projected over the front
of the rTig. The muzzle was between
his knees. At Murray’s corners, Hart
started” to pull the gun towards him,
when . in. some manner the trigger
caught: and - the gun exploded. The
charge entered both the legs of the
unfortunate man and some shot en-
tered the abdomen.

Although terribly wounded, he got
out of the rig, « walked around the
horses’ heads and sat down on a bank
by- the side of the’ road. The men
with him could render but little assist-
ance. Hart lived only about -ten min-
utes-after the accident.

There was not a doector within miles
and even if thére had been it is doubt-
ful if the man's life could have been
saved.

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NELSON LICENSE BY-LAW,

Nelson, Oct. 25,—The city eouncil at
a recent meeting carved up Ald. Ruth-
erford’'s trades license by-law till its
parent could hardly recognize it.

By-law No. 217, to dmend by-law No.
64, the latter known as .the trades
license ‘by-law, 1900, was introduced
by Ald. Ruthéerford and was considered
in committee of the whole, which is
understood to mean ‘*closed doors.”
Section 1 was designated to raise the
saloon license fee from $250 to $375,
Ald. Rutherford refraining from going
the limit, $500, so that it could not by
any possibility be knocked out un the
ground ‘of being “prohibition of sa-
loons” in a disguised form, (lause 2
was designed to raise the license fee
for hotels from $150 to $225, Ald. Ruth-
erford stating that he wished to! raise |
this fee so there ' ¢ould not be any |
chargé of discrimination. The third |
clause imposed a license fee for $100
for every six months, upon transient
real estate men.

He ask-
ed the court to release them on sus-
pended sentence, or to impose a fine
instead of imprisonment. Jacob Gold-
berg was a married man with two chil-
dren; Ephraim was married, and sup-
ported a sister and her family, as well
as his own two children; while Morris
supported a consumptive. brother and
sister. He produced a certificate signed
by leading citizens, and stating that the
three prisoners were men of good char-
acter.

Mr. Justice Murphy remarked that
it was an unfortunate fact that people
who break the law cause others to
suffer as well as themselves.

““If this ‘'were a personal matter with
me I would like to see you go free,” he
said, “but I must consider the effect
upon the general public. The cireum-
stances of this case can not be coun-
tenanced by any court of law. I was
not impressed by the defence,’ and I

“thoroughly agree with the jury.”

Fernie, Oct. 25.—R. F. Tolmie, deputy
minister of mines, and F. H, Shepherd,
chief mine inspector of the province,
have just completed the establishment
of the first life-saving station to be in-
stalied by the provincial gevernment
since the recent passage of the act au-
thorizing the adoption of the system.
Hosmer has the honor of being the
first place where the station is estab-
lished. Others will follow at Middle-
boro and at Nananmo,

The system consists chiefly of a
Draeger oxygen apparatus for the pur-
pose of resuscitating the lives of miners
and others who may have become. tem-
porarily overcome by deadly gases in
mines after explosions or other unfor-
seen accidents.

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THRILLING FEATS .
AT AVIATION MEET

Drexel Reaches Speed of 71 Miles
an Hour—New Altitude

Record

Belmont Park, N. [., Oct. 2.—Affer
one of the most thifilling exhibitions
ever witnessed in America, J. Arm-
strong Drexel, millionaire clubman of
Pittsburg, was declafed the winner of |
the speed contest on aviation field here
yesterday. Drevel flew 71 miles an hour
at one point in the|race, and at all
times was closely approaching a mile
2 _minute clip. Lap after lap he fought
first place with Aubrun, the

aviator to point up more sharply and
climb faster. Brookins went up 4,882
feet, according to the baregraph, and
was second altitude honors ' for. the
day. At the apex of his clithb his en-
gine, which had given him Séome -trou-
b}e before, stopped dead, with both the
propetiers pointing stright ‘up’ into the
air, 'so that gliding to earth ‘with no-
power on, they afforded him net the
least assifjance in breaking the rush of
his desgsmt.

If stringent precautions are not taken
at once to combat disease intelligently
the price of the fowl will soar still
higher, as the inroads of the disease

Blackhead, as the disease is com-
monly known, has been found in all
the provinces of the Dominion by Dr.
Higgins, he having: ebserved cases
where whole flocks of ‘turkeys have
been carried off by the parasite. The
clinical or outside manifestation of
the plague is ‘a black appearance to
the comb. - The disease is due to dis-
arrangement of the digestive organs of
the - birds.. 'The disedse is -confined
to turkéys mainly,

A simply remedy for:the disedse is
to starve the bird for forty«eight
hours, and then let it drink from a
mixture composed of a-teaspoonful of
muriatic acid to, ‘a quart of  water.
This remedy, however, while found to
be spiénidid in severe cases, is not ‘a
means of stopping, the plague, as the
disease has spread so rapidly that
only a more sweeping method can - be
employed to stamp it out.

FOR B C. FRUITS

Owing to High Freight Rates Only
Ten Per' Cent Comes From
Prtmnoe

It Calgary has a population of 50,000

people, every man, woman and child

here eats 192 pounds of fruit yearly,
at a whqlqsale,cqst,,mughly speaking,
of 38, and a: retail; cost-:iof. considerably
more, saysg the Caflgaryf Herald. .

The total cost, whelesale, . of the
fruit devoured in fhis city reaches the
respectable figure of between $400,000
and $500,000, being closer to the-for-
mer figure. The total amount of fruit
shipped ifto Calgary in. a ':year :will
reach abouf $1,000,000; and ‘the aver-
age is 40 per cent. for Calgary.

Last year a lot of the fruit for Cal-
gary. came: from Ontario, but this year
there is. practically . none, . .excepting
some grapes. . ;This year the -apples
used here are all .coming from British
Columbia and from Washington, and
the grapes are coming from Ontario
and’ Califernia. The applé ¢rep in On-
tario“has been poor and it is said that
none will be‘shipped.

Peaches /come largely from Califor-
nia, Washington sand; the Okanagan.
“Vernon, B. . Zis “the nearest point
from- which" Calg‘ary réceives any fruit.

Not ten_per cent. of the apples and
fruit sold here comes from British
WColumbia;, although the supply from
that province is growing greater every
year. In many.icases the British: Col-
umbia fruit is gs good and better than
Washington fruit and; ig - is thought
that as the fzuit lands and o!"chard‘: of
the coast province are developed ‘this
will grow more marked as time passes.

At present the Briti&h Col‘mbla
prices are rather high; But the¥ will
be réduced when freight and express:
rates are fnrced down by competmon
American fruit, it is“/gaid, ¢an be
brought into Calgary: now, with a
longer mileage, a higher freight rate,
and a duty of 20 oenta On a box of
peaches, 10 ‘eentss on each box of
plums, 20 cents on each box of pears,
18% ceénts on each box .of apples, and
2 cents a pound on grapes, and beat
British Columbia prices.

The fruit shipped in averages about
$1,000, a carload,” so that there is re-
quired to supply this city, 400 cars of
fruit,  each car averaging about 2,400
pounds of freight, or an average of
202 pounds per head for a city of 50,000
inhabitants. This would mean a train
about two and g half miles long.

When British' Columbia has the ad-
vantage of cheaper express and freight
rates we will be the first ones to hene-
fit by it, and when the fruit valleys
of British Columbia, which are nearer
than Vernon and are being developed,
are putting out good crops we 'will
reap a further advantage.

-~ DECLINE TO ARBITRATE.

Russian Government's- Decision in Dis-
“pute Over Seizure of Steamer

St. Petersburg, Oct. 25.—The Ru
government has declined the Englist
proposal to arbitrate the steamer (m'n
hamia dispute; and the American re-
quest for compensation for the cargo,
on the ground that the decision of the
Russian courts that the cargo was con-
trabafid was final.. _

The. British stéamer Oldhamia was
captured by the Russiang on May 19,
1905, during the Russo-Japanese war,
while bound from Yokohama with a
cargo  of - kerosene - consigned by Am-
erican citizens. She was recaptured by
the Japanese' in the battle of the Sea
of Japan and taken to Sasebo, whers
her cargo-was sold.

The consignors and the British own-
ers of the- vessel in July, 1905, placed
#gheir ‘case inithe hands of an attorney
of St. Petershurg, who was empowered
to asgk the prize court to aet as ad-
judicator. At the preliminary investi«
gation by the Russian government in
answer to the representations of the
British government, it was said - that
the capture of the Oldhamia was be-
cause of the presence of contraband,
either shells er ‘machinery, in her car-
go, the uncertainty being due to the
similarity. of the ussian words de-
scrihing these objects.

The case was eventually transferred
to the prize court at Libau to facili-
tate the representations on behalf of
the American and British owners of
the cargo, which was valued at $123,-
000, and was the property of the Stan-
dard Oil Company. The prizé court de-
cided that the steamer carried no ex-
plosives, found in favor of the Ameri-
can consignors and appointed arbitra<
tors to determine the damage. This, was
not satisfactory to the Manchestér &
Salford Shipping Company, the owners
and the Standard Oil Company, who
demanded a total compensation of $500.-
000 and appealed to the Supreme prize
court of Russia. The court rejected ths
appeal and gave the Standard Oil onlv
the right to take legal steps to recover

‘the cost of empty cases.
