BRITAIN AS PEACEMAKER. \
Portsmouth, Sept. 10.—The St. Vin­

cent, the largest and heaviest battle­
ship ever built for the British navy, 
was launched ^successfully here to-day. 
The weather was fine and the sea 
smooth and a great crowd saw the ves­
sel take the water. As the warship 
slipped from her blocks, she was chris­
tened by the Countess Beauchamp.

Counting the three cruising battle­
ships of the Invincible class, the St. 
Vincent is the eighth vessel of the 
Dreadnought type to be launched in 
this country. The Admiralty has Ob­
served its usual reticence with regard 
to the details of the design and con­
struction of the St. Vincent, but from 
certain figures that were given out it is 
manifest that the experience gained 
from the construction of the Dread­
nought has been utilized in this vessel. 
It is believed that some additional 
weight of the St. Vincent is to be ac­
counted for by heavier armament for 
protection against torpédos and by im­
provements giving greater security to 
those controlling the movements of the 
ship while in action.

A number of foreign naval attaches 
attended the launching on the invita­
tion of the Admiralty. ^

The St. Vincent was laid down in 
December of last year. She is supposed 
to be of about 19.260 tons and her cost 
has been given at $9,500,000.

Vancouver, Sept. 10.—City Solicitor 
George H. Cowan was nominated at 
the Conservative convention here last 
night to 'contest this constituency in 
the next federal election. Out of a 
convention of 147 votes, 79 went for Mr. 
Cowan, 58 for Chas. E. Tisdall, presi­
dent of the association, and 9 for C. 
M. Woodworth. On the motion of Mr. 
Tisdall the selection of City Solicitor 
Cowan was made unanimous.

That the * Conservative machine in 
Vancouver last nfght received its hard­
est jolt for many a day in the nomin­
ation of George H. Cowan is a fair 
summing up of the really surprising 
result of the Conservative convention 
in the Terminal City. Nominally the 
distinctively McBride Conservatives of 
Vancouver were trying to keep out of 
the nomination fight and the Hon. Mr. 
Bowser was careful to say beforehand 
that he would take no part in the se­
lection of a candidate. But Mr. Cowan 
cannot be regarded as other than an 
anti-Bowser man and it is feared that 
the men who were at one in support­
ing the present provincial administra­
tion in the last elections, were fighting 
tooth and nail against each other last 
night, and yesterday on the street can­
vassing for their rival nominees.

Last night’s convention nomination 
was the culmination of the fight of a 
year. On the winning side was a fac­
tion of Conservatives led by Sir Hib- 
bert Tupper and Mr. Cowan. Sir Hib- 
bert, having recently retired into ttis 
tent and declined any nomination 
whatever, àll the weight ef the ffissat— 
isfled folk was thrown bn the side of 
City Solicitor Cowan, and the' gain­
ing of a plurality of twenty-one over 
Charles E. Tisdall may be regarded as 
a walkover. The vote stood Cowan, 
79: Tisdall, 58; Woodworth, 9..

The nomination settled last evening 
was the hardest fought in Vancouver’s 
history. First the names of Harry 
Watson and Mr. Tisdall were promin­
ently mentioned, but Mr. Watson had 
given a promise to Mr. Tisdall months 
ago and as a result actually placed 
his friend in nomination last evening. 
But last Thursday and Friday the 
party men began to realize that the 
public was not warming up to their 
man. That Mr. Tisdall was a good 
straightforward man every one admit­
ted, but nobody got enthusiastic about 
him. Mr. Woodworth was never really 
in the running. Then there was a 
hurry call to swing Mr. Watson into 
the breach to replace Mr. Tisdall. This 
was the time when the Cowan people 
got in their deadly work. Mr. Tisdall’s 
personal friends insisted upon no 
swapping of horses and declared they 
could carry him. But yesterday was 
the busy day. 
counted noses on the delegates and 
figured a majority of not less than 
twenty over Cowan, while as a matter 
of fact these figures were exactly re­
versed. On the other hand the Cowan 
delegates seem to have had the figur­
ing down to science lines. Yesterday 
it was freely reported on the Vancou­
ver streets that seventy-eight votes 
would be polled for Mr. Cowan on the 
first ballot. They beat their estimate 
by one.

Even with Mr. Cowan nominated, 
there was a great y earning at the 
Vancouver convention for some man 
upon whom the party could unite and 
who would have a chance at winning. 
C. B. MacNeill voiced this sentiment 
when he said: “We want a man on 
whom we can all unite, 
here this evening, Tisdarllites and 
Cowanites and Woodworthites and 
Tupperltes. We want, a man who will 
represent an united feeling and be a 
better candidate than any one of 
these. We want a man whom we can 
elect without it being too costly/’

And Mr. MacNeill presented the name 
of Harry Watson, who promptly de­
clined.

An interesting sfory was going the 
rounds yesterday i of the part the 
Woodworth people might play. It was 
suggested In many quarters that the 
first ballot might show that the nine 
or ten votes controlled by the Wood- 
worth people would swing the conven­
tion for either Mr. Tisdall or 
Cowan. If they would be swung for 
Mr. Tisdall the story went that Mr. 
Woodworth would be given one of the 
judgeships which the British Columbia 
government has a right to suggest to 
Ottawa in the new appointments. But 
they went to Mr. Cowan and now the 
latter has to resign the city solicitor- 
ship, and deliver the job to Mr. Wood- 
worth.

Paris, Sept. 10.-^The Temps in an out­
spoken editorial declares the only ex­
planation of Mulai Hafld’s delay in re­
sponding: to his proclamation as Sul­
tan at Tangier on August 23rd is that 
he is awaiting the counsel of Germany.

The Temps repudiates the German 
seriil-official statements that the mis­
sion of Dr. Vassel, the German consul, 
who is on his way to Fez, is not politi­
cal, and insists that the evidence is now 
conclusive that Dr. Vassal made a po­
litical declaration at El Kasar.

It recalls the similarity between the 
German denials now and those made 
concerning the mission of Count Von 
Tattenbach, the former German minis­
ter to Morocco, when he visited the Sul­
tan in 1905, the political nature of which 
the white and yellow books later sub­
stantiated.

The Temps says: “That when Dr. Vas­
sel departed for Fez it had authorita­
tive information that the. principal ob­
ject of his journey was to warn Mulai 
Hafld against El Menebhi, the former 
minister of war, because the latter had 
visited the French and Spanish lega­
tions at Tangier.

“Germany was discontented, and 
forthwith dispatched Dr. Vessel to en­
ter into direct relations with Mulai 
Hafid. To-day the rumor that Mulai 
Hafld intends to convoke the leading 
men of the country, makes the situa­
tion practically identical with that of 
1906. In both cases the German agent, 
Von Tattenbach, then, and vassel, now, 
encouraged the Sultan, who has been 
counting on dissensions in Europe, to 
resist our demands, and in both cases 
an assembly of notables served as a 
pretext for resistance.

“The similarity in the situation might 
be alarming, but in the meantime the 
conference of Algeciras, the termina­
tion of the Russo-Japanese war, the 
development of Franco-English and 
Franco-Spanish ententes, and the con­
clusion of a Russo-English entente, en­
ables us to review the Moroccan situa­
tion without apprehension.”

In the last event, a one hour race, 
two local amateurs between them accom­
plished the feat.

Raymond Seymour broke the ten, 
twenty, twenty-one and twenty-two-mile 
records in the same race. J. Howard 
Shaferer passed him at this point and 
broke every world’s record from twenty- 
three miles to forty-eight miles, estab­
lishing new records from forty-nine to 
fifty-six miles, and broke the world’s one 
hour record by nearly eight miles.

In addition to this Paul J. G. Derkum 
rode à quarter of a mile in 13 seconds, a 
feat never before achieved, but one which 
has no placé in the record books. While 
Derkum was riding this race -his brother, 
who was thrown from his machine earlier 
in the day, lay dying in a hospital.

CAVE BUILT BY BOYS

PROVES DEATH TRAP

Duluth, Minn., Sept. 9— It was a 
night of terror on the range and one of 
deep anxiety In Duluth, but to-day 
conditions appear to have changed for 
the better. All yesterday afternoon and 
last night fires threatened half-a-dosen 
of the larger towns on the range.

At 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon Hib- 
blng, the largest of them all, asked 
Duluth for assistance and a fire engine 
was made ready for shipment’ by a 
special train. A ’phone message later 
held It In Duluth ready for shipment 
at any time, stating that the crisis ap­
peared to be past.

More than 1,000 residents of Hibbing 
fought back the flames àll night long, 
stamping out bush fires and wetting 
down the fields about the town to keep 
the fire from spreading. This morning 
the town Is reported safe.

Similar experiences are reported from 
a dozen other range towns, but so far 
as is known there have been no others 
destroyed. Bevey had as hard a fight 
as Hibbing, and the residents of Coler­
aine, two miles away, had to go to its 
assistance. All business was suspended, 
the schools closed, and ctizens after 
packing a few valuables ready to flee 
at a moment’s notice, fought the fires 
all night.

At Aurora, Nashwauk, Buhl, Wren- 
shall and several smaller towns and vil­
lages the same story was repeated.

The most dramatic Incidents of the 
fire promise to develop around Grand 
Marais. The steamer Gopher, the Unit­
ed States gunboat, carrying fifty mem- 
biHy of the naval militia, left last night 
for Grand Marais to rescue the settlers.

Along the north shore the little vil­
lage Is entirely shut oft from com­
munication by means of ’phone or tele­
graph, and It will be 24 hours at least 
before anything Is heard of its fate. The 
passengers of the last boat, reported 
that the flames were rushing toward 
the lake and gradaully hemming in the 
inhabitants of the little village, com­
prising about 600 people, mostly fisher­
men and Indians. There are also many 
settlers along the lake shore. If the 
fires sweep right up to_ the shore, the 
intense heat and the smoke might 
cause the loss of many lives, although 
the people could save thémselves from 
actual cremation by taking refuge on 
the beach.

The Gopher carried provisions and 
clothing, and will pick up any settlers 
found homeless. The Duluth relief fund 
has now passed the $30,000 mark, and 
Is rapidly growing. All the Immediate 
wants of the sufferers have been cared
for- ‘ ' ’ ,. '• -

Washington, D, C, Sept 9.—A new 
world’s record In aeroplane flights was 
established at Fort Meyer, Va., early 
to-day when Orville Wright circled 
above the broad parade grounds there 
fifty-eight times and remained in the 
air 57 minutes and *1 seconds, official 
time. •

The smashing pf all records carried 
out his promises of yesterday evenlhg, 
after his two remarkable ascensions at 
the maximum height of 60 feet, going 
ten and three-quarter miles In all and 
averaging 36 miles an hour. He spent 
11 minutes in one flight and 8 minutes 
In the other.

To-day's achievement was accom­
plish under Ideal weather conditions, 
and In the presence of about 2,500 spec­
tators, eside from the soldiers. The 
ascension was made at 8.55 o’clock this 
morning. The machine was under per­
fect control and travelled at a speed 
approximately; 36 to 38 miles an hour.

By his wbndeWul flight this morn­
ing OrviBe Wright practically doubled 
the best official record ever made by 
a heavler-than-alr machine. Last Sun­
day Leon De Lagrange, president of 
the Aviation Club of France, establish­
ed a new world’s record up to that 
time by remaining In the air 29 min­

Witnesses in Omaha Tragedy 
Jnquest Give Sensational

Omaha, Neb., Sept 9.—The coroner’s in­
quest on the death of Frederick H. Rus­
tin, who was found "fatally shot at the 
door of his home in this city, developed 
several sensations yesterday. Mrs. Abbie 
Rice, the woman who was known to have 
been In Dr. Rustin’s company on% the 
night of the shooting, declared that Dr. 
Rustln had been talking of committing 
suicide, but that he wished to disguise the 
act so as to protect his life Insurance for 
the benefit of his family.

Rustln pointed out to her on the street 
car a man who, he said, had promised to 
do the deed, saying that It would be done 
that night. Dater she identified Charles 
E. Davis, a clerk In a local bank and a 
member of a prominent family,; as the 
man referred to by Dr. Rustln.

Davis was placed on the stand and testi­
fied that he attempted to commit suicide 
on the Right in question by taking drugs 
furnished him .by Dr. Rustln, but denied 
that he promised to kill the doctor or 
that he had anything to do with the lat­
ter’s death. He said the drugs made him 
sick and he vomited, thus saving his life. 
He gave no reason for wishing to end his 
life except that he had no desire to live. 
He àaid he had made previous attempts 
at suicide.

Davis has not been arrested. The In­
quest was not finished yesterday.

LYNCHED FOR BRUTAL CRIME.

Negro Taken From Missouri Jail la 
Hanged to Telephone Pole.

San Francisco, Sept. 8.—Abe Atteff, 
the champion featherweight of Am­
erica, and Owen Moran, England’s pre­
mier boxer in the same division, fought 
to a draw at the Colma open air arena 
yesterday afternoon before about 6,000 
spectators. The fight lasted 23 rounds, 
and at its end Referee Jack unhesitat­
ingly grasped each lad by the hand, 
signifying that the fight was indecisive.

The decision seemed to please the 
crowd, and there were cheers for each 
fighter as he went out. The fight on the 
whole was rather tame, but this was 
offset by the cleverness of the fighters. 
It was marked by Moran’s aggressive­
ness and Attell’s cleverness in blocking 
and his all round defence. The concen­
sus of opinion was that the Californian 
did not show his best form of former 
contests.

After the fight Moran declared: ”1 
nearly broke my right hand in the sec­
ond round. After that it was almost 
useless. At that I think I won by a 
mile. I am willing to fight Atteti 45 
rounds, winner to take all.”

An Associated Press reporter visited 
the Englishman in his dressing room 
after the contest and carefully examin­
ed the hand which he claimed was al­
most broken. It was badly swollen 
around the thumb, but it was not pos­
sible to verify the claim of a broken 
arm. Moran’s face was much battered 
and hie left eye was nearly closed from 
Attell’s ceaseless pounding. On the 
other hand Attell emerged from the 
fight without a mark. Attell gave out 
a statement after being informed of 
Moran’s challenge for a return match.

"I will fight no one 45 rounds. I want 
to live awhile yet. But I will give him a 
return match for any number of rounds 
up to 25. I beat him at every stage.”

A resume of the fight by rounds 
shows that Attell had more of less ad­
vantage in nine rounds. Moran was 
given six, and for the balance honors 
were even.

Paris, Sept. 8.—Leon. De Lagrange, 
president of the Aviator Club of 
France, established a new world’s rec­
ord with his aeroplane at ISsy on Sun­
day, both for length and duration of 
flight.

Papke Beats Ketchell.
Los Angeles, Cal., Sept. 8.—Stanley 

Ketchell, of Michigan, former middle­
weight champion of the world, was 
knocked out in the 12th round at Jef­
feries’ Vernon arena yesterday after­
noon by Billy Papke, of Illinois, who 
is now middleweight champion of the 
world.

Both men entered the ring in appar­
ently perfect condition, and neither had 
ever been knocked out. Ketchell had a 
decision over Papke in a ten-jound 
bout.

Thè bout turned out to be one the 
bloodiest in ring history. Ketchell 
came in wearing a tattered dressing 
gown, a worn hunting cap and trlinks 
of green gauze. He had the smile of an 
unspoiled boy and a look of purpose. 
When Papke came in he also wore an 
old dressing gown and a bright smile. 
Ketchell was plainly the favorite of the 
crowd which had been betting oh him 
at 2 to 1. When Papke entered he walk­
ed blithely to Ketchell’s corner and 
greeted him with a hand shake and a 
cordial smile, but when James J. Jef­
feries, the referee, called time and 
Ketchell walked to the centre extend­
ing his hand for the shake, Papke 
ignored the hand and went at the 
Michigan man with the impetuosity 
which has won him the title of the 
“Thunderbolt.”

The flight was practically over A.min­
ute and twenty seconds after the gong 
sounded. From that time on it was 
merely a question as to how long Ket­
chell would last. Papke fought with 
such fury that the undefeated cham­
pion was simply lifted off his feet four 
times. Within the next minute he sent 
Ketchell to the mat for the count, and 
from his first knockdown Ketchell 
never really recovered his form, he was 
dazed and bleeding from twenty blows 
in the face, yet he stayed with remark­
able determination, and for at Içast 
three rounds he held his own with the 
victorious challenger.

When Ketchell stepped to the corner 
for the second round it was seen that 
his right eye was closed. At the next 
intermission his seconds lanced the eye 
and sucked the blood, but Ketchell did 
not regain the sight of that eye. Be­
fore the finish the other eye was all 
bruised, and during the last three 
rounds he staggered about the ring 
dizzily like a drunken man, practically 
blinded. In the third Ketchell showed 
his best form when he forced Papke 
through the ropes. In the last round he 
seemed down and out and the gong 
saved him Just as he was knocked 
through the ropes. Another minute 
finished him with Pafrke almost as 
strong as when he entered the ring. 
Ketchell was carried to his dressing 
room. Both eyes were swollen into great 
black puffs and completely closed. His 
lips were cut and swollen to several 
times their normal size.

Berkman who, during the steel works 
strike at Homestead, Pa., a number of 
years ago, shot Henry C. Frick, and 
served a long sentence for the attack, 
attempted to preach anarchist doctrines 
at a meeting of the unemployed under 
the direction of the Brotherhood Wel­
fare Association. The meeting was or­
ganized by J. Eades Howe, known as 
the “Millionaire Hobo,” and Ben Reit- 
man, “King of? the Hoboes.” Reitman 
read a speech he said1 had been written 
by Emma Goldman, and was followed 
by Charles Oberwager, former presi­
dent of the Central Federal Union, who 
severely denounced the anarchistic doc­
trines. It was while he was speaking 
that Berkman created a disturbance, 
and insisted on being allowed to speak. 
The police swarmed into the hall, and 
after a struggle a semblance of order 
was restored. The audience started a 
small riot. One woman giving her name 
as May Smith attempted to assist 
Berkman, and was arrested. Emma 
Goldman, who was present, quietly left 
the hall when told that unless she went 
she would also be arrested.

PECULIAR ACCIDENT.

Grand Forks. Sept. 6.—A queer acci­
dent happened at the Canadian Pacific 
railway’s round house in this city the 
other night.

LEMIEUX AGREEMENT 

WORKING SATISFACTORILY

Glasgow, Sept. 8.—The Socialist lead­
ers in the agitatjpn among the unem­
ployed which has been going on here 
for several days’ past still maintain a 
threatening attitude, necessitating con­
stant vigilance and the employment of 
a large extra force of police. Last night 
one of the leaders, asserting that it had 
been decided to make a series of mid­
night marches into the wealthy sec­
tions of the city after the extraordinary 
threat that unless the municipal popu­
lation did something practical for the 
unemployed within a month, he would 
reveal all the secrets of the Masonic or­
ganization and put every man, woman 
and child in Glasgow in possession 
of all the tokens, grips and pass words 
of the order.

Duluth, Minn., Sept. 8.—After de­
stroying the town of Chisholm on the 
range and burning over thousands of 
acres in St. Louis, Carleton and Itasca 
counties in Minnesota, and in Douglas 
county, Wisconsin, the many forest 
fires which have been raging in these 
regions were checked on Sunday. If the 
wind does not spring up again it is 
not likely that further damage will re­
sult. A strong wind which had driven 
the flames before it in many timbered 
and agricultural districts subsided on 
Sunday and thousands of homeless peo­
ple took stock of their belongings and 
prepared to rebuild burned farm houses 
and settlements.

The subsidence of the wind enabled 
the inhabitants of Nashawauk to save 
the town. Several buildings of Nasha­
wauk were burned, but by working all 
night 1,000 miners and citizens pre­
vented the flames from sweeping over 
the village.

Chisholm presents a scene of ruin 
and desolation. It was one of the most 
flourishing towns pix the-Great Mesa- 
ba range. The damage to real proper­
ty Is now estimated at $1,000,000, and 
that to personal property at $75,000. 
The insurance carried by Chisholm 
merchants was about $700,000.

Hibblng, five miles west of Chisholm, 
afforded accommodation to about 1,000 
refugees from
many destitute persons, especially 
among the miners. Many men are 
without funds to buy a meal. In most 
instances the misfortunes are only 
temporary, for many will soon receive 
their insurance money. However, some 
merchants lost everything they had 
except their clothes, and there V.v*!l 
be much suffering and financial em­
barrassment.

Riedrlz, Sept. 8.—Count Zeppelin has 

completed arrangements for the con­
struction of an immense airship fac­
tory at Lake Constance, and has leased 
a tract of land for 50 years.

Vancouver, Sept. 7.—“The Lemieux 
agreement whereby-Japan undertook to 
regulate the emigration of its citizens 
to Canada, is working satisfactorily so 
far as Japan is concerned. Our gov­
ernment is faithfully observing its 
provisions as it does all other inter­
national obligations. Ih our country 
we are animated only with goodwill 
towards the Dominion, whose evolution 
into a nation we are watching with 
admiring interest. The future is cer­
tain to witness a vast development of 
commerce between Japan and Canada, 
calculated to especially benefit British 
Columbia. My only hope is that the 
Lemieux agreement will be regarded 
as satisfactory by the inhabitants of 
this province as their interest in the 
matter is greater than that of the peo­
ple of the eastern provinces.

“Japan does not even dream of en­
gaging in a war with the United 
States. Intelligent and educated Jap­
anese laugh at the idea of a conflict. 
Our relations with the United States 
are very cordial, and the negotiations 
now in progress will make them more 
satisfactory in the future.”

These were the utterances of Hon. 
Kei Hara, a famous Japanese states­
man and diplomat, who has been 
staying, at the Hotel Vancouver. Mr. 
Hara arrived from the Orient a few 
days ago, and is going to tour the 
United States and Europe. Until a 
few months ago he occupied the post 
of home minister in the Salonji cabinet, 
which was superseded by a cabinet 
formed by Count Katsura.

Colonial Secretary Receives

Portland, Ore., Sept. 8.—A package 
entrusted to the care of Wells Fargo 
Express Company at Salem, Oregon, by 
J. R. Albert, president of the Capital 
National bank of that city, and ad­
dressed to Joseph M. Meyers at the 
Portland hotel in this city, containing 
jewellery, notes and other valuable 
papers representing over $50,000 is 
strangely missing. That the package 
reached Portland from Salem on the 
Southern Pacific train arriving here at 
11.30 o’clock on the night of August 
21st, has been established beyond 
doubt, but what became of it after 
that is not known. Superintendent 
Beckwith of the Portland office of the 
Wèlls Fargo Express Company said to­
day:

“We have detectives at work in the 
case and will never let up until we 
catch the thief, no matter how long it 
may require.

Richard Grigg is Looking Into 
Conditions in 

West.

(From Thursday’s Dally.)
Richard Grigg, of Montreal, trade 

commissioner under the British board 
of trade, is now in the city. He has 
come west on one of his regular visits 
of inspection as to conditions in the 
west.

Mr. Grigg, under the new arrange­
ments, makes his headquarters at 
Montreal, while his duties cover the 
whole of Canada. In Victoria J. J. 
Shallcross Is trade correspondent and 
repiorts to Mr. Grigg from this centre. 
At the same time Mr. Shallcross re­
ports direct to the British board of 
trade in London.
. It will be remembered that Mr. Grigg 
visited the west a fèw years ago as 
the special representative of the Brit­
ish board of trade. He recommended 
after that the systematizing of the 
Work in the different parts of the em­
pire. Following this came the Recom­
mendation of the colonial premiers that 
there should be a trade commissioner 
for each of the colonies. For Canada 
Mr. Grigg has been appointed. His 
work Is supplemented by corres­
pondents like Mr. Shallcross at differ­
ent important centres.

Speaking of the character of the 
work done Mr. Grigg describes it as 
similar to that done In a commercial 
line by consuls and consular agents 
In foreign countries.

The most gruesome spectre 
that usually hovers over such cases 
of disablement, that of starvation, is 
fortunately absent as far as the Aeon 
is concerned for her cargo apart from 
the lumber carried is mainly composed 
of foodstuffs.

Mr. Brace yesterday had an inter­
view with Hon. Mr. Tern pieman, Min­
ister of Inland Revenue, through whom 
he had secured copies of the act in the 
passage of which the 
taken a great interest. Mr. Templeman 
offered to have his private secretary, 
B. C. Nicholas, attend last night’s 
meeting to explain the act.

At the meeting it was decided that 
$750 was a fair minimum at which to 
fix the value of the grants coming to 
veterans under the act, that being ar­
rived at on /consideration of the price 
asked for government lands.

Mr. Nicholas was present and gave 
the veterans a very clear explanation 
of the South African Veterans’ Bounty 
Act. This provided that those taking 
up homesteads in the ordinary way, 
and fulfilling the residence and cultiv­
ation conditions, would be entitled to 
a half-section, 320 acres. For . those 
who did not wish to take up home­
steading two alternatives were provid­
ed. They could secure a warrant which 
would entitle the holder or anyone he 
might name as a substitute to make a 
selection of 320 acres before December 
31, 1910, or they could obtain scrip to 
the value of $160.

Mr. Brace and others told of having 
been approached by speculators who 
appeared to be eager to purchase the 
rights to land which they would ac­
quire under the new act. In every 
case, however, the amounts offered 
were belo\tf what might be assumed to 
be the value of the prospective grants.

A letter from the Calgary Associa­
tion was read, warning Victorians in­
terested not to be too ready to dispose 
of their rights.

Newcastle-on-Tyne. Sept. 10.—What 
on paper at least is the most powerful 
warship ever built for any navy was 
launched here to-day for Brazil. The 
latest war machine was christened Mi­
nas Geraes by Madame Regis de Od- 
vera, wife of the Brizilian minister to 
Great Britain.

If in the passage 
of time painful divergence had arisen, 
this gradually had been changed into 
a desire for peace, and ao, after centur­
ies, for the first time, the doors of 
“Froo England” had been opened upon 
a pontlficial cardinal, the bishops, and 
a select group of * ecclèslastlcs. In a 
few words the legate then thanked the 
King for the reception given the dele­
gates, and continuing, he said:

"Our respectful homage rises to him 
who wisely guides the destinies of this 
country. We extend our gratitude to 
those who protect our interests and 
may our presence, with the help of 
God, contribute to that true Christian 
peace which is the object of this gath­
ering.”

Speaking of the unity of the church, 
Carinal Vannutelli said that notwith­
standing the variety and numbers of 
the delegates to the congress we are 
“cor unum at anima una,” the same 
faith and the same objects unite us.

Going on the speaker said that the 
purpose of the congress was to honor 
the Eucharist and exalt Us worship. 
It gave the Pope great pleasure to 
have the congress held in London, not 
only because of the salutary effects for 
which he hoped, but because he was 
thus able to give a high public testi­
monial of his deference to and esteem 
for the whole British nation.

It was to give proof of this affection 
for his Engiisl} children that the Pope 
recently issued a decree removing 
them from the regime of the mission 
countries, to which they hitherto had 
been subjected.

“Oh, that this congress,” said the 
legate, “might

A comparison of the boxing strength 
of the East and the West shows a very 
interesting situation. A geographical 
division can very easily be made be­
cause there are practically no boxers 
of merit between the Middle states and 
the Atlantic coast territory. The South 
has no boxers of class, so that the 
champions have had to come to the Pa­
cifie coast to get their reputations.

Still their early homes claim them, 
and on that basis some interesting 
comparisons can be made. Stanley 
Ketchel is about the only Western 
boxer who has gained his reputation in 
the West. He practically gpot his mid­
dle-weight title by beating Papke at 
Milwaukee. Nelson had to go no farther 
West to get his reputation, still he is 
a Westerner. Tommy Burns had to 
come to the Pacific coast to get a 
name, and the West claims him. Thus 
the West Claims the middle, heavy and 
lightweight titles, about the only cloud 
rivalry has been for a long time be­
tween the East, the Pacific coast and 
the middle West, the latter being gen­
erally referred to simply as the West.

Although three and four-round bouts 
are frequent in New; York city and six- 
round affairs are numerous in Philadel­
phia and other Eastern towns, they do 
not seem to develop real classy boxers.

Mr. Greenwood found that 
the town site is not without its dif­
ficulties in regard to its rocky sur­
face, but this he thinks will be no bar 
to its development and progress as he

Capt. Robert Hail, pilot of the big Hill 
liiier Minnesota, and one of the best 
known Puget Sound pilots, Is visiting the 
city to-day.

"The enforced 
publication of the rates should place the 
Japanese somewhat at a disadvantage, lh 
my opinion, and, with the prospective 
picking up of trade to the Orient, I think 
the Hill Interests will find use for one or 
two additional vessels instead of laying 
the Minnesota up.

"There Is another point to consider, 
and that is the futility of taking the big 
steamship off her run. Laying up she 
would rapidly deteriorate, and, moreover, 
since there Is no market for vessels of her 
size, any period of Inactivity would neces­
sarily be followed by placing her again In 
commission.' On her present trip, as the 
newspapers have already announced, she 
will be docked, surveyed and overhauled 
at Hongkong with the Idea of breaking 
her own recent record across the Pacific.

difficulties between employers and 
ployees.

Mr. Templeman dealt at some length 
with the great work of the Libérai! 
party in developing the Northwest, 
and the government’s Immigration pol­
icy. In 1896 only $262,600 was spent on 
Immigration; in 1907 nearly a million 
dollars was spent for this purpose. 
What was the result? In 189* the num­
ber of immigrants who came to Canada 
was 20,000; last year it was 262,000. In 
1896 the number of homestead entries 
was 2,000; last year it was 33,000. In 
other words, for four times as much 
expenditure the country gained thir­
teen times as many Immigrants and 
seventeen times as many homesteaders.

What was the result of this develop­
ment of the Northwest on British Co­
lumbia? Surely nobody could say that 
without the creation of markets In Al­
berta and Saskatchewan our Industries 
would have had any measure of de­
velopment.

The government had created a rail­
way commissloi^—a court of supreme 
importance—through which it exercised 
control over the railways of this coun­
try. Through this body the farmer 
end shipper could obtain justice and 
the public Interest was in every way 
protected. Last session the powers of 
the commission were extended to In­
clude telephones and telegraphs, and In 
consequence of the increasing volume 
of Its work it "was decided to appoint 
three more commissioners.

The government had granted bounties 
to encourage the development of the 
iron, steel and lead Industries, 
year the unexpended portion of the 
amount provided some years ago for 
lead bounty-purposes, was revoted and 
the, result was plainly, evident in the 
activity of the lead mines of this pro­
vince. These things could not be at­
tacked by the Conservatives; they pre­
ferred to talk scandal.

Civil service reform had been Insti­
tuted, competitive examination being 
the test for appointment to the inside 
service of the government. This was 
an excellent reform and he felt certain 
that the act would be gradually ex­
tended as to Include the outside ser­
vice.

The minister then devoted some time 
to an account of what had been done 
for this province by the Liberal gov­
ernment. In public works, railway sub­
sidies and aids to navigation the Laur­
ier government haa done intire in ten 
Vears than Conservative governments 
In treble that time.

1907) the Liberal government had 
spent $1,534,000.

The average per year of the Conser­
vative expenditure on marine in this 
province (for five years), was $68,000. 
The average per year of the Liberal 
government was $232,000, nearly four 
tftnes as much. The Conservatives 
boilt one hatchery and spent an aver­
age of $9,000 per year (taking five 
years) on fisheries; the Liberals built 
nine hatcheries and spent an average 
of $114,000 per year.

This would pos­
sibly cause the beam supporting the 
section on which the three men stood 
to slip from its sockets and fall.

He stated that the steward called 
Mm immediately the accident happen­
ed and, upon reaching the No. 1 hold 
a few minutes later, he found a num­
ber of men there standing about as if 
they had temporarily lost thehr heads. 
He superintended the removal of the 
men from the bottom of the ship with 
large canvas stings and had them sent 
to the St. Joseph*s hospital.

In explaining the construction of the 
hatches. Capt. Risek said that the 
four holds on the Nederland were iden­
tical, having each two strong-backs of 
steel plate about four feet deep and 
fitted into grooves with T-shaped 
irons. This made it absolutely impos­
sible for them to give way. 'The No. 
1 hold was 22 feet by 16 feet, and was 
divided into three sections by the two 
strong-backs with three beams, known 
as fore-and-afters, running longitu­
dinally. Two sections had been un­
covered when the accident occurred, 
and he attributed the tall of the last 
fore-and-after to a springing of the 
second strong-back following upon the 
removal of the centre bream. In steel 
ships it was not unusual for the 
strong-backs to tighten or loosen with 
the expansion or contraction of the 
hull according to whether the vessel 
was loaded or not.

Witness further said that two 
hatches had been taken off at Nos. 4 
and 3 holds In the same manner as 
was practised in the case of No. Î 
hold.

The jury was out for five minutes 
when it requested to see the hatch and 
hold in question. After visiting the 
steamship the jury again retired and, 
following a short deliberation, returned 
a verdict of “Accidental death,” ad­
ding a rider that the accident appeared 
to have been due to some defect in con­
struction of the covering gear.

Enquiry at St. Joseph’s hospital to­
day elicited the information that both 
Barber and Deveor were doing well 
and would be able to leave the institu­
tion in a day or two.

Washington, Sept. 8.—President 
Roosevelt, In his annual message to 
congress, will recommend an increase 
In the numerical strength of the 
army to at least 100,000. At present the 
army Is on a footing of 60,000 men, the 
number provided for In time of peace.

To the general staff it has become 
evident In the last two years that 
sixty thousand men are too few to 
properly garrison the posts at which 
it is necessary to maintain an army 
force. These posts Include the garri­
sons In the insular possessions of 
America. The law provides that the 
army may be Increased to 100,000 men 
in time qf need. By this provision In 
the opinion of the military expetts of 
the government, it would require 
many methods of instructions to whip 
Into shape the men thus mustered into 
the service, and should that steed army 
be needed in an emergency, the pres­
ence of so large a number of inexper­
ienced soldiers in the rae|es 
prove a .handicap to the main body.

It has been shown by representatives 
of the war department, that the peti- 
ple of the country are Immensely In­
terested in the army manoeuvres held 
at the various posts of the country, in 
connection with the national guards of 
the*various states. It is pointed out 
that a considerable force would be re­
quired to guard the fortifications at 
Pearl harbor, in the Hawaiian Islands, 
where much money is to be expended. 
It is the opinion of army officials that 
a garrison of at least two thousand 
men will have to be maintained there 
to protect the works and Insure against 
invasion by a possible enemy. Just 
now there are approximately ten thous­
and Japanese in the Hawaiian Islands. 
In the remote event of a war between 
the United States and Japan, and some 
other power with which Japan was on 
friefidly terms, it would be impossible 
for the comparatively small force of 
United States troops now in the 
Hawaiian Islands to prevent the land­
ing of arms and ammunition to supply 
the Japanese in the Island.

With an adequate force, no difficulty 
would be experienced in preventing the 
landing of munitions of war, which 
might be used against the United 
States.

It Is expected that the president will 
recommend in his annual message an 
increase in the army by the addition 
of at least ten regiments of infantry, 
four regiments of cavah-y and several 
companies of coast artillery.

“The difficulty with the Hindus is 
that they are British subjects, many of 
whom have fought for the empire. Mr. 
Mackenzie King, deputy minister of 
labor, was sent to London to impress 
upon the British government the inad­
visability of these people coming to 
Canada. We have not yet arrived at a 
stage in any phase of the Oriental ques­
tion when negotiations or regulations 
have failed. We expect to reach all ob­
jectionable races by the wry rigid im­
migration regulations wej have adopt­
ed. The means may not be permanent, 
and it may be necessary for the gov­
ernment to pass legislation along lines 
more drastic than yet attempted. But 
we believe we have settled the prob­
lem and settled it without humiliation 
to Japan or Hindus.

“I am absolutely opposed to the im­
migration of Orientals Unto this coun­
try. We have had an illustration of the 
absurdity of hordes of these people 
coming in. There is no ;place for them 
in Canada. What we wartt In this coun­
try is what we are gettftng to-day—peo­
ple from the old lands, people of our 
own race and blood largely, people who 
will assimilate with those now in the 
country, who will not segregate them­
selves in s^aall ' communities, and who 
will help to build up this country. That 
is the kind of immigration we want 
here.” (Applause.)

In the matter of navigation Mr. Tem­
pleman said he would not blame the 
Conservative governments too much, as 
it was only since 1896 that such grgat 
necessity had arisen for improvement, 
owing to the immense increase in ship­
ping. The Liberal government had been 
kind to British Columbia, and every 
demand of the Victoria Board of Trade 
had been met. Not a request had been 
made for light or beacon or buoy which 
was not a proper one, and every one of 
them had been granted.1 All the im­
provements asked for after the Valen- 
tia disaster had been carried out, or 
were being carried to completion now.

Fifty per cent, of that large revenue 
went to British Columbia, but I do not 
think the local government gives us 
credit for that. The present legisla­
tion on the Chiftese question is all that 
is reasonably required to keep these 
people out.

"There was no direct legislation on 
the Japanese question. It is a difficult 
matter indeed to deal with. So long 
as Japan is an ally of Great Britain 
and Canada remains part of the em­
pire it will be, very

Difficult to Prohibit 
absolutely the entry of the Japanese 
or treat them in the same way as the 
Chinese. Many think we should pass 
an absolute exclusion act. We are not 
prepared to take that view. We have

The Do­
minion government, is prepared to do 
infinitely better in these matters for 
British Columbia than the provincial 
government can do, and I most 

Strongly Deprecate
any attempt on the part of this provin­
cial government * to fight the federal 
government on these questions.”

One might, 
he said, be disposed to wonder at the 
wisdom of putting on the same pro­
gramme, for example, such a man as 
Viscount Halifax, craving for union 
with Rome, and such as Lord William 
Cecil, stretching out his hands to thé 
denominations for the same purpose; 
but the great audience listened pa­
tiently and earnestly to all, because 
they realised that every one speaking 
was Impressed with a strong sense of 
responsibility, and the spirit of fair 
play made them feel that everything 
the speakers had to say should be said 
and no one should hinder them In the 
utterance.

The most impressive thing of all, 
however, was the personal offering of 
such men as the Bishop of Dorking 
and others, who came forward quietly 
and unobtrusively, saying, “Herè am 
I; send me." Many promising young

Finally the Archdeacon mentioned 
the honors heaped upon the Canadian 
delegates, the welcome they every­
where received, and especially the 
great distinction accorded to - the. Arch­
bishop of Toronto, for whose safe 
homecoming on Saturday the parish­
ioners were asked to render special 
thanks. The speaker hoped that riot

There were, in round figures, five hun­
dred shooters out during the three days. 
All the outbound trains were loaded and 
the freight vans on the return brought 
down deer on every trip. The final con­
signment made to the Dominion Express 
Company last night totalled twenty-seven. 
Previous loads amounted to seventeen and 
eighteen, while on other trains there have 
been varying numbers, which bring the 
total on towards the hundred for the 
three days’ shooting. Many parties went 
out In rigs and returned with their prey 
In the same manner. These are not tallied 
in the number. Automobile parties Went 
up the line, and between the Summit and 
the seventeen«-mlle post accounted for 
several animals. There were twelve deer 
shot at seventeen-mile poet yesterday, 
which came down on last night’s train. 
On the same train there were three deer 
seised by the authorities and charges 
laid against the persons who shipped the 
animals from up the line. In the police 
court this morning the cases against 
these persons went over until Thursday 
next.

A fine female panther was brought in 
from Metchosln yesterday by E. J. Cam­
eron, of the real estate firm of Winsby 
l& Cameron, who, with E. Todd, of the 
Bank of Commerce, went out Sunday 
night, and yesterday, when at the back 
of Sweetland’s, encountered âhe panther 
coming down the trail towards them. 
Cameron was armed with a buck shot 
gun, while Todd had a 30.30. 
emptied a charge of buck shot In the 
panther’s face and ended its. career. Tho 
animal measures between seven and eight 
feet from nose to tail tip, and has a fine 
skin. Reports brought In this morning 
from Alberni say that deer are there as 
thick as flies almost. All along the trails 
and around the country, the informant 
says, they are plentiful. Fourteen trains 
went out during the holidays, all of which 
took parties up for the sport and return­
ed with the prey. The holiday has been 
pronounced a successful one and keen 
sport has been obtained.

New Westminster, Sept. 8.—A very im­
portant meeting of the neighboring muni­
cipalities will be that held In the city hall, 
Vancouver, to-morrow with reference to 
the water supply of the districts of South 
Vancouver, Richmond, Point Grey and 
Burnaby. Not only Is It important to tha 
municipalities, but to the cities of New 
Westminster and Vancouver.

Aid. Shlles, chairman of the water com­
mittee, and Superintendent of Water­
works Stott will represent the city.

In connection with the joint meeting Is 
the by-law vote in South Vancouver on 
Saturday, which seeks to raise $300,000 for 
waterworks purposes. This municipality 
has a record of 900 miners' inches on Sey­
mour creek, which is equal to 4,136,000 gal­
lons a dfty, or sufficient for 66,000 people. 
As it affects the part of Central Parte ht 
that municipality, the elevation of which 
is 437 feet, the following details of the 
$300,000 scheme, as it affects Central Park 
are of importance, 
vatlon at 510 feet, 
ensue through friction in the pipes to the 
Central Park district. Taking these fig­
ures as given, the result will be a showing 
of a very small pressure at Central Park. 
If the statements previously made con­
cerning possible errors in the height cal­
culations are ''taken into account this, 
situation will be found to be even more 
serious. If the large distribution mains 
are tapped anywhere on the lower levels 
the result will certainly be the loss of 
pressure such as will seriously affect the 
supply and pressure at the higher levels 
and seriously threaten a continuous sup­
ply In Colllngwood and Central Park.

Two years ago the three municipalities 
of Burnaby, Richmond and South Van­
couver had a somewhat similar scheme 
to the present Vancouver one, each dis­
trict to pay $100,000, and consequently the 
scheme of South Vancouver will be thor­
oughly discussed at the conference. The 
estimates now 'made differ somewhat 
from the previous report.

Coquitlam lake of course affords a 
splendid source of pure water, but West­
minster has the first call on that, the 
Vancouver Power Company having a re­
cord of 1,000 inches, or 15,000,000 gallons 
every 24 hours, secured to the city, of 
which about 40 miners’ inches are in use. 
The Power Company pay the rental to 
the government. If, as is the case, the 
neighboring municipalities cast a longing 
eye to the lake. Westminster has first 
say, and still there will be plenty for alL

Doubtless to-morrow’s conference will 
see the matter thoroughly discussed.

Ship Deer Heads to United 
States.

There have been a great number of 
complaints from local sportsmen of 
the right calibre protesting against the 
prevailing habit of certain parties who 
take the week-end in the woods hunt­
ing deer with dogs. It is thought that 
some steps should at once be taken by 
the provincial government to put down 
this evil, which is in direct contra­
vention to the existing game laws, 
which read as follows in clause 14 of 
chapter 88 of the revised statutes of 
British Columbia:

“No person shall at any time hunt 
deer with dogs.”

Clause 28 reads as follows and ex­
plains itself in connection with the 
foregoing:

“Any person found committing an 
offence under this act may be appre­
hended without a warrant, .etc., .and be 
forthwith taken before a justice of the 
peace to be dealt with according id 
law.”

The prevalence of the illegal act of 
hunting deer with dogs is being com­
mented upon by many sportsmen in 
the city at the present time. It is re-* 
ported that men are taking out point­
ers and other dogs and with them, are 
rounding up the deer and running them 
together in circles until they are 
driven into easy shooting distance, 
where they are then massacred. Not 
only, it is thought, is this illegitimate 
sport, but is unfair to the fair sports­
man who leaves his dog at home and 
goes after the game in the, legal and 
legitimate manner. The reisult is that 
the men with dogs not only disobey 
the law, but also prevent the majority 
obtaining an equal share of the sport 
for which they venture out.

A second complaint comes to hand 
to the effect that there are a number 
of foreigners out after deer this sea­
son who have failed to take out a li­
cense, which, under the amended law 
brought into force this season provides 
that all foreigners who wish to shoot 
on the island and in British Columbia 
are required to obtain a license to do 
so at a cost of $100 for the season. The 
government has, it is said, been lax In 
allowing this to go on already this 
season, and have taken no steps to 
see that the law is complied with in 
this respect. During the last three 
days there have been some five hun­
dred sportsmen out in the woods, and 
among them there are known to have 
been many men from the American 
side who have come over for the shoot­
ing and not bothered about a license, 
either through ignorance or purposely.

An attempt was made here recently 
by- some of these parties who had been 
successful in obtaining deer to ship 
the heads out of the country to the 
other side of the line. This illegal act, 
however, was frustrated by an express 
company to whom the deer heads were 
entrusted, the company refusing to ac­
cept the consignment, explaining that 
it was against the law, as contained in 
section 7 of the act, which forbids the 
export of heads or other portions of 
deer outside the Dominion and the car­
riage of the same by express com­
panies, which are also made liable in 
the case of proof being wanting that 
the consignors of the heads were duly 
licensed sportsmen under the provis­
ions of the act. Bear or beaver, mar­
ten and land otter are alone exempt 
from this regulation. There have been 
several applications made to express 
companies in the city in the last few 
days by foreigners who have deer 
heads they wish to ship out, which 

proof that foreigners are ille­
gally taking the game here owing to 
their being unable to produce a license 
when called upon to produce the same 
by the shippers.

TWENTY-ONE ROUNDSUSED JUDGMENT OF

MR. JUSTICE MARTIN VICTORIA,(From Thursday’s Dally).
Rev. F. L. Stephenson, of Aldermere, 

is spending a vacation here visiting his 
sister, Mrs. Barton, Fort street.

While in the city he has taken occa­
sion to represent the views of the res­
idents of Aldermere and the Telkxva 
and Bulkley valleys with respect 
to road construction to connect the 
district with the outside world. He has 
gone before Premier McBide and urged 
the construction of a trail by way of 
the Copper river to connect yvith nav­
igation on the Skeena. The premier 
has promised to take the question up 
with the executive, aud Rev. Mr. Ste­
phenson has strong hopes that 
work will be commenced at an early 
date. He says that the route is an 
easy one over which to build a trail. 
This is proved by the fact that the G. 
T. P. during the time of the survey 
made use of the route, although the 
company did not go to any great work 
in building a trail. At the present time 
the route taken from Aldermere out is 
by the wagon road sixty miles up the 
Bulkley to Hazelton. From this point 
ninety miles of river navigation on 
the Skeena is required before 
mouth of the Copper river is reached.

The construction of the trail advo­
cated would mean that only 64 miles 
woi’ld be required to be travelled from 
Aldermere to the mouth of the Copper 
river. There would thus be a saving 
of well on to ninety miles.

Mr. Stephenson points out, however, 
that there are other advantages con­
nected with the building of this trail. 
Among these would be the reduced cost 
of transportation and the extension of 
the season during which supplies could 
be got into Aldermere, the Telkwa dis­
trict and the Bulkley valley^generally. 
For about six weeks later^ififthe 
son navigation is possible up the 
Skeena to the mouth of the Copper 
river than it is above that point to 
Hazelton. Again in the spring naviga­
tion opens on the lower river a month 
earlier than in the upper reaches of it. 
There is thus two months and a half 
in the year during which time the low­
er part of the Skeena could be used 
for navigation. In addition to this 
saving the trail from the mouth of 
Copper river where the townsite of 
Copper City is laid off would connect 
with the road L$rgm Kitimaat, which 
will be open thg year round now. It 
can be seen fropi these representa­
tions that the Tl'elkwa and Bulkley 
country stand in need of this trail, 
which would make it possible to go in 
and out of the country at any season 
of t?ie year.

Last year, Mr. L Stephenson says, he 
found, it impossible to get flour from 
October to April owing to the circuit­
ous route necessary, and the interrup­
tion to nagivation on the Skeena. 
With the Copper river trail built, no­
thing like that could occur. The cost 
Is now too great on all supplies and 
this trail would lessen it.

Mr. Stephenson has spent three 
years at Aldermere, going there from 
Atlin, where he was engaged in the 
Anglican mission for seven years. The 
country, he says, is a rich one, and 
will come into prominence in time. The 
trail he advocates would give access to 
Aldermere to the coal and copper 
mines, of which Harry Houson’s pro­
perties are the centre, and the varjoùs 
mining and agricultural districts. To 
all who have visited that part of the 
country the need "of the trail is at once 
apparent.

SEPTEMBER 22, 23, 24, 25 & 26San Francisco, Sept. 9.—Joe Gans 
was knocked out by Battling Nelson 
in the twenty-first round of a battle 
scheduled to go forty-five rounds this 
afternoon.

At 2 p. m. the ringside betting was 
even money that Gans would or could 
not stay twenty rounds with Nelson. 
Betting on the general result was 
brisk and steady at 10 to 6. .

The men weighed in at 133 pounds 
at 3:35 o’clock and immediately left 
their dressing rooms to start the forty- 
five round fight. Neither man moved 
the beam which was set at 133 pounds. 
The men weighed in stripped. Nelson 
entered the ring at 2:46. Gans followed 
one minute later. The men tossed for 
corners, Gans winning. He chose the 
southwest comer, with the sun at his
back. _________________ '

The first round was in Gans’ favor, 
but the second xvent to Nelson. He 
forced Gans all through and was strong 
and confident while Gans appeared 
worried. Nelson forced Gans at every 
stage and. drew first blood from the 
colored man’s nose. The third round 
was in Nelson’s favor while the fourth 
was about even.

In the fifth round Gans had the ad­
vantage, landing repeatedly without 
return and stopping Nelson’s rushes. 
Nelson wore a smile of confidence all 
through the round. The sixth was 
even, with Nelson devoting his atten­
tion to Gans’ body and landing an oc­
casional blow.

Gans had a decided advantage in the 
fighting in the seventh round, though 
the champion showed no ill effects 
from the many stiff blows he got. 

Nelson came right back and took the 
lead in the eighth, hammering Gans’ 
body. The ninth was also slightly In 
Nelson's favor.

The tenth was even, but the eleventh 
was decidedly in Nelson's favor, and 
at its close Gans appeared quite tired 
and his seconds worked vigorously over 
him. It looked at the close of the 
twelfth as if Nelson would win and 
that it was only a quest loir of time un­
til he got the decision. He wore the 
colored man down with his ceaseless 
rushes. Gans held Nelson off for a 
time but just at the close of the round 
the champion landed a hard left to the 
mouth and started the blood afresh. 
Nelson was strong and confident, while 
Gans appeared to be tiring. The four­
teenth round was even, Gans taking a 
brace and gave as good as he took 
from the rushing Dane. The four­
teenth round was the hardest of the 
fight up to this time. Gans caught 
Nelson with a terrific right on the 
mouth and nose and brought blood in 
a stream. Both were bleeding freely 
as the round closed, but Gans appeared 
tired and his blows lacked force.

The surprise of the crowd was in the 
sixteenth when Gans, rallying, bat­
tered Nelson about the face with every 
variety of blow, taking a good lead for 
the round.

The seventeenth was even and the 
eighteenth was slightly In Nelson’s 
favor. Gans appeared to be tiring at 
the time, but rallied in the nineteenth 
and staggered Nelson with several 
hard rights, taking the lead for the 
round.

The tide of battle turned strongly 
in Nelson’s favor at the close of the 
twentieth, and It looked as if Gans 
would not be able to stand the pace 
much longer. Nelson fought like a 
demon, landing some awful blows on 
Gans’ face and body, and defeat was 
written on Gans’ face as he tumbled 
into his chair.

The end came in the twenty-first 
round. Nelson sent In rights and lefts 
to the jaw which staggered Gans and 
then delivered a rain of blowrs to the 
body and head. Gans sought to cover 
up; but Nelson was tireless. He 
rushed Gans to the ropes and landed 
practically at will, Gans finally drop­

Deputy Attorney-General McLean, 

who has just returned from London, 
speaks In high terme of the judgment 
handed down by Mr. Justice Martin in 
Shepherd vs. Shepherd, and which 
formed the baisis for the judgment 
given by the PriVy Council on the sub­
ject of the divorce laws of British 
Columbia. Mr. Justice Martin went 
into the subject of the power of the 
province to pass divorce laws very 
fully In that case, following the judg­
ment given by Mr. Justice Clement in 
Watts vs. Watts, which formed the 
basis of the appeal to the Privy Coun­
cil. The province incorporated the 
judgment in its brief in support of the 
appeal taken.

The decision of tiie highest court of 
appeal reversed that given by Mr. Jus­
tice Clement, it wilt be remembered, 
and In giving judgm ent the decision of 
Mr.' Justice Martin was referred to at 
some length.

Lord Collins, in giring their Lord- 
ships’ decision, said since the decision 
of the present case by Mr. Justice Cle­
ment,. Mr. Justice Mrurtin in the case of 
Shepherd vs. Shepherd, decided April 
1st, 1908, has refused to follow It, and 
has given his reasons at length in a 
very able and elaborate judgment trac­
ing the evolution of divorce jurisdiction 
in the colony back to its first begin­
nings and removing some apparent 
misapprehensions on the part of Mr. 
Justice Clement as to the attitude of 
Chief Justice Begbie towards this jur­
isdiction aftter the decision in S. vs. S. 
In the opinion of their Lordships the 
reasons given in the judgments of Jus­
tices Gray and Crease in S. vs. S., to­
gether with the recent critical survey 
of the ultimate situation by Mr. Justice 
Martin in Shepherd vs. Shepherd, place 
the question beyond discussion, and it 
seems to thefc* Lordships, with all def­
erence to Mr. Justice Clement, that his 
opinion to the contrary cannot be sup­
ported.
