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A Noed of Awakening in the Mari-
time Provinces.

The Pacific Railway Resolutions
have been carried in the House, of
Commons at Ottawa by a vote of 137
aguinst 62—a majority of 75. It is
a very discouraging thing to those
who assisted in bringing about Con-
federation to find the Dominion so
soon in the grasp of a gigantic rail-
way monopoly. The Maritime Pro-
vinces should rise to the duty which
their interests, as portions of the
Contederacy, seems to force upon
them. . It is an established fact that
the older Provinces are being levied
upon in a yearly increasing ratio for
the organization and development ot
the new ones in the west. To use a
comprehensive and appropriate ex-
_pression “everything is going west-
ward.”

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
went into Confederation a little over
sixteen years ago under a tariff of
fitteen per cent., and with the asswr-
ance from the sponsors of the scheme
that there would be no material in-
‘crease of that tariff for, at least,
twenty-five years. The contributions
of the Maritime Provinces to the
Federal treasury were mainly the
bases on which the subsidies allowed
to those Provinces from the Dominion
were estimated. There can be no
doubt that if the Provinces named had
been required to contribute to the
tariff revenue of the Dominion in
1867 double the amounts they did
contribute at that time, the subsidies
allowed to them would have been
about double what they were placed
at. How is it, then, that so many of
our public men, led by Sir Leonard
Tilley and Sir Charles Tupper, have
assisted in doubling our taxation, in
order’ that Provinces thousands- of
miles from us may be built up, while
these men make no demand for just
compensation in the way of needed
subsidy increase for the support of
our impoverished provincial public
services ?

Itis all very well to have appeals
made to our patriotism and our
national aspirations ; it sounds well,
no doubt, in our ears, to be assured
that we are part of a country practi-
cally boundless in area and pregnant
with the brightest auguries for the
future and that we are rivalling our
republican,/ neighbors, south of us,
in settling our broad prairies and
opening up the world’s future grana-
ries. But are there not considerations
of far greater importance to usasa
people ! What of ourselves? Did
we enter Confederation solely in order
that we might assist so largely in
building up Provincés in the Reart
of the continent and .beyond the
Rocky Mountains? Were we not
led to believe that we were to secure
reciprocal advantages by intimately
linking our destinies with those of
the western Provinces? If we en-
deavor to {.d the advantages we
have secured,what are they ¢ Every
intelligent man in New Brunswick
is humiliated to think that the Prov-
ince has been duped and practically
sold our. We were induced to part
with our larger powers and privileges
as an independent Province of the
Ewpire, with a constitution and sys-
tem ot Government under which we
were prosperous and able to develop
our great resources. What are we
now { Practically, only a Province
of a Province, cramped in our legis-
Inative powers, shorn of the privilege
of raising revenue for our legitimate
purposes und dependent upon Ottawa
for the paltry subsidy we receive,
while our Federal masters have ve-
paid us for being misled by them, by
doubling the burden of taxation we
consented to as a condition of our
casting in our lot with the Dominion.

One of the most humiliating fea-
tures of the situation is the manifest
indifference-of our léhding represen-
tatives in the dominant party at
Ottawa to the just claims of the
Maritime Provinces to consideration
in counection with the, so-called,
national work—the Pacitic Railway.
We have not forgotten how Messrs.
Tilley, Mitchell and other advocates
of Confederation impressed upon the
people the great idea that not only
would New Brunswick become the
centre of Dominion manufacturing
industries—not only were we to have
paper mills and starch factories and
wooden-ware factories, which would
supply all the upper Provinces—but
our sea ports were to be crowded
with tornage engaged in conveying
Canada’s exports to all quarters of |
globe und freighted inwards with |
cemmodities as we could not
ourselves produce, for distribution
from Cape Breton to our farthest
western possessions. After sixteen
years of Confederation what is the
disposition of these New Brunswick

important matter? Largely to meet
the demands of the Canada Pacific
Railway monopoly, ' Sir Leonard
Tilley, as Finance Minister, breaks
his pledges to his fellow-New Bruns-
wickers by compelling them to pay
double the tariff taxation they con-
sented to for the first twenty-five
years of Confederation. We
calied upon to be patriotic and bleed
freely in the interest of this great
Railway, and as ' Parliament was
about to vote the millions demanded
by the Company a New Brunswicker
—Mr. Chas. W. Weldon, Q. C,, M. P.
sought a fultillment of Confederation
pledges. The press report says,—

Mr. Weldon then rose and said tha
during the Confederation campaign 1t was
romised that the ports of the Maritim:
E‘rovmcea should be made the outlets fo.
the whole trade of Canada. St. John, 1t
was alleged, was to be the Liverpool ot
America. The Government professed to
te anxious to secure an all rail route on
Canadian territory and, if so, provision
shoulit be made that the winter port wi
he Pacitic Railway should bs on our ow
erritory, betuie they were grauted thi
enormous amouut of mouey. The Pacitic
Railway Company should give assurauce=
chat they wouid bring their trade toa
Canadian port. The facilities of St. John
as o shipping port were well kuowu, an
3t. Andrews was also well adapted tor an
Atlantic terminus, It was the duty o
.he Government to maiutain the interest-
.f our maritime ports in this watter. He
moved an amendmeunt, - seconded by Mr.
King, tv the effect that nono of the
wivances proposed to be ‘made to the
Pacic Railway Company should be used
wn acquiring railwaya or rallway securities,
with a view of securjing an Ocean terminus
n the United States.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell characterized the
amendment as of a sectivnal character,
whereas the question should be viewed
trom & broad Canadian staud-pont. He
.iefended the selection of Portlaud, Maine,
as the winter port and said Mr. Weldou
did not represent the opinione of the peo-
ple of the Maritime Provinces, Nature
created ports, and trade wounld find 1ts
way to those most svitable. It was the
werchants and shippers of the country
and not alone the Railway Company had
a voice ip saying where the outlets of our
commerce should be. It was unjust to
attach embardgssing condisions to the
proposed loan je the Canadian Pacific
Company. Th€ amendment, if adopted,
would perhaps prevent the carrying out
of this great enterprise. The people ot

he Maritime Proviuces were satisfied tu
wait and see business of their ports
develop.

Mr. King, in seconding the amendment,
spoke at length. In reply to Mr. Mitch-
ell’s statement, he said the amendment
simply stipulated that uutil the loan was
repaid, the C. P. R. Company should not
undertake to devote their money to secur-
g an Atlantic terminus not ou Cavadian
territory. He had no hesitation in saying
that if there was any question upon which
the people of the Maritime Provinces
agreed, it was that Confederation haa
been an utter failure. There was no
necessity for taking $7 per head from the
people of the Dommmon to complete the
Pacific Railway by 1886. The Parliament
of Canada never raised expectations of the
people at home or abroad that the railway
should be completed in 1886. It bad
been stated by the member fur Kings that
the completion of the railway by 1886 was
necessary to promote immigration, but
the hasty construction of the railway and
large expenditures of public money would
do much to fiighten immigrants off.
Several years had been spent in construct.
ing toe Intercolonial Railway, and it was
conceded that more benefit had been de-
rived from the building of that road by
the counties through which it passed,than
if the work had_been rushed* through in
one or two years. He showed the absur-
dity of Mr, Foster’s: calculations and pre-
dictions with respect to the results of the
granting of $30,000,000 loan. If the rail-
way became the property of the Govern
ment it would be run in the interest of
the” Northwest and the people of that
country would see that the Government
did not make any dividends. Even now
it was proposed that the greater portion
of the Northwest tratfic would be forward-
ed by the Hudson Bay route.* The entire
bank circulation of the Dominion was only
$30,000,000, which was just the sum the
Government proposed to donate to the
Pacific syndicate. The grant which the
Doniinion proposed to make to this com-
pany was equal toa grant of nearly $400-
000,000 by the Government of the United
States, considering the Qopulation of the
two countries, If Mr. Ioster had con-
sulted his county and ‘asked the people
there if they were willing to vote $200,-
000 as their share of the subsidy to enable
the Canadian Pacific Company to com-
plete thei®road in 1886, instead of 1891,
he would have found them pretty unani
mous in opposition to any such proposal,
If Mr. Mitchell expressed the policy of
the Canadian Pacific company, neither St.
John, Halifax, nor any other port in the
Maritime Provinces had much to hope
for. The people of New Brunswick had
not such an interest in the Northwest that
they should be asked pay $7,000,000 to
open up that country without even deing
given auny reason to hope that one of their
ports would be made the ocean terminus of
the Pacific Railway. The Conscrvative
members from New Bruuswick had now a
chance to show their devotion to the in-
terests of their proviuce,

Mr. Daly, of Halifax, would oppose the
amendment because it was intended to
embarrass the government and railway
company. P

Mr. Burpee, of Sunbury, said it was
just and necessary that the Atlantic ter-
minus of the Pacitic Railway should be in
the Maritime Provinces, The lopes of
the people of those Provinces when they
entered Confederation had not been real-
ized. He thought the utterances of Mr.
Mitchell rcquired explanation from the
Minister of }{ailwa,va. If it was true that
trade would go always by the shortest
route, why had the Intercolonial Railway,
700 miles long,been built, when a road 425
miles long would have servel the purpose
equally as well? The member for North
umberiand had cven been engaged in
negotiating the purchase of property for
the Atlantic terminus of the Pacific Rail-
way,in Portland,but he hoped the Govern-
ment would tike measures to secure this
advantage lo cre of the Mariti.ne Province

Land Surveyor Freeze and his *‘com-
petent Assistant” had reached a point
near Bartholomew river—Wm. McLag-
gan’s field—on Tuesday of last week,
with their Railway surveying operations
in behalf of Mr. Call and his associate
obstructionists. It, therefere, appears
that Mr: Freeze had really not made
the survey on which ha reported so
favorably to the Municipal Council
more than a month ago.

" Mr. Robert Swim, of Doaktown, is
assuring his friends up the river that if
the Valley Railway starts from Chatham
Junction it will be diverted to Grand
Lake and they will never even ‘‘see
the smoke of its locomotives.”

The New Liguor Act.

The new Dominion Act relating to

the prohibition and sale of spirituous
liguors is now in force and the Commis-
sioners for Northumberland, Gloucester
and Restigouche are organized, and In-
spectors have been appointed to enforce
it. The Commissioners for the North-
umberland District, who are aware that
the Scott Act hus been inoperative,
issue, in this number of the Apvance,
a warning to all concerned, so that
there may be no misunderstandings in
reference to liability should the Chief
_Inspector discover violations of the
law. It is to be hoped that there will
be nv necessity for prosecutions, for, as
the Commissioners rightly intimate, fio
matter what people may thiuk of a law
--whether favorably or otherwise—it
should be obeyed. Our own opinion of
the Scott Act is very unfavorable, and
we believe the people of the County
would like to seeit altogether repealed.
The new Act, while it provides for the
enforcement to the letter of the obnox-
ious Scott Act, is also, of itself, a com-
plete and stringent licensing measure
and, in that respect, is correct in prin-
ciple. As the mattor now stands, how-
ever, the man or. woman who -sells in-
toxicating liquors within the County of
Northumberland does so in defiance of
established law and, if detected, musat
expect to suffer the penalty prescribed.
The Commissioners give fair warning.
In the Counties of Gloucester and Res-
tigouche the license system will be in
operation and the law will, therefore,
prove much more satisfactory than in
Northumberland.

Liguor License Act, 1883.

COUNTY AND DISTRICT OF NORTHUMBERLAND

The Board of Liceuse Comwissivners
under the Liquor License Act, 1883, for
tae County and District of Nortbumber-
laud—in which County the Canada Tem-
perance Act, 1878, is now and has been for
some time past legally in force (theoretical-
ly at least)—have determined at their first
meeting to make the following notitication
to the public and all persons interested—
namely : 5

That it is unlawful for any person in
the County, (excep¥ certain Druggists and
Vendors for very special purposes under
stringent provisions referred to below) by
himself, his Clerk, Servant or Agent to
expose or keep for sale, or directly or in-
directly on any pretence, or upon any de-
vice sell or barter to any person any
spirituvus or intoxicating liquor, or any
mixed liquor capable of being used as a
beverage and part of which is spirituous or
otherwise intoxicating; and the only excep.
tion is— That certain Druggists and other
Vendors specially licensed by the Lieut.-
Governor under 99th Section, Canada Tem
