LONDON, Jan. 7—Lively scenes 
again marked last night's meetings, 
the Peers especially figuring.

Lloyd George has issued a public ap­
peal to his supporters to give his op­
ponents a fair hearing, but with small 
result as yet.

Lords Donoughmore and Cheyles- 
more at Coventry had to fight their 
way to the platform through a cheer­
ing, Jeering mob, whose songs declar­
ed: "They’ll not go home till morn­
ing.’’ Repeated appeals on behalf of 
their lordships were received with 
shouts of “We won’t hear them,’’ and 
“Down with the Lords.” In the end 
the meeting was abandoned.

At Holywell, Earl Denbigh’s defense 
of the Lords created such an uproar 
that he perched himself on the chair­
man’s table, lighted a cigarette and 
waited for silence which only came 
when the meeting closed.

The Duke of Norfolk, speaking on 
behalf of Donald MacMaster at Wo­
king, said amid an uproar that ns 
would bet half a crown that with ar­
gument on one side and abuse on the 
other, people would decide as intelli­
gent Englishmen what course to take.

At Wellington Lord Willoughby de 
Broke gave as good as he got. “Have 
you ever seen a Peer before 7” said hls 
lordship.

Henry Jones, the father, said his 
wife was dead, and he had three 
daughters, one married, one an in­
valid, and the other the girl Alice, 
taken by the doctor. In the summer 
of this year she was fifteen and a half 
years of age, and up to hat time she 
was a very god girl and has assisted 
to keep house for him.

The doctor began calling at ~.s 
house by attending his invalid daugh­
ter, and he first knew of the doctor's 
attention to his daughter in July from 
an anonymous letter, in which it was 
stated that the relations between the 
doctor and the girl were becoming a 
matter of talk in the district.

Later he asked the doctor to leave 
his daughter alone, as he did not be­
lieve In her going about with a man 
of his age. He also told Mr. Weir It 
would ruin his home to take his daugh­
ter away, as he would only have the 
cripple left. The doctor then said lie 
would leave the girl alone.

Following that, however, a letter 
was brought to his daughter from Dr. 
Weir, dated July 26, follows:

Dear Alice—You have plunged me 
into unspeakable sorrow, and 1 was. 
awake all night. May God avenge us 
on the writer of the accursed letter 
which brought all this misery about.
I loved you with all my heart, and 
now It is broken. Even if you declined 
to marry me your attitude yesterday 
at your sister’s was to me unaccount­
able. Evidently you were well posted 
up, but it won’t make you happy to 
know you have plunged me in agoniz- 
ting pain.—Your broken-hearted lover.

Next the doctor came to his house, 
and witness’s married daughter, who 
was there, asked the doctor why he 
did not leave Alice alone. The girl | 
was crying, and the doctor said he 
wanted to marry her honorably. Wit­
ness replied, “Do you think I will let 
her marry a man old enough to be her 
grandfather?” and added that Weir 
could not marry her without bis con­
sent.

Every man and woman taking out a 
small industrial policy, upon ^lich 
payments are generally made weekly, 
receives a card to be sent to the com­
pany If they fall ill.

Under an arrangement *ith the 
Nurses’ Association, as soon as the Ill­
ness of a small policyholder is reported 
a nurse is sent to assist the physician 
In charge of the case.

“ We have no idea where this experi­
ment is going to lead us,” said Dr. Lee 
K. Frankel, who has charge of the in­
dustrial insurance department. “ Our 
purses are attending about 200 cases a 
day in Manhattan. If the experiment 
seems a good thing, we may establish 
a training school of our own for 
nurses.”

Featherstone lived with his mother, 
sister and wife under the name of 
Featherstonhaugh, but to the police he 
always was known as Featherstone. 
His sister, in describing the dead man’s 
lineage, said: “My grandfather, Henry 
Bardlff Featherstonhaugh, was the ne­
phew and heir of the last baron of one 
of the oldest families In Essex. Eng­
land. The daughter of an English 
neighbor had been picked out for him 
to wed, but he ran away and married 
a poor Irish girl named Lee. For this 
he was disinherited. He came to Am­
erica and settled in Oswego, N. Y., 
where he prospered.

then the serum which prevents hog 
cholera may be taken and it is in pro­
ducing this blood serum that the tails 
of these healthy pigs become valuable.

After the healthy pigs nave recovered 
from the shock of the injection of the 
blood of the five pigs, the work of pro­
ducing the serum begins. A little piece 
of tiie tail of the porker is clipped 
off, a very small piece, not more than 
half an inch. The blood is drawn oft 
into specially prepared vessels. All of 
the blood of the pig is drawn oft ex­
cept just enough to keep him alive.

Then the tail is bound up and treat­
ed and the porker gets the best of 
everything to eat again. When he re­
covers his vitality and becomes fat and I 
strong again, another small piece of 
His tail is clipped off and the blood 
drawn again. A pig is useful to the 
college for producing cholera serum 
only so long as he has a part of his 
tail left that can be cut off. Af.er 
this the pig is useless and is killed 
and the blood used to inoculate the 
one to take his place in the special 
serum producing herd.

To produce one hundred thousand 
doses of the serum it was necessary to 
give the disease to more than one 
thousand hogs and kill them, and the 
blood of five of these injected into one 
other. Eacli of these pigs will produce 
about one thousand doses before his 
tail becomes too short. A dose is about 
ten teaspoonfuls of the blood drawn 
from one of these pigs. The serum of 
this blood alone makes a hog immune 
from the disease for about thirty 
days, but when the blood is injected 
into a healthy hog he becomes im­
mune from the disease forever. A vac­
cinated hog can go into a herd of 
hogs unable to move from cholera and 
not become ill at all.

Everyone is famliiav with the old 
nursery rhyme of the pig with the 
curly tail. But few indeed have at­
tached any importance to the fact 
that the curly-tailed pig was generally 
a favorite. It has remained for mod­
em scientific agriculture to find out 
the reasons and utilize the results. 
So much for book-farming.

It is well known to all farmers at 
least, that hog cholera has cost the 
farmers of the United States immense 
losses. Even in Canada where corn 
feeding and hot weather prevail as in 
Essex and Kent counties, the scourge 
means much loss to the farm ex­
chequer. Toronto residents have had 
cases of wholesale herds being affected 
right at their doors recently. The 
curly-tailed pig is never sick. That is, 
a sick pig will not carry those pecu­
liar kinks in his tail.

But it has remained" for the Kansas 
Agricultural College to discover that 
the more kinks a pig has in his tail, 
the more valuable he Is. Here Is their 
schedule of probable prices based on 
the length of the tail:

CURLY-TAILED PIGS IN DEMAND.

One kink, actual value, say
Two kinks..................................
Three kinks...............................
Four kinks, almost any price the own­

er wants.
The agricultural college has need of 

pigs with many kinks in their tails. A 
long, kinky-tailed pig is worth about 
as much in Kansas just now as two 
short-tailed ones.

This condition whereby Sir Porker 
with three curls in his caudal appen­
dage becomes more valuable than his 
brother with one twist came about in 
this fashion:

The government discovered a serum 
which was an absolute preventive and 
cure for hog cholera. Statistics show 
that Kansas farmers lose more than à 
million dollars A year from this most 
dreaded farm disease. The epidemic 
has been worse this winter than in 
former years. The agricultural col­
lege set about making this serum and 
furnishing it at actual cost to the 
Kansas farmers. The college plant is 
Just now in working order and it is 
producing one hundred thousand doses 
of serum a year with the present sun- 
ply of pigs. It takes from a month :o 
six weeks to get the plant started.

BERLIN, Jan. 5.—The Jam of Naw* 
anagar (Prince Ranjitsinhji) is the 
subject of an interview with Count 
Hans von Koenigsmarck, a major of 
the German general staff, which the 
major has printed as an epilogue te 
his recent book on India.

"Our ancestors were educated to be 
idle.” said the prince. "Indulgence and 
extravagance were held up before their 
eyes as their most sacred duties. It 1» 
only in our •British schools that we 
have been taught the lessons of ‘no­
blesse oblige.’ While our forefathers 

I were living luxuriously at the cost of 
their subjects, the Indian princes of 
the present time are working hard to 
advance the welfare df their peoples, 
and a similar change in the conception 
of the obligations of class distinctions 
has gradually extended over the whole 
of India.

“Rulers and ministers, military offi­
cers and civil officials, merchants and 
laborers, are all inspired by a con­
sciousness of duty. A high standard 
has been set in all professions. India 
has already produced distinguished 
civil servants, politicians, professors la 
eveery faculty of learning, efficcient 
business men, thoroughly trained me­
chanics and engineeers, and capable 
artisans, and with Great BritaHTs 
help we will continue to make satis­
factory progress.

“India is still very far distant from 
that condition of autonomous inde­
pendence for which Tllak and his par­
tisans continuously clamor. We shall 
have need of Great Britain’s strong 
arm to lead, "support, and to protect 
us In spite of all our advance in civil­
ization, in spite of the increase of 
education in India, and in spite of the 
evidence of initiative on the part of 
the. Indan peoples.

“For all that, we continue to be like 
children who cannot prosper without 
wise parental guidance. What would 
have been the fate of our conglomera­
tion of nations without Great Britain's 
guardianship? Our magnificent herit­
age would have been wasted in the 
follies and excesses of political youth. \ 
A succession of revolutions would have ' 
devastated the country that is now 
rich.

“Neither at present nor at any fu­
ture time will the diverse elements of 
India ever be united into one single 
nation. Neither at the present time 
nor at any future time will India be 
(it for self-government, but under 
Great Britain’s benevolent and power­
ful leadership India will grow into ж 
homogenous realm, and become a 
powerful and even dominant factor in 
the future arena of nations—the mar­
kets of the world.

1, 3, and 4, which collieries are 
liable shortly to be put out of business 
if access cannot bo had from their 
workings to there portions of the seams 
lying beyond the leases held by the 
Dominion Coal Company. The areas 
of the latter c >mpany, in short, block 
the operations and seaward extensions 
of the collieries of the former company. 
It is pointed out as a symptom of the 
prevailing state of affairs that Sydney 
No. 3 produced less ccal in 1909 than 
In 1908, though the total output of the 
company was greater last year than

A seaweed has invaded the oyster 
beds of France and carried off 400,000 
oysters. It has carried them off bod­
ily, as a thief would do.

The minute seeds of this weed float 
up the English Channel in the current 
of the Gulf stream, they settle on 
oysters in the Breton beds of Morbi­
han, Quiberon and Belle-Isle, and they 
grow to the size of a duck’s egg.

They are full of water, but at ma­
turity the water evaporates, and air 
takes its place.

NEW YORK, Jan. 6—Mrs. Charles L.
..Ills, who was terribly burned when 
her gown caught fire during the Nev 
Year's celebration in the Cafe Martin, 
diéd in the hospital late yesterday. She 
was jtbput 30 years of age and leaves’ 
a husband.

She was playing with a toy balloon, 
the light from which ignited her cloth­
ing. Immediately there was a panic 
among the dense crowd of fas'ilonably 
gowned men and women packed 
around the tables. When the blaze was 
extinguished Mrs. Ellis, suffering In­
tense agony, was removed to the New 
York Hospital In an ambulance.

Her body,- shoulder, arm and nock 
are severely burned, while her hair curred.

NEW YORK, Jari. 6,—Morris Lustig, 
proprietor of a night watchman ser­
vice and private detective bureau, was 
arraigned before Coroner Feinbeerg 
this afternoon, charged with the mur­
der of hie-wife Rhoda, and was held 
without ball until Tuesday. Lustig’s 
wife died October 28, 1909, not long af­
ter her life had been insured for $3,- 
000, and it Is the belief of the police 
that the- cause of her death was not 
natural.

Mrs. Lustig was burled about No­
vember 1 at her old home at Milroy, 
Pa. The body was exhumed at Mil­
roy, and the police say that evidence 
was found that Mrs. Lustig had died 
from strychnine poisoning instead of 
from spinal meningitis, as the death 
certificate given by Dr. Charles Phil­
lips stated.

The authorities were led to investi­
gate the case on the receelpt of let­
ters which said that for several days 
previous to his wife’s death Lustig 
had attempted to purchase strychnine 
in drug stores in the vicinity of his 
home. The police say they verified 
this, and, on the report from Milroy 
as to the finding of strychnine in the 
body and the further discovery that 
Mrs. Lustig’s life had been insured 
for $3,000 in her husband’s favor, they 
made the arrest. .

The police believe that Lustig Is a

TORONTO. Ont., Jan. 7.—That the’ 
mineral richness of the Porcupine dis­
tricts exceeds anything in Ontario, ex­
cept Cobalt, was the statement of J. 
F. Whitson, assistant chief of provin­
cial surveys, who returned today from 
a tour of Inspection through the dis­
trict. Mr. Whitson, on his arrival, at 
once went Into conference with Hon. 
Mr. Cochrane.

“Over 2,000 claims have already been 
staked out In four townships,” Mr. 
Whitson continued. “All of the Whit- ; 
ney and Tisdale townships, except the 
Veterans’ locations have been staked 
besides two-thirds of the Shaw town­
ship to the south of Whitney, and two- 
thirds of an unnamed township south 
of Tisdale. Several hundred prospefct- 
ors are doing development work upon 
the claims staked out during the last 
two months.”

“The road Into Porcupine was finish­
ed ten days ago. It was constructed by 
the prospectors and parties desirous of j 
conducting stopping places on the 
route. The O'Brien Mining Company 
and a New York syndicate each have 
twenty-five men at work developing 
properties near the southwest corner 
of Tisdale. One of these properties, 
operated by Mr. Timmons of the La 
Rose Company, has a quartz dyke 
passing through it which has been 
stripped for 1,300 feet and has a width 
in many places of twenty feet. Free 
gold can be seen across the whole 
dyke in many places. I never saw any­
thing like it in Ontario before, except 
at the Cobalt field."

Mr. Whitson expressed himself as 
most encouraged over the prospects of 
the field. —

journal jeers at Howlck as a modest, 
well meaning young man and pretends 
to find It pitiable that a grandson of 
the great Earl Grey should come to 
Bradford as an apologist for the peers' 
advocate of corn laws.

The Manchester Guardian’s first edi­
torial today, called “The Empire,” 
gives up the Lords, reproduces Isolat­
ed Canadian and Australasian news­
paper expressions, upon which -it de­
clares "The colonies speak as if they 
were Churchill and 
When the Lords broke with the con­
stitution on November 30 they broke 
with the colonies. Our kinsmen over­
seas rely on us Liberals to guard the 
democratic character of the mother of 
all their parliaments as they rely on 
us to keep up Westminster Abbey."

The Duke of Atholl at a meeting In 
support of his son. Lord Tullibardine, 
Unionist candidate for W estperth- 
shire, said that though aged seventy, 
this was the first time he had presid­
ed at a political meeting. It was ex­
tremely difficult to make ends meet on 
landed estates nowadays. The Duke 
has 200,000 acres and three mansions.

Some go the length of 
proposing that free church leaders be 
given seats In the Lords, beside the 
bishops. Meanwhile ministerialists are 
at sixes and sevens about the future 
of the Lords. Grey still strongly advo­
cates an elective chamber, Haldane and 
Birrell oppose the election proposal. As­
quith Is content with the statement 
there must be a second chamber, but 
Llody-George's speeches are Interpret­
ed as meaning a single chamber, just 
as Joe Martin declared In the Chron­
icle yesterday his supporters In East 
Paneras demanded complete abolition 
of the Lords, the North Wales Chron­
icle reports Lloyd-George speaking at 
LUanelly Welsh Chapel as follows:

‘They are In a trap, and when I re­
call contemptuous things said of Wales 
on Welsh questions I am glad to think 
It Is a Welshman who set the trap. 
(Prolonged cheers.) We have caught 
the large rate at last. They will not 
destroy our measures much more. There 
will be rejoicing In our land when we 
see the House of Lords set aside, when 
we see clear path to the throne of King 
Edward the Seventh, when we see a 
clear path for education, land and re­
ligious equality. Then the song of 
Wales will reach through the hills and 
dales, a song that has not been equal­
led since the song Miriam sang after 
the Red Sea had been crossed. (Ap­
plause.) That Is why X am so zealous 
a W’elsbman."

PRESIDENTS MESSAGE IS 
FAVORABLE TO THE TRUSTS

Would Bring Them Within the Zone of the' Law-Points Out 
Harm Dene by Inwestlgatlons—Changes Sug­

gested In Granting Charlers.
Nothing In the federal charters Is to 

exempt any corporation from prosecu­
tion for violations of the anti-trust 
law.

In that portion of his message deal­
ing with changes in the interstate 
commerce laws, the President recom­
mends:

The establishment of a United States 
court of commerce of five Judges to 
hear and determine appeals from tho 
Inter-state commerce commission, the 
only appeal from this court lying In 
the United States Supreme Court.

Pooling arrangements of rates allow­
ed under direct supervision of the 
commission.

The commieslon empowered to pass 
upon freight classifications.

The commission empowered to pass 
on new rates or classifications by rail­
roads.

Shippers given the choice of estab­
lished routes on through freight.

From and after the passage of thft 
amendments it is recommended that 
no railroad shall acquire any stock or 
Interest in a competing line, except 
that where a road already owns fifty 
per cent, or more of the stock of an­
other road, it may complete the pur­
chase of all the stock. Also in cases 
where one road Is operating another 
under a lease of more than 25 years' 
duration, it shall have a right to ac­
quire the demised road.

Stocks must be issued at par value 
for money paid in or for property or 
services, rates at full value under an 
inquiry by the federal authority, who 
shall supervise all stock and bond is­
sues.
