Prospecte of a Successful year for the Morley 
Ladles' College.

The autumn term of the Morley Ladies’ 
College, Conservatory ot Music and School 
ot Art opens on Tuesday next, and Miss 
Morley and Miss Haydon, the painstaking 
principals, are to be congratulated upon 
the prospects for an even larger attendance 
than usual. The rooms are roomy, and 
are well-fitted up, every possible contin­
gency that would interfere with the comfort 
of pupils being forestalled. The 
mente made for the convenience of students 
daring study hours are particularly to be 
commended.

The collegiate year consists of three 
terms—the autumn term, from September 
4th to December 18th, the winter term, 
from January 7th to April 6th, and the 
summer term, from April 15th to June 
22nd.

The 
fee for each subject is only four dollars per 
term of twenty lessons, and the four sub­
jects are literature, French, art, and har­
mony and musical history.

Miss Morley is well known as a very 
efficient teacher, and it is her pride that she 
employs none but teachers of the first rank 
in their respective subjects.

Recorder MacCoy’s idea had all along been 
to combine in himself the positions of re­
corder and stipendiary, but the legislature 
vetoed that last year. It is now said that 
he would be qunt) willing to resign the re- 
cordship and take the police court especial­
ly if the privilege ot supreme court practice 
were granted. The stipendiary’s full sal­
ary with fees, should be worth from $2500 
to $2700 all things considered, and the fret 
that the tory lawyers are out of the race al­
together, points to Mr. Fielding as the 
stipendiary of the near future.

will probThe steamer Chesapeake left New York 

at 4 o’clock on the afternoon of Saturday, 
the 5th of December, 1863, on her regular 
trip to Portland, Me., a voyage that usually 
required about thirty-six hours. The 
steamer was owned in New York by Henry 
B. Cromwell, and was in command of 
Captain Isaac Willett, an experienced mas­
ter who had followed the sea for thirty 
years. The crew, all told and including 
the stewardess, numbered eighteen persons, 
and there were twenty-two passengers, a 
small number as comp ired with the lists 
of those carried the previous summer and 
autumn. The cargo was a large and 
valuable one, much of it being cotton and 
wine. From the fact that the state of 
Maine had then, as now, a prohibitory 
law, it may be inferred that the wine was 
for medicinal and mechanical purposes, 
but that it was shipped in large quantities 
for Portland, is recorded for all time on 
the oath of Daniel Henderson, mate.

Among the passengers were John C. 
Braine, Brooks, Collins, Clifford, Seely, 
Robinson, Gilbert and Robert Cox. Parr, 
McKinney, Wade and five others. 
Braine and his St. John recruits had left the 
latter city by the Boston boat about the 
first of December, reaching New York 
a day or so before the Chesapeake was to 
make her trip. They came on board 
without tickets, and when the fares were 
collected Braine paid over $87 tor passage 
money. Captain Willett knew Braine by 
sight, having had him as a passenger from 
New York to Portland about a fortnight 
before, at which time Braine was making 
his observations as to the easiest way in 
which a capture could be effected.

Nothing unusual occurred during Satur­
day night and Sunday. At midnight on 
the latter day the second mate, Daniel 
Henderson, finished his watch, went to his 
room and was soon asleep. Captain Wil­
lett was also asleep, and the steamer was 
in charge of the chief mite, Charles John­
ston. At one o’clock the Chesapeake was 
about twenty miles north-north-east of Cape 
Cod. The hour had arrived for the blow 
to be struck.

The body of armed men had everything 
their own way, of course. With part of 
the officers and crew asleep and the others 
unsuspecting any design against them, it 
could not well be otherwise. The surprise 
was complete, and the only man, apparent­
ly, who talked of resistance, was shot dead 
on the spot and hie body thrown overboard.

This was Orrin Schœffer, the second en­
gineer, who was in charge of the engines 
at the time of the attack. He was a tall, 
powerful man who would be likely to de­
fend himself, but the stories as to how far 
that resistance justified the crowd of armed 
men in killing him do not agree. It was 
afterwards claimed by Braine that Schœffer 
fired three shots from a revolver and at­
tempted to clear the deck with the appara­
tus for throwing scalding water, but it was 
averred by others that Schœffer did not 
even have a pistol. As to the use of the 
hot water apparatus, it would have been 
difficult for him to have managed it alone, 
and he could not have got it ready in lees 
than twenty-five minutes.

IThe news of the capture of the Chesa­
peake created great excitement in St. 
John, where so many ot those engaged in 
the adventure were well known. There 
were not wanting rabid sympathizers with 
the pro-slavery party who applauded the 
action ot Brain and hie men, but oe the 
other hand it was freely characterized ss 
an act ot piracy and murder. All sorts ot 
rumors were current as to other projected 
enterprises of the same kind, and so much 
was danger apprehended that before the 
steamer New England left for Eastport, 
Portland and Boston, on her regular trip, 
a search was instituted among the passen­
gers for concealed weapons.
Police JohnR. Marshall, with 
men, was present during the search, 
for which he was roundly rated 
by some ot the newspapers, until 
it was shown that he was merely 
there to prevent a breach of the peace, 
and took no part in the searching. The 
investigation disclosed only one revolver 
among the passengers.

In the meantime, the Chesapeake, in 
charge of Parker, had steamed down the 
bay, and around the Nova Scotia coast to 
Shelburne, encountering a heavy gale, 
with snow, on the passage. At Shelburne 
a quantity of the cargo,—flour, sugar, to­
bacco and port wine, vu put ashore, some 
of it being exchanged for wood and coal 
and the rest, presumably, sold at a low 
figure. The steamer lay at Shelburne, 
until after the following Sunday, the 18th, 
and during this time Braine lett the vessel 
and made aie way to Halifax. At Petit 
Riviere, 25 miles from Liverpool, two men, 
one ot them a former U. S. consul, at­
tempted to arrest him. He demanded 
their authority and they applied to a ma­
gistrate, who refused, to interfere. They 
then attempted to take Braine by force, 
but the bystanders interfered and he was 
allowed to pursue his journey. He reached 
Halifax, and disappeared from there, but 
he arrived in St. John by train on the 
evening ot the 21st of December.

The U. S. gunboat Ella 
and Annie, in command of Lieut. Nichole, 
arrived there on Tuesday, took coals at 
Canard’s wharf and heard of the Chesa­
peake’s being around the coast. Thereupon 
the gunboat steamed tor La Have and from 
thence to Lunenburg, where word was re­
ceived that the captured steamer was in 
Sambro.

Very early Thursday morning while 
Johnston was preparing to leave the vessel 
in the care of the new engineer. Capt. 
Parker was surprised by the appearance of 
a gunboat in the harbor. It was the Ella 
and Annie. Parker ordered the engineer 
to get steam on, but was told that it could 
not be done in time. Then he proposed 
to scuttle the vessel, but the rapid approach 
of the pursuer rendered this out of tbe 
question. Thereupon 
got away from the Chesapeake 
tiiey could, most ot them going ashore, 
though Wade got aboard the schooner In­
vestigator and concealed famselt.

Parker having thus abruptly given up 
his command, Johnston hoisted the stars 
and stripes upside down and the gunboat 
was soon alongside. The flag was righted, 
and Lieut. Nichole took charge. Quick as 
had bet n the original capture ot the Chesa­
peake, the recapture was even more 
speedy.

It was at first the intention ot Lieut. 
Nichole to take the steamer to Eastport, 
Me., but after getting out of the harbor he 
reported to tbe U. S. S. Dacotah. and was 
ordered to take the prize to Halifax and 
hand her over to the civil 
adjudication. This was the proper course, 
for the capture of a vessel in neutral waters 
and carrying her to a United States port 
would have led to a good many compli­
cations. Tbe vice-admiralty court subse­
quently awarded the Chesapeake to "her 
owners, on their giving security for any 
claims that might prise against the vessel 
or cargo.

Before leaving Sambro, Lieut. Nichole 
had searched around the harbor and cap­
tured th*ee of the fugitives.

The 
captain of the Dacotah readily consented to 
surrender the men, however, and 1 o’clock 
that day, January 19, was the hour fixed 
for sending them ashore. At that hour a 
large number of people gathered at 
the Queen’s wharf to receive them.

Ао Interesting: Description of an Interview 

With the Famous Writer.
In the August Harper’s William Dean 

Howells concludes his wholly delightful 
papers under the title, “ My First Visit to 
New England,” and tells of his visit to 
Hawthorne and Emerson, with the delicate 
humor and keen-sighted appreciation that 
make him so inimitable an observer and 
writer. He was captivated by the dreamy, 
halfmystical genius and personality of 
Hawthorne. He was not quite so fort­
unate in his vis-a-vis with the Sage of Con­
cord, but the meeting was rather the more 
interesting for the little embarrassment and 
the shade which accompanied the “sweet­
ness and light” of that interview.

Mr. Howells says : “I think it was Emer­
son himself who opened his door to me, 
for I have a vision of the fine old man 
standing tall on his threshold, with the 
card in his hand, and looking from it to 
me with a vague serenity, while I waited a 
moment on the doorstep below him. He 
would then have been about sixty, but I 
remember nothing of age in his aspect, 
though I have called him an old man. His 
hair, I am sure, was entirely dark, and his 
face had a kind of marble youthfulness, 
chiseled to a delicate intelligence by the 
highest and noblest thinking that any 
man has done. There was a strange charm 
in Emerson’s ‘eyes, which I felt then and 
always, something like that I saw in Lin­
coln’s, but shyer, swteter and less sadj 
His smile was the very sweetest I have 
ever beheld, and the contour of the mask 
and the line of the profile were in keeping 
with this incomparable sweetness of the 
mouth, at once grave and quaint, though 
quaint is not quite the word for it either, 
but subtly, not unkindly arch, which again 
is not the word.

“It was his great fortune to have been 
mostly misunderstood, and to have reached 
the dense intelligence of his fellow men after 
a whole lifetime of perfectly simple and 
lucid appeal, and his countenance expressed 
the patience and forbearance of a wise man 
content to bid his time. It would be hard 
to persuade people now that Emerson 
once represented to the popular mind all 
that was most hopelessly impossible, and 
that in a certain „sort he was a national 
joke, the type of -the incomprehensible.

“IT GOES WITHOUT SAYING.”

Dr. George Sibwart, the^eminent Cana­
dian litterateur, has in the Atlantic Monthly 
an attack on the phrase “it goes without 
saying,” and the Globe makes a gallant 
defense of the doctors bete noir. “Why,” 
asks the editor of the Chronicle, “not say 
at once, and be done with it, 'it is an evi­
dent fact,’ ‘it is a natural conclusion,’ ‘no­
body disputes it,’ ‘it is admitted’ P But 
what ‘goes’ without saying ? Can anybody 

tell?”
A person might just as logically ask, 

“What is an evident fact ?” “What is a 
natural conclusion ?” as ask what the 
doctor does, it being granted what the 
Globe clearly shows— that “goes” is, in 
this connection, a forceful word. If any of 
the phrases instanced by Dr. Stewart are 
followed by a clause commencing with 
“that,” as they generally are, it is evident 
that the clause so beginning is the real sub­
ject ot the sentence, “it” being what is 
known as an anticipative subject. The 
meaning ot “it” in such sentences is much 
clearer than in the idiom that the doctor 
employs in the phrase “Why not say at 
once, and be done with it

The Globe, as has been already said, 
makes a telling defence of the phrase to 
which Dr. Stewart objects, and rejoices 
that its possession is one of the triumphs of 
the English language. But after a while 
such a phrase, however pithy, becomes a 
weariness to the flesh, and most people get 
to be quite willing to let it “go without 
saying.”

Every Dog Whose Taxes su» Paid Should Be
Treated as a Citizen Contributing lo the
Town’s Revenue, but He Should be M»<le to
Respect Others Right’s In Retnrn.

Moncton, Aug. 22.—The oft disputed 
question, as to whether a man who takes 
part in making laws for others, can possibly 
be a law unto himself, never seems to 
have reached a satisfactory settlement! 
The man bimaalt thinks he can, while the 
populace generally, and his immediate 
neighbors in particular, are of the opinion 
that he can’t. And to do the latter justice 
they can usually bring forward some pretty 
solid arguments to support their views.

A man who presides at the councils of 
nations is rarely a pleasant neighbor, I 
fancy ! His mind, like that of the Laird of 
Cockpen, is usually too much “ta’en up 
wi’ thinga-o’ the state,” for him to be indi­
vidually agreeable and be is so eager to 
o»2$e the municipality he represents that 
he is tempted to overlook private interests 
altogether, except when they happen to be 
his own. The smallest details connected 
with the working of the ship ot state, inter­
est him far more than the largest concerns 
ot his next door neighbor. In fact he has 
got so into the habit ot taking wide views, 
and looking at great matters from a dis­
tance, that he cap scarcely be expected to 
tai such interest in the small details of 
cL./f life going on around him. Like the 
great natural laws he works tor the good 
of the race, not the individual, and it the 
latter should happen to get in the way and 
be hurt, why of course it is his own fault 
for not keeping off the track, and leaving 
the way clear for the country’s rulers.

Such at least seem to be the sentiments 
ot the average politician ; and a certain 
member of Moncton’s city council, whose 
voice is usually loudest in the council 
chamber, and whose advanced views on the 
subject of civic administration might well 
revolutionize all existing forms ot municipal 
government, is no exception to the rule. 
This gentleman resides on one ot the prin­
cipal streets of the city, and 'is the posses­
sor of a large black dog of the Newfound­
land denomination who devotee an amount 
of attention to the neighbor's affairs, which 
fully makes up for any lack ot interest on 
hie master’s part, and is a source ot con­
siderable embarrassment to the neighbors 
themselves ; indeed all they ask is that the 
master will either pay a little more atten­
tion to the dog’s peculiarities, or else buy 
him a good strong muzzle.

This engaging quadruped is not only 
very ill-tempered towards all the human 
race, but he wages unchecked war upon 
every cat wiihin the radius ot Ward 2, and 
is therefore very unpopular even amongst 
his master’s most ardent supporters.

There are eccentric people in this world 
who consider a thoroughbred Maltese cat 
quite as valuable as a long haired, short 
tempered dog who can only be connected 
with the rock bound shores ot Newfoundland 
by a very great stretch of courtesy, espe­
cially when the cat happens to be their pro­
perty, and the dog another man’s. But 
even leaving the question of value out, it 
would require an angelic disposition to 
look on patiently while the dog vaulted 
lightly over your front fence, pounced 
upon your favorite cat who was dozing 
peacefully on the verandah steps,and broke 
her back before you could interfere, leav­
ing the poor creature to writhe in agony, 
until you could find some means of putting 
it out of misery.

This has happened so frequently that 
the residents ot that street are beginning 
to find the repetition very monotonous, and 
as the alderman does not seem to concern 
himself about such small matters, my at­
tention has been directed to the great an­
noyance suffered by the dog’s immediate 
neighbors, and as he is very much in the 
hsva' of dragging the remains of his victims 
from one yard to another, and leaving 
them on strange doorsteps, there to pollute 
the summer air, I have been requested to 
suggest that if the civic yuler does not care 
to muzzle his dog, he will appropriate a 
small eum yearly to be applied towards the 
decent burial ot his pet’s victims, or at 
least undertake to notify the board of* 
bealt!i,°ibd have the bodies rempyed be­
fore rigor mortis sets in ; as it is both in- 
convenient.and expensive to have the floor­
ing of one’s verandah taken up once in a 
while in order to remove the ghastly and 
unpleasant remains of some murdered 
pussy which have been nuking the house 
almost uninhabitable.

Now it is well known that dogs in Mon_ 
ctonjike converted Jews in England, come 
high,but providing you are willing to pay for 
the luxury no one will object to your keep­
ing one, if yon see that your dog does not 
violate the laws. Every canine whose taxes 
are paid is a citizen ; he should be regard­
ed as any other taxpayer and his rights re­
spected, since he assists in defraying the 
expenses of the city, bnt his owner must 
yee that he respecta the rights of others in 
return, and it is scarcely fair that a dog be­

% Ladies’ Tailoring, - Fall, 1894.Henry Hope’* Graphic Account of Hie Voy­
age on the “Zlopatleta,” and hie Imprison­
ment In England—Hie Charge Against the
Sailor»’ Home Superintendent.

A sailor named Henry Hope has sent 
Progress the biggest sheet ot manuscript 
that the paper has ever received, it is 
a complaint against the superintendent 
ot the Sailois’ Home at Halifax, writ­
ten on a sheet ot manilla "paper, fifteen 
by twenty-four inches. The writer is 
evidently not a regular contributor to. 
the press, for he writes on both 
sides of the paper, but he telle a very 
straightforward story, which, if true, would 
justify him in publishing his grievances. 
He claims that he has been going to sea off 
and on for the last thirty-five years, and 
enumerates many vessels of all rigs and 
sizes with which he says he was connected. 
The following is a synopsis of the story 
as told by this correspondent :

“Last tall thé two British seamen, Henry 
Hope and Thomas Alice, were shipped at 
Halifax to go in a vessel, supposed to be a 
barquantine, lying at Pictou, by Captain 
Blithe. The next morning at 8 o’clock the 
shipping clerk came to the Sailors’ Home 
for the men, who then went on the train 
tor Pictou.

About noon, when the train was stopping 
at Truro, the shipping clerk left the train, 
returning with a large bottle of whiskey, 
ot which the two British seamen were not 
at all loath to partake. Then the shipping 
clerk said that, to thé best of his belief, the 
two sailors and the second mate were ship- 
ed to go in a barque. There were five men 
shipped altogether, two being Norwegians. 
The sailors hardly knew what to make of 
the conflicting statements that they were 
going on a barque and that they were going 
on a barqumtine, but when they got to 
Pictou they found that what the clerk said 
when he passed around the whiskey was 
correct. They were all going in the old 
barque Zio Pat is ta.

This vessel was a Poitugese wreck 
brought by one McMullen. The men got 
aboard the Zio Patista, which was lying 
alongside the wharf, made fast with two 
small lines, one aft, the other forward. 
They did cot particularly admire the looks 
of the vessel, and, as in the old ballad, 
“over went the second mate and the sea­
men two.” The last ot the three to go 
was the seaman Hope, who fyss met 

md
the owner, who asked him where he was 
going. He said that he was going 
after the two other men. He was 
then shown by the four that he was mis­
taken as to his destination. They took him 
on board the vessel. Hope said that he 
would not go on the ship. Then the cap­
tain struck him with some instrument, so 
that bis face was black tor two months alter.

The ship was then pulled out into the 
stream. It rained and blew tor four days 
and nights. The vessel was rotten and 
leaky and loaded too deep, the Plimsoll’s 
marks being under water. The vessel got 
to England all right, however, and was 
put in a dry-dock, it costing about four 
hundred dollars to repair her. Before the 
vessel left Pictou all the crew had refused 
to go to sea in her. The captain and 
owner had held a petty survey on the ves­
sel, and had passed her as fit for sea.

John Stephens, the mate, and Thomas 
Alice and Henry Hope were given a “sly 
trial” in the cabin ot the vessel after her 
arrival in England. They were refused a 
lawyer, and were sent to jail for three 
months.

Alter they had been in jail for eighty- 
five days the sheriff came to them, and 
gave them quite a little lecture, saying 
that they had caused a lot ot trouble to 
come on the ship when she got to England 
by their sending a letter over about her. 
He then let them out ot jail, and sent them 
across to Halifax. They were not allowed 
admittance at the Sailor’s Home, they being 
told that there were no beds for them. 
The sailors waited outside the institution for 
about fifteen minutes, and their wrath was 
not at all appeased by seeing the official 
who refused them admittance take in two

(he statements of the treasury department 
for over eighty years, aaya F. L. Grisham, 
in Lippincott’s. It was opened in 1811, and 
appears in the general fund of the govern­
ment under the head of miscellaneous re­
ceipts. Like other assets of the treasury 
it can be used for any purpose that con­
gress may deem proper. Its origin was due 
to the fact that away back in the beginning 
of the present century some unknown per­
son began to feel the sharp thursta of con­
science. In some way he had defaulted 
the government, and could find relief only 
by returning the money to the treasury. 
This was the beginning of the account 
showing the receipts of money by the gov­
ernment from unknown persons. Since 
then the fund has been accumulating in 
large and small sums, until at the present 
time it aggregates nearly $270,000. Re­
mittances are received nearly every week.

Are Burned-An Incident.

X“Tbe Bank of England and some of tbe 
cleverest criminals have been running a 
race—the bank to turn out a note which 
might defy the power of the forger 
itate, end those nimble-fingered and keen­
witted rascals to ‘keep pace’ with the 
bank,” says tbe author of a chatty article 
on Bank of England notes in the CorohiU. 
The paper from which the notes are made, 

told, is manufactured entirely from 
new white linen cuttings, and the toughness 
of it may be roughly estimated from the 
fact that a single bank note will, when un­
sized, support a weight of thirty-six 
pounds. “The paper is produced in pieces 
large enough for two notes, each of which 
exactly measures five inches by eight 
inches and weighs eighteen grains before 
it is sized ; and so carefully are the notes 
prepared that even the number of dips into 
the pulp made by each workman is regis­
tered on a dial by machinery. Few people 
are aware that a bank of England note is 
not of the same thickness all through. In 
point of fact, the paper is thicker in the 
the left-hand corner to enable it to 
retain a keener impression ol the vign 
there, and it is also considerably thicker in 
the dark shadows of the centre letters and 
beneath the figures at the ends. Counter­
feit notes are invariably ol one thickness 
onlv throughout.”

000; and 350,000 are destroyed every 
week, or something like 18,000,000 every 
year. As a matter of fact, the average 
life of a note of the Bank of England is 
just under seventy days, and carions to say 
bank notes are never on any account re­
issued. The destruction of the documents 
takes place about once » week, and at 7 p. 
m., after the notes have been previously 
cancelled by punching a hole through the 
amount (in figures) and tearing off the 
signature ol the chief cashier. The 
are burned in a close furnace, cont lining 

ly shavings and bundles ol wood. At 
one time they used to be burned in a cage, 
the result of which was that once a week 
the city was darkened with burned frag­
ments of Bank of England notes.

“Bank notes of the value ol thousands of 
pounds are annually lost or destroyed by 
accident. In the forty years between 1792 
and 1832 there were outstanding notes ol 
the Bank of England, presumed to have 
been either lost or destroyed, amounting 
to $0,650,000 odd, every cent ol which 
was clear profit to the bank. In many in­
stances, however, it is possible to recover 
the amount ol the note from the bank in 
full. Notice has to be given to 
the bank of the note supposed to 
have been lost or stolen, together 
with a small fee and lull narrative as to how 
the loss occurred. The note is then ‘ sto 
ped*—that is, it the document should 
represented for payment the person ‘stop­
ping’ the note is informed when and to 
whom it was paid. If represented (after 
having been ‘stopped’) by any suspicious- 
looking person (and not through a banker) 
one ol the detectives always in attendance 
at the bank would be called to question 
the person as to how and when the note 
came into his or her possession.”

The writer ot the article tells one very 
good story, which we do not remember to 
have seen before, anent the important part 
which bank notes have sometimes played in 
our modern life: “Some sixty odd years 
ago the cashier of a Liverpool merchant 
had received in tender for a business pay­
ment a Bank of England note, which he 

to the scrutiny of the light
of its genuineness. He ob­

served some partially indistinct red marks 
of words traced out on the front of 
the note beside the lettering and 
on the margin. Curiosity tempted him to 
try to decipher the words so strangely in­
scribed. With great difficulty, so faintly 
written were they, and so much obliterated, 
the words were found to form the following 
sentence : “If this note should fall into 
the hands of John Dean, of Longhill, near 
Carlisle, he will learn hereby that his 
brother is languishing a prisoner in 
Algiers.” Mr. Dean, on being shown the 
note, lost no time in asking the govern­
ment ot the day to make intercession for 
his brother’s freedom. It appeared 
that for eleven long years the latter had 
been a slave to the Dey of Algiers, and 
that his family and relatives believed him 
to be dead. With a piece ot wood he had 
traced in his own blood on the bank note 
the message which was eventually to secure 
his release. The Government aided the 
efforts of bis brother to set him tree, this 
being accomplished on payment of a

to the Dey. Unfortunately, the cap­
tive did not long enjoy his liberty, his bod­
ily sufferings while working as a slave in 
Algiers having undermined his consti­
tution.”

Wellington as a Sepoy General.

A hitherto unpublished letter by the Duke 
of Wellington was read at the speech day 
ot King William’s College. Isle of Man, 
on Wednesday. The letter was written to 
Col. Wilke, one of the garrison ot St. Hel­
ena when Napoleon was there, and it con­
tained the following interesting reference 
to the duke’s greatest battle : They used to 
call me the Sepoy general. It is due to my 
having been a Sepoy general that I won 
the battle of Waterloo. It taught me where 
to plane men with whom I could trust the 
honor of England, and where to placemen 
who were not so satisfactory. I had troops 
with me at Waterloo in whose hands tne 
safety and honor of king and country 
could well be placed. I had numbers of 
others, some of whom I could not trust at 
all ; some 1 could barely trust ; and others 
who were not properly 
ing to the fact of my having 
Sepoy wars to place the best of the men 
in the parts of the field where the greatest 
courage and bravery were required, and 
others where those qualities were not re­
quired, that I won the battle of Waterloo.
