In a few days Sir Wilfria Laurier
leaves on a two months’ stumping of
the west, and here in Ontario, Mr.
Borden, Mr. Doherty and leading mem-
bers of the Ontario Government are

with all vigor
an election campaign. What is it all
about? The people are asking.

In the ordinary course of events the
present Parliament has two and a
half years of life before it. While it
has not yet been intimated from any
ofticial sources that the elections will
be brought on this year, it is worthy
of note that Mr, Borden and his col-
leagues are leaving no stone umturn-
ed to impress upon the Conservatives
of this province the need of mending
the party fencés, and of theroughly
organizing. In all of Mr. Borden's
epeeches so far, this question of or-
ganization has been insisted upon and
the leader has urged that every effort
be made to enroll the young men of
the Conservative ranks and to make
them familiar with the record and
policy of the party.

Coming to New Brunswick.

Nor is this activity spasmodic. Af-
ter a rest for some weeks Mr. Borden
intends to make an extended tour of
the Maritime Provinces and it is also
expected will hold a series of meet-
ings in Quebec province, after which
an autumn tour of Ontario, particu-
larly in the newer districts is being
arranged. Mr. Doherty has consent-
ed to accompany Mr. Borden as the
latter announced yesterday at Tren-
ton.

He en-
tered provincial politics in 1878 and
was elected to the House of Assembly
as a Liberal-Conservative, In July,
1882 he became a member of the exe-
cutive council, a position which he
held until the general election of the
following year, Still retaining his seat
in the general assembly he remained
a member of the House until June,
1896 when he resigned and was elect-
ed to represent Albert In the House
of Commons as an independent, de-
feating- Dr. R. C. Weldon. He retired
at the next election.

Dr. Lewis was a son of the late
Hon. John Lewis, M. L, C., who was
one of the family of Loyalists of Welsh
descent. He was twice married. His
first wife, to whom he was wedded
in 1877, was Melissa, daughter of
Richard E. Steeves, of Hillsboro. He
married his second wife, Catherine,
daughter of John Duffy, in 1886. Dr.
Lewis was one of the best known men
in his section of the country and his
death will be sincerely regretted.

OF IMPORTANGE T0 |
FRENGH SUBJEETS

INew Law Requires That All
Subjects of the . Republic
in Canada Must Enroll With
Consuls.

The Minister of Foreign Affairs in
France this year issued a book which
gives namerous laws governing the
different consular agents of France.

Section 8 of this book is interesting
to these subjects of the French Re-
public who are living in Canada. Af-
ter the first of July all French sub-
j jects are asked to become registered
lat the offices of the different consular
{agents in Canada. This formality can
gbe arranged by, corresponding with the
| Vice-Consul or Consular Agent. These
jcertificates of immatriculation are to
ibe renewed every five years in Eu-
rope, every two years outside of Eu-
rope and every year in the country
of jurisdiction.

Persons who do not register them-
selves under Section § are liable to
a surtax if at any time they require
the consular agent of their district to
provide them with any certificate as
to brith, nationality, etc. It is, there-
fore, in the interests of all French
subjects that they should enroll their
names with the consular agent of
their™ district. Such registration
might be a benefit to their friends in
Europe, and also would aid the gov-
ernment of France in knowing just
where the different subjects of the Re-
public are living.

French subjects who are living in
Canada have the right to enroll them-
selves any time between the first of
July and the first of October.

Those who are imimatriculated will
benefit by the diminution of the duties
so designated in sections of

certain rights given them by this sys-
tem of registration.

Kiel—Press Refutes State-
ment Of French Physician
Concerning lliness.

Potsdam, June 22 —Emperor Wil-
liam left at 8 a. m., by train, for Ham-
burg, on his way to attend the yacht-
ing regatta at Kiel.

What?" and listened until in
despair he called to his manager, Ke-
hoe: “Say, Kehoe, will you come here
and see if you can understand what
this woman’s talking about?”

Article 1t

To learn the arm movements of
the breast stroke the beginner should
proceed as follows:

Stand with the water up to the
level of the armpits. The haunds
should then be brought in front of
the chest with the palms kept down-
wards, close to the surface, and with
the fingers lightly touching each
other. The hands are next shot for-
ward until the arms are fully extend-
ed; the palms are then turned out-
wardg.and both arms are swept round
simultaneously, still only just below
the surface of the water, until they
reach a point almost in a direct line
with the shoulders. The palms should
then be flattened, and the elbows bent
quickly, so that they are brought close
to the sides of the body in position to
recommence the stroke,

allowed to float upwards from the
bottom, until it lfes only a few inches
below the surface. The head should
rest on the water with the chin partly
immergsed.

Lubrication has more to do with
success in the maintenance of an au-
tomobile than the average man is
likely to realize, and in view of its
dual angle, there s an excellent
chance for confusion of mind in deal-
ing with this problem, says the Auto-
mobile. One not accustomed to the
situation might readily be led to the
conclusion that quality of the lubricant
is about all that has to be taken into
account, All the lubricating oil on this
mundane sphere would be as pearls
to swine In the face of an ill con-
trived mechanism placed for the pur-
pose of feeding the lubricating oil to
the zones which work under pressure,
offer a hiding place for the silt of
the road, and squeak for want of a
slippery surface when the oil fails to
arrive on time.

In addition to the requisite quan-
tity of a suitable grade of lubricating
oil there must be an efficient conduit
which will lead the oil from its stor-
age tank to the surfaces which work
under pressure and which have to be
not only lubricated, but sealed so that
dirt may not get in. Profuse lubri-
cation accomplishes these ends, and
the probabilities are that pressure
is necessary if the work is to be done
well, Just now this question of feed-
ing lubricating oil under pressure is

Which was Found.

After 16 long years the haze of
mystery and doubt that surrounded
the disappearance of Robert Horne,
who left his home 41 Richmond ‘street
on May 30th, 1894, was solved yes-
terday afternoon when Coroner D. E.
Berryman visited Black River road
about seven miles from the city, where
the remains of a man were discovered
on Tuesday, and found articles that
were known to be in the possession
of Mr. Horne at the time of his dis-
appearance, including a fishing rod,
a silver watch, and a knife which
bore the initials of R. H.

That the bones which were discov-
ered by Edgar Beyea, a milk man,
who resides in that vicinity and which
were received yesterday by the
coroner, are the remains of Robert
Horne, Dr, Berryman.said last even-
ing he had not the least doubt. The
knife, watch and also a fishing rod
which were found were brought to
the city, and are in the possession of
the coromer, and an effort will be
made to have them identified today.
Coroner Berryman said last night
that he had not yet decided whether
he would held an inquest.

Inspector from Ottawa in the
City After Inspection of
District Says 'Outlook is
Very Promising.

‘That the lobster hatcherles in the
provinces have received as many eggs
