B. Carson of St, Marting were unani-
mously nominated as the winning tick-
et.

Councillor Wm, J. Dean of Musquash
was elected chairman of the conven-
tion and G. Rarle Logan secretary.
After the roll of delegates had been
called A, H. Clarke nominated J. B, M,
Baxter, whose nomination was sec:
onded by Councillor James Bryant, Rd-
ward Boyle nominated Warden Carson,
whoge nomination was secouded by An-
drew R, Myore,

On motion of sH. Colby Smith, sec-
onded by Mr. Stymest, the nontinations

W. B. Tennant was elected chairman
of the campaign organization commit-
tee and Gi.

While Messrs. Baxter and Carson
were being sent for Judson P. Mosher,
the county’s war horse, delivered a
fighting speech,

Wm. Patterson, a former supporter
of the local opposition, John MecDon-
ald, jr, Henry Shillington, H. Colby
Smith and Councillor Bryant delivered
spirited addresses,

Cheers for Candidates,

When the candidates entered the
room they were greeted with an out-
burst of hearty applause. Col. Baxter
was the first speaker and made a
strong speech. In opening he said he
would not deal with the questions be-
fore the electorate at length, as he
would have ample opportunity to do
80 during the campaign. He first took
up the land settlement policy of the
government and showed how it was in-
tended to settle the vacant farms and
thus bring the province into a greater
era of prosperity. He had been in-
formed on good authority that there
were valuable areas of farm lands in
this county which would be consid-
ered under’ the land settlement pol-
icy and an effort made to bring some
new settlers into the County of St.
John. If it was found that the land in
question was at all suitable it would |
be one of the first sections to receive|
attention. The value of this policy was
also shown. The settlement of the
land would have an important bear-
ing on the future prosperity of “the
county. If only twenty, thirty or for-|
ty settlers were added in the year, a|
valuable work would have been ac-;
complished. He assured the meeting|
that himself and his colleague would |
leave nothing undone to secure this
boon for the county.

He then referred to the govern-
ment's agricultura] policy which was
designed to give the farmer the bene-
fits of the very latest and best know-
ledge in all pertaining to agriculture.
The aim would be to teach the farm-
ers how to make their lands more pro-
ductive and to yield greater results.
To this end the government had en-
listed the services of men who were
experts in their lihe and he was sure
that in five years the great benefits
accruing from this course would be
abundantly manifest all over the pro-
vince,

WPugsley's Criticiame.

Speaking for himself and his col-
league, he said that if they were re-
turned to thé legislature they were
prepared to devote thelr time and at
tention to the interests of their coun-
‘ty. . But their efforts or their pledges
would be worth nothing to: the elec-
tors If the government they support-
ed was not worthy of the confidence
of the people. He was satisfied that
from the third day of March, 1908,
the province had had a government
of which it could be proud; a govern-
ment which had kept its promises
and had glven to the province honest
and capable administration,

Strike Leaders Realize Increase
in Prices of Food Would Turn
Public.  Opinion  Against
Them.

London, May 28.—Ben Tillett and
Harry Gosling, representing the
transport workers’' strike committee,
in the course of an interview with
Reginald McKenna, Home Secretary,
today offered to co-operate with the
home officers in facilitating transport
of necessary food Supplies for London,
Just how far the strike leaders are
prepared to go has not been divulged,
but it is evident they realize that the
government is determined the metrop-
olis shall not be forced to capitulaté
through hunger.<The leaders also res
alize that public sympathy is bound to
be antagonistic to them with the prices
of foodstuffs leaping up. If provisions
are placed outside the pale of the
strike the confliet at the docks could
continue indefinitely in lLondon with-
out the public' belng greatly incon-
venienced,

The government has Invited both
parties to send representatives to a
conference of the Board of Trade
which will be held May 31, with the
object of ranging a settlement of
the strike. This is the result of Sir
Edward Clarke's report on the strike
inquiry, in which he statesg that the
trouble is mainly gue to failure to
carry out the clause in the agreement
between the masters and the men
providing that differences be referrved
to the Board of Trade for decision,

Wolfville, May 27.—The 84th anni-
versary of Horton Collegiate Acad-
emy was celebrated on Monday even-
Ing when the seating capacity of Col-
lege Hall was fully taxed once more,

Robert E. Horne, a ministerial stu-

slavery in German Bast Africa. From
the speeches of several members it
appears that the German officials and
the few Germans in the colonies are
very heavy drinkers.

Dr. Paasche, first - vice-president
of the Reichstag, who has himself
travelled in the colonies, said: “Our
high officials are still compelled, as
it were, to invest a large part of
their income in aleohol, beth in South-
west and in East Africa. A high
official must drink up nearly $600,
and the medium and lower class
officials correspondingly. They must
put the half of their incomes into

alcohol.”
Herr Davidsohn, a Soclalist mem-
ber, claimed that drinking went to

far greater excesses with the whites
than with the natives, so that it was
common among the negroes to say of
one of their number when found dead
drunk that he “is' as drunk as a
white man.”

Herr Noske, another Socialist, said
Southwest Africa was the most drunk-
en of all the colonies, that the Ger-
mans there availed themselves of
every occasion to hold great drinking
bouts.

its abolition. He declared, too, that
slavery in Africa was not really so
bad as Germans at home imagined.

The recent discussion of duelling in
the Relchstag. will apparently lead to
a strong effort on the part of that body
to take some action looking toward
abolishing or further restricting the
evil in the army. After the Prussian
War Minister, General yon Heeringen,
said in the Riechstag that an officer

against this utterance. He argued that

the Minister of War placed himself and |
the entire officers’ corps outside of the
law through this remark, since both
the civil code and the military penal
code prohibit duelling. Dr, Spahn call-
ed attention to the fact that the min-
ister would exclude from the army all
officers who respect and obey the laws
and said that the matter would be fur-
ther discussed in committee.

The minister evidently saw that he
had gone too far, and at the opening
of the next session of the budget com-
mittee he made a formal statement de-
signed to break the force of his declar-
ation. He expressed his regret that in
the excitement of the moment he had
given his view a sharp form unintend-
ed by him. This, he said, had led to
misconception, inasmuch as he had
never intended to represent a man who
opposes duelling out of pure and noble
motives as being less worthy than oth-
ers. Nevertheless, the minister again,
in restating his position, asserted in
most positive form that “officers who
in certain cases refuse to fight a duel
place themselves in such sharp antag-
onism to the fundamental convictions
of their comrades as cannot be toler-
ated.” This, as was pointed out by

The declaration of Dr. Spahn hasg at-
tracted much attention in army circles,
and many officers have written to
members of the Relchstag to express
their hope that compulsory duelling be
abolished; a meeting of officers held at
Berlin took a similar attitude. It is
even asserted by newspapers support-
ing the anti-duelling cause that a ma.
jority of German officers are secretly
opposéd to the duel, but only acquiesce
in it because the dominant circles of
the army maintain it. . Meanwhile the
Clerical party has brought forward a
motion demanding that compulsory
duelling be abolished, and it appears
highly probable that this motion will
gécure a majority in the Reichstag:

HEARING ON

Argument Before Supreme
Court Contiru-d Yesterday=
Counsel Indicates: Statutery
Rights ef Quebec to Regul-
ate Marriage.

. Ottawa, May 28.—Continuing
aruunent for the promoters
Lancaster marriage bill and the
questions referred to the Supreme
Court by parliament, Eugene Lafleur,
K. C, this morning before the Su-
preme Couxt said that in closing he
only desired to draw attention to ¢
eral statutes relating to the confe
ring of powers to perform marriage
in the province of Quebec,

Justice Idington—"Assuming that
this act or bill {s passed, how can it
operate in defignce of any local law
of succession, | upity of property?
This is the gerfous point. Is parlia
ment tompaten( to declare on that?

Mr. Laflenr—“In giving the Domin
fon parliament the right to legislate
on divorce the B. N. A, Act gave it
this authority, There is no doubt of
it having the authority to pass this
bill, the only thing excluded being
the solemnization of marriages, what-
ever that may mean.”

The Chief Justice-—" Would that not
upset the civic lJaws of Quebec? There
would be nothing left of the civil
code. What about community of pro-
perty?”

Mr. Lafleur—“1 admit .that - there
would be considerable expunged
from the Quebec code ag a result of
this bill, but it would merely (lnﬂnp
the status resulting from marriage.'

Justice Duff—"The point is a very
vital one.”

P. B, Migneault, K. (', Montreal for
the opposers of the bill followed Mr.
Lafleur. At the outset he stated that
there was no doubt about the con
struction of the Quebec code, He con
ceded beyond question that the code
was a declaratory law and a corollary
to existing laws. “In no wise is it
an ordirary statute,” he stated. “It
is a concise expression of an entire
system comprising the whole ques-
tion with certain additions occasion-
ed from certain customs. It is a dec
laratory law.” Continuing Mr. Mig-
neault conterded that under section
129 of the Quebec civil code priests
have a distinct authority to perform
marriages. He quoted numerous au
thorities in support of his' contention
He also constr*ued sectlon 63 of the
code as meaning that in the case of
Roman Catholics the marriage must
be celebrated at the domicile which
means the parisgh.

To a Standard representative last|
évening Mr. Thompson explained that|
he has come to the province to make|
a careful study of conditions here,
the possibilities which the agricul-
tural areas offer to prospective set-
tlers and what opportunities the cities
of New Brunswick hold for those who
prefer to follow findustrial pursuits
to that of farm life. Having gained!
accurate and complete information at|
first hand, he will be enabled to re
port on his investigations on his re
turn to England.

Norton Griffiths, he pointed out, is|
deeply interested in Canada as re
gards immigration and has made thisl
one of his pet schemes. In other
parts of the Dominton where he has
interested himself by directing set-
tlers to the country, a considerable
success has been attained. But, having
recently visited New Brunswick and
in the short time spent here, having
realized that there is a bright future
in this section, he desires that New
Brunswick shall have a share in the
influx of new settlers from England
and that these newcomers shall be
of a class which will benefit thé pro-
vince and help to develop it.

If he ecan find here the same in
ducements as the west offers, he will
much rather stay here in these pro-
vinces, for he is on the seacoast and

| nearer the Old Land by thousands of

miles, The ocean separates him from
the home land, but if he goes west
the distance is increased by the ex-
panse of a contipent. Should he de.
ire to revigit dccasionally his na-
tive country the journey will be short
er from New Brunswick and the ex
pense considerably less.

“The eastern provinces should adopt

SOEWILS BHNED

New Health Regulations of
Local l.egislatyre for First
Time Prohibit Objectionable
Practice— Other Changes.

For the firat time in the history of
the province, the local legislature has
passed an act prohibiting spitting_on
the sidewalks of cities, towng and in-
corporated villages. The section in
question is part of the new Public
Health Act, just published in the Roy-!
al Gazette, and reads as follo
“No person shall spit or expectorste
upon any footpath, in any city, in-
corporated town or village in the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick, or upon the
floors, or walls or any street car,
railwayy car, omnibus, public convey-
ance, publie market, rallway station,
or schoo]l room within any such city
incorporated town or village.”

A rather spasmodic local crusade
against the custom of indiscriminate
spitting on the sidewalks of St. John
has been kept up, mainly through the
efforts of the Women's Council and
other kindred organizations. This has
However, died down because of the
apparent apathy of those in authori-
ty. Now, however, that a law has ac-
tually been placed on the statute
books against the practice the agita
tion ought to take on grester life,

There are a number of other
changes in the new Public Health Act
some of which have been Introduced
on the recommendation of the local
board, Some of these are regulations|
for the internal management of the
board.

In jarg-
er cities boards of trade in addition
to their other activities, conduct em-
ployment bureaus while there is
generally a free labor bureau con-
ducted by
ployment bureaus which charge both
employers and workers a fee for
bringing them together. It is not im-
probable that the question of estab-
lishing an employment bureaun under
the control of the local board of trade
may be taken up before long. As St.
John grows it will doubtless develop
an increasing- number of enterprises
requiring only casual labos, and en-
large the surplus of laborers who are
seeking chances of selling their labor.
