increased from $258,000,000 in 1896, to
$340,000,000 in 1911 and the gross

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Wholesale Dealers Admit They
Cannot Meet the Demand,

HENS WILL NOT LAY
EGGS DURING FALL.

Asking Public to View Situa-
tion in Sensible Manner —
Will Now Lower the Prices
to Consumers,

Montreal, Nov! 26—Rumors of an
egg famine, not only in Montreal, but
in the Province of Quebec, and of an
organized strike of consumers to meet
the steady rise in prices, has raised
considerable excitement, and today an
extraordinary general meeting was
called at the Board of Trade of all the
wholesale distributors of eggs in the
city of Montreal. Many prominent
firms were represented, and every
man pledged himself on honor to give
the exact number of eggs his firm
had in storage and a true explanation
of the situation.

When the figures were added up
showed that there are at present only
31,796 cases of eggs in storage, among
all the dealers in the city,

“The average egg consumption of
Montreal is about 7,000 cases a week,"
the chairman sald. ‘“‘There are five

ent rate of econsumption
and even at the present prices we
shall be'able to supply the public only
for four and a half weeks.”

Prices cannot be brought down say
the dealers for they are unable to ob-
tain eggs.! The first Canadian supply
will not come before about the first
of March and to be able to supply
the public until that date sixty-three
thousand cases would have to be ob-
tained beyond those already in stor-
age. The dealers declare that they
cannot get them from any part of Can-
ada.

The dealers discussed the situation
from every point, but no man could
suggest a solution simply because
the hens cannot be compelled to lay.
They decided that the only thing they
could do was to put the situation fair.
Iy before the public, ask them to see
that the egg supply for thelr own
sake, must be conserved a little, and
perhaps get the influence of the pub-
lic to back a general appeal to Can-
adians to alter the management of
their henneries, and raise varieties of
hens, which lay in the autumn, as well
as in the spring.

It may not be generally known but
absolutely no dggs are produced in
the porvince of Quebec. Montreal has
to get her supply from New Bruns-
wick, Prince Edward Island, and On-

Bourassa at Smith’s Falls,
Laurier in Hamilton and
Both Talking Rot—Nation-
alist Aimost Defiant.

Smith’s Falls, Ont., Nov. 26—Mr.
Henri Bourassa, the Nationalist lead-
er addressed a large audience at the
local Canadian CMib here this even-
ing on the subject of Nationalism.

After defining his idea of National
ism, as opposed to Imperialism, which,
he said, tends to make Canada a na
tion in the true sense of the word, Mr.
Bourassa touched on the defense prob-
lem,

“In “matters of defense,” he said,
“each self-governing colony should
take the most effective means of pro-
tecting its own territory. In maritime
countries, ‘like New Zealand or the
Stiaits, national defense is primarily
naval. In continental countries, such
as Canada or India, the first object
should be land or coast defense. ' It
is absurd to pretend that any given
policy of defense should be adopted
in Canada, because it has been accept-
ed in New Zealand, or vice versa.

Would Not Share Burden

“As to the general defense of the
empire on the high seas, its burden
should continue to rest on the people
of thé British Isles, so long as they
insist ‘on exercising absolute and ex-
clusive control of the naval and mili-
tary forces and foreign affairs of the
empire, and on regulating the sea-car-
ried trade of all British possessions.”

Touching on the language question,
Mr. B‘ournssn said that no govi '
ment in any provinee has any rigl
to im a. the French. L

ing fy the effect of their con-
stitutiona! rights, “Bi-lingualism is
only & matter of right and of law,” he
said, “it may prove to be the strong-
est safegugrd against the spreading
penetration of Yankee ideals, and eth-
ics.

Ottawa, Nov. 26.—Some idea of the
big task of deciding what reductions
should be made in the freight rates
Jn the west was given before the
Railway Commission this afternoon
after F. H, Chrysler, K. C, acting for
the C. P. R., got going in his cross-ex-
amination of the government expert,
J. P. Muller. They waded into the
acres of figures which are enclosed
in six big volumes, when the solicitor
for the railway company sought to
prove that while these figures were
all right, and the many pages devoted
to.the C. P. R., were quite accurate,
they did not prove anything, that is,
as regards how much real profits the
company was making.

That combination so mysterious to
the laymen, “operating ratio,” which
really means the ratio of the expendi-
ture to the revenue, was the centre
of most of today’s activity. The report
of Mr. Muller had shown that the
amount of revenue of the C. P. R, in
proportion to the expenditure, was
much greater in the four divisions
west of Port Arthur than they were
in four divisions east of that point,
the system is divided into eight divi-

The gross profit in operation of the
system west of Port Arthur is 66.56
per cent., while the gross profit on the
system east of Port Arthur is 35.87

“The pause in the flow of money in-
to Canada has been beneficial in that
At has enforced on Canadians that
careful and economical handling of
money in business and in private af-
fairs which has been the real secret
of Canada's past prosperity.

“Theflow of immigration into Cana-
da cannot cease, for it is due to eco-
nomic conditions which  show no
signs of changing, Wages, the price of
good land, and the opportunity for
work are all in faver of Canada as
compared with Great Britain and Eu-
rope; and the United States, our for-
mer competitor for this immigration,
is now inclined rather to restrict than
encourage any further influx. The
poorest laborer coming into a new
country such as Canada is the incar-
nation of capital for he brings with
him the capacity to work and to trans-
form some undeveloped natural re-
source into a thing that can be used;
and thus he, by his labor, creates
wealth.

“Canada, therefore, must welcome
the immigrant for many years to
come, and must continue to provide
increased facilities of transportation,
colonization and housing. To provide
guch facilities, the European capitalist
and the investor will, in my opinion,
continue to furnish the money for,
owing to the propaganda carried on
by the Dominion and the provincial
governments the Canadian Pacific
Railway and other industrial bodies,
for labor and for the profitable in-
vestment of capital, the opportunities
in Canada are thoroughly realized
across the water, and it is only the
témporary financial stringency, due
chiefly to the Balkan war, which has
caused any apparent slackening of
such investment.”

United States May Recognize
Gen. Carranza’s Provis-
ional Government.

AMERICAN RED CROSS
CARING FOR WOUNDED

—

Twentieth U. S. Infantry vo
Border to Protect El Paso—
Over a Thousand Mexicans
Lie Wounded on  Field of
Battle. .

Washington, D. €., Nov. 26.—The
rout of the Mexican federals near
Juarez by the constitutionalist forces
and a wireless report from Rear Ad-
miral Fletcher indicating that condi-
tions in the oil regions near Tuxpam
were not as threatening as had previ-
ously been reported, held the interest
of officlal Washington today in the
Mexican situation

The wireless message to the Navy
Department from Admiral Fletcher,
who left Vera Cruz on the battleship
Rhode Island late Monday night, with
John Lind, the American envoy, to
investigate alleged threatening condj-
tions in the oil districts of Tuxpam
and Tampico, brought evident relief
to officials here. The Admiral's re-
port regarding the Tuxpam field,
where Brittsh and American interests
are situated, gave indications that
no immediate aggressive action on the
part of the United States to furnish
nrotection would be necessary.

Though no official report has yet
come with relation to the Tampico
district, the belief here is that the
situation there will be found similar-
ily controlled.

To Protect Border,

The border situation, as a result
of the vigorous operations near Jua
res, and the possibility of another
siege of the border city, aroused the
War Department to action to acord
ample pro)\ectlun for El Paso and the
neighborifig border territory, and late
today orders were issued for the
movement from Fort Douglas, Utah,
to El Paso, of the Twentieth United
States infantry, which will be used to
preserve order within the city limits.

The war department, upon the re
quest of the American Red Cross, issu-
ed orders which permit the bringing ot
wounded Mexican soldiers across the
border into El Paso, the permission ap
plying to federal and constitutionalist
soldiers alike. The first soldiers to bg
received will be the wounded consti
tutionalists, as they have been already
brought into Juearez in considerable
uambers. The federal soldiers, large
numbers of whom are reported to be
in a pitiable condition farther south,
will receive equal tratment, if any
agency is devised to bringing _them
into American territory.

The Red Oross authorities find =
easier to care for the wounded Mexi-
cans in American territory than to
enter into the international negotia-
tions which would be necessary to
cross the boundary and it is also
known that facilities for the care of
the wounded in Juarez are entirely in-
adequate. The Mexican Red and
White Cross organizations are disor-
ganized, and officials here say there is.
no authoritative agency in Mexico
through which the American society
could work.

May Recognize Carranza.

It was suggested tonight that one
important result of the rebel victory
at Juarez might be to bring into great
er prominence the question of recog
nition by the United States of Gen:
eral Carranza's constitutionalist party
as the de facto government of north-
ern Mexico.

Now that General Carranza can
claim that his party is in practical
possesion of all of the northern states
of Mexico, the United States could
expect that he will comply with the
further requirements of international
law by setting up of a permanent cap-
ital at Hermosillo or Magdalene, and
wompleting the organization of his
provisional government.

This question is said to have been
discussed by Willlam Bayard Hale in
his recent conference with General
Carranza and Senor Escudero. It was
then rather hypothetical, as the fed-
erals were in great force in the state
of Chihuaha. Mr. Hale is expected in
Washington within a few days.

There was no confirmation here to
day of a report from Berlin that the
American ambassador, James W. Ger-
ard, in discussing the Mexican situa-
tion with the German minister of for-
eign affairs, Gottlieb Von Jagow, had
submitted a new cable from Washing-
ton re-aflirming the attitude of “the
United States in regard to the elimi-
nation of General Huerta and the non-
recognition of the new Mexican gov-
ernment. Acting-Secretary of State
John Passett Moore said he had no
knowledge of sy new note on the

al boxer would get frigid extremities it
forced to face a bunch of “college
bred” boys from “good homes" on the
gridiron. Every manly sport claims
its victims. But,then, lots of people
have been killed in churches. Sta-
tistics seem to indicate that a church
is about the unsafest possible place to
be in during a lightning storm. And
lightning storms might come up at any
time, wherefore—

There have been many evils connect.
ed with the boxing game, but, with the
coming of proper supervision they are
constantly decreasing. Dr. Aked sur
mises that “the more brutal the exhi:
bition the more they (the spectators)
delight in it.” Occasionally that may
be true, but, striking an average among
boxing fans, brutality is not only dis-
gusting but will not be tolerated. It
is not the “big bullies,” but the clever,
fast, scientific and gentlemanly boxers
who are popular today. And boxers ot
this type, properly trained and evenly
matched, will never damage each oth-
er to any such degree as to brutalize
the beholder.

What the spectator sees at a well-
conducted boxing show—and such are
now in the majority, and with ade-
quate regulation will become univer-
sal—is a pair of clean, clever athletes,
trained to the minute, beautifully pro-
portioned and glowing with health, en-
gaged in a friendly contest with the
gloves. Mental alertness is quite as
much a lification for the
ful boxer as physical prowess. Lithe,
supple, quick as lightning, graceful,
the finished boxer inspires the behold-
er to emulation. He aspires to pos-
sess something like the same physical
vigor and ‘beauty of form. So the
poor, deluded fellow goes away from
the boxing show and buys himself a
pair of boxing gloves and a punching
bag. While his muscles squeak and
shriek in protest, he goes after that
bag. At first the bag eludes him, but
eventually the poor thing realizes that
the brute is determined, and takes its
beatings without any protest other
than an occasional biff on the nose of
its asailant. The next step in the
downward path is to put on the gloves
with friends. His downfall is then
complete. True, he has gained added

Hartland, N. B, Nov, 23.—Last week
in these notes mention was made of
some shipments of potatoes by the
McCain-Prime Co., of Florenceville.
As stated then, this was only one of
many dealers in farm produce in Carle-
.ton county. Enquiry made from H.
H. Hatfield of Hatfield & Scott, of
Hartland and Montreal, elicited the
Information that this firm has shipped
5o far this season no less than 450
cars of tubers. Of these 350 cars have
gone to Upper Canadian pbints, while
the balance went to markets in the
United States. As each car holds about
300 barrels this would mean that 135,
000 barrels of potatoes have gone
trom this section of the country to
feed the people in the more populous
districts. As the average price paid
to the farmer this fall has been $1.00
a barrel, it will be seen that this firm
has distributed among the tillers of
the sofl no less a sum than $135,000
for just our product of the farm. And
{here are hundreds of thousands of
barrels yet in the cellars of -the farm-
ers which will find their way to the
big centres during the winter and
spring.

The jury in the case of the King vs.
John Travis, yesterday afternoon, re-
turned a verdict of ‘not guilty,” af-
ter being out only half an hour. D.
Mullin, K. C, addressed the jury on
behalf of the prisoner and Attorney
General Grimmer for the Crown. The
verdict was announced shortly after
five o'clock. This is the second trial
of this case, the jury having disagreed
at the last trial,

At the conclusion of the case for
the Crown, Mr. Mullin moved that the
case be withdrawn from the jury as
a prima facie case had\not been es-
tablished. The judge refused this,
however, and Mr. Mullin opened for
the defendant to prove an alibi and
called several witnesses. The testi-
mony of two witnesses at the former
trial, Mrs. Edith Green and Leonard
Bent, who were not present at the
present trial, were read. The taking
of evidence was concluded Dbefore
noon and the court adjourned until
afternoon, The afternoon was occu-
pled with argument of counsel and the
judge’s charge te the jury.

His Honor in delivering his charge
to the jury commented on the effi-
ciéncy of the police force and com-
mented favorably on the good work
which the police have been doing.
