French Statement.

_ concerning the
fighting at Bullecourt this morning 
show that the enemy made a deliber­
ate attempt, by a series of strong and 
carefully concerted attacks, powerful­
ly supported by artillery and trench 
mortar fire, to drive our troops out of 
Bullecourt and the section of the Hin­
denburg line held by us east of the vil­
lage.

“In all four attacks were undertaken 
by the enemy. The first of these was 
launched at four a. m. upon the right 
flank of our position In the Hindenburg 
line, and temporarily gained a footing 
In our trenches. The enemy was 
Immediately and completely ejected by 
our counter-attack, leaving 260 killed 
and wounded in our lines. A simul­
taneous attack on the left flank of our 
loeltion was dispersed by our artil­

lery.

We 
did not go forth to war, and we stand 
In battle now against almost the whole 
world, not In order to make conquests, 
but exclusively to secure our existence 
and to establish firmly the future of 
the nation. A programme of conquest 
helps as little as a programme of 
recondlatlon to win victory and the 
war.

"If, however, Russia wants to pre­
vent further bloodshed, and renounces 
all violent plans of conquest for her­
self; If she wishes to restore durable 
relations of peaceful life, side by side 
with us, then surely it Is a matter of 
course that we, as we share thie wish, 
will not disturb the permanent rela­
tionship in the future, and will not 
render Its development Impossible by 
demands, which, Indeed, do not accord 
with the freedom of nations, and would 
deposit in the Russian nation the germ 
of enmity.

REAL ESTATE TRANSFERS.beatable In a large part as poultry 
food. Then, why all this waste? 
Back-yard poultry plants or flocks will 
help prevent such waste and at the 
same time will add literally thousands 
of dollars worth of food value to the 
annual production In this country. It 
isn’t a matter of large flocks, but of 
small ones—of a dosen hens to fifty- 
seventy-five or 100. Day-old chicks 
now can be bought at prices that 
would be low for hatching eggs. By 
the time theee words are read, the 
weather will be such that day-old 
chicks can be raised In most latitudes 
without artificial heat. Simply see 
that they are kept warm at night, 
either in low boxes, underneath a 
piece of burlap or carpet; also that 
they get fresh air. To raise them suc­
cessfully is a simple and easy matter.

Eighty to ninety per cent, of these 
chicks can be raised mainly on table 
«craps and garden waste. Later the 
cockerels can be eaten and there is no 
better taljie meat The pullets can be 
kept for laying purposes next fall, win­
ter and spring; then they too can be 
served to excellent advantage on the 
family table.

These days, reader, there should be 
no table waste—no waste of any kind, 
as regards food values. How much 
higher the prices of food will go, no 
one can tell. One thing, however, is 
certain : nothing now should be wast­
ed that has food value or that can be 
converted into valuable food products.

A bunch of twenty-five to fifty chick­
ens will thrive in that patriotic back­
yard garden, especially so, after the 
vegetation grows to a good else. After 
that the chicks can range among the 
potato vines .through the corn rows 
and will do far more good than harm— 
in fact they will do no harm at all.

From the average table and out of 
the average family garden, a flock of 
twelve to fifty chickens can be raised 
with scarcely a penny of extra outlay. 
A little grain will help Out—and the 
cost of same will come back a dozen­
fold within a few weeks.

altogether probable he would have 
voted as did the othér members of the 
Carter government—against the sol­
dier and in the interest of the political 
heeler and partizan.

On the Opposition side Hon. Dr.
Taylor was the only absentee. Had he 
been present he would have voted as 
did the other members of the English 
Opposition in defence of the principle 
that the man who has fought for the 
Empire deserves recognition at the 
hands of the Government of New 
Brunswick.

The Carter government is now plain­
ly on record as refusing to recognize 
the right of the soldier to positions to 
the public service. It is a disgraceful 
stand for any administration to take,

The theory advanced by the London 

Daily News as to the origin of the 
American flag is correct, although 
several other theories are also men­
tioned by Hulme in his history of the 
flag. He tells us that by some it has 
been held that the blue quarter was 
taken from the blue banner of the 
Scotch eovenanters, and was therefore 
significant of the solemn league and 
covenant ot the united colonies 
against oppression. While the stripes 
were a blending of the red colors used 
in the army with the white flags used 
in the navy.

In "The Story of Our Flag” as told 
by Addle Guthrie Weaver, Chicago, we 
are informed that, in the latter part of 
the month of May, 1776, Washington 
accompanied by Colonel George Ross, 
a member of congress, and by Honor­
able Robert Morris, the great financier 
of the revolution, called upon Mrs. 
Betsy Ross, a niece of Colonel Ross. 
She lived in a little house in Arch 
street, Philadelphia, which still stands 
unchanged, with the exception of one 
large window; which has been placed 
in the front. Washington himself pro­
duced a pencil sketch of a flag of thir­
teen stripes, with a blue field dotted 
with thirteen stars.

Mrs. Ross objected to the form of 
the stars because they had each six 
points, and suggested that they should 
have five points. Washington admit­
ted that she was correct, but said that 
he would prefer a star that would not 
be an exact copy of that on his own 
coat of arms. However, he was pre­
vailed upon to forego his objection by 
Mrs. Ross.

Why is It necessary for the present 
government to have nine? The Do­
minion government which has to take 
charge of the affairs of eight millions 
of people does so with a cabinet of 18 
members only, then why should it be 
necessary to have nine to look after 
the affairs of 300,000 people.

Then again, look at the way in 
which the cabinet was chosen. Six 
members of the nine came from three 
counties. Two of the leading port­
folios were held by gentlemen who 
came from the same town, Bathurst. 
What did the members for Sunbury 
and Queens think about this? Why 
was no portfolio given to the Hon. 
member from Moncton, the only mem­
ber of the government who had had 
previous administrative experience?

MARY AND THE WAR. YOUNG WOMEN'S tiHRISTIAN 
ASSOCIATION.

Realizing that such an institution 
aa the Yonng Women's Christian As- 

iatlon is of inestimable benefit in 
development of character among 

the young women of a community, a 
meeting was held yesterdi 
to form what was a prtrv 
mittee of the Y. W. C. into an or­
ganization for work, taking up as the 
first effort The Travellers' Aid work. 
This provisional committee has been 
for two years studying the needs of 
the work and the best ways to under­
take It though it was felt that active 
operations had better wait until after 
the war. However, the Playgrounds' 
Association felt that they needed help 
with the Travellers' Aid, and as this 
U essentially Y. W. C. A. work it 
seemed only right that It should be 
undertaken by this association.

The meeting was held at the Ger­
main street Institute with Mrs. John 
McAvlty presiding. After a hymn 
and a prayer, Mrs. McAvlty explained 
the purpose of the gathering and the 
situation as it then stood, describing 
what steps had been already 
Reports were heard from various 
committees, Mrs. Alfred Morrisey tell­
ing of the League of Honor, stating 
that considering the greet need for 
prayer In the hour of the Empire’s 
peril it was a pity that only 700 mem­
bers had Joined this league whose ob­
ject is to impress the necessity for 
prayer and a high standard of morals 
upon the women of the .Empire, A 
week of prayer for the Empire has 
been urged by the Australian branch 
of the league ending May 26.

Mrs. Harold Lawrence gave a com­
prehensive report of the Travellers’ 
Aid, showing the increase 
ber of travellers assisted from the 
beginning of the work in 1912 till 
March of 1917 when 160 persons were 
shown to respectable lodgings. The 
great need for a new worker was 
clearly pointed out as Miss Hoyt has 
been attending trains from seven in 
the morning until eleven and twelve 
at night upon a new basis.

Mrs. H. A. McKeown for the house 
committee stated that as the neces­
sity for a house to place travellers 
who had nowhere to go was well 
known and as a splendid flat for the 
purpose was to rent on the first of 
May it was felt by the committee that 
this flat should be rented and made 
ready for occupancy as soon as 
possible. Repairs were going on now 
and several donations had been made 
towards the necessary alterations. 
The appointment of a house mother 
was also under consideration. Mrs. 
McKeown gave details as to the cost 
of upkeep at such a flat with paid 
workers.

Miss Alice Fair weather in the ab­
sence of Mrs. P. R, Warren gave an 
account of the beginning of a mem­
bership campaign and the Interest al­
ready taken by societies of young 
women in the city in the movement.

The constitution of the Young Wo­
men’s Christian Association was read 
by Mrs. F. E. Holman and discussed.

A resolution read by Mrs. Jas. Roes 
that a branch of the Y. W. C. A. be 
organized in St. John and that it take 
over the work of the Travellers' Aid 
was moved by Mrs. McDonald, sec­
onded by Mrs. David McLellan and 
passed unanimously.
